The policv pursued by
t government with reference
ild lands is & Wise one, and the
business of the nfice shows a large in-
ereasein the receipts from this source
of revénne. The increase for 1872 over
that of 1871 is very remarkable, being
for the former $4uU7,000 as against $349,-
000 for the latter. The increasehas not
been obfained by squeezing the last
penny eoutof settlers bat owing to the
larger number of patents taken out, the
number for 1872 being one-third in ex-
cess of. 1871 and nearly double that of
1870. The lands werealso sold at lower
prices, 113,633 acres realizing $193,000
in 1872, while 78,000 acres were sold for
$180,000 in 1871. In 1871 the proceeds
from woeds and forests amounted to
$570,000, while in 1872 it mounted up
to 81,101,438 of which only $280,000
was derived from the great sale of limits
in October, one half the price being ac-
oepted in notes on agcount of the strin-
gency in the money market at the time.
Last year 150,000 acres of mining lands
in the Lake Superior district were sold,
against 20,000 acres in 1871. These
facts spesk for themselves and show
with what vigour the Ontario Govern-
ment is pushing the developement of
our territury. They take the enlighten-
od view that it is better to emcourage the
investment of capital and the settlement
of the country than to comsider the
public lands as so much property held in
