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The Monetary ^Tim** makes the fol­
lowing reference to Mr. J. Calloway:— 
“A Goderich business man left that town 
involved in debt about ten years ago. 
He is now in Winnipeg, and in the inter 
val has paid a number of his old credi­
tors. He now advertises in the Gode­
rich papers that any other of his credi­
tors are to send in what claims they have 
against him. It would seem that there 
are still some successful men in business 
who have a sense of obligation towards 
their creditors of former days. It is 
the mort) gratifying news, as coming 
from Winnipeg, where people are sup­
posed to be too busy making money to 
think of such things as old debts.”

Went Huron Conservative**.

On Wednesday last the Conservatives 
of West Huron met in convention at 
Dungannon, for the purpose of selecting 
a candidate to contest that Riding for 
the Local Legislature in 1883. The con­
vention wa* held in Stnillie’s Hall, and 
was well attended.

F. W. Johnston, of Goderich, was 
nominated by Lewis Thorne, of Blyth, 
seconded by W. T. Bray, of Wingham,

About a dozen other candidates were 
nominated, amongst whom were Mr. P. 
Kelly, of Blyth, who was oo badly de­
feated in 18711, and our townsmen 
Messrs. 8. Platt, W. Campbell, J. Mit­
chell, Star, and H. W. Ball, but all re­
tired in favor of the first named enndi- 
date.

Mr. Johnston professed anxiety to 
consider the nomination, but the meet­
ing insisted upon a speedv acceptance, 
and Mr. Johnston accepted it.

There can be but little hope of Mr. 
Johnston capturing the constituency, as 
Col. Ross’s popularity is increasing every 
day in every municipality.

l'ilal Statistics.

The report of the births, marriages 
and deaths, of the Provinces of Ontario, 
in the year 1880, has just been furnish- 
from which we make a few extracts of 
interest to our readers The number of 
births registered in Huron county in 
1880, was 1581, being a decreane, of 224 
ever 1879. The number of marriages . 
was 471, an increase of 39 over the pre­
ceding year.

The only counties which show a larger 
birth rate than Huron are Middlesex, 
Wentworth and York, while 11 counties 
out of a total of 39, show a larger death 
rate. 585 eut of a population of about 
65/ 00 is not large, and the comparison 
with other counties shows that the peo­
ple in Huron either live more temper­
ately or are less subject to disease than 
those of other counties.

Including births, marriages and deaths 
together, Goderich shows a decrease of 
70 over the preceding year.

Of the births, in Huron 851 were 
males and 740 females, and the largest 
number of the former born in any 
month was 102, in March, and of the 
latter 70, in August. There were 10 
illegetimate children registered during 
the year, and five still born.

Of the marriages contracted the Pres­
byterians take the lead with 168 males, 
and 147 females. Methodists coming 
second, and Episcopalians third. De 
cember takes the lead with the largest 
number of marriages, 75 being contract 
ed in that month while July only had 
18. Only five males were married un­
der 20 years of age, while 111 females 
entered the state under that age.

Ntll at a IHwvount.

A few days ago the Hensall Salt Well 
company had a meeting for the purpose 
of settling up their accounts and dispos­
ing of the well, which they had sunk at 
a very large expense. They concluded 
to give the well to the man who owned 
the land on which it was, divide what 
little money was left, and dissolve the 
company—a wise proceeding. Thus, 
ends the great scheme that was to add 
so immensely to the business prosperity 
of Hensall. The man who now holds 
the well offers it for one dollar .to any 
person who will bind trlinself to erect a 
block and carry on the manufacture of 
salt, an offer not likely to be accepted 
under the present depressed condition 
of of the salt interest.

, Exeter we understand, is determined 
to make an attempt to raise a boom in 
its midst by the same process, madly be­
lieving that by some better financial 
scheming they will succeed. It appears 
that the adage “a fool and his money am 
soon separated,’’ is destined to hold good 
to the end of time.

The Wroxeter well, after having been 
sunk over 1400 feet,, and finding no salt, 
is abandoned, which is a good thing fur 
the stockholders, for if they had fourni 
salt they would have most likely erected 
a block, and thereby lost considerable 
more moAey. It is about time that a 
cessation took place in the waste ot 
money in sinking salt wells, for nothing 
but loss can be the result, either to the 
parties who originate new schemes or to 
those who are already in the business, 
as more than enough well are in opera­
tion to supply all the salt (needed in .On­
tario for the next teiK years, with an 
abundance for export to wherever it 
will pay to ship it. Like many other 
things in Canada, the salt business is 
under the weather in .consequence oe 
over competition.—[New Era.

But look­
ing over the list of colors, he cold find 
none like those which had appeared to 
Mrs. C. in her midnight vision,, and he 
thought the matter had ended. But not 
so, for the lady dreamed a second and a 
third time in succession, tliat the Derby 
was won by a horse ridden as she had 
seen before. The was no witstanding 
this treble event, and Mr. Clifton prom­
ised to take his lady to Epsom, and see 
whether she could lie right in her con­
jecture. He was as good as his word, 
and strange to say, between the publica­
tion of the book calendar and the Derby 
Day, Mr. Gratwicke had two horses in 
the racd, and to distinguish the horses. 
Bell, who rode Merry Monarch, had a 
greeh cap, and the other a cri nsun cap. 
The other horse (Doleful) came along, 
she, Mrs. C., was asked if that was the 
horse she wanted to back i No ! she 
replied, my horse Whad a green cap, and 
I shall stick to him. Scarcely had she 
uttered the words before Merry Monarch 
went by with F. Bell in a green cap; 
there lie is ! she exclaimed, in a state of 
frantic excitement; and sending her hus­
band into the ring, ho got £2,000 to 
£20 about the Merry Monarch for her, 
in less time than he could write it down; 
and half an hour afterwards saw the 
money landed, and the wife's dream 
verified.

I must tresspass upon your .kindness, 
Mr. Editor, with the relation of a most 
singular dream, or what might be called 
a treble dream; which was attended with 
serious consequences.

In the time of the Wars in England 
between King Charles the 1st and the 
Commonwealth, the market town of 
Newarck-upon-Trent, in the county of 
Nottingham; one of the most loyal towns 
in the Kingdom.

4. On the same day (6th February) 
Mr. Schreiber reported to Mr. Braun 
that the tender of McDonald * Charle- 
bois, though lowest, was irregular for 
the reason that the cheque for $20,000 
was marked “good for two days only," 
and he recommended the tender of An­
drew Onderdonk for acceptance.

6. On the 7th Sir Charles Tupper drew 
up a memorandum setting forth that the 
tender of Andrew Onderdonk waa the 
lowest in confonnity with the condi­
tions, and the same day Mr. Onderdonk 
was informed by theSecretary of theDe- 
partment of Railways that his tender 
was accepted.

6. On the 8th the Minister's memoran­
dum was endorsed by the report of a 
committee of Council.

7. On the 10th McDonald & Charle- 
bois telegraphed the Minister that their 
tender being the lowest they were await­
ing notice from the Department to com­
plete the deposit. Mr. Braun replied 
that their tender could not be consider­
ed “for want of cheque marked good.’’

8. On the 14th they petitioned the 
Governor in Council, setting out that 
their tender was regular; that it was 
$200,000 lower than any other; that the 
cheque for $20,000 was still guod, was 
in possession of the Department, and 
would have been cashed at anytime; 
declaring that they were ready to exe­
cute the contract, and praying that it 
might be awarded them.

9. On the 20th Sir Charles Tupper re­
ported on the petition to the Council, 
recommending that it be not entertain­
ed, and on the following day this recom­
mendation was adopted by minute of 
Council.

10. The draft form of contract with 
Onderdonk was submitted to the Depu­
ty Minister of Justice for examination 
on the 20th, and waa reported correct in 
form.

From this narrative of facts it is plain 
that McDonald A Charlebois’ tender was 
not rejected because it was too low, or 
for tny other reason than that their 
cheque was not marked “good;” that 
the acceptance stamp of the bank mana­
ger, “Good for two days only," was a 
matter to form, and was so regarded by 
Sir Charles Tupper; that on the 6th of 
February Sir Charles waa informed in 
answer to his own enquiry that the che­
que was good, and would be good until 
paid; that in the teeth of this assurance 
he next day rejected McDonald & Char- 
lcbois’ tender “for want of cheque mark­
ed good”; and that the contract was not 
signed before the 20th, when all the 
facts were known to the Cabinet.

It is a clear case of plunder. Sir 
Charles Tupper could be no guiltier had 
he in the face of ten thousand witnesses 
thrust his hand into the public treasury 
and put $200,000 into his own pocket; 
and his fellow-Ministers are not less 
guilty than Sir Charles.

There are many signs that a general 
election is near at hand, but this trans­
action is the clearest sign of all. The 
scandal of 1872 may possibly be eclipsed 
by the scandal of 1882. The face of car- 
ruptinn is not veiled now as it was then, 
and its hand is not hidden. But Who 
will Andrew Onderdonk’s “my dear 
Abbott" be ?

We can see now why the Government 
should prefer the American Syndicate 
to the Canadian, and Andrew Onder- 
denk, of California, to McDonald and 
Charlebcis, of Montreal, and why they 
should hasten to put the Port Moody 
section under contract so Inn g in advance 
of their obligations to the Syndicate.

It originated in McEn 
nery & Curran'a grocery on Main-atreet, 
the cause being a defective flue. At first 
the flames might have been easily extin­
guished, but owing to the slowneea of 
the firemen and a frozen tank the flames 
spread rapidly. It was not long before 
they burst out in Hall & Co.’a confee: 
tionery «tore, and from there spread ra­
pidly until the walla of J the Montreal 
Bank were reached, having gutted and 
burnt out ten stores on tile way. Seeing 
it was impossible to save the buildings, 
the owners and tenants started to save 
their goods, placing them in the streets. 
Salvage corps were organized but the 
flames beat them until stopped by the 
solidity uf the Bank of Montreal walls. 
The tire was stayed oil the north side by 
the brick building of tile Bank, and on 
the south side by a gap, The supply of 
water gave out twice. Two firemen 
nearly lost theif lives, their names being 
McCullen and Àtkens.

Take them out, 
and wash' out tho kettle; now fry two or 
three slices of salt pork, and lay in tl e 
b ittom of ihe kettle; lay over these tl e 
pieces of chicken and turn in about three 
pints of water, or more, according to 
quantity of chicken. Add butter the 
size hf an egg, sift in a little pepper, and 
cover over with a light crust. Cook 
about one hour longer, being careful not 
to cook dry or scorch.

Hickory Nut Cake.—One and tne- 
half cupfuls of sugar, half a cupful of 
butter, a scant half-cupful ot sweet 
milk, two cupfuls of flour, three eggs, 
two teaspoonfuls of tartar, one of soda 
• .r three teaspeonfuls of baking powder. 
Rake in layei s Filling for same—one 
cupful of sweet cream or milk; let it come 
to a boil; then stir in one tablespoonful 
of corn starch which hat previously been 
wet with cold milk; sweeten to taste. 
Let just boil up; remove from the tire; 
and stir in one pint of pulverized hickory 
nut meats. Flavor to taste, and when 
partially cool, spread between each two 
layers.

Buckwheat is an excellent crop to 
plow under for green manure, but the 
trouble is that to precede fall wheat, it 
cannot be turned under in time to have 
it well Kitted before the wheat i:s sow n. 
Consequently tho seedbed is rendered 
too open and porous for wheat. But 
from this very reason and from the 
slowness with which the straw rots, a 
plowed down crop of buckwheat has an 
excellent effect on land which is too 
stiff, or lias the habit of running togeth­
er.

A few years ago there was much dis 
pute whether potatoes were more heal­
thy and prolific when grown in ridges 
or when in flat land. The difference in 
the reports disgusted the simple inquir­
er after truth. It has since been found 
that soil and climate have much to do in 
varying the results. As a rule', the 
modern experiments favor ridge or hill 
culture. In wet or low soils, it is cer­
tainly the best. Iy very sandy soils, 
liable to drought, flat culture wins.

All Ohio farmer advocates the use of 
gas pipe and wire for fence, and gives 
figures to prove that it can bo built at a 
cost of about 83 cents per rod for mater­
ial. He buys tile gas pipe in lengths of 
12 or 1!) feet, sets the posts from 15 to 
18 inches deep, cuts with a cold chisel n 
“lip” to hold the wire, which is secured 
by a V shaped piece of wire, twisted up 
to draw the wire close to the post. He 
sees but one trouble with his fence; in 
wet weatlier the posts are not held from 
springing by the surface of the ground, 
but he remedies this by driving oak 
stakes 2x4, and 18 inches long, by the 
side of each post, and securing the two 
with a rough and clinch staple.

Mr. 8. Folsom inquires as to the 
healthfulncss for cows of the new process 
linseed meal with its low proportion of 
only 3 )ier cent, of fat, as compared 
with the meal made by the old process, 
with 11 per cent of fat. There is no 
reason why this meal should not be 
quite as wholesome as the other; and it 
may be more useful in the make-up of 
the ration, since it can be used for in­
creasing the richness of the fodder in 
protein or abuminolds without at the 
time adding too much fat. It can be 
worked well with corn meal, which, 
while but little richer than hay or grass­
es in protein, is not far from twice as 
rich in fat, and is very much richer in 
starchy matters. To the very common 
ration of hay and corn meal some addi­
tion is needed,especially for milch cows, 
to supply mostly protein; linseed cake 
by the old process was too liable in such 

case to overcharge the ration with fat.
— Prof. G. C. Caldwell, University.

To the question, which is the better 
way to feed meal, wet or dry? The answer 
is, there is no diflerence. The simple 
fact of wetting meal with cold water is 
no advantage. If soaked till near the 
point of souring, or wot with boiling 
water and fed when cooled, digestion 
would doubtless be facilitated. The 
best wav to feed meal to cattle I have 
ever tried is to take hay or coarse fod­
der, either cut or long, and wet it en­
ough to take the meal which is to be fed 
stick to it. In eating the coarse fodder 
the meal goes with it to the paunch, 
where it remains to soak and prepare for 
digestion, till it is remasticated, when 
it goes into the third and fourth stom­
achs and misses entirely the preparation 
it might have had if it had first gone in­
to the paunch with the coarse fodder. 
There is an estimated ditierence of 25 
per cent in favor of feeding meal with 
wet fodder, over feeding it. alone to 
gmw n cattle.—[Professor L. B. Arnold.

The barbed wire fence takes a pro­
minent place in western farming. The 
principal trouble with it seems to be the 
tendency of the wires to sag or break.
If the fence is constructed as described 
below, there will be no complaint under 
that head. The most important item is 
to have the posts round, especially that 
portion in the ground as a round post 
will stand much better and firmer than 
a square one. Set the posts two feet in 
the ground, and every fourth or fifth 
poet (according to the number of wires) 
three and one-half feet. Dig the holes 
four inches larger in diameter than the 
posts are. Put the post in and make it 
plumb, then put in about a foot of bro­
ken rocks, brick-bats, or cobble-stones; 
then shovel in two or three inches of 
earth, and so on until filled up, tramp­
ing it thoroughly. After the posts are 
well set, string the top and bottom 
wires first, and always on the deep set 
posts where they should lie fastened. 
Afterwards fasten the wires to the other 
posts. The gate posts should be larger, 
and set four feet deep. A barbed wire 
fence made in this manner will not sag, 
and the use of braces, props, &c., can 
be dispensed with, making a strong, 
tidy fence.

The above from the Seaforth Sun is a 
gem in itself, and we hope our friends 
will put it carefully by for future re­
ference. It shows that even a Tory 
newspaper can be magnanimous when 
there is no occasion for it being malig­
nant. Still we don’t take any stock in 
the extract from the Sun. It is true Mr. 
McMillan is a “local man of^ ability” 
and “commands respect in the Riding,” 
but these would not have shielded *him 
from Tory abuse and misrepresentation 
had he received the Reform nomination 
for Centre Huron.

Barbed Wire sail Ibc *. P.

Mr. J. G. Short, of the Ontario Metal- 
! lie Spinning Company, Woodstock,which 
ttatted the barbed wire factory, credited 
by the Finance Minister to the N. P., 
said:—AVe stalled out fautoiy- several 
years ago, but have gradully dropped 
our old spinning business and confined 
ourselves to the manufacture of barbed 
wire. I hud made up my mind to go 
into the barbed wire business before 
protection was decided on, but it was 
net till September, 1879, that 1 com­
menced manufacturing»; a new building 
just then completed for the purpose. 
So, while it may bo said that our factory 
has been established since the N. P. was 
introduced, it was not in consequet.ee of 
the N. P. There are five manufacto­
ries of barbeii w ire in Canada, employ­
ing in all ubdut 100 hands. The wire 
is juitented throughout the world by an 
American firm, and the holders of a 
license for manufacturing have their 
sales restricted to bertain territorial 
limits. Thus no American manufactu­
rer could send birbed wire into Canada 
without'forfeiting his license to the pa­
tentees. We therefore could net lie 
affected in the least by foreign competi­
tion, for we could have none. There is 
now i.o competition even in Canada so far 
as prices are concerned, as each manu­
facturer is bound by the patentees not 
to sell below a certain figure. We have 
not gained by protection in the least, 
but on the contrary have lost through 
taxation of our raw material, the duty 
having been raised 10 per cent. As raw 
material forms perhaps the greatest part 
of the cost of production, tho increase of 
the cost of the wire, which fully equals 
the increase of the duty, simply dimin­
ishes our profit by that much, and it ia 
no inconsiderable percentage.—[Globe.

It is a good thing for a steamship com­
pany to have a Tory M. P. on its board 
of directors. The Quebec Steamship 
Company of which Hon. Thomas Mc­
Greevy, M. P., is a director have se­
cured the contract for carrying mails be­
tween certain ports in Cape Breton, 
N. S. The distance to be traversed is 
96 miles and the subsidy to be paid is 
$13,000 per annum. Up to the time 
they received the contract the work was 
very efficiently performed by the steam­
er Neptune for a subsidy of $4,000. The 
owner of this vessel tried hard to obtain 
the contract again, but although he is a 
good Tory, the influence of the old rail­
way contractor proved too strong, and 
he contract was awarded for over three 

ttimes the amount of his tender. —Ottawa 
Free Press.

■ow a Maaafbrtarias Firm Brgards Ihr
w. r.

Mr. S. Leonard, of the well known 
firm of E. Leonard & Son. engine and 
boiler makers, London, said: The N. P. 
has been no benefit to our business so 
far as I can see, but on the contrary, a 
decided injury. We never had any 
foreign competition to affect our mar­
ket, so that protection has neither ex­
tended our sales nor increased our 
prices. Home competition is active and 
has been so for many years, so that we 
have not been able to increase our 
prices. On the other hand the cost of 
production has largely increased. Our 
coal is taxed, pig-iron pays $2 a ton, 
and is chiefly imported; we get our bar- 
iron abroad, because we can do better 
than in Hamilton, where I think the 
only Canadian bar-iron manufactory is 
found, and we pay a duty of 17$ per 
cent, on the importation. Boiler plates 
are not manufactured in Canada, fo; 
what reason I du not knew, unless it he 
the expensiveness of the machinery re 
quired, and the rather limited market 
this country affords, yet we pay 12$ per 
cent, on this very heavy item in the cost 
of production. Boiler tubes have also 
to lie imported iron—that is, of the lap 
welded kind, suitable for boilers being 
manufactured in Canada. The machin­
ery required for this manufacture is ex" 
pensive, the varieties in sizes of tubing 
are great, and the market small. On 
tubing, which is another important item 
in our business, we pay a much heavier 
duty than under the old tariff. There 
are several other importations which we 
use, or which we buy at home, but 
whether we buy at home or abroad the 
duty is added to the price, so that the 
margin between the cost of our raw ma­
terial and the price of our manufactured 
article has been considerably diminish­
ed. We could unquestionably

than under the N. P. Times have im­
proved, of course, but I cannot trace 
any connection between improvement in 
our business and the N. P. The de­
mand for engines and boilers created by 
protection to industries lately establish­
ed has been a mere bagatelle compared 
with the general demand which springs 
up on the revival of trade, and if we 
have gained little or nothing from the 
operations of the new tariff, we still 
have losses from bad debts, though not 
so many as during the dull times. The

The High Court of Justice commenc­
ed its Spring Sittings at Goderich of 
Friday last, before Mr. Justice Fergu­
son. There wore thirteen cases on the 
list. The first one gone into was:-

Young vs. Alexander. — Garrow & 
Proudfoot for pill. ; Farewell A Rutledge 
for dft. The plaintiff in this case was 
Mr. Charles Young, brother of the Reeve 
of Crlborne. Plaintiff some years ago 
married a Miss Alexander. She died 
about a year and a half ago. They had 
no children. Some tune previous to her 
death her husband, the present plaintiff, 
conveyed to her through her brother, 
John Alexander, a farm of land worth 
about $4,000. It was claimed by the 
plaintiff' that he was unduly influenced 
by his wife in making this conveyance. 
It was shown that she was a very strong 
minded woman, one of those who when 
they will, will find a way. It was also 
contended on the part of the plaintiff 
that the conveyance was made through 
dread of having to convey a certain por 
tion of this farm to trustees for school 
purposes, said portion of land having 
been given by plaintiff s father for school 
purposes, but no deed actually made out. 
Mrs. Young, Miss Alexander that was, 
died intestate, leaving two brothers, 
Alexander and John Alexander. These 
brothers were her legal heirs. In com­
pliance with the wish of deceased John 
conveyed his right in the property to 
Alexander who now claimed it. The 
action was brought to set aside the con­
veyance by Chas. Young to his wife, and 
through which Alexander claimed. His 
Lordship dismissed the action as against 
John Alexander and Alexander Alexan­
der, the latter to be put into possession 
without costs. Judgment not to be en­
tered up until after the next sitting of 
the Divisional Court in June. The pre­
sent plaintiff to give security that 
he will not cut or remove timber in the 
meantime. Defendant's counsel to be 
awarded something for occupation, but 
His Lordship thought defendant ought 
to be satisfied, and the matter was not 
pressed.

Driver vs. Mitchell—Plumb, ot Mc­
Carthy, Hoskin & Co., for plff. ; Garrow 
<t- Proudfoot for dft. The parties to 
this case live near Fprdwich. Some time 
ago Driver entered action against Mitch­
ell fur having circulated a malicious re­
port stating that plff. was guilty of inde­
cent conduct. The case was settled 
without going to court. Mitchell to pay 
one shilling damages and costs. Pltfs 
counsel entering into an agreement that 
plaintiff would not attack certain con­
veyances made ly Mitchell. When the 
costs were taxed they were found to foot 
up to nearly $400. Plaintiff now seeks 
to have this covenant set aside claiming 
that he did not authorise his counsel te 
engage not to attack these conveyances, 
and that he never sanctioned'such agree­
ment. J ndgment reserved.

McMulkin va Kidd—Garrow & Proud­
foot for plff. ; Cameron, Holt A Came­
ron for dft. The plaintiff s husband and 
Kidd for some years conducted a general 
business in Seaforth. At the expiry 
of partnership a chancery suit decided 
that Mr. McMulkin was indebted to 
Kidd in a certain sum. In order to 
satisfy execution issued for this money, 
Kidd seized a mare and two stallions. 
Mrs. McMulkin claimed these animals 
as her property and the question to de­
termine was in whom lay this property 
at the time of seizure. It was shown 
that Mrs. McMulkin’» father, Mr. Luke 
Beaty, of Toronto, gave to Mrs. Mc­
Mulkin a short time after her marriage, 
which took place in 1867, a horse which 
•he had been accustomed to drive while 
she was yet Miss Beaty. During the 

irtnerahip between her husband and 
idd she had full control of this animal 

and it was always looked npon as her 
private property. Her father and broth­
er commenced business in Seaforth and 
her husband went as clerk for them. 
She permitted the firm to use her horse 
in carrying on the business. During 
this time her brother, with her know­
ledge and consent, traded this horse for 
another and finally that one for a brood 
mare. This mare and her offspring, two 
stallions, are the animals concerning the 
ownership of which the suit wss brought.
It msy be stated that Mrs. McMulkin 
permitted her husband to give a chat­
tel mortgage on these animals, and by 
this act it was contended the ownership 
passed to him. Judgment reserved.

Newspaper laws.

We call the special attention of post­
masters and subscribes to the following 
synopsis of the newspaper laws :

1. A postmaster is required to give 
notice by Utter (returning a paper does 
not answer the law) when a subscriber 
does not take his paper out of the office, 
and stiV » the reasons fer its not being 
taker. Any neglect to do so makes the 
postri.it ;er responsible to the publishers 
for payment.

2. If any person orders his paper dis­
continued, he must pay all arrearages, 
rtr the publisher maÿ continue to send it 
until payment is made, and collect the 
whole amount, whether it be taken from 
the office or not. There c i be no legal 
discontinuance until the payment is 
made.

k Any person who takes a paper from 
the post-office, whether directed to his 
name or another, or whether he has sub­
scribed or not, is responsible for the pay.

A. If a subscriber orders his paper to 
be stopped at a certain time, and the 
publisher continues to send, the sub­
scriber is bound to pay for it if he takes 
it out of the post-office.

fur some time getting the fullest insight ' 
into the mysteries of the Christian re-, 
ligion. He next formed a company of 
priests and proceeded to Ireland to con­
vert the natives of that country from 
their paganism. He arrived in Ireland 
at a season of the year when, according 
to the custom of the country, it was un­
lawful for any except the pagan priests 
to build tires on the hillsides, and not 
being aware of the law against the act, 
kindled a fire which was seen from afar. 
For this he was cited before the king i t 
Tara, and it was on that occasion that 
St. Patrick first preached the gospel of 
salvation to the pagan Irish. Finding a 
difficulty in making them understand the 
Trinity and the Oneness of the Godhead, 
lie stooped down, and picking up a 
shamrock, illustrated the oneness uf God 
by the plant itself, and the Trinity by 
the three leaves. So satisfied was his 
congregation with the explanation that 
king, courtiers, and people all embraced 
the Christian faith. The doctrines 
preached by St. Patrick were the same 
which were then and are still taught by 
the Church of Rome, and comprised the 
belief in a place of future rewards for 
the just, a place of future woe for the 
wicked, and an intermediate station? 
known as purgatory; also a reverence— 
not worship—of the images of the saints; 
and the granting of indulgences by the 
priests of the Church. The rev. speaker 
entered at some length into the discuss­
ion of the question of purgatory, and 
cited from the Douay Bible in proof of 
his contention that purgatory existed of 
a verity. The question of the rever­
ence paid to images by Catholics was 
then taken up, the rev. speaker explain­
ing that Catholics never worshipped 
images or gave to them the honor 
which belonged to God. They rever­
enced the images,because by seeing them 
they were reminded of the great and 
good departed which they represented, 
but the wood or marble was not wor­
shipped as an idol would be by a pagan. 
If it was right to bow down at the sound 
of a name, as we were taught in scrip­
ture, it was not wrong to bow down at 
the sight of a representation of the 
Saviour or one of the saints. If we have 
an affection for an earthly friend, we 
reverence his picture; the mother who 
gazes lovingly on the picture of her dead 
child could hardly be called an idolator 
The loyal subject who had hanging on 
the walls of his parlor the pictures 
of the Queen and royal family, which he 
often gazed upon with pride and rever­
ence, could not be stigmatized as a wor­
shipper of idols. If it was idolatry to 
make a picture or statute and reverence 
it for the sake of the person it represents 
then we dare not cultivate the fine arts, 
or even encourage the photographer's art. 
If to make a graven image was an idola­
trous thing, how was it that Moses and 
Solomon and other servants of God de­
signed the cherubims and seraphims 
when setting up the ark or building the 
temple of God. The rev. speaker here 
cited a number of passages from both 
Old and New Testament in support of 
his contention-that the putting up of 
images to the departed good and great 
was allowed of God. Colors and forms 
occupied the same relation to our eyes 
that words did to the ear, and in days of 
old before education became widespread, 
the of mysteries of the Christian reli­
gion had been, in many cases, inculcat­
ed to the masses by outward and visible 
signs. The question of the power of the 
Church to grant indulgences was then 
discussed, the rev. speaker, claiming 
that the pq/wer of remission had been 
granted to" the apostles, and had been 
transmitted to the successors of the 
apostles—the priesthood of the Church 
of Rome.

Jahr lias labored for some time, and ex­
pended considerable money in an attempt 
to secuve a negative, with no other light 
than that uf the moon, and it was not 
until one night last week that his efforts 
were crowned with success.
