The druggist wae absent, but 
hie young man, who had served his full 
apprenticeship of three years, but had 
not passed the final .examination, filled 
thé prescription. Inadvertently he 
made a mistake in one of the ingredients, 
substituting hydrocyanic acid for hydro­
chloric acid. Both ingredients are poi­
sons, but both are used in small quanti­
ties in prescriptions. On the return of 
defendant Deadman to the d rage tore the 
error was discovered, and the druggist 
and clerk at cnce set out, the one to 
get the doctor to see plaintiff in case 
the mixture had been taken by her, and 
the other to obtain the bottle containing 
the preparation, and fill the pres­
cription originally sent. The elerk 
went to the hotel and told the 
husband of plaintiff that he wanted to 
get the bottle of mixture, and it was 
given him without demur. The drug­
gist met the doctor and sent him to the 
patient to see if any ill results had fol­
lowed. The doctor did so, and gave 
evidence that there were no apparent 
results. He attended the patient for a 
day or two, and being convinced that no 
harm had been done, ceased his 
visits. On the other hand, plain­
tiff gave testimony that she had 
been attacked with every symptom 
apparent from the effects of an overdose 
of hydrocyanic acid ; that from that day 
to this she had been a helpless invalid, 
a burden to her relatives and a sorrow 
to herself ; that whereas previously she 
had been robust and hearty, now she 
was a physical wrecu, Ac., and in this 
she was endorsed by her husband, her 
brother-in-law, and her mother-in-law. 
A friend of hers, Misa Chambers, gave 
evidence that on the day after the alleg­
ed poisoning, she called upon plff. and 
found her rational and in no'way excited. 
Plff. on that occasion told her that for 
four years she had been in poor health 
in Denver, Col., and that she had come 
to Canada for the benefit of her health. 
Dr Holmes also swore that plff. made a 
similar statement to him. Plaintiff 
stated that for thirty-ltx hours after tak­
ing the mixture she had been in 'an un­
conscious condition, which evidence was 
negatived by the doctor and Miss Cham­
bers. The quantity of hydrocyanic 
acid administered was proved to 
be a little over seven minims, and 
the smallest quantity known to 
kill was stated by the medical witnesses 
to be 45 minima. The medical testimony 
went to show that even an overdose 
short of fatal results could produce no 
permanent injury, and that whereas the 
drug in large quantities was one of the 
most deadly poisons, the effects of small­
er quantities were transient, the poison 
being of so evanescent a character that 
it was eliminated from the system in 
.from one half-hour to an hour. Dr
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Gunn, president of the Horon Medioal 
Association, cited a case in hie practice 
where sixteen minima had been taken and 
the patient waa over the effects In about 
half an hoar. The doctors called by 
plff. would not state that seven minime 
oould have had the effect upon the plff. 
which she claimed to have experienced, 
and ihe medical men called for the de­
fence were positive in their statement» 
that no such results oould possibly fol­
low from taking that quantity. Al­
though the doctors differed there waa no 
material discrepancy on the question of 
permanent results. When the evidence 
waa all in, Mr Garrow, ooonsel for deft», 
moved for a non-suit, on the ground 
that there waa no case to submit to the 
jury. The motion was noted by hi» 
Lordship and reserved for a future hear­
ing. Hie Lordship, In summing up, 
stated that this was a cue which pro­
perly speaking wae outside of the ordin­
ary lay practice, and he hoped the time 
would come when such cases would go 
for adjudication before a commission of 
experts. After impartially stating the 
case, he gave three questions to the jury 
to answer : (1) wee plff. injured by the 
medicine administered t (2) was the 
injury of a permanent nature f (3) what 
waa the amount of damaged The jury 
then retired, and after being absent 
nearly an hour brought in a verdict. 
They answered question 1 in the affirma­
tive ; question 2, that the injuries were 
temporary, not permanent; and question 
3, by assessing damages at $100. The 
argument on the motion for a non-suit 
will be argued before Judge Rose in 
Toronto. Taylor for plff., snd Garrow d> 
Proudfoot for defts

Forrester e. Wood—Action to set 
aside » sale of goods as fraudulent. Gar­
row, Q C., and Manning for plff ; Mae- 
Kelcan, Q C., " for deft. Admissions 
•igned by counsel put in, and argument 
adjourned to Toronto.

Ewan v. O’Neil—Action for work done 
and goods sold, Garrow, Q 0., and Sin­
clair for plff ; Wade for deft. Referred 
to local Master.

Farran et al. s. Roach et al.—Action 
for goods, and to establish a lien. Cam­
eron & Holt for plff.; Thompson for 
deft. Hia Lordship directed judgment 
to be entered for the plff. for $384 and 
coats of suit, snd declaring a lien on the 
lands mentioned in the pleadings for 
sale and payment out of proceeds, with 
the usual reference to the local Master.

This concluded the business before 
the Court, and his Lordship left the 
bench at 1:30 p.m.

HURON SIGNAL.
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IMPROVEMENTS NEEDED.
That the condition of the Court-room 

ii not what ought to be expected in 
>he principal edifice of the county of 
Huron haa long been conceded by many, 
but the matter was brought prominently 
to the front last Saturday by his Lord­
ship Mr Justice Ro«e in open court, 
when, while waiting for the jury to re­
turn a verdict on one of the cases, the 
following dialogue took place :

Hia Lordship—Mr Oarrow, do you not 
think something might be done towards 
inducing the Ceunty to supply a better 
courtroom for the accommodation of 
the publie 1 The present roum lacks 
ventilation, is heated in a very imperfect 
and unhealthy way by these stoves, and 
the air in the room becomes so tainted 
that it is very difficult to work in it. 
Don’t you find it so ?

Mr Oarrow—Yea; and I have done so 
for years past.

His Lordship—Well, in other counties 
we have succeeded i.l obtaining proper 
accommodation by indicting the County 
for maintaining a nuiiance, and perhaps 
that course will have to be taken here 
If I had thought of it I would have 
mentioned it to the Grand Jury at this 
court before I discharged them. Should 
I live to return to Goderich 1 shall cer­
tainly take the matter up, and would like 
your co-operation.

It ia time something was done by the 
County Council' along the line indicat- 
eu by his Lordship. The courtroom is 
badly heated, poorly ventilated, and, 
during the night sessions, is wretchedly 
lighted. Efforts have time and again 
been made to force the County Council 
to move in the matter but without avail, 
and it would almost seetn that nothing 
short of the drastic remedy suggested by 
Mr Justice Rose will compel the much 
needed change.

WHAT THE ISSUE SHOULD BE.
The Hamilton Times has a thoughtful 

article upon the advice that is being 
gratuitously given Mr Laurier by the 
Mail, to break from his fellows 
and ally himself with those who 
want to annihilate Mr Mercier and his 
Supporters in Quebec. The Times points 
out thit race and creed are not and 
should not be made political issues. Af­
ter dealing clearly and openly with every 
phase of the question, our Hamilton 
contemporary gives the following as the 
fighting ground of the political partiel 
instead of narrow sectionalism and nar­
rower creeds :

“What is the alternative 1 To leave 
religion to the consciences of individuals 
end race to the record» in the family 
Bibles. To fight our political battles on 
political questions, of which the tariff i« 
the chief one in the Dominion, and the 
method of taxation for municipal and 
Provincial revenue the chief one in each 
#f the Provinces. leach the people the 
pdysoUges of free trade and direct taxa­

tion, and let them vote to get thoee ad 
vantages. Reduce the Dominion tariff to 
the lowest notch. Make the Provincial 
Legislatures collect their own revenues 
by direct taxation. Do not let the Do­
minion Parliament build or enbsidize 
any more railways. Shot off that method 
of bribery. Let each Province own, con­
trol and pay for its own publie works. 
With direst tsxstion the rule and not 
the exception, there will be no waste of 
publie money. When the Provinoee 
need ground rents for public revenue 
the churches which own lend will have to 
psy their ahsre the same ee individuals.”

He went* to 
save hie own neck, and like the Irish­
man of old, has been seriously asking 
himself the question : What’s the werld

Ir Goderich is not a railroad centre 
yet.it is nevertheless a centre for railroad 
agitation. In addition to the local 
movement in town, our friends of the 
W Ingham, Dungannon and Port Albert 
proposed route, held a meeting of the 
executive committee of that scheme in 
Goderich on Fridsy last. "Verily God­
erich is a favored spot, so far as project­
ed railway ventures are concerned.

To Sise e Floor. - The floor should be 
w*4 after it ie stained, not before 
After tjie itain 1» qiite dry on the floor 
put e pound of rive In e basin with a 
pint of eold water, and melt it by 
gentle heet ; apply it with e fist brush ; 
if the atie froths while it ia being pui 
upon the floor, dilute it with a little 
warm water ; let the sise dry entirely be­
fore potting on the varnish.

— Weah quart of 
oyatera and dry then, by epreadiug on ». 
towel. Hate the griddle hoi sod pat a 
bit of batter on it Put the oysters on 
til! ‘to grille li full, Turn e»«h
oyster ever es it browne and serve hut 
on bettered toast

Boiled or Steamed Pudding — One 
cupful of beef euet chopped tine, or one 
half cupful of butter, one cupful of uio 
lasses, two eepfule of eweet milk, some 
baking powder in the flour; make ii 
just a little thicker than pound cake ; 
one cupful of raisins, one cupful of cur­
rants or one eupfql of blackberry jam, 
one teaep>wu(ul of allspice, doves, oitme 
mon, one nutmeg; tie in a doth and 
boil two or three hours, or put in a pan 
and steam three hours.

Vinegar improves by keeping, there­
fore it ie beat to lay in e large supply.

Tea, coffee or cocoa are three admis­
sible drinks, but nut in exoaea. For the 
voice the American Druggist recoin 
mends cocoa as the best A cup of thin 
ouena, just warm, ii more to be recoin 
mended between the exertions of sing 
ing than any alooholie beverage.
