Tn effect they declared againtt
making any extra efforts themselves
fowards hastening the close of a ses-
sion already unduly protracted, while
at the same time they made it evident.

They
opposed Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s motion
asking membérs of the House to work
a little harder by holding morning
sittings, They blocked supply by
the usual time-killing devices of bring-
ing up fruitless discussion of extran-
eous issues and by endless unimpo:t-
ant questions about work of sundry
customs officials. George Taylor,
chief Conservative whip, put the
position of the opposition with bold
frankness when he declared he was
prepared to sit in the House wuntil
Christmas rather than let clduSes one
and seventeen of the Election . Bill
pass. The situation with regard to
the deadlock remains unchanged.

Opposed to Lumbér Monopoly.

One of the features of . today’s de-
bate was the .attempt of Colonel Sam
Hughes to induce the government to
impose a duty on lumber coming into
Canada from the United States. Mr.
Knowles, of Moose Jaw, strongly op-
posed the proposal on the ground that
it would create a monopoly among the
Canadian lumbermen. He declared
himself strongly in favor of lower in-
stead of higher tariffs.

In committee. of supply last night,
Hon. William Paterson anounced that
the customs officers in the future will
not receive a percentage on seizures
because of irregularities such as
under-valuation, but will be given
advanced salaries as a compensation.
The old rule of percentage will still
hold in the ease of smuggled goods.
During question time, W. D. Staples

E. Foster objected to suspending the
Wednesday evening rule, pointing out
that several committees were not
through their labors, the latter point-
ing out that with the heavy govern-
ment legislation it would Tequire ~at
least three weeks.

Hon. Mr. Fielding compared parlia-
ment to a well-organized factory,
which, overcrowded with orders, work-

The Warrior Whose Namé Has Been
Intimately Connécted With Lady-
smith Died This Morning.

‘mudnn. June 2.—8ir Redvers Bul-
le¥, who commanded the British army
at the outset of the Boer war in South
Africa, died this morning.

Among the, numerous generals
whose military careers were tarnished
in the South African war none enter-
ed with a better reputation and emerg-
ed with a poorer record than General
Buller, even though: the criticism of
his campaign in South Africa is by no
means universal. He was bern in
Creditony Devonshire, England, %n
1839.. He entered the army in 1858
and served in. the Chinese campaign
in 1860. TIn 1870 he became captain
and went on the Red River expedi-

tion, when he was first associated
with Lord (then Sir Garnet) Wolseley,
and in 1873-74 he accompanied the
latter on the Ashantec campaign as
head of the intelligence departmént,
being slightly wounded at the battle
of Ordabai. In the Kaffir war of
1878-9 and then the Zulu war of 1879
he was conspicuous as an inrepid and
popular.leader of cavalry, and built
up a reputation for courage and dog-
ged determination, earning the Vie-
toria Cross for his assisting in rescu-
ing a captain and lieutenant.

_In The First Boer War,

In the Boer war of 1881 he was Sir
Evelyn Wood’s chief of staff. In 1882

department in the Egyptian cam-
paign and was knightéd for his ser-
vices. Two years later he command-
ed an infantry brizade in the Soudan
and was promoted to major-general
for distinguished service on the ficld.
In the Soudan campaign of 1884-85 he
wag Lord Wolseley’s chief of staff.
For his gallantry here he was created
K.C.B. In 1887 he was made quar-
termaster-general at the War Office.
From 1890-97 he held the office of ad-
jutant-general, attaining the rank of
lieutenant-general in 1891. At the
War Office his power of work and
master of detail inspired those with
whoin he ¢ame in contact with the be-
lief that he was fitted for the highest
command, and in 1895 it was an open
seciet that he was intended for that
post. on the retirement of the Du#ke
of Cambridge. At that time, how-
ever, the government was defeated
and Lord Wolseley was sélected for
five years, Sir Redvers remaining in
his former position.
In Commane in 1898.

In 1899, when the Boer war broke
out, he was selected with universal
approval to take command of the
South African field force and landed
at Cape Town on Oc.ouer 318t. Owing
to the Boer investment of Ladysmith
he unexpectedly hastened to Natal to
supervise the rescue of Sir George
White, but ‘an Dec. 15th his attempt
to cross the Tugela viws repulsed with
great loss. Alarmed at his reports the
government eent out Lord Roberts to
supersede him in the chief command,
he being left in suburdinate command
of the Natal force only. His second
attempt to relieve Ladysmith (10th to
27th Jan.) proved another failure caus-
ing consternation in England. A third
attempt (5th to 7th Feb) was again
unsuccessful- and it was not wuntil
Feb. 28th that the relief of Ladysmith
was accomplished. s

'Did Good Work Here.

He remained in command of the
Natal army till 24th Oect., 1900, when
he returned to England, having in
the meantime done a great deal oi
hard work by driving the Boers back
from Biggarsburg and forcing Lang’s
neck.

But though he still retained his re-
putation for dogged determination the
verdict of military crities on his capac-
tpointment to the Aldershot command
under delicate and difficult operations
became decidedly adverse.

The continuance in 1901, of his ap-
pointment to the Aldersot command
which was the most important in the
new army schenic met with a storm
of public criticism in which the de-
tailed objections taken to his conduct
of the operations beforc _Ladysmith,
(and particularly his heliogram hint-
ing at the contingeney of surrender),
were given new prominence.

Retired on Half Pay.

On Oct. 10th, 1901, at-a luncheon in
London, Sir Redvers Buller made a
speech in answer to those criticisms
which was held to be a breach of
discipline and contrary to the Kings
regulations, and on Oct. 23 it was an-
nounced by the war office that he had
been. relieved” by his command and
retired on half pay.

AN ATTEMPT T0
. SHOOT DREYFUS

Intermeént of Zola’s Body in Pan-
theon Rekindles Army Troubles
of Ten Years Ago.

E

Paris, June 4.—While entering the
Pantheon today to attend. the eere-
monies in connection with interment
of the body of M. Zola, former Cap-
tain Dreyfus’' was shot twice in the
left arm by M. Gregori: The wounds
are not thought to be serious,

Dreyfus, standing immediately on
the side of President Fallieres, first
believed that the shooting was an at-
tempt to assassinate the president, but
the vituperative utterances of Gregori
immediately following the ghooting
showed that he meant to kill Dreyfus
only. -Gregori was immediately sur-
rounded and disarmed. All maintain-
ed the utmost coolness, and the pre-
sident calmly reviewed the troops,
which was a part of the ceremony. of
the day. The renewal of the anti-
Dreyfus feeling is growing in intensity
constantly.
Signs of Serious Trouble in Paris,

1Y is feared serious disturbance, in-
cited by the anti-Semitic party, will
result from the ifiterment of Emile
Zola’s body in the Pantheon to-day.
The first signs of impending trouble
were given last-night, when bands of
students, roughs and others, Social-
ists and anti-Zolaists, paraded ihe
main thoroughfare in the Latin quar-
ter, frequently coming to blows and
keeping the large extra force of police
busy. Shortly before midnight a de-
termined attempt was made to storm
the approaches t0 the Pantheon to the
accompaniment of the “Marseillaise,”
and cries of “Throw him in the sea!”
but the police soon rounded up the
rioters and drove them away. The
street leading to the Pantheon was
guarded and patrolled, no one being
allowed to pass. During the course of
the evening some forty students were
arrested, and kept in the station
bouse unfil they had cooled down.

The Old” Feud Re-Kindled.

Realizing that Zola was being glori-
fied not so much as a reward for his
prodigious literary activity, but be-
cause he was the first great leader
in the Dreyfus affair, which routed
the general staffi of the army and
forced France to purge herself of the
charge of social injustice, has revived
whatever is left of the animosity ti:at
ten years ago divided France into two
camps, This is apparent from the
rage manifested by former anti-Drey-
fus papers, which are heaping insults
upon the memory of Zola as a traduc-
er of France in his novels, and crying
that the transference of his remains
to the Pantheon is a national dis-
grace. Thus reactiongey agencies are
plainly trying to provoke anti-Zola
manifestations to-day.

|TO LAY OUT TOWNSITE

AT FORT CHURCHILL

First Move in Proposed Hudson Bay
Route Project—Interior Depart-
ment Sends Party North for This
Purpose—Only One Settler on
Land.

Ottawa, June 1—The first move in
the direction of establishing a new
outlet for western exports to the seca-
board via the proposed Hudson Bay
route is now being made by the gov-
ernment. A survey. party, under the
direction of Mr. Marrier, is being sent
out by the interior department to lay
out the townsite of Fort Churchill, the
future metropolis of Hudson Bay,and
the terminus of the propesed Hudson
Bay railway. The future ecity will be
located on the eastérn side of the
river, opposite the ruins oi,old Fort
Prince of Wales, and across the river
from the Hudson Bay company’s trad-
ing post. Plans and drawings of the
harbor are also being prepared under
the direction of the department.

The present population of Fort
Churchill consists of four halfbread
families, a mounted policeman and
one settler named William Beech. The
latter is the only man whose home is
pitched on the future townsite. He
settled there with his wife Before the
area in question was reserved for set-
tlement, and is, therefore; entitled to
claim a free quarter section of 160
acres of city real estate.

N.F. HARBOTTLE
GETS TWO YEARS
S v Syl

X

Neville F. Harbottle was today sent-

enced by His Honor Judge H. C. Tay-
lor, at the District court, to two years”
imprisonment in the Alberta peniten-
tiary for the theft of $6,918.44 from
the department of inland revenue at
Edmonton. This term will probably
be considerably shortened by the good
conduct of the prisoner, who may ob-
tain his liberty on parole before the
expiration of his term of imprison-
ment.

W. A. Griesbach, counsel for the ac-
tused, urged the <clemeney of the
case. He drew attention to the faet
that Harbottle, although pleading
guilty to the crime of theft, had vol-
untarily returned and given himseli
up to the authorities. He had a wife
and children dependent upon him and
a mother who perhaps already had
borne to much sorrow. - He suggested
that the accused was'probably not in
his right mind at the time he commit-
ted the theft and he asked that he be
not deprived of his liberty, but that
some other form of punishment be
meted out to him. Public sentiment
was strongly in favor of clemency.

Judge Taylor, in pronouncing sent-
ence, stated that he proposed to take
into consideration the tfact that the
accused had voluntarily given himself
up to the authorities and that he had
a family dependent upon him upon
whom the punishment for the erime
would fall most heavily. He could
not, however, consider publie opinion
or the suggestion that the accused was
not in his right mind. He, therefore,
imposed a sentence oi two years’ im-
prisonment in the Alberta penitentiary
on Harboftle, but statéd that he was
positive that by good conduct the ac-
cused could obtain his liberty on par-
ole some time before the expiration of
his sentence.

Capt. Harbottle took the sentence
very calmly, standing with conipiessed
lips and bent head. Faets regarding
his life were recorded by the clerk
and he was then taken to the peni-
tentiary in the. custody of a member
of the R. N. W, M.-P.

Harbottle was arraigned in the Dis-
trict Court before His FHonoy Judge
H. C. Teylor, ab 10.30 ti merning.
He was charged with etealing $6,018
.44, from the Inmland Reveniie Depart-
ment between the months of January
and April of this year.

W. A, Griesbach, who appeared for
the accused, stated that he would
admit certain evidence as to the pre-
vious good character of ‘the accused.
Crown Prosecutor Cogswell raised no
serioug objection, se the judge gave
his consent,

Dr. J. K. Barrett, of Winnipeg, who
has been inspector of Inland Revenue
for Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Al
berta for the past 23 years, testified
that he had known the accused N. F
Harbottle personally for the past five
years, during which he had been in
the employ of the Inland Revenue De-
partment. He had always found him
efficient, painstaking and thoroughly
honest, honorable and reliable, Dur-
ing the last eighteen months he had
known "that the accused was in poor
bealth, and had advised him to go to
Rochester to a hospital for treatment.
In April or May the.collector at Cal-
gary wrote the witness that it was all
up  with Harbottle as far as health
was concerned. The next he heard
was that Harbottle had gone to Ro-
chester, was operated upon, and had
subsequently returned and given him-
self up to the authorities,

Dr, Barrett stated that he deeply
regretted that it must be through him
that the information was laid against
Harbottle. He had always been his
warm personal friend, and he had
found him a painstaking, éfficient and
obliging officer, and one of .the best
men in the service.

X. Saucier, of Calgary, collector of
inland revenue, who has gupervision
of the Edmonton office; corroborated
Dr. Barrett’s evidence as to the good
reputation borne by Harbottle. The
judge then announced that sentence
would be deferred until 2.30 p.m.
When the court assembled at 2.30, the
above sentence was pronounced.

Fatal Shot in Front,

“Would -it be possible for the man
to stand up or even get on his knees
after being shot in front?’* asked Mr.

“In my opinion it would be impos-
<ible for him to ris¢ at all after being
shot in front,” was the reply,

Dr. Quesnel  stated that it was
pessible~ for the wound 1n the back
to have been made while the man was
lying on the floor, Small grains of
powder were found in the flesh around
the wound. The bullet had passed
through the lung. - He examined th=
stomach of the deceased and found
about four onnces of liquid which
smelt alecholie He believed that
death was due to hemorrhage of the
lungs caused by the shot which en
tered at the front and passed through
the lungs,

Dr, Fergusson, of Morinville, who
aszisted Dr. Quesnel in the post mor-
tem examination, corroborated the
evidence of the former witness regard-
ing the locdtion and nature of the
wounds., He could not state, how-
ever, which wound was caused first.
Dr. Fergusson stated that he did not
believe Brusha could have risen again
after reeeiving the shot whieh enter

The first witness for the defence was
E. H Ward, a hardware merchant
of Morinville, who stated that -he had
sold -John Brusha two boxes of cart-
ridges of 32 and 38 calibre a féw days
prior t6 the shooting on_January 3lst.
He knew both Krone and Brasha, the
latter living about two miles from
Morinville, -and Brusha = about two
and a half miles away.

An Eye-Witness,
Mrs. Joseph Sprinkie, an eye-wit-
ness of the tragedy, was an important
witness during the afternoon. She
testified that Brusha had come to her
husband’é home on the afternoon of
January 31st, 1908. He had been drink-
ing ‘and seemed ungr_\x‘ He asked
where Krone and Sprinkle were, cal-
ling them wvile naimes. Witness. re-
plied that they had gone for some
wood and would not be back until late,
Brusha used considerable strong lan-
guage and said he was going to have
a “financial settlement with them. The
witness did not knoiv why he used the
term “‘financial settlement,” but had
hea#d him use the expression before.
About 2 o’clock Mrs. Sprinkle stat-
ed that her husband and Krone return-
ed with the wood. Her husband came
in and Krone followed a {ew minuteg
later. When Sprinkle came in he
warmed his hands at the stove and
then passed into the inner room. In
a few minutes Brusha came in and
offered’ him a “drink ~of whisky.
Sprinkle refused at first but later took
a drink to keep Brusha in good hum-
or. While this was n progrese Krone
had comc into the ‘kitechen.  Brusha
+ent cut for a drink of water and ask-

b

ed Krone why he did not speak te]

him, Krone replied that he was only
doing what Brusha had asked -kim to
do, not speak to him. Brusha said
he didn’t want anyone to snub him
and he &wore at Krone; ealling him
a liar and saying “Pll make you see
me,”” and pulling off his coat.

“I dont want to have any trouble
with you,” replied Krone, but Brusha
said he was ‘going to have trouble’'as
he was there to have a “financigl”
settlement- with him. Brusha stated
that now they would have to cut it
out, fight it out, or shoot it out, and he
slapped Krone in the face. = Krone
struck back and a fight began.

Murs. Sprinkle stated that as soon as
the men Dbegan to fight she made her
husband, go out of the house to be out
of ithe trouble. He started at.once
for Morinville... Brusha and . Kréne
fought in the kitchen and the ‘porch
and Brusha asked the accused to come
outside and fight it out. Krone refus-
ed and Brusha took hold of the form-
er’s collar and tried to back him<out
the door. ' The fighting ceased for a
moment and Mvrs. Sprinkle went in-
gide the house. She siood by the stove
and Brusha asked her where her hus-
band was as he wanted to have one
more chance at him, The witness re-
plied that he had gone and Brusha
said, “For two cents and a half T'd
knock you out of the window.” He
struck Mrs. Sprinkle and knocked her
agdainst the wood bbox., He then turn-
ed to Krone, saying, ““God damn you,
I'll fix you; F've got you ndbw.” Both
men drew their revolvers and Krone
fired.

Brusha Made First Move,

“Whoe pulied his gun first,” asked
Mr. Robertson.

“John Brasha,” was the prompt
reply,

Continuing, the witness stated that
Krone fired and Brusha fell. In a me-
ment Brusha ros¢ and made, a° motion
with*his gun as if to shoot and Krone
fired three times more. One of these
bullets lodged in the kitchen eabinet,
in passed through-the stove pipe and
gnother hit Bftisha and he fell dead.
The whole shooting affair only oceu-
pied about 8 seconds.

Mrs. Sprinkle stated that she had
known both Brusha and Krone for
abhout four years. Jrusha was of a
quarrelsome  disposition and had
trouble with Sprinkle prior to this.
He had threatened to shoot Sprinkle
on one occasion and at another time
he had fired at him with a rifle. In
cross-examination the witness stated
that Krone had always appeared quiet
around the house and she had never
known him to quarrel before. She
noticed Brusha’s  coat burning a few
minutes aiter the shcooting and Krone
put the fire out. Considerable cross-
examination {followed by the crown
prosecutor regarding the fight between
Brusha and:Krone, but the witness did
not change her story very materially.

Corroborative Evidence,

James Sprinkle, husband of the pre-
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vidus witness, corroborated his. wife’s
story regarding the beginning of the
fight ‘which ended in the tragedy. The
fight began by Brusha hitting Krone
in the face and Krone retaliating. His
wife then called him out of the house
and he started acfoss *the fields \for
Morinville to notify the" police.

The witness stated that the had
gone about a quarter of 'a mile when
he heard shouts irom the house, and
s little. boy ran after him ta tell him
that Brusha was shot. He returpned to
th2 ‘hous: and found the body lying

on the floor of the kitchen and was——

told that Krone had shot Brusha.
Caspar Lavallee, proprietor .of the

"Alberta hotel, Morinville, stated 4hat -

the deceased, John Brusha,”had been
in the bar of his hotel ‘early in the adt-
ernoon of January 31st. H Had been
drinking and was undeér the inflience
of liquor. He had a revolver with him
and the winess stated-that hé examin-
ed it and removed the loaded shélls
from its chambers. Brusha left the
hotel about two o’ciock, reloading his
gun as he went. He had known Brusha
tor a yvear and had found him rather
rough when drinking.

Philip Mollersine testified briefly a3
to the good reputation of Herman
Krone, the accused, had bérne during
the past year he had known him.

The last witness for the deience -was
Mrs. John Brusha, widow of ‘the «a-
ceased, and sister of the accused
Krone. She was informed by the
court that she need not give evidence
regarding private communications with
her late husband unless she wished.
She stated that she came to this coun-
try about a year agy from Missouri,
where she had married Brusha. Her
brother was not :at all quarrelsome
and had always been ready to give
money eitifer to her ‘or her husband.
This concluded the evidence for-the
defence.

H. H. Robhertson, counsel for the
defence, then addressed” the jury at
some length, impressing ¢3 them the
fact that Krone had done tne shoeting
in self-defence and suggesting ‘that
probably the defect in Brusha’s re-
volver, which prevented it from diss
charging every time the t'rigger was
pulled probably saved Krone’s life.
Crown Prosecutor Cogswell also out-
lined the evidence in the case, dwel-
ling on the serious consequencas  of
using a gun unless it was perfectly
clear- that there was no other way to
save himseli. Judge Stuart then
charged the jury as {6 their daty and
the conelusions they must come to in
order to bring in a verdict for aec-
quittal, manslaughter or murdexr, The
jury then retired and aiter deliberating
an hour returned at 6.30 with a ver-
dict~of not guilty and the priscner
was discharged.

As this Avas the only ecriminal case
to be frigd by jury the jurymen in
attendance at:thecourt were thanked
by the judge and dismissed from fur-
ther attendance.

As regards the Saskatchewan land
deal, Mr. White showed the fallacies
of the statemerits made in this con-
nection by his opponent, F, A, Morri-
son. The land which was acquired by
this company had been a barren
vaste and the portions held by the
C.P.R. as a bonus for their building
the line from Regina to Prince Albert
were considered by that corporation
to be useless. They were willing to
dispose of their sections for $1.65 per
acrc. When the Liberal government
was approached to consummata the
deal the Saskatchewan Land Co. was
told that the government had no lands
to sgll unreservedly, but that the land
would be handed over at $1.65 per
acre as soog as certain obligations
were performed. The company were
to place 32 settlers in eaeh section bo-
fore the balance of the section eould
be secured. This agreement was con-
tered into, and when Mr. White and
Mr. Holden went through that great
listriet. two years after as homestead
nspectors, an average of 63 settlers
were found in €och township of that
large area. The Saskatchewan Land

mpany, moreover, had built hotels,
1ad contributed to the construction of
iilway stations, and in many ways

niributed to the transforming of a

Iderness to a splendid farming dis-

trict. The famous Land Co., said Mr.

White, had five directors, only two of
ym were Canadian, and these were

not friends of the government, as stat-
ed by his opponent, Mr. Morrison.
Settlers’ Fishing Rights Preserved.

Mr. White disproved thé stateément
that the fishery licenses, which had
been granted by the government de-
prived the settler of his right, to fish
in the lakes, Fishery inspectors look-
ed after the rights of the settlers.

Dr. Clarke on Canadian Trade.

Dr, Clarke, the Federal candidate
for Red Deer, more than made gourl
his reputation as one of the best in-
formed men in Canada.on matters of

i irade and commerce, He hinted that

Mr, Morrison’s time had not yet come
to represent Vietoria at Ottawa and
pleaded for a careful consideration oi
the' principles at issue in the cam-

‘For any party w have a truly
national policy,”” said Dr. Clarke,
that policy must be national in its
breadth of view, in its aims, and in
its results,

The Conservative party had no na-

| tional breadth of view when they en-

abled the C.P.R. to be built, bééause

| @ transcontinental railway was a pre-
{ coneeption of the Alex. MeKenzie gov-

ernment, and was commenced by that
Liberal administration at an expendi

| ture of $37,000,000. When the Conser-
| vatives returned to power the C.P.R.
| Co. was formed by several of the par-
{ liamentarians themselves, who took
the subsidy to themselves.

“The Conservative party stands {o

{the C.,P.R. and consequently can not
j have a national aim or outlook. On

the other hand, the Liberal policy has
always been national in that it stands
for Canada as opposed to vested in-
terests. The Conservative policy of

{ high protection looks to the interest
{ of the thirty per cent. of the popula-

tion represented by the Canadian
Manufacturers’ Association, while the
Liberals stand on the tariff question
in the interests of the seventy per
cent, who are tillers of the soil.

“That the Liberal party has- the

{ only true national policy is judged by

results,”

The Conservatives built up a record

debt and deficits, while the Liber-
al administration had practised econ-
omy from year to year. Were it not
for the burden of building the Grand
Trunk Pacific the national debt would
iave been considerably decreased in
he last budget report.

The British preference was held up
by Dr. Clarke as a conrcete result of
the Liberal national policy of expuan-
sion. The Liberal administration rea-
lized that a reduection of the tariff in
favor of British goods of at first 25
per cent, ‘and then 33 1-3 per cent,

| would attract British trade to Canada

and that every returning vessel, as a
natural eonsequence, would convey
Canadian farm produce to the best
market. in the world. This was the
secret of the great development in tlie
West ,and also explained why R. L.
Borden in his tour of the West last

| year said nothing about tariff revision
| west of Winnipeg. He knew it would
| be poor campaign material with whieh
| o fill Western farmers,

A Pure Business Proposition.

Dr. Clarke assured his hearers that
the Liberal Government negotiated
the British preference in the Canadian
market for no sentimental reaserns,
but )r cause he thoroughly understood

{the laws ‘of commercial reciprocity

and the needs of the west, Interna-
tional trade was an interchange o
commodities, not of bullion and there-
fore every import was a customer in
that it enticed an export. Statistics
from the government trade and com-
merce report showed how Canada’s
trade had enorpously increased un-
der -the preference, In 1896 the ex-
ports of butter amounted to $893.000
while in 1906-the amount was $7,860,-
000, and this in the face of the keen-
est competition from dairy countries
that confronted any Canadian farm
product. Flour to the value of $377,-
000 was exported to Great Britain in
1896, and increased under the prefer-
ence to $6,180,000 in 19C6. A corre.
sponding and in some cases greater
increase in British imports from Can?
ada was shown in other farm pro-
ducts

“The difference between a commer-
cial supremaey and commercial medi-
ocrity,” said Dr. Clark, “is the
amount, of internal trade of a country
as opposed to foreign trade. The Un-
ited States has not a great merchant
marine because of her high tariff wall,
Great Britain enjoys her great supre-
macy . because of the refusal to put
any impediment on her trade rela-
tions with foreign nations.”
Protection Does Not Make Industries.

Dr, Clarke then expressed his belief
that protection did not build up in-
dustries, They grew by natural
means, The demand for manufactur-
ed articles was a greater spur to in-
dustry than protection. -If Canadian
farmers had access to the best mar-
kete of the world they would increase
and multiply and where there whas the
population, manufacturers: would de-
velop as aecabbage would grow when
planted in the soil. . They were, there-
fcre, a secondary consideration for
any country.

In conclusion Dr, Clarke paid a
high tribute to the stability of Cana-
dian farmers, and urged them to more
and more realize their opportunities
and to have renewed faith in their
future and in themselves,

Dr.: Clagke understanda the British
markets and he understands the pio-
biem of Western farmeys. His wouds
made a profound impression on bis
hearers as no statement could be ¢f-
fectively gainsaid,

Duncan Marshall, manager of the
Edmoenton “Bulletin, also” spoke, and
was well received.

Every settler
knew by his yearly tax reminder that
a favored mnnn])nl\ held exactly one-
half of this great country, and the
settler had to pay his own taxes and
enough more to pay the taxcs on that
of the C.P.R.’s frece land.

Dr. Clark next discussed the fiscal
policy of the Conservative party and
that of the present Liberal govern-
ment, and his arguments were both
new and clear. The doector then
dealt with the immigration policies
of the two parties and gave some
startling  comparisons  between  the
results of the Conservative propa-
ganda and that of the present govern-
ment.

BABY’S FATE IN BALANCE.

Wealthy Woman Who Adopted Stolen
Chlld Determmed to Keep 'It.

Chicago, June 1.—The United States
Court of Appeals will be asked to decide
the possession of the famous incubator
baby of St. Louis Fair.

Marion Alberta Bleakley, as her real
mother has named her, or Dorothy Edith
Barclay, as her alleged adoptive mother
insists on calling her, is only 4 years old,
but four .important courts have passed
on the question of her gu.udlamhxp. and
now a fifth, still more dignified, is to
hand down a decision. She has been
rushed from one to another of three
States by Mrs. Bleakiey in efforts to
keep her 1.om Mrs. James C. Barclay,
who claims her. Once she has heen
whirled over many miles by Mrs. Bar-
clay, three times by Mrs. Bleakley.

Mrs. Bleakley gave birth to the girl on
February 15, 1904, in a St. Louis hospital.
On the same day a child was born dead
it is said, to an actress.. The matron
of the institution substituted the dead
baby for the living and sold Mrs. Bleak-
ley’s daughter to the infant incubator
company at the fair. Meantime, Mrs.
Barclay, whose home is in Buffalo, saw
the Bleakley baldy in the incubator and
arranged to adopt it. The mother, con-
vinced through the matron’s lie that her
little girl was dead, readily signed a
paper waving her claim to the incubator
baby. She suspected the matron a few
weeks afterward and, taxing the woman
with the substitution, obtained a con-
fession.

The baby’s alleged adopted mother
hastened away from St. Louis and was
stopped in Rock Island on a kidnapping
warrant. A circuit Court in the Ilineis
city restored the baby to Mrs. Bleakley.
The . infant's mother took her to Law-
rence, Kansas. Mrs. Barclay took an
appeal in Illinois, then went to Lawrence
and began an action to recover the baby.
A Kansas District Court gave Mrs.
Bleakley six hours in which to return
the child to Mrs. Barclay, saying the
adoption was legal. A deputy sheriff
went to Mrs. Bleakley’s home to get the
infant. Mrs. Bleakley, with her daugh-
ter in her arms, left the house by a back
door and sped from Lawrence in an ex-
press.

A decision by the Illinois Supreme
Court reversed the Rock Island Cireuit
Court and gave the child & Mrs. Bar-
clay. Mrs. Bleakley, disguised, fled with
her danghter back to Kansas, where she
had taken an appeal from the decision
against her in the Lawrence District
Court, thus going against thp Illinois
Supreme Court, by deciding the little one
helonged to her real mother. From that
time Mrs. Bleakley and the youngster
have lived in Lawrence.

LESS LIQUOR CONSUMED.

Internal Revenue Figures in Canadaand
U. S. Show Decreases.

Ottawa, June 1.—Whether because of
the growth of the pmlnhx\mn movement
in Canada or the present financial strin-
gency, advocates of temperance may re-
gard as significant the fact that the re-
turns of the Inland Revenue Pepartment
for the past six months show there: has

been a decided decrease in the amount of
liqupotr consumed in Canada. For the
months of November, 1907, to April, 1908,
inclusive, the aggregate internal revenue

receipts from the liquor traffic show a
decrease of nearly $450,000, or over ten
mer cent. In November, the decrease
was in round numbers, $104,000; in De-
cember, $58,000; in January, $30,000; in

February, $53,000;- in March, $62,000,

and in April, $140,000. The decrease in

the receipts for last month as compared

with April, 1907, was twenty per cent.
The decrease in the production and

consumption of liquor may, of course, be

only temporary, but it is significant that
it has taken place despite a time of rapid
growth in the population, and reflects a
similar shrinkage in liguor production
in the United States where during the
first ninety days of 1908 there was
a shrinkage of nearly $25,000,000 in
the quantity of liquor manufactured. Of
this decrease in manufacture in the

States approximately sixty per cent. or

about $14,500,000, is whiskey production,
and forty per cent. or $9,880,000, repre-
sents the falling off in the beermaking
business. No internal revenue figures in
forty years. have shown such an aston-
ishing decline in the liquor production
of the States.

The figures above given in respect to
both Canada and the States may be due
to exceptional causes, hut it is not im-
probable that the growth of the temper-
ance movement in both countries, the
passing-of local option bhy-laws, etc., may
have had a large effect in producing such
a result.

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AUCTION SALE OF PUREBREDS.

Brandon, May <30.—~Anctioneer Norris
worked splendidly’for four hours yester-
day at the pure bred stock, sale, to

make forty-three sales, and it is safe to
say the sale would have heen a dismal
failure but for his untiring efforts. In
one instance a fine young bull was start-
ed at $55 and hy sheer hard work he car-
ried the price by $5 bids to $305, the re-
cord price of the sale.. The bidding re-
vealed some difference of opinion between
the judge of the morning and the buyers
the sweepstakes champion buall being
bought for $65, while Sir William Van
Horne’s bull Lester’s Prince, which was
not . accorded a place in the yearling
class of'shorthorns, fetched $305. This
frequently happens at such sales, how-
ever, thie crowd showing much indepen-
dence in their seleetion.

Of the 62 head of cattle on the lists
three wepe scratched, 43 were sold and
on the remaining sixteen no bid of over
$50 was obtained and they remained un-
sold. The 43 beasts sold netted their
owners $3,500, an average of $81.40,

which is slightly the lowest average of |
the four years. Considering the difficulty |
that the auctioneer had in getting the |

crowd to bid at all, this record must be
regarded as very creditable.
Bidders Scarce.

F. J. Collyers’ Polled Angus bulls were
brought out. No buyer could be found
for these animals, the breed not hein
sufficiently popular in the province.

I'he 4
Herefords fared very little better, bid- |

ders being scarce as hens’ teeth and
bids almost as hard to extract. Four out
of seven were retyrned unsold, though
three of these were sold subsequently.

With the coming of the Shorthorns
the bidding ‘got more brisk, though still
leaving much to be desired. It-was un-
fortunate that a lot of geod animals ap-
peared at the end of the-list, making it
hard to get bids on thepoorer stock,
which by the rules had ¢p ®ome out first

Six bulls were sold before the $100
mark was reached and many more were
returned to their stalls unsold. In one
case a three-year-old heifer, in beautiful
shape, sold for $80, scarcelg hér value
as beef.

FARMERS VERY SANGUINE.

As a rve-
sult of; the mest promising spring, the
farmers of the west were full of courage
and hope, which manifested itself in the
preparations which were being made teo
break up large areas of new land. Ex-
pansion in commercial undertakings was
already beginning and the conditions ful-
ly warranted the increase. This expan-
sion would not be more than sufficient to
meet the requirements of the country
during the closing-amonths of the year.
The results of the season of 1997, which

has been considered a very unfavorable |

one, had in reality been such as to add
to the faith which the best people had
in Western Canada. . There were in that
season less than 122 days-in which to
mature the crop. In spite of this fact
and other unfavorable climatic condi-
tions, the country had produced 40,000,-

000 bushels of merchantable wheat, and |

much mere of an inferior. quality. No
other country in the world could have
done 80 wéll. Should the preesnt favor-
able  weather conditions continue, the
vield of the preseaf season would fully
cempensate for any losses that were sus-
tained last year.

COMING EVENTS
CAST SHADOWS

Crop Conditions in Prairie Provinces
Have Been Exceptional—Possi-
bilities Are Wonderful.

Winnipeg, June 1.—Now that there
is every indication that the crop has a
good start under exceptional condi-
tions, the question of the area seeded
to grain in the prairie west, and parti-
cularly to the prime ceriel,* becomes
of considerable interest. No official
reports are at present available,
though the agricultural departments
of the three provinces are busy col-
lecting statistics. The Western As-
sociated Press, however, has en-
deavored to find: out by enquiry from
its correspondents at the ]n‘inoipql
centres just what the  increase in
acreage is likely to prove, and the
general result appears to be that quite
twenty-five per cent. more land is
brought under cultivation this spring,
the main increase being in wheat,
this being because farmers got on
their land so early and were enabled
to carry on seeding operations with so
little interruption, that land which
must perforce in the average year
have been sown to coarse grains was
this exeeptional spring seeded in good
time to wheat. Indeed, only in dis-
tricts where there is very active rail-
way construction is there any marked
increase in oafs.

Effect of Heavy Immigration.

Speaking generally, this remaikable
increase in area seeded—and it may
finally run to thirty-three per cent.—
is primarily bécause this spring is
beginning to fecl the full effects of
the heavy immigration of the past
three or four years. Some districts
report as much as fiity per cent virgin
land brought under cultivation, while
‘the Battleford district, where the tide
of immigration has been steady and
constant, elaims that the acreage
seeded is actually:doubled. Another
great contributory cause is last
year’s late spring, which prevented
geeding on much of 'the land that an-
der normal conditions would have
been cropped, and gave the - farmiers
time for summer fallowing and ‘fall
ploughing. Finally - the present
spring is perhaps a fortnight ahead
of the average season, and .-much
seeding has been rendered possible
on spring ploughing. Even then
should the erop turn eut no more
than a respectable average, thus belt-
ing the present promise, the wheat
crop should have little difficulty in
totalling over one hundred million
bushels for the prairie west.
Manitoba Shows Smallest Increase.

Of the three provinces, Manitoba, of
course, shows less proportionate in-
crease, it being the longest settled,
and mixed farming and stock raising
becoming year by year more popular,

ceived by the Department of Agricul-
ture indications are that - the total
screage seéeded will be increased” by
from ten to twenty per cent., ‘the
latter figure being probably nearet the
mark. -~ Brandon reports all seeding
completed with the exception  of a
small amount of barley, and increase
of about ten per cept. in acreage in
wheat, partly 4ccounted for by slight
decrease -in coarse grains. 5

Reports  from Saskatchewan are
far from conclusive, except that there
is a gain in area under wheat of quite
twenty-five per cent. and large gains
in oats and flax. The improved mai-
ket for the latter-crop has led to &
great inerease in the land given over
to. it, especially on the Soo line “and
Arcola -branch, where ‘the ~American
farmers are in the .maijority and are
not affected by what they consider
the groundless prejudice against flax
as robbing the so0il. ~ On #the main
line of the €.P.R., long settled, there
is not a great amount of land to be
brought under ecultivation, but Moose
Jaw district expects to grow four mil-
lion bushels this year against three
millions last year, with 15 per cent,
increase in acreage and much new
land being brought into cultivation
by steam plowing outfits.  Prospects
are everywhere extraordinarily favor-
able, whether it be at Saskatoon, Wey-
burn, Regina, Humboldt or Swift
Carrent, to mention widely scattered
points. Lloydminster reports 20 per.
cent. increase in acreage and enor-
mous area will be cropped for the
first time all along the main line of
the C.N.R.

Alberta the Banger Province.

Coming to Alberta, characteristic
reports .are such as the following:
“Winter wheat is a marvellous crop,”
“Fall wheat, Southern Alberta’s prin-
cipal crop, is iwelve to twenty inches
high and never looked. bettér,”” “‘Great
merease of virgin land under cultiva-
tion.”  Calgary reports spring seed-
ing completed with twenty per cent.
more wheat and twenty-five per. cent.
more oats. Prospects are good for
hay erop, which is indispensible for
ranchers, Medicine Hat and Leth-
bridge both report twenty per cent.
more acreage seeded, while Macleod
claims thirty per cent. increase; with
prospects of fall wheat harvesting
starting August 1 and spring wheat
cutting at the end of that month.

Edmonton says ninety-five per eent.

of seeding is done, with .twenty to
twenty-five per.cent. increase in area,
30 per cent. being in wheat, 25 pet
cent. in barley, and 45 per cent. . in
oats, the farmers evidently taking ad-
vantage of the good demand for the
latter for construction camps.

Speaking generally, the rains . of
the early part of the past week, fol-
lowed by warm weather,; have brought
the crop along nicely. To talk at this
stage of a bumper yield would be ridi-
culous, but the plain fact is that never
in the history of the prairie west have
conditions been more promising at the
end of May. :

Montreal, June 3.—500 head of
butchers’ cattle, 125 mileh cows, 400
calves, <60. sheep and lambs, and 100
fat hog§ werve offered for sale at the
Montreal live stock market today.
The supply of cattle being in excess
of the demand caused a rather dull
market with declining prices. Prime
beeves sold at 57 to 6}, but they were
not choice, pretty good animals sold
4){ to .5} cents and milkmen’s strip-
pers at 3% to 4% cents per ‘pound.
Milch cows sold $25 to $60 each, most
being at from $35 to $40 each. Calves
sold $2.50 to $8.00 cach. Sheep sold
5 to 6 cents pér pound. Spring lambs
$4.00 to $5.50 each. Good lots of
fat hogs sold 6} to 63§ cents per
pound.

A BRUSH CUTTER.

A machine known as the Roose
Brush cutter is about to be placed on
the market by Messrs. McNamara and
Rubbra, ef Wetaskiwin.

Especially should he
note - the distinetion between pain in-
terest and pleasure interest—the in
terest that depends on the pain :t
would avoid, and the interest
that depeiids on the pleasure it
would enjoy. The one is a foreed in-
terest, it goes against the grain; the
other is a natural ene—it goes with
the grain. It is “true, indeed, that
pain 1mierest may be transformed in-
to pleasure interest, A child, for in-
stance, may be driven to do a thing
until the doing becomes habitual and
easy. At last there comes to him joy
in the doing, This sullen, original in-

‘erest to avoid penalties becomes a

happy resultant interest in the exer-

cise of new powers. But it is better

a thousand-iold that the child’s inter-

cst at the outset shall not be a foreed

and sullen one, but something free
and joyous. The teacher should note
that interest, begets interest, that it

cause and effect, that it is some-
thing to work’ for as well as to work
with—an exalted end as well as an in
dispensable means. Especially should
he note that the interest which incites
to fine action becomes by such action

Right here there s no
lamp that can better light the teach-
er’z way than that of the worker’s
interest—his interest in facing hard
things, his interest in doing hard
things, his interest in the conscious-
ness of growing power, and, I may
add, for the blessed contagion of ex-
ample must not be overlooked, hisin-
terest in the teacher’s interest in his
interest. It is hard to win: I cannot
tell how it is won; there are teachers
who win it, however, and so all arc
under bonds to try for it.

The teacher should recognize that
the mind is potentially free, and that
it can develop what 1t-is in itself only
by its own activity. He should alsv
recognize that the most important
function of the school is not the train-
ing of the intelleet but the tormation
toi character, the strengthening of the
moral fibre. This may be done in
three ways: By the discipline of the
school, by the teaching of the. sub-
jects on the programme, and by the
personality of the teacher.

Freedom, Aim of Discipline,

The discipline of the school should
have freedom as its aim; it ¢hould in-
tensify the distinction between  the
self of natural impulse and the ideai
self; it chould lead the pupil to guide
his actions by duty instead of letting
external circumstances  or interna!
impulses be the determining factor.
The lower incentives to aection such
as fear, seli-love, or seli-interest,
should seldom be appealed to. The
individual who is accustomed to un-
conditional obedience to duty is in the
truest sense the free man.

Wordsworth has beautifully ex
prezssed this idea in his “Ode to
“Duty’”:

“Thou who are viclory and law
When empty terrors overawe,
From vain temptations dost set

fl'n‘q‘,

And calm’st the weary strife of frail

humanity,”

This is what Rosenkranz means
when he says: “Education aims at
accustoming the youth to freedom, so
that he shall always measure his deed
by “the idea of the good. It does not
desire a formal independence, which
may also be termed character, but a
real independence resting upon the
conception of freedom as that which
is absolutely necessary, The pedago-
gical maxim is: Be independent, but
be so through doing good.”

It is an ecasy matter to secure obe-
dience to law by the exercise of au-
thority and to spur the pupils on te
achievement by artificial incentives:
but when the authoritative restrainis
are reraoved and the artificial incen-
tives are wanting, then will appear
the need of self-guidance and self-con-
trol. The school life as well as the
home life of the child shoud prepare
him for the greater freedom that he
will’enjoy when school days are over.
The wise teacher will endeavor to de-
velop self-control in the pupils under
his charge. One of the most valuable
assets of the young man or young wo-
man who graduates from our educa-
tional institutions. is the ability to

circumstances,
The self governing school is the
ideal school, '
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Let us now consider our second sub-
diyision. Many of the subjects on
our programme of’studies, have an
ethical content and will, if rightly
taught, deepen the feelings that in-
cite to right action and weaken those
that tend toward wrong-doing. Fore-
most among those we must place his-
tory and literature. History describes
the actions of men in the state, The
pupils should be trained to criticise
their actions so as to determine their
rightness or wrongness. Thus they
will be led to avoid the wrong path
through seeing the dire vesults that
follow such a course in individual and
national life. Through literature the
child is brought into contact with the
minds and hearts of noble men,
[deals of life and conduct are present-
ed, emotion is stirred and a desire for
what is noble and true is awakened.
In other words the child sees his ideal
self and is inspired by a determina-
tion to realize it. The study of what
is worthiest in thought and feeling
must rouse us to a consciousness Of
what is best in others and in our-
selves, High thoughts repel thoughts
that are low and degrading,

The personality of the teacher will
re-enforce the discipline of the school
and the teaching of the subject mat-
ter. If under ecircumstances of ex-
treme provocation—and they are by
no means infrequént—the pupilsmark
the- seli-control of the teacher, they
will have the desire for :elf-control
strengthened. But how can we ex-
pect to reprees in those under our
charge the feelings to which we give
free vent ourselves? Will the pupil
be self-reliant whose teacher cannot,
in his teaching, dispense with the aid
of the text? Can we expect the teach-
er whose life in the community is not
free irom secandal to arouse the de-
sire for virtue in the hearts of the
children entrusted to his keeping? Can
we hope that the children will be
taught temperance when he who
teaches indulges immoderately in
etrong drink? I am afraid not. There
are -few more responsibie poszitions in
the state than that of the teacher.
To him has been committed the train-
ing of the children on whom the wel-
fare of the state depends. Many a
man add many a woman looks back
with a feeling of the deepest gratitpde
to those who guided their young minds
in the paths of knowledge and who by
instruction and by exampie developed
in them habits of right doing. To
sum up briefly this division let me
say that the teaching of the subjects
on the curriculum, aided by the dis-
cipline of the school and the person-
ality of th2 teacher will do much to
free the pupil, irom bondage to what
is Dase. and ignoble, .and to deepen
and strengthen habits of right action.
Jy these, it seemis to me, the moral
character is formed to a greater de-
gree than by eet lessons on morals.

Moral and Religious Training.

We must remember, however, that
moral training and religious training
should go hand in hand; that onc is
incomplete without the other; that
the truest [redom is found in union
with the Divine. It is frequently sta'-
ed that the public schools of today
agr2 purely secular institutions; that
they ave drreligious in their nature.
This may be true of e&ome of our
schools, but it is not truc of the ma-
jority. We have .seen that through
the diseipline of the school, aided by
the study of the subjeets on the
programme, moral concepts are form-
ed: These concepts pave the way dor
the intelligent grasp of religious truth,

Best Literature Christian.

But this is not all. Our best litera-
ture is Christian in its conception of
life. The ideals presented are Chris-
tian ideald. Take for example Tenny-
son’s “Crossing the par”:—

The sécond quotation is from an ad-
dress delivered by Chancellor Bur-
wash, one of the ablest churchmen
and most distinguished educators in
LCanada, at the session of the Domin-
ion Educational assveiation in Winni-
peg.

In endeavoring fo answer the ques-
tion: *What should our national edu-
cation b2?” he says: “Finst and fore-
most, above all other things, itshould
oe pervaded by the moral and religi-
lous spirit. This does not mean that
it should be sectarian or dogmatic. It
does not mean that it should be the
study of creeds of catachisms. These
are mecessary, but their place is in
the chureh and the Sunday school.and
not in the field of national education.
But the atmosphere of the school
should be that of the fear and love of
God, of reverence and piety, and of
-justice and charity towards man. The
one essential to this is the rignt teach-
er, I care no¥ whetlor he be Catholic
or Protestant, Episcopalia nor Inde-
pendent; or Baptist, Methodist of Pres-
byterian, provided he is a high-mind-
ed, reverent Christian—one who by
his example, his government and his
teaching keeps before his pupils the
fundamental principles of piety and
righteousness. This is not a question
oi curriculum. It is not something
which can be compassed by an hour
a week of outside teaching by a clergy-
man. That has always been a failure,
and perhaps as well that it is €o. Baut
it is a subtle quality pervading the
school front the teacher as its centre,
with an influence which every wis»
man will acknowledge to be only
good.”

Are you aware of the fact ‘that at
least seventy-five per cent.. of the
graduates from our Normal schools are
members of the Christian church? 1
do not think that I am in error when
I state that ninety per cent. of the
teacheis in Calgary are church mem-
bers, and that the great majority -of
them are actively engaged in church
work. I believe  that the teacher’s
personality, his life irom day to day,
his close contact with the children,
must leave a lasting impression upon
them, "and that the influence of the
Christ-like life of the teacher will be
felt long after the instruction has been
forgotten.

With these coal
fiiizs the Queen Charlotte Islands
confidently expect to attract business
fiom the Grand Trunk Pacific Rail-
W7, There are about 1,000 people
resdent in Queen Charlotte, which is
the cnly .town of any size on the “s-
laads. - The town has attained its pre-
st 8ize within the last year. No
Iumit is set to its ultimate size. Rizh
copper strikes have been made on the
islands. A Japanese company is al-
ready developing a eopper mine.

Mr. Macleod si#ys the Prifice Rupert
townsite .sale by fthe. Grand Trunk
Pacific will be held dbout October 1st.
The sale cannot take place until after
‘Beptember 15, 1908, for until that date
the two year provision of the timber
license,’ under ‘which the railway
secured the site from the' government
will pot be fulfiled. It is expected
out-at the coast that the fownsite will
be sold. by public aucion in Vancou:

GOLD €OIN FOR CANADA.
Three-Quarters of a Million Shippet
From New York.

New York, June 2.—The gold taken for
export to Eurepe today totalled $3,529.-
080, of which $1,500,000 was taken in
coin and the balanee in bhars from the
assay office. Half the amount of the
gold bars taken was made up of small
bars of only $500 value. These are
known as jewellers’ bars, and the
charge made on them is five cents on
each $100 value, or one cent more than
the charge on the large bars.

The engagement of gold today brings
the total exports of gold to Europe on
the present movement up to $36,500,000.
In addition to yesterday’s engagement
for Europe about $750,000 in gold coin
was shipped to Canada.

FRENCH CONGRESS DISAPPROVES.

Anti-Alcoholic Congress Thinks Prohibi-
tion Legislation Interference With
Individual Liberty.

Paris, June 3.—¥n considering the var-
ious campaigns being waged against alco-
hol in other countries, the anti-alcoholic
congress, which has just closed its ses-
sions at Lyons, failed to approve of the
rigorous prohibition movement in Amer-
ica, to which its attention was called in
speeches by the few French adherents of
total abstinence. The Congress was in-
clined to regard certain instances of
legislation interference with the liquor
trade in the southern commonwealth of
the United States as being an interfer-
ence with individual liberty, a thing
which could not be tolerated in France
even by those most intimately acguaint-
ed with the ravages niade by over-indul-
gence in alcohol.
