At Coaldiale every fanner in the com­
munity ns out on the" land ploughing, 
discing, harrowing and in a great 
number of instance# nare seeding, the 
spring wheat.

A compromise oh 
the St. Lawrence Power Transmission 
bill a piece of private legislation, 
which had been the cause of the pro­
tracted fight, having been reached 
shortly before four o’clock, the House 
proceeded with the consideration of 
Hon. Frank Oliver’s bill to amend 
the immigration act, which was given 
a second reading and advanced in the 
committee stage.

W. S. Fielding’s interim supply bill, 
and when it is' passed will proceed 
with Mr. Oliver’s immigration act 
amendment bill.

On the second reading of Mr. 
Oliver’s bill, the minister explained 
that the chief object of the bill is to 
apply to points along the boundary 
line the sanie regulation in respect to 
exclusion which apply at ocean ports 
of entry. There were, Mr. O.iver 
said, many changes in detail, all im­
portant and calculated to carry Out 
more effectively the policy of the 
government.

An important provision of the bill 
was one which, while fully establish­
ing the right of an emigrant to show 
betore the courts the reasons why he 
should be allowed to enter the coun­
try, does not permit him to take full 
advantage of the protection of the 
courts until he has been accepted by 
the immigration officiais.

Richard Blain asked if any demands 
had been made upon the government 
to abolish assisted immigration. Mr. 
Oliver said that in so far as the gov­
ernment is concerned there is no 
such thing as assisted immigration.

Glen Campbell, in asking for infor­
mation as to the cost of the Douk- 
hobors to Canada, said that these 
people were a disgrace to civilization 
and to the government which brought 
them to Canada.

LOST CONFIDENCE.
(Monday’s Daily.)

-The Legislature is not now dealing 
■with the merits of the Alberta and 
Great Waterways bargain. The ques­
tion before the House is whether " or 
not the Government retains sufficient 
confidence to warrant the members 
continuing -tinriministry in office. Fri­
day’s vote to thé contrary, there can­
not be very modi difference of opin­
ion on that score. The result of the 
vote seemêd to gfieW that the mem­
bers were not very sure whether they 
trad confitâ&ce^in the Government or 
not. Perhaps It would be «nore correct 
to say that it indicated that the mem- 
bets were not very sure whether the 
country has, confidence in the Gov­
ernment or not. It is muCh more 
likely th|e vote only reflected the nat­
ural distoelination of some members 
of the House to.discharge an unpleas­
ant duty? It-is not an agreeable thing 
for- membets -of a Legislature to form­
ally and directly demand the retire­
ment of an administration with -whidh 
they have been on most questions in 
thorough a word, and with the mem­
bers of which they have 'been on 
close personal terms as well as in 
political alliance. To suppose that 
the members do not understand the 
temper of the conutry on the matter 
of confidence is to suppose them a 
most unobservant group of gentle­
men. Tbe newspapers, the resolutions 
passed by public meetings, the com­
munications received by tbe members 
themselves, the talk on the streets, 
all point unmistakably to one con­
clusion: ..that public confidence in the 
administration has gone.

(Tuesday’s Daily.)

The Government propose a com­
mission of three judges to inquire into 
the question of whether any official of 
the Government or any member oi the 
Legislature had or has any pecuniary 
interest in the Alberta and Great Wat­
erways arrangement or in the disposal 
of the money received from the sale 
of the bonds. This is well as far as 
it goes and in itself. Providing the 
inquiry is conducted forthwith good 
public service would be rendered by 
the commission. But it should 'be 
gone on with at once and tho House 
should have the report before the ses­
sion is ended. A recess of a few 
weeks might if necessary be taken to 
allow the inquiry to be made, but on 
no account should the Legislature fin­
ish business and adjourn for the year 
leaving this matter unsettled. The 
motion for the appointment takes cog­
nizance of certain statements and 
rumors which should be inquired in­
to without delay, in justice to the 
parties involved as well as in the 
interests of the public. To leave the 
investigation in abeyance for months 
would, too, allow the company to pro­
ceed with work before the matters 
which ought to be cleared up have 
been probed.

Ottawa, Ont-, Mar. 15.—The tenor 
of press despatches from Washington 
today implying that American tariff 
delegates to Ottawa on their return, 
after consulting with the State De 
partment and President Taff, are rath­
er inclined to foster the impression 
that there is some discrimination by 
Canada against the United State* and 
that the American tariff is now on the 
whole more favorable to Canada than 
the Canadian tariff ig to the United 
States, has created considerable com­
ment in government and parliament­
ary circles here.

The poul­
try, dairying and grain classes ate 
conducted in the Town Hall, while a 
large ; tent is used for the stock, just 
east ,,ol the Town Hall. Some very 
good types of animals arc among the 
bunch which the department has sup­
plied. Little chicks in all Stages of 
incubation may be seen in the hall.

H. A. Craig, superintendent of fairs 
and institutes, is in charge of the 
school. Along with him are A. W. 
Foley, Edmonton, poultry superinten­
dent; C- Marker, Calgary, dairy com­
missioner; George Scott, Calgary, 
dairy inspector; W. C- McKillican, 
Calgary, Dominion seed branch ; Bryce 
Wright, Calgary; John Gardhouse, 
Toronto ; Duncan Robertson, Edmon­
ton; Duncan Anderson, Ottawa ; S. S. 
Stansell, Edmonton, and W. F. Ste­
vens, Edmonton, live stock commis­
sioner.

Mr, Stansell deals with native 
bird4 while Mr. Foley has charge of 
poultry. Messrs. Stevens, Gard­
house, Wright, Anderson and Robert­
son ject'ure on the' live stock. Mr. 
McKillican is in charge of the grain 
and Messrs. Marker and Scott handle 
the dairy.

i Showing Best Types.
In connection wfth the school the 

animals are loaned to the department 
by bleeders in the province, to be re- 
turnéd to the owners after the com­
pletion of the school at Vegreville. 
The object is to demonstrate the pro­
per types of various breeds and give 
practical lessons that will be of valu­
able service in the show rings and 
also for any one choosing animals for 
breeding purposes. Information is 
given on the best methods of feeding 
and management of stock. It may 
not be out of place here to mention 
briefly the methods adopted by those 
who give lessons on the stock. The 
animals are led into the tent and the 
speaker gives the origin of the breed, 
naming the requisites of that certain 
breed whether for beef or dairy. The 
students are given score cards and are 
required to score the ■ animal as he 
sees it. Then the corrected score is 
given by the speaker,

Students Examine Animals.
Two or three animal^ are then put 

in the ring and the students examine 
them and are asked to "place them the 
same as in the prize ring. In each 
case ■ the student is ,.required to give 
his reasons for the placing. In this 
way;.views are brought out from the 
différent students arid'ibeneflci'al dis- 
cussions ie the- result i'dn-this-way al-1 
the ^various breeds Will be handled, 
but no two lessons on ^ny ope , animal 
givep. t

The horses were brcTught ' in 
mans and the other stock in box ckrs. 
The stock consista of two carloads of 
two 'Clydesdale stallions, two Clydes­
dale fillies, two Percheron stallions, 
twoxSuffolk, two Hackney mares, a 
Hackney filly and a Hackney gelding, 
.four- shorthorn cows, two shorthorn, 
bull*, a Hereford bull, and a Here­
ford’ cow, two Polled Angus cows, two 
Polled Angus bulls, three Holstein 
cows, an Oxford ram, 'a Shropshire 
ram and a Shropshire ewe, all fine 
specimens of their kind. The Oxford 
ram is a fine animal.

The Grain Work.
The grain work includes soil cul­

ture, such as treatment of virgin soil, 
summer fallowing, treatment of sod, 
etc. A course is given in different 
classes of grains and commercial grad­
ing of it; cultivation of grasses, identi­
fication and eradication of weeds, and 
treatment of smut, iri fact anything 
that is liable to come up on the farm 
is dealt with and the remedies given. 
Small trays are used in the class-room, 
which are divided into compartments 
and each numbered. Samples or grain 
are put in each and each student has 
a tray before him. Thus the grains 
are gone over and graded. All kinds 
of grains and grasses, good, bad and 
indifferent, are put before the Stu­
dent. All kinds of weeds found on 
the farm are also there, and these are 
named and methods given for eradica­
tion.

The Poultry Instruction.
The poultry work includes a course 

of lectures on feeding, rearing, hous­
ing, incubation, types and history of 
birds. Incubators and -brooders are 
in operation before the class. Chicks 
have been brought from Lethbridge 
and Olds, the other two places where 
the course has been in operation this 
year, and shipped to Vegreville, and 
with such good success that only one 
chick died in transportation. Incu­
bators set with eggs in Edmonton, 
within four days of hatching were also 
shipped to Vegreville, and a large 
hatch was realized. These chicks on 
exhibition are being fed in full view 
of the- class.

The dairy work comprises the 
handling of dairy cattle, care and 
handling ofïnilk and cream. Demon­
strations in bacteriology of milk and 
cream, separation of cream, separation 
churniD^, working aqd packing of 
butter, also some work in bacteriology 
as applied to dairy.

The Interest Keen.
The interest so far is very kêeri, about 

100 being in attendance in the after­
noons. Special lectures are being 
given the ladies, of the town and sur­
rounding country, by special request 
of the ladies, who wanted to take ad­
vantage of the advanced methods in 
dairy butter making, etc., and also in 
poultry keeping, the two things in 
which women are mostly interested.

The Board of Trade has generously 
donated medals to be giveh as prizes 
to the highest students for the judg­
ing of stock, the only condition being 
that they must at least attend six 
lectures.

Philadelphia, l’a., March 13—The Cen­
tral labor union of Philadelphia, in a 
secret meeting on Sunday afternoon, is­
sued a final rail tb all union labor men 
within the- city. They are ordered to 
join the general strike not later than 
midnight on Monday under a penalty of 
ostracism from union labor.

This move came as a homhehell into 
the camp. It had been believed that the 
Central Labor Union, satisfied with its 
position, would stand pat and wait for 
the agreement between the Rapid Tran­
sit Company and its employes. The call, 
if generally obeyed, means that Phila­
delphia will begin to feel the real pinch 
of a general strike.

Secretary Charles Hope said after the 
meeting : “We are going to use every 
possible weapon to win the fight.”

At the same meeting all union men 
possessing bank accounts were instructed 
to withdraw their money from the local 
banking institutions. The labor leaders 
hope by this move to still further incon- 
venieoe the power which is at battle with 
them. Incidentally every screw which 
is turned will redouble the cry for the 
settlement of the original quarrel.

The Central Labor Union has led its 
ace of1 trumps.

Upon the success or failure of the 
general éxodus scheduled for Monday at 
midnight, miicti depends. If the remain­
ing union men at work in the city follow 
their brethren into the general strike, as 
they have been ordered to do, the result 
will be a grand tie-up which will abso­
lutely paralyze every line of industry.

If this Can be brought about the cry 
which will go up will be something ter­
rific. Philadelphia has been crying for 
days, when as a matter of fact, she has 
not been badly hurt. If every union 
man walks out on Monday night and the 
milk man does not call and the bread 
is not delivered, and there is no grocery 
men to take orders ,the strike will be 
brought home with crushing force to the.

The situation hangs in the bal­
ance awaiting the movement at midnight 
tomorrow.

MINERS KILLED BY EXPLOSION.

Fire Damp Prevents Rescue Until Im­
prisoned Men Had Perished.

Wilkes Barre, Pa., March 13.-V-A ter­
rible explosion of gas in the colliery 
of the Lehigh and Wilkes-Barre Coal 
Company at South Wilkes-Barre to­
night* killed seven and set tire to the 
qxinç. The deadly after-danip gath­
ered’ in large quantities atid kept the 
rescuers back of the fire.

Others jn the mine at, -the time of 
Pull, the explosion were, found alive and safe 

when' tlie rescue party reached them. 
After e-ix hours of daring effort the 
rescuers at the No. 5 colliery of the 
Lehigh and WilkesrBanre Coal Com­
pany at South Wilkes-Barre managed 
to.reach the last of the victims at 
three o’clock this morning. By this 
hour the suspense of the large crowd 
at the top of the shaft, which believed 
the disaster was worse than reported, 
was at ail end. Death evidently had 
come quickly to the seven men and 
they had no chance of escape. They 
had gone for supplies and were some 
distance away when the explosion oc­
curred.

Six widows and 24 children are 
mourning them today, all but one of 
the seven victims having been mar- ' 
ried. General Manager Huber says 
that he cannot account for the acci­
dent, the fire boss having examined the 
place two hours before the accident 
and- pronounced it safe. An inquest 
will be held.

PROMINENT ORANGEMAN DEAD.

“This is likely another method of 
bringing an insinuation against me 
or my department before the House,’ 
said the atfcujney:general. “Neither 
Mr. Weir o’r any other man ever said 
to me that Mr. Deyl was taking hush 
money, nor did Mr. Weir or any other 
man present a cheque of his to me. 
I would like to know now if the mem­
ber for Sturgeon would like an inves­
tigation into the charges against 
him?”

Mr. Boyle—“I might say yes.” If 
anyone will say the charges is time 1 
will move that they be referred to the 
committee on elections and privi- 
-legesjf «

Bthrtett Complains of Press.
p. B, Bênnett addressed a few ob­

servations to the House on the same 
question. The newspapers were tax­
ing too much latitude in their reports 
of the doings of the legislature. He 
had been looking into the statutes 
and he wished later to take up ex­
tracts from two newspapers. Rumors 
should not be brought before the 
House. He had been the target and 
the victim even more than the mem­
ber for Sturgeon. A statement was 
given out that was said to be a ver­
batim one of his and it was not more 
than half there. McGillicuddy was 
in the House at the time and had 
heard the statement, part oi^ly f 
which was published in his paper, the 
Calgary News. The legislature was 
the highest court and it should inquire 
into these things. It was the duty of 
the premier to look into those mat­
ters. He quoted Sir Wilfrid Laurier’3 
action in summoning a newspaperthe motion of censure of-the I n befo the bar ~{ House "for

files was allowed to stand over at the 
request of Mr. Boyle until today, in 
order that he,might look into the

Boyle Resolution Stands Over.
R. B. Bennett suggested that the 

Boyle resolution might stand over un­
til after the debate on the premier’s 
resolution, if the latter would include 
an 'investigation of 'the missing docu­
ments on the files.

Hon. Mr. Cross : “It will include

Hon. Mr. Rutherford: “I stated be; 
fore, and I state again, that all the 
papers have been brought down.”

R. B. Bennett; “I have in this 
House to accept thé statement of the 
Herb.’Prime Minister, but I want with 
equal force to tell him that there are 
letters referred to in the letters new 
on the flies that are not to be foufjCd,
I hope that will saturate into his 
mind.”

Premier Rutherford: “I hope it will 
SStiTrate into the mind "of thé honor­
able junior member for Calgary that 
all, thy papers are ,on the taRle.

Mr.' Bennett; “T know I am not iti 
order, but I can take the files and 
shoW hifii and the House plainly that 
letters are missing. The Good Bopk 
sayeth, ‘For that which the eye seeth 
he .knoweth.’ The premier will know 
the' force of the saying and he will 
perhaps -apprehend its meaning.'*

Daily Question of Privilege.
The question of privilege is" becom­

ing a daily one in the Legislature. It 
was the turn of the member for Stur­
geon (Mr. Boyle)' yesterday, and fol­
lowing up the rumor that had been 
brought to the attention of the House 
on. Friday by Mr. Stewart (Sedgewick), 
he rose immediately after the meet- 
ing p^the House., and called attention 
tp An-.axficle which appeared in a 
Calgary paper attd fead as follows :

The Item în Question.
The story is that Boyle became 

blustered when "he heat* the govern­
ment forces wefe preparing a coupe.
He is said to have sent*One emissary 
to a member connected with hotels to 
tell him the Opposition was going to 
win and*hat if ïe went with the op­
position Ihe <ue* attorney), general 
(Boyle) might be able to help in the 
hotel business. This member refused 
with vigor aaÿ> tbM-=.-of.'the attempt.
Meanwhile, the story goes, Boyle was 
closeted in a room in the Cecil Hotel 
with Boudreau, of St. Albert. This 
member is also connected with an 
hotel,;, What they, said is known only 
to Boyle and Boudreau, but the" latter 
is declared to, have averred he too 
was given the opportunity to seize the 
inducements.

“I take this opportunity,’’ said 

Mr. Boyle, “of giving the story a most 
emphatic- denialWhen I started 
out to lay bare the Alberta and Great 
Waterways Railway deal I expected 
that every attempt would-be mqde to 
be-smatter me. There has been lots 

of mud.anrigitig'and I have got a-good­
ly shale. In view of the statements 
that,have been made, it might be in­
teresting to "know what really took 
place.’1

“In the rotunda of the Cecil I met 
Mr- Weir, a former editor of a Strath-

I An article signed by Jess Dorman 
in the Optimist, contained a state­
ment that the C.P.R. had distributed 
a million dollars between himself and 
!he members for Sturgeon to buy up 
the House. He had read of the 

' effective work a million dollars had 
done in other places and he didn't be­
lieve that much money could have 
been spent here. (Laughter.)

Premier Wants Better Decorum.
Premier Rutherford remarked if ne 

paid attention to the rumors in «ne 
newspapers he would be rising to a 
question of privilege every day. .’t 
was time proper decorum was observ­
ed in the House and it got down to «ne 
business of the session.

In moving the second reading of >-e 
bill to punish corrupt • practices «it 
municipal election» the attorney- 
general explained that it was similar 
to the Saskatchewan act of 1908 whicu 
had been modelled largely on the 
provisions in the Edmonton charter.

In moving tne second reading of a 
bill to prevent priority among exe­
cution creditors Hon. Mr. Cross stat­
ed that it repealed the Creditors Belief 
ordinance.—It was similar to the 
Ontario act dealing- w(th the same 
matters. , . i

Compulsory School Attendance.
Premier Rutherford in moyipg the 

second reading of the bill respecting 
truancy and ctompulspry school at­
tendance spoke at some length on the 
educational .progress of the province

In four years since.the inauguration 
the teachers in Alberta had more than 
doubled. In September 1905 there 
were 23.0C0 pupils, while at the end of
1908 there were 40.000. When the
1909 report was prepared he- expected 
that it would show an attendance be­
tween 48,000 and 50,000 pupils.

The new bill before the House was 
a thoroughly up-todate compulsory 
attendance and truancy act. It pro­
vided that every child between eignt 
years and thirteen years should at­
tend school except for such reasons 
as were hereafter set out. The bill 
provided that municipal councils 
should appoint truancy officers and li 
they failed- to do so that the school 
boards could make the appointments.

Bennett Supports Bill.
R. B. Bennett supported the bill. 

There was no question more import­
ant to the province, he said, than 
education. Many parents had no 
adequate appreciation of the necessity 
lor education of their children, nor of 
the great loss to the state from failure 
to have them educated. He thought 
thirteen years might be too young an 
agei to make the limit, but welcomed 
the measure as a step in the right 
direction. Believing the minister had 
given his best consideration of the con­
ditions, he was willing to support the 
Mil.

Committee of the Whole.
The House them went Into com­

mittee of the whole considering bids to 
incorporate, the- Staveley, Athabasca 
and Gleiehen clubs, and to confirm 
certain by-laws of the town of Cam 
rose, respecting Alberta and Saskatche­
wan Central Railway Lines company.

In the evening the House resumed 
committee on the Diamond Coal com­

pany and the Yellowhead Coal com­
pany bills,which were passed in com­
mittee with amendments after several 
hours’ consideration.

Speaking of the provision in con­
nection with the selling of liquor in 
clubs the premier announced that 
legislation similar to that in Saskat­
chewan would -be brought down. The 
Saskatchewan bill provided that no 
club should keep any liquor unless 
they comply with conditions as to serv­
ing meals, etc., to the satisfaction' 
of the attorney-general. Any club ob­
taining such permission was required" 
to pay a license fee of $250 and no chib 
could get a license in a local option 
district.

The three club bills were allowed 
to stand «over pending a decision as 
to the exact terms of the bill régulât- 
ing clubs in this province.

Tuesday’s Session.
After a fusilade of criticism that oc­

cupied the entire afternbon session 
in the legislature Tuesday, the
government were again sustained on 
a division just before six o’clock by 
a vote of 20 to 17. The debate arose 
over the resolution of censure of J. R. 
Boyle, Sturgeon, in connection with 
files of the Alberta and Great Water­
ways, from which it is charged docu­
ments are missing. The resolution
was warmly debated by Messrs. Boyle, 
Charles Stewart (Sedgewick), E. H. 
Riley (Gleiehen), Dr. Campbell
(Ponoka), and R. B. Bennett, who 
spoke in support, and Hon. C. W. 
Cross and W. F. Puffer (Lacom'be), in 
opposition. O. M. O’Brien, Socialist, 
Rocky Mountain, also spoke, explain­
ing that, as a representative of the 
"labor classes, the question did not 
contain any interest to him, and con­
sequently he would retire when the 
vote was being taken.

The division showed a line-up iden­
tical with that of last week, when the 
want of confidence resolution of E. H, 
Riley, on a snap vote, was defeated.

The greater part of the evening ses­
sion was occupied with the debate 
on the resolution of Charles Stewart 
(Sedgewick), calling upon the govern­
ment to give conclusive evidence as 
to the disposal of $740,000, the differ­
ence between the par price of the Al­
berta and Great Waterways bonds and 
tog 110 price at which they are said 
to have been sold in the London mar­
ket. After several hours discussion 
the resolution was withdrawn by 
Mr. Stewart, who said he was desirous 
only of obtaining information on the 
question. The vote, he had no doubt, 
would be the same as in the after­
noon, 20 to 17.

The remaining hour of the evening 
session was taken up with routine 
work, and after a number of bills had 
been advanced a stage the House ad­
journed shortly before eleven o’clock. 
In the afternoon the premier gave 
notice of a motion that the House 
meet on Saturday next. Mr. Ben­
nett protested, hut the prime minister 
was obdurate. . ’

Public Works Department Report. 
Upon the House meeting, the pre­

mier presented the annual report for 
1909 of the department for public 
works. He also read the resignation 
of Hon. W. A. Buchanan from the 
cabinet, and stated that the resigna­
tion had been accepted by His Honor 
the Lieutenant Governor.

Mr. Bennett inquired as to when 
the House could expect the reading of 
the correspondence relative to the 
temporary retirement of the attorney 
general. He had consulted the 
authorities and he had ascertained 
that there were no such things as 
private documents in correspondence 
passing between ministers of the 
crown relative to, the country’s busi­
ness.

The Premier considered that letters 
of the character were not public docu­
ments.

Mr. Bennett: “I beg to remind the 
prime minister of the case of Hyman, 
the member for London, who resigned 
as minister of public works and his 
resignation was for somè time in the 
hands of Sir Wilfrid Laurier. The 
papers were all brought down.

‘Of course, if the premier says they 
are private that is the end of it as far 
as we are concerned. But the coun­
try will say what they think of such 
an action.”

Premier: “This is not a parallel 
case. In the one you quote the mem­
ber’s resignation was accepted.”

Mr. Bennett: “And there are Eng­
lish precedents.”

Hon. Mr. Cross: “But they are the 
other way.”

Premier : “I am not required to read 
any letter of resignation.

Mr. Bennett: “I quite agreed with 
you in that.”

With this the matter dropped.
The Saturday Session.

The Premier gave notice of a mo­
tion that when the House adjourns on 
Friday it shall meet again on Satur­
day.
-Mr. Bennett: “I know this is not 

the time to protest, but in no Cana­
dian legislature has a Saturday ses­
sion been heard of before the public 
accounts are brought down.”

Premier: “Very little committee 
business has been done on Saturday 
or Monday and this has delayed the 
proceedings of the House. This 
what the Saturday session means.’

Mr. Bennett: Most everyone knows 
it does not mean that, and I want 
to say that there will be no proroga 
tion till the public accounts are 
brought down.

Premier: “The public accounts will 
be brought down as usual.”

The Speaker called both members 
to order and the discussion ended.

- Mr. Boyle’s Motion.
Mr. Boyle, in rising to move his 

resolution in connection with the 
files, said -he had looked over the 
notice of resolution in connection with 
a commission and found it did not 
cover his resolution. He accordingly 
moved :

“Whereas it has been charged by 
several members on the floor of this 
House, and has not been denied by 
the government, that the files contain­
ing the documents and papers relating 
to the Alberta and Great Waterways 
Railway Company have been tempered 
with and stripped, and"it appears from 
the condition of said files, as brought

down by the government, that said 
charge is true and correct;

“Therefore be it resolved, that this 
House doth resent the action of the 
government in so tampering with and 
stripping said files and both demand 
that all documents and papers so re- 
;moved be immediately restored to 
said files, now upon the table of this 
H6use.’'

This was a question, said Mr. 
Boyle, in speaking to the resolution, 
that concerned not only the privi­
leges of the House, but the very foun­
dation of representative government. 
On this question the House was the 
court of last appeal, and it was for 
them to say whether they would tole- 
Irate the stripping of files brought 
down on command of this House. 

‘Oiie could understand that one letter 
might be missing, but when many 
were missing, as he proposed to show, 
;there was no excuse.

It was a rule of business offices the 
world over that copies of letters sent 
■were always kept, and when telegrams 
were forwarded confirmatory letters 
always followed.

On October 26th, 1908, there was a 
letter from Mr. Minty, solicitor of the 
Alberta and Great Waterways Rail­
way Company, to Mr. Woods, deputy 
attorney general, stating that he en­
closed a draft of the proposed mort­
gage. There was not on the files any 
copy of the draft mortgage referred to. 
If this Were to be found it would 
give some information, and the letter 
of the deputy attorney general in ac­
knowledgment would give even more 
information to 'the House. If it 
were on the files it would show why 
the government had not put the mort­
gage upon the statute books. It pos­
sibly would explain other things also.

It followed also if there was a draft 
mortgage prepared and forwarded 
there must also have been a draft 
agreement. But there was no trace 
of this.

Woods’ Letters Missing.
As far as he could see, not so many 

letters of Mr. Minty had been remov­
ed as of Mr. Woods. And it might 
have been better if more letters of 
Mr. Minty had been removed. For 
example, Mr. Minty wrote that he 
was enclosing certain telegrams sent 
by Mr. Woods, but though the letter 
was on the files there was no trace of 
the telegrams referred to.

Mr. Minty, in a letter on the files, 
said also that he was enclosing to Mr. 
Woods certain letters that should be 
kept for reference, but there were no 
trace of these letters.

Mr. Boyle said that the telegrams 
within the past six months had been 
brought down because the government 
knew they could be obtained other­
wise from the telegraph company, and 
that it was.- useless to destroy them. 
Others" of older date b*d been removed 
possibly because it was known that 
the telegraph company destroyed the 
copies of their telegrams every six 
months.

Continuing, the member for Stur­
geon quo ted, (from a. large number of 
documents on the files which naturally 
called for either replies or confirma­
tory telegiaqis, which, however, were 
not to be found on the files brought 
down to the tables of the House.

“Do. the government think they 
can dispdse of public documents as 
they see fit?” he continued. “It is 
no wonder that" the people have lost 
confidence in' the government and the 
government 'have lost confidence in 
themselves. If the House will allow 
documents of this kind to be taken 
away without a protest from the mem­
bers, this is!surely not Canada; this 
is surely Europe; this is Russia in­
deed.” ' -

Mi1. Cross Replies .
Hon. Mr. Cross in reply, said that 

the speech jnst given was largely the 
same as that given before by the mem­
ber for Sturgeon. The explanation 
had been made by the junior member 
for Calgary (Mr. Bennett) that at the 
request of Mr. Woods he had gone 
to the office- of the deputy attorney- 
general and certain documents had 
been ticked off, which Mr. Woods 
thought need not bè brdught down. 
This accounted for the separation. 
Now the government had promised a 
royal commission: tetl;it appeared that 
do matter what"; the government «did 
they could hot please , the member for 
Sturgeon.

The resolution" before the House 
ealled for the" '-censing the. House 
on the government. The .resolution 
of which noticè'was gïjven by the pre­
mier would cover this wholé question. 
Both Mr. Minty and Mr. Woods could 
be brought before tile commission 
and examined on all these questions. 
Mr, Woods was known and respected 
for his legal -ability throughout the 
province and there was no one in the 
House except the member for "bur­
geon who would accuse him of being 
a party >to titftipering wi$i documents.

There was^a much evidence that 
the mein her] for Sturgeon was tam­
pering witii nertam members, he con­
tinued, but. Was called to: order by the 
speaker .at-the request of Mr. Boyle 
who asked df the attorney-general 
was making a charge.

“There is then as little evidence 
aaginst the deputy attorney-general as 
against the member fox Sturgeon.”

Speaker—“tarder, order.”
The nqemÉiei" for Sturgeon had said 

it was a principle of all business 
offices that all correspondences, copies 
of telegrams, etc., were put on files. 
This Mr. Cross contended was not 
done in all business offices, nor in all 
law offices.

In answer to an inquiry irom Mr. 
Bennett both the premier and the at­
torney-general said the scope of the 
commission would be widened if neces­
sary.

The attorney-general again stated 
that the resolution of ^he premier 
would allow of the fullest inquiry into 
the files. Mr. Woods had informed 
both himself and the premier that 
every document of the department re­
lating to the A. & G. W. railway was 
before the House. Tliere was not a 
department of the government where 
some <k>cuments might not be found 
missing. Howver, the matter could 
be fully investigated before the judi­
cial commission.

Smith Condemns Government.
Geo. P. Smith, Camrose.. expressed 

great surprise that the attorney-gen­
eral bed attempted to disrpiss the 
question.iff Such if" summary Way. The 
absence, of .ope document slope, the

agreement between Clarke and the 
Morgan firm was enough to condemn 
the government. He wondered what 
the fathers of Liberalism would do 
in such cases as had occurred during 
the last five weeks of côtoie opera 
through which the legislature had 
passed. In eloquent language he 
pictured the absurdity of Hon. W. E. 
Gladstone acting in a manner such as 
the present day exponents of" Liberal­
ism in the Alberta government.

The most vital documents" in the 
whole transaction with the A. & G. W. 
railway were missing. The actions of 
the government were receiving me 
censure not only of the people of the 
province, but of the press all over Can­
ada. The only answer that the gov­
ernment gave was that they represent­
ed the Liberal party and for that rea­
son they should be supported. The 
government he contended, did' not 
represent the Liberal party. It was :i 
serious thing to ask any man to 
record a vote which he could not de­
fend before his constituents. Mr. 
Smith drew a parallel case between 
a private trustee’s actions and the 
actions of the government in the deal 
with the À. & G. W. railway, ir-ie 
files were not right, the information 
was not there, and . could not be ob­
tained. In view of the fact that the 
information was missing, that no ex­
planation was forthcoming and that 
the government did not hold the con­
fidence of the people, it’ was time to 
bring the whole thing to an end.

Working for Material Interests.
C. M. O’Brien, Rocky Mountain, 

said the propaganda of his party was 
-that all action was based on material 
interests. A fight was now on between 
what were known as the Insurgents 
and the government, and the material 
interest predominated. Last week he 
had been in the south and he met a 
ueivqieper man who urged him to as­
sist in pu’ting out'the government for 
an election was needed. He said an 
election would bring money to the 
newspapers. He had received letters 
from his constituents and they were 
not the same as other members had 
said they had received. One man 
from his riding wrote him.

“If the 'C.P.R. can’t bust up that 
business in Edmohton it is not their 
suit. They want to get hold of the 

road tor their own interest.”
Another one said:
‘ If the C.P.R. can bust up the gov­

ernment it will help them in Uieir 
appeal case for taxation with the Al­
berta government which is to come be­
fore the Privy council next year.”

So far as the working classes were 
concerned he was not interested. It
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“Tis but an echo of the dead,” he 
çaid, amid laughter.

What then was the remedy? The 
only remedy is to vote no confidence 
in the government, who should suffer. 
They could not be hidden behind 
a royal commission. It could not 
oust the government. It was no part 
of the royal commission to say to 
the government how they should con­
duct their business. The remedy 
given since we had responsible gov­
ernment is to say yea or nea to the 
single question shall I punish or shall 
I apologize? Shall I reward them or 
shall I punish them for their conduct.

The attorney general had said he 
had confidence and the House had 
confidence in the late deputy attorney 
general. The country might have 
had confidence, but they had not now. 
He had been in the House from day 
to day attempting to palliate and ex­
cuse the absence of the documents 
to m the files. It was not the deputy 
attorney general, but the attorney 
general himself who was responsible 
fir the missing documents.

Quotes Words of Judge.
Mr. Bennett quote the words of the 

Chief Justice in connection with the 
destruction of documents in the ^um­
ber combine prosecution of several 
years ago! He had heard the deputy 

I attorney general present a masterly 
" argument on the missing documents 

at that time. He would like to hear 
him now. In one case, however, it 
was a private corporation, in the other 
k was a public servant.

The government had been guilty of 
was~merely“a contest"between°the two ! ap act which had it been the case of 
corporation interests fighting for their - 
own material welfare and it ,did not 
matter to the working classes which 1 
one won. He proposed in the future ! 
as he had done before to walk out of 
the House whenever a vote of this I 
kind was taken unless he saw it was j 
in his interest to take part.

Stewart Takes Issue.
Charles Stewart, Sedgewick, took is­

sue with the member for Rocky Moun­
tain in refusing to record his vote.
The question before the House was a 
c< ncrete one : were the files all in 
I''ace or were some missing.

E. H. Riley, Gleiehen, said the re­
st lution contained one of jbe gravest 
charges ever laid at the doors of any 
legislature. The rumor on the streets 
was that the government intended to 
let the members opposed to the gov­
ernment talk themselves to death and 
then vote upon and defeat the resolu­
tion. This now seemed to be the 
case. If any member of the House 
felt that he could defend his support 
of the government before his constitu­
ents on this resolution he would like 
to see what brand 0} constituents he 
represented.

Dealing with the files, he produced 
a copy of a receipt for a bond for 
$7,400,000,. which did not even contain 
the date at which it was issued. The 
only answer given by the government, 
to the charges was that a resolution 
was on the order paper calling for an 
inquiry, and this, they said, should 
entirely satisfy the members of the 
House.

Puffer Defends.
W. F. Pdffer, Lacoeabe, said in his 

opinion nothing material was missing 
from the files. The government posi­
tively denied ,that anything had been 
taken from the files... He did not 
know whether anything important was 
missing or not, but he was willing to 
leave it to a judicial board oi three 
judges of the Supreme Court. His 
conscience wâfc perfectly clear in the 
action that he would take.

He pointed out to the member for 
Rocky Mountain that the government!
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had done much tor the cause of labor, had no knowledge of the sale of the
bonds further than that W. R. Clarke 
sold the bonds to the firm of J. S. Mor­

and as a_consequence diad incurred 
the enmity of many nowerful interests. 
He did not believe That the Alberta 
and Great Waterways Railway was at 
the bottom of the whole trouble, but 
rather the materiàl interests to which 
the member for Rocky Mountain, re­
ferred. They played a large part.

Dr. Campbell, Ponoka, asked Mr. 
Bennett for a statement as to his con­

versation with Mr. Woods ovor docu­
ments which might not be brought 
down, and the junior member for Cal­
gary narrated the incident as he had 
told it in the House before.

Bennett’s Strong Speech.
R. B. Bennett said there were two 

questions before the House. What 
were the privileges of the Legislature 
and what action should be taken 
when these were disregarded. He 
quoted authorities to show that the 
Legislature had the right to demand 
every portion of all files. The pre­
mier had the affrontery to say that 
the files had all been brought down.

“It is false as Hell/' said Mr. 
Bennett.

Mr. Woolf Defends.
J. W. Woolf, Cardsfcon, said this

These 
bonds were issued «at 5 per cent, last year 
and there was no protest from any of 
the members of the past legislature. The 

j bonds were not the bonds of the govern^

j the Government had no right to know 

for what they sold. As well might the 
member for Red Deer ask a man to 
whom he sold property what he after­
wards sold it for to a third party.

J. A. McDougall took the stand that 
it was the duty of the government "to -ée 
that the bonds sold for the best possible 
price. It was the duty of the government 
to lay before the House the financial 
standing of the company. This they had 
not done. They should have seen that 
every dollar realized for the bonds was 
put into the road.

W. F. Puffer, Lacombe, said that the 
rate of interest of the A. & G.W. rail­
way bonds was larger than the other 
railways because the railway was purely 
a colonization road. He quoted the Mone­
tary Times to show that bonds of a road 
of this kind, even backed by a govern­
ment guarantee, were not as good is 
those of a municipality.

Geo. P. Smith, Camrose, said the harm 
was not done in connection with this rail­
way in the last legislature but in the 
months of October and November when 
the bonds were sold. The government 
could give all the facts in connection 
with the sale if they felt like it. The 
government could produce the agreement 
with Morgans in five minutes and that 
would settle the question for all time 
to come.

C. M. O'Brien, Rpcky Mountain, in a 
humorous speech, said he had no confid­
ence in this or any other governmennt. 
They all lived iii order to fleece the work­
ing public. Bùt who would he vote in if 
he voted want of confidence in the pres­
ent government. He would put in power 
the ex-minister of public wrorks who had 
repealed th-e eight hour day for miners 
on the eve of last ©lection and at the 
time there were hundreds of miners idle 
dn the country.

Mr. Stewart said he merely asked a 
question at the start and did not wish 
to stir up the whirlwind of oratory that 
followed. With the consent of his sec­
onder (Mr. Holden) he would withdraw 
the resolution. He had no doubt the vote 
would stand 20 to 17 as in the afternoon.

The resolution was accordingly with- 
drawri.

ANOTHER SIDE TO
THE SMALLPOX STORY.

Editor Bulletin:
Sir,—In the Weekly Bulletin of 

March 3rd, there appeared a news 
story under the heading, “Brought 

Docked—No Smallpox Case Here. ’’ The informa­
tion of this story has apparently been 
supplied' to the Bulletin by the health 
officer or the police. Permit me, Mr. 
Editor, to bring the facte oi this case 
before your readers. Judging from the 
wording of the article, the doctor, or 
whoever gave the information, realiz­
ed that a (blunder had been made and 
tried to fix it up.

Dr. Nichols, of Edmonton, was sum­
moned to the home of C. Owens, of 
Bon Accord, on Sunday, Feb. 27, arid 
found that a son of Mr. Owens was 
suffering from smallpox. After ex­
amining the patient, Dr. Nichols ord­
ered the patient to be brought in to 
the city. The father obeyed the order, 
and in spite of a snowstorm that was 
raging at the time drove the 26 miles 
with the boy in a sleigh. He arrived 
in the yard of a certain stable in 
Edmonton between 6 and 7 o’clock in 
the evening, and was met 'by a mem­
ber of the city police force who told 
him to stop right where he was until 
the doctor arrived.

Having driven his horses over the 
unbroken roads for 26 miles, Mr. 
Owens naturally wanted to put his 
horses in the stable. This was re­
fused, and the police would not allow 
him to move from the spot and he 
was not even allowed to telephone to 
the doctor. However, some of the 
people in the stable telephoned to 
the health officer, Dr. Whitela-w, and 
also to Dr. Nichols. It took these 
gentlemen between one and >a half to 
two hours to get to the scene. All 
this time Mr. Owens was sitting in 
the sleigh in the open yard with his 
sick son and guarded' by a policeman. 
The two above-mentioned doctors at 
last-arrived, accompanied by two oth­
er doctors, and they proceeded to ex­
amine the patient in the intense cold 
and even had him unbutton his cloth­
ing and underclothing in the storm.

After the examination, the doctors 
decided that the case was not a bad 
one and the medical health officer ord­
ered the Owens’ to immediately st;rt 
for home and not to stop at any place 
on the road. They started and arriv­
ed at their home at 5 o’clock in the 
morning, having driven 52 miles in 
one of the worst storms of the sea­
son. The sick boy was forced to re­
main in the sleigh during the entire

The article further states that if 
the case had been serious the city 
would1 have taken it over. Does Dr. 
Whi'telaw or any other doctor in Ed­
monton believe that there is no dan­
ger in ordering a sick man to take a 
26 mile drive against a raging snow­
storm? Who would have been .respon­
sible had this man been frozen to 
death ? Is the city of Edmonton so 
badly in need of a hospital that it is 
forced to expose a patient to the in­
human treatment of forcing him to 
undress in the open and -fh the midst 
of a snow storm

Furthermore, tlhe young man in 
question was in the city a -week or 
10 days before he took sick and stayed 
at a lodging house, andi rumor has it 
that there have been cases of small­
pox there lately, so it would be rea­
sonable to suggest that he contracted 
the disease there.

After the above was written it was 
read to Mr. Owens over the telephone 
and he stated that when he was re­
leased from quarantine he was ready 
to corroborate every statement made 
in this letter.

The only alteration that Mr. Owens 
wanted made was that the stablemen 
were kind enough to insist that the 
horses be fed and they unhitched 
them and! put them in the barn for 
fifteen minutes. Mr. Owens, sr., was 
also allowed to go to the office of the 
health officer and get vaccinated;

NEW TIME TABLE IN EFFECT.
The new half hourly service on the 

street car line between Edmonton and 
Strathcona went into effect this morn­
ing.

The Annual Alberta Musical Festi­
val has gained a recognized place in 
the life of the province. Started two 
years ago in the city of Edmonton :t 
had as its object the uplifting of the 
divine art of music throughout the 
length and breadth of the province 
Fashioned somewhat after the Nation­
al Eisteddfoids held annually fn- 
Wales and which have become known 
the world over, competitions were in­
augurated- for church choirs, male 
choruses, amateur vocalists and pian­
ists. All these competitions were open 
to the entire province. The interest 
manifested the first year was phen­
omenal. .Entries came from all parts 
and when the competitions opened on 
May 4th, every class was well filled 
with competitors. The results were 
gratifying in the extreme. Two com 
petent musicians from the city of 
Winnipeg were engaged as adjudica­
tors and the talent presented was a 
revelation 8f what the province reallv 
possessed. Almost every section of 
Alberta was represented, the bulk of 
the honors being won by the visiting 
competitors.

With such a beginning the second 
festival opened' under splendid aus­
pices. New features were added, ad­
ditional prizes being given for female 
choruses, violinists, choral societies 
and bands. Even greater achievement 
marked the. success of this festival. 
The same two adjudicators were en 
gaged and noted vast improvement 
over the preceding year in the various 
classes. On the closing nights of both 
festivals the grand -concerts have at- 
traded audiences of over two thous­
and people. At these concerts the 
winning soloists have contributed to 
the program in addition to a chorus of 
almost three hundred voices and an 
orchestra of over forty instruments.
It was remarked openly by promin­
ent Winnipeg business men who were 
present last year, that nothing its 
equal had ever been heard -in all the 
west. Eastern newspapers commented 
most favorably on the success of the 
festival and altogether it has proven 
of splendid advertising merit to the 
province at large, aside from the more 
important feature of -having increased 
the desire for and the ability to per­
form, a higher and better standard 
of music. ‘

Plans for the musical festival for 
this year have been maturing.

This year the number of choir com­
petitions has been increased, a gold 
medal will be given for violincello 
playing, and competitions for sight 
singing, piano sightplaying and ac­
companying have been added. The 
music has been selected and can be 
obtained *from the secretary, T. H. 
Griffiths, box 1567, Edmonton, to­
gether with all other information 
Already many enquiries are being re­
ceived and indications point strongly 
to even greater attendance this year 
than ever before. The committee hope 
to secure stilt better railway arrange- 
mnts than previously.

A new departure for the coming 
festival is the debarring from com­
petition of all- gold medalists of the 
two previous festivals.

The dates have been set for May 3,
4 rod 6. The festival will commence 
with a band competition in the This­
tle rink on the evening of Tuesday, 
May 3rd, an<| conclude with a con­
cert by the massed choirs and the 
winmng competitors on the evening 
of Thursday, May 5th. The adjudi­
cators this year will be secured direct 
from Montreal and -will be two of the 
most prominent musicians procurable. 
The date of entry for the various com­
petitions has been extended to April 
16th.

CONDEMN NAVY SILL.

Ottawa, Mar. 15—Last evening, all 
duriag last night and today, the 
House of Commons have sat in a grim 
fight to a finish over a private bill. 
The government, led by Hon. W. 8. 
Fielding and Hon. Wm. Pugsiey. want 
thie hill to go through. The opposi­
tion say nay. It is F. F. Pardee’s hill 
to incorporate the St. Lawrence Power 
Transmission company. The opposi­
tion claim it is a veiled attempt to 
hand over a portion of the national as­
sets, the water power at the Long 
Sault rapids, on the -St. Lawrence, to 
American capitalists. The government 
claim the Ibill merely seeks power to 
build a transmission line.

The technical point in battle is that 
the opposition demands that Mr. Pugs­
iey Shall table plans which this power 
company has laid before him and also 
that the government will legislate that 
the company shall 'hand over half its 
profits to the Federal government, 
which the legislature of New York 
state ihas legislated the company shall 
pay it from its operations on the 
other side of the line.

Began Last Night.
This spectacular parliamentary 

battle began at eight last night and 
is still in progress. It is unique in 
parliamentary liistory. Never before 
has there 'been so long a battle over 
a private bili. Three ministers, Hon. 
Mr. Fielding, Hon. Mr. Pugsiey'and 
Hon. Mr. Aylesworth, spent the night 
in the Commons chamber, and at 8.30 
this morning, when Mr. Pugsiey went 
to breakfast, he said he was really en­
joying the baittle.

Mr. Borden went home early. The 
Opposition was led by Haughton Len 
nox and George Taylor. There were 
always about fifty members in atteni- 
ance. The rest had gone home _>r 
slep in odd comers. At eight o’clock 
fresh ones began to arrive. Speaker 
after speaker rose on the Opposition 
side and many on behalf of the gov­
ernment.

Tried to Tire Pugsiey.
One of the objects was to get Pugs­

iey on his feet as often as possible to 
tire him. He took it all good natured- 
ly. Among the strongest opponents 
of the bill are Hon. Mr. Emmerson 
and J. G. Turiff, of East Assiniboia. 
At eleven o’clock W. F. McLean was 
arguing that if the government was 
not committed to the bill, it should 
call a halt in tile proceedings. Why 
should the House give approval until 
the interested bodies, such as the In­
ternational Waterways Commission 
and the Conservation -Commission had 
been consulted. Hon. W. 8. Fielding 
urged that the non-oontentious clauses 
of the bill should be passed. The gov­
ernment was not trying to force the 
bill through and had made a reason­
able proposal.

Col. 8am Hughes said they would 
go to the bottom of this yet.

"I hope you will” said Mr. Field­
ing. “I am quite willing to help you.” 

Not Trying to Force It.
W. B. Northrop asked : “Is it the in­

tention of the government to sit till Sat­
urday night to force this bill through.”

Mr. Fielding replied that the govern­
ment had no desire to push through 
clauses to which objections are taken at 
this sitting.

E. R. Devlin, Wright, said he had not 
made up his mind on the bill, but would 
like te see it considered clause by clause.

Sir Wilfrid came into the chamber a 
.few minutes before noon and Hon. Mr. 
Fielding left for a much needed rest. 
Conservative Whip Taylor appealed to 
Laurier to drop the fight and let the 
members go home. Sir Wilfrid shook his 
head. At 12.15 Laurier left the House 
and the leadership fell to Hon. Sidney 
Fisher. Other ministers present were 
Hon. Wm. Templeman and Hon. Mc­
Kenzie King. Chief Liberal Whip Par­
dee slept with hie head on the desk. The 
discussion was still in progress at one 
o’clock with no prospect of an agreement 
to adjourn being arrived at.

General Search by Police Results 
Big Maul of Weapons.

Montreal, March 13.—An arsenal of 
60 stilettos and 40 revolvers was ac­
cumulated by -Chief McCaskill, of the 
proincial detective service, Saturday 
night in a round up of the city Italians 
to relieve them of their weapons. The 
raid «as made as the result of the 
number of Italian, wounding scrapes 
coming before the Court of the King's 
Bench, which led the grand jury to 
recommend a general disarming.

À dozen plain clothes men under 
McCaskill rounded up the Italians 
and searched them. Those who made 
tio trouble merely suffered the loss of 
their guns and atillettos. Ten of 
them resisted the confiscation and 
were arrested. An eleventh ventured 
to the station to bail out his friend 
He was searched and also found to 
be armed with a gun and a big knife 
so instead of bailing his friend out, he 
joined him in the cells. The cam­
paign will go on, but it is probable 
that the result will be a hoom in the 
market for revolvers and gtillettos, as 
the disarmed Italians will undoubted­
ly lose no timfe in laying in new wea 
pons.

In addition, several detective agen­
cies have 'been employed 'by the bank, 
and the municipal secret service force 
has joined in the quest, as the offence 
is a criminal one in this state. It 
was said that the bank officers have 
practically found the source of the 
canard.
