A Fisherman’s
Manifesto.

It will be observed that many of 
the planks in the platform of Sir 
Robert Bond are specially devoted to 
the interest of the fishermen. Not 
that the others are not in their in­
terest. but they share in these with 
the rest of the country. It is. how­
ever, only right and proper that the 
class wdiich is most numerous and 
whose industry is the staple one of 
the country, should have special at­
tention directed to them. In this re­
spect. as these matters loom so large 
in Sir Robert Bond's appeal to the 
electorate, the Manifesto might well 
be called the Fishermen’s Manifesto 
Among these planks are the follow­
ing:

(1) The re-organization of the 
Fishery Department to make it of 
use to fishermen.

12) The appointment of Fishery 
Agents abroad.

CD The enactment of Laws to deal 
with the cull of fish, Its standard­
ization, upd the Inspection of fishery 
produce.

(4) The erection of Bait Depots to 
meet the needs of the fishermen.

(5) The amendment of Laws relat­
ing to the Seal fishery.

(6) The erection of Lighthouses and 
Fog Alarms.

(7) An Enquiry into the effects of 
the Whale Fishery and Bait Supply.

(8) The linking up of fishing cen­
tres by means of telephones.

(9) Harbor Improvements, deepen­
ing Waterways, erection of Public 
Wharves and Landings, and the es­
tablishment of a Harbor of Refuge 
OB the Staight Shore.

All of these reforms especially 
concern fishermen, and are on the 
lines of the policy of .progress of the 
Liberal Party, which *has ever mani­
fested keen interest in the fisherman 
and his' calling, as the workers and 
the industry on which depends the 
welfare of the country at large. 
Many a time and often fishery opera­
tions are held up for want of good 
liait. Time is lost and fish is left 
nncaught, because fishermen either 
cannot get bait or have to spend an 
excessive amount of time in seeking 
it, and when they have found it and

obtained it, after a day or two it 
becomes stale, and of much less use 
in catching fish. The linking up of 
fishing centres by telephones to the 
iargei* centres which have telegraph­
ic communication, will provide a 
cheap and efficient means of com­
munication to find out the where­
abouts of bait and fish, as well as 
serving other purposes, and "will in­
cidentally provide a means of cheaper 
communication at places where the 
services of a telegraphist is not 
economical. The erectiin of more 
lighthouses and fog alarms will add 
materially to the safety of fishermen 
who ply a dangerous calling and in­
sure a safer livelihood to the famili­
es of fishermen. The erection of 
more wharves and landings will 
help materially the fishermen in 
their business and do much to re­
lieve them of many of the hardships 
of their industry. The deepening of 
waterways and the improvement of 
harbors will add commercially to the 
value of their settlements, besides 
affording provision against many u 
hard buffetting and nights of anxiety 
and loss of schooners and gear. Par­
ticularly Is this true of the establish­
ment of a Harbor of Refuge on the 
Straight Shore, which will be of 
inestimable value to those voyaging 
to and from Conception Bay, Trinity 
Bay and Bonavista Bay to the 
French Shore and the Labrador. Its 
beneficial effects will be appreciated 
by the fishermen of Green Bay and 
White Bay who are called upon to 
go South to St. John’s. The re­
organization of the fishery" depart­
ment and the appointment of trade 
agents abroad will afford a means 
of information as to prices and state 
of markets that will enable the flstv 
ermen through their unions to be 
on equally advantageous terms with 
the fish exporter as to the prices which 
should rule. The standardization Of 
fish and the providing of a cull will 
revolutionize the fishing industry and 
save it from the tendency to make 
an excess of indifferent fish, which 
is so much deplored by the Board of 
Trade and those. who have the ex­
porting of fish and will the better 
enable our new trade agents to se­
cure new markets and improve old

GLOUCESTER. Mass., Oct. 5.
Owners of two fishing schooners 

which reached port on Friday from 
the Grand Banks are lamenting that 
their skippers did not delay a day in 
bringing home their fares. Had they 
waited until Saturday, the owners 
under the new tariff, would have sav­
ed the duties which they were obliged 
to pay on 65,000 pounds of fish.

NEW YORK. Oct. 5.
An enormous quantity of imports 

have accumulated in the bonded 
warehouses, awaiting the reduced 
duties under the Tariff signed on 
Friday night. In New York $770.000.- 
000 are stowed. Fifteen new officials 
were put on. and the office opened 
an hour earlier on Saturday. At 
Boston there were $17.000,000 worth 
in bond.
