LONDON, Oct. 2. 
The Governor, Newfoundland :

General French reports fighting on 
the 29th and 30tli as insignificant. 
German gains were made at two 
points.

Our airmen damaged 
the enemy main railway's at fifteen 
points last week, partially wrecking 
five trains, and causing fire at the lo- 
comotfve sheds at Valenciennes.

The French made slight progress at 
Givenchy. No special news in Cham­
pagne. : " V .v

Russia reports some enemy pro­
gress west of Dvtnsk. The Russians 
were successful at several other 
points.

Later news tells of some progress 
on the heights of LaFolic, an import­
ant feature of the enemy line, north 
of Mesnil, has been captured.

BONAR LAW.

FRENCH STILL PROGRESS.
PARIS, Oct. 2.

There has been heavy German bom­
bardment in the Artois,1 according to 
an announcement made by the French 
War Office. French forces have made 
perceptible progress in this district 
and on the heights of LaFolie. French 
aeroplanes have been active behind 
the German front and during the 
night aircraft guns bombarded the 
German lines.

in the newspapers this morning. The 
Daily Telegraph says: “It is obvious 
now that the Teutonic Powers hold 
King Ferdinand in the hollow of thetr 
hand and that Dr. Radosiavoff, de­
spite all his apparent blunt honesty, 
is little better than an agent tor ex­
ecuting his ruler’s wishes.” The 
Daily News observes: “In the tur­
moil of Balkan politics wrong horses 
have been backed with tragic fre­
quency. Bulgaria, if her King is al­
lowed to overbear the judgment of 
her ablest politicians, will have fur­
nished a classic instance of that fa­
tal error.”

HOES NOT COVET.
SOFIA, Oct. 3.

The Greek Minister to Bulgaria 
said to-day that Greece did not covet 
Bulgarian territory, and that the ob­
ject of Greek mobilization was mere­
ly to protect the frontier. Regard­
ing the treaty between Greece land 
Serbia, he said like every treaty it 
consists of words. It is circumstan­
ces which give meaning to words, 
that is to say, words have the sense 
you give them, according to circum­
stances. r

RUSSIAN MINISTER ORDERED TO 
LEAVE SOFIA.

PETROGRAD, Oct. 3.
A semi-official news agency says 

that the Russian Mihister has been 
ordered to leave Sofia, unless within 
twenty-foiy hours the Bulgarian Gov­
ernment openly breaks with Austria- 
Germany and sends away the Austri­
an and German military officers now 
in Bulgaria.

FRENCH AEROPLANES.
PARIS, Oct. 3.

. A squadron of sixty-five French 
'•'aeroplanes to-day bombarded the 

railway station at Vouziers; and avia­
tion, groups near Challerange, accord­
ing to an official statement issued by 
the French War Office. No addition­
al progress is recorded for the day.

TRENCHES RECOVERED.
LONDON, Oct. 3.

Field Marshal French’s communi­
cation says: We delivered a counter­
attack last night, and achieved our 
objective, which was two German 
1 renches southwest of Foss, which 
the enemy had recovered in his coun­
ter-attack of the 26th. There iiave 
been no other events on our front.

BOMBARD RAILWAY STATION.
PARIS, Oct. 3.

A squadron of 65 French aeroplanes 
to-day bombarded the railway station 
at Vouziers and the aviation ground 
near the town, also the station at 
Challerange. More than three hun­
dred shells were dropped at the ob­
jects aimed at, which were struck. 
Another bombardment cut in two a 
moving train near the station at Laon.

FRENCH OFFICIAL.
PARIS, Oct. 3.

Repulse of four German- attempts 
to retake lost trenches between 
Souciiez and the woods of Gjvenchy, 
and a similar attack north, are re­
ported in the official statement given 
out by the War Office this afternoon. 
The communication says that the 
Germans bombarded the rear of the 
French lines in the valley of Suippes 
with asphyxiating shells. French ar­
tillery on its part reduced the several 
enemy batteries to silence. Else­
where the night was calm.

EDWARD GREY’S STATEMENT.

LONDON, Oct. 2.
Sir Edward Grey’s statement on the 

Balkan situation, indicating as it 
does that Bulgaria had decided to 
throw in her lot with Germany, is the 
leading subject of editorial comment

A RUSSIAN REPORT.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 3.

The Russian War Office gave out 
the following official statement : Ger­
man attacks have continued in the 
region of Gross Ekau,J>ut have been 
unsuccessful. Between Lake Dem- 
men, situated south of Dvinsk and 
Lake Drisitia, there was an artillery 
duel. East of Swenton our cavalry 
repulsed the Germans and seized the 
village of Saluji on the Upper Char. 
South of Liachovitch one of our bat­
talions dislodged the enemy from 
heights, and, with the loss of only 
nine mcrt*captured two German offi­
cers and 109 men.

HINDENBURG’S BIRTHDAY.
BERLIN, Oct. 3.

Field Marshal Von Hindenburg’s 
sixty-eighth birthday to-day was cele­
brated here in a notable way. The 
feature of the celebration was driv­
ing nails by one thousand children in 
to Hindenburg. A colossal wooden 
statue of the Field Marshal was re­
cently erected, which is being sheath­
ed with gold, silver and iron nails, 
bought in the interest of a fund for 
rehabilitating East Prussia. The 
address was delivered by Count Von 
Revcntlow.

LINER ASHORE.
LONDON, Oct. 3.

The Nelson Liner Highland War­
rior, 7,485 tons, from London for 
Buenos Ayres, is ashore at Cape Prior 
near Coruna. Spain. Another vessel 
is said to be proceeding to her as­
sistance.

RUSSIAN ULTIMATUM TO BUL­
GARIA.

LONDON, Oct. 4.
The Russian Minister at Sofia has 

been ordered by the Government to 
leave the Bulgarian capital, if, with- 
ing twenty-four-hours, Bulgaria does 
not openly break with the Central 
Powers and dismiss the Austro-Ger- 
man officers recently arrivèd in the 
country to direct operations in King 
Ferdinand’s army. The other powers 
of the Quadruple Entente are backing 
up Russia in this demand, and so 
Bulgaria must, within a few ' hours, 
decide on continued neutrality, or be 
considered definitely committed to 
the Central Powers.

From the news received during the 
past few days from the Balkans, it is 
considered certain that King Ferdin­
and and Premier Dadoslavoff have 
made their choice, and are only 
awaiting completion of mobilization to 
strike at Serbia and assist the Aus- 
tro-Germans to open a road to Con­
stantinople, which has been anxiously 
waiting for several weeks for promis­
ed aid from the Central Powers.

Greece, it is believed, will live up 
to. her treaty with Serbia and come to

certainty. While fully confident of 
their ability to handle the new situa­
tion" the Allies do not belittle it, 
which accounts in some respects for 
their activities.

Rain am) consequent mud prevent­
ed the Allies from continuing their 
full offensive at Artois. Fighting of 
a stubborn nature, however, is still 
going on in that region, both sides en­
deavoring to secure vantage points. 
Success here, as in Champagne, is ap­
parently varying, although the Allies 
are holding virtually all the ground 
they gained irt last week’s blow. That 
other similar blows will take place 
before long is the settled conviction 
of military writers, who see in the re­
peated bombardments of German po­
sitions on the Belgian coast, by Brit­
ish ships, and big French guns, and 
air raids oyer German lines, evidence 
that another storm is brewing. Nat­
urally it will take some days to pre­
pare; as the guns which now play 
such a large part in the campaign 
h^ve to be brought up. This is no 
easy matter after the heavy rains, 
particularly in the low countries of 
Flanders and Artois.

The air raid in Challerange yester­
day, by 65 French aeroplanes is the 
biggest enterprise of the kind ever 
undertaken. The French, according 
to a German report, lost an airship in 
Alsace, which was mentioned a few 
days ago in an official communication 
as doing valuable work.

Althought fighting continues, there 
is little or no change in the situation 
along the eastern front. The Russians 
while being forced back at one or two 
points, are themselves pressing the 
Germans on other points, particular­
ly east of Vilna, where Field Marshal 
Von Hindenburg’s drive towards 
Minsk has been checked.

There is no further word of the re­
ported Austro-German attack on Ser­
bia, or of operations in Gallipoli. The 
Russians in the Caucasus, following 
the lead of the British in Mesopo­
tamia, are taking a more active offen­
sive against the Turks.

Casually List.

Twelve months ago to-day the first 
contingent of the Newfoundland Regi­
ment left by the Florizel for Eng­
land. This contingent was made up 
of Companies A. and B. Since that 
time three other companies have been 
sent across, and the first four com­
panies forming a complete battalion 
have now been doing duty for a fort­
night at the region around Suvla Bay 
on the Galliopli Peninsula. Company 
E. is at the Newfoundland Depot at 
Ayr in Scotland, and Companies F. 
and G. are now under training here 
in St. John’s. Of those who left three 
have died of disease in the hospitals, 
two in Scotland, Privates Chaplin and 
Brien, and one in Egypt, Private Eb- 
sary. Amongst those who lauded in 
the fighting zone a fortnight ago, six 
have been wounded. Capt. Walter F. 
Rendell, the Adjutant of the Regi­
ment, the report about who came 
from himself at the Blue Sisters Hos­
pital, Malta, Lieut. Rendell, reported 
a few days later, and reports about 
four privates, Shea, England, Tibbs 
and Reggs, received on Saturday 
afternoon by the Governor from Capt. 
Timewell, at the Newfoundland Re­
cord Office in London. Fortunately 
there are no deaths to record on the 
list of our casualties at the Suvla 
front.

Yesterday, however, a message was 
received by Mrs. T. A. MacNab, that 
hrr brother, 2nd Lieutenant Gordon, 
who enlisted with the Newfoundland 
Regiment, while on a holiday here 
last summer, and who later obtained 
a commission in the Gordon High­
landers, had been killc.i in action. He 
is one of a number rtf Newfoundland­
ers, who were members of fighting 
units other than the Newfoundland 
Regiment, who have given their lives 
that their country might triumph ov­
er the enemy of civilization. News 
also comes of the wounding of • a 
young man, Mr. James Grieve, not a 
Newfoundlander, but closely connect­
ed with Newfoundland, a nephew of 
Mr. Walter Baine Grieve, in whose 
office he worked on Water Street. 
Being in Scotland when the war broke 
out, he offered his services and has 
now been wounded a second time.

"They Also Serve” —
When the war broke out in 1914 and 

volunteers were asked for here, no 
one responded more readily than 
Frank Watts, a smart young chap of 
the city, and prominent in the High­
land Brigade. He went over with the 
First Contingent, every inch a fine 
good-humoured, jolly young soldier. 
He enjoyed the drilling on the other 
side, and no one looked forward more 
than he for the time to “move on," but 
alas, in the examination which took 
place before sailing for Egypt, it was 
found that an old trouble in his side 
needed another operation before the 
doctors would pass him. Those who 
know him can realize what poignant 
disappointment was his in not pro 
ceeding with his friends. He is with 
F Company now at Ayr, still eager to 
do his bit,” and his many friends 

will be glad when he is fully well 
again. His mother, a resident in the 
East End, has also given, we believe 
two other sons for the King’s service.

BRITISH HEADQUARTERS,
In France, Oct. 3rd.

A special order of the day by Field 
Marshal Sir John French, says: “We 
have now reached a definite state in 
the great battle which commenced on 
25th September. Our Allies in the 
South have pierced the enemy’s last 
line of entrenchments and effected 
large captures of prisoners, guns and 
tents. The French army on our im­
mediate right has been heavily oppos­
ed, but has brilliantly succeeded in 
securing the important position 
known as the Vimy Ridge. The oper­
ations of the British forces have been 
most successful and have had great 
and important results. On the 25th 
the First and Fourth corps attacked 
and carried the enemy’s first and 
most powerful line of entrenchments, 
extending from our right flank at 
Grenay to a point North of Hohen- 
zollern Redvubt, distance six thousand 
yards. This position was exception­
ally strong consisting of a double 
line which included some large re­
doubts, a net work of trenches, bomb 
proof shelters and dugouts construct­
ed at short intervals, all along the 
line, some of them being large caves 
thirty feet below the ground. The

main operations South La Bassee Can­
al were much facilitated assisted by 
subsidiary attacks delivered by the 
3rd Indian Corps and troops of the 
second army. Great help was also 
rendered in the operations by the 5th 
Corps East of Ypres, during which 
some important captures were made. 
We are also much indebted to Vice- 
Admiral Bason and our naval com­
rades for the valuable co-operation 
of the fleet.

Our captures amounted to over 
three thousand prisoners, some 25 
guns, besides many machine guns and 
a quantity of war material. The 
enemy suffered heavy losses, particu­
larly in many counter attacks, by 
which he vainly endeavoured to wrest 
back the captured positions, but which 
have all been gallantly repulsed by 
our troops. I desire to express to the 
army under my command, my deep 
appreciation of the splendid work they 
have accomplished, and my heartfelt 
thanks for the brilliant leadership 
displayed by General Haig and the 
corps and divisional commanders, 
who acted under his orders in the 
main attack. In the same spirit of 
admiration and gratitude I wish par­
ticularly to comment upon the magni­

Footballers
Aren’t Slacking.

Professionals Who Are Flaying the 
Great Game Against Germany.

Footballers generally have respond­
ed splendidly to the call of Empire.

It is impossible to give the exact 
numbers now serving either as sold­
iers or in making munitions, because 
they are so scattered among so many 
regiments; and owing to the shortage 
in the Football Association staff no of­
ficial record has been kept.

Many slurs have been cast upon the 
patriotism of professional players. In 
the first place their numbers have 
been greatly exaggerated by oppon­
ents of the sport to serve their own 
ends. Let us see if the slurs are justi­
fied.

The exact number of registered pro­
fessional footballers is 4,800. Most 
people have been led to believe there 
are many more; but this figure may 
be taken as correct. Only 2,000 of 
these rely solely on football for a liv­
ing; the remainder are, of course, 
professionals, but football is only used 
as a means to supplement their in­
comes. And of the 2,000 wholly pro­
fessional players two-thirds are mar­
ried men, most of them with children.

More Than Three-Quarters Enlisted.
Yet more than three-quarters of the 

total professionals have either enlist­
ed or are doing Government work. A 
good proportion of the three-quarters 
of a million amateur players the F. A. 
controls are also serving their coun­
try.

At present there is no footballers’ 
roll of honour. Few professionals 
have distinguished themselves in the 
war, for the simple reason they have 
not had the chance. Most of them 
have joined one of the two Football­
ers’ Battalions, and neither of these 
has yet gone out. When their chance 
comes they will not be found wanting.

To single out at random a few ex­
ceptionally well-known players who 
have enlisted, without being unjust 
to the hundreds of others, one. may 
mention, by way of encouragement, 
Vivian Woodward, who is a lieutenant 
in the 1st Footballers’ Battalion; 
Frank Buckley, of Aston Villa fame, 
has done even better, and has risen to 
be a captain; Evelyn Lintott, of Leeds 
City, started in the ranks, and is now 
a full lieutenant; and Walden, of 
Bradford City, i- another famous 
player who has gained his commis­
sion.

Nearly all “Doing Their Bit.”
Many people are deceived by the 

looks of a professional footballer, and 
wonder why he does not enlist. He 
may appear to be a fine specimen of 
athletic manhood, but probably he has 
an internal injury, a weak knee, or 
ankle, or is suffering from a weak 
joint, which the strain of military 
training would injure beyond cure. 
To be a soldier on active service is 
much more searching than to he a 
football player.

But even most of the footballers 
who suffer in this way are doing their 
bit in the making of guns and am­
munition, or helping their country in 
other ways.

No Summer Vacation.

THEY PREFER TO GO TO SCHOOL.
.

In the large and energetic city of 
Newark, in the state of New Jersey,

• the educational authorities are per­
mitting several thousand boys and 
girls to go to school all the year 
round. These children have no "sum­
mer vacation.” From the time when 
they enter grade one to the time 
when they leave grade eight, they 
may go to school through p.H four 
seasons of the year, without any of 
the “long loaf” which is brought to 
boyhood and girlhood at large by the 
good old summertime—a time which 
lias been regarded as good and old 
principally because of its do-nothing 
days.

It is a violent experiment; but it is 
highly commended by many educa­
tors. and it is likely to be imitated in 
many other cities. Its history, there­
fore, ar.d its results are important to 
ti e whole country.

It began in 1912. Two schco's were 
re'ected in the spring of that year 
for all-summer work. One of these 
schools was in a district populated 
largely by Italians. The other was 
in a district populated largely by 
Jews. In each case the families con­
cerned were likely to want their chil­
dren to get as much schooling as 
possible before having to Jo real 
work in shop and factory' and office.

The school year in these schools 
was divided up in a new way. It was 
made to contain four vacations of one 
week each and four working-periods 
of twelve weeks each. This gave a 
total of forty-eight working weeks in 
the year. The regular schools had 
only foity. It will be seen according­
ly that the “long loaf” was totally 
destroyed and that eight weeks were 
added to the children’s annual toil at 
their desks.

And what were the results?
In the first place, the new scheme 

seems to be liked by the children 
themselves. Attendance is not com­
pulsory. Yet last summer there were 
some 3,000 children enrolled in the 
summer sessions of the two all-year 
schools.

But were the children being injur­
ed, without knowing it, in their 
health? On this point the testimony 
of their school physician seem to be 
very encouraging. He says:

“The general health of the pupils 
has actually been better than if they 
had not attended school. They have 
been kept much cleaner, and the 
school buildings have been consider­
ably cooler than the streets. I think 
that, from the standpoint of health 
attendance at school has been a dis­
trict advantage to them.”

In these findings the school phy­
sician agrees with the general con­
clusions which Dr. C. L. Dana of New 
York has been advancing. Dr. Dana 
is a nerve specialist. Maintaining 
that moderate regular mental work is 
beneficial, he deplores “the growth of 
the very harmful superstition common 
among parents, and by them fostered 
among agreeable physicians, that 
children’s brains are of such a na­
ture as to call for the pamperings 
of long periods of idleness.

Passing from the question of 
health to the question of mental de­
velopment, do these all-year pupils 
do good work when they get to high 
school? They get there sooner than 
the pupils from the other grammar 
schools. Do they acquit themselves 
as well? It seems that they do. An 
inquiry has been made about it; and 
the official report says that in high 
school the graduates of the all-year 
schools, though younger than the 
graduates of other schools, have no 
trouble in keeping up with them in 
their studies.

Tlifs is in harmony with the report 
of President Lowell of Harvard, in 
which he stated that the younger stu­
dents at Harvard are just as Success­
ful in their college work as the older 
ones.

Which brings us to one of the big­
gest and one of the most dismal facts 
in ordinary American education. Our 
regular grammar schools do not do 
for our children what the regular 
grammar schools of certain other 
countries seem to be able to do for 
theirs. Of late our educators have 
been saying openly and emphatically 
that “our children at fourteen nre two 
full years behind children of the same 
age in England and in France and 
in Germany in knowledge and in un­
derstanding and in power of applica­
tion.”

Being ^ehind at fourteen, they con­
tinue to remain behind to the end o? 
their education; and we see young 
men still at their books, in our pro­
fessional schools, at the age of 2 4 
and 25. It is a great life-loss and a 
great money loss.

The two years that can be saved 
are in the grammar grades. The all- 
year schools in Newark save them. 
The all-year schools in Newark do in 
six years what the regular schools do 
in eight.

And it is rather curious that they 
should be able to do this. The total 
number of working-weeks in their 
six years is only 288. The total num­
ber of working-weeks in the eight 
years of the regular schools is 320. 
That is a difference of 32. The bo> 
who goes to the all-year school does 
32 weeks less of studying during his 
grammar-school life than the boy who 
goes to the regular school. Yet the 
two boys accomplish the same amount 
of work.

The explanation is found in the 
fact that the work in the all-year 
school is so continuous that much 
less time has to be given to “reviews” 
and to "reorganizations” and to put­
ting back into children's minds the 
things they have forgotten during va­
cations.

And what does this plan mean to 
the tax-payer? Does it add to his 
burdens? Quite to the contrary...The 
school-plant is there. The faster you 
put the children through it, the more 
room will'you have In It for more 
children. The day of enlarging your 
plant is postponed. And there are 
other savings, too, all based on the 
business proposition that if you work 
your plant continuously you can turn 
out your product at a lower cost per- 
unit than if you work it .only part- 
time.

We have reported the facts. We are 

not educational experts, and we ha\ e 
no professional opinion about them. We 
note, however, that the all-year school 
idea has the support of the United 
States Commissioner of Education, 
Mr. Philander P. Claxton. And we 
note the fact that this summer New­
ark has opened two additional all- 
year schools and that it now has a 
total of 4,615 children submitting 
voluntarily to this crime against the 
good old summer time.—Everybody’s 
Magazine for September.

Never again, whatever hap­
pens, must the Navy be allowed to de­
cay, for it is by her Sea Power alone 
that Britain Has been enabled to face 
the deadly peril that environs her*.

How the Russian Army 
Was Betrayed by 

Traitor.
A sensational espionage affair in 

Russia is described by the special cor­
respondent of the London Daily 
Chronicle in Paris.

Hitherto all that has been announc­
ed is the hanging for high treason of 
Lieutenant Colonel Miassaiedoff and a 
large number of his accomplices and 
the sentencing to hard labor of Baron 
Qrothus and von Frienat.

The chief conspirator (says the 
Chronicle correspondent) was Lieut.- 
Colonel Ivanoff Miassaiedoff. For a 
long period he had had a high posi­
tion in the gandarmerie, and as such 
was an important personage. He was 
a man of exceptional brilliancy; he 
spoke English, French and German as 
if they were his native languages.

Up to the outbreak of the war it 
liad been his special duty to watch 
over the personal safety of the Czar. 
He then asked to be attached to the 
general military headquarters, urging 
that a constant surveillance was ne­
cessary for the protection of the Grand 
Duke Nicholas. The Czar granted the 
request and transferred this high 
police official, ordinarily attached to 
his own person, to the Commander- 
In-Chief.

Making War “a Mere Game.”
A dramatic story is told of the dis­

covery of the treason. After the fight­
ing on the Yser certain memoranda 
were found on the body of a Bavarian 
officer.

There were phrases that indicated 
the presence of a spy in the very heart 
of the Allied General Staffs, such as 
“We hav<e been victorious, thanks to 
our wonderful system of information,” 
cr “Our marvellous informant has 
greatly facilitated our task. With him 
the war becomes a mere game.”

These notes were* sent to French 
Headquarters. General Pau at that 
time was just setting out on his visit 
to Russia. He was told to acquaint 
the Grand Duke with his discovery.

“You tell me’ nothing that I did not 
know before,”,said the Russian Gom- 
mander-in-Chiif. “I am fully aware 
that we were being betrayed; but by 
whom? That is what we have to find 
out.”

Thereupon a “fake” military order 
was drawn up. Care was taken that 
it should be communicated only to « 
small group of people who were al­
ready suspected. The expected result 
happened. Germany at once showed 
a knowledge of the order and took 
military action in consequence.

The spies had fallen into the trap. 
It only remained to put the suspécts 
under rigorous cross-examination. 
Lieut.-Colcnel Miassaiedoff was among 
them. His only thought was for his 
own skin, and he volunteered to makç 

| certain revelations If only the Gran<| 
Duke would spare his life.

No promise was- made; but, under 
pressure, he admitted his guilt and be­
trayed the names of his accomplices.
