Germany’s
Peacr Reasons

Wants to Prevent Eeencmic Ruin 'of
Country, And Fears. Irretrievable
Ruin as Result of the Civilian Con-
seription.

London, Jan. 5.—A despatch to the
Daily News from Rotterdam says:

“From a neutral in close touch with
the Government and diplomatic cir-
cles in Berlin I have received a clear
statement of the general position in
Germany at the present moment, the
real motives which inspired the
Kaiser’s pea¢e proposals, the pro-
bable effects of its failure, and the
attitude toward the prolongation of
the war of the mass of the popula-
tion.

“My informant’s considered judg-
ment, based on close observation and
intimate knowledge of affairs, as
proved by previous communications,
brings out the following chief points:

“That the German government
wishes for peace in order to prevent
the economic ruin of the country.

“That the immediate cause of the
peace proposal was the internal situa-
tion, brought about primarily by the
failure of the potato harvest and the
consequent deprivations in the mnext
few months, making the peace offer
necessary -in_order fo maintain the
government’s hold on the people.

«phat ¥ this respect the device
will succeed, owing mainly to the fact
that Herr Scheidemann, leader of the
Social Democrat Reichstag majority,
having previously played into the
hand$ of the Government by posing as
a pacifist, has regained his following
in the country.

“That the military position is not
regarded as dangerous. ‘
ﬁhﬂ what is really feared is irre-

vable ruin' as a regult - of -the
civilian conscription, which was - es-
sential to carry on the war.

“That this fear, coupled with con-
tinual pressure from Vienna and Sofia,
will lead the German government to
grasp every opportunity of effecting
a chance of making- peace.”

In his efforts on their
behalf the public will give Mr. Gos-
ling their sympathy and support,
though they can leave the question to
be fought out between the Companies
and the Council with the assurance
that it should not be difficult of settle-
ment. It is known that the estima-
tion of~fire rates is'a matter of much

ant department of the city’'s welfare.
is of interest to all. Of more value
than the cost of distributing fire loss-
es is their prevention in the begin-
ning, and in this respect great strides
have been made. Windsor Lake is
now harnessed to the city’s needs far
more effectively than before, through
the use, principally, of the new intake
‘and larger mains. George’s Pond is
now also available, and by a clever
application of natural forces is kept
supplied, as a reservoir, by the press-
ure from Windsor Lake. When that
pressure is removed, as would be the
casé if a large fire drew it away, the
reservoir comes automatically into op-
eration. This fine supply, the system
which makes the high and low levels
immediately available as  inter-gux-
iliaries, and the extension that will.
soon take place to the South Side
should make the city excellently pre-
pared against a recurrence of 1892 or
minor conflagrations. Whatever may
be the outcome of the negotiations
with the Fire Companies, St. John's
is to be congratulated upon the na-
tural insurance it now enjoys as well
as the other and many benefits that
attend a plentiful water supply.

Pianist and Patriot.

Paderewski, who is no less a great
patriot than he is a great pianist, has
all his life been a determined oppon-
ent of Germanism in Poland.

His fearlessness and daring have
often placed the German Government
in an embarrassing position. On one
occasion his opera “Manru” was an-
nounced to be performed at Posen, in
Prussian Poland, and the great pian-
ist, who was in Posen for the occa-
sion, gave a big subscription to the
Polish Committee in that city, which
had been formed to prevent the Ger-
manization of Prussian Poland.

And after all, when the compdnies
have taken every conceivable factor
into account and carried their calcu-
lations to three places of decimals, ac-
tual experience jn any city or section
must ultimately form the basis on
which rates are ‘tomputed. Twenty-
five years should be a sufficiently long
period for such a purpose. The com-
panies may contend that their premi-
ums in the past have been moderate
or even less than they should have
been, but if they do, their record of
profits seems to be distinctly against
them. The recent improvements in
the water service are an added argu-
ment. If it is invariably the custom
of Insurance Companies to reduce
their rates for any building equipped
with such a device as a sprinkler, the
same thing applies, the difference be-
ing in degree only, to the case of a
whole city of which the water supply
and pressure are increased markedly.

Frightfulness .
in Roumania

(From a Letter of Eleanor Jay Chap-
man in the N.Y. Tribune.)

The following is an extract from a
letter which I have received from
friend in Roumania: >

. November 17.

This time it was the Queen and her
children that the Germans tried to
murder. They dropped fifty bombs; on
her country home just out of town,
Buxta, Prince Struby’s place. I was
with the Queen, who was in town for
the morning, when the telephone mes-
sage came, “Children safe.” Seven
bombs within ten yards of the house;
every window blew in as they rushed
to the cellar. Three men were killed
in the garden and ten wounded. Miss
Milne (the governess) told me that it
was awful. The King, of course, is
living with the staff; also the Crown
7¥ince; so it was a deliberate attempt
to murder the Queen and her daugh-
ters. It was supposed that the Ger-
mans did not know where she lived,
but, of course, they did. Words fail.

The New i;viter‘ System

Mayor Gosling Presents rt—
Thinks Improvements Juﬂl;‘:p: Re-
duction of Fire Insurance Rates.

Owing, probably, to the hour ‘at

which it was called, the meeting yes-
terday afternoon at the Board of
'I‘ra'dag in which the Mayor presented
his statement of the improvements ef-
fected in the water service and show-
ed a case for a reduction of existing
fire rates, was not very well attended.
Mr. Gosling explained to the meeting
his object in calling it, which was to
point_out the effect that the improve-
ments in the water service must néc-
essarily have upon the gquestion -of
fire rates. He stated that when the
late Commission took office, one “of
their first acts was to engage the ser-
vices of Mr. F. F. Longley, an expert
engineer of the firm of Hazen, Whip-
ple & Fuller, of New York, to inves-
tigate ‘the whole water system of the
city, which was so inadequate for the
purpose of fire protection. His re-
port was adopted and acted upon, and
all the most important parts ofy his
recommendations had been carried in-
to effect.
; The capacity of the system had been
increased to allow the maximum rate
of water that might be required, or a
total of 15,000'000 gallons. This made
available for fire fighting from 5,000
to 7,000 gallons per minute. Added
to this great improvement was the
utilisation of George'’s Pond, on Sig-
nal Hill, as a reservoir, with a sup-
ply. of 33,000,000 gallons. A 20-inch
main connects it with the ecity, and
the system is os arranged that the
Pond is kept filled at normal times,
but empties itself when an wunusual
drain of water takes place, as for a
large fire, so that the pressure is au-
tomatically maintained. The 'ond
further offers a 6 days’ supply of
water in any case of emergency.

There are two distributive Systems,
tpe low level system leading to Raw-
lins’ Cross, supplied by the 16 inch

level system, 16 inch main, going to
Merrymeeting Road. The two sys-
tems can be thrown into one by the
mere opening of the separating valves.

Mr. Gosling proceeded to show how
greatly these improvements had in-
creased the water pressure since 1913
and 1914, by a rate varying from 30
to over 100 per cent., and how the in-
creased supply served to keep the
pressure up. Thus, George’s Pond
can be kept full even when the valve
on the 20 inch main at Sunnyside is
nearly closed, this latter being there-
fore able to be used as a reserve. It
wag ifitended as soon as possible to
have tests made simultaneously at
different localities and from different
mains, which would try in a practical
manner the ability of the system to
fight 8everal large fires at a time.

The total cost of the work will be
about $175,000, spelling an annual in-
terest of $10,000. This is not a high
price to pay for such increased se-
curity. “So far as water will avail,”
said the Mayor, “we need never be in
fear of another conflagration.”

He then gave figures in detail of
the new piping that had been laid and
of the work that remained to be done,
which should be completed during the
coming summer. He spoke "of the
new 36 inch intake now installed at
Windsor Lake, which projects 180
feet beyond the old breakwater and
20 feet below normal level of the Lake,
He mentioned also that a Venturi Me-
ter and other devices will be installed,
by means of which léaks can- be at
once detected. Tests will be made in
May and October of every year by the
engineering staff, and it is hoped -to
reduce the leakage, which amounts to
some 3 or 4 million gallons daily, by
at least one half,

Mr. Gosling then proceeded to show
the grounds for his contention that
these improvements should effect a
reduction of the fire rates that obtain
in the city. He showed that after the
fire of 1892, rates almost doubled, and
also that the premiums paid had*risen
from $100,000 in 1893 to $225,000 in
1915. Altogether about $4,000,000 had
been paid in premiums since 1892,
while on the best information no more
than $1,250,000. had been paid in loss-
es by the companies. This undeniably
showed that handsome profits had
been made by the Fire Insurance
Companies in the last twenty-five
years, and in his opinion the greatly
improved conditions of fire protection
justified a reduction in the rates of at
lest 25 per cent.

In conclusion, Mr. Gosling men-
tioned several measures that are con-
tained in the proposed Civic Charter,
all tending to a further minimising
of the risk of fire, which it was ex-
pected the Legislature . would make
law this parliamentary session. He
did not base his claim for a reduction
of rates on these measures, however,
but solely upon the improvements ef-
fected in the water service.

In addition Mr. Gosling presented a
tabulated statement showing the im-
proved water pressure throughout
the city and the efficient water sys-
tem since the installation of = larger
pipes.

The Prime Minister then spoke sup-
porting the views of the Mayor and
moved this resolution:

WHEREAS it has been demonstra-
ted beyond questiop that the ‘exténsion
of the Water System, now nearly com-

BE IT RESOLVED, that a copy of
the report on the same submitted to
the meeting, be forwarded to the
Board of Fire Underwriters, with a
request that the rates of Fire Insur-
ance be hereafter adequately reduced
for all parts of the City affected by
the improved water supply.

Mr. J. L. Slattery told of the work
of the respective Council Boards from
the time of the first Mayoralty down
to the present time. To the late City
Commission he said belonged the
credit of the improved water supply.

Mr. A. J, Harvey, who spoke on be-
half of the Underwriters, said he be-
lieved the companies would give
every consideration to the request of
reduced rates. He regretted that the
report had been submitted before a
practical test had been made to prove
the efficiency of the service.

Mr. J. Browning suggested that the
resolution moved by the Premier
should not include a request for any
special reduction as it was apparent
from the Mayor’s statement that 256
per cent. was a very small amount.

The re-
solution of the Premier was then
adopted, and the appointment of the
Committee to act further in the mat-
ter being left to the Mayor, the meet-
ing adjourned.

NEW RUSSIAN OFFENSIVE IN RIGA

REGION.
LONDON, To-day.

The anxiety with which the opera-
tions along the Sereth River in Rou-
mania are being watched here is being
partly balanced by the hopeful inter-
est in the activities in the Riga and
Mitau region of Russia. Here, accord-
ing to Petrograd accounts, the Rus-
sians are taking advantage of the
frost which has made possible a move-
ment on the vast Tirul marshes and
it is making substantial progress. The
operations seem to have begun days
ago with a German attack .towards
Riga, but for some time they have
appeared to be nothing more important
than the usual affairs between out-
posts and artillery batteries. Two or
three days ago, however, they began
to develop in a manner indicating that
the Russians had made a preparation
which perhaps the German Govern-
ment aimed at forestalling. The Rus-
sians very promptly replied to the
German attack, says the Morning
Post’s Petrograd correspondent, and
pushing steadily along the east bank
of the River captured triple positions
from the enemy after hard fighting
and some 1,000 prisoners and sixteen
guns taken. The movement still con-
tinues and the Russians are within a
dozen miles of their objective. There
is no official confirmation of a state-
ment current that this very important
forward base of the enemy has been
captured, nor are we allowed to know
what forces are engaged in this
region. It is the general opinion, how-
ever, that an important movement 'is
in progress. Hard fighting has Been
in progress for three days already and
the balance of the success is largely
with the Russians side in the opera-
tions, which it is admitted are only
beginning. The Daily News Petro-
grad correspondent says the Russians
in the northwest corner of the Cirul
swamp have reached a point four
miles from the Tukum-Mitau railroad,
and are steadily developing their suc-
cess there and also extending their
operations further east.

AWFUL CONDITIONS IN GERMANY.

NEW YORK, To-day.
The Sun this morning publishes the
following: The London Correspond-
ent of the Sun is able to present let-
ters of guaranteed authenticity taken
from German prisoners cé@ptured on
the Somme within the last two weeks
revealing the actual conditions in
Germany brought on by the food
gshortage. The following letter was
written from Hanover: “Here in
Honaver the people are gredually be-

' coming thinner, always thinner; no-

body ever grows any fatter. Any one
desiring to obtain food can obtain no-
thing, isn’t this awful?” A letter from
Hamburg found on a German prisoner
says: “Here in Hamburg there has
been a frightful riot to-night. In the
Hofweg, Berweg and other streets,
women and children broke into shops
and robbed them. What is going to
happen? People have nothing to eat.
There are no potatees and grease and
bread are scarce.” Another letter from
Hamburg says: “Yesterday it was war
here, too. There are soldiers with bay-
onets at our backs; all the bread and
butter shops and some grocers’ shops
were wrecked. Then mounted sold-
jers appeared. What a life! They
were after us with their sabres right
up to the deorsteps. This is a fine
state of affairs.” A third letter from
Hamburg says: “There has been a
frightful commotion here. The shops
of Tietz and Hrlbutt have been broken

opponents prepared to meet him with
their full strength . The writer dis-
misses the possibility of an attack on
the Western front as remote, and says
that the German Chief of Staff may
use his floating balance of reserves
against General Cadorna, because 20
more divisions added to the 33 Aus-
trian divisions facing Italy would
give him a good chance of doing some-
thing. After saying that the situation
in Switzerland must not be disregard-
ed, since neutrality counts as nothing
to the Germans, the writer finally
concludes that Russia will be Hin-
denburg’s main objective. .
With 135 divisions on the Russian
front, he says Von Hindenburg has
the power necessary to conducting a
fresh campaign with vigor, and cur-
rent operations in Roumania tend to
throw back the Russsian left and
place the Austro-Germans in a better
position for continuing the attack on
the Russians than they could bogst
of last autumn. The Germans declare
they are impressed by what they term
“the internal disorganization of Rus-
sia”, and affirm that the Russian arm-
ies are exhausted and short of war
material. The Austro-German railway
system is far superior to the Russian,
and the German-Austro Service Act
will supply the drafts needed for an
offensive campaign, Russia must cer-
tainly be prepared to find herself in
1917 the anvil for the German ham-
mer. !
The writer anticipates a sea attack
by the navies of both Central Powers.
“If economic conditions,” 'he. con-
cludes, “are @8 galling in Austria and.
Hungary-as-they seem to:be, we must
naturally expect before long a violent
effort by their navies to break the
blockade which is strangling them. If
it comes it will be delivered with all
their forces united, and with the last
degree of energy. Nothing must turn
our minds from the expectation of this
act of despair.”

that her brother was a shipwrecked
seaman, who was on a local fish car-
rier submarined in the Mediterranean
recently, and she went down to meet
him, having heard that he had re-
j{turned on a. steamer which reached
port last night.

Suicides.

Police About to Arrest Wealthy Pitts-
burg Young Man for Philadelphia
Murder When He Shoots Himself.

New York, Jan. 4—The mystery sur-
rounding the murder of Miss Mazie
Colbert, a well known artist model,
in -her apartment in Philadelphia last
Saturday night is believed by the
police to have been solved to-night by
the suicide, in a fashionable Atlantic
City Hotel, of Bernard W, Lewis, the |
wealthy son of Wenman A. Lewis, re- |
tired multi-millionaire coal operator
of Pittsburg.

Earlier in the day a warrant was
issued in Philadelphia for the appre-
hension of Lewis, on information fur-
nished by two women school teachers
of that city. To-night informatioh
reached the Atlantic City police that
a man answering the description of
Lewis was at the States Villa, a pri-
vate hotel in the seaside resort. As
detectives waited at the door of the
room occupied by the suspected man
a shot was heard in an adjoining bath-
room, and Lewis was found with a
bullet hole through the temple, death
having been instantaneous.

Since Sunday morning, when the
body of Miss Colbert, badly battered,
was found in her apartments, thé
crime has been almost the sole topic
of conversation in Philadelphia and
New York, where the young woman
was widely known. In their investi-
gations the police have drawn| into
the case many men standing high in
the social, business, professional, po-
litical and athletic life of the city.

Boxiog Bout at Front

Fighting side by side in the trench-
es, Jack Meekin, London boxer, and
Bob Ritson, Scottish exponent of the
art of self-defence, smiled at each
other when the German guns ceased
firing. They smiled as many pugilists
smile when they meet each other be-
fore a battle of the prize ring. Both
realized that with the lull after the
storm of the battle of.life and death
had come the hour for the battle that
they would fight for the glory of the
regiment.

A few minutes later, instead of
crawling under the ropes, as they had
done at many bouts they fought in
England, the two pugilists were
scratching their backs as they entered
a wire arena “somewhere in France."
A whistle instead of a gong was the
signal for the fight to begin.

Regular boxing gloves  were used
by the men as they fought round af-
ter round, cheered by 3,000 soldiers
behind the trenches. Finally, after
fifteen rounds, completing an hour’s
sport, Meekin was decided the win-
ner. Both men shook hands after the
bout and went back to their places
in the trenches.

Britain’s Effort.

Of Britain’s efforts and Britain’s ac-
complishment, a writer in a current
magazine eloquently says:

No enemy stands, on a single foot
of British territory; these tiny isles
lapped in the ocean-bed, the source
and inspiration of activities the grecat-
est in the world’s history, are still
inviolable; only from the air doecs in-
vasion come, and that menace is being
cvercome.

Britain’s effort is more than the
measure of her visible might to-day.
There is a spirit behind the prepar-
ations of which this might is the out-
come, the spirit that sends a tenth
of that part of the Anglo-Saxon race
whirh acknowledges the British flag,
to enlure valiantly and uncomplain-
ingly the rigors of the most terrible
war imaginable, a war made horrible
by the scientific diablerie of a brutish
enemy; or sends them to face, proud
of mien and glad of heart, the unseen
terrors.of a mine-sown sea; the spirit
that makes three and a hglf million
war-workers toil laborious hours, of-
ten at dangerous occupations, that
brings the women from the sheltered
home into the hurly-burly of the in-
dustrial world or to the piteous sights
of the hospital; the spirit that en-
sures willing response to a hundred
vexatious restrictions necessary in the
public safety, and to taxation that
may be one-fourth of the yearly in-
come or sixty per cent. of the yearly
war profits.
