The Mirrors of Doom.

INSTRUMENTS THAT MEASURE
EARTHQUAKES.

If an earthquake takes place at the
other side of the world, it writes its
own record on the delicate instru-
ments kept in the observatories in
this country.

Next morning you will see in the
papers that our dnstruments have re-
corded an earthquake of great vio-,
lence which took place in South
America. It may be days before news
comes through by telegraph from the
scene of the upheaval to confirm the

instrument’s message.

Hundreds of Shoeks.

The seismograph, as the earthquake
recorder is called, consists of a re-
volving drum and a tiny mirror. The
latter is balanced so delicately that

.,the slightest tremor of the earth’s

crust will set it dancing. The drum,
which is turned by clockwork, is cov-
ered with a roll of sensitized photo-

- graphic paper. The mirror focuses a
. little point of light, reflecting from a
_brilliant lamp, on to the paper.

Hach Association has aypg’ck-
ing house, and to build this it is usual
to form a subsidiary company, with
share capital, which is subscribed, ,
preferably, by members, in equal
amounts, as far as possible, and upon
this @ restricted rate of interest is
paid. The packing house is rented to
the Association, and the rental pays
the interest on the capital. Members
deliver their fruit t6 the Association,
which grades, pools, stores, cares for'
and prepares it for shipment. The
fruit feceived is “pooled” -by - the
growers ~at ~stated - intervals, = say
monthly or oftener, as agreed upon by
them, and the identity of each pool is

The cry of “Down with the
Merchant”* has appealed to “the an-
cient grudge” cf the toiler, conscious
that he has not reaped his fair reward
and inclined to blame suppliers, who,
as a class, and upon the average,
have been sufferers from the same
wrong methods of doing business.
That “ancient grudge” is still alive,
that dangerous cry still awakes
echoes. “Nationalizaticn” is a panacea
which will appeal convincingly to the
prevalent sense of injury held by the
majérity, unléss there is offered in its
stead a wiser, better way. That way
can be put “Over the Top” if vision,
initiative, courage and resolve le
shown. "

OLD PRINCIPLES NEWLY APPLIED
This that I propose is not new in

A Notable Address.

It was a notable address
which Mr. Morine, K.C., made
to the Rotary Club, on Tuesday
last, a full report of which is
published in this issue. The
subject was “Ce-operative Mar-
keting,” on the principles /suc-
cessfully adopted by the Citrus
Fruit Growers of California, ap-
plied to the fish trade of this
Colony. Those principles, and
the methodsd practiced in Califor-
nia in their administration, were
clearly explained, and so, too,
was the manner in which they
could be applied here. Incident-
ally, there were many ‘“high
llghts” in the address, upon
some of which we shall venture
to comment. Not many months
ago, we spoke of the construct-
jve statesmanship evidenced by
Mr. Morine’s proposal for ac-
quiring the shares held by fish-
ermen in F.P.U. projects, and of
converting those projects into
Co-operative  institutions, = as
part of a measure of general ¢co-
operative marketing, and now
we have again to compliment
Mr. Morine upon a worthy addi-
tion to what he then proposed.
He gives the public from time to
time the benefit of mature
thought, and interests and stim-
ulates the public to adequate

~ consideration of great problems.

When Mr. Coaker first ap-
pealed to the fishermen, and in-
stituted the F.P.U., his “Down
with the Merchant” cry fell up-
on ears attuned to hear it read-
ily. “The ancient grudge,” as
Mr. Morine calls it, of fishermen-
against merchant, the heredit-
ary feeling that the fisherman
was a victim and the merchant
a tyrant, swept Coaker’s pro-
jects forward on the crest of a
wave of prejudice. That spirit
is not yet dead. It was created
by evils inseparable from tHe
fishery business ag carried on in
this Colony to this day, and will
not pass until the system is de-
stroyed. It is a solemn warning
which Mr. Morine utters, when
he says to the fish merchants, in
effect, “destroy the system or it
will destroy you: cure existing
evils, or Coaker’s quack reme-
dies will continue to be taken by
a distressed people, and the
trade of the Colony be pulled

down, as blind Samson destroy-|

has just passed by. “People
who do not heed the mutterings|
of workers who are not satisfied
with constitutional methods to
assure a just place in the world
are living in a fool’s paradise,”
said President Moore recently
to the Canadian Trades’ and
Labor Congress. It is the same
message that Mr. Morine gives
when he says that if a sane sys-
tem of marketing is not adopt-
ed, making the fisherman full
partner with the exporter in the
nett proceeds of his toil and
their capital, they will inevit-
ably fall a prey to the quack
remedies which Mr. Coaker is
proposing. It is high time to
awake out of sleep. The toiler is
demanding his fair share. -He
will have it by fair means or
foul. If the fair means proposed
by Mr. Morine is also the best
means for all concerned, why
not adopt it before it is too late?
What Mr. Morine ‘proposes is
voluntary co-operation by pro-
ducers, as opposed to official
regulation by politicians. He
would have. the producers abso-
lutely keep control of their own
business at every stage of the
game. Mr. Coaker’s proposition
is that highly paid overlords,
havmg no personal interest in
the fish, shall do with it as they
will. Mr. Morine would make
full partners of .fishermen and
merchants, in handling their
own fish, while. Mr. Coaker’s
proposal would reduce both to a
common slavery, with himself,
in reality, the supreme and only
despot. Mr. Morine’s plan ap-
peals to all with the sense of
freedom and ideals of free trade
which are as the breath of life
to a free born Briton, and Mr.
Coaker’s reeks of Russia;-and the
discredited and disastrous me-
thods of Lenine and Trotzky.
There ought to be no question
of which proposal the free and |
intelligent people of this Colony
will prefer, if the contending
policies be adequately explained,
and if our own people be true to
their own instincts and not
drawn away by unworthy preju-
dices or narrow personal inter-
ests.

the edge of what is known as East
Hill, you will see the St. Andrew’s
Hospital Compound. At 6 a.m. your
attention would be attracted by the
staccato explosions from the pump
house from whence in fifteen minutes
a supply of water sufficient for all the
needs of a modern hospital ior
twenty-four hours, 8 pumped up.
Over the door of the main entrance
of the hospital is a red cross on white
background worked out in stone and
on the near by flag staff floats the
Union Jack, which has several times
during the past year been necessary
to indicate that this is British pro-
perty.

This year we can safely say that
the hospital work has been firmly es-
tablished, The Chimese officials look
to the hospital for help in time of
trouble such as plague or other
epidemics and for cases of casualties
and sickness among the large num-
bers of Chinese soldiers stationed in
this district. The church depends
upon it entirely for medical aid, and

Now,
who asked him to believe anything?
I had asked him nothing -being intent
on whether or not he could stand an
operation but it . {mpressed me that
this half unconscious man should rea-
lize that this was the work we were
really trying to do, viz, getting people
to “do the Jesus doctrine.” When
they took the body away, amidst the
sound of exploding fire crackers, de-
signed to drive away the evil spirits,
I asked the boy to believe in Jesus,
and in Chinese fashion he bowed his
head to the ground and went off cry-
ing, following the coffin made of
planks and so heavy as to require four
horses to pull. If you were to sit in
the hospital any morning although it
it very difficult to “just sit” in'a mis-
sion hospital, you would see cases like
the following coming in. A Chinese
man dn a round basket, suspended
between two coolies. He has Sar-
coma, a form of Cancer. A Korean
boy from 200 Li away with his head
forced open so far over to the left
side that it is lying on his right shoul-
der. This is due to a mass of glands
as big as a large football. Then there
is & woman riding on an old man’s
back. She was stabbed in the throat
and head by a drunken husband who
committed suicide the same night. She
is partially paralyzed as a result of
the brain injury but her speech is
returning after a week’s treatment. A
Chinese school boy has been brought
in with most of his scalp torn off and
you find him covered with blood and
feathers. If you examine his head
you will find the whole skin of a
chicken with feathers attacked, over
the skull, to stop the bleeding. He is
covered also with mud and filth, hav-
ing been run over by a four wheeled
cart. The same boy, a week later is
in clean pyjamas in a white enameled
bed, in a bright sunny ward with
other Chinese patients, and he cannot
keep the smile from his eyes, one of
which has its 1id replacéd by a plas-
tic operation. On Sunday morning I
saw four of those Chinese patients
reading from Gospel given them by
the Pastor of the local church (Chin-
ese) My wife tells me not to put in
the r~uesome things, yet people ask
for a medical report. A doctor’s life
out here has to do directly with the
gruesome. Who but the medical Mis-
sionary is called in when a Chinese
soldier-is shot-through the-hip by &
dancing gir! in the early hours of the
morning? -It is just on account of the
filth and ignorance of the East that
doctors are unable to give very full
reports on their work.

However there is a bright side as
well which may be shown in the case
of an old chap of sixty who had his
foot removed in the hospital because
of a cancerous growth whith was
threatening his life. After he had
been in the hospital a week he became
a Christian. On his return home he
sent a letter .with forty-two names
attached, asking that someone be sent
to his village to start a church.. The
writer went one Sunday afternoon on
a bicycle, followed by his Medical
Assistant and Medical supplies in an
ox cart.

Canadian Apple Growers
to Receive Aid.

GOVERNMENT GRANT TOWARD
GRADING AND PACKING PLANTS

|
In order to assist Ontario apple

in the markets of the world, and par-
ticularly the great British - market,
the Ontarjo Government has formu-
lated a policy of giving provincial aid
in the establishment of grading and
packing plants. . Legislation . with
this end in view will be introdued in
the House during the session by Hon.
Manning Doherty. l
The Minister’s proposal provided
for a Government grant of twenty-
five per cent. of the cost of erecting
and equipping a grading and packing
plant. While these plants would be
availsble for the packing of all sorts
of fruit the primary purpose is the
promoting of apple-grading. At the
present time appleés from British Col-
umbia and the Western States have a
preference in the British market, due!
largely to the better appearance they |
