THE FREE GRANTS,
‘Whatever benefits are derivable from
~ghe Free Grant law, passed some time
, are to be no longer withheld from
who desire to avail themselves
of them. The Commissioner, Mr S.
Richards, has published an
ment that the lands in certain town-
ships in the distriet of Muskoka, and
wupon Parry Sound, are now open for
location. The places where the free
grant system is first to go into opera-
tion are said to contain considerable
good land and to be easy of access by
way of Collingwood and Parry Sound,
or by way of Barrie and Lakes Simcoe
and Muskoka. There is a Crown
Lands Agent at Parry Sound, and an-
other at Bracebridge, on the Muskoka
River, to whom applications are to be
made.

Lists have been issued showing the
lots open for location in each of the
townships within the free grant dis-
trict. It will be remembered by most
of our readers from a synopsis of the
Act which we gave at the time it was
passed, that 100 acres is the largest
grant that is made to any single indi-
wvidual, but he is accorded the privil-
oge of buying another 100 acres at the
rate of 50 cents per acre, his purchase
being subject to the same conditions
and reservations as his grant, except
that the building of a house and actual
residence are not imperative. Many
of the lots now offered are broken, and
some of them do not contain more
than thirty or forty acres.

The conditions on which the lands
are offered to actual settlers scarcely
require repetition. KEvery person—
male or female—who undertakes to
perform the duties 1mposed by the
Aet is entitled to a free grant of 100
acres. He or she must be eighteen
years of age. This modification was

latter case the trees shall be subject
to the timber dues pa) uble by lumber-
men. After the patent issues all the
trecs become the property of the paten-

On the death of the locatee his |
right and interest shall be vested in
his widow if he leave one during her
widowhood, though she may elect to
have her dower in the land instead.
Neither the locatee nor an: one claim-
ing under a locatee, can alleniate the
land or any interest in i‘, cxeept by
will until the patentis issued. After
the issuc of the patent, no alienation
or mortgage shall be valid for twenty |

ears or within the life-time of the |
ocatee, unless by deed, and unless
she be one of the grauters and execute
the deed in the manner required when
married women convey their real
estate. No land located under the
Free Grant law, is to be liable to
debt during twenty years after the
da* of the location, except the debt
is secured by a_valid mortgage, but
this exemption is not to interfere with
the collection of taxes.

The foregoing is a summary of the
Free Grant law, and nlthou?h it may
have given unbounded satisfaction to
the framers of it, its effect upon the
country, which expected something
much more generous, was very differ-
ent.
