London. Jan, 10.—Detectives inform 
the London agent of the Associated Proie 
that S. W. Genet, the fugitive from jus. 
tioe from New York, was seen in Belfast, 
Ireland, yesterday, and say he was not 
arrested because his offense does not 
come under the Extradition Treaty.

Each experiment hae 
proved quite successful, the meat yjririM 
here in Jnly, October, and December of 
this year, Ahd on ftach sound
and sweet. The latest importation was 
brought over wrapped in canvas, and 
plsjeed on *hp fleofe of the steamer. The 
ooldnees of the atmosphere had already 
frozen the meat before it was placed on 
board in Canada. On Thursday, a pub-

richness of fat. All the meat was about 
fourteen days killed. Mr. Whyte an­
nounced that it was contemplated to form 
a company, not only for the importation 
of meat, but for the acquisition of land 
in Canada, and the assisting of emigrants 
to settle upon it. In the coarse of sev­
eral speeches it was stated that the 
practibility of bringing the Canadian 
meat fresh and sound to England having 
been proved, the detail implied in a 
means of transit would probably soon be 
supplied by the enterprise of the ship­
owners. The meat requires special ar­
rangements for keeping it cool during the 
passage, and it is calculated that this 
provision could be supplied at Jtrper 
pound over the freight for ordinary pro­
duce. % Allowing for the cost of transit, 
«fcc., it is computed that the meat bought 
at 3d- per pound in Canada ccujd be sold 

ofitably here for about 6d. per pound. 
Considerable impetus has been 

given to stock-raising m Canada by 
the active demand of our U. S. neigh­
bors for our çattle ; and if to this is 
added a steady trade with England, 
one of the most important of our 
agricultural interests will be stimu 
lated to an enormous extent. For 
thq probability is that if England 
takes any meat at all from Canada, 
she will take an immense quantity. 
One great want of England now 
cheap meat. Every year the want 
has been growing more urgent, and 
the price of meat higher. Scientific 
men have been making many efforts 
to solve the problem .of importing 
fresh beef and mutton into the 
British Isles ; and we sincerely hope 
that tfle solution has been found in 
the way .the Times indicates.

Soit WeathcTIn Mid-Winter.

The untimely closing of navigation, 
iat a date the earliest on record, has been 
followed quickly by a long spoil of wea- 
there so unusually mild that certain 
waters westward are open for the first 
time known to this generation in Janu­
ary. The Bay of Toronto is without ice, 
a phenomenon which recalls to the old 
settlers that it has not been so in mid­
winter since the troublous times of 1837, 
when a vessel took from the wharf a 
jarge party of ladies and officials, who 
stood in fear of the rebels, whose move­
ments inspired terror to that city. The 
mildness in that district is such that, 
for miles inland, from the shores of Lake 
Ontario, the trees are shooting out buds 
as they usually commence to do in April. 
Apprehensions are entertained that se­
rious mischief will be inflicted on the 
fall wheat, should a seasonable severity 
set in before spow falls for its protection, 
as there is a large area of land now so 
wet that a keen frost would coat it with 
ice which would remain throughout the 
winter and kill any seed waiting to ger­
minate in spring. Some Ontario farmers 
have their plows at work, taking time 
indeed by the forelock. Whether time 
will be gained by this some doubt, but 
the experiment seems reasonable, and in 
certain cases will doubtless facilitate 
surface drainage, and to that extent ex­
pedite operations, when time becomes 
so valuable to agriculturalists.—Witness 
Financial Review.
