Mayor Gaynor Takes a Hind.
Other de&lopmeints of Interest and 

significance were not lacking, how- 
however.e Mayor Gaynor took a per­
sonal hand In the Investigation, «end- 

ting for Lieutenant Becker. against 
whom Rosenthal's first specific charges 
were made, and three other poHeemen. 
He was closeted for a long time with 
them. In company with Police Com­
missioner Waldo. The outcome of the 
consultation was not made known, 
but the mayor took occasion to give 
out a letter he sent yesterday to the 
commissioner, asking that Becker and 
the other officers be brought before 
him.

"After the precautions we have tak­
en, and all we have devised and done 
to, do away with the long land deep- 
seated grafting In the police depart­
ment," the mayor wrote, “It Is very 
discouraging to have even the Rosen­
thal accusations bandied about. To be 
sure, he was a miserable outlaw, with 
whom you and yoür predecessors have 
been continually contending, but I 
would have the respect for the police 
raised so high that the accusations 
of such a character would not be' ex­
tensively credited.

"He was at war with the police and 
Mr. Jerome before I became mayor, 
but he 1res more defiant end vindic­
tive all the while.

"Those who killed him will be found, 
no doubt, and their motives disclosed."

The mayor concluded with an ex­
pression of surprise that Lieutenant 
Becker should rit down to dinner with 
a man of Rosenthal'S character.

To enlighten the public concerning the operation of the great 
company, J. R. Murray, manager of the Calgary office, yesterday 
cited facts concerning the organization a,nd:conduct of the enterprise. 
Mr. Murray has recently been appointed sales manager for the Win­
nipeg office of the company, and wHl be Succeeded by Mr. W. G. 
Cartwright, formerly of Toronto.

Authorized Capital Two Million
Among other facts pointed out by Manager Murray is that the 

company’s authorized capital is $2,000,000. Of this sum, $600,000 is 
paid in by about 12,000 farmers throughout the west. The com­
pany operates under a Dominion charter secured a year ago, and 
any farmer is eligible to become a shareholder. The - shares, once 
practically of no value, are now worth $30 each, having been in­
creased from $25 a piece at the previous annual meeting of the share­
holders. The enterprise is organized on the principle of one-share­
holder, one vote, irrespective of the number of shares held, and the 
limit of shares allowed to one man is forty.

In discussing the affairs of the company, Mr. Murray deals in­
terestingly with the Manitoba elevator situation. Alberta farmers 
will be especially interested in his remarks on the Saskatchewan 
provincial cooperative system of building elevators inasmuch as it 
is proposed to ask-similar legislation from the Alberta parliament at 
the next session.

Would Dispel Misapprehension
Discussing the taking over of the Manitoba elevators, Mr. 

Murray said :
There is a somewhat general mis­

apprehension in connection with the 
farmers' movement to take the own­
ership of elevators, both internal and 
terminal out of the hands of private 
companies- _To go back a few years 
ago, we find there was much agitat­
ion and many different suggestions 
from the farmers of Manitoba and 
Saskatchewan in reference to this 
Question. This was practically new 
ground, and haturaUy there was a 
great variety of opinions, th® general 
request being for government owned 
elevators. Pressure from the farmers 
firfally brought the thiye western 
premiers together® three years ago, 
but “constitutional difficulties” proved 
•too big a bogey.

“A year later, a by®-election in Man* 
itoba wtthi a farmers' candidate in the 
field groughi light to the Manitoba 
government and shortly after, the gov-

DL

emment proceeded to acquire internal 
elevators. The cardinal principal ask­
ed tor by the formers, namely, an In­
dependent commission that would op­
erate these elevators as a business 
proposition entirely free from political 
Interference was entirely lacking- 

Attempt Proves Failure.
"This attempt at solving the prob­

lem for many reasons, has proved a 
failure. The actual knowledge that the 
elevators were being used politically 
caused distrust and consequently, lack 
or patronage on the part of the farm­
ers, also the unbusinesslike methods 
shown In the purchase of ttys elevators 
made the financial burden more than 
the scheme could carry- In numerous 
casee%$2< per bushel capacity was paid 
for private Kowned elevators which had 
been long In upe, where only $12 per 
bushel capacity was paid for up-to-

LBLIX, July- 18.—The British prime minister received a voci­
ferous welcome here tonight. On his arrival he was met by 
Augustine Birrêll, chief secretary for Ireland, the National 

leaders and the mayors of Dublin, Cork and other cities. A torch­
light procession with forty bands and thousands of people escorted 
the carriage to a hotel amid a sustained roar of welrome, the premier 
constantly standing in his carriage and bowing his acknowledge­
ments and Mrs. Asquith scattering flowers among the crowd.

Suffragettes chartered small boats at JCingstown, with a view 
of making a demonstration on the arrival of the premier's boat but 
were prevented from doing so by the vigilance of the authorities. A 
serious affair, seemingly of suffragette origin, occurred however at 
the Dublin theatre where Mr. Asquith will speak tomorrow. Dur­
ing an. entertainment, a blazing chair, apparently oil soaked, was 
thrown from a box into the orchestra. The curtain of the box 
caught oft fire and the audience was thrown into a panic. Attention 
was given to the flames which were extinguished and order was re­
stored.

yesterday, "and that is that the re­
paired work will not be protected 
by a maintenance bond for one 
year. The repairs to the curbing 
on Seventeenth avenue are appar­
ently almost half of the origmal 
work. The maintenance bond 
covers the original work for a year 
but the repairs put in this year 
necessarily will not be covered 
for an additional year by the bond. 
What assurance is there that they 
will not be in the same condition 
after freezing this winter?”

The Crown Paving & Construction 
company has a -maintenance bond for 
$17,650t 26 per cent, of the total 
amount- of the 1111 contract, on file. 
Another question otcurs in connection 
wdth this point also, which Acting 
Mayor Hornby confesses himself at a 
loss to solve. In the report of the en­
gineer employed by the probe commit­
tee to discover the defective spots in 
the concrete work, -it Is stated that 
great quantities of the curbing were 
not constructed of the some size as the 
specifications required, in other words, 
were “6klmped.”x In many instances.y 
this skimping ran as much ae 15 cubic 
inches of concrete to the lineal foot of 
curb. The question is -whether the re­
pairs put in are up to the original spe­
cifications In else. If they are, then 
the curbing where they have befen put 
in must be In a fearful and wonderful 
state. If not, then t-he specification» 
are still uncomplled wth.

Wlttbe Presented to Council on 
Monday Evening; Favored 

by Many Councilmen

Expected That It Will Afford 
Some Relief to Unemployed 

During.Winter Months
The first Municipal Labor Bureau 

will take definite form next Mon­
day night, when a bylaw will be 
presented providing for the estab­
lishment of such an Institution In 
Calgary. A majority of the aider- 
men are said to favor It as offering 
a hope of some relief for the un­
employed labor problem during the 
winter months.

The first draft of the bylaw 
states that the bureau is establish­
ed by -the city for the use of em­
ployers seeking work people, and 
for all classes of workers, men. 
women, girls and boys who are 
seeking employment. It Is distinct­
ly understood that there Is nothing 
In the nature of charity la the 
working of the bureau, cases of the 
sick or destitute unemployed will 
be dealt with by the Associated 
Charities.
To Keep in Touch With Employers
A main object of the bureau, as 

provided in the preliminary organiza­
tion, will be to keep in touch with em­
ployers of labor throughout the west 
through communications with mayors, 
boards of trade, farmers’ 30ci mils and 
other labor bureaus when started. Dur­
ing the winter months, such officials 
and organizations in other cities will 
be asked to send weekly information 
and reports aa to labor requirements.

The bylaw will include provisions 
seeking to protect labor from imposi­
tion and unjust treatment. It will 
prpvide that the bureau furnish in­
formation as to curre'nt rates of wages 
and also applications forms for the 
use of the employers and workers; also, 
the classification of workers to sepa­
rate the steady, industrious laborer 
from the shiftless, drunken and degen­
erate. It also will be one of .the ob­
jects of the bureau to furnish informa­
tion to Great Britain as to what class 
of labor is required at different times, 
and to prevent surplus labor coming in.

An interesting outline of the opera­
tion of the German Labor Bureau or­
ganization is furnished by Miss Wile- 
man, who has been active in interesting 
Calgary officials In the plan. The 
German management consists of a pres­
ident and committee of six elected 
members, Employers and employees, in

rddltlon to two members drawn from 
he permanent members of the rity 
council, with a staff of superintendent, 

chief clerks and assistants. Separate 
offices with waiting rooms attached 
are provided for unskilled labor, 
women, and trade guild registries. ' A 
registry for servants also is provided, 
the mistresses paying an annual sub­
scription on using the services of the 
bureau. A nominal fee is charged 
employees by some of the bureaus. 
Some of the German bureaus make ar­
rangements with the railway companies 
for providing reduced fares. The use 
of the telephone, telegraph and postal 
services are provided free by the otate. 
Every possible means of advertising 
the bureau work is taken by means 
of the press, announcements in schools, 
meetings of work people and farmers, 
also through factory inspectors.

PREPARE FOR CAR SHORTAGE

, \s the season for the annual car shortage ap- 
pr aches it is timely that warning be sounded to 
those most vitally interested, the growers of grain 
and users of fuel, to take thought of the situation 

I thev will find themselves in when the threshing 
t season begins.

Ihe railroads have announced their intention 
let endeavnring to cope with the grain handling 

situation much better than they ever have been 
1 able to do in the past by providing all the addi­

tional motive power arid rolling stock possible for 
[ them to assemble by the time it will be required 
; and without doubt they will do their utmost to 

fulfil their promises.
There can be no gainsaying the desire of the 

railroad companies to move the grain crop expedi­
tiously if for no other reason than self interest— 
and railroads usually strive to serve their best 
interests—but if must be remembered that there is 
a limit to the number of locomotives and cars the 
railroads are able to build and purchase in a sea­

The London Daily Express, we are informed, 

makes great play with Hon. G. E. Foster’s telling 
message to England from Canada, delivered at a 
great gathering of peers ai*d members of parlia­
ment at the Constitutional club, when he asked :

“Why give the children’s bread to strangers?”
One is tempted to ask whether imperial trade 

is likely to be advanced by action, or by bunkum 
rhetoric. A'bout, fifteen years ago, after à flow of 
bunkum rhetoric a quiet, businesslike man named 
William S. Fielding came to the house vof commons 
and announced that British marrufacturersHLYOuld 
be admitted into Canada at three-fourths of the 
regular duties. Two years later the British pre­
ference was increased to two-thirds. At once the 
question of preferential trade, which had been an 
elegant pastime for gentlemen of leisure, became 
practical. Something had been done. British 
trade with Canada, which had deblined from 
$43,000,000 to $29,400,000 under the last six years 
of bunkum rhetoric rose from $29,400,000 to neatly 
$110,000,000 un deb the Fielding tariff. There is 
the result of action.

Now as a result of the election of September 21. 
1911, action gives place once more to bunkum 
rhetoric. What, in the name of truth and common 
sepse, does Mr. Foster mean by “giving the child­
ren’s bread to strangers”? Great Britain refuses 
to tax her children’s bread. Mr. Foster wants it 
taxed for our benefit, as he imagines—probably 
still more for the benefit of wealthy English land- 
owners.

Apparently, in Mr. Foster’s opinion, .the child­
ren to be considered are not the poor little waifs 
of London, but ,.the wealthy, thriving colonies and 
the British landowning peers. Wc are the child­
ren. We are placed by Mr. Fôster^n the position 
of the big boys of the family howling for favors, 
howling for taxation on the bread of the little 
children of England. This is his conception of 
imperialism. It is. about time that 'some real 
imperialist should arise and rescue the movement 
from the gross, sordid materialism into which it 
is being led by men who lack the first requisites 
of statesmanship.

proper, to the Divisional Officer.”

Chap. IX, Sec- 4,, Par. 18.—“Every 
scldier has the privelege of appealing 
to Headquarters, and is encouraged 
to use it, should he be dissatisfied 
with the conduct. or, decisions of a 
Staff Officer, and any enquiry ad­
dressed there will receive -Attention.”

No, our soldiers meetings, than God, 
ar not held for the purpose of' airing 
our grieviences. They are held for 
serious business—to receive instruct­
ion and inspiration and to co-operate 
with one another in the great work 
which every Chrisian is called to take 
part in.

Of the financial part of Mr. Frost’s 
letter, I will leave others more com­
petent than myself to deal with, I 
would like to ask however, what auth­
ority he has for saying that “since the 
row -the Boot,h family had over divid­
ing the spoils, the property of the 
Army stands in the names of the dif­
ferent members of the family, tec.” 
Surely the time has gone by when any- 
boy seriously imagines that General 
Booth, after a lifetime devoted to the 
cause of rhe poo^ and suffering all 
over the world, and honored and 
blessed by 'tens of thousands whom 
he has helped to live a better life—'has, 
done all this with an ulterior motive, 
arrid for the enriching of himself and 
hit family.

Mr. Frost ought to know, but ap­
parently does not, that General Booth 
draws no salary from the funds of the 
Army, and ihat under a Deed of Chan­
cery he does not own a cent of Army 
property,* but is simply Trustee for 
the same. Under the terms of this 
deed the accounts of the Army are 
published annually,. and audited 1M": 
an independent firm of accountants 
and signed by them. As regards prop­
erty in Canada, it Is sufficient to say 
here that since the Army in this coun­
try has become a corporate body, the 
whole of the property is held in trust 
by the Governing Council, and not by 
General Booth or his family. The 
commissioner for the Lipie being at 
the head of the work in this country 
Is chairman of this council.

It is hardly necessary for me to say 
more here, but will quote the follow­
ing testimony by a leading firm of1 
solicitors in Toronto regarding “Sal­
vation Army property situate in the 
Dominion of Canada” (previous to its 
Incorporation). “Wo have carefully 
r-ead and considered the Deeds Poll 
under the trusts of which such prop­
erty is held. The provisions and terms 
of the said deeds show that the said 
property is held in the name of a 
trustee for the benefit and use of the 

Salvation Army, and not a single dol­
lar in value or money, dare be used 
by the trustee for any purpose ex­
cept the purpose of the Army.”

Mr. Frost’s testimony can hardly be 
considered very weighty. He appears 
to get a good deal of Information sec­
ond-hand, and in his anxiety to save 
the ratepayers of 'this city from in­
justice it would be as well if he would 
take the trouble to be better informed-

Manitoba Premier Confirma Lena ng of 

Elevator*—Refused Much Bet­
ter Offers

Winnipeg, July 18.—Premier Roblin 
when asked this morning if It were 
true that the government elevators 
had been leased to the Grain Growers, 
made the following reply:

"The government and Mr. C reran 
representing the Grain Growers, have 
been in discussion for some time, and 
have reached a basis of six per cent 
on the capitalization as a rental. But 
Mr. Crerar could not accept finally 
until It had been submitted to- the 
annual meeting of the Grain Growers. 
I have not yet heard from him, but 
judging from the newspaper., reports I 
presume that his action has been cbn- 
lirmed.

"The government has refused much 
larger offers, at least 25 per cent rnor-3 
than what they are willing to accept 
from the Grain Growers. This ion- 
elusion was reached from the stand­
point that the elevators were bought 
for the farmers, and therefore it was 
the duty of the government to >Jace 
them at their disposal at cost.

"The cap. iddization has a fixed 
charge of 45 per cent, leaving 2 per 
cent for maintenance, which is ample 
judging from my experience.

“I personally always had doubrs as 
to the wisdom of operating them bv a 
commission for and on behalf of the 
government. That conclusion was 
reached after very careful considera­
tion of the matter at Regina with 
Premiers Rutherford and Scott.”

A duty and discipline movement has been started in England. 
A book of essays on the above subject has been written by eminent 
people and the appendix of the book composes thirty pages of ap­
provals and expressions of opinion of some of the most prominent 
English thinkers of the day and everybody agrees the movement is 
a splendid one and everybody approves of the campaign against 
indiscipline. Ear be that I should be so presumptous as to have an 
opinion that should’disagree with these profound thinkers, yet, when 
the Earl of Meath “ventures to suggest” that one of the faults of 
modern education is that, “Neither the boys nor girls are taught 
that the call of duty must be cheerfully" obeyed whether or not its 
due performance entails hardship or suffering.”

He continues : “In our desire to give the children a good time, 
we are weakening their moral fibre and producing a generation of 
men and women which is in a large measure content to shirk hard 
work and to pass through life without ever making the fullest use 
of the powers with which they have been endowed."

How many people do we know in the west who do not cheer­
fully answer the “call of duty”? Perhaps in our humbler stations 
of life we have a greater knowledge of the little, monotonous grind­
ing, menial duties that require persistent continuous efforts to obey 

; this “call of duty”. Yet the ever-repeated calls are met with the 
cheerful optimism of the west. Is not teaching by “example” the 
most effective method?

The earl goes on : “There are few of us who are enamored of 
hard work ; we prefer ease and comfort to the strenuous life, how­
ever much we may recognize in theory its advantages to the human 
race. Whether we be children or adults some external stimulus to 
exertion is needed if we are to make the best of our powers. Love 
of wife or children, ambition, the fear of hunger and eternal lac!: of 
pence keeps tnost of us adults up to the mark.”

Now I know numbers of people who work at théir particular 
work because of the pleasure, they get out of it.

Every human being is fitted for some particular work—call it 
a" hobby if you will and all the money, ambition or 1- e does not 
equal the actual interest of the work involved in that “hobby". Per­
haps if one of the aims of education were to find out just what walk 
of life for which each child is particularly fitted and train that child 
accordingly, then the efforts to avoid work, and the half-pèrformance 
of duty would be to some degree remedied,

The greatest results of any profession or labor is gained if we 
can first create, the desire for it. That is what we are trying to do 

I in our public schools. A great many condemn this method contend­
ing that in our wish to acquire this we make things easy and that we 

| are endeavoring to withdraw most stimuli to exertion, particularly in 
the case of children. Hence they advocate the more strenuous 

I methods and a stricter discipline in the training of children of the 
I present generation. E. B.

elevator companies. An elevator at 
Elva was purchased for $5100.00, 
which when built in 1897, cost ^3210.

The Saskatchewan Plan.
“The Saskatchewan government 

started a year later with this ques­
tion, appointing a commission to go 
into the whole matter thoroughly and 
acting on the report of this‘cotnmis- 
sion, the government evolved the Sas­
katchewan Co-optrative Eievatôr com­
pany scheme -. x This scheme provided 
for the creation of the Saskatchewan 
Co-operative Elevator company. The 
selling of this company’s stock is con­
fined to farmers. The share-holders 
pay 15 per cent on the stock subscrib­
ed for, the provincial government ad­
vancing the balance of 85 per cent 
upon the security of the elevators- 
Each elevator is built and managed 
by local associations under the direct 
control of the central . office of the 
company. *

"Tributary to each elevator, there 
must be grain acreage in -trie pro­
portion of 2,000 acres to each 10.000 
bushels elevator capacity, and the cost 
of the elevator is limited at the out­
side to $1.00 pêr âcre for suchacreage. 
In this wav an absolute co-operative 
enterprise that the farmers were dir­
ectly financially Interested in, and 
that was absolutely free from polit­
ical Influence was started.

Success Was Instantaneous.
“Its success was instantaneous, and 

there are now 8,000 farmer sharehold­
ers who by next fall will have over 
125 elevators in operation. This co­
operative scheme promises to be the 
real solution of this question,- and Al­
berta farmers are preparing to ask 
for similar legislation from our prov­
incial government.

“The failure of the Manitoba gov­
ernment elevators and the probable 
turning over of them to the Grain 
Growers’ Grain company has caused 
much comment, a lot of it incorrect 
as to facts, and much criticism which 
has been unfair to the farmers and 
the company. The Grain Growers’ 
company is absolutely and entirely a 
farmers’ company. It was organized 
by farmers In" lOOti with the principle 
of one share-holder, one vote, irres­
pective of the number of shares he 
held, and forty shares the limit allow­
ed to one man. The election of the 
directors occurs yearly from among 
the share-holders, who must be farm­
ers. and every forward step to be tak- 

j en must be referred to the share-hold­
ers at their annual meeting- The com­
pany from the start has prospered.

Object Is To Sell Grain.
“In intention and practice it is 

mair.ly an agency for selling the 
farmers' grain on the world's mar­
kets; it is not only an agency for buy­
ing the farmers' grain", except in so 
far as it is absolutely necessary at the 
request of the farmers- The company 
has about $600,000 capital paid up by 
about 12.000 farmers throughout the 

; west, and it has this past season hand- 
j led about one-seventh of the crop 
j marketed in the west.

“Considered when started as a "bub- 
1 hie” soon to- burst, the company has 

not reached its present position with- 
oyJ every imaginable opposition and 
attempt tb disrupt its orprariization. 
The farmers have, by joining the com­
pany yearly in increasing numbers,

shown their resentment of certain 
mtthods used In efforts to disrupt 
their organization from the inside, 
whe nail attempts to break it from the 
outside had failed.

; white ground,’ which is the flag of 
■ the O'Neills, the three crowns on a

enthroned of Meath. Each of these 
flags has its adherents. In fact, every 
design but* that of the Un-ion Jack 
appears to have admirers, most of 
them being in favor of the flag of 
Leinster, which is recognized all over 
the world as being essentially Irish. 
It was the grefen flag that flew at the 
Battle of the Boyne, and the color is 
being supported by some on the ground 
that a blend of blue and orange that 
produces green is typical of the. union 
of north and south. Charles Stewart 
Parnell is said to have thought the 
green flag ill-omened, and to have 
avored the golden harp on blue ground 
as used by Grattan’s parliament.

"Don Sebastian,” says the 
leader of the armed and mounted bri­
gands who await him at the door of 
his house next daj', "Don Sebastian, we 
feel in our hearts that you are a true 
friend of the revolution, anxious to 
help it towards successful issue; we 
know that you are one with us, and 
will espouse our illustrious cause ; a 
thousand pesos will be ample to start 
with, and we will soon pay it back. Oh, 
yes, honorable senor, we insist that we 
pay it back. We swear it. Once our 
noble party comes to power,. we will 
refund with interest ; also.

I told 
them what had happened, and asked if 
there was any one going through to 
Havana, as ’■ -d some important pa­
pers to transmit, i .»

‘‘Going on iu Havana?*’ they ephoed 
in horror, " going on to Havana? Is- the 
man crazy? Does he take us for Amer­
icanos? Gran Dios, that i« impossible. 
Are not the rebels between uS and the 
city? Do you ask us to put our heads 
into the noose? No, no, young man, no, 
no!”

"But,” I expostulated, "I have been 
cut off from communication with Hav­
ana for a week now—the lines down, 
bridges blown up, communication dis­
rupted. I must get my dispatches into 
the capital. Is there no one here who 
will oarry them through? I want to 
go back to the scene of action. I have 
business in the field.”

No one spoke. They looked at me in

horor and surprise. "What a gringo 
he must be,” I heard one say to an­
other. "to ask us to take sides in this 
issue! Que bruto es!”

And there was the secret of it. To 
ask them to take sides! They were 
afraid to show preference to either 
the rebels or the government, for who 
knows who is coming out on top?

He speaks little English and is not an 
orator. When he lived quietly in the 
little town of Sanctl Spiritus five years 
ago I used to ride in from the ranch 
where I was, and spend Sundays with 
his "family. His children, one boy and 
three or four girls, were all educated 
in the United States and spoke English 
perfectly. Like other revolutionary 
leaders when not in power he was the 
idol of the troops, who spoke of his 
prowess and daring with eagerness.

But he was long-headed and 
refused. I am quite satisfied that he 
had made up his mind to get it, but 
not in that way. "Just a little pa­
tience,” he used to say to me. "and 
when the Estados Unldos take the in­
tervention, I will get the presidencj' 
by proper election. Then all will be 
well. Wait and you will see.”

THE REMAINS OF NAPOLEON
(From ‘Westminster Gazette.’)

In a recerit number of the ‘Journal 
Medical de Bruxelles,' there is an 
article by Dr. Max Billard on the ex­
humation of Napoleon’s remains in 
1840. Although, owing to the lack of 
the necessary materials, it had been 
impossible to embalm the body af­
ter death, the remains were found in 
an almost perfect state of preserva­
tion. They were enclosed within 
four coffins, one within the other, one 
of mahogany, one of lead, a second 
When the last of these was opened

! of mahogany, and one of tin plate.
I the whole body was seen as if en­
veloped in a transparent cloud. The 
head of the conqueror rested on a 
pillow. Under the eyelids could be 
seen tiny eyeballs, which had lost 
little of their value and shape. The 
bones of the nose, and the integu­
ments covering them were well pre­
served. The thin lips were parted.

The 'British Medical Journal,' which 
publishes these particulars, recalls 
that among those present when the 
remains were brought back to Paris 
was an old man of seventy-four, rep­
resenting, among so many heroes of 
the sword, that war surgery in which 
he had won such renown. This was 
Larrey, clad in his old uniform, and 
wrapped in his campaigning cloak, 
elaning on the arm of his son. Hippo- 
lyte. To him it may be remembered 
Napoleon left $20,000 as to the most 
virtuous man1 he had known. The 
remains are now enclosed in flvè cof­
fins, made respectively of tin plate, 
mahognay, lead, a second one in lead 
separated from the other by sawdust 
and pieces of wood, and one of ebony. 
For a long time the face of Napoleon 
was shown every year on August 15, 
the anniversar3r of his birth. But it 
is to be presumed that at length signs 
of decomposition became visible, and 
the order was given that the face 
should no longer be shown. Dr. 
Billard attributes the preservation of 
the remains during their "long repose 
at St. Helena to the hermetic closure 
of the coffins in which they were en- 

| closed.

Hugh Jennngs took no active 
part in the rebellion; indeed, at least 
to those on he ouslde he gave every 
evidence of loyalty to the league and 
his employers. If he was in with the 
athletes, as most American League 
magnates insinuate, then indeed is 
Hugh an adroit cuss, whose diplomacy 
should be commended highly rather 
than frowned upon. Of itself the 
baseball strike of Detroit was but a 
sputter, and the malcontents were 

-forced to swallow a bitter dose. Yet 
it is the future rather than the past 
over which the moguls are apprehen­
sive.

The great growth of the customs 
returns is shown by -the fact that the 
total customs receipts at this point 
for 1900 were $916,639.92, as against 
$1.740-,567.03 for 191-1, while the rev­
enue for the fiscal year ending March 
31, 19il3 amounted to $1,833,827.18. 
placing Calgary ninth dn the list of 
Canadian cities.

Not less remarkable is the continued 
growth in th estatis-tics of the Calgary 
clearing house, showing that for the 
first six months of 1912, clearings to- 
'tailed $127. 532, 929. Beginning with 
1909. the bulletin shows that the total 
clearings for that year were $98,754,389 
For 1810, they had Increased to $130,- 
677,081, and for 19-11, to $218,681,921. 
At the same rate of growth exhibited 
for the first six montjis of this year, 
the 1912 clearings will total more than 
a^quarter of a billion dollars.

Jumping from the realm of finance 
to agriculture, the bulletin presents 
statistics showing that more than a 
million acres of arable land iix the 

| Calgary district were placed in cul­

tivation during the fiscal year ending 
March 3Œ, 1912. These facts are
gathered from the Dominion Land of­
fice report showing that in this period 
homesteads were granted to the num­
ber of 3.886 ; preemptions wert 2,147 ; 
and purchased homesteads, 143.
Points to Success of Street'' Railway.

The bulletin discusses the municipal 
street railway system at length, point­
ing out that It has been a money mak­
ing institution for the city as well as 
one of the best operated systems on 
the continent. The latest figures for 
June, 19'li2, show that the total receipts 
of the lints were $64, 90«, with opera- 
Jng expenses of $32,058. After de­
ducting contingent account, intérêt 
and sinking fund, a net profit of $lT,- 
8’40 was derived for the city.

Growth of population from 6,557 in 
1901, to 61,040 in TMÎ, 1» cited to prove 
that Calgary is the most growing city 
in America. Mention is made of the 
$1,600,-000 hotel which the C. P. R. is 
■building-

‘^Calgary has 400 miles of graded 
streets,” says the bulletin “At least 
another 20 miles will be addéd before

the dost of the present year. The 
city has 45 miles of improved boule­
vards and 40 miles of macadam, grana- 
toid, creosoted wood block, asphalt 
and bithulithlc pavement. With the 
addition of 25 miles of concrete side­
walks to be put in during 1912, Cal­
gary will have 100 miles of these side­
walks throughout the', city.

“The streets are lighted with 500 
arc lamps and 8,000 private connect­
ions have been made with the city 
system. The municipally owned light 
and power department of Calgary 
gives the city an average monthly rev­
enue of $82,989.41.

City Irrigation Center.
‘^Calgary has a grain exchange with 

a membership of 12*5, is the headquar­
ters for the largest and mos*t costly 
irrigation system in America, and Is 
the commercial center of 50,000,000 
acres of the most productive farm 
lands on the American continent.”

The foregoing are but a ftw select­
ions from the numerous facts about 
the amazing growth of Calgary pre­
sented in the bulletin. It deals with 
the churches, theaters, the city health,

labor unions, etc.
'Much space is given to the growth 

of the school system- At the present 
time there are 26 school buildings now 
In use. the largtr ones built of stone, 
all constructed at a cost of $1,000.(XXL 
The buildings now in course of con­
struction include four large stone 
schools, one containing eight, and 
three 1*3 rooms each; a manual tran- 
ing and household science center will 
be instituted at each of these three.

Details are given concerning both 
the light arid water departments in 
full and the fire department is pointed 
out as acknowledged to be one of the 
most efficient and up-to-date in the 
Dominion of Canada.

Different Here
The price of tobacco has advanced in 

England, the workingman having to 
pay four cents a pound more for the 
grades he commonly uses, though the 
choicer brands remain stationary In 
price. In Canada advances are madé 
by reducing the size of the packages or 
plugs.
