Stuart vs. Ah Pow—The defendant is 
charged with “playing in a common gam­
ing house,” an offence created by the; 
Canadian Act, 40 Vic., c. 33, B. 4, which 
act amends the previous act 38 Vie,, c. 
41. The law on this subject is fully ex­
plained in the recent case of Jenktvs. 
Turpin (23 Q. B. D. 606.)

The defendant was taken into custody 
Ml the second of November last in a house1 
described as a new brick house reputed to 
be the property of Kwong Lee & Co., 
situated on the north side of Cormorant 
and Store streets in this city, and in e 
room of that house tenanted by one, Go 
Low, Tim alias Cape wallow. Mr. Helmcken 
for the defence contended that this is net 
a sufficient description of the place where 
the alleged offence was committed; and he 
relies on the judgment of Sir M.B. Begbie, 
C. J. ,in the caeeof On Hing v.Pemberton,in 
which it was held that the conviction should: 
at least state the number of the lot. But 
that was a case in which a particular local­
ity was an ingredient in the offence charged 
and I cannot think that the learned chief 
justice intended the ruling to apply tb other; 
cases. The general rule ie that the place,: 
viz: the parish, etc., wherein the offence! 
was committed, must be stated in order that 
the offence may appear to have been committed 
within the jurisdiction of the magistrate.—(I 
Borna’ Jus., 30th ed., p. 1113).. Any 
stricter rule would, in the great majority of! 
summary convictions, and, I think, of in­
dictments also, defeat justice altogether. 
Whether the house in question was a com­
mon gaming house is purely a question of 
fact (Jenks vs. Turpin, Supfa). It is 
proved to my satisfaction that it was a com­
mon gaming house; and no attempt has 
been made to prove the contrary. The 
room was found provided with means for 
unlawful gaming, and was used foe gaining, 
and apparently for nothing else. 
And that the defendant was playing 
in it is also clearly proved. Whether 
the game played. Tan-tan, ie in itself an 
unlawful game, it is not necessary to de­
cide. It is unlawful if played in 
mon gaming house, lt 
chance rather than of skill; and money 
is, and in this case was, staked upon it.

After the case for the prosecution had 
closed Mr. Helmcken raised the objection 
that no copy of the information had been 
served on the defendant, and in support 
of the objection quoted the case of Blake 
vs. Beech, 1 Ex. D. 320. In that case 
the ruling was simply that an information 
Is essential as the foundation of a convic­
tion; and the judges were not unanimous 
as to that.

COAL HARBOR.
Hon. Mr. Smithe presented to the 

house three plans referred to in the cor­
respondence upon the subject of the ex­
tension of the Canadian Pacific railway 
to Coal Harbor and English Bay. The 
first he said showed the area and location 
of the land asked for (colored green); 
the area represented waa about 11,000 
acres. The second showed what waa of­
fered to the syndicate (colored red), and 
the third waa a copy of that accompany­
ing the formal acceptance by the company 
of the offer of the government. He said 
every one knew that under the terms of 
union the province waa bound to give 
twenty miles of country on each aide of 
the Canadian Pacific railway to the 
Dominion, and that in 1880 an act had 
been paeaed by the legislature conveying 
to the Dominion- government a forty mile 
belt of land from English Bky to the 
Rocky Mountains. From that date till 
sometime last winter it had been held 
that the land forty miles in width from 
English Bay eastward waa under control 
of Canada under that act. During the 
discussion on the railway resolutions in 
the Dominion parliament, the Minister 
of Railways announced that in so far as 
the government were concerned, the ter­
minus of the road had tiben located at 
Port Moody. This announcement was 
followed by an application on behalf of 
the province for the land west of that 
poipt which had been conveyed to Canada 
conditionally in 1880. Hon. geqtiemen 
could see for themselves from the corres­
pondence bow guarded in his language 
Sir John Macdonald waa when he referred 
to the matter in his letter of the 10th of 
April last. He (Mr. Smithe) thought 
there waa a significance in that 
guarded language which ^ it might 
be well to bear in nqind. Sir 
John Macdonald had verbally told 
him that the provincial government wère 
at liberty to deal 
Port Moody as they might deed» ; ex­
pedient, and the Dominion government 
were at the present time quite cognisant 
of the arrangement between the provincial 
government and the syndicate. It should 
not be forgotten, however, that it would 
only require that the Dominion should 
decide to extend the line to English Bay 
in order to secure all the land in the 
Burrard Inlet peniqaula and twenty miles 
on each aide thereof, in which event the 
expected large revenues from the sale of, 
the lands now in the local government's 
hands to deal with wotiid vanish like 
thin air. The Dominion treasury woùld 
be enriched, while the province would be 
left out in the cold, a poor starveling. 
The hon. gentleman recounted in detail 
the interviews and correspondence be­
tween Mr. Van Horne and himself, show­
ing that the application came first from 
the syndicate, and that the government 
had simply seized thé’ opportunity which 
offered in the moat unhoped for way of 
securing a large revenue to the province,' 
while at the sauve time they were aiding 
the Canadian Pacific syndicate by,5 grant 
of land which they themselves, would 
make valuable. There were over twenty 
thousand acre® now in the bands of the 
province within the Burrard Inlet penin­
sula, 6,000 of that it was proposed to, give 
to the company on the conditions specified 
in the correspondence, the remaining 
14,000 would be for sale, and would 
realize such prices that the province would 
be made comparatively rich for years to 
come and be in a position to aid in the 
opening up and, development of the re­
sources of the country, as oonld be done 
in no other way and by no other means. 
We could secure the extension of the 
railway with all ite attendant advantages 
for the grant of an area of land not much 
more than one hundredth part of that 
which was conveyed to Canada without a 
murmur in 1880 for exactly the same con­
sideration, and which veto would be com­
pelled to. give again in spite of ourselves, 
if the Dominion government should choose 
to change its mind and locate the railway 
twenty miles further instead of leavingdt 
to be done by the syndicate. The hon.

minion government would have to gain in 
a pecuniary sense if they should do this.

London, Jan. 15.—The British foreign 
office to-day made public the texts of both 
the English and French proposals for the 
settlement of the Egyptian financial ques­
tion. A comparison of the proposals show 
that they were correctly anticipated by the 
Paris Temps. With but a single exception 
the Temps was entirely accurate respecting 
the French proposal; but those of England 
contain an additional clause. This pro­
vides for the payment by England of an in­
demnity for the occupation of Alexandria 
of £45,000,000, the stun to be paid in pre­
ference bonds bearing 5 per cent, interest, 
bonds to be issued at £100 for every £110 
nominal value.

A last (Thursday) night’s Port Row­
an despatch says: Last evening the 
Italian disturbance did not abate» and 
to-day the excitement ran as high as 
yesterday. About 10 o’clock last night 
Col Collier made his appearance upon 
the street, and was quickly seized by 
about twenty Italians and carried by 
force to one of their camps. His cries 
for help were soon heard, and the magi­
strates were quickly on band to keep 
the peace. They effected his release on 
the condition that he should appear on 
the street at 9 this morning. He was 
pat under a body guard of volunteers 
and marched to the guard house, where 
he passed the night A. J. Oishe, the 
employment agent, informed the au­
thorities this morning that he wonfd 
hold himself responsible for the actions 
of tiie men until 5 in the afternoon, 
and after that be would not answer for 
them. The actions of the men were 
very threatening, and so much so that 
an application was made by the magi­
strates for fifty more volunteers, col. 
May bee ordered twenty from Simooe. 
A vigilance committee was formen, and 
thirty citizens sworn in as special con­
stables, who have been armed and 
placed upon the streets. An informa­
tion was laid againgt (7ol. Collier this 
afternoon for obtaining money under 
false pretenses, and chief constable 
Ponting arrested him and took him 
from Steam’s Hotel to Simcoe about 
4 this afternoon. The Italians did not 
offer to molest him. This was his first 
appearance on the street since 9 -p’clock. 
The trouble reached (fte highest point 
when a fight between Italians broke 
out on the main street in front of Mc­
Kenzie and Beckers’store at 4 30. 
The fight lasted about a minute when 
the fire bell rang, and cries of “guards 
turn out” were beard. The volunteers 
were soon out on the greets, but the 
tight was ended before they arrived on 
the scene. One Italian was stabbed 
slightly. The man who did the cutting 
was placed under arrest half an hour 
after the fight. The Italians were 
ordered to their camps by the bosses, 
and are all quiet During the day 
some citizens have been busy solisiting 
subscriptions to remove these Italians 
from the town. The amount due them 
is somthmg like $1,500, and the em­
ployment agent offered to settle for 
$600, and this amount has nearly been 
subscribed, so that a settlement has 
been arrived at. The matter has taken 
a-very decided change since 6 o’clock 
tnis evening, and apparently the end of 
the Italian trouble has at last arrivecL 
An adjourned inquest will take place 
to-morrow on the body of James Tho- 
rold, the volunteer was accidentally 
shot at the camp last night.

During the 
Gladstone Administration of 1868-74, 
English prestige was so lowered on the 
continent of Europe that Germany, 
Austria, and Russia undertook to ignore 
England by agreeing upon an urgent note 
to Turkey. But, fortunately, Lord 
Beaoonsfield had succeeded to office, and 
by hie determined assertion of a vigorous 
foreign policy, not only had the note 
withdrawn, but the Berlin congress con­
voked in July,' 1878, at which England 
resumed her proper place among the na­
tions. Liberal diplomacy has again 
placed England in a deplorable position, 
sed-it will require Some vigorous conser­
vative statesmanship to regain her waning, 
if uot lost, -influence in Europe.

SOUTHERN STATES. 
Chattanooga, Tenn., Jan. 13 —A dis­

patch from Collinsville gives fulleride 
of the terrible Alabama cyclone. A 
font miles west of Collinsville the 
Of Noble Galbraith together with all his 
farm houses, located at the base of Sand 
Mountain, were completely demolished. 
Hie youngest child was instantly killéd by 
flying timbers, its body being terribly 
mangled. A young man living with the 
family was seriously wounded. Every 
-article ot household goods was blown away, 
not leaving wearing apparel for the grief- 
s trio ken family. An anvil in a blacksmith’s 
shop near by was blown one hundred 
yards. Great damage to other property 
in the neighborhood is reported. Some 
three miles further off two other resi­
dences were completely blown away. In 
one ;of them were thirteen occupants, all 
of whom received more or less injury,

, but pone yet reported fatal. Great dam 
age is reported to farm property generally, 
owipg to high water. It is impossible to 
obtain accurate information as to the true 
extent and injury by the cyclone. During 
all yesterday and the greater part of last 
night a heavy raiz fell, flooding all the 
streams apd lowlands and making it al­
most imppesible to travel. There was a 
continuous roaring in the elements like 
datant thunder for some thirty minutes 
before the wind passed. One family he­

ightened before the" tempest ap­
proached and s»n U* a neighboring house 
a short distance away, which waa blown 
away, while their own house from which 
they fled remained standing.

The govenor’e speech, read yesterday, 

differs from many which have preceded it, 
in that it is lengthy and enters with more 
naine ten ess into explanations of matters 
which the government had in hand dur­
ing the recess. Without wishing to cast 
reflections on previous speeches, we may 
venture to remark that the document now 
under discussion is far and away the 
fullest and most comprehensive of the 
kind that has yet been placed before a 
British Columbia legislature. After 
several efforts a government has been 
formed which do not shirk duty, who are 
bold and aggressive where the rights of 
the province are invaded, yet who discuss 
every question with a 
facts snd with consi 
decencies of life and the feelings of those 
with whom they are brought into collision.
Take the Dominion Liquor Act, for ex­
ample; Observe the calm yet firm atti­
tude of the government; and mark the 
result! A complete overthrow of the pre­
tensions of the Dominion and the re­
habilitation of the province. In the 
speech reference is made to the early 
completion of the Canadian Pacific rail­
way, the actual commencement of work 
on the Island railway, and the rapid set­
tlement of the public lands along the mg more war 
lines of those thoroughfrres. No fact is because 
more forcibly indicates the industry and 
vigilance of the government than the 
statement that they have drawn the at­
tention of the Dominion government to 
the necessity of enlarging the dry dock if 
that can be done without delaying the 
work. That it can be effected without 
entailing a day’s delay is a fact patent to 
everyone; and that it will be enlarged so 
as to admit the largest ship now afloat, 
we confidently believe. The eastern and 
western boundaries of the province, still 
in doubt, are referred to, and tbe steps 
taken for a speedy settlement of the lines 
will undoubtedly meet with the approval 
of the house. The unsatisfactory condi­
tion of Indian affairs has been brought to 
the notice of the Ottawa government; the 
result not being of an altogether satisfac­
tory character. The “hurried and im­
perfect inquiry” of the Chinese commis­
sion ie referred to in language which is 
just saved from being condemnatory.

THE BRITISH NAVY. ptcclily (ELord Northbrook has been driven into 
projecting a large naval expenditure by the 
vigorous attacks of the Pall Mall Gazette 
upon the present condition of the navy. 
Lord Northbrook proposes to speed.

The Pall Mall Gazette in­
stituted a comparison between the English 
and French navies. It pointed out their 
relative strength according to a system of 
classification which it gave.

Waa the eon of Angus Bethune, police 
magistrate for the town of Cornwall. He 
waa born in the county of Glengarry, on 
the 7th of July, 1840; thus he was only 
in his forty-fifth year at the time of his 
death and in the full vigor of manhood. 
He was educated first at Queen’s College, 
Kingston, afterwards at University Col­
lege, Toronto, at which latter he grad­
uated as L. L. B. in 1861. In this year 
he married Elizabeth, daughter of the 
late Dr. Charles Rattray, of Cornwall, by 
whom he leaves four children, and in the 
Eaeter terra of 1862 he was called to tbe 
bar for the province of Ontario. He im­
mediately started the practice of hie pro­
fession in Cornwall, where he remained 
until 1870. During the last five years of 
thia time he was county crown attorney for 
the united counties of Stormont, Dundas 
and Glengarry, a position which he re­
signed to join the firm of Blake, Kerr & 
Bethune, Toronto. Afterwards he formed 
the firm of Bethune & Hoyles, and on 
the elevation of the late Thomas Moss to 
the bench he became the head of the ex­
tensive firm of Bethune, Osier & Moae. 
About two years ago this firm was dis­
solved, and be then formed a partnership 
with Mr. Marsh, a former partner of 
Sir John A. Macdonald. In 1871 Mr. 
Bethune unsuccessfully contested the 
county of Stormont for the local legisla­
ture with Mr. Colquhoun, the former 
member, who waa elected by a majority 
of five. Mr. Bethune contested the elec­
tion in the courts under the new election 
law, and succeeded in unseating Mr. 
Colquhoun. Thia waa the first election 
trial before a judge under the new Elec­
tion Trials Act, and was the b 
the remarkable success which 
one achieved in various election trials 

i afterwards held throughout Ontario. In 
the new election ordered, which waa held 
in January, 1872, Mr. Bethune waa re­
turned, and was re elected at the follow­
ing general eleotiôn in 1876. At the last 
general election in 1882, for the Dominion, 
he wa* prevailed upon, much against his 
own inclination, to contest the county of 
Stoftiffint, including Oôrnwall, against 
Dr. Bergin, but waa unsuccessful. In 
politics he was in general accord with the 
liberal party, but while in parliament he 
showed that he waa too independent to 
give the government a slavish support, 
and always expressed his convictions in a 
clear and forcible manner. Had he been 
spared until the liberale came into office 
in the Dominiên parliament he would 
undoubtedly have had a choice of a seat 
in the cabinet, for which he was emi­
nently qualified. The true liberal and 

ad spirit which he at all times dis­
played would have been of great assist­
ance to hia party. At the bar, by hard 
work and great natural talents, he rapidly 
roee until he stood in the front rank 
among the able professional men of his 
native province, aud he had few peers in 

' the Dominion. In the profession he was 
a general favorite, and many of hie 
brethren to-day throughout the Country 
will call to mind the kind words of ad­
vice and assistance given them while they 
were mere students or young barristers 
struggling for a remunerative practice. 
This advice and assistance were invariably 
givën to those seeking it in a kind and 
fatherly manner. There is no doubt ttiat 
had his life been prolonged, in a few 
years he would have graced one of the 
highest positions in the judiciary of his 
native country. He was counsel on either 
side for the most important cases which 
have been recently carried to the privy 
council, one of which was the celebrated 
easeef Caldwell vs. McLaren, which he 
successfully conducted through its various 
stages, and the Thrasher case. This case 
was connected with the streams rights 
bill and provincial rights. The last cele- 

ted case he conducted was acting for 
Dominion government before the
