The outlook for the ensujng season
may briefly be summarized as follows:
Emptying and empty lumber = yards
throughout the . prairie provineces point
clearly to a demand for lumber in the
near future. The financial tightness
will force déalers to.buy only what they
cannot get along without, or as nearly

as may be. It may be assumed, there-
fore, that while a steady volume  of
trade may be anticipated, the demand
will not . be of the reckless nature which
characterized so much of the ordering
by lumber dealers in 19086,

At present the actual supply of
shingles is quite below normal beth in
the yards of the dealers and the manu~
facturers, and a brisk demand for these
may be reasonably looked for in antici-
pation of building operations.

A summarizing of the results of the
fumber cindustry for 1907 will' in few
cases bear out the anticipations enter-
tained at theé opening of t year, but
on, the other hand the lumber industry
of this province has met the changed
conditions with alacrity and courage,
and is in every way ready for and hope-
ful of better things in 1908.

GRIPPE EPIDEMIC
SWEEPS PITTSBURG

Present Visitation Described
as the Worst Since That
of 1889

Pittsburg, Pa., Dee. 28 —~What is
said to be the worst epidemic of sick-
ness since 1889 is being experienced
in Pittsburg, and phusicians estimate
that thousands of person® are pros-
trated by pneumonia and typhoid
fever, and especially. by the grippe
throughout the city.

Probably every home is affected in
some manner, and a scarcity of em-
ployees in- the large office buildings
is seriously felt. ' The Pittsburg Rail-
road Company is having difficulty in
manning . its cars, conductors and
motormen being laid wup with the
grippe.

City Physician B. A. Booth says the
present epidemic of grippe exceeds in
scope and severity all but that of
1889, the worst in the history of the
city, and yet may break the record.
He considers it contagious, and be-
lieves the germs of the disease may
have originated from here. In 1889,
the malady's start was  traced back
through BEurope to Asia, and finally
located in Hongkong, China,

TSCHAIKOVSKY’S CASE

Russian Revolutionary Leader Has a
Small Prospect of Escape From
Punishment

London, Dec. 28.—Friends of Nichol-
as Tschaikovsky here hold slender
hopes that he will escape from - the
clutches of the Russian police, who
for many years have been awaiting
an opportunity to arrest Wim.  They
declare the evidence against Tschaik-
ovsky, on a formidable series of
charges, is ehiefly in connection with
the importation of revolutionary liter-
ature into< Russia. The fact that he
is a close friend of Maxim Gorky con-
stitutes a serious offence in the eyes
of the Russian authorities, they say,
and further, he was very active at the
congress of social revolutionists = in
London last spring arranging’ for the
accommodation of the delegates ‘and
providing them with disguises, aliases
and passports, toe ?able them to enter
Russia. Altogethef, much surprise is
expressed by his friends that although
previously he had by clever disguises
and clever dodges, pald flving visits
to his native tand, he again ventured
to run the risk of being arrested,

in Maniteba.

WIRELESS TELEPHONY
AN ASSURED SUGCESS
Waldemar Poulsen Says His

Experiments Demonstrate
Practicability

London,  Dec.. 28.—A  special
spatch from Berlin confirms the Co-
penhagen telegram to the New York
Times recording the success of Wal-
demar Poulsen’s wireless telephonic
achievement. Messages were twice
exchanged between Lyungby, near Co-
penhagen, . and Weissensee, a suburb
of Berlin, a distance of 250 miles. The
transmission left nothing to be de-
sired in the way of clearness and au-
dibility. Preparatory arrangements
had been made between Weisseno and
Lyngby. The recorder and transmit-
ter were tuned alike, and, punctually
at the signal; ‘the first - long-distance
wireless telephonic message was
flashed through the air from Berlin
North Germany  and the
waters of the sound. Music played in
Berlin .was distinctly heard in .Copen-
hagen. The numbers and a series of
special test words were recorded with
the greatest ease. 5

The operators at Weissensee in-

formed the Berlin ‘correspondent to-
duy that no technical reason existed
why radio-telephony should ~qnot be
e3tablished between Berlin and. Lon-
don. The only obstacle is money. The
erection of stations in the centre of
Berlin sufficiently powerful to reach
London would entail an enormous ex-
pense. This hindrance, however, in
the opinion of electrical experts,
should soon be surmounted and before
long the radio telephone would replace
the present wire system.
- The éntire apparatus used in tne
Berlin-Copenhagen conversations is
simplicity itself. It consists solely of
a transmitter and receiver mast, the
antennae- of  which project the sound
waves, and the power plant mast_used
at Weissensee station is. a tall factory
caimney near the power house:.. The
gystem differs from the spark \tele-
phone in taat the transmitter pro-
duces the required wave by means or
a noiseless, continuous, direct current,
réplacing by its continuity of action
the dangerous high tension’ developed
by the spark telephonic systems over
the open sea.

Dr. Hecheler, chief of the station at
Waissensee, said: “Radio telephony
with continuous waves is a compara-
tively easy matter up to 300 miles.
Several vessels are adding the Poulsen
apparatus to their telegraphic installa-
tions. It is peculiarly well adapted for
lighthonse purposes.”

The Copenhagen correspondent of the
New York Times, telegraphing today,
says Wildemer Poulsen’s wireless sta-
tion at Lyngby, near here is placed in
the valley by a small lake, surrounded
by an extensive, forest.- The wireless
telephone masts stands seventy-five
vards high.

When I saw Poulsen to congratulate
him on the success, he said: “Yes, 1
am very glad, and am satisfied, more
so since the experimental line from
Lyngby to Waissensee covers one of
the most difficult distances for wire-
less telephoning. It is necessary to

de- |

t work over Copenhagen from here, and
over Berlin to reach Weissensee. What
makes ‘it so important that we had
satisfactory results is that while the
current was very weak, yet we ob-
tained a clearness equal to the-ordi-
nary wire telephone. We transmitted
verbal messages, and also had excel-
lent gramophone reproductions. - We
will still further improve the sounding
of the apparatus.”

Poulsen admitted that he had ex-
pected this success of his experiments.

DEEP SEA ANIMALS

Scientists Ask Congress to Pass Laws
Protecting Whales and Green
Turtles

New Haven, Conn., Dec. 28.—Con-
gress- is to be asked to establish game
laws for the protection of whales and
green turtles. - At the annual meeting
of the Vertebrate - Paleontologists of
America, at Yale university, @ resolu-

| tion was passed asking congress to

prevent the slaughter of these deep
sea animals during the breeding sea-
son. Prof. G. R. Wieland, of Yale
scientific school, who has been study-
ing the subject for ten years, stated
in an address that 1,000,000 whales
had been killed in the last 100 years
and that the financial profit from this
killing had amounted ‘to $272,000,000.
He said t?at the whale is almost gone,
and unless he is to disappear alto-
gether some means must be found to
protect him. :

4 Government to Take Chasge of

Sale—0Other  Restrictions
Provided For

London, Dec. 28.—An Emportant re-
form in temperance legislation is be-
ing introduced in Roumania under the
_guidance of M. Sturdza, the prime
minister. - The number of public
houses is being limited by the gov-
ernment’s bill to one for every - 150
heads of families. The public house
keeper must be at least 25 -years of
age, married, and of good character.
He will be paid a wage by the state,
and® all profits jmade  on alcoholic
drinks will be devoted to a special
fund, called the public house fund,
which will be used wholly-and solely
for the improvement of rural schools,
churches, infirmaries, roads and plan-
tations, for agricultural show prizes,
and for the purchasé of prize cattle
for breeding purposés.

He will not be allowed to sell ordi-
nary commodities, but he will be-per-
mitted to provide nom-alcoholic drinks
such as tea, coffee, effervescing drinks,
and to keep a restaurant, retaining
any profit made on his portion of the
business. The sale of drinks on credit
or for payment in kind is strictly for-
bidden. The innkeeper is also for-
bidden to advance loans for any pur-
pose, and on Sundays and holidays his
house will only be-open between 11
and 8 o'clock. Gambling and the sale
of intoxicating drink to persons under
16 years of age or te those already in-
toxicated are strictly forbidden.
~ The bill ‘also: provides severe penal-
ties for .drunkenness; for the.first of-
fence, a fine of hetwegen two and forty
francs, for.the .setond offence’ impris-
gnment of forty:eight hours‘in addi-
tion, and for the third offence in the
same year three days’ imprisonment in
addition to the fine.

RAIDED BY KURDS

Wild Tribesmen Surround Urumiah
and - Attack  Caravans—Much
: Property Taken

St. Petersburg, Dec. 28.—A dispatch
from Urumiah, ‘in Persian Agmenia,
which was brought out by a detach-
ment of Russian trodops, states that

for the last eight days that town has
been entirely surrounded and isolated
by bands of Kurdish raiders, who have
attacked caravans ‘and driven hun-
dreds of loaded. camels to the moun-
tainss "A caravan’ escorted by the
guards of the Russian Consulate at
Urumiah, which was the first to get
through, was 'attacked by 50 bandits,
The robbers were repulsed, many of
them being killed or wounded.

There appears to have been in the

flelds.© How valuable they were con-
sidered to he by their owners is shown
in a case which occurred in Northamp-
ton county about 1691, and is recorded
by Mr. P. A. Bruce in “The Social Life
of Virginia in the Seventeenth Cen-
tury.”

A complaint was lodged in the county
court against Mike Dixon, on the
ground that he permitted his dogs to
rush out and bark at persons passing
along the. highway,..which was situ-
ated immediately in front of his door.

Instead of proposing to kill or re-
strain the dogs, Dixon simply petition-
ed the court to have the public road
removed some distance back from his
dwelling house, “because it was neces-
sary,” he declared, “to keep dogs for
the preservation of creatures from ver-
min.”

The “creatures” he referred to were
poultry and young pigs, and the “ver-
min” wére wolves, foxes, minks, pole-
cats and the like, 5

SECRETARY TAFT ON
TRIP AROUND WORLD

Aspirant to Presidency Talks
of His Recemt
Tour

New York, Dec. 28.—Secretary
Taft, who recently returned from his
around-the-world tour, was _ inter-
viewed. He was asked what he
thought of the Japanese feeling to-
ward this country.

“Friendiy Feeling in Japan, But e

“I found a general feeling .of friend-
liness,” said the secretary, “Among
government officials and the people
of Japah at large I found a feeling
strongly in favor of peace. Judging
by what I saw—but appearances are
sometimes ”  Here the secretary
stopped short and resumed another
topic. Asked to continue about the
friendly feeling . in  the mikado’s
domain he said: “Oh, well
there :was .a- general feeling . of
friendliness in Japan for us. That’s all
Japan has $160,000,000 worth of" ex-
ports a year and oné-third of . this
comes .to this country. These exportq
from Japan consist mainly of fine arts’
and’eémbroideries, which are the result
of iAdividual labor, and a’ stoppage of
these exports would hit the people at
large in Japan hard. . On the other
hand, the exports from the United
States to Japan consist of oils, ma-
chinery and other things in which the
corporations are  interested -and the
corporations would naturally be the
ones to be hit hard in case these ex-
ports from the United States should
be stopped by a war-

Factor in Favor of Peace.

“But the masses in -this country
would not suffer as the masses in Ja-
pan would suffer, so that this commer-
cial view of the ‘case is one of the
greéatest factors in favor of peace and
also is a pacificator in the minds of
those Japanese who otherwise .might
favor a war with this country. The
question of immigration is one in
which the Japanese are not much in-
terested except in a sentimental way.
Therefore, the Pacific coast situation
Jhever seriously entered into their opin-
fons of this country.”

Tacoma Authorities May Adopt New

the innovation, and in fact, it is his
suggestion.

ARJUTANT WAKEFIELD

Tells: What the Army-is Doing
- For.the Province of Brit-
" ish Columbia’

(From Sunday’s Daily.)*
“Not a solitary one of the unem-

‘ployed recently referred to in the Van-

couver papers as being present there
was brought out by the Salvation
army. None but emigrants coming
out-as farm-or domestic laborers will
be brought out by the Salvation army.
These will be conveyed directly to bil-
lets arranged for them so that there
can be no possibility of congestion in
the cities, either of British Columbia
or of Eastern Canada from this source.”

The speaker was Adjutant Wake-
field, of the Salvation army depart-
ment of immigration in charge of the
work in British Columbia. The ad-
jutant attended the army meeting last
evening, and will be present at the
various meetings today, and tomorrow
evening he will speak at the barracks
upon the army’s immigration work?
He will also give in detail the army’s

plans for sypplying domestic labor

to Victorians and he will point out
the safeguards which il be adoptedi
in this conneétion.

Adjutant Wakefield states that the
first vessel chartered by the army
will sail from Liverpool about Feb.
20, and such immigrants as are con-
signed to this province will arrive
here about the 10th of May. They
,will . be brought right through ‘from
Halifax upon-& speecial frain 'in'two
sections  and will. be met by Mr,
Wakefield en route. He will arrange\
the billets of all and they will be
distributed to their different stations
along the line.

In all, from 200 to 250 girls for do-
mestic service will arrive in this ship
load. Some 50 families mnd some 150
single men for farm service-are also
expected ~Positions - for all will be
foundin advance )

No mlsrepresentationq are made
by the army agents. They ask the
farmer frankly whether he wants ex-
perienced or inexperienced labor and
what he is prepared to pay. They
grade the classes of labor submitting
itse and ‘endeavor to'fit billets to
the capabilities of the men.

The executive of the Anti-Tuber-
culosis Sociéty is considering the ad-
visability of erecting a couple of cot-
tages in connection with the present
temporary sanitarium at Tranquille.
The demands which -have been made
upon that structure are far in excess
of the accommodation, and it is ex-
tremely Hkly that two small build-
ings, each to accommodate three -or
four' persons will be erected.

Almost daily the wsecretary of the
association, Dr. Fagan, is in receipt
of applications from people' desirous
of obtaining admission to the insti-
tution, but as it is already taxed to
its capacity nothing can be done.

The society has circulated blank
forms for~ applicants, and @& record
will be kept of all applying. In ad-
dition to the ordinary forms and the
record of the physical examination
which has to be attested by two phy-
sicians, blank charts are forwarded
and the attending physician is Te-
guired to.map out the infected area.
These prove of use to the board in
considering applications.

In all that have been admitted the
board has not considered the finan-
cial status of the applicant, but has
considered which cases can most be
benefited.

'MAY STRIKE AGAIN

Telegraphers Smd to Be Laying Plans
for Another Fight With the
Companies

Chicago, Dec. 28.—Secret plans to
reorganize the Commercial Telegraph-
ers’ union, with a view to calling an-
other strike on the eve of the Republi-
can National convention, which meets
here next June, have come to light.
Organizers are now at work repairing
the breaches in the ranks caused by
the strike of a few months ago. A
convention of the Commercial Tel-
egrapners’ union will be held in Mil-
waukee on June 5, and according to
present plans, strike details will be
completed at that meeting. The Re-
publican National convention meet3s
June 16, and if the telegraphers are
successful they will tie up the facilities
on that day.

The telegraphers say their employers
are helping them .to reorganize by re-
ducing wages and in this way forcing
the men who deserted the union dur-
ing the strike to return to the ranks.
The next strike will include all men
employed by brokers and private con-
cerns, it is said, as brokers have re-
duced wages in spite of agreements en-
tered into during: the last strike.

The next strike, the leaders say, will
be ordered in a systematic manner and
will have the full support of the Amer-
ican Federation of Labor, which was
denied the telegraphers last time.

OANFA TAKES LARGE
CARGO FOR LIVERPOOL

Sailed From Outer Wharf Yesterday
Morning With Freight Worth
Nearly $1,000,000

(From Sunday’s Daily.)

Loaded deep with a heavy and valu-
able cargo, the big Blue Funnel line
steamer Oanfa, sailed from the outer
wharf yesterday morning after em-
barking a number of steerage pas-
sengers, The cargo was valued at
nearly a million dollars. Included
were salted herrings worth $20,000.
There was also 20,000 cases of salmon
from British Columbia ports valued
at $150,000.

Raw cotton alone, some 9,000 bales,
forms a large portion of the cargo and
one-half of the total vdlue of what the
Oanfa has stowed in her immense
holds.. This commodity 1is worth
nearly $500,000. It is consigned to
various Japanese ports, most of it to
be discharged at Kobe, where it will
be used in the adjacent spinning mills.
Osaka, the Manchester of Japan, ad-
joins Kobe and much of ‘this cotton
will be delivered at these factories.

In addition to cotton the Oanfa took
nearly $100,000 worth of flour, ma-
chinery, nides, boots and shoes, steel
scrap, fish, oil, ‘tallow, lumber and
many other staple articles of export.
When the Oanfa departed she was filled
to her ‘capaeity with over 11,000 tons,
dead weight.

* Of the cargo Kobe takes the most
valuable portion, the share of this
Japanese port amounting to $186,281.
For Yokohama freight valued at $97,-
787 is consigned.  Hongkong’s snare
amounts to $66,674, Moji $40,689, Shang-
hai $19,584, London $16,962 and Manila
$2,441.

San Francisco’s Corruption

New York, ‘Dec.--28:—After a con-
ference with President Roosevelt, dur-
ing which, it is said, the coming pros-
ecutions of land frauds in Oregon was
discussed, Special Attorney Francis J.
Heney, of the department of justice
arrived in New York. Heney was a
guest at the City club and in an im-
promptu address said that the causes
of corruption in San Francisco and
other western cities were the same
which incited crusades in eastern cit-
jes. “Special privileges are at the
bottom of the trouble,” he said. “The
condition which exists in all cities is
that vice and public service corpora-
tions join hands. The remedy is to
remove temptations, that is, do away
with the special privileges. It is no
solution to appoint or elect business
men to places formerly held by politi-
cians, because the business man al-
ready is brought up in advance hLy
his interests.”

Higher Wages Asked

Scranton, Pa., Dec. 28.—Following
the lead of the switch men, the freight
and coal conductors, .engineers and
firemen of the Delaware, Lackawanna
& Western Railroad company, are
asking for an increase in wages. The
conductors ask for an advance of
sixty cents a day, while the engineers
and firemen demand an increase of
forty cents per day. A committee rep-
resenting the conductors nas already
waited upon the officials of the com-
pany, and an answer is expected be-
fore the first of the year. At present
the conductors are receiving $3.20 per
Jday. Engineers are now receiving
34.10 a day and are asking for $4.50.

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BETTER POLITICS.

A better tone is beginning to be ap-
parent in British Columbia politics:
Much less acrimony prevails, and
there is a marked disposition to con-
fine discussions to questions of pub-
lic interest, to the exclusion of the
real or fancied shortcomings of indi-
viduals. The gain in this particular
is very pronounced, and the contrast
between British Columbia news-
papers and many of our leading east-
ern contemporaries is in this respect
very marked. Only those persons who
are familiar with ~Canadian news-
papers can form any idea of the part
which personalities play in their
treatment of . every subjeet having
any relation to politics. “Journals 'of
such prominence, that everything they
say ought to be worthy of attention,
color every utterance with partizan
bias and expressions of pérsonal an-
tipathy to such an extent that their
opinions are valueless. A free ang
independent expression upon any-pub-
lic question is not to be’looked ‘for in
their columns. "There must always be
a personal side to politics, but surely
the people of Canada are too intelli-
gent to suppose that any . one party
has absorbed all the honesty, all the
intelligence and all the patriotic sen-
timent in the country. A good many
Victorians heard Mr. Borden at the
Canadian Club luncheon. The ‘senti-
ments he then ‘expressed were ' ele-
vated, honorable and patriotic in the
highest sense, and not a- . man who
heard him can have formed any other
conclusion than that, whatever might
be .the soundness of his views on
public questions about which there
might naturally be some difference of
opinion, he is a man who gives his
best intelligence and most sincere ef-
fort to advance the weirare of thue
country. Yet we find eastern Liberal
papers referring to him at times as
though he were only 'a political
schemer of the lowest type. So, also
We find in some of the Conservative
papers references ‘to prominent . Lib-
erals of a character whieh is highly
reprehensible. We should not look
upon these matters as so absolutely
objectionable, if it were not that they

= the real character of public
isstes. The Oriental question, for ex-
ample, is difticult enough, without its
being obscured by the allegation that
Mr. Borden in- his treatment .of it is
playing a game to capture RBritish
Columbia. The . All-Red project is
surely too important an undertaking
to be disposed of by sneers at My.
Sifton. i

The exhibitions - of ‘nastiness' in
which certain papers indulge are usu-
ally the production of persons who arae
unknown . to. the pabli¢, and whose
opinions, if expressed over their sig=
natures, would be treated with indif-
ference. 'The actual leaders of . the
political parties disapprove of them
and take every possible . occasion to
disavow them; but there is a class of
partizans who think such things are
“a part of the game,” but'even they
would not father them. On one occa-
sion a- gentleman, not now in public
life in this province, asked the Col-
cnist to publish something about a
political opponent. He was told it
would  be published if he. himself
would write out the statement and
permit it to appear over his own ®ig-
nature. He promptly declined, and
with equal promptness apologized for
having made the request. Some little
firmness is required to resist the
bressure brought to bear upon a
newspaper to lend itself tc methods
which no seif-respecting individual
would adopt personally, but the ex-
perience of the Colonist is to the ef-
fect that even the strongest partizans
prefer the decent course. We are
glad to be able to say that, not only in
this province, but all over Canada,
there are strong signs of the ap-
proach of an era of better politics.

CHRISTIAN SCIENCE.

Mrs. Mary Baker Rddy
$1,000,000 for the founding ¢f an in-
stitution in Boston whers indigent
people may be taught the principles of
Christian Science. This cult is “un-
doubtedly growing in influence and
the' number of its  adherents. Its
progress in this respect is probabl:e
more rapid than any other movement
inaugurated within the domain of
Christianity. To claim that it is a
mere fad would be absurd in the light
of the hold it has upon the minds of 3
very large number of highly intelli-
gent and educated people. It is stout-
ly opposed by the churches, and yvel
it claims to be the logical outecome of
the doctrines which the churches
teach. It claims to be the truest ex-
ponent of the principles which Jesu,
taught, and to furnish a demonstra-
tion of powers with which the Apos-~
tles were endowed. A claim of . this
kind, sincerely advanced by right-
living, intelligent and prayerful peo-
ple, is not to be dismissed as absurd
until, at least, it must be been tested by
it¢ fruits. Doubtless extravagant as-
sertions are made on behalf of Chris-
tian Science; doubtless many prepos-
terous ' things are attributed to it;
doubtless there are mountebanks,
quacks and fakirs who profess to be
able to demonstrate it, and to distin-
guish between the true and the false
may not always be easy, yet it is not
only quite pessible but very probable
that it may be a legitimate step in the
evolution of Christianity towards the
exceedingly simple yet all potent faith
taught by its Founder. To speak of an
evolution backwards may seem like a
contradiction in terms, and perhaps it
would be better to speak of Christian
Science as a step in the evolution of
Hcclesiasticiasm into true Chris-
tianity, which a pagan writer of the
first century described as absolute
faith in Christ.

BUSINESS IN. THE UNITED
STATES.

The financial -condition of the Unit-
ed States seems to have got beyond
the range of the newspaper critics
who are now addressing thémselves
chiefly to the general busines condi-
tion. This naturally suffers from the
dearth of money, which persistently
refuses to come out of hiding and get
into general ‘ circulation. An uneasy
feeling will' be creatéd by the an-
nouncement that the Secretary of the
Treasury is shortly going to call upon

the banks to refund some of the gold
which was paid out a month or two
ago. We do not understand the sys-
tem upon which the:.treasury conducts
its business, but to a:man on the out-
side it seems rather poor policy to call
in money at the present time. The
banks are already sufficiently alarmed
about their reserves. A notable. fea-
ture of the present condition is that
the general public apparently refuses
to believe what the leaders in the fin-
ancial world tell them. A few months
ago one could hardly pick up a United
States paper without finding  articles
describing the wonderful = financial
ability and fabulous wealth of one or
more of a certain group of people.
One might naturally have jexpected
that when these people told the coun-
try that there was no danger, and that
the crisis was past, there would be a
revival of public confidence, but though
these assurances have been many, and
though it has been said that the re-
sources of certain presumably exceed-
ingly rich men are pledged to sustain
the great = financial institutions, the
people at large refuse to part with
their coin, and are intensely eager to
get what they may have standing to
their credit in the banks. ' Probably
the editors of the financial papers are
too close to the people concerned to
realize the full truth, which, it seemy
to us, is that the present flnancia
stringency is due to an absolute loss
of confidence on the part of the gen-
eral public in the leading financiers
of the country.. Until this has been
‘restored, or' something takes.the place
of it, we fear the revival will be de-
layed.

Henry Clews & Co. say the country
emerges from the panic with the mer-
cantile and industrial conditions gener-
ally sound. They also say that the
produce of the farms of the country
last year was = worth $7,000,000,000,
that there is no overproduction of
manufactures and that exports are in-
creasing rapidly. This is very satis-
factory.

The farmers with
their seven billions of dollars’ worth
of products want the things which the
manufacturers can supply, if they are
in a position to make them, and peo-
ple abroad want the wheat, the cotton,
the cattle, hogs and all the rest of the
vield of the farms. These things
ought to spell prosperity.

tion was feeling the reaction from the
money-madness, which has prevailed
for the lagt four or five years.

We think we know the- remedy.
Years ago, when all the papers and all
the politicians of the United States
were discussing how to resume specie
payments, Horace Greeley used to keep
on printing in the New York Tribune
“The way to resume specie payments
is To Resume.” That is the way to
restore confidence in the TUnited
States. If every man in that country
would go down to his place of busi-
ness this morning resolved to do busi-
ness exactly as he did a year ago, the
financial stringency would be a thing
of the past before lunch time.

THE BOWSER BILL.

Continuing its observations in re-
gard to the Bowser Bill and the con-
stitutional question therein involved,
the Vancouver World says: “We must
theréfore conclude that His Honor
acted unconstitutionally, and that Mr.
neglected to take the steps
open to him to resist this abrogation
of the rights and liberties of parlia-
ment.” Our coantemporary thinks also
that Mr. McBride should have explain-
ed in. his New Westminster speech
“why he did not protest against His
Honor’s aggression.”

We repeat that we do not propose
to discuss the constitutionality of the
Lieutehant-Governor’s action until he
has explained or has had an opportun-
ity of explaining it. ‘That time has not
yet arrived. But there can be no ob-
jection to discussing a suppositious
case. Assuming, therefore, that a
lieutenant-governor withheld his as-
sent from a Bill- without the advice of
his minister or Royal instructions,
would his action be unconstitutional?
‘We should unhesitatingly say that it
would be, and we cannot understand
how any one could hold any other
view. This is such an exceedingly
simple proposition that we only state
it for the purpese of disposing of it.
What course a premier ought to take
in such an event would depend very
much on circumstances, and until we
have all the circumstanges before us,
we do not propose to express an opin-
ion. We can, however, in this aspect
of the question suppose a case. We
can suppose that a set of circum-
stances miglt arise in which a pre-
mier’ would have the right to assume
that a lieutenant- governor was act-
ing under instructions, which he was
bound to obey, and that although he
might not be in possession of those
instructions at the moment of his con-
versation with the premier, the latter
assumed that he knew they would be
forthcoming. Months afterwards the
premier finds that the instructions
were not given, although the lieuten-
ant-governor acted just as the para-
mount authority, which in this case
would be the federal ministry, would
wish him to act. Under such circum-
stances the premier undoubtedly
could resign, but that he ought to re-
sign is quite another matter. A third
case may be supposed. A lieutenant-
governor does an act, which is in ac-
cord with the policy of the power ap-
pointing him and whose instructions
he must follow; but the latter repu-
diates the responsibility for his act,
which has brought him into conflict
with the legislature of his province
and public sentiment generally. What
ought to happen then? It seems to us
that the answer to this question
would rest with the lieutenant-gover-
nor.

The World wants to know why Mr.
McBride did not tell the New West-
minster meeting whether or not he
protested against the Lieutenant-
Governor’s action. We must remind
out contemporary that the proper
and, indeed, the only place where Mr.
McBride ought to speak freely and
fully upon the subject is the floor of
the legislature. We venture the opin-
ion that, when he has explained his
course in the premises, he will dem-
onstrate to the satisfaction of the
public that he has acted, not only in
the public interest, but in strict ac-
cordance with sound constitutional
practice. It may be developed that the
case is wholly unprecedented, and, if
this shall' prove the caseé, it will be
for the legislature to say whether or
not Mr. McBride correctly construed
his constitutional duties as a minis-
ter enjoying the confidence of the
legislature and of His Honor the
Lieutenant-Governor,

THE EXHIBITION BUILDING.

It seems unfortunate that the Ex-
hibition Building should have been
destroyed just at the time when
everything looked promising for the
success of the annual fairs. Just what

very well stated, because the building
was not well suited for its object. A
structure ‘that would serve just as well
for exhibition purposes could be erect-
ed for much less money than the old
one cost or could be replaced for. Or
to put the matter another way, the in-
surance is sufficient to put up a build-
ing that will afford just as great con-
veniences to exhibitors-as that which
has been burned. Therefore there is
no good reason why the fire should
interrupt the work of the Agricuitural
Association. But we do not think the
people of Victoria will be content
with a new building such as the in-
surance money will pay for. ’‘they
will want something better than the
old ‘one, ‘and 'we venture to suggest
that no time should be lost in deciding
upon what is needed and in putting it
up.  If it were not that it is, in our
humble judgment, desirable to have
the race track and the Exhibition
grounds adjacent to ‘each other, we
would feel disposed to favor the erec-
tion of the new building within the
city limits, say in the field purchased
by the city from the Finlayson estate,
bu't such a plan is hardly feasible, for
the reason stated and some others. An
e¢xhibition nearer the centre of the city
than the old one wculd undoubtedly
be a much greater =ource of revenue
than one on the old site, yet the ex-
perience of most places is that all the
attractions must be kept together, if
an exhibition is to be a financial suc-
cess. Hence we do ncft suppose there
will be any serious suggestion against
building “on the old site, and we ouiy
réfer "to” the' ‘matter  -because a few
years ago there was a very general
opinion among the citizens that the
building ought never to have been
erected so far out of town.

THE TERCENTENARY

Earl Grey's proposal for the cele-
bration of the Tercentenary of the
founding of Canada, so far as it has
been developed, is to take the form of a
dedication of the battle fields of .Ste.
Foy and the Plains of Abraham. He
proposes also that the gaol and Ross
rifle factory, which now- occupy these
historic sites shall be removed, that
a fire proof museum shall be erected
in which shall be stored historical
mementoes of Canada’s past, that
a national park shall be established,
and a seven-mile driveway shall be
laid out by way of the Plains, down
as far'as Wolf’s Cove and around the
plateau overlooking the - St. Charles
valley. In addition to these things, he
wishes to have a colossal statue of
the Angel of Welcome erected on the
heights near the Citadel, where it can
be seen by all the ships .sailing up
the St. Lawrence. The proposed ar-
rangements are in the land of The
Canadian Battlefields Association, of
which Earl Grey is patron. His
Majesty has given his hearty approval
of the proposed work and has con-
tributed 100 guineas to the fund. An
effort will be made to raise money in
all parts of Canada by popular sub-
scription.

We have already expressed our sym-
pathy with the general idea of com-
memorating the founding of Canada,
and while the suggested plan is lack-
ing somewhat in national scope, it
would be exceedingly difficult to sug-
gest anything that would be more
suitable to such an occasion. If it is
not commemorative of Canadian prog-
ress, it will be at least an evidence of
Canadian unity. There is an aspect of
the case which is worthy of mention,
namely that such a celebration would
serve to concentrate the atténtion of
the people of Canada upon an”im-
portant epoch in the history of.their
country. It can be truthfully said that
it will be difficult to arouse much en-
thusiasm in this province over His Ex-
cellency’s proposal, a very small pro-
portion ondy of whose people know
much about Quebec or appreciate what
a part the victory ,of Wolf played in
the making of the Empire. This is
regrettable, and anything that will be-
get a livelier interest in the history
of our own country, and will promote
the development of national senti-
ment deserves encouragement. We
hope that the proposal will commend
itself favorably to the people, so that
the enterprise shall not fall short of
complete realization for lack of funas.

TRY THE EASIER WAY.

We take the following extract from
the Ottawa Free Press which is gen-
erally understood to be the home or-
gan of the Laurier government.

Much as we may desire to build up
trade with Japan and the rest of the
Orient, we must take care lest in do-
ing so we imperil the national future
of our country. We are not building
for today alone. There are :years
ahead of us: there are generations
yet unborn for whom we are now leg-
islating, and the Free Press is of
opinion that whatever may be the re-
sult ,of the mission of Hon. Mr.
Lemieux, it would be good policy on
the part of Canada to either ask that
Japan shall agree'to the re-drafting
of the treaty so as to coincide %ith
her treaty with the United States, or
that the existing treaty shall be ab-
rogated until Japan is willing)o give
us the terms which we requiré.

This seems to indicate ' that our
friends in the East are beginning to
appreciate the real nature of the Ori-
ental problem as it affects Canada.
But why does our Ottawa contempor-
ary think it necessary to take such a
roundabout way of reaching the desir-
ed goal? Why ask Japan to consent
to anything? This is a self-governing
country, and it has a perfect right to
say who may and who may not enter
the Dominion, no matter whether they
are the subjects of His Britannio
Majesty, of the Emperor of Japan or
of the Ackwand of Swat. The meas-
ure, which the British Columbia leg-
islature has passed over and over
again, and the political friends of the
Free Press have as frequently killed,
would, if enacted by the Parliament
of Canada, fully meet all the neces-
sities of the case, and Japan could
not take exception to it. If she did,
it would only be necessary to stand
firm and she would yvield. We decline
to believe that the Anglo-Japanese
alliance is not as much to the advan-
tage of the Oriental power as it is ta

the British Empire, but if it is not, if
it should appear that it is impossible
to maintain the existing commercial |
arrangements - with Japan without,|
sacrificing our right to protect our- |
selves  from “undegirable immigration,
then we should without hesitation de*
nounce the treaty, so far as Canada is
concerned. But let us try the easleri
way first. Japan professes to be very!
willing to restrict the immigration of |
her people to Canada. If this is an|
honest _profession, and we should be|
sorry to suggest that it is not, she]|
cannot take offence at a measure di-
rected against. no nation in particular !
but only against immigrants of a cer-
tain class. We would like to have the |
Free Press explain its objects to
such legislation if it has any.

LOSING THEiR HEADS.

The commander of the United
States troops at Fort Lawton, near
Seattle, has been telling an inter-
viewer that 150,000 infantrymen are
needed to protect the Puget Sound
country against Japan. Our neigh-
bors seem to be losing their heads.
As far as any one can see there is
no conceivable reason why Japan
should want to invade the United
States, What would happen in the
cvent of sudden hostilities betweenl
the two countries may not be very |
certain. There is a possibility that, if'\
war should come about within a yea |
or two, our neighbors would get the'
worst of it at the start, but no sane
man supposes that Japan could worst
the United ‘States’in a defidd of/cam-
paigns. For the former to invade the
latter would be rank madness, and
would be the first step in the rapid
extinction of the Japanese Empire.
Her strength is only great while she
confines it to Asia, for she is. not
populous _enough or rich enough to
undertake to conquer a country with
more than double her population and
many times her wealth. It wiould
undoubtedly be an easy matter for a
Japanese force to land at one of sev-
eral points upon the Pacific seaboard
of the United States, and a flying
column might be able to do a great
deal of damage, but, while such a step
would be a brilliant stroke, it would
so incense the people of that nation
that they would never consent to the
negotiations of peace until they had
wiped out the insult by the extinc-
tion of Japan.

The astounding thing in all the war
talk that we hear nowadays is that
it is confined very largely to military
and naval circles. Every man in eith-
er branch of the service seems to be
afflicted with a wild desire to talk.
It would be very amusing if it were
not very dangerous. The way to
bring about war is to keep on talking
about it.

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ANNO DOMINI

Probably not one person in a thousand whd uses
e words “Anno Domini,” or their contraction, “A.
" in connection with the year can tell you within
century or two when the Christian Era was estab-
hed, and by the way, it is interesting to note that
these times, when everything having a relation to
iristianity is called sectarian by ecertain pebple, no
> has yet objected to the use of the familiar initials
indicative of a special religious belief and there-
re something that ought not to be continued. There
a disposition in some quarters to drop the use of
e words “of our Lord” and simply say “in the year
” or as the case may be; but this is inaccurate,

ause no one knows what year this is. We call it
W7 only:because it is assumed to be the 1907th year
nce the birth of Jesus of Nazareth. . When it was
ccided to adopt that date as the beginning of a sys-
m of chronology is something about which most of
< have never taken the trouble to inform ourselves.
‘he exact date when the present era was established
not known with certainty. A Roman abbot, known
s Dionysius the Little, introduced it into Italy dur-
g the sixth century. It was used in Gaul about a
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century later, but nearly two hundred years elapsed

before it seems to have been adopted in England. It
is generally conceded that Dionysius made an error
in fixing the time of the Nativity by several years.
Herod the Great, who was king at that time, died
\. U. C. 751, but the Christian Era does not begin un-
til A. U. C. 763. There seems to be indisputable evi-
icnce that Jesus was born at least four years before
the beginning of the Era named after Him. The be-
ginning of the year nmever had any relation to the
supposed day of His birth. Dionysius began the Hra
on the 1st day of January A. U. C. 7563; that isin the
seven hundred and fifty-third year from the reputed
founding of Reme, which coincided with the fourth
vear of the 194th Olympiad of Grecian chronology
and the 4714th year of the Julian period. Perhaps it
may not be amiss fo say a few words here upon a
point concerning which ill-informed persons are apt
to avow doubts, that is as to the reality of such a
person as Jesus of Nazareth. Putting aside the Gos-
pels, although why they should not be accepted as
any other ancient writings are accepted is by
no means apparent, there 1is plenty of testi-
mony that He lived and was a conspicu-
ous figure, although not one at all esteemed by
the rich, educated and powerful, in His day. Seven-
teen hundred years ago a book called “The Acis of
Pilate” was used in the Roman schools to instruct
boys in the alleged fallacies of the Christian faith.
Tuacitus, the historian, who was born about A. D.
55, relates the story of the execution of the founder
of the Christian faith by Pontiusg Pilate, and declares
that this “deadly superstition” was for a time crush-
ed; but that it sprang up again, not only in Judea,
“but even in Rome, the common reservoir for all the
streams of wickednmess and infamy.” The Younger
Pliny, who lived within a century from the birth of
Jesus, in a letter to the Emperor Trajan spoke of the
Christians and of their absolute faith in Jesus. This
was less than a—~hundred years after the Crucifixion
and is absolutely impartial testimony to the belief of
the Christians of that time, some of whom must have
talked with those who talked with Jesus,
Founder of Christianity was not only an historical
character, but proof of the substantialaccuracy of the
story as told in the Gospels. Josephus; thégreat Jewish

» historian, who ‘Was born about the date of the Cruci-
: fixion, has three references to Jesus, :and although

they seém’ €0 have béen 'altered in’the later editiong
of his works, there can be no reasonable doubt that in
the original version the version he specifically re-
fers'to Jesus “who is called by 'his followers -the
Christ.” There is considerable other evidénce to the
same effect, but what has beén cited ' i{s enough ‘to
show that when we say “Auno Domini” we are not
dating an era, as some would have us believe, from
the mythical birth of ‘a mythical person.

Space forbids more than a passing reference to
some of the other chronological eras. The Olympiads,
so called after,the Olympic games, which were cele-
brated  in Greece every fourth year date back 776
vears before the beginning of our era, when Coroebus,
the victor in'the games of that year, was honored by
having his name inscribed on the walls of the gym-
nasium at Olympia. “The Roman Era, distinguished
by the letters A. U. C., is of uncertain origin. It re-
fers to the foypding of the city and the authorities
among the ancient Romans themselves disagree as to
the true date of this event, although they do not
vary by more than from one to six years. The Jewish
Era, as at present in use, is of comparativély modern
origin, having!beew adopted about the 15th century,

It assumes to date from the creation of the world,

which event it places at 5667 years ago. Biblical
chronology which was worked out by Archhishop
Ussher to show that creation occurred 4004 years be-

fore Christ, is of lttle value, as the Hebrew, the

Samaritan and the Greek versions of the Old.Testa-
ment are hopelessly divergent in ‘respect to" time.
There ‘are at least two hundred different caleulations
based on sacred chronology, which vary in assigning
the date of creation from 3483 years before Christ to
6984 years. The Hra of Constantinople, used by the
Greek church and until the time of Peter the Great by
all Russia, professes to date from creation, which it
assigns to 7416 years - ago. The < Alexandrian Era,
adopted by the Christians of Alexdndria and still used
in Abyssinia is similar to that just mentioned except
that it places creation nine years later. The Era of
Antioch was also of the same nature, but it brought
creation down to a still more recent date. There have
been many other Eras, which have fallen into disuse,
such as that of Nabonassr which originated in Baby-
lon and was adopted in Egypt for astronomical cal-
culations, and began from an arbitragy  date about
747 B. C.; the Era of Alexander, which began with the
death of that great monareh; the Era of Tyre, which
began at an arbitrary date in 126 B. C.; -the Julian
Era (which must not be confounded with the Julian
period—a purely arbitrary affair) dating from- the
reformation of the Roman Calendar by Juliys Caesar.
The Era of Spain, which dated from 39 B. C. when
\ugustus conquered Spain, and continued in use in
Spain and Portugal until the Fifteenth Century of
our Era. Others of less importance, and now dis-
used, might be mentioned. We pass on to others in
use.. The Mohammedan Era begins in 622 A. D, as
also does the Persian Era, although not at the same
day; the ,Chinese FEra begins about 2277 B. C.
but is not !rery closely observed, the practice for more
than eighteen hundred-years having been to dhte the
vear from the accessgion of the reigning Emperor. In
India there are several eras in use, some of them bas-
ed on astronomical data and some on historical
events. 3

From this brief review it will appear that if we
would be accurate we ought always In ‘expressing
the date to use the letters A. D., or in some other way
express the fact that we mean the year of ‘the Chris-
tian Era.

WHAT TO READ

Tt is much easier to ask what to read than to an-
sver the question. Specific advice can only be-given

specific cases, and then it may not always.be

good. In these days fiction constitutes the great mass
©f popular reading matter, so much so that, when one
says that he reads a good deal, it is usually safe to
assume that he means that he reads many novels,
magazines and newspapers. The reading of the .lat-
ter is a matter of daily routine, so wwhat is ‘generally
meant is that the person speaking keeps up with
current literature in the shape of fiction. It is_not

that the

possible to lay down any general rules as to fiction.
The old saying that “what is one man’s meat may be
another man’s poison” applies .to nothing so much as
fiction. Most of the recent novels which are .on sale
in Canadian bookstores, are harmless enouglr in them-
selves; but they form an exceedingly poor intellectual
food. We would be sorry to advise anyone to reject
all fiction, because a bright, wholesome novel now:
and*then is an excellent recreation, and we are none
the worse for being taken out of wourselves for a little
while to follow the fortunes of some character created
by a dlever writer, but much; novel-reading is bad
intellectually. The effect of it seems to be destrue-
tive to the memory. Very few people read a novel
except to pass the time, and what 13 read is not half
taken in; the subtle analyses of motives, the pretty
bits of descriptive writing are slurred over with just
sufficient attention to keep the thread of the story
in mind. Thus a habit of careless reading is ac-
quired, but what is much worse, the memory, not be-
ing called upon to keep a record.of what is read, lets
it slip, and grows weak for want of practice. We
advise all young people to 1040k upon fiction simply
as a recreation. )

There are many lists of books, which are recom-
mended as a_course of readirig, but most of them rg+;,
quire that the reader shall own or have access to a
library such ay is by no means common, and it'is
also exceedingly difficult to point out to any particu-
lar person what he or she can read with pleasure and
profit.' Speaking to beginners we advise that they
read with some definite object. On a book \shelf
befqre us is a long series of volumes containing all
of Darwin’s ‘works. On another are Herbert Spen-
ser’s. On another are Ruskin’s. We would not ad-
vise any beginner in a course of reading to start at
one end of either of thése rows and go through with
them. On another shelf is an .encyclopedla, and in
these days of cheap encyclopedias every household
shbuld have one. For convenience we do not know
any bettér one than Chambers’ or the New Interna-
tional. The Britannica is too expensive and too vol-
uminous for most people. For a person who wishes
to enter upon a course of intelligent reading, an en-
cyclopedia is almost essential. No person can tell
another person what line of reading will be most at-
tractive to him, but any one can find out for him-
self by the use of an encyclopedia. Suppose, for ex-
ample, that a student is of the opinion that the biog-
raphical side of history would be interesting, and it
is vastly so, let him take his encyclopedia and pick
out some character. Having read what is said about
him, let him read up the various references in the
book to the same person and also the contemporary
history of the country in which he lived. In this
way it will be easy to ascertain if historical biog- :
raphy is a subject in which the student is likely to
be interested. If it is, the way is open for a course
of reading which cannot fail to be highly beneficial,
There is possibly no more wholesome reading than
such biography. It gives an insight into the springs
of human action, and it is full of inspiraton and en-
couragement. ‘Possibly the student may feel attract-
ed to some branch of science, and in such a case
the encyclopedia will be of the greatest use. It will
assist him to the first steps in his researches and
furnish him with a guide in his reading, that is, the
articles will suggest to him the line that he ought fo
follow, and he can purchase books accordingly. So
in all other|lines. The great thing is to learn what
is likely to 'interest you. fE NS

In view of the progress of events the world over,

“Wwe believe 2 great deal of gbod would e accomplished
by the general reading of history. One of the re-
sults of the modern system of school teaching has
been to gonfine the attention of pupils very largely
to the records of their own country. This came as
a revolt from fhe extremely: classical 1school,” whieh
did not concern itself with much that happened after,
the Middle Ages. Under that system a.boy began to
study history by learning the story of Romulus and
Remus and the founding of Rome, and by the time
he was leaving school he had finished with Rome,
obtained a smattering of the history of Greece, and
was able to rattle off a lot of dates in English his-
tory. During“the last generation the idea has gained
a foothold that ¢hildren ought to be taught first the
history of their own, country, and then, if there is
time, the history of other lands. Perhaps this is the

; better plan, but one result of -it is that most boys

and girls leave school with only a wvery ‘meagre idea
.of the progress of the world, and therefore, if we
are to be able to deal intelligently with the great
problems presented by the rapidly moving ‘succession
of modern events, we must devote some of our leisure
‘10 the reading of history. ‘We look upon this as of
‘special -importance, because of the fact that there
are many writers, whose works deal with great so-
cial problems, who are widely read and are having a
profound effect upon public opinion. 'The j\‘dicloué
reading of history will enable us to see that we in
this Twentieth Century are not the first people to
.grapple with many of these problems, and we might
learn ‘much from the successes and failures of those
who "have preceded us, and be better judges of the
theories and 'social nestrums so much prescribed
today. It is well to add that the consecutive reading
of history as a task to be accomplished, so that one
may be able to say he has gone throygh with it, is
likely to prove exceedingly uninteresting apd not very
profitable. Historical reading ought to be undertaken
according to some definite plan and with some de-
finite ‘object. ~For example, there is a history of
Charles XII of Sweden, by R. Nisbet Bain, which
reads like a romance. It gives one an admirable idea
of the condition of Europe two centuries ago, and
after the reader ‘has completed it, he may feel that
he ought to get some good life of Peter the Great
of Russia. “Then-he will undoubtedly wish to know
something about France in the days of le Grand
Monarque, and his successor, Louis V. Here is a
subject of surpassing interest. ‘Wonderful figures
stride across the stage, men of great talent and small
consciences, women of rare beauty and even greater
powers of intrigue. Nothing in fiction can compare
with the story of France in those times, and when
the reader has gone through with it, he wll be eager
to know the story of the French Revolution, that
awful event which even today is exercising a pro-<
found influence over the minds and actions of men.
Then he will want to know something of the men
whose teachings made the reyvolution possible, and
among them, perhaps, Jean Jacques Rousseau, of
whom it has been said that the thoughts, which he
proclaimed from his attic, are still reverberating
around the world. By this time he will have begun
to understand more of the inner workings of human
society than he had even imagined, and he will see
that a Napoleon was neceSsary, and will be eager to
know the real story of the marvellous career of this
man. As he follows this along and sees how oOne na-
tion after another succumbed to his genius, he will
note that one power only;seemed independent of
him, and that at every point at which Napoleon
came into ¢ontact with 7it, he:' met with defeat
until at last at Waterloo hig -eagles fell before
the Union. Jack. .Then the student will be in a
position - to = apprecigte . the . presaic details of
British ~ history . and. to understand what is
meant when we speak of -British traditions .and
the * British " constitution. We "have suggested that
a beginning -should be made with the life story
of Charles*XII, but there are others that would do as
well. We.have .chosen this because, by starting a
long way off from our ultimate goal, we get & better
idea of how history is interwoven than we would if
we began at home. To pursue such.a course of-read-

ing-as has just been suggested, it would be neces-
sary te read a good many books, but not always the
whole of each book.- It is better, indeed, to read only
those parts which have a bearing upon the special
line you #re following.

These suggestions may be of some service to those
who:are desirous of pursuing a course of profitable
reading. If you have grown so used to fiction that
you need some of -the element of story-telling to
make things interesting to you, it might be well to
begin your historical course with one or more of Mul-
bach’s ‘historical novels. These are substantially ac-
curate, and the talented author has reproduced many
actual conversations from letters, diaries and so on.

"The 'same general plan that can be followed with ad-

vantage in historical reading may advantageously be
adopted in regard to scientific subjects. Begin with
a popular work.on the subject which you intend to
read up on, and take up the elementary scientific side
of the subject only as you feel the meed of it. If you
begin with the elementary book, your interest is very
likely to flag before you have gone very far. To
sum the matter up: Read systematically and for a
specific object, using fiction as a recreation.

' ¥ ... MADAME DE SEVIGNE

In her lifetime the ndme of Madame de Sevigne
was: not associated with literature. = She probably
never wrote anything for publication. She was the
beautiful and accomplished wife of Henry, Marquis
de Sevigne, and after his death in her twenty-fifth
year, she devoted her life to the care of her son and
daughter, mingling in the highest society of France,
and eminent among her contemporaries for her attrac-
tiveness, her devotion to her children and her un-
sullied virtue amid the temptations of that aban-
doned period. Her maiden name was Marie de Ra-
butin-Chantal, and her father .was the Baron de
Chantal. * She was born in Paris in 1626. She was
left an orphan at the age of six, and the care of her
education” devolved upon her uncle, the Abbe Chan-\
tal, who ‘had her<instructed in Latin, Itallan and
Spanish. . The best teachers of the time were procured
for: her by the Abbe, who entertained for her the ten-
derést affection. At the age of ejghteen she was mar-
‘rled, but the union was not a happy one, her husband
being addicted to the vices of the time, and meeting
his death in a duel because of them. In her early
widowhood she had many lovers, among them such
distinguished.men as the Prince de Conti, Turenne,
Foquet, the great finance minister of his day.” Of-
fers. of marriage were many, but she declined them
all, and lived a lovely, virtuous life, secure ifi the
affection of her children, and it was, indeed, largely
because of her letters. to her daughter, Madame de
Grignan, that her fame has been preserved. Madame
de Grignan inherited her mother’s beauty and intel-
ligénee in a very high degres. Madame de Sevigne
died@ at the age of T0, from malignant smallpox.

Her fame rests upon her “letters,” which were
written during a period -of .twenty-five wyears, ..and
abound in exceedingly interesting and valuable in-=
forfation concerning the ‘history of her times. They
have been described as ‘“one of the finest literary
monuments in the French language.” Many of them
were written to her daughter, as has been said
above; others were to her. cousin, Mons. de Cou-
langes; ‘and yet others to others:. They are charac-
tel by & simpicity ofz language, a directness of
expression, A beauty’ of* trgql)z‘gm' that make them un-

exgelle®™as literary mddels)” Her conception of the -

:

bumorous side of things was exquisite, When she
sets out to relate some court incident, she catches
the attention of ‘the reader almost with the first
qu‘d. and holds it firmly, yet with so light a touch
that one does not feel it. She has a delicious way
of ;postponing the climax o;‘_.’. her stories, keeping ex-
pectation. on -tip-toe with amusing-details. Her best
kndwn letters are those  in: which she tells of. the
su;eide of . Vatel, and a brief extract from one of
the will illustrate her style of ‘writing. [The letter
is to_her daughter, and it begins thus: “Here, then,
I make up my packet. I'had intended to tell you that
the King ‘arrived yesterday at Chantilly. He "hunted
a stag by moonlight; the lamps did wonders; the
fireworks were a little eclipsed by the brightness of
our serene friend the moon; but the' 'evening, the
supper and the entertainment went off remarkably
well.  But what do you think I learned when'I camé
here? I am not yet recovered and 'hardly know what
I write. Vatel, the great Vatel, late maitre-d'hotel to
M. Foquet, and in that capacity with the prince, a
man so0 eminently distinguished in. taste and whose
abilities were equal to the government of a state—
this man, whom I knew' 80 well, finding at eight
o’clock this morning that the fish he sent for did
not come at the time he expected it, and unable to
bear the disgrace which he thought would inevitably
attach to him, ran himself through with his own
sword.” In her second letter she gave «fuller details,
and mentions the interesting fact that the banquet
hall, where. the king was entertained, was thickly
strewn with jonquilles. Her letter of December 15,
1670, to M. de Coulanges, in which she describes the
bethrothal of the Dauphiness to M. de Lauzen, is
one of the most amusing things ever written. It is
much too long to be reproduced here, and to at-
tempt to condense it would be'hopeless. Speaking of
her work, Gaston Boissier says, “There is nothing re-
markable about it except its simplicity and natural-
ness,” and he goes on to say that we are hardly able
to appreciate their qualities until we read works in
which they are lacking. Her wit was remarkable,
and. it must be confessed that she herself fully ap-
preciated it. She evidently tried to make her letters
dainty, elegant and witty, and when she had ac-
complished . something to her satisfaction was in-
tensely pleased with it herself. . The latest.editions of
her writings contain over sixteen hundred letters, but
a gonsiderable number of them were written by oth-
ers to her, ‘Which renders the series of greater value
in the light it' casts upon contemporary history than
it could otherwise have been. :

These letters are almost invaluable from a his-
torical point of view, because they give an insight
into the real life of the court of Louis XIV. The
habit of historians has been to represent the reign
of that monarch as one far removed from any that

préceded or suaceeded it, but.as Boissier says: “The .

seventeenth century in the histories is one thing, and
seeking to become acquainted with it by reading con-
temporary letters is another and a far different
thing.” - The latter is what Mademe de Sevigne en-
ables us to do, and it is well that she did, or we
might not ‘have been able to understand France of
the/ Bighteenth century, and  without the latter know-
ledge, we would be unable. to u_ndersta.nd aright the
awful tragedy of‘th® Revoliition. Therefore Madame
de .Sevigne 'not only furnished posterity with charm- -
ing letters, ‘which in their way are models of prose
whiting, but.she: held the mirror up to a court con-
cerning whose real character we might have remained
largely in -ignorance ‘but for her. ' This imperfect
sketch may be concluded by. an obseryation made by
Saint' Simion in his Memoirs, This not, very charit-
able observer of men, women'and events said: “Mad-
ame_de Sevigne, so amiable and of such excellent
company, died- some -time-iafter- at Grignan, at the
hquse of her’ daughter, her fdol,” who merited so little
to*be so. This woman, by her natural graces, the
sweetness of her wit, communicated those qualities
to those who/had them not.. She was, besides, ex-
tremely good,: and knew thoroughly many things
without ever wishing to appear as if she knew any-
thing.”

London, December. 27. — (Special
Cable Service.)—Thne "Standard prints
conspicuously a statement that Great
Britain has decided to:.establishh a new
naval squadron in the Pacific. The
paper says it will be composed of the
present fourth ecruiser squadron and
cix cruisers of the. county class, so-
called because the ships are named
after the counties of Great Britain.
The squadron, which will be called the
Pacific and North American, will, it
is expected, have its base at Eaqui-
malt. The scheme will become effec-
tive in May, 1908. *

It will perhaps be recalled that an
explanatory statement of the navy es-
timates for 1907-08 contained the an-
nouncement that the_.naval yards at
Halifax and HEsquifnalt would be
transferred to the Dominion Govern-
ment, subject to the condition that
they be available for repairing His
Majesty’s ships and that the Admir-
alty would be free to resume posses-
sion whenever naval dinterests requir-
ed it. The Standard says it does not
know how Canada will be affected by
the new scaeme. The fourth squadron
which consists of the.Creesy, Euralyus,
Hogue, Indefatigable. and Brilliant
cruises periodically in-North American
and West Indian waters. The Indefa-
tigable is stationed permanently there.
The Brilliant is employed in New-
foundland waters during the fishing
season. Of the county class of vessels
three are now in Chinese waters, two
in the Mediterranean; three in home
waters, and two are used as training
ships for cadets. «F

YUKON MEN RIVALS
TO LUTHER BURBANK

Cross Different Vabrigties of Potatoes
and Get GreatiYield as a
Resu

Dawson, Dec. 10.—Ninety sacks of
potatoes, weighing  five tons, is the
splendid result secured:by McCluskey
Brothers of Clear creék, from their
farm at the head of that creek, a few
miles below Dawson.- - The potatoes
matured this fall and are being held
by the owners for the spring market.
They are as sound and as firm and
mealy and as free irom moisture, the
owners declare, as any potatoes ever
brought to this country from the outer
world.

The place where the potatoes. were
grown is a black schist, with two or
three inches of soil sver the top.

By crossing the Rochester Rose and
the Golden Coin varieties of potatoes
one season, and folldwing ‘the result
the next year with & cross with the
Golden Coin, the Mc€luskeys obtained
a2 phenomenal potato:: The first cross
sent up two shoots, one yielding a pink
potato and the other a white. The
second year, when the pink potato was
crossed with the Golden Coin, a dark
blue spud was the result. The dark
blue fellow was grown this year. The
McCluskeys think they have something
which will make Luther Burbank take
notice, and promise after this to have
the world sitting up to spuds of any
shade. McCluskey will be happy when
he gets the emerald~tinted spud. He
paints ~ivid pictures of the heauties of
potatoes served red,-white and blue,
and with the emerald layer for a fin-
ishing deck.

From one potato which was cut up
and planted in thirty-four pieces last
vear, the McCiuskeys raised 150 pounds
of potatoes on their Clear creek farm.
The farm is at the head of Clear creek.
All kinds of vegetables, sueh as tur-
nips, cabbages, lettuce, carrots, onions
and the like are grown: there with great
success.

Yukon is beginning to raise quanti-
ties of potatoes and some predict that
the Yukon yet will cirt a figure in tle
world’s alcoholic production from spuds
as well as raise all the potatoes needed
in the northland. Many other Klon-
dikers also are turning out fine spud
crops this year. d

CHARITABLE PLAN
OF MRS, BAKER EDDY

Sum of Million Dollars fo Be
Devoted to Foundation
for Poor

Boston, Dec. 27.—Details of the plans

‘of Mrs. Mary Baker G. Eddy, head of

the Christian Scientist church, in re-
lation to charitable institution which
she is to found, are contained in an
editorial by Archibald McLellan in the
current issue of the Christian Science
Sentinel.

The editorial says in part: “Mrs.
Eddy has consented that the institu-
tion which she purposes to found will
bear her name, and therefore will be
known as ‘Mary Baker G. Eddy's
Charitable Foundation’ The board of
directors will be created in Boston,
the recognized headquarters of her
church, and in plan and scope this
fund will be an educational opportun-
ity by which indigent persons will be
taught gratuitously the science of
Christ-healing as practised by Jesus,
and as made known through the writ-
ings of Mrs. Eddy.

“The sum of $1,000,000 will be de-
voted to this purpose. Mrs. Eddy’s
benevolence will be open to all those
individuals who are genuinely inter-
ested in Christian Science for its
truths, and who shall present to the
board of directors of the fund satis-
factory proof of their indigence, their
religious views and their moral char-
acter. The students of Christian Sci-
ence will be maintained by this fund
until such time as the board of direc-
tors shall have pronounced them good
healers of the sick, end deliver to them
certificates to this effect. The benefici-
aries of this fund and the families of
those who have families, ai® to be sup-
ported from the income of the fund
and the number of students and their
families to be supported will depend
upon the amount of income.

“Mrs. Eddy has turned this matter
over to a prospective bouvd of direc-
tors for them to work out the details
of the charity. In the meantime no
further information on the subject can
be given out, and no letters of inquiry
should be addressed to Mrs. Eddy.”

The' effort to mak® #the-civil and- the
solar year more nearly approximate
has been fhe worry of rulers for thou-
sands of years. A Whilg the Gregorian
calendar was adopted inithe ¥8th cen-
tury by Great Britain, it had been in
existence since the e of the 16th
centivy, when,the gre

XIIIL, adopted the system, the author
of which was Luigi Lillo Ghiraldl, a
Hearned -astromter and .physieian . ef
Naples; © The @regorian'calendar wds
an improvement upon the Augustan
which in turn was a dopbtful improve-
ment upon ‘that - which*was eriginated
by Julius' Caesar uporn the advice of
Sosigenes, a famous scientist of Alex-
andria.

The»Julian calendar gave, :January,
March, May; July, ‘Séptember and No-
vember, each 31 days. The other
months were to have’i30 with the ex-
ception of February,: which in comion
years should have only 29, but in leap
year 30 days. To gratify the vanity
of Augustus on his, ascension the
month named after Rim' was given one
of the days belonging to February,
September and November were reduc-
ed to 30 in order tHat-three months of
31 days should not ‘cofne ‘together and
the additional days given to October
and December. By this arrangement
the mean length pf the year is fixed at
366% days, every ;three  years the
length being 365, while the fourth year
it was 366.

By this arrangement the year is
placed too long by 11 minutes and 14
seconds. In three hundred years this
would amount to a day. The Gregorian
calendar abolished ten days and direct-
ed that to rectify the error in the
Julian computation, while every year
divisible by four should be a leap year
that this should not thqold good in the
case of centurial years, which are only
leap years when they are divisible by
four after omitting the two ciphers.
For this reason 1900 was not a leap
year.

All of which, while it may be neces-
sary to reconcile the civil and solar
years does nothing whatever to ex-
plain why probably the section within
which is numbered prebably the larger
number of the human race should dur-
ing this one year in four enjoy more
privileges than it does at other times.
Any request made by a lady is sup-
posed to be granted.

Well, it all arose through the devo-
tion of Numg: Porgpilius for the nymph
Egeria. Numa, the second of the
Roman kings, was a peaceful monarch
and -quite unlike his fierce predeces-
sor.

WAS WIDELY KNOWN |
THROUGHOUT PROVINCE

Late Judge Nelson of Rossland
" "a Prominent Figure in-
Kooten.ays

The- body of-the late. William .J.
Nelson, one of the bést known men
of the Kdgtenays, for years city soli¢i-
tor -and police magistrate of Rossland,
who dled recently at that town, arrived
in the city last evening from Vancou-
ver and will be interred here. De-
ceased- leaves two sisters, Mrs. -J|
Scott and Mrs. Graham ,both residents
of Victoria, to mourn his death. For
nearly eleven years the late Mr. Nelgon
had been a resident of Rossland, hav-
ing come to that place from Ontario
where he was born 47 years ago.
Death came suddenly and painlessly.
He was found dead in his bed and had
apparently quietly expired. !

At the opening of the court at Ross-
land this week Judge Florin, who pre-
sided, and who had been associated in
legal practice with the late Judge
Nelson, referred in feeling terms to the
death of his friend, He spoke of the
promising career which opened to
Judge Nelson in Toronto, where he had
been president of the Young Men's
Conservative assoclation, and to ir
close association in after years, to
thelr’ campalgn “together  thfdugh the
Northwest rebellion and their later
friendship in British Columbia. The
late Judge Nelson was widely known
in British Columbia and the news of
his death will be learned with general
regret.

After practicing several years in
Toronto, where he graduated from Os-
goode hall, he came west. Besides the
busy life of a successful practioner he
found time to indulge his taste along
artistic and literary lines, He was a
forciful speaker and in all matters of
an histronic nature he found time to
exercise his abilities.

His literary abilities were of a high
ordef. He was the author of a number
of short poems, his “Knee Deep in
June” and “Raw Recruit” being effu-
sions of high order. As a-member of
the Queen’s Own Rifles. the late Judge
Nelson served ‘through the Riel rebel-
lion- and he was the author of the song
sung everywhere on the return of the
boys, “Pork, Beans and Hardtack.” A
production from his pen which will be
well - known to western curlers was the
Curlers’ _Annual jast issued by the
Kootenay Curlers’ assoclation.

The funeral” will take place this af-
ternoon at 2.30 o’clock from the parlors
of the B. C. Funeral Furnishing com-
pany, Government street, where ser-
vices will be conducted by Rev. T. W.

BRITISH COLUMBIA'
ROMANGE IS TOLD

Barnet vOperatof Saves Girl's
Life and Then Marries Her
in Ottawa

The following story of ‘a romance
which had its origin in this pgovince
appears in the Ottawa Free Press of
Thursday, Dec. 19:

“The romantic sequel to the heroic
rescue of a young Ottawa lady from
drowning by a Canadian Pacific rail-
way telegraph .operator at Barnet,
B.C., in the summer transpired last
evening in the quiet of the parsonage
of Bethany church, Richmond road,
when Rev! Robert Eadie® united in
marriage Miss Edith Olive Thompson,
daughter of Edmund Thompson, 39 Di-
vision street, to Cement Bradbury
Young, of Barnet, B.C.

“Nearly 12 months ago, Mr. Thomp-
son and his daughters, Edith and Nel-
lie, left for a visit to the Pacific. By
the shore of the ocean an intimacy
grew between Mr. Young, who was
stationed there as a telegraph operator
for the C.P.R., and the elder girl, Miss
Edith Thompson, and rapldly ripened
into love.

“In May, as members of a jolly party,
the young people were bathing, when
Edith and Nellie, unaccustomeéd to the
eccentricities of the tide, were swept
off their feet and were in immediate
danger of drowning. .

-Alarmed by their cries for assistance
‘Mr. Thompspn, the father, rushed into
their aid. Being unable to swim, he,
too, was in serious difficulty until Mr.
Young came to the rescue. Although
not by any means a good swimmer the
brave young fellow succeeded after, sev-
eral attempts, in rescuing all three from
the clutch of the receding waves.

“It is needless to add that any prev-

jous ties of friendship between Miss
Edith and the gallant youth were con-
siderably strengthened, and before the
young lady returned to the east arrange-
ments had been made for a wedding.
" “On his way to the capital fate again
manifested itself in a strange manner.
Mr. Young was a passenger on No. 96
train which plunged headlong into the
ditch at Angler with fatal results to
the engineer and fireman.

“Mr. Young was one of the first to
participate in the work of rescue. With
one or two others he endeavored to ex-
tricate the fireman, who, pinned and
crushed beneath the wheels, was séream-
ing in agony. In their efforts to-effect
the unfortunate man’s release they were
obliged to pull until one leg, so badly
crushed that it hung only by a shred of
flesh, was severed. Both engineer “and
fireman succumbed later.

“In addition to this gruesome task
Mr. Young was obliged to take a lengthy
turn at the telegraph instrument until
the line was cleared. His arrival in’ the
capital was delayed 28 hours by the.mis-
hap.

“The ceremony last evening was quiet.
The bride was given away by her father
and was attended by her sister, Miss
Ellen, whom the groom had also res-
cued. Samuel G. Lowrie was grooms-
man.

“Mr. and Mrs. Young left this after-
noon for Maine, where they will spend
the honeymoon until New Year’s with
relatives. After a brief visit to the Cap-
ital. again they will leave for' Barnet,

B. C., where they will reside.”

MILK ANALYSIS

Inland Revenue Department Finds
Toronto and British Columbia
Samples Bad

Ottawa, Dec. 27.—An Inland Revenue
department bulletin. has been issued
on the inspection.of milk from 343
samples collected during July and
August.

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WARSHIP GOMES
10 ESQUIMALT

Sloop Algerine is Ordered to
Join the Shearwater and
Egeria Here

IS COMING FROM CHINA

Vessel Will Sail For This Coast
Some Time During Next
Month

(From Saturday’s Daily)

H. M. S. Algerine has been ordered
to Esquimalt from Hongkong to aug-
ment the British warships maintain-
ed here by the admiralty since the
withdrawal of the Esquimalt squad-
ron following the inauguration of Sir
John Fisher’s policy of concentrating
the effective warships of the British]
navy and retiring ‘the -older fighting
craft. Advices were rteceived at ‘Es-.
quimalt ~ yesterday that H. M. S. Al-
gerine, a twin-scyrew sloop of war of
the type of the Shearwater, but larger
and more efficient, has been ordered
to commission at Hongkong in Janu-
ary with volunteers from the China
squadron, and will be made ready to
start across the Pacific, probably by
way of Japan and Honolulu, by the
end VYf next month. The Algerine,
which! was used by Rear-Admiral
Moore, the retiring commander of the
China 'squadron, as a despatch vessel,
has a speed of 17% knots an hour. She
is a vessel of 1,050 tons—the Shear-
water’s tonnage is 980 tons—and has
1,100 indicated horse power.

The complement to be carried by the
Algeine will be 159 men, .to- be made
up of velunteers,chosen from those
serving in the squadron stationed in
Hongkong. The complement is ex-
pected 'to be completed within a week,
and the vessel provisioned and ready
to leave by the end of the month, be-
ing due here about March or April.

H. M. S. Shearwater, Commander
Allgood, will be the flagship of the
new Esquimalt squadron, which - will
be composed of that vessel, the Alger-
ine and Egeria, which, according to a
despatch received - yesterday from
London, will be recommissioned for
further service at Esquimalt when her
commissiop expires in April. The Al-
relieve. the Shearwater of
much of her arduous work, and it is
expected that she will make the an-
nual cruise to Bering sea to carry out
the sealing patrol.

«Like the Shearwater, the Algerine
has been struck off the effective’ list
of the British navy, and is classed - in
the navy list as among the vessels
ovailable for subsidiary services, but,
like the Shearwater, her armament kss
not been removed. The Algerine car-
ries eight five-inth M. L. guns, per-
cussion firing, and is fitted with four
torpedo tubes.. She has a square rig
on her forward mast and is bark-rig-
ged aft. % .

The ordering of the Algerine to: Es-
quimalt is eonsidered by navel men to
mean that the admiralty does not.in-
tend to re-establish - the Esquimalt
naval station with an efficient cruising
squadron, as has been reported .from
time to time. On the other hand, per-
sistent reports are being received
that the station will again ' be estab-
lished, and'color is lent to this by the
fact that, despite the strenuous ef-
forts being made by the Dominion
government to secure control of the
naval yard at Esquimalt, the Admir-
alty still retains hold.

The special correspondent of
Chicago Dally News, cabling from
London under Monday’s date, said:

“The newspapers insist today that
the admiralty is committed to the pro-
Ject of a strong cruiser force with its
base at BEsquimalt. Inquiries by the
Daily News correspondent indicate
that this is likely, but that the object
of the.departure, so far from being to
spike America’s 'strategic guns in the
Pacific, is to form the nlcleus of a
British fleet in that ocean sufficiently
large to calm Canadian and Australian
minds and to assure Britons at home
that an undue preponderance of Jap-
anese sea strength will not be permit-
ted.” j

Since the withdrawal of the fleet
from Esquimalt some of the duties
previously undertaken by the British
navy in the Pacific have. been aban-
doned, and probably with the rein-
forcement- of the local service by the
sloop Algerine some of these may be
resumed. It was the custom of one
of the Esquimalt vessels to proceed
or a southern Pacific cruise yearly,
and it was also the custom to de-
spatch one of the warships from - this
station once a year to renovate the
monument to Capt. Cook at Kealake-
kua bay, Island of Hawaii, distant
about 170 miles from Honolulu. Now
the United States government, by ar-
rangement with the admiralty, car-
and the United
States tug Iroquois went in Novem-
ber, under orders { of Rear-Admiral
Very; the American naval commander
at Honolulu, to renovate the monu-
ment to the great navigator: The un-
dergrowth in the enclosure was all
cut down, the lettering of the inscrip-
tion re-blackened and the cannop and
chains surrounding the monumenf™re-
painted by the United States blue-
jackets.

The order would
mean additional work for his office, in-
asmuch as where the business with the
States was done at points where a lo-
cal agent could not be reached the
Vancouver office would have to-under-
take -the work at long distance range.

If the plan of abandoning all the up-
country points is maintained by the
United States government, the only
States representatives in the province
will be those at Vancouver, Victoria
and Cumberland.

Opinions Expressed on the

Bellingham, Wash.,, Dec. 27.—Lost
for forty-eight hours in the wet woods
without fire or food, and finally com-
ing to human habitation across the
boundary line in British Columbia is
the experience related by Elmer B.
Smith of this city, owner of the Buf-
falo Shingle company’s mill near Lyn-
den. Smith tells a graphic story of
his long, lonely hike, the discomforts
of which rivaled those of a mariner
marooned on an uninhabited island.

He was visiting a shingle-bolt cut-
ting near his mill, he states, and on
his return became '‘cgnfused and wan-
dered off thé trail. The more he tried
to find ‘the mill the -more thoroughly
lost he beeams, and finally, totally at
fault, he plunged off on a straight line,
trusting to eventually find some log-
ging camp or ranch. For a whole day
he walked, and when he was forced by
darkness to stop, he made a hungry,
fireless camp-" To add to his miseries
the rain commenced falling soon after
nightfall, and he was drenched before
morning. The next day, continuing
on his course, he came to a ranch, and
was told to his astonishment, that he
was across the boundary and on.Brit-
ish soil. = He was directed to a rail-
road, and returned to his mill last eve-
ning.

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RECOVERY FROM
FINANGIAL PANIG

Reports on Condltion of New
York State Banks Are
Satlsfactory

INCREASE OF RESERVES

Few Depositors Make With-
drawals From City's Sav-
ings Banks

New York, Dec. 26.—Under the call
of the state banking department for
reports of their conditions of Decem-
bLer 19 twenty-one trust companies and
twenty-nine state banks of Greater
New York have filed their formal
statements. While the effects of the
recent storm are plainly evident, es-
pecially in regard to those few insti-
tutions against whom the attack
seemed maost directed, the statements
as a whole bear testimony of the
quick recovery generaily made anjd:
the unwavering confidence - of the
great body of .depositors.

The reports also show that certain
of the state banks of New York city
did their share towards relieving the
financial situation in other cities.
They accomplished this by accepting
from the local national banks a large
cuantity of clearing house certificates
lzcaving the national banks in a po-
sition to employ their cash in relief
of customers and correspondents in
the irjerior. The extent to which
the New York national banks depleted
their own reserve to avert the threat-
ened crisis has already been shown in
the reports of the treasury department
at Washington.

The twenty-nine state banks of New
York, Brooklyn and the  other
brouughs of Greater New York, which
have so far reported, show aggregate
deposits of $225,000,000 not including
amounts due to other banks and trust
companies. Of this enormous sum,
the net loss in withdrawals since Aug-
ust 2 last amounted to only $3,056,117
The losses were distributed among 18
banks, with total withdrawals of $13,-
925,761, while eleven banks showed
an aggregate gain of $10,869,644. The
New York City banks, under  state
jurisdiction further helped out the
general financial situation by paying
back the national banks much of the
money on deposit by the latter insti-
tutions. Fifteen of the state banks
show heavy decreases in the amounts
due to other banks. !

Alowing for all withdrawals and
the purchase of clearing house cer-
tificates, which are now held as col-
lateral, the state banks indicated their
prosperous condition by maintaining
cash reserves in some instances far
in excess of the fifteen per cent re-
quired by the state laws. One of .the
holders ' of the certificates
sSHowes a reservé. of 24 per cefit...Only
on estate bank took advantage of its
membership in the clearing house as-
sociation to issue certificates, which
are now outstanding, a liability item
of $520,000. Nine of the state banks
hold clearing house certificates to the
extent of $7,100,000. Loans and dis-
counts show a decrease in the state-
ments of nineteen of the banks, while
the values of stocks,” bonds, mortga-
ges, taxes and items of resource, al-
so -show a general shrinkage. A ma-
jority of the banks show an increase
of cash on hand. Especially is this
true of specie, which attained a wid-
er circulation in New York during
the financial crisis = than for many
Years past.

The report of the Trust Company
of America, which withstood a run of
many days, was awaited with much
interest. It shows a net decline in
cash reserve of less than one per cent
since August last. The cash reserve
of the company now on had is $3,354,-
223, a percentage of 16.7, as against
the legal 15 per cent required by law.
The reserve of the company last Aug-
ust was something more than $11,000,-
000, or 17.52 per cent of the deposits.
The (-apigal of the Trust company of
America, as with all the other com-
panies submitting reports, remains un-
impaired. This gshowing of the com-
pany is made despite the fact that
during the run it paid out more than
$50,000,000. Part of this came from
the $20,000,000 turned over to the
institution by the committee of trust
companies which came to the relief of
the Trust Company of America, when
it was in need. The total amount of
deposits now on the company’s books
is $20,193,402, as shown by the De-
cember statement.

The premier further stated that he
expected the complete report would be
sent in in a few days, after which the
government would be in a position to
act. Mr. Roblin stated that Mr. Sise
had given a price at which he had de-
cided to sell out, but that he (Mr. Rob-
lin) was not at present in a position
to state what that price was. Any
acion of the government would be to-
ward getting the best value possible
for the people of the province.

The premier further stated that the
government had power to purchase
the system of any company in the pro-
vince by agreement, and would enly
have to go to the House for ratifica-
tion.

Premier Roblin was asked in-refer-
ence to the report that the govern-
ment had ,promised an Iindependent
telephone -company a charter at the
next session of the House. The pre-
mier replied that there was absolutely
no truth whatever in any such report.
He had not met any of the promoters
of the vompany to which he was said
to have given his bond, and had given
no undertaking whatever.

“I do not give bonds, nor do I usual-
ly place myself in the hands of any
individual or company,” was the pre-
mier’s emphatic reply to the query
whether any such undertaking was
given.

The premier characterized the whole
story as a fabrication, a not war-
ranted by anything that is even sup-
posed to have taken place.

Poisoned With Arsenic.
Quebec,: . Dec. 26.—The coroner’s in-
quest.on the body of Mrs. Omer Roch-
ette, ‘whowe death and subsequent ex-
humation caused so much comment
and so many different stories, took
place today. Dr. Marois and Dr. Val-
lee, who made the autopsy, and Rev.
Dr. Filion, who made the analysis of
the stomach, stated that it was found
deceased died by arsenic poisoning. At
3.30 this afternoon the jury rendered a
verdict to the effect that deceased died
of arsenical poisoning, criminally ad-
ministered by her husband, Omer
Rochette, who is held criminally re-

sponsible. Rochette is missing.

Toronto, Dec. 26.—Gustav Hobree-
ker, a fur dealer, committed suicide
by shooting tonight. He left a lettér
saying he could no longer stand the
blackmail and slander. He failed in
business a year ago.

WOMAN MURDERED
IN BRUTAL MANNER

Nude Body Found in Pond in
Outskirts of Newark, New
Jersey -

Newark, N. J,, Dec. 26.—A murder
combining the elements of mystery
and deliberate cruelty that make it
out of the ordinary was committed on
the Hackemsack meadows in the town
of Harrison early today, and the nude
body of the victim a comely woman of
perhaps 30 years was found nearly
submerged in the icy waters of a lit-
tle pond. Only the feet projected
when chance passersby broke the ice
in which the exposed portions were
incrusted and dragged the body
ashore .this afternoon.

The dead woman was finely featur-
ed. Her hair and nails gave evidence
of .a recent-.and scrupulous toilet, and
such of her of clothing as was sub-
sequently found was soft in texture
and suggested style and an owner of
refinement rather than one whose
habits might lead her to frequent the
vicinity of crime. The pond in which
the body was thrown is made by the
overflow from the Passic river and is
directly across the river from this city

The body had not been identified to-
night, and it was pretty well estab-
lished that it was not that of a resi-
dent of this city or of Harrison. Its
description does not correspond with
any of the women reported to the po-
lice as missing. Two men who occu-
pied a yacht moored near where the
body was found are detained by the
police, but the most .important clue
obtained was furnished tonight by
Peter Coogan, a watchman employed
by the Marine company, who recog-
nized the body as that of a woman
whom he had seen crossing the mead-
ows in company with a man early to-
day. Later he saw the man alone.
He carried & bundle in his arms. The
man. was short and stout.

Coogan, whose duties keep him in
the neighborhood of the murder, told
the police: “While outdoors at 2
o’clock this morning I saw this woman
in company with a man crossing the
meadows, going in the direction of
the pond. They passed 80 near me that
I recognized the woman’s features.
Some time later, perhaps an hour, the
man returned and again passed me,
this time going in the direction from
which the two had come, and I first
saw them. This time the man was
alone. In his arms he carried a bun-
dle, which he had not had before. He

.undeér an electric light and while he

was short and thick set” Coogan

’

could not give a better description -of
the man. W

Two girls returning to. their homes
in Harrison long after midnight this
morning. heard a woman's cries floating
over the marsh land. They seemed to
come from the direction of the pond
and to the startled gi‘}s sonded like
‘“‘Spare me,” and “Help.” Nearer home
the girls were approached by a well
dressed stranger, who accosted and
followed them, until a policeman was
met with, when he turned and fled.
The girls had a good view of the man

was well and neatly dressed, his hands
showed either that he was accustomed
to manual labor or had recently been
engaged in work that*soiled his fing-
ers. Life had been tinct, the” cor-
oner said, about twel\ﬁwurs when the
body was found this ernoon.

A mark on the neck indicated that
strangulation was the manner of death.
Scratches on leg and trunk and pieces
of cinders forced into the flesh’ showed
that the body had been dragged along
a cinder path which skirts the pond.
The police picked up a white silk
waist, slashed up the back, a skirt
and a pair of silk garters.

Following the path, the police came
upon the yacht “Idle Hour,” which was
tied up at a point on the Passaic about
three hundred yards from where the
woman was abandoned.

On the yacht the police say that they
found a sealskin muff and a fur ned®
piece. The occupants of the yacht
were Albert Thompson, 40 years old,
of Elizabeth, and Fred Kirkman, 38
years” old. 'Both  men ‘were ‘employed
on the boat. Thompson said@-that he
found the fur pieces near the ecinder
path this morning. The police found
on the boat dishes enough for three
diners. There were thres plates,
three saucers and so on. The men,
however, said'that they had had no
visitors on the Idle Hour. Both were
arrested as suspicious characters. The
police said that they had. practicplly
nothing against the prisoners, but
would retain them wuntil further in-
quiry could be made.

Thompson bears a good reputation.
He went to Elizabeth from England,
and was employed as a moulder, until
three weeks ago, when he came to this
city. It was understood at the time
that he contemplated purchasing a
boat.

Main Exhibition Palace, Poul-
try and Machinery Halls
Lost

WORK OF INCENDIARIES

The Fire Brigade Powerless to
Check Flames Raging in
Seasoned Timbers

(From Friday’s Daily)

By a fire, which broke oyt about 8
o’clock last evening, the main exhibi-
tion building, the poultry and machin-
ery halls, the restaurant and one row
of horse stables were totally destroyed.

The origin of the fire is unknown,
but there is a strong suspician that it
was the work of an incendiary. The
damage is estimated in the neighbor-
hood of $25,000.  About half gae. loss
is covered by insurance.

The first to detect the flames was
‘W. MclIntosh, the superintendent of the
Old Men's home. . At 8:15 o’clock he
noticed a flare from the upper win-
dows of the home and at first thought
it was a lamp or light in the main
exhibition building.” A second later
he saw tae flames burst out from the
upper windows. He at once gave the
alarm, and at 8:30, Chief Watson ar-
rived on the scene in advance of his
men.

Short as was the time which had
elapsed, the fire had made much head-
way, and smoke and ‘flames _were
pouring from the front windows of the
building. - Fanned by a strong south-
east wind, the first spread rapidly and
the building was soon a mass of fire.

There iz but one hydrant on the
grounds, and when the hose carts ar-
rived, a feeble stream of water was
obtained but this proved of little value.
The combination chemical and hose
cart irom ‘the Yates street station, to
ecomplicate matters, was
stuck in the roadway leading up to the
exhibition entrance, and a second later
the big four ton steamer was also
mired.

From all appearances the fire had
started in the zoutheast corner on the
main floor of the big building and the
seasoned timber was literally licked
up by the devastating element.

Across the intervening space, which
separated the machinery and poultry
halls from the larger building, the fire
jumped and showers of sparks falling
on the restaurant and “the stables
nearby were also kindled. The fire-
men were powerless to save the
buildings. . The roof and upper floor
of the main building fell at 9 o’clock.
-It was ,only when the flames were
spreading along the length. of older
stables to the new ones recently con-
structed, that their march was check-
ed. By 10:30 there was nothing but
the dying embers to show where the
buildings had stood.

St. John, N. B. Dec. 26.—Three
children of Enos Veniett, of Lower
Northfield, N. S., were drowned, in a
pond near their parents’ house yes-
terday. The father and mother had
gone to church, but had warned the
young folks not to skate. This they
disobeyed. When the parents return-
ed the children were missing., Search
was made, and all three were found in
the same hole in the ice.

Cotton Curtailment

Lowell, Mass., Dec. 26.—The
agreement by the New England Cot-
ton Manufacturers today to cdrtail
production 25 per cent of the working
time between January and March had
been expected here. It is understood
that all the Lowell mills, employing
about 2,000 persons, will follow the
plan. Some of the larger mills have
been running at night, and their op-
erations will hot be so bady affected
as those who work in mills that have
been operating the daytime only.

Murder at Brampton.

Brampton, Ont, Dec. 26.—James
Curry, farmer, eighty years old, “was
shot and instantly killed last night by
his hired man, who was known. as
Jack.  Mr. Curry's son and the hired
man got fnto a row, and the old man
entered the room to see what the
trouble was, when he was shot. The
hired man then threatened the =on,
but the latter grappled with him and
managed to overpower him. The man
is an Englishman, about 27 years old,
and has been at Curry’s a month, His
name is unknown.

Norwood Resident’s Death,

Winnipeg, Dec. 26—James Connolly,
the horseman, who died yesterday in
Ottawa was a resident of Norwood, a
St. Boniface suburb. his home being
St. Mary’s road, in the south part of
the town. He resided there for many
years and carried on business as a
live stock trader. He recently went
to Ottawa to visit friends, and had
practically retired from active work
on account of his advanced age. He
was an Irishman by birth. Before
coming west he was interested in
horce racing.

Killed by Strike-Breaker
Binghampton, N. Y. Dec. 26—
Joseph Frank, who has been employed

as a strikebreaker in the Erie shops
at Susquehanna, was arrested late this
afternoon, charged with the murder of
John Sullivan -at that place at noon
today. It was with difficulty that the
officers succeeded in getting the pris-
oner to the jail through the large
crowd that had congregated, and from
which were heard cries of “lynch him,”
“string him up.” Coroner Merrill em-

pannelled a jury and began an inquest
into the shooting.

Old Men’s home, who first noticed the
flames, had been working on a boat,
which he has been building by permis-
sion in the machinery hall. He cross-
ed the grounds in the afternoon 'and
everything was safe at that time. No
suspicious characters have been seen
in the neighborhood.

Considerable excitement was created
by the sight of the flames which fllu-
mined the sky to the east. The re-=
port current upon the street was that
the Provincial Royal Jubilee hospital
was on fire and hundreds of people
crowded the cars or walked to the
scene. Six-additional cars were place-
ed upon-the line @and these could hard-
ly handle the crowds.

The flames were visible for miles
around and from Seattle there came
word that a ship was on fire near the
Canadian shore and particulars were
demanded.

When the fire was under way, a
telephone message was received at the
police station from the officers of the
Shearwater offering the servVices of a
squad of\ men, but as little cduld be
done, the thoughtful offer was not ac-
cepted. )

City Detectives Perdus and McDon-
ald with other members of the police
force co-operated with the chief and
men of the fire brigade and a crowd
of volunteers aided in the work of
tearing down a portion of the stables
in order to check the progress of the
flames. The fire did not reach the
gaps so that the efforts of the latter
were wasted.

While the exact amount of insur-
ance on the burned building could not
be ascertained last night it was stated
by the city assessor that insurance
to the amount of over $12,000 was car-
ried. On the main building there was
insurance -of $10,000; on the chicken
house, $1,500; on machinery hall,
$1,000 ,and also insurance on the sheds
though in the latter case the amount
could not be learned. There was no in-
surance on the old. restaurant. The
main building, chicken house and
horse sheds were built in 1891 at a
cost of $25,000. The - insurance s
divided between the majority of com-
panies doing business here.

Fires:Shot at Employe of B, C.
Electric Gompany Late
Last Night

(From 'Friday’s’ Daily)

Fast sprinting on the part of John
Meldram, 2913 Douglas street, an em-
ploye of the B. C. Electric company,
when assailed by a masked footpad
with a revolver in working order last
evening at the corner of Langley and
Fort streets, averted an attempted
holdup and saved for the company a
sum of about $150. The man with the
gun fired a shot at the fleeing Mel-
dram, but migsed him in the darkness,
and Meldram dodged into the office
doorway with the money safely in his
possession. When the police took the
trail of the knight of the road a few
minutes later all trace of him had
disappeared.

VERYBODY demands red flowers for
New Year’'s—gorgeous, glowing red,
because it is the cheeriest color. Red
flowers' seem to radiate a positive
warmth ‘that makes @ them doubly
welcome at this. season, for not only
do they typify good-will ' to all men,
but, by their sharp contrast with
the outdoors, add to the comfort in-
side. And there is a deal more in the
influence of color than some of us
think, 4

The Two Favorite Cut Flowers

Because of its fragrance and because of its sturdy
growth, the American Beauty rose still stands highest
in popular esteem, but not every one can afford a
bunch of these roses. It is not so Ilong ago that
Meteor was the only dark red rose of this-season, but
it gave place to Liberty which was perhaps a little
easier for the majority to grow; and this year, the
new ‘American rose, Richmond, will be the leader in
the big cities because it has the¢ advantage of lasting
better. = ‘

The most satisfactory cut flowers for most people
on New: Year's are red carnations, because they last
longer and cost less than roses. They lend themselves
easily to decorative purposes, and - the colors of the
red ones are more fiery, tgo. Of the = newer bright
red varieties that are most/popular this year, Beacon
is the leader, and has won its place largely on ac-
count of its behavior in the greenhouse. Color and
fragrance are qualities that captivate the public, .but
the grower 1looks also into questions of constitution,
treedom of bloom, rigidity of stem, et¢. All these are
so balanced \in the variety Beacon that it is at the
present time a commercial favorite. It has been
given us by, Peter Fisher, whose Mrs. T. W. Lawson
marked ‘a new era in carnation standards.

A variegated carnation, having red. splashed on
white, 1s welcome as a foil to the other flowers and is
still in keeping. Really worthy-varieties of this type
are few.. The variety Mrs. G. M. Bradt has held the
lead for several years, b in its turn is being sup-
planted by the beautifuf Mrs. Patten, of large size
and having the red splashings of ‘a lighter, more
pleasing hue. .

The ‘Reddest Flower of All

Potted plants in flower are preferable to cut flow-
ers because they last longer and many of them can
be kept over until next Christmas. The brightest yed
color is seen in the poinsettia,, but -its. endurance is
short once it is taken-away rron} hﬁthouse condi-.
tions.

The Most Profuse of Flowers

For the greatest profusion of flower, the Gloire de
Lorraine begonia is the best plant, ‘but’ the flowers
are pink, not red, yet they have sufficient suggestion
of warmth to make them acceptable. But it is chief-
ly because of their extraordinary profusion that they

ve.become so popular. - The plast -will thrive in an

dinary living-room, remaining in flower for weeks.
Cut. it down after the flowers fade and encourage a
new growth to develop. \
The Cheapest Flowering . Plant

The most easily grown and the cheapest flower-
ing plant of the season is the geranitm.
can keep it growing after the flowers have fadéd and
can confidently count upon a suceession ' of flower
heads until the weather bécomes warm enough to set
the plant outdoors. 3

The geranium is one of the best subjects for the
beginner in gardening' to . play ~with, and much®
pleasure can be derived from raising new plants from
cuttings. These are made front’ the ends of the
shoots, . and taking them. off will make the parent
plapt more stocky. The removed shoots can be put
into any light, well drained soil and are almost sure
to ‘strike” and make roots.

In the more modern kinds, the individual flowers
are often about two inches across, but the best New!
Year’s colors are still found in some of the older fa-
vorites.

Amateurs who want to have their geraniums in
flower on New Year's must start the plants into
growth early in the summer, not l'tting them flower
before the winter. ~

The Best Primrose

The Chinese primrose, with+its ‘truss of bright
_flowers nestling snugly in a' rosette of handsome fol-
iage, is eminently well-fitted for a centre-piece for
the breakfast table. It will thrive in a fairly cool
room, and as.a window plant when it does not get
either chilled or dry. 1 have seen it fiourish for a
yvhole vear, throwing up a succession of flowe#s and
increasing greatly in size. But .a sudden change of
air is certain to injure the plant. \

Year's without a greenhouse, but it is always seen in
quantity, both cut and in pots or pans at the florist’s.
A very pretty decoration is made by arranging four
tulips in a six-inch' pot with a small fern in the cen-
tre. Sometimes forced pips of 'lily-of-the-valley are
arranged with the tulips. It is hardly worth while to
have the bulbs for anothef year, but if one really
wants to it can be done easily. Keep the bulb grow-
ing after the flower has fallen, and when the foliage
is properly ripened, plant the bulbs outdoors after all
frost is past and leave them alone to flower the fol-
lowing spring, or they may be stored -indoors like
other bulbs and set out in the fall.—Leonard Barron,

The Edible Passion-Flower (Passiflora Edulis)

We have heard much lately, of the edible Passion-
flower, which has been Imported from abroad; but
this luscious and wholesome fruit, a delicious accom-
paniment to the breakfast table, has long been known
and grown in English gardens. Fifteen years ago we
first tried the fruit, and only wish that means would
enable one to grow it largely. We well remember a
large houseful of it in the gardens at Tan-y-Bwlch in
North Wales, the fruit being much appreciated there.
It may be interesting to give a few cultural details, in
the hope that those who have sufficient space may
add the Passion-flower to the Grapes, Peaches, Nec-
tarines and other fruits which are to be found in all
well-appointed gardens. The gardener who has charge
of those beautiful hillgide gardens at Tan-y-Bwlch in
the Vale of Festiniog wrote to a contemporary some
Vvears ago an account of the way in which Passiflora
edulis should be grown.

Hon. Vicary Gibbs, in a lecture some/time ago before
the Royal - Horticultural Society, mentioned = that
“What is really wanted to show autumn or winter
coloring ‘to- full advantage is.that the planting should
be ‘in_groups and masses of the same species; and
though this can be more completely carried out in
large places, vet it can be done much more than it is
at present in gardens of every size. It is only of late

years that it has been realized that roses and herbace- -

ous plants look far better when the same variety is
massed together, and before long gardengrs will recog+
nize the advantage of treating shrubs in the same
fashion, so as to develop the full ‘beauty, whether of
théiriflowers, foliage or wood.” We believe .that to
obtain the richest colers the soil should not be manur-
ed too heavily.

; A CORNER IN ONE OF THE BEST FORMAL GARDENS IN AMERICA
In the *“Garden of Weld,” near the pergola, where stately hollyhocks repeat the vertical lines of the pergola, the entrance gate and the bay trees -
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fruit, which will, if early in the season, probably re-
sult in fruitful breaks and a crop later. Give water
sparingly until'a good set is. secured, when copious
supplies of both clear-and liquid manure will assist
in swelling up a heavy.crop. - A sprinkling of.some
fertilizer may be added occasionally; in fact, “feed”
liberally but judiciously. Thrips is the only insect
pest which habitually affects the plant, and for this
pest fumigation is the best remedy. Propagation is
easy, either from seeds ‘or-.cuttings. .

“Autumn Colors

The planter of trees who wishes to make his wood-
land '6r his shrubberies as beautiful. as possible the
yvear through should visit some botanic garden, such
as Kew, or a well-known tree nursery, at least twice—
in early May, when a host of kinds are in bloom, and
in autumn, when the leaf coloring is still undimmed.
At the time of writing the leaves are changing; a
tinge of yellow is seen' on the Beeches, and the Vir-
ginian creepers are scarlet and gold, but the mys-
terious transformation is not fully -accomplished. The
conditions which produce the richest splendor in au-
tumn are generally awet summer followed by a
warm, dry. September, and therefore we anticipate a
glorious flood of color within the next few  weeks.
Certain trees and shrubs require exactly the reverse,
and therefore the general rule in this, as in most other
things; has ‘many  excéptions. - When planting, re-
member the wisdom of masging or grouping. ~“The

places great faith in cutting down certain plants to
thé ground-line in spring, when the sap is rising and
the first leaves peep out. He alludes to Stag-horned
Sumach (Rhus typhina), which is one of the most
effective masses of autumn coloring when a lot of
suckers or young plants are procured and treated in
the way indicated. “The ordinary sticky, leggy ap-
pearance of the-plant is avoided, and by summer-time
you have a dense, level gheet of tropical-looking foli-
age, 2 ft. 6 in. to 3 ft. high, which attracts universal
attention in September by the brillianceé of its red
and .orangeé tints.”. We have carefullx. compiled tae
following list_of trees and shrubs remarkable for the
richness of their autumn tints: The American Red
Oak’ (Quercas coccinea), of which the best variety is
splendens—the color is retained even to Christmas;
the Tupelo tree (Nyssa sylvataca), the Hickory (Carya
tomentosa),, Elm, Ligquidambar styraciflua, - Honey
Locust (Gleditschia triacanthos), Tulip tree (Lirio-
dendron), Nettle trees (Celtis), the Zelkdwas, that
most beautiful of all Birches for coler, Betula cory-
lifolia, Horse-chestnut, Wild Cherry, Japanese Maples,
Mandschurian Maple (Acer. Ginnala), Norway Maple,
the snowy Mespilus (Amelanchier canadensis), Koel-
reuteria japonica, Pyrus terminalis, Cladrastis tinc-
toria, Parriotia persica and the common Beech. of
shrubs, the Sumach, previously mentioned, is a mass
of color, the most. brilllant of all Rhus Toxicodendron,
the Poison Ivy, which is perhaps as well out of the
garden as in it; Berberis T;xunbergl, the most beau-

on the herbaceous Phloxes.  The color of the flowers
is superb, a rich scarlet, and does not fade quickly
under the influence of hot suns. A mass of it has been
very beautiful with me, the cool, moist summer hav-
ing thoroughly agreed with all the Phloxes.”

A Shrub for Shade—Rulius odoratus is mentioned
inj a’ contemporary as an_éxcellent shrub for shady
places. This is a sadly-neglected shrub which might
be profitably cultivated “in some of the shadier spots,
such as under trees. There its handsome, vine-like
leaves and rosy purple flowers will be appreciated,
especially as they appear over a long period, from
May until August, at least. One point worth noticing
in connection with the flowers is that they soon lose
their brilliant coloring if planted in the sun, the rosy
purple fading rapidly to a rather dingy white. This
points to the desirability of planting it, as suggested,
in the shade; and in its native countries, the Northern
United States and Canada, it grows naturally in rocky
woods. It varies much in height, and may be found
from '3 ft. or 4 ft. to 8 ft. high in this country. It re-
quires little attention, but a thinning out of the old
wood in winter or early spring is advisable. Although
inferior to the beautiful R. delicosus in some respects,
the coloring of the sweet Virginian Raspberry, as it is
called, is very bright and its fragrance strong. The
fruit can scarcely be called edible.”

Colchicum speciosum—A sprinkling of this beauti-
ful autumn-flowering bulb on the fringe of woodland
reminded us that this and others of the same family,

with the Crocuses, too, are much neglected in English
gardens. This is to be regretted, Colchicums bringing
as much beauty to the woodland, border or bed as the
bulbous flowers of the spring months. C. spediosum
should be planted in the rock garden, too, where its
light pburple flowers add a note of much-neded color
at this season. We like to see the flowers springing
from a mat of Arenaria or Saxifrage, as this covering
prevents the soil, in the event of a heavy rain; splash-
ing the bloom, the leaves not appearing until spring.
g‘rocus speciosus 'is one of the richest of all autumn
flowers;. it shquld be planted in thousands, the in-
tensely blue petals opening wide to the autumn sun

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A Side Profit From Geraniums

Last spring I sold a lot of geraniums for. ten'
cents a piece: or one dollar per dozen. These plants.
were grown from cuttings and were wintered in a
hotbed. They were larger than the plants that could
be bought from the neighboring greenhouses, were.
bett_er able to stand cold and could be planted out
earlier and were so vigorous that had-I cared to, I
could have sold the entire stock.

After saving all I could use -in my own garden-
I sold enough to more than pay for the slight trouble
of caring for the slips during the winter. Last win-:
ter was mild, but even in a cold winter the plants
are much better when growing in the hotbed than
in the average house. A

Just before the first frost comes I prepare a hot-
bed in which to grow my geraniums for next sum-
mer’s flower garden. I make the hotbed 3x9ft. The
soil is removed to a depth of eighteen inches, which
is deep enough in this climate.

Equal quantities of fresh horse manure and leaves:
are mixed together and put in a shed where they:
will be protected from the weather, and tramped
down to allow of fermentation. After three days the
pile is thoroughly stirred with a fork and again al-:
lowed to remain undisturbed for two or three days,
when it is ready to be made into a hotbed.

A depth of twelve inches is filled in and thorough-:
ly tramped down. A wooden frame eighteen inches.
high in the back and twelve in front, sloping toward
the south to catch the sunshine, is placed over the
bed. .
A length of old matting is now put over the
frame and the bed is allowed to stand two or three
days until the manure reaches a temperature of-
about 90 degrees. - Then six inches of light mellow
soil is placed over the manure and all geranium
plants are taken from the flower garden, made into.
cuttings and planted:in the hotbed as close together
as they will stand. I usually get abeut three hun-
dred in my 3x9- bed.

I cover the beds with the matting to protect the,
cuttings from frost at night,” leaving it on during
the day if there is danger of freezing. Of course the
weight of the matting must not fall upen the plants,
and it must be securely fastened all along the edges
so no breeze can lift it and allow a -draft to -blow
on the plants. g .

When the really cold weather comes the matting
is replaced by hotbed sashes and the usual care in-
regulating hotbeds given.

The matting is covering ehough in this climate
for most of the winter and makes the plants less.
tender.

Last winter, having need of all sashes on other
beds, I used only the matting covering with a rub-
ber blanket on top during hard freezes. In February
the weather bureau warned us. that there would be a
few days of- intense cold. Taking a barrel of leaves
I filled the hotbed until the tops of the plants were
well covered, replaced the matting, but not the rub-
ber blanket. At the end of the cold spell the leaves
were removed, and although many ‘plants in pits and
in. houses were frozen, my geraniums came through
i perféct condition.

1 always have sufficient leaves for such emer-
gencies because a great many, raked up from our
lawns in the fall, are put in burlap sacks or barrels:
and stored in the woodshed for use in hotbeds, cov-
ering plants, and putting under melon and cucumber
vines in the spring.—M. C. Wood.
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Orchard Fertilizers

Problems relating to the fertilization of .f_ruit lands
are very local and depend upon the physical condi-
tions of the soil and the amount of a.va}ilable plant
food which it contains. Generally spea.k.mg fruits re-
quire large quantities of potash to bring them to
their highest state of development, but liberal -sup-
plies of other plant foods are also essential.

The only way of determining what is necessary is
to intelligently study the behavior of the trees and
be governed thereby.. A series = of experlments_ln
which different ‘combinations and different quantities
of plant foods are used is always of great assistances
in determining upon an economical. use of fertilizers.
In fact such a line of experiments is the only way of
getting delnite data upon .the subject.

The fact needs emphasis, however,'that the. pro-
duction of heavy crops of fruit isa severe drain up-
on the fertility of the soil and unless some means are
resorted to for the purpose of maintaining .xt. sgil ex-
haustion will sooner or later follow, resulting in un-

ive orchards.

pro’%;gt:conomical use of fertilizers ig, based on the
natural producing. capacity of the soil It follows
then from this that a combination of plant foods
which is suited to a particular orcha}'d is not neces-
sarily suited to any other. In fg:l?t it would not be
