The Sounthwestern Raliway Bill.

The next interesting event in the proceed-
ings occurred at 8.30 this evening. It wasin
connection with Mr. Hall’s bill to incorporate
the Southwestern Railway over which the
Cunadian Pacific and Grand Trunk people
have bhad a fight n the lobby, in the Railway
Committee and in the House. . This proposed
road is to run from Caughuawaga to the
frontier at Dundee, where it will connect with
the rallway system of Northern New York.
The Grand Trunk now operates.a line in the
same territory and they contend that there is
no neceséity for the new road. The Canadian
Pacific Railway officials and some of their con-
tractors have been here in force for three
weeks in favor of their bill, and Mr. W. W,
Wainwright has ‘been holding up the end of
the Graud Trunk.  The lobbying on this bill
was very spirited, so much so that Col. O’Brien
of Maiskoka called the attention of the House
to it with closed door,

On Tuesday the Railway Committee re-
ported Mr. Hall's bill to the House. Last
night Dr, Bergin moved an amendment for a
six months’ hoist, An hour was allotted to
discuss the Doctor’s maotion and the hour
lapsed before a vote. was taken, It was
renewed to-night, and it was decided to take
the vote the minute the bill was called up.
Tlie members were called in and Dr. Bergin’s
amendment was put.

The - Underwriters’ Associntion was formed
for the purpose of raising the rates of the com-
panies comprising it and regulating their
work. The London Mutual was regarded as
an outside company. ‘He had been asked to |
join but thought an insurance company lost
its identity by forming a union with vther
companies that did business differently. The

petition of the iation did not affect
them, for they had kept the same pricea.
There had been complaints, however, that in
the class-of business which his company did
some of the companies cat’ the prices. The
Underwriters’ Association had a tariff of rates
fixed as & minimum, to which they might'add
as much as they pleased, but which they
could not go under.

Robert McLean of Toronto, secretary of
the Canada Fire Undevwriters’ Association,
stated that he had been in the business since
1864. There were thirty-two companies in the
association and it was working pretty well.
They had a tariff upon all classes of risks and
for ull places. The tariff was fixed according
to the facilities afforded in places for fire ex-
tingwishing. It was arranged at the first
meeting and there had been modifications
since. The resolution deciding that no officer
of or person holding official connection with a
non-tariff agent or company should be allowed
to do business with a tariff company was
adopted at the annual meeting Nov. 11, 1885,
and was repealed in April, 1886. An agent
was allowed toinsure in a cash mutual, but not
at a less rate that he did for a tariff company.
His company had no tanff on dwelling risks.
Tins resolution was directed at companies who
did a cash and mutual business as well.

There was a complamnt from Haniilton that
competition was keen and the association was
losing business. This loss of business was
caused by non-licensed American underground
conipaunies, who came 1uto the country without
paying any money to the insurance depart-
ment, or any taxes, and cut the prices. It
could not be through the Canadian companies
because all the stock companies were in the
association except the Queen City Company
in Toronto.  The agent of an American com-
pany would come to Canada and survey the
ground, and people who wanted insurance
conld go to Buffalo and other points. The
object of the formation of the association was
to make the business pay, which it had not
done before. It was sustained by a
contribution on the premiums of each com-
panv.  Companies in the association who had
violated the rules had to cancel risks some-
times. The oblization to maintain prices,
however, was only a moral one. The com-
bine was the only combine that could be
called a combine that reported their proceed-
ings to the Government. The association had
been the means of improving the fire ap<
pliances of Ontarie.

W. H. Lowrey of Ruesell said his experi-
ence was that as the result of the organiza:ion
business in country places had materially
fallen off. The taritf, Lesides increasing ithe

Gold in the Peace River Country.
Orrawa, April 20.— Before the /Schultz
Comimittee to-day Isadore Clut, Bishop of
Aviendale in the Peace River Country, gave
interesting evidence.

He
knew placer miners who made $16,a day, but
the winter was so long and the water so high
that the period during which they gould labor
was sbort. Gold and coal deposits were
known to exist in abundance in the country.
The whole country could be opened up by
building a railway fromn Calgary, 400 wiles, to
Fort McMurray, where steamerg could ply to
Fort Smith. Then another vailway track,

Mr. Rogers Must Accept the City’s Terms—

The Waterworks C: ittee held a special

ting yesterday to r ider the coal con-
tract awarded to Mr. Elias Rogers at the
Jast meeting.

THE WAGES OF €4 BPENTEBS.

Communiocations that Have Passed Be-
tween the Men and Their Bosses.

As reported some time ago, the journeymen
carpenters sent to.the ‘*‘bosses” the copy of an
agreement they desired to have'in force. The
agreement askdd that the mininmium pay should
be 274 cents per hour; that the' day’s work
should be from 7 a.m. te 5 p.m., and 12 noon on
Saturdays; overtime to be paid for beyond
those hours; that Lhe agreement last till. March
3 next; that if any dispute arise between the
contmcﬂng parties the same shall be settled by
arbitration, and that all boysapplying for work
should be indentured as apprentices; The
master carpenters met on Thursday evenin
and replied to the men'’s request by réfusing aﬁ
the demands, basing their réfusal on ‘the state
of trade and the number of carpentérs out of
work. They further agreed to follow the poli-
cy of last year and allow each bossto arrange
with his own workpeople.

Tt is clear from this offisial statement that at
Beast Canada does not propose to _send out
eruisers to do battle with owr revenue cutters
in Behring Sea; but perhaps she would not ob-

¢ to having the British fleet in the North
acific undertake Llulr. task.

The clann of our Government to the owner-
ship of Bebring Sea is by no means as well es-
sablished as the rights of our fishing vessels to
commereial privileges in Canadian ports on the
Atlantic. Since it seems to have been assumed
as a matter of necessity that there should be
some concessions to Great Britain and Canada
in order to prevent the late fishery negotia-
tions from perulnnz, even in the Joint Com-
mission .itself, it has often been a subject of
surprise that the seal. fishery dispute was not
alwo brought into these negotiations as a possi-
ble basis for the compromise thus deemed
essential, Congress had most . emphatically
declared aganst auy concession: of the plain
rvights of our New England: fishermen, and
had even sanctioned a declaration. of non-in-
tercourse with Canada rather than yield an
inch of these rights. On the other hand, it
had never assumed 30 uncompromising a -und
in regard to the Behring Sea dispute. Many
people _hold_ that we. are _making , extreme
elaims in Behring Sea, solely in the inter-
ests of 'a manopoly, the Alaska Commercial
Company; the Government’s tenant in the
Pnbylm Islands. It is an’ defénce of  this
eompany’s exclusive grants of seal fishing at
Bt. Paul and St George that, whether law-
tully or unlawfully, .we are: seizing and. cons
fiscating vesaels and cargoes Lundreds of miles
from those islands and hundreds of miles dis-
tant from any land.

What hos actually bgen done thus far in our
diplomacy is to separate the two subjects ‘of
eontention and to agree uponm a treaty in re-
gaed to the mackere] fishery which sacrifices
the commercial rights of our New Englaud
@shermen: That having been done, the Behr-
ing Sea question now comes up solely on its
own merits, and not as a possible Lasis of com-

romise in connection with the other dispute.

lLie.chances are that so tar as ourdiplomacy is
concerned we shall get the worst of both sets
of negotiations, but as to the final decision
Qongress has has yet to be heard from.

The Canadian Government bas not only
eharged our authorities with flagrans viola-
tions of intérnational law in Behuing Sea for
the purpose of aiding a private corporation
from which it derives an income, but has
filed a claum. for pecuniavy damages, Tius
included, up to ten months ago, $36,000. for
the arrest and mprisonment of officers.of
geized vessels; $10,400 for the skins forfeited;
