A Romance Which Hnd Iis Beginning in
Far-Off Norfolk, Englan., and Culs
minated in the Waters of Lake On-
tario—How The World’s Enterprise
Kesulted 1n the Positive Identifiension
of the Suicide,

The body which Johnnie and Joseph Price
discovered on the . lake shore, near
the Swansei Bolt Works, while en
route to Sabbath school Sunday
afternoon, was yesterday positively identi-
fied as that of Frederick Bacon, aged 22,8
farm laborer, wiho disappeared from Agin-
court on Dee, 27 last.

The circumstances which came to light
yesterday also served to show that the
presence of the body where it was discovered
was neither the result of accident or murder,
but of deliberate suicide, due to “unrequited
love.

People who are inclined to sneer at disap~
pointed love as & thing that is easily got
over and that just requires to be left
alope may possibly, ‘after reading the
romance in connectio:; with the *“‘teking-off”’
of Fred Bacon, arrive at the conclusion that
the distracting influence of love is not & mat-
ter to be lightly disregarded. Y

Where the Romance Had Its Genesis,

x years ago two families named Bacon

and Thaxter resided in Norwich, England,
almost under the shadow of the famous
catbedral, They were very intimate and
the children attended school together, Fred
Bacon, then a lad of 16, but, albeit he was a
twin, as strappiog a lad as was ever raised
on Norfolk dumplings, became enamor
of Emily Thaxter, then a  petite young
girl of 12, The two seemed to be
inseparable., A year) later the mother of
youog Bacon died, and his father in courae
of time re-married. The cbildren dia not get
along with their stepmother and their rela-
tions were anything but harmouious.

The first Mr n had & sister residing at
Uxbridge. Ont., Mrs, Jobn McGuire by naie,
1u their trouble the children naturally turn-
ed to their aunt for sympathy and wrote ber
of their troubles, She decided to briug the
entire family of six, four boys and two girls,
to Canada, among the number being the
twips, Goorge-aud Fred. "T'his was four years
ago. The parting between ¥red Bacon and
his girl sweetheart, Emily Thaxter, was very
affectionate, but each promised tc be true to
thie other. 4

Mirs, McGuire secured positions for the
four boys as farm laborers, and their earn-
ings were. funded, the intention being to
save sufficient with which to buy a farm and
sottle down together,

A year or two ago/George, one of the
twins retyrned to Norwich and induced the
Thaxtery to gome out to this country. They
settied near’ Agincourt. Fred Bacon, who
was then employed wish Mr. Jobn Woced, in
the same vicinity, embraced the opportunity
to remew bhis intimacy with the family.
He was very reserved in bhis de-
meanor, and while be often called
and ebatted with his old love Emily, now”
blossomed into a comely young woman of 17,
and even took her to church on occaslons, he
does mnot seem to have ever given expression
to bis feelings. Mrs. Thaxter, whose hus-
band is & day laborer, did young Bacon’s
washing for bim, and he frequently made 4
call for his laundry sn excusa for visiting
the house to be near his sweetheart.

The Successful Wooer,

Thore was another —young man in the
peighborbood named Thomas Beckett, a
laborer in the employ of Mr.Jas. Gibson in the
Kennedy-road, who also became smitten with
the arms of Miss Thaxter, and be
deternjined to win her. He was more per-
sistené in his wooing than was Bacon, and
in codrse of timeé the youthful excbange of
love~-tokens between the lattgr and the girl
became to her more like s tradition than a
reality, and she yielded to Beckett’s persua-
sious and agreed to marry him. Io blissful
ignorance of the engagemwent, young Bacon
continued to call upon the young womsan
whom he expected ove day to call wife,

W hen Bacon entered the employ of Woods
be ugreed to work for & year for $165, To-
wards the migdle of Decamber, his time

being about up, he commenced to Jook for a |P

pnew job. He bad an engagement to enter
the employ of Mr, Walter Gould, banker of
Usxbridge, in the spring, but - desired
a position for the intérvening three
months, He mentioned the fact to his rival,
Thomas Beckett, and the latter told Bacon
that be was leaving Gibson’s for Box Grove,
where be iutended to cut wood, and perhaps
Bacon could g¢ o situation there. This
just suited the ° sung man, as he would be
nearer bis lady .ove, and he saw (Gibson and
completed arraugements to go to work,

Thaxter remarked to him: *This is a poor
dey for the wedding.” ‘‘What wedding?’

fAke a Thunderbolt From the Blue,

Bacon ooked up suddenly at the blue sky
as if he bad receited a summons from the
eternities,  staggered and fell-back a few
paces. The sonouncewent came to him like
a thunderbolt from the blue. Finally, he’
recovered himself and shortly afterwards
took his departure,

As a matter of fact, the wedding of Emily
Thaxter and Tomn Beckett took place the
same day, Rev. Mr, Brown performiug the
ceremony.

Young Bacon made no commens, Satur-
day nigtt he went to Uxbridge, where he re
mained over Christmas with bis cousin, Mrs,
Williamn Low,wife of a furniture dealer there.
Always quiet, be appeared to be even more
reserved vhan usuul, but showed no signs ot
despondency. He even told of his plans for
the future—of his intenticn to work for Mr.
James Gibson until the spriog aud then to
enter the employ of Mr, - Walter Gould at
Uxbridge.

Bacon’s Disappearance,

Evidently Deliberate suicide.

Bacon bad several hundred doliars to bis
eredit, In accordance with the arrange-
ment made by the brothers he bad banded
his savings for three years to bis aunt, Mrs,
McGuire, who had banked it in Uxbridge.
When he entered *the employ of Wood
at Agiocourt he sed to wor
for a year for Of this sum
he drew ounly , and this but
few days before Christmas.

Everything tends to show that, broodl:s
over what he, justly or unjustly, consider
bis jilting by Miss Thaxter be decided to
end bis life, believing perhaps, that if not in
bis career at least in bis mode of ending it
the young woman would have-cause to re
member bim, His decision tojelect the spot
he did may bave sugzested itself by the fact
that a few months ago Jobn Sneddin took
bis life in the same piace,

Jumped In at the Mouth of the River.

The opinion of Mr. Nurse, who recoverod
the body, is that Bacon jumped into the
water at the mouth of the river, was washed
out into the lake @nd then washed back by
the current to the shore, where it became

lodged in the ice bauks sud finally became
The coundition of the
bead, the bair on the back of which was
almost completely washed off, showed that
the corpse must have been buffeted by the
continued action of waves and ice fora
period of two or three weeks at least; while
the manner in which the body (which bad
been protected from the ice by the clothing)
was ballasted with sand, bore additional tes-
timony to the fact that it had
lain there all through the recent storms,
The body could not have come from Toronto
Bay, as all floaters therefrom invariably
land off Vanevery’s Point. So everything
pointed to the fact that the body entered the
river near where it was found. 2

There were several peculiar features
which, it was thought, should be ‘cieared up
by & post mortem. The foamy mouth and
{roth at the mnose, which are generally pre-
sent when a drowued person is removed from
the water, were totally abseat, and
the body did ‘mnot become swollen
or discolored after being removed
from tbe water, as is generally the 'case,
The possibility that an  indenture found on
‘the rigbt side of the forehead might not have
peen caused by the floating ice, but by a
blow before death, and, perbaps, more thau
anything else, the testimou{ of Mr. Charles
Nuyse that in all his “?’ once—and he has
bad a varied one at the Point—he never saw
the body of a drowned man like this,
afforded ample reasons why Coroner Cotton
should thotoughly enquire- into all the de-
tails. ' Besides, his cousin, Furniture Dealer.

DAVID MILLS, HIS SPEECH,

Constitutional Questions Discussed Before
the Young Liberals,

A good-sized audience, including & num-
ber{of ladies, assembled in Richmond Hall
Inst evening to listen to an address by Hon,
David Mills, Hon, Timothy Warren Anglin
was there, and must have been startied into
a keen recollection of the old days when Mr.
Mills, forgetting himself in the rapid flow of
bis own talk, an a sentence with the
words * My, Speaker,” Mr. - Joseph
Tait, M.L.A,, was present also,
the only one of his colleagues
observed as present being Mr. James Coninee
of Algoma, Hon, John O'Donohoe occupied
a front seat, Among others present were:

President Pedley made just the right kind

Hon, David Mills spoke for about an hour
and a half. The speech must have been very
carefully prepuréd, otherwise it could hardly
have excluded so completely everything new
and striking. It was thoroughly characteris-
tie 1n that it dealt almost wholly with consti-
tutional and Parliamentary questions. Early
iu the evening be ke - of ‘“‘constitutional
law and pobitical ethics,” and theso abstrac-
tions were the burden of the -address. He
expressed a chastened sorrow that the le
would persist in considering questions direct-
ly affecting their condition rather than
those relating to the right and wrong of
Government, the priociples upon which the
machinery of politics should be run. He in-
sisted that political reforms were at the basis
of any soucd movement for fiscal and econ-
omic reform, He contended that the
people had  adopted the National
Polie through selfishness and that
they had now changed their mindsand would
oppose that policy. Enlarging upon this
subject, he went into the industrial census of
the Dominfon, making coniparison of the
different tables to show that there was not
the prosperity in the country which was
alleged. In this connection was the only
glint of humor in the speech, He ridiculed
the census as including among “industrial
establishments” the home of the dressmakers,
the saw fllers “and that descendant of Jacob
who, with his brush aud his chemical ap-
pliances, is engaged in eleaning clothes and
making them look ‘so better as new.’” This
led him into the deep-worn track followed by
all Liberal orators ot comparigon of the cen-
sus poPulntlon figures and, of course, the exo-
dus’ 'fo reform these things certain reforms
must be and certain ancient powers of
the House of Commous to restrain corrupt
practices assertod, ‘‘Material welfare can-
not be maintained if the material tone is
wrong.

RADICALS AND ROYALTY DISAGREE

King Alexander of Servia” and Ex-Eing
« Milan Request the Badicals to Give
Pledges, But Are Refused,

Berorape, Jan, 22.—King Alexander
and ex-King Milan summoned the chiefs of
the parties to the palace last’ evening for a
consultation. Milan reproached the Radi-
cal leaders for many alleged misdeeds, and
told them it was impossible to allow them
to remain in power unless they would give
certain pledges. The conditions of their
retaining office Wwere submitted to the
Radicals this morning. They were: Revo-
cation of the order agaiust Milan’s resiy
dence in Servia, abandonment of the imy

achment proceedin%ll against the

iberal ministers who served un-
der Avakumovic up to the coup
of last April 12, expulsion of the anti-
dynasts members from the Radical Club.
The Radicals declived to accept any of
these conditions, The Radical Cabinet
members are nominally inyfower, although
the Premier and War Minister General
Sav Gruitch was forced to surrender the
war portfolio to Col. Milovanovie, ‘who
commanded the troops when the regents
were deposed.” Alexander and Milan are
trying to secure a progressive-Liberal
coalition from which to obtain a new
Cabinet,

A BEETOH OF EX-KING MILAN,

King Milan of Servia, on March 6, 1889,
istued a decree formally abdicativg the
throne in favor of his son, now Alexander I.
The ex-King is tae fourth of the Obrenovic
dynasty,founded by the leader of the war of
insurrection against Turkey early in the cen-
tury. He was born in 1854 and succeeded
to the throne in 1868 after the assassin-
ation of the uncle, being crowned at Bel-
grade in 1872, His reign proved a stormy
one, the Servians taking up arms against
Turkey in 1876 and being vanquished, and
Austrian @and Russian rivalries oreating
strong tmaonl in his kingdom. At the
close -of |the Russian campaign of
187778 he| made a fresh demonstra~
tion againsg Turkey in order to ob-
tain territorial cessions when a _treaty
of peace should be negotiated. In 1885, in-
stigated by the Austrian party, he invaded
Bulgaris with & well-equipped army, but
was defeated disastrously by Prince Alex-
ander, Subsequently he applied to the ec-
clesiastical courts of Sorvia for a divorce
from Queen Natalie, daughter of Colonel
Keschko of the Russian Imperial Guard, and
obtained a decree on Oct. 24, 1888, His only
child is Prince Alexander, the present King,
born in 1876, .

The Ex-King, a tall, singularly bandsome
and weli-built man, spent his earlf youth in
Paris, and studied under M. Francois Huer.
He bhas kept a sincere attachment for the
family of-the Huets. Both husband and wife
were like father and mother to hiri, and be
looks beck on the days he spent with them
with beartfelt gratitude, On his accession to
the .throne he at once applied himself to
improving the financial rcondition of
the country, and with such success
that the revenue, which in 1868 was only 13,-
000,000, bad in 1883 increased to 34,000,000,
He was confident that he bad not yev obtain-
ed the full resources of the land and received
the whole benefit of existing taxation. He
would no doubt have achfeved more import-
ant results bad not the war broken out and
arrested bis progress. |

Servia is for its extent sparsely populated
—it does not boast of more than.abopv 1,820,-
000 inbabitants, distributed over fgur wmil-
lions cf acres. The Servians are & hardy,
sober, agricultural race, dovoting themselves
0 the raising cf cattle and the grpwing of

fruit and grapes.

In 1882, when Prince Milan took | the title
and rauk of Kiog, bis civil list wis raised
from 700,000¢ to 1,200,000f, and a ne{ palace
was erected for him, with bigh, gaidy, pre-
tentions domes and & somewhat parbaric
architecture. It was intended to| replace
the old residence of the Konak, waich was
not much more than a one-storipd villa,
divided by & railing and a smalll garden
from the street, but the rear groy nds are

We-Cunnot Succeed as Agriculturists Only,

A series of articles is being publisbed in
The Chicago Inter-Ocean on the relation of
agriculture t:}.,goneml industries of a
country, The“writer, Mr, J. R. Dodge, re-
marks that the mere straw of the wheat
raised by the English. farmer is worth more
per acre than the wheat itself on a Dakota
farm., The decline in the value of wheat has
done more, perhaps, than any other thing to
lessen the profits of husbandry. The present
price isfar below what would have been re-
garded a few years ago as possible. Bdv so
long as our ( producers are dependent upon
the foreign demand the tendency is sure, on
the general average, to be downward. The
peasants of Russia and the ryots of
India are mot our only competitors.
The vass plains of the Argentine Republic
are admirably adapted to wheat-raising, The
exports to England from that country-have
only fairly beguu,.but already they are en-
ormous. As Mr. Dodge points out, the only
way to get a fair market for wheat is to
have a domestic market sufficient to regulate
the domestic price.

The policy of the Liberals is to sacrifice
our manufacturing industries for the beneflt
of such other industries, agriculture, for in-
stance, as are indigenous to the country. If
Canada is to remain an agricultural coun-
try pure and simple, then our farmers will
have as their competitors the p':knnta of
Russia and India. . They will grow wheat
and sell it at a price that allows them no pro-
fit, just as they are doing this year. The
farmersof Canada must have a home mar-
ket, to cater to if they are to succeed. Our
mines must be daveloped. We must make
our own iron and steel: We must ex-
tend our manufactures, It is only by
creating a population complementary to the
agricultural section of the country that a
paying market can be afforded our farmers
for the sale of their products. The farmers
of Canada will never grow rich as long as
wheat sells for 60 cents a bushel. Their
only bope isin fesding with a variety of
products a large domestic population of
miners, mechanics; lumbermen.and the resi-
‘dents of large cities. It is the policy of the
present Government to build up Canada on
these Jines, and as far as possiblo to free our
farmers from the ruinous competition of the
pauper labor of the world.

Waiting Patientiy for Anne«xation,

The Engineering News says that the pro-
posed enlargement of the Erie Canal with
dimensions sufficient to permit the passage of
light warships to the lakes and grain in un-
broken bulk from Duluth to' Europe is not
approved of by State Engineer Schenck, who
estimates the cost of such an improvement at
§500,000,000, and says that before it would be
completed tbe present northern international
boundary may have ceased to exist. Which
means that the people of the United States
recognize the value of, the St. Lawrence
route and its possibilities,’ The St, Lawrsnce
route could be deepened for one-fifth of what
the enlargement of the Erie -Canal would
cost, Inwaddition, it would aunswer the re-
quirements. of two nations Instead of one.
1t is the natural outlet to the sea. It is the
shortest route to Europe. It has no rival.
Canada has a trump card in her hands. The
only debatable question is how and at what
stage of the game she will play it.

Another Eleotric Milestone,

We learn from a reliable source that the
Canpadian Pacific Railway will adopt the
trolley system for moving its trains over two
eootions of thegRocky Mountains. Work on
the necessary machinery is now under way,
and the system will be in operation this sum-
mer, Thois eventis of more than ordinary
importance. It marks the beginning of what
will be one of the greatest factors in the
economics of transportation. - The power
that will move the C.P.R. trains over the
wountains will be developed from the
waters that tumble over the precipices and
rush down the mountain sides. Theso waters
are richer in power than the most fertile
coal mines. The latter become exhausted
and are léss valuable as the years go by, but
the power of the water remnains a constant
quantity and is inexhaustible. It is said that
electrio power is now being economically
transmitted in Germany for a distance of
300 miles from the source of its production.
Duriug the current year we wili probably
get more certain and practical information
nearer home on this branch of electricity,
It bas been said, and we beliove it is true,
that Canada is richer than aony other coun-
try in the world in water power resources,
Assoon as the power that is now running to
waste in hundreds of widely-scattered
streams in Canada is harnessed aud distri-
buted we will bave enough to reuder cosl
for power production an unnecessary article,
And that we will be able to economically
distribugp this power is a factabout which
thore is very littls, -if any, dispute among
electricians, It does not require a great
efort of the imagination to predict how
great a revolution will be effected by the de-
velopment of these wonderful resources.
A prominent Canadian railway man who
knows whereof be speak, says that; within
20 years all the railways in America will
be operated by electricity.

The Canadisn Government ' is offering
prizes for the preparation of papers oa the
history, geography and resources of Manito-
ba and the Northwest Territories, by schol-
ars of 15 years and under, in the schools of
the Upited Kingdom. Two sets of prizes are
offered for England, one for Scotland, que
far Ireland and one for Wales.

The improvement of municipel ge¢ern-
ment, says Bradstreets’, is to be the subject
of a national conference which will meet in
Philadelphia next week. The meeting will be
held under the auspices of tha Nstional Con-
ference for Good City Government. Among
the features of the work of the conference
will be a series of addresses, sketching in
outline the copdition of “some of the leading
cities of the' vountry.< In addition there
will be asevies of aldresses setting forth
the relations of civil service reform and
municipal government, the desirability of
separating municipal from other elections,
the best meaus of arousing public sentiment
in favor of good city government and other
sognate topics, The program is one full of

interest, and the papers and discussions
elicited should be helpful'and suggestive.

The Printing Trade,

Editor World: At the meeting held by the
Ewploying Printers’ Association  in the
fossin House on Thursday, the 18th inst., a
resolution was passed condemning the prao-
tice of the paper dealers type toundries
giving long credits, and fhe bead of a certain
well-known printing establishment moved
that the printers boycott those selling plant
or paper stock and securing themselves by_
liens or chatteél mortgages. This last motion
seems in the face of it more than absurd
and savors a little of the doz in the mauger,
Hqw many printersin business in Toronto
to-day can say they have no liens on their
plant? Very few indeed. In order to make
any change which will absolutely be
for the  Dbenefi: of the trade let
the paper denlers take the - first
step towards the discouragement of
liene, and_refuse to ssll to those who have
liens on their plant except oun a stricily cash
basis. If this move could be carried out, we
would soon find the practice of buying large
plants on payment of a small sum down.and
liens given to secure the balance abolished.
Unless the paper dealers take the first step,
it is useless to think that any change will
take place for the better. One paper house
has already followed this plan, Let the
other paper dealers follow its ex-
ample, The lien and chattel mort-
gage system will soon die a natural death,
apd trade will assume a brighter pros-
pect. Let Canadian paper makers and
stationers adopt the plan of our American
cousins and do away with the four months’
system of credits. On an average 90 days is
the longest term given in the States, and as
arule renswal notes are an unknown thing;
whilst here we have endless reneswals until,
as at the present time, the printer has the
idea that when his note becomes due he has
nothing to do but  offer a renewal. Consider- |
ing his note represents so much money and |
can be used through the bank by the firm
holding it, there should be 1o necessity of his |
taking it up. This renewal question is one
that should , be, discouraged at once,
Nothing tefipts one to buy peed-
lessly or carelessly as much as
the knowledge or supposition that obliga-
tions in the shape of notes will be renewed
ad infloitum. Tbis question is onme of the
hardest to handle, and should be taken into
the consideration of botb the printers and
the paper denlers, The two trades being so
clogely allied to one another, why mnot take

paper men into the confidence of the
printersi Had invitations been sent to the
r men for the meeting held at the Rossin

ould have taken advantage of the
Ewit;ation, and would bave been pleas-
jed to discuss any grievance there
might be on either side. The recent assign-
meuts whioh have taken place in Toronto can
all be traced directly to incompetency and
the easy way in which long credits have bcen
obtained, Why, therefore, should those
printers who have a thorough knowledge of
their 'business, who work early and late and
have the grit to refuse a contract sconer
than take it at aflgure ¢gn whish there
would be no margin, be €lassed amongst
those who are called bedroom printers? To-
ronto can boast of as fine printing firms as
any oity on the coutinent, and it is entirely
in the interest of those who own
their plant and pay a dealer for a dollar's
worth of goods to weed the bedroom printer
out, It is not easily doue, however, without
the c6-operation of the puper dealers, Let
the paper dealers, therefore, meet with some
of the printers who own their ‘own plant
and who have no iliens and discuss the ques-
tion of credits and terms,

Wo cannot hope for any radical change in
the printing trade until all are put on the
same footing. ' Let those who bave liens on
their plant pay them off or else be prepared
to pay spot cash for their paper.

DON'T JUDGE FRO_%_PPEARANOS

Or Your Hasty Action May Prove as Ex-
pensive as Was That of Hotel-
keeper Allen,

Yesterday at the Assize Court Proprietor
W. E. Allen of the Rosedale Hotel was suod
for $5000 by Mr. and Mrs, Baker of 85 Mac-
pherson-avenue for being refused accommo-
dation at the botel on Aug. 1, 1803, by M=°
Allen, who gave as his reasons, after per
mitting them %o go to a room, that they were
improper persons, deducing his belief from
the circumstance that Mr, Baker seemed to
be flurried when they spplied for & room
and Mrs, Baker had, he thought, an undue
‘amount of powder and perfume on hSr per-
son.

Mr, Baker, who is a manager of a depart-
ment in Caldecott, Burton & Co,, married
Miss McLellan, a daughter of Dr. McLellan,
last June av'Niagara, and they bad just re-
turpned from an extended wedding trin. On
the night of Aug. 1 he and his wife left the
glnlntiﬂ’- mother-in-law’s house, as he had

ad a disegreement with her, and the Rose-
dale Hotel being the most convenient to 35
Macpherson~-avenue, their prospective place
of abode, they went there. Plaiotiff had a
valise with Lim when they left the house,
Neitber his nor his wife’s actions were such
as to cause comment.

Mrs. Baker and Miss McLellan, her sister,
both declared that on that night she had not
vsed any powder or perfume and cthat her
dress,was not as had been alleged,very short.

Mr. Allen said that he regretted very
much the mistake that he bad made, but that
he had been annofed to & great extent by
unmarried people coming to bis place,

To dirculate misleading and - mis-
chievous statements involving the township
on the one hand and leading ratepayers on
the other cannot but elicit from you the
geverest condemnation of the act and of the
miscreant, Asanact of justice to one of
your largest ratepayers, I trust you will
make this letter aud your reply public through
the representatives of the- press that report
your proceedings.

The editor said that be took Mr. Peter-
man’s figures, in his article in The Globe, to
be correct and the editor thought himself
that Mr. Moore’s taxes were unpaid, and in
Jjustice to that gentieman he would make any
amends he could.
