THE CRU TRAFALGAR. ceived at the Japanese legation here 
says the Japanese fleet met 11 Chinese 
warships and six torpedo boats 85 miles 
northeast of Hai Yang Tao at 1 o’clock 
on the afternoon of Sept. 16, and that 
the Chinese vessels were sunk and one 
was burned. The Japanese sustained no 
damage.

The despatch is virtually confirmed by 
a despatch received by the Central News 
from Tokyo, though the details are some­
what different.

The Central News gives the time of 
the attack as at noon, Sept. 17, instead 
of 1 p. m., Sept. 16, aa given in the ad­
vices received by the Japanese Legation. 
According to the Central News advices, 
nine Japanese warships, convoying two 
armed transports, sighted 12 Chinese 
warships, convoying, and six gunboats 
at the time mentioned. The lighting be­
gan by an attack upon three of Ühe 
Chinese warships, which were sunk. As 
the fighting progressed another Chinese 
warship was set on fire and destroyed, 
but the remaining eight, only one of 
which was uninjured, together with the 
six gunboats, succeeded in getting away. 
The Japanese warships Matsushima and 
Hi Yei were slightly damaged, and 
one of the armed transports was seri­
ously crippled, but none of the Japanese 
ships were lost. The Japanese loss 
20 men known to have been killed 
46 wounded.

Sept. 20.—The correspondent 
of the Central News at Tien Tain tele-, 
graphs further details of the naval battle 
off the mouth of the Yalu River aa fol­
lows:

The work of transferring troops and 
stores from the Chinese transports to 
the shore waa proceeding rapidly, when 
the Japanese fleet was sighted, Admiral 
Tin£ signalled to his fleet to weigh an­
chor and form in line of battle. In obe­
dience to this order, the fleet was formed 
in a single line with the exception of the 
cruiser Kwang-Kai and Kwang-Ting and 
four torpedo boats, which were formed in 
a second line at the mouth of the river. 
The Japanese fleet advanced at full 
speed while the Chinese columns were 
forming in line, until they came within 
range, when the warships formed in liuq 
of battle, nine of them in the first column 
and thrfcc gunboats and five torpedo 
boats in the second column. The firing 
at the outset of the engagement waa of 
an indifferent order, but the Japanese 
were creeping gradually closer to 
Chinese ships, and their gunners were 
improving their aim by practice.

Why a Second Post Mortem It Necessary 
In the Seeolty Case.

Interest in the case of George Scealey, 
Vienna, whose death was the subject of 
an inquest and post mortem examination, 
is revived by i the statement that the 
Attorney-General’s Department may have 
the body of the deceased exhiimea for 
a new poet mortem examination.

London, Sept. 21.—The Chronicle says

Torpedoes Stopped By Nets.
The Chinese barbette ship Ting-Yuen 

was the first to suffer any severe in­
jury, a Japanese shell bursting in her 
battery. A ceaseless cannonade was 
kept up on both sides for an hour and a 
half, when tjie Japanese ship Saikio was 
rendered helpless, 
assertion of a Chinese officer, sank soon 
afterward. Two of the big guns of the 
battleship Chen-Yuen were disabled, but 
she continued to use her smaller guns. 
The vessels of both fleets work very 
easily under steam, and the Japanese 
were constantly maneuvreing, but the 
Chinese held their original position. Sud­
denly two Japanese cruisers, believed 
to have been the Akitsuehima and Yo- 
ehino, endeavored to break the Chinese 
line. They were followed by three tor­
pedo boats. As the Japanese ships ad­
vanced at full speed, the Chinese ships 
Ching-Yuen aud Chao-Yung backed full 
speed astern to avoid disaster. The Jap­
anese torpedo boats fired, but their 
projectiles were stopped by nets, 
guns of the other Chinese ships were 
quickly trained on the Japanese cruisers, 
and they retired after a short time 
also helpless. The Chinese declared they 
were sunk.

Japan*. Superior Tactic. More Then a 
Match for the Chine».,

London, Sept. 20,—In an article com­
menting on the Chinese-Japanese naval 
engagement, The Westminster Gaiette 
says : "We observe, speaking generally, 
that both sides were engaged in verify­
ing the theories of Capt. Mahan, 
Japanese consciously, as they are great 
students of that eminent authority, and 
the Chinese unwittingly, and it may be 
fairly supposed, reluctantly. The Chin­
ese have the bigger nary, but they have 
been unable to concentrate it upon points I 
oi paramount strategical importance. 
So far the war has turned out according 
to more approved principles, as it ought 
to have turned out.”

The Pail Mali Gazette says : “Admiral 
Ting made the fatal mistake of trying 
to convoy troops before he had met and 
broken the enemy’s fleet, and unless the 
troope landed at the Yalu River are re­
lieved from the sea, they are irretriev­
ably lost.” <

The St. James’ Gaiette says : "If this 
is a victory for the Chinese, they must 
pray for a defeat. The damage which 
the Japanese inflicted with their smaller 
and lighter squadron goes far to show 
that in tactics, discipline and the handl­
ing of modern weapons they are as much 
superior to the Chihese at eea as they 
have already shown themselves to be on 
land.” i

Commenting on the naval engagements, 
The Times saye_: “Unless the general re­
sult at Yalu fs wholly different from 
what it appears to be, the troope which 
were hastily landed must be in a help­
less state. An alleged Chinese victory 
would not be likely to favorably influ­
ence the course of the war. The Chinese 
naval, like the military leaders, appear 
to have formed their plans without the 
smallest appreciation of the elementary 
principles of warfare. It is doubtful if 
they will ever recover the advantages 
they have forfeited by the inaptitude of 
their counsel aud their delay in execu­
tion.”

The Times, commenting on the conduct 
of the war between China and Japan, 
says : The admiral of the Chinese fleet, 
by an entire absence of activity, has 
handed over Corea to Japan and occa­
sioned the loss of the only trained force 
at Li Hung Chang’s disposal. The inac­
tion was probably due to the fact that 
the fleet consists of four provincial squad­
rons, raised, equipped and maintained by 
the Vicerove of the Maritime Provinces 
to which tbay are attached. No ar­
rangement could be more unsnited to the 
purpose* of a naval war. Stirred at 
length, doubtless by peremptory orders 
from Pekin, the Chinese admiral,instead 
of throwing his whole strength in a de­
cisive operation,seems to have committed 
homself to a subsidiary objective.

The Caucasian mountains Ana

The Chevsurians are pagans, and one 
may-get a general idea of their civiliza­
tion when it is related that their miser­
able huts are lighted only by means of 
pine torches.

They are a people in 
never lav aside tneir heavy iron wea­
pons; even while plowing in the fields 
they carry them. The mail gives them 
a medieval appearance, vet the poor 
covering oi the leg shows barbarism. In 
a strap on the back every man carries a 
whip.heavv and strong enough to break 
an arm. On the thumb he wears an 
iron ring—Sazeruli—with a rough sur­
face, tnat he may leave an ever­
lasting mark in his enemy’s lace when 
he stnkes him with it.

Mrs. Hungerford is known to her im­
mense circle of readers as the authoress 
of,“Molly Bawn." Like a good many 
other women writers she did not care to 
put forth at first her own name in con­
nection with her literary work. Now, 
however, she does not mind acknow­
ledging that the “Duchess's" real self il 
the wife of an Irish gentleman and that 
she finds in the Emerald Isle all the 
material for her charming and brilliant 
studies of British social life.

The daughter of a well-known County 
Cork clergyman, Canon Hamilton, 
Mrs. Hungerford comes of a clerical 
and military stock ; her first Irish an­
cestor having come from Scotland in 
the reign of James I. Even when 
quite a child, she delighted in liter, 
ary composition, and by the time she 
was 18-managed to spend a good many 
hours at story-writing. “Phyllis" was 
completed before she was 20, and was 
accepted by Mr. James Payn for Smith 
and Elder. Mr. Payn, as is his wont 
with young authors in whom he takes 
an interest, was exceedingly kind to the 
new Irish novelist and gave her many 
valuable hints which she has been able 
to carry out in her later works.

The “ Duchess" resides near Randon, 
only an hour from Cdrk by rail. There 
the popular authoress lives remote from 
the haunts of men in an old-fashioned 
Irish house renowned for its hospitality, 
and surrounded by a husband and six 
children, who never find that her liter­
ary work interferes in any way with 
her duties as house-mother. She does 
all her writing during the morning 
hours in a room which, though supposed 
to be her study, is not teêcred from any 
household intruder. Were it not that 
Mrs. Hungerford possesses the secret 
of methbd, she could not get 
through all she does. Each story is 
the outcome of a bundle of notes 
taken at all times on odd scraps of 
paper—the back of a letter, the edge oi 
a newspaper, or on the address side of a 
postcard. She is a conscientious worker 
and takes care that all her references 
and the bits of verses with which she 
embellishes her stories are correct and 
apposite. Not content with being a 
novelist, Mrs. Hungerford contrives to 
get through a certain amount of jour­
nalistic work. Most of her novels are 
syndicated in America, and also run 
through in serial form some prominent 
English society magazine.

Although very popular with her fel­
low writers and a member of the society 
of authors, Mrs. Hungerford ean seldom 
find time to come to London, and she is 
thus much less known than many a less 
famous writer who has nothing like her 
record.

Small and dark, she has the vivacious 
Irish temperament, and thoroughly 
enters into all she does, be it work or
play-

FKAtCHIM GRABBERS.
An application will be made to the 

Board ol Works this morning to grant 
a certain company the privilege ol sell­
ing electric light and power throughout 
Toronto. The application should be per­
emptorily relused on the ground that 
the object sought is inimical to the 
public interest. Already there are three 
companies that exact tribute trom the 
citliens who use gns or electricity. We 
make a mistake in deputing to private 
concerns the business ol supplying citi- 
seiia with light, heat and power. When 
we empower the Consumers’ Gas Com­
pany to supply us with this commodity 
we make it possible lor them to collect 
$160,000 a year in the way ol dividends 
on capital, whereas it would cost the 
municipality only $40,000 or $60,000. 
Then these private concerns do not act 
in the interest ol the citiiens, but of 
their shareholders. II the city owned 
the! gas plant, and were obliged to pay
10 per cent, on an intlnted capital ol 
$1,600,000, it could allord to reduce the 
price ol gas to 75 cents per thousand 
and still meet that excessive Interest 
charge. The experience ol other places 
proves that our statement is correct.
11 the city operated tbe gas plant itseli 
the price ol gas would be at most 80 
cents per thousand. That would mean 
a saving ol oue-lilth ol the revenue ol 
the company, or $110,000. We are pay­
ing private shareholders another $110,- 
000 more than tlqe city would have to 
pay on capital borrowed to operate the 
business. Here, then, is a total ol 
$220,000 that the people lose every 
year by delegating to a/compauy the 
busineas ol supplying thèîn with gas. 
Trtlly, these private concerns are 
terribly expensive luxuries.

Take another instance. II the city were 
in the electric light business, our street 
lamps would cost* us to-day about $70 
each a year, not more. We are paying 
$109 a year to a private company. We 
lose $40,000 a year on that deal, 
contract has 16 months more to run. 
Our lose from now on till the contract 
expires will be $60,000. Add to this sum 
what we have lost during the preceding 
part ol the contract and we get a total 
ol $200,000. That’s a frightful commis­
sion to pay the men who relieve us ol 
attending to the wor 
papers that thought Secretary McGoWah's 
figures were more reliable than those of 
Engineer Keating are now ready to close 
with the Toronto Electric Light Com­
pany for a new five years’ deal at $76 
per light. Tbe contract will not begin 
till Jan. 1, 1896. Before that time the 
standard price ol an arc light will pro­
bably- be down to $65 a year and before 
the expiration ol the live years it will 
probably drop to $40, or even less. It 
won’t increase in price. That Is certain. 
Time is in favor ol the private concern, 
as against the corporation.

These two concerns give us a fair idea 
ol the system of handing over public cer­
vices to private corporations. A question 
that immediately presents itseli, is whe­
ther we shall license an additional light

Caught In the Act of Teaching Young Lads 
to Steal.

The first meeting of the Children*» Aid 
Society eiuce June was hel£ yesterday. 
The agent's report showed-that ■ since 
June 27 ageuts had had under considera­
tion 98 new caaes, in which were involv­
ed the interests of 162 children; of these 
42 were boys, who, owing to the opera­
tion of the law passed at the last sessiob 
of the House of Commons, were tried in 
the “Children’s Court,” and their cases 
looked into. Among other matters which 
have come under his notice and in which 
the society hoe made itself felt are the 
following: The Investigation of one case 
of child insurance, of eight cases of al­
leged child cruelty, in which the parents 
were warned; the prosecution of one case 
in which it was discovered that a 'woman 
was teaching young lads to steal; also 
in another case for neglect and cruelty 
to children. The supervision of children 
performing at the Exhibition, by means 
of which parents of one child were de­
barred by the magistrate, and parents 
of three others compelled by him to secure 
licenses.

He must live 
very absteminously for seven weeks, 
while friends and relatives are treated 
with liquor and beer in abundance. It 
is believed, of the belief is pretended, 
that the father's diet reacts on the child's 
health. The children's names are drawn 
directly from nature. The boys are 
named after animals and the girls after 
sun, moon, stars or flowers.

Prfblic opinion among the Chevsurians 
demands that no child be born till four 
years after the marriage, and after that 
there must be three years, at least, be­
tween births ; and no family ought to 
have more than three children. Thus 
the Malthusian laws rule these poor 
people as severely as the Code Napoleon 
rules the French peasants, who fear too 
great a subdivision of their farms.

A wound in the head 
which exposes the brain is worth six- 
teen cows ; the same price is assessed 
for an injury to a leg or an arm. If 
one destroys the use of a thumb he 
must pay the sufferer five cows, four 
for the next finger, three for the next, 
two for that after, and one for the last.

If a search 
were made they would probably be found 
among the company’s own directors or 
officers. When wo reflect on the methods 
by which companies push their business, 
it Is rich, indeed, to hear them and their 
journalistic friends shouting out that 
the municipality ie corrupt and cannot 
be trusted in business. When we have a 
company and a muiiicipal corporation 
working together it not unfrequently 
happens that jobbery results from the 
combination. But certain it is that the 
aldermen working alone will be less apt 
to go astray than when working in con­
junction with a rich corporation,

The company that ie applying for this 
electric franchise should be politely 
shown the door when they make their 
appearance at the City Hall this morn­
ing, Instead of extending these fran­
chises, we ought to curtail them. That 
is the policy, and the only policy, bÿ 
which the -people will be freed from the 
triangular lighting monopoly to which 
they pay tribute to the amount of from 
two hundred to three hundred thousand 
dollars annually. An opportunity is pre­
sented now that may never occur again.

A correspondent of Garden and Forest 
very strongly condemns too much prun­
ing of apple trees. He sayr it would 
astonish any experienced orchardist to 
note the way in which the average 
farmer prunes his fruit trees when he is 
once convinced that something must be 
done in this direction. Before such con­
viction com* to him, he generally is of 
the opinion that to prune is to lose just 
so much fruit as the removed branches 
might be expected to bear for several 
years at least. But if some one in whom 
ne has confidence succeeds in convinc­
ing him that there will be as much 
gained in size as is lost in numbers, and 
especially if his attempts to sell his fruit 
have been met with complaint at its 
small size, he may take tip the saw and 
axe. In that case he may commonly 
be expected to use these implements 
with the fury of a Sioux brave on the 
warpath.

I have just been looking over an 
orchard which was pruned last year in 
this woodchooper’s style. The remark 
of one of the neighbors after seeing the 
results, to the effect that the pruner 
must have been short of firewood, was 
a natural one. Tho trees were uniform­
ly “pruned up"-that is, the lower limbs 
were taken off, and very little thinning 
done to let in air and4light among the 
upper branches. When limbs were taken 
on by the saw, stubs several inches 
long" were leit, while with the axe the 
cut was just as it happened. In neither 
case was any precaution used to pre­
vent a retoOVhn limb from taking with 
it a considerable strip of hark. The 
wounds woAgiot painted or otherwise 
protected.

But what has surprised the owner 
most (and it-puzzled me most at first( is 
that while the^remains” of this orchard 
in common with all apple-trees this 
year, bloomed very freely, almost no 
fruit has set, and the trees are now bare 
of anything but leaves, New branches 
are starting out everywhere from the 
ground up, and it is evident that all the 
vitality of the trees is being expended 
to repair the loss of wood. Since noting 
this, I have also observed a few trees in 
my own orchard, both pears 
and apples, which have dropped their 
young fruit, and in these cases it has 
been as a sequence of pruning last year, 
though it was done with moderation. 
This Impresses upon me anew the in» 
portance of paying more heed to the 
proper forming of neads of the fruit- 
trees by pen-knifo pruning and dis­
budding, followed up with judgment 
and care all through the spring and 
summer. Shock is as pernicious to the 
vegetable organism as to that of men 
and animals, from the surgical point of 
view.

brigands, who carried off the Procureur 
and the judge, taking them to their 
stronghold on Mount Othyrys. Later 

prisoners were allowed to send word 
to their friends that the brigands de­
manded that no pursuit be made until 
a ransom was paid. A detachment of 
100 soldiers was sent to attack the 
brigands, and in the light which follow­
ed the brigands were exterminated ; but 
the Procureur du Roi Was killed and the 
judge was mortally wounded.

The judge died soon after the fight, 
and was buried this afternoon, at the 
same time as the remains of the Procur­
eur du Roi were interred. Thousands 
of people attended the funeral.

they began a senes of experiments, and 
they claim to have learned :

1. That hogs averaging
pounds weight can be bought near Sep­
tember 1st at *4.50 per hundred, live 
weight, fed throe months on nothing but 
wheat, water, ashes and salt, and sold 
December 1st, at $6.50 per hundred 
dressed, and return 56 to 58 cents per 
bushel for the wheat allowing the 
manure to offset the labor of caring lor 
the hog. =

2. That wheat at present prices can 
be profitably led as an entire ration, 
but it would undoubtedly pay better to 
mix it with'some other food, particular­
ly during the earlier stages ot fattening.

8. Hogs fed upon ground wheat made 
a more rapid and uniform gain and pro­
duced pork of rather nicer quality, out 
they also consumed more food. The gain 
was about three cents a bushel more by 
feeding ground wheat, which scarcely 
paid the cost of grinding.

4. Ground wheat brought 58.89 cents, 
whole wheat 55«83 cents, peas 65.36 cents 
and corn 60 cents a bushel, on an aver­
age, for all the gram fed in 90 days, 
but there was not as much gain upon 
peas in the latter part of tne test as 
during the first part, which would indi­

hat they were not as well adapted 
to a complete ration for a long perio’d as 
either wheat or com.

6. The quality of pork made from com 
or ground wheat was about equal, and 
better than that made from whole 
wheat, peas or a mixed food, but that 
from the mixed food was the fattest.

6. The average daily gain on peas 
was 1.21 pounds, on whole wheat 1.12 
pounds, on ground corn 1,40 po 
ground wheat 1.82 pounds and t 
food 1.61 rounds.

7. There would have been a larger 
return for the food consumed if the hogs 
had been sold on October 28 instead of 
on December 1, particularly in the case 
of the lot fed on peas.

8. Probably better results would have 
been obtained if the change from mixed 
food and plenty of exercise to close con­
finement and a single article of food had 
been made more gradually.

When buying a run-down farm there 
is one thing to be avoided- do not try to 

ke it yield good crops and improve in 
condition at the same time. Such a 
course will only make the land poorer. 
Build up the soil first, good crops^will 
come in their own good time.

The reason there is not more double 
pping of land is because the soil gen-, 

erally is not rich enough to warrant it. 
It pays in the garden, which ou most 
farms contains more fertility per square 
foot than can be found anywhere else. 
It will pay with field crops if care is 
taken not to crop exhaustively, and to 
sow altemntaly some leguminous plant 
that will increase fertility instead of 
lessening it. Clover is generally sown 
with some grain crop. This in one 
sense might be termed double cropping, 
as the grain and clover grow together 
until the grain is harvested. But this 
is certainly not exhaustive to the soil, 
As a rule.’it is best to have some crop 
growing on the soil all the time. When 
its surface is bare it is exposed to great­
er losses than when it is covered.
