HOW TO PAINT BRICKWORK.

Painting brickwork is a matier which
bas not been given any considerable at-
tention. Just how much a good coat of
paint adds to brickwork is not so widely
known. However,1tis not difficult to dis-
tinguish between the painted and the un.
panted brickwork, and it 1s not hard to
see the improvement which the paint
makes upon the brick.

Before applying the first coat to brick,
care should be taken so as to clean the sur-
face 1o be painted. The best priming coat
for this work consists of glue size and vene-
tian red mixed in the proportions of ten to
one. Oxide of iron paint mixed with
boiled linseed o1l also forms a good prim-

ing coat, and a litle drier can also be
added to this.

In applying the priming coat care should
be taken, and it should be well brushed on.
The paint should not be too thick when
applied. As soon as the priming coat has
thoroughly dried and all the joints and
cracks have been puttied up, the second
voat can be applied. For the coats after
the priming coat venetian red mixed with
Linseed 0il and drier is used; considerable
turpenting is also used, especially in the
final coat.

The surface of painted brickwork is per-
fectly flat, and to effect this but little oil
must be used in the last coats An ex-
cellent final coat for this work can be
made by mixing brick dust with venetian
red and ochre, using varnish and turpen-
tine. In this no oil is used. It is the
brick dust that gives the surface a nat-
ural appearance.

After the wall has been painted, atten-
tion must be given 1o the joints, These
may be painted either in white or black.
This is rather fine work. A straight edge
and a seamer are used in this work.
There are many things in painting the
joints in brickwork which require more
than ordinary precaution. In this work
the horizontal joints are usually painted
first and then the vertical ones are easily
filled . It 1s a mistake to auempt to
paint these joints directly upon the mortar
joints. If this 1s attempted the result will
be far from satisfactory. By painting just
a little beneath the mortar joints far better
results will be obtained. By doing this
it will be possible to get a uniformity in
the work and a satisfactory job will be the
result. In some cases the jointsare paint-
ed in oil colors and a glossy finish is the
result, but this is not so much tobe desired,
especially with a dull surface like- brick-

work.

O1l must be used in the first coat of
paint for brickwork, for 1t is the oil which
Jormsthe material whichbindsthepigments
together. Certainly brickwork must be
perfectly dry when the paint is applied, for
otherwise 1t would soon scale off. If the
proper precaution is observed in the work
of painting this kind of work there will be
little cause for complaint, and the protec-
tion added to this kind of work by paint
is almost as preat as is the protection
added to woodwork.—Painters’ Magazine.

IMPROVED METHODS OF SEWAGE
DISPOSAL.
By Cuaxces G. Horerzry, C.E.
(Concluded).

Careful examination and inquiry as to
the operation of the Reading sewage
works have convinced me that this prac.
tical application of coke straining and
aerated filtration is worthy of the very
serious consideration of the London,
Ontario, authorities, who still have the
vexed (and to them doubtiess most per-
plexing) question of their sewage disposal
before them.

On account of several conditions essen-
tial to successful intermittent filtration
through land which are not always ob-
tainable, this plan is certainly far in
advance of land disposal pureand simple,
over large areas, as it is generally under-
stood in Ontario by some people, and
which I unequivocally recommended
three years ago. But this is in reality a

land disposal system in a much condensed

form, with but a fractional portion of the
duty imposed vpon it as in ordinary
cases, by reason of the prior removal of
the bulk of the sludge by coke combus-
tion as already desctibed. Upon this ac-
count, and that of the reduced cost of
construction, and future maintenance, as
compared with other proposed plans, I
unhesitatingly recommend it now.

The Pennsylvama Samtation Co.of Phila-
delphia have offered to construct a disposal
plant at the outlet of the Cove Road mamn
sewer, much upon the same lines as that
of Reading, (the London works, of course,
to be a gravitation system), for the sum
of $28,000. This 1s upon a basis of one
million and a half gallons of sewage to be
treated daily.

I have carefully gone nto the plan pro-
posed by them for London, and feel certain
that, with certain modifications, which in-
clude receiving chambers, coke ovens, fur-
nace and chimney, besides provision for
burning the rakings from the upper filter,
an excellent system can be constructed for
the sum of, say, $33,000. The company
would, [ have no doubt, be glad to operate
the works for one year, and guarantee a
given sansfactory standard of purity in
the efiluent. The whole work necessary
in caring for the filter beds, handling, and
finally burming the clogged coke, could
be performed by four men and a foreman.
The weekly cost for coke (the only ma-
terial requiring renewal, besides less than
a couple of tons of sand daily) would be
about 5 or 8 tons, the total weekly ex-
penditure for materials for one week
being : 8 tons of coke and say 12 tons of
sand.

The cost of chemicals alone, per week
of 7 days, would be, for the * Internation-
al System,” using 7 grains of ferozone”
per gallon of sewage (7 grains per gallon

of sewage are not sufficient, as I have
found by actual experience; 10 grains
are necessary), and estimating the cost of
ferozone at % cent per pound (which is
s0% less than 1 ever obtamned it for):
10,500 Ibs, at }4 cent=352.60 per week,
or $2,730 per annum,

So much for maintenance. Now for the
cost of construction by cither of the three
plans proposed for the city of London.

And the latter, besides being less costly,
possesses the inestimable value of being
entirely fiee from the sludge nuisance.

The interests of the city of London can
be protected by the company’s guarantee
to keep up a certain standard of purity in
the effluent during the period the works
are operated by them.

The location of these works at the end
of the Cove street sewer would, of course,
obviate the necessity for a syphon as now
proposed.

The city of Worcester, Mass, may
safely be taken as a typical illustration of
chemical precipitation for large cities, ard
the report for 1896 may be referred to, in
which it is shown that, for maintenance
and purification of one million gallons of
sewage, the cost has been $10.52, 53.9 per
cent. of the organic matter having been
removed ; and yet Worcester is thinking
very seriously of constructing, at great
epense, a filtration plant asan auxiliary
to their present method. The sludge
from the Worcester works has always
beer. found very difficult to get rid of, and
when there in 1895, I saw very large
areas covered with it to a depth of 12" or
18", small quantities of which the neigh-
boriang farmers could scarcely be prevailed
upon to take away as a gift.

Enough has nc.. been said on this
head, and the met ' of precipitation as
applied to large towns with its sludge
concomitant may be dismissed with a
quotation from Col. Waring : “ The pre-
cipitation treatment buysand manipulates
chemucals, coagulates the sludge, drains
it, pumps it, handles it, and still has it.”

It must not, however, be gathered from
the foregoing remarks that the wnter has

receded from his many previously stated
convictions regarding * precipitation”
methods.

There are, and always will be, cases
arising where, in the absence of coke or
suitable land, chemical precipitation will

‘be found a powerful aid to the final filtra.

tion of sewage, either through natural or
artificial media; and this applies par-
ticularly to the sewage disposal of small
communities, ¢.g., as in some of our pro-
vincial institutions, or otker small centres
of population.

Since reading the above I have sug-
gested a still further modification in the
method proposed for London, which is to
use 20 acres of land for the final filtration
of the sewage, afier stramning through,
and retention of the sludge by, coke.

This is a combination of the Reading
plan with simple land filtration, and
would effect a saving to London in cost
of construction of nearly $20,000, as com-
pared with the original * All Land Dis.
posal” plan and the chemical * Inter-
national System.”

Mzt Robert Surtees, city engineer of
Ottawa, Ont., who held that position for
twenty-four years, has been dismissed by
the city council, owing to disagreement
with certain aldermen. A successor to
the position will be appointed immediate-
ly.

Referring to the appointment of Mr.
W. M. Davis, of Woodstock, to the posi-
tion of city engineer of Berlin, Ont., a
Woodstock paper says: While we con-
gratulate Mr. Davis on his appointment
to an excellent position in the town of
Berlin, we regret—in common, we be-
lieve, with all citizens—his removal as a
loss to Woodstock. In connection with
the engineering work of the town and of
numerous municipalities of the district,
Mr. Davis has been a most capable,
painstaking and conscientious profession-
alman. Heis a man of ability and high
character, strict, almost unbending in his
ideas of professional honor. As an officer
of the Dufferin Rifles, Major Davis has
had few if any superiors in this district
since the organization of, our militia

forces. Hehas shown himself enthusias-
tic and proud of his work. His removal
would be a very great loss indeed to the
22nd Battalion, if he were not able 10
continue his connection with it, which we
hope to see him do. in leaving town
Major Davis will carry with him the good
wishes of many friends.
