LONDON. June 22.—From the mo­

ment the banks opened this morning 
there was every indication that the 
new war loan, which gives the chan­
cellor of the exchequer a blank cheque 
for a sum which may amount at a 
maximum to one billion pounds, $5.- 
000,000,000, was going to be a gigantic 
success The number of subscribers 
to the November loan totalled 32.000, 
but by 10 o’clock this morning more 
than 4,000,000 application forme had 
been distributed. Early today the sec­
retary of the Bank of England said: 
"The new loan is proving as popular, 
if not more so, than any preceding 
loans. The public Is taking it up pri­
marily with the purpose of helping 
things along toward the desired edrly 
finish of the war, rather than with the 
desire of making money."

The Topic of the Hour.
At the bank itself, where only mul­

tiples of hundred pounds were avail­
able, there was a brisk and steady 
stream of applications which never 
wavered for an instant. The large 
joint stock banks were even "busier, 
while the postoffices exhausted their 
supply before they had been open an 
hour.

The issue was the sole topic of con­
versation thruout London- Ttoday 
there seemed a unanimous opinion, 
even among the poor, that it was es­
sential that they participate, even tho 
unable to produce more than five shil­
lings for one voucher.

Unions Approve.
Edwin Montague, financial secretary 

of the treasury, met representatives of 
the Trade Union Friendly Society to­
day and explained to them the scheme 
in detail. They gave it an enthusi­
astic welcome, saying they would be 
prepared to buy iarage blocks of 
vouchers from the government for 
sale to their members.

In the city the immediate effect of 
the issue was practically to stop all 
other business on the stock exchange. 
In most marakets prices experienced 
fairly severe falls. Home rails were 
especially affected and colonials gave 
way sharply. The great feature of the 
day was the way the old war loan 
jumped on the strength of the conver­
sion terms. It closed last night at 
93%, and reached 95Ç& within a quar­
ter of an hour this morning. Among 
the stock exchange jobbers it was 
generally believed that the new loan 
would offer an opportunity of selling 
consols, which recently were almost 
unmarketable.

LONDON, June 22.—Sergt Michael 
O’Leary of the Irish Guards went to 
Buckingham Palace today and receiv­
ed the personal congratulations of 
King George, v/tro pinned thé Victoria 
Cross on the soldier’s breast.

O'Leary won this, the most coveted 
of the British military decorations, 
during the winter campaign in France. 
According to the official account, 
O’Leary formed one of a storming 
party at Cuinchy- As the party was 
advancing against the German 
trenches, O’Leary rushed to the front 
and killed five Germans, who were 
holding the first barricade, which he 
captured, after killing three Germans 
and taking two other prisoners. The 
official report.added that O’Leary vir­
tually captured the German position 
by himself, and prevented the re­
mainder of the attacking party from 
being fired on.

\THE HAGUE, via London, June 22 
—10-40 p.m—The Handelsblad in its

Would Force a Stand.
The Germans count confidently now 

on forcing a stand at Lemberg. There 
is no reason for believing the grand 
duke will accommodate himself to the 
design of the enemy .here any more 
than at Peremysl.

The grand duke's pursuance of this 
course is entirely in the interests of 
the allies. Russia indeed hoped that 
the general forward movement upon 
the vitals of the enemy’s country could 
have been made this summer, and 
Russia was prepared for her share in 
a declaration in favor of the continu­
ance of the war- But her position ne­
cessitated the abandonment of Rus­
sian hopes for the present. Germany 
promptly availed herself of the op­
portunity, heavily reinforced her ma­
chinery of war on the western front 
and withdrew her trained men for use 
on the eastern front.

Three Million Men.
Against Russia Germany has massed 

oyer a million and a half of men. Aus­
tria's contribution against Russia 
numerically larger, in fact over two 
million men. The Russian task was 
therefore to gain time, which can only 
be done in war by the sacrifice either 
of space or men’s lives. Space, espe­
cially when it is in enemy territory, is 
cheaper, and as Germany’s object is to 
smash Russia’s live forces, a double 
purpose was served by electing to 
sacrifice space in order to gain the 
time needed by the allies to prepare 
for the final stage.

In this unprecedented war Germany 
has advanced a couple of hundred 
miles into Galicia, at a coat of two 
months’ time already, and half a mil­
lion men have been placed hors de 
combat. She is no nearer the attain­
ment of either of the aims sought by 
her in this costly campaign.

Losses Are Small.
Russia’s losses, after the first little 

mishap in the retirement from the 
River Donajec, have been dispropor­
tionately small it) comparison with the 
German's losses, tho Russia could quite 
afford to idse men in inverse propor­
tion if necessary.

Galicia has not yet returned to the 
enemy’s possession, and further heavy 
losses must be incurred before it does. 
As for the sentimental objection to the 
sacrifice of even enemy territory once 
captured, it naturally is strong; but 
thinking men readily reflect that in 
this war gains and losses must be 
reckoned not in territory, but in fight­
ing strength of every kind, until vic­
tory is won. !

to the test and they have not been found 
wanting,” said Noel Marshall, chairman 
of the Canadian Red Cross Society, last 
night in Bonar Presbyterian Church, 
coiner College street and Lansdowne ave­
nue, in speaking at a patriotic concert 
hejd by the Ward Six LiberaNConserva- 
tive Association, at which an appeal was 
made to those present to contribute to a 
fund for the purchase of a motor am­
bulance to be sent to the front. The 
Ward Six Liberal-Conservative Associa­
tion. three weeks ago, inaugurated «. 
campaign to raise -51800 to buy a motor 
ambulance for Canadian soldiers at the 
front. A good sum was subscribed nt 
the concert, but the chairman of the 
meeting said the fund would rut be closed 
until Friday, June 25.

In making an appeal to those present. 
Mr. Marshall reviewed th- work of the. 
Red Cross since the war and stated that 
$650.000 had been raised. Between one 
and two million dollars worth of goods 
have been sent over the sea. Including 
150,000 shirts. 30.000 sheets. 200.000 pairs 
of socks, 33,000 pillows and 63,000 towels.

Asked for More.
“A request was sent to us by the 

British war office for an equipped hos­
pital of 100 beds." he continued, “and 
now tha tnumber has increased to 1000 
beds.

“Today I received a cable asking for 
$150,000 for the establishment of a con­
valescent home for Canadian soldiers and 
I think I can say that the money will be 
forthcoming.

“We have opened an information 
bureau in Geneva, so that Canadian 
prisoners in Germany can be communi­
cated with. Already 500 parcels have 
been distributed.”

WEST LAND REGULATIONS.Passenger Trafficin- Passenger Traffic

The sole head ol a lamny, or any male 
over eighteen years old, may homestead 
a quarter-section of available Dominion 
land in Manitoba, Saskatchewan or Al­
berta. Applicant must appear In person 
at the Dominion Lands Agency or Sub- 
Agency for the district. Entry by proxy 
may be made at any Dominion Lands 
Agency (but not Sub-Agency) on certain 
coriuitions.

Duties—Six months’ residence upon and 
cultivation of tbe land In each of three 
years. A homesteader may live within 
nine miles of his homestead on a farm 
of at least eighty acres, on certain con­
ditions. A habitable house is reoulred, 
except where residence is performed in 
the vicinity.

In certain districts a homesteader in 
good standing may pre-empt a quarter- 
section alongside his homestead. Price 
$8-00 per acre.

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RMr. Justice Middleton gave Judgment 
at Osgoode Hall yesterday In the action 
of Edwin Lowery and Mrs. T. Goring 
to recover $25.000 damages from J. R. 
Booth for destruction of a cofferdam 
built in the bed of the Montreal River 
and destroyed by defendant’s logs, 
which floated down the stream. The 
plaintiffs built the dam for the Do­
minion Government In connection with 
the upper Ottawa storage system. It 
consisted of cribwork and is said to 
have cost $20,700. When the spring 
freshets came the water submerged 
the dry area.

Sixteen booms of the defendant's 
logs, containing fifty thousand pulp- 
wood, eight hundred thousand in all. 
were carried down the stream. The 
first of the logs passed without doing 
Injury, but before long a number 
lodged upon the piers and side 
jams were formed- After the stream 
was cleared It was found that the cof­
ferdam was destroyed and rendered 
useless for the purpose for which it 
was built. A new dam was built at a 
cost of $8000, but it was also swept 
away with the next spring freshet.

The plaintiff» settled the contract 
with the government and were given 
$10,000. Mr. Justice Middleton could 
not find that the defendant had been 
negligent and dismissed the action.

Mr. Justice Lennox yesterday quash­
ed the conviction of Harry Horne, 
who was charged with contributing to 
the delinquency of his children. His 
lordship found that the children were 
not aware of their father’s conduct.

The appellate division has dismissed 
the appeal of William Marshall from 
the decision of the trial judge dismiss­
ing his action for a declaration that 
he had title stock In the Dominion 
Manufacturers, Limited.

A letter received yesterday from 
Milan -by Miss Margaret George, the 
well-known Canadian prima donna so­
prano, who returned from Italy to 
Toronto only a short time ago, de­
scribes vividly the riotous scenes 
which followed the outbreak of war In 
the Italian city;

A few hours later, the news came thru 
of Italians being- burned to death in 
Berlin and Vienna, and then Milan 
went mad properly. Starting in the 
Piazza del Duomo and gradually ex­
tending all over the city, the crowd 
looted every German Arm in Milan. 
Nothing was left. At 6 o'clock Corso 
V. Emanuele was lined with tram cars 
Which had been stopped. Every Ger­
man shop in the Corsd was packed 
with the mob who threw everything 
they could lay hands on to the people 
outside and to the people standing on 
top of the cars, who in their turn de­
stroyed them. Everything came out— 
ladies' dresses, clothing, men’s under­
wear, collars, etc- Finally when no­
thing was left standing, 
door or a shutter; the whole of the 
debris was heaped up 1n front of the 
shops and set on fire- The Corso, 
Piazza and Galleria finished, the loot­
ing was continued in every direction. 
Hour after hour it went on. 1 follow­
ed one mob from the Piazza Porta 
Ticinese, then to Porta Nuova, Porta 
Genova and so on. I got home about 
4 in the morning and it was practi­
cally all over.

Soldiers Helped Rioters.

Milan having ’been completely smash- 
ed, the military .of course were called 
out. tout so Intense was the feqling 
that even the officers egged on the 
crowd and I saw a lot of soldiers 
lending a hand.

The first case to come under the ju­
risdiction of the Ontario License Com­
mission. involving the cancellation of 
a hotel license, which Is provided for 
under the new act. came before that 
body yesterday afternoon, when the 
investigation into alleged illegal sell­
ing at the King George Hotel, kept 
by H- A. Cook at Trenton, was held. 
The counsel for Mr. Cook asked for 
an adjournment until next Tuesday 
morning, In order that additional evi • 
dence for the hotel proprietor could 
be given.

At the conclusion of the examina­
tion of the three witnesses before the 
board. Chairman J. D. Flavelle stated 
that he had very grave doubts about 
the reliability of Mr. Cook's evidence, 
and that the whole case looked like 
that ot a very clever man who was 
trying to escape the ends ot Justice. 
In addition to declaring himself to be 
totally dissatisfied with Mr- Cook's 
evidence, Mr. Flavelle asserted that a 
.clever men who just managed to es­
cape actual detection woyld be more 
•severely dealt with than the unfortu­
nate man who transgressed, and who 
was caught in the act of selling liquor 
during illegal hours.

The three witnesses who were ex­
amined were A. E. Sarvis and P. J. 
Peterson of Trenton, provincial officers, 
and Alfred H. Williams, an agent of 
the Thiel Detective Agency-

Sarvis told of going -to the hotel on 
Sunday, June 13, to conduct an In­
vestigation, and testified that he saw 
many men go thru the hotel to the 
back. He did not go into the bar. but 
said that he heard glasses clinking. 
A bus driver had asked him to have a 
drink, and shortly after he had heard 
the exclamation, “Beat it, boys, the In­
spector is here." The provincial offi­
cer Said that he was closely observed 
during the day,

A. HP Williams testified that he 
counted 111 men who went thru the 
hotel on the following Sunday, and 
that a number of soldiers were ob­
served. Two Chinamen came In and 
mode requests, which he did not hear, 
but both were refused.

H. A. Cook, the proprietor, declared 
that he kept the doors of his bar lock­
ed on Sunday, and the men did not re­
ceive liquor in the hotel. He said that 
he told men he could not serve them 
because the inspector was around, but 
maintained that this was merely an 
excuse to get rid of them without giv­
ing them any offence.
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But if the lieutenant-governor be 
excused from attendance on the royal 
commission, there Is no reason why his 
ministers and all otheJ persons of high 
station in the province should not at­
tend and give testimony. The World 
hopes they will do so. The Norris 
Government is acting wisely in ex­
tending the scope of the commission, 
and the members of that government 
should make a fyll and frank dis­
closure of all facts in their possession.

MOSQUE OF ST. SOPHIA.h ! POLICE MADE BETTING RAID. BRITISH RESERVISTS AREDestruction Threatened by German Com­
mander of Turkish Army.

With customary lust for destruction 
reports from credible sources indicate 
that the German Commander-in-Chief of 
the Turkish army caused the ancient 
Mosque of St. Sophia to be carefully min­
ed before the advance of the allies, and 
in event of the Turkish Government 
moving from Constantinople, the total 
destruction of this wonderful place of 
Mohammedan worship seems assured.

The Mosque was originally the Ca­
thedral of St. Sophia, built by the Em­
peror Justinian about the year 632. It 
represents one of the finest specimens of 
architecture of the Byzantine period.

It remained a Christian church until 
the invasion of the Turks in the fifteenth 
century, since which time It. has been a 
house of mohammedan worship.

Nearly fourteen hundred years old, this 
ancient edifice may now become a prey 
of most flagrant vandalism at German 
hands.

Once under the Christian emblem, 
however, those who have been to Con­
stantinople would truly like to see this 
wonderful shrine pass again from its con­
trol of the Crescent to the Cross un­
scathed, and it is confidently expected 
that before the coming of autumn the 
banners of the Allies will be the flags 
which will wave over the Sultan’s chief 
city.

Foremost among them will be the 
British Union. Jack, the same flag which 
The World, Toronto and Hamilton, of­
fers to its readers, complete with outfit, 
practically on gift terms.

LONDON, June 22—David Lloyd 
George, minister of munitions, who 
has returned from a week-end visit 
to Boulogne, where he consulted M. 
Albert Thomas, the French under-sec­
retary of war, on the munitions ques­
tion, is forming committees in Lon­
don as well as in all manufacturing 
towns, to take advantage of every 
possibility for increasing the produc­
tion of munitions, now the gravest 
problem confronting the allies in all 
theatres of war-

The Times this morning prints a 
despatch from its correspondent in 
eastern France, who assert^ that if the 
French troops are to drive home their 
offensive in overwhelming force they 
must use" a tremendously increased 
bulk of ammunition. The same lesson 
comes for England from the Woevre 
front, he points out, while the retreat 
of the Russian armies in Galicia 
hammers it home again.

The correspondent says the daily 
output of shell certainly is much 
larger than it was four months ago 
and that it is possible that a reserve 
of ammunition is being built up much 
more rapidly than is apparent at the 
front, but he adds, ‘‘what we have 
come to is the redemption of the world 
by shell fire.”
