Note—Wherever, In the carrying out 
of this plan of oo-operation, any ex­
isting church property may not be ne­
cessary for the purposes of the united 
congregation, such property can only 
be disposed of according to the regula­
tions of the denomination In whose 
name it Is held; and the proper denom­
inational court must determine the pur­
pose to which the proceeds shall be 
applied.
Originating Work In New Territory.

(7) That the co-operating commit­
tees at their annual meeting consider 
the plans proposed by the several de­
nominations for work In new territory 
for the ensuing year, as reported by 
their home mision superintendents. 
They shall also review such new work 
as may have been initiated by the local 
committees or missionary superinten­
dents since the last meeting.

(a) When anyone of the co-operat­
ing churches is ready to undertake 
work In a new unoccupied field, the 
proposal shall be submitted by the su­
perintendent of missions of the church 
undertaking the work, to the local com­
mittee of the district in which the field 
lies, with full information regarding the 
field, including the numerical strength 
of the several Protestant denomina­
tions in the community, and the loca­
tion and distance of adjacent missions. 
The local committee so consulted shall, 
without delay, send reply to the su­
perintendent, mailing also a copy of 
that reply to the secretary of the co­
operating committee having jurisdic­
tion.

(b) The home mission superinten­
dents of the respective denominations 
shall, as far as possible, consult with 
one another before undertaking work 
In any unoccupied territory.

(c) In any case, however, in which 
such consultation would unnessarily 
delay ministration to the needs of a 
new community, the Initiation, of work 
by any denomination may be undertak­
en as at present; the initiation of such 
work, along with full information re­
garding the field as provided above, to 
be reported immediately to the chair­
man of the nearest local committee, 
and to be subject to the provisions 
contained in the following paragraph.

(d) Work so initiated, after April 1, 
1911. shall be subject to the review of 
the co-operating committee; and In all 
such cases, priority of occupation shall 
have'ho weight In determining the par­
ticular denomination to which the field 
should be assigned.

(e) Regard shall be had to the dis­
advantage under which any of the de­
nominations may be placed in putting 
a stop to overlapping in existing fields, 
and also to the number contributed by 
such denomination to the sister de­
nominations in fields where its mem­
bership 1® not sufficiently numerous to 
justify a separate church, by assigning 
to that denomination in certain cases
