Pecan nuts are best, then walnuts
and. peanutg. A mixturé of nut meats
gives a better flavor than one kind.
alone. Grind them and mix with twice
the quantity of rice, breadcrumbe or
mashed potatoes. Then they are ready
to serve as a meat substitute. :
If vegetables are carefully cooked
they are really much more nourishing
than meat.. For instance, lentils con-
tain 26 per cent. of albuminoids; beans,
23; peas, 24; and beef, 19, But old
Peas, beans or lentils must be well
washed and soaked overnight, boiled in
fresh water for an hour, this water
then thrown away, and the cooking
finished in fresh, boiling water. When
s0ft, press them thru a colander and
serve for puree mixed with water or
milk. Whole wheat bread and cereals
such as barley, catmeal, cornmeal and
rolled wheat contain a large portion
of muscle-making Tood. But they must
be.Well cooked. Serve milk with oat-
eal, cream with rolled wheat, and

butter, If you have not time every
morning to cook such cereals, cook a
large quantity at once, and reheat over
hot water when neéded. ;
