It is first, to disfran-
chise the City of London, and second,
to punish the cigarmakers, {the stable-
boys and the little old men, who ' work
at odd jobs, who received five or ten
dollars apiece for ca.uting their votes
for Hyman.

TYPHOID IN. NEW ONTARIO,

uh-n-—-
Epldemle in Some Doeullﬂe-—lreulth
of Provinee.

The health of the provhwe based
on the returns of 760 division regis-
trars 80 far as deaths caused by con-
diseases, may be considerel
satisfactory, with the exception of
typhoid fever, which  generally be-
comes more prevalent during the fall
months, and the returns for September
this year are no eéxception. In New
Ontario this disease assumed an epl-
demic form in ‘some localities—eight
towns and villages having reported
277 cases and 251 deaths from a popu+
latlon of 22,264, which makes a death
rate of 112 in 1000. This, as may be
seen by the table below, is h
higher than was reported from cit-
les and towns in the older settled
parts of Ontario, where 215 cases and
28 deaths were reported from a popu-
lation of 884,476, the death rate be-
ing only 0.05, while the returns from
750 dfvistons give 668 cases and 83
deaths. Yet the mortality is muecn
lower than for September, 1905,  tha
figures being respectively 12.4 and 16.1.
The total deaths from all causes apeh
2381 from a population of 2,070,612,
wog(i)Ch makes the death rate 1379 th
1000.
