HOW GERMAN MINISTER WAS KILLED

—
He Was Pulled Off His Horse and
Beaten to Death—What Will
Germany Do t
Berlin, July 2.—~Privy Councilior Hamann
informed the correspondent of the Associat-
ed Press to-day that the offieial despatch
announcing Baron Von Ketteler's assas-
sination was recelved here early to-day, It
was based on a direct written message,
conveyed from Pekin, and signed by Vou-
Bergen, a member of the Germsn legation
at Pekin, and Bir Robert Hart, the ln-
spector-General of Customs, ‘It was ad-
dressed to the commander of the European
forces at Tien Tsin, and wasg forwarded
June 20 by Consul Zimmerman to the Ger-
man consul at Che Foo, The message con-
talned a number of Interesting details,

Was Beaten to Death.

Baron Von Ketteler, while riding om
borseback to the Tsung Lt Yamen (foreign
office), was attacked by large numbers of
Chinese, who pulled him off his horse and
beat him to death. An literpreter who
was with him was seriously Injured, but
escaped, and subsequently reached the Ger-
man legation,

The President of the Michigan Cen-

The one ‘_polnt which s worrying
Mr. Ledyard and the many friends of his
daughter is that nothing hag come about
the safety of Baroness Von Ketteler, The
reports tell of the razing of the German
embassy, and as ube‘wn- there with her
husband. there Is a terrib'e fear that the
heathens may have treated her ng they
have other unfortunate Christians. Baron
Von Thielman, the German Minister at
Berlin, who attended fthe nannage ot
Baron Von Ketteler and Migs Leéyard
here in 1807, has promised Mr, Ledyard
to Inform him of everything by cable, but
no word was received to-day.

DISQUIET AT WASHINGTON

Over the Bad News Relative to the
Conditions of the Legations
at Pekin,

Washington, July 2.—Bad news came this
morning from Admiral Kempfr, confirming
the worst storles which have emanated from
China relative to the conditions at Pekin,
and a feellng of disquiet was noticealle
among Administration officlals and diplo-
mats. The German Kwmbassy showed par-
ticular anxiety for Information respecting
the sad end of Baron Von Ketteler, and n
the course of the afternoon Becretary Her.
mann of the Embassy pald a speclal visit
to the State Department to Inquire, M,
Thiebault, the charge of the French Em-
bassy, also called, in quest of information,
it was sald. The visits revived rumors that
an effort is afoot to reach an International
agreement respecting the conduct of the
forces of the powers in China, It was sald
this afternoon at the State Department
that the only news was that there seemed
to be unanimous agreement on the pirt
of the powers to welcome with the utmost
cordiality Japan's offer to furnish reinforce-
ments for the forces now operating along
the Pel Ho River In the effort to reach
Pekin, as Japan, alone of the powers, 1s

prepared to throw Into China whatever
number of troops may be needed, . The'

news to that effect had come to the State
Department from all directions, and prin-
¢ipally from England, Russia and Franee,
As far as the State Department (s concern.
ed, it had previously accorded Japan a free
band tu the mutler of the sumber of troops
to be employed In China, upon a voluntary

FRANCE HEARS THE BAD NEWS

Of a Minister of g Great Power
Having Been Assassinated—
Will Send Troops,

Parls, July 2.—In the Chamber of Depu-
tles to-day, M. Delcasse, the Minister of
Forelgn Affairs, announced that he haa re-
celved a despateh to-day from the French
Consul at Shanghal, saying that the D).
rector of Chinese Raliroads had received
the news that the Minister of a great power
had been assassinated at Pekin, and that

the other Ministers were In peril.

M. Delcasse added that he hoped the int.
ter news would prove untrue, France,
thus far, he continued, had been weakly
represented among the international forces,
but troops from Tonqun were arriving on
the scene, and the French Admiral woulq
soon have 3000 men, while, with the ar.
rival of the other troops on thély way,
France within a month will bave a force
proportionate to her position in Ching,

AMERICANS GO SLOW,

Willing to Pledge That U, 8 win
Perform No Act of Hostility ¢
Shanghai is Safe,
Washington,D.C., July 2.—After 48 hours'

conslderation, the Cabinet officers here
have declded not to ratify the agreement
of nine articles providing for the neutrat
lzatlon of S8hanghal and the Southern Chiaa
treaty ports submitted by Minister Wu,
There were some things g the agreement
which the Government felt that It conld

not accept. Such, for instance, wasg the

absolution proposed to be extended to the
Chinese Government In advance for any out
rages that might occur in the treaty ports,

The Government has, however, no objec.
tion to the principle embodied In the ar-
rapgement, and has, therefore, told (on-
sul-General Goodnow by eable that he
might pledge the United States Govern-
ment to commit no act of hostility so long
as the Viceroy of the province is able to
keep the peace and will protect foreigners,
This determination has been made known
to the other powers.

FRANCE IS IN IT NOW,

The French Consulate at Tien Tsin
Was Seriously Damaged by ga
Shell—The Secretary Killed.
Paris, July 2.—(3 p.m.)—The French Cou.
sul at Tien Tsin telegraphs under date of

June 26 as follows:

“‘Several shells were fired Into the town
yesterday evening, one falling in the French
Consulate, and serloasly damaging the
building, without Infuring the residents,

‘“The secretary of the Consulate, who
was_acting as road surveyor for the town,
and two French sallors were killed at the
Town Hall.”

GERMAN WORK IS STOPPED

On the Shantung Raflroad Owing
to the Disturbances Between
Kia Ho and Wel-Hsin,

Tsin Tchoo, July 2.—The Gefman engin-
eers on the Bhantung Rallroad have been
forced to abandon their work owing to dis
turbances between Kia Ho and Wel Hsin,
The engineers, who were plundered by
zebel soldiers, managed to reach a piace
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of safety after a running fight,

WHAT CONSULS PROPOSE,

ITALY WILL LEND AID

—
To Bring the Chinese to Time—Does
Not Want a Slice, But Secur-
ity for Her Citizens.

Rome, July 2.—In thke Chamber of Depu-
ties to-day the Marquls Viscont! Venosta,
Minister of Forelgny Affairs, ontiined the
polley of the Government In China. He
said :

“Harmony between the powers has never
ceased since united getlon was taken, If
the pearest natlons arrived npon the scene
first they acted In the common interest.
The Itallan Government thus far nas not
sent any soldiers, but it wonld soon have
six or seven warships with inereased
crews, able to disembark landing parties.
Moreover, other measures have been taken
in order to enable Italy to be prepared
for any eventuality, and we propose to
maintain our position in the concert of
European powers, all of whom are anxious
to re-establish ofder In Pekin and ereate
guarantees for the safety Bf foreigners
and peaceful interésts. It would not only

The Man May Be Charles A, Towne
Willlam Sulzer or Ex-Govern-
or Hill of New York.

Soon after 10 o'clock this
morning the ' Democratic National Com-
mittee assembled at the Kansas Chty Club
to consider the claims of contesting dele-
gations, formally to select temporary otfi-
cers and transact some other preliminary
business. To-night it Is proposed tormally
10 open the new convention hall with a
promeunade concert,

Vice-Presidential Situation,
The vice-presidential situation has not

cleared up during the day and to-night
it is apparently In as much doubt ag It
was when the delegates to the National
Democratic convention arrived. Therey was
a shifting of the scene to-day when Ben-
Jamin F. Bhively of Indiana was taken
out of the race by his emph¥tic state-
‘ment to the Indlana delegation, Not oniy
the Indiana men, but other delegafes in
the city accepted the statement of Mr.
Shively, and he s not mow considered a

probabllity In the race. As the contest
stands after Shively's retiroment the two
leading candidates seem to be Charies A,
Towne and William Bulzer,with some man
from New York like Judge van Wyck or
Elllott Danforth as a possibiuty under
certain contingencies.
It is a Question of Platform.

The fact s the vice-presidential situa-
tion is Interwoven with the pinttora, It
there is a simple veaffiration of the
Chicago - platform, some New oYrk man
may be selected for vice prostdent in the
hope that he will assist iy ecarrying that
state, If there is a specific ceclaration tor
16 to 1, then Towne may de made Bryan's
running mate. It is pointed out as not
quite concelvable that a convention which
would refuse to make a specific declaration
for 10 to 1 with a view of carrying some
of the Eastern Btates, would nominate
Towne, who left the Republican party so'e-
Iy on the gronund of bis attachment to st
ver, It Is conceded by all the Democratic
leaders that Towue's strength is in the
west, and on a silver platform, and that
be’ would not be strong in the east on a
modified plagform.

While it {s not a certainty that Towne
would be nominated, even iIf there was a
specific 16 to 1 declaratfon, it Is generally
beHeved that his chances would he greatly
improved by such action, and his friends
are making every effort to bring about that
result in the convention,

New York is Uncertain,

New York s still an uncertain quantity
In the field. It Is still asserted that she
has no connection, altho there is more
genulne activity in the Sulzer canvas than
any other that is being made. Mr. Bulzer,
while a New York man, {s not the candidate
of New York, and Iy making his canviss
outside of that delegation. That the dele-
gatiod, under favorable conditions, such
as concessions fp the platform, would unite
LoD sotne other man sgems to be perfectiy
understood, . but ‘§t -would undonubtedly be
brought about by & movement from outsitie
the State. Whether the convention would
unite on Danforth“or Van Wyck is uncer.

- STILL FINDING THE DEAD.

Other Fne’,',’Whleh Show the Ap~
palling Loss of Life in New York
Harbor on Saturday.

New York, July 2.~The partially sub-
merged hulké’®¥ the huge North German
Lloyd steamers Saale, Bremen and Maln
lle smoking in the upper bay and North
River,. apparently thoroly wrecked. These
German merchantmen hold many dead men
within their iron sides. A police patrol
forbids near approach to the sunken steam-
ers, and warns off the curlous who hover
Eleven charred bodies
now in the New York morgue were taken
from the deck of the Saale, and divers
are expected to briog up scores of dead men
to-day. Charred legs, sections of planking
from half-burned scows and lighters and
other wreckage are drifting about the up-
per and lower bays, compelling steamers
to plck thelr way with caution. to save
their screws and paddles,

Dead Nearly All Employes,

6 York-street, open

It 18 not yet possible to state accurately |*

the number of dead, but the first reports
of the fire, which represented the steam-
ers and the plers as containing many vis-
ftors and prospective passengers, are not
borne out by Investigation, and If seems
likely that nearly all of the victims of the
disaster were employed In some capacity
by the steamship company. However, the
loss of life s appalling.

Forty Bodies Recovered,
Forty bodles have been recovered, hun-

dreds are missing, and no estimate of the
number of dead now falls below 200, Of
many of the dead no trace will ever be
found, their bodles having been reduced
to ashes in the furnaces. It is reasonable
to suppose that the rescued wlill report
themselves to-.day, and that to-night's list
of missing will be the list of the dead.
Nearly all of the members of the crews had
their homes jn Germany, and news of the
disaster will earry sorrow to many a fire-
side In the Fatherland. No missing, ex-
cept those employed about :the steamers,
have been reported to the police or to the
company., :

Most of the estimates of loss do not fall
below $10,000,000. Insurance men are re-
joleing over the fact that the risks on the
steamers were placed abroad.

MAY HAVE BEEN A PIPE,

As Yet the Exact Canse of the Aw-
ful Fire in New York Harbor
Has Not Been Ascertained.

New York, July 2.—~Notwithstanding the
immediate investigation set on foot by
the North German Lloyd Steamship Com-
pany, the cause of the fire has not been
determined satisfactorily., It Is known that
the starting point was in the lghter load-
ed with eotton, moored at the southernmost
corner of pler No, 3, commonly known as

the Mediterrancan Pler,

The theory first advanced was that spon-
taneous combustion was responsible, but
this was abandoned after an expert had
given .the opinion that the tightly-packed
bales were not in that condition to induce
ignition. 'There was some loose cotton
on the deck of the lighter, and, in the ab-
sence of any other proof to the contrary,
it 18 believed that one of the gang of labor-
ers dropped the contents of a lghted
pipe.

London, July 2,—A speclal despatch from
Shanghal, containing another version of
Yung Lu's message, is that it was an ap-
peal to the Taotal Bhong to send help.
Yung Lu is further said to have declared that
he and the Dowager Empress had been seek-
ing to protect the Furopeans and legations
but that Prince Tuan usurped the Imperial
power June 20, since when the soldiers had
refused to obey Yung Lu.

AMERICAN FOUGHT FOR BRITAIN

A Story From Cleveland 'Which, 1i
True, Shows the Sympathetie
Nature of Roberts.

Cleveland, July 2.—The British Govern.
ment has just recognized the valor of an
American hero, who dled In the Transvaal
from wounds recelved in battle, by pre-
senting to his widow a house and lot in To-
ronto, Canada, and a pehsion of $25 per
month to her and her four children,

Alfonso De Rochejocqualain was a g0l
dier of fortune. Born of French and Eng-
lish parents, he came to thig country when
a boy, but at the outbreak of one of Eng-
land’'s cononial wars he went back to Eng-
land and’ enlisted under Lord Roberts, He
was with Roberts In many campaigns, and
distinguished himself so many times by
bravery that the personal attention of Lord
Roberts was ecalled to him,

When the Boer war broke out, the Cleve-
land man wrote to Lord Roberts, offering
his services. Roberts repllied by sending
him transportation to South Africa, De-
claring he was a single man, he was per-
mitted to joim the Queen's forces, and a
few weeks later he was In South Africa
fighting under his old commander,

He fell mortally wounded about two
‘months ago, plerced by a Boer buBiet, and
a few days after died. Lord Roberts vis-
ited him In the hospital, and it is sald he
cried when his brave old soldler dled,

Shortly before the Cleveland man’s death
he told Lord Roberts that he had a wits
and four chlidren living In Cleveland. Lord
Roberts took a persénal Interest I tne
family of the hero, and yesterday the
widow received notification of ®he gift of
the house and pension,

A BRITISH VIEW OF PREFERENT-
IAL TRADE.

We are Indebted to the secretary of the
Cobden Club for an exposition of the views
of British free traders on the Canadian
preferential tariff, and the agitation In
Canada for a corresponding concession
from Great Britain. The views of the
club are contained In two speelal articles

under the caption of '“I'he Canadian Pref.
erential Tariff: A Faflure and a Danger,”
In the firsy article the figures of the
Canadian blue books are quoted to show
that our preferential farif has been a
signal faflure, as far as increasing Brit-
Ish exports to this country is concerned.
“The preferential tariff,” says The Gra
phie, “Is a fallure because, In spite of the
preference, British goods still pay a higher
average tax on _entering Canada than
Amerlean goods.” It is pointed out that
In 1807 the average duty on British goods
entering Canada was 21.1 per cent., while
that on American goods was 13.2 per cent,
In 1809, the corresponding figures were
108 and 126 per cent, The Graphic ar-
rives at the same conclusion as prevalls
in Canada, In regard to the preferential
tariff, viz, that ‘“the more Important
branches of American trade are deliberate-
ly encowrnged by Canada, while most
branches of British. trade’are deliberately

And In the meanwhile our
manufacturers are to pay higher prices tor
imported materials, and are to be subject-
ed to all the costly worries of the custom
house In order to add to thé profits of
colonlal producers. If this proposal came
from a colony that gave falr treatment to
British industries, it would be at least in-
telligible, DBut Canada still heavily taxes
British goods in order to protect Canadinn
manufacturers; nor are British farmers
Hkely to regard as falr the very Intelll-
gent assistance which the Canadian Goy-
ernment gives to the export of Canadian
dalry produce.

before. ‘‘Having by order of His Majesty
the Emperor arrived in this beautifn
country of France, so dear to my entire
Fatherland, I have been happy to make
your acquaintance and to. enter into: per-
sonal relations with you, my dear colleague,
If you permit me to call you so, I ralse
my glass to drink your heaith, convinced
that the close relations existing between
our two countries will remain, as In the
past, the best guarantee of peace.”

The eastern question s overshadow-
ed by the far enstern question, Better
peace and Port Arthur than Constanti-
nople and Armageddon.

Russia’s Triumph in China.

In Russia Count Muravieff’s policy has
been crowned with high success, due in no
small measure to the extraardinary ability
of Count Pavioff, the Pekin Minister and
Muravieff's ardent disciple. Russia s to-
day supreme in Manchuria, even as she is
supreme in Northern Persia, His triumph
in Central and Fastern Asla during a brief
triennium of power has assured for the
dead statesman dmmortality in the annais
of his Empire.

But the hour of death is not the time to
pass a verdict, On a statesman it would
be a condemnation, Count Muravieff has
schemed for future generations; so far as
can be judged in the present, he has
schemed wigely, When the ink was still
wet on the famous Peace Rescript fssuned
in August, 1808, a scheme for vastly in-
creasing Russian armaments was in pre-
paration. So has been the foreign policy
of the last three years.

Count Muraviefft has worked for peace,
not for the peace of the world, but for the
peace of his fatherland—a period of tran-
quility to be passed jn preparation for
war, When that war begins, who shall
ray?

A RECORD IN ARMY TRANSPORT.

Among the torrents of abuse with which
Continental press critics, with one or two
exceptions, have deluged on the British
since the beginning of the war, there has
been discernible one element of involuntary
admiration—grudging and deprecatory, per-
haps, but still admiration.

It is not our fighting qualities that have
extracted this faint praise; not the bravery
of our troops, nor the brilllant tactics of
any of our generals. The fact that has
commended Itself with most force to our
neighbors on the Continent is that since
October last we have transported to South
Africa, with scarcely the loss of a single
life, 200,000 men, thousands of horses and
mules, hundreds of guns and many thou-
sands of tons of munitions, and all this
without putting ourselves very much out
of the way, without any undue pressure on
our transport service or dangerous drain
on our supplies, and with comparatively
few hitches.

This Is what has most impressed the
foreigner who is sufficlently versed -in the
subject to have even a rough Idea of
what has been done-and few foreigners
have more. After all, the forvigner
can hardly be blamed Iif his knowiedge
extends no further than g rough idea, for
even Englishmen, interested heart and soul
in every detail of the war, find it diffi-
cnit to learn much of the actual facts con-
nected with the tremendous task of land-
ing and supplying an army of 200,000 men
In a country 7000 miles distant from our
shores,

The Official Figures.

The following figures and Information,
derived from official sources, will serve to
show the magnitude of the task with
which our traunsport and commissariat de-
partments have had to cope. First of all,
we give the totals of men, horses, guns
and wagons sent from England since the
despatch of the first detachment of the
army corps on Oct, 20 last

dia and small contingents from other col-
onles, and rellefs from Malitd, Crete, Kgypt,
ete~in all a total of about 20,000, which
makes the grand total of fighting men landed
in South Africa well over 200,000,

To the total of 36,000 horses sent from
England must be added other 34,000 re-
mounts from Austrada, Argentina and New
Orleans, and about 10,000 which went wirh
the colonial contingents, Of mules over
75,000 bave been despatched from New Or-
leans, and Mediterranean, Indian and other
ports. Thus we arrive at a tota) of over
150,000 animals,

The average cost of these horses and
mules (l.e., of those bought abroad for re-i
mounts) is éstimated at £15 and £12 aplece
respectively. As to cost of transporting the
men from England to South Africa, no ex-
act figures are obtainable, but it may be
stated that opve of the transports received
£7000 for its charter, and 1s 64 per head
per day for all the troops it carried, On
this basis an approximate total sum may be
easily arrived at—viz., about £14,000,000
sterling. :

The Hospital Army.

These figures, striking as they are, by
no means exhaust the statistics relating to
the transport, for, besides the men, horses,
mules, guns and vehicles detalled above,
there have been sent out 11 general hospi-
tals, 5 stationary and 27 field hospitals and
18 bearer companies, for the care of the
wounded. These have been manned by 470
military and 360 civilian doctors and sur-
geons, 530 nurses, 3500 royal army medical
corps, 500 volunteers, 1200 St, John ambu-
lance corps and 130 militla ambulance
corps, all of whom, not to mention the
personnel of the several large private hospl-
tals, have been carried from England. Two
hospital trains and fotr hospital ships have
been sent from KEngland, and others have
been made up at the Cape, The weight
of a general hospital and equipment, it may
be added, is 412 tons, and of a stationary
hospital 80 to 100 tons, so that the neces-
sary ship space for this branch of the
army’s requirements is no small matter.

Food and Munitions of War,

With regard to shi ts of & tou,
foods and general munitions of war, ihe
only figures available are those giving the
tonnage engaged In various ships.
Oct. B, 1809, to April 28, 1000, 203,774 tons
were engaged In 192 ships. This vast
quantity of material was all sent out from
England, and consignments are still going
out day by day in the same proportion,

To this amount we have to add 150,000
tons of oats, meat, hay, coal, etec., which
have been despatched from various ports
in the United Kingdom, the colonies and
