The Pro-
vince of Ontario sald, “No, if you wish
our lumbey, jou must manufacture it in
this province.” The adoption of a policy
consistent with this idea has resulted in
unwonted activity in the lumber industry
in Ontarlo. Our saw log pelicy must
be extended so as to include our pulp-
wood, iron, nickel and other raw products,
The United States is much mistaken if
it dmagines that Canada wlill fgree to a
reciprocity treaty under which our raw
products are exchanged for their manu-
factures. If our neighbors are short cf
pulp-wood They will have to buy bur
finished paper, not the raw product from
which the paper is made. Similarly In
regard to nickel, iron and other ma-
terials. Reciprocity with the United
States may be possible, but not on the
lines suggested by The Philadelphia Times.

THE LORD’'S DAY ALLIANCE AND
SUNDAY CARS.

The Sunday car controversy is again up.
On Sunday last the Toronte & Scarboro
RailWway Company had cars running on
its line, and the Lord's Day Allilance haxe
decided to ecall the attention of the At-
torney-General to the fact. The alllance
holds that the running of cars on Sunday
on this line is g violation of the amend-
ment to the Lord’'s Day Act passed In
1897. The Railway Company takes the
ground that the amendment of 1897 Is ultra
vires the Provincial lLegislature. We take
it, howeyer, that the question at Issue in
this and other similar cases which may
arise Is not as to whether or not a viola-
tion of the Lord’'s Day Act can be estab-
lished, but whether the electric companies
have ever received a franchise to operate
on Sundays. In the case of the City of
Toronto the company were prevented from
operating thelr cars on Sunday, not be-
cause it would be a criminal fact, but be-
cause the eity had never parted with Its
franchise as far as Sunday was.concerned.
The company had to obtaln that franchise
from the ratepayers, and one of the con-
cessions ceded by the company in return
for the franchise was a reduction in the
Sunday fare, seven tickets being sold for
twenty-five cents on Sundays, instead of
six as on week days. The suburban lines
have not yet acquired the franchise to op-
erate on Sundays, and this is a mueh
more serious obstacle to their establishing
a Sunday service than the legality or il-
legality of the Lord’s Day Act and Its
amendments. The Toronto & Secarboro
Rallway, like most other suburban lines,
was Incorporated under the Street Railway
Act, section 11 of which provides that
“eyery such company shall, subject to any
provisions contained in the charter, or In
its bylaws, have authority to comstruct,
maintain, complete and operate -(on- all
days except Sundays) a double or singie
track railway upon and along such of the
streets in any municipality to which its
charter extends as the Council of the muni-
authorize, ete.”
Clearly the franchise of the suburban
lines does not ineclude Sundays. The
snburban companies will have to acquire
this franchise before they can legally oper-
ate their cars on Sundays. The Street
Rallway Act took out of the hands of the
municipalities the right to part with the
Sunday franchise. In the case of l'oronto,
