If there Is anything that puzzles ‘he 

ordinary domestic cook It Is the prob­
lem of how to dispose of the left-over 

• Biscuit. A cold biscuit'has few attrac­
tions for those who like good things 
to eat, and I have yet to meet any­
body who is willing to admit that he 
really liked them after they had been 
Farmed over; and yet, when propetly 
utilized, the disdained cold biscuit ac­
tually becomes a blessing rather than 
s burden to the cook. According to my 
own, experience, the first step In mak­
ing use of stale biscuit Is to toast 

i them, after which they may be d'spoa- 
•d of In several ways. In preparing 
the biscuits for toasting, however, do 
not split them, but, Instead, slice them 
across the grain/" Thus cut, and 
browned on both sides In a fairly hot 
oven, the left-over biscuit will make 
just as good milk or ’cream toast as 
■tale bread; whereas, If split, some 
portions of the bread will obstinately 
refuse to soften. When toasted In this 
manner, the biscuit may be cut Into 
dice and used as a substitute for crou­
tons with soup, or, If toasted still more 
thoroly they may be grated and util­
ized as crumbs or as a foundation for 
meat or poultry stuffing. Another ex­
cellent method of disposing of this 
toast Is to place several slices beneath 
the meat that Is to be roasted. To do 
this, butter each slice slightly, dust It 
with pepper, and spread a thin layer 
ef chopped celery or onions over It. 
Arrange the requisite number of slices 
in the bottom of the pan, place the 
theat on top of them, and roast as 
usual. By this process the Juices of 
the meat and the basting liquid will

sage
out that light,

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The Toronto World newspaper Is to be credited the pro­
posals to be submitted by the com­
mittee will be of a thoro, almost re­
volutionary character. In brief, It Is 
said the recommendations Include the 
limitation of the membership of the 
upper house to 18»—the number on 
the present roll being upwards of 
600. The qualification Is first, public 
service and secondly am extension of 
the principle of representative peers 
now ruling In the cases of the Scottish 
and Irish peerage. Peers who have 
served In either Conservative or Lib­
eral ministries or who have been 
bers of the house ol commons would 
thus be at once eligible for the 
formed chamber.

The plan is supposedly the handi­
work of Lord Rosebery, the chairman 
of the committee, and he Is known 
to favor a drastic scheme of reform. 
Lord Lansdowne, the leader in the 
house of lords of the Conservative 
party, is also a member of the com­
mittee, and should recommendations 
of the nature Indicated receive his 
support, they will ut once enter the 
field of practical politics. Whether they 
will be acceptable to the general body 
of the peers Is another question, arid 
It is doubtful if they will commend 
themselves to the Liberal party who 
could hardly expect to be more favor­
ably represented in point of numbers 
than they are under existing condi­
tions. The effect of the recommenda­
tions If seriously contemplated would 
be the creation of a select circle within 
the peerage and the modification of the 
hereditary principle could hardly fail 
to end In a demand for election by 
popular vote. Reform of the house 
of lords If ever essayed will probably 
have to await the advent of a Con­
servative ministry. In the meantime 
the issue is dormant, tho the proceed­
ings of the approaching autumn ses­
sion may revive the Liberal agita­
tion.

Technical efficiency Is, however, of 

vital Importance, 
which are 
preachers filling them, thru prejudice 
or otherwise, do not read the books 
they should. If the lack of technical 
efficiency Is caused by Idleness in any 
profession it Is a sin. But the tech­
nical should not be the whole thing. 
The
should not be mere Marthas. The per­
sonality of the man or woman should 
always penetrate thru the tech­
nical. The combination gives the ideal. 
A farmer may pray for good crops 
and his prayers be heard. But If he 
goes to an agricultural college and 
acquiree technical knowledge, that to­
gether with his prayers will be more 
fruitful, for God la both > God of 
science and a God of nature, 
scientific; discoveries should be accept­
ed as gifts from God. At family pray­
ers it is quite appropriate to giva 
thanks for the great discoveries of 
electricity.

The ancients, if they saw a magni­
ficent house, such as would win a first 
prize at one of our shows, would say, 
“That is a house of good." So the 
person whose mind is trained and 
character developed for the service of 
humanity is a man or woman of God. 
The nurse should be efficient In techf 
nique and humane In personality. Th 
nurse should be firm In the house, and 
frank to the doctor, and always a 
optimist. No Toronto girl need go to 
Africa- to he a missionary .A nurse could 
be the truest kind of a missionary, but 
could not be so unless the choice of 
the profession were unselfish.

People sometimes said that a man 
should not go Into the ministry to 
make money, but it was all right to go 
Into law to do so.

} 7.95 • QUEBEC, Sept. 13.—Owing to the 
heavy smoke on the river to-dtty, caus­
ed by forest fires, a serious collision 
took place between the steamer Cor­
inthian, Allan Line, outward bound, 
and. the steamer Malin Head -at - the 
Head Line, inward bound.

The accident occurred at Point St. 
Laurent, Island of Orleans, about. 16 
miles below Quebec.

The steamer Malin Head Is beached 
near the scene of the collision, and 
the steamer Corinthian arrived here 
this evening and Is moored at the Al­
lan Wharf.

Both steamers are reported to be 
badly damaged.

The Corinthian left Montreal for
• London and Havre on Saturday morn­
ing with 76 second and third-class 
passengers. The Malin Head was In­
ward bound from Cardiff with general 
cargo.

From advices which have -reached the 
head office of the Allan Line here the, 
Corinthian Immediately turned back 
to Quebec, but lost her way In the 
dense fog and finally reached her 
wharf at the ancient capital late this 
afternoon.

McLean, Kennedy & Co., the local 
agents of the Head Line, state to­
night that the Malin Head was struck 
amidships and her engine room flood­
ed. It was necessary to beach the 
steamer at St. Laurent in order to 
prevent her from sinking. The Malin 
Head carried no passengers.

From* what can be gathered here 
there were no casualties, altho the 
shock of the collision brought the pas­
sengers of the Corinthian tumbling 
from their berths to the deck In much 
excitcment- 
speedily controlled by Capt. Dunlop 
and his officers and after the Malin 
Head was beached the Corinthian re­
turned to Quebec.

The Corinthian passengers will be 
sent forward to their destination in all 
probability on the Hungarian, which 
reached port to-day. Capt. Campbell, 
an old servant of the Head Line, was 
In command of the Malin Head.

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On either side of Cardinal Vannutelli 
were his chief chaplains and the guard 
of honor, composed of Catholic peers. 
Following the legate came the mem­
bers of the pontlflcial mission, the 
cardinals In their "order, two by two, 
each with his train bearer and chap­
lain, the archbishops and other pre­
lates, including the representatives of 
absent bishops, the whole procession 
being upward of -ft mile' long and 
pylng nearly an hour to cover the 
route.

In the streets surrounding the 
cathedral, the prelates passed thru 

of kneeling adherents of their 
faith, the curious and any who might 
have come to Jeer being crowded out 
of this vicinity. At one of two points 
further away, however, the process­
ionists had practicalty to force, a pas­
sage thru the crowds who broke thru 
the police lines. At one place, where 
several streets converge the crush was 
so great that the spectators broke up 
the procession, but the police, stationed 
at this point in strong force, managed 
eventually to clear a narrow line thru 
which the papal legate and the others 
passed in single file. The crush here 
was frightful for half an hour, and the 
police had to use heroic measures. 
Many women and not a few men faint­
ed and those who were found wilfully 
pushing and Jostling were carried away 
ir. police wagons. It was an anxious 
time for the officials and reserves were 
hurried to the scene more to protect 
the crowd from Itself than for any 
other purpoed1, for, altho there was 
some isolated Jeering, the people were 
more intent on sight-seeing than on in­
terfering with the Catholics.

Host la Cathedral.
On their return to the cathedral the 

prelates marched around the Interior 
of the edifice, the legate carrying the 
Host as he would Have done in the 
streets had not the government inter­
posed an objection. After the legate . 
appeared on the balcony outside the 
building and presented the sacred sac­
rament and pronounced the benedic­
tion, the vast assemblage that filled the 
square then sang hymns, and #he mem­
bers of the Catholic societies, with 
banners flying, marched thru the 
streets to their hall» and churches.

The attitude of the preas thru out the 
agitation has been admirable, 
paper goes farther then to suggest that 
the idea of the procession was an error 
of Judgment. The Spectator well rep­
resents the average Proteetant opinion 
when it saye :

"The true strength of the Proteetant 
position lies in toleration. To Invoke 
tlon the stability of the Protestant reli­
gion.

Net Ex pease. Bet Extravagance.
0r. Hunter, the member of the board 

of education, writes The World defend­
ing the board’s selection of the tech­
nical school site and deprecating the 
charges of extravagance being made 
In reference thereto.

ference of opinion Is, Can the city 
afford to make adequate provision 
for technical education?

No member yet has given any ex­
planation of why the site on Bloor- 
etreet was purchased other than it 
was purchased after due deliberation 
as a fit and ideal site for the purpose. 
Surely the board of education would 
not expend 860,000 for such an impor­
tant purpose without due and honest 
consideration.

Trustee Rawllnson In July affirmed 
in board meeting that he had been 
MISLED in ever opposing the Bloor- 
street site and yet at last Thursday 
night’s meeting we find he too has 
surrendered—to whose influence?—his 
own good Judgment, in order, as he 
said, to carry out the wishes of the 
remainder of the board.

: Wall-street was rudely awakened 
from its speculative reverie on Thurs­
day by the passing of the dividend 
on American Locomotive. The’ event 
was softened by advanced gossip of 
a possible cut in the return to share­
holders, but traders had been led to 
believe that commercial conditions had 
sc generally improved that few ex­
pected that It would have been found 

necessary to adopt such a course as 
the directors decided upon. If the earn­
ings of this company have so decreas­
ed as to warrant the change It must 
be conceded that earnings of other In­
dustrial concerns are likewise Injur­
iously affected and the market showed 
this belief after the situation was real­

ized.

The decision In the Hepburn Act had 
but a temporary Influence upon the 
values of railroads which might have 
been subjected to the clauses of the 
Statute, and the decision that the act 
was declared 
not override bearish sentiment. The 
market has had an almost continuous 
rise for upwards of two weeks and even 
In the ordinary course of events a good 
reaction to Induce profit-taking and 
work up another short Interest was 
overdue. The outside speculative long 
interest has been accumulating since 
early In July and Wall-street Is 
not given to paying big profits If they 
can be avoided by manipulative ef­
forts.

London Stock Market.
LONDON, Sept. 12.—The feature, of the 

week’s trading on the stock exchange 
was the satisfactory arrangement of the 
heavy settlement,- especially In the Kaf­
fir section. This section continued to at­
tract Increased attention from American 
as well as Continental and local sources 
at Improving prices, and It finished the 
week higher In spite of considerable pro­
fit-taking.

While the settlement naturally restrict­
ed the general business, cheap money 
brought an Increased enquiry for good 
yielding securities. Consdls shared In the 
general betterment, but they lost their 
Improvement and closed unchanged. 
Home rails, which dragged the greater 
part of the week, finished quite briskly. 
Paris operations lacked spirit during the 
first few days of the week, and especially 
among foreign bonds, owing to the Mo­
roccan situation, but. Increasing later, 
caused a substantial recovery, especially 
In Russian and Japanese bonds, while re­
ports of Improving conditions In the Iron 
and steel trades brought a steady rise 
In these shares.

Activity prevailed In the American sec­
tion of the market, where the support of 
Wall-street continues to be pronounced. 
This was supplemented by continental 
operations, especially among the low- 
priced issues, among which Erie and 
Southern Pacific were the feature, owing 
partly to the shortage of stock. To-day 
there were some rather sharp setbacks, 
accompanied by Irregularity from the 
advance of yesterday on adverse Wail- 
street news, and to-day the fears of an 
unfavorable New York bank statement, 
together with dearer money, helped the 
bears to depress the market, which fin­
ished quiet. Erie was four, and Southern 
Pacific and Baltimore A Ohio each two 
points, dearer, but the other securities 
show little change on the week. In view 
of the South American and Egyptian 
gold requirements, and the fact that the 
Bank of England still falls to get the 
gold arrivals, the discount market made
