MONTREAL, May 19.—(Special).—
Late to-night Hugh A. Allan stated
that he did not think the ‘Mm\gmlaln
was in any trouble. His firm had this
afternoon received a message from
their agent at St. John's, Newfound-
land, stating that the Mongolian was
outside the ice field, awaiting a change
of wind, and asking for instructions.
In reply to this, the Allans wireq that
the only thing to 'do was to wait.

Mr. Allan stated that be was con-

fident the seriousness of the Mongol-
lan’'s situations had been exaggerated,
and that there was no cause for anx-
fety.
- The immense fields of ice which have
been drifted around the Newfoundland
shore have caused damage to a number
of vessels already, including the C.P.R.
liner “Lake Champlain,” which on May
7 was so badly damaged by colliding
with ice off Cape Race that it had to
limp into St. John's, while on May 13
the Allan liner “Tunisian’’ also had
to seek assistance.

PHONE RATES: 45 OF OLD
THO ANNEXED TO CITY

Universal Complaint in New Citi-
zens of Greater Teronto ‘Against
Bell Charges. -

What is the city council going to do
to protest on behalf .of the new ciii-
zens recently brought within the great-

er city against the discriminatory rates
charged by the Bell Telephone  Com-
pany?

The universal verdict of ‘‘greatar
Toronto” in the matter of the service
rendered by the Bell, more particular-
ly as regards the outlying districts, is
one that suggest the absolute necessity
of the matter being brought to the no-
tice of the railway commission of
Canada by the board’ of control or
other authoritative body.

The most noteworthy feature of the
dissatisfaction expressed is its uni-
versality. Complaints are not limited
to any single section, but come from
West Toronto, East Toronto and North
Toronto alike. They vary somewhat
with the locality, but The World has
evidence that burdensome and un-
reasonable charges are laid upon ail
the suburbs; that discrimination ‘is in
evidence in some cases, thaf there are
curious anomolies in the tariff of
rates, and that the service in Ssome
districts is decidedly poor.

Districts like West Toronto and East
Toronto are now part of the city and

tion as such. North Toronto, while not

ali its business interests here and these
are seriously hampered by the rates
exacted for telephone connections,

The tariff of long distance charges
in the telephone directory shows 62
station connections with which is
charged for at the rate of 15¢c or under
a call. 'There seermns to be nn reason
in the world why all these places should
not be grouped into central stations
and connections made by trunk lines
at the regular city rates.

It would pay the company, too, in
the increased installation that would
urdoubtedly follow. For Instance,
there are nearly 400 phones in the
Junction exchange. Prominent citi-
zens of West Toronto have expressed
to The World the opinion that this
number would easily beldoubled if the
regular city rates were to go Iinto
foree.

East Toronto also feels the pressur?
of excessive charges, which commenc-
ing with the ordinary city rate in the
immediate neighborhood of the Beach
exchange,  grow more onerous as th2
distance jncreases from that station.

This “zone system’ -as it {s called, is
rather well named. First there is the
torrid zone, in which phones are, com-
paratively sSpeaking, reasonable and
plentiful. Then comes the temperate
zone, in which those to whom phones

Of éourse neither company has made
a public announcement of its plans in
the west end, but the people of Hum-
ber Beach have been  figuring from
certain Incidents and claim to have
ciphered out the proposition and ar-
rived at convincing results. They -be-
ban to prick up their ears a few days
ago when Michael Woods, the owner
of 90 acres flanking on the west side
of the Humber near the tracks, his
agent, [Frederick Sullivan, and twe
other parties went out in an auto and
gamboled over the pasture for about
an hour. Shortly after the report was
current that Mr. Woods had sold his
property for $90,000. Frederick Sullivan,
who is said to be Mr. Woods’ financial
agent, could not be found, bdut his

-| office clerk denied that the property

had been sold.

Close on the heels of this alleged
transaction, partfes surveyed the river
for some distance and took soundings
for a considerable distance from the
mouth. The land on the eastern bank
of the river in this- section is owned
by Mr. Johnston, who is in Bermuda
at the present time. The work by Grand
Trunk engineers on the old belt line
with the view to rebuilding it and
utilizing it shortly, also lends color to
the Humber reclamation proposition.

Freight Traflic Diverted. :

With wharves on the Humber the
railway companies would be in a_posi-
tion to divert the bulk of the freight
traffic from the Esplanade, which Is
now sald to be overcrowded and a
constant source of danger to* people
passing to and from the water front.
The new shipping port would be In
close proximity to the C. P. R.’s large
yards at Lambton and the G. T. R.
business would also be brought with-
in easy reach of its new yards at Mim-
ico. Shipping facilities on the Hum-
ber would be advantageously located,
it is held, for the handling of the coa)
and live stock traffic. The Union Stock
Yards are close to the C. P. R. yards
and when the G.T.R. establishes con-
nection over the old delt line, that
company will also be brought nearer
the stock yards. These moves will
have the effect of centralizing the live
stock trade in the west end.

The chlef boon from the public's
standpoint at least would be the re-
lieving of the Esplanade of the greater
part of its present traffic. The mer-
chants would be able to get their mer-

The start was made successfully and
the- machine began to glide gracefully
down the mountain side and had trav-
eled about about a quarter of the dis-
tance when on coming to a mound or
high piece of ground, Mr. Burton, m-
stead of leaning back in the aero-
plane, tilting it and in that way caus-
ing it to rise and travel over the ob-
struction, forgot himself and leaned
forward ran into the hill.

He was knocked oufy of the machine
and fell to the ground, a distance of
about thirty feet. - His troubles did not
stop there, however, as he rolled down
the hill nearly fifty feet before he could
stop himself. He sprained his wrist
and was generally shaken up, but was
glad he was not seriously injured.

The machine however did not fare so
well, several of its ribs being broken
end the rudder torn off.

The Burton machine is about twenty
feet in length, four feet in width and
three feet high. It weighs about
twenty-five pounds and can be easily
lifted and carried around by one man.

CONTAMINATED VACCINE.

< 0Of considerable interest to all engag-
ed in the cattle trade is the report just
issued by the United States bureau of
animal industry, dealing with the out-
break of foot and mouth disease In
Michigan, New York, Pennsylvania and
Maryland, -during the months of Octo-
be- and November of last year. As
“the result of the enquiry the investi-
gators find that the infection was due
to a contaminated strain of vaccine
which originally came from a foreign
country and certain calves treated by
-a Detroit firm of chemists, with the
imported vaccine, were afterwards sent
to. the stockyards of that city, and on
the same day removed to a farm near-
by. :Four days later cattle from Mi-
c‘hlgan were placed in the pens which
had been vacated and were sold for
shipment to various points, including
Danville and Watsontown, Pa., where
the disease was first observed shortly
after their arrival,

That this is the correct explanation
of the cause of the outbreak appears
clear enough from the experiments
made with the suspected vaccine virus.
Three separate sets of éxperiments
were made by Drs. Mohler and Rose-
nau, who used animals immune to
:va.cclne or cowpox, so that the symp-
toms of foot-and mouth disease might
mot be suppressed or O red. The
disease was produced In the experi-
niental animals by the use of vaccine
obtained from the firm that placed
the calves on the market, and also
by the vaccine got from the original
{mporters. Other strains of vaccine
tested proved to be Innocuous. The
investigation is also believed to indi-
cate that the previous outbreaks in
New England in 1902-3 were probably
due to contaminated vaccine of Jap-
anese origin. Every strain of vaccine
on the market has now been examined
and it is certified that there is none
now on the market open to suspicion.
fThe result of this enquiry suggests
that the Canadian authorities should
institute a similar investigation and
keep a strict watch on all.waccine used
in the‘Dominion, and also that calves
used for test purposes ought not to be
placed on the market.

British self-governing states, His
motives were honorable and creditable,
and_he is beyond question sincere in
his belilef that his proposal i{s practi-
' cable. But unless sentiment in Canada
and Australia suffers a complete
change federation must be pronounc-
| ed impossible. BEven if it were possible
lit is very dubious whether it is advis-
'able, since the later conception of a
co-partnership of free states, each su-
preme within itself, and acting in vol-
untapry concert, looks to be far more
fruitful in good both to the empire and
the world.

But there {s another difficulty arising
out of the character of the British par-

grave bbftacle to federation, as usual-
1y undefstood. The fundamental prin-
ciple of the British constitution is the
supremacy of parliament. Under a
federal constitution that supremacy
would no longer exist. The parliament
of the United Kingdom, equally with
the parltaments of the other British
states, would be circumscribed. and, in
tact, restricted to strictiy home af-
fairs. - Under present conditions the
problems that must be faced, were fed-
eration attempted, can only be describ-
ed as insoluble, and this has been re-
cognized by those British authoritles
who have given them consideration.
There can be no forcing of closer im-
perial union. The wiser course is to
work together along practical lines and
Jet the fdture take care of itself,

Dr. Adams
said that in\1901 the census showed
that 18 per t d of the population
of the Dominion were dying from con-
sumption, which meant that 777,500 of
the population were doomed.

_In Montreal, out of a population of
about 500,000, there were 1800 cases
of active consumption. There had been
a steady decrease in the death rate,
however, “during the last seven years.

The tréatment of so many cases could
not be met by the government or mun-
icipality and the only way open was
a campaign of education.

To-morrow Hon, Adam Beck and J.
P, Downey will give addresses.

GUINEA FOWLS PROFITABLE.

‘With the gradual disappearance of
natural game-birds there is growing up
‘a demand In the citles for a domestic

‘bird which has all the qualities of the
game-bird in color and texture of the
flesh and gaxe gam‘e flavor that eplcu;;s
80 much delight -in, says Poultry. - We
refer to the  guinea. fowl, which has
heretofore been kept more as an odd
bird than because there was any par-
ticular profit in breeding it. £
Guineas are fowls that do best when
treated on the let-alone principle. They
have a natural inclination to wander

If glven a wide range, such as they
can have on a farm, they care little
for the feeds of domestication, wander-
ing forth early and staying abroad late,
during all the year when they can find
seeds, green stuffs and insects to eat.

In mating guineas, not more than two
hens should be allowed for one coek,
altho occasionally a cock will mate
with more than this number. In thelr
natural state they mate in pairs, but
under domestication they have broken
away from the original plan and ac-
cept more than one mate. {

It requires: from twenty-six to
twenty-eight days to hatch guinea eggs,
and it is best to hatch them under
common hens. 5 K

"When they are first hatched they are
as wild as quall,” and will run away’
and hide and finally become lost if they
are not confined in a pen in which
they cannot find a hole out 6f which
to creep; and:they will find -the hole
if it i thére. A pen made of foot-wide
boards will keep them long enough 8o
they  will become accustomed to the
mother hen. Once they get acquainted

language they are very affectionate
and will talk to her as they follow her
about, never léaving her day or night.
Indeed, they stay with the hens all the
season and evVen thru the winter.

Guineas are quite prolific ‘layers, hid-
ing their nests in the flelds as does a
turkey, unless they have been ac-
customed to sleeping in a house. 'If
hatched with hens they do not have
such wild disposition and frequently
lay in the nest provided for hens, unti]
about the time when they become
broody, when they will steal away aud
lay a clutch of eggs to hatch.

The young are quite tender for a few
days and should be fed little and very
often at first. In a short time they be-
come hardy, and after that will endure
any kind of weather that may come,
even to sleeping out of doors in the
coldest weather,

The eggs sare small but of good
flavor, but there is no market demand
for them and, except for home con-
sumption or for use in hatching, they
are not valuable,

As remarked above, these birds are
coming more into demand all the time
with city consumers, who are beginning
to appreciate their tender, palatable
flesh, which hardly any one can distin-
guish from grouse or pheasant flesh

There is little difficulty in distin h-
ing the sexes to one who is familiar
with thesé binds, but the beginner is
often at a loss to tell the males from
the females. The male has a coarser
head than the female and a different
voice. It is the female that has the
characteristic cry of the breed. She
alone calls ‘“Buckwheat, buckwheat!”
the male never usting this call

As night-watches a few guineas are
a perfect defence. They kirow &
stranger at any time and will set up
their clatter day or night, and he is
a bold chicken-thief who can withstand
their discordant scréeching when  he
thvades the house where guineas are
kept.

Guineas should not be hatched until
continuous warm weather has come,
say the last of May and during June.
The female guinea usually does not
sit until later than this. A small
flock is profitable and interesting.

The
drawback to this method was ' thit
there was such a large percentage of
old birds. Now the merchants buy
earlier and place direct in cold cham-
bers, with the result that younger and
teniderer birds ''are - shipped. Russia
sends her best qualities to England,
as she has markets at home for ill
her inferior produce, owing to tte poor-
ness of her peasantry. The value of
the Russian poultry Iimported inlo
England in February was $650,000, as
against $585,000 in February, 1908, and
$165,000 in 1907.
