1t is understood that one or more of the
prisoners will be dharged with violation
of the law governthg beer licenscs.

The parties under arrest are Annie Tay-
lor, charged with keeping a bawdy house
on Sheflield streeti; Agnes Cunningham,

rrested for being an inmate of the Tay-
or woman's house, alsa with stealing $70
from Alexander Beéaudreau, and Geo.and
Mattie Lee, held on suspicion of acting
together in the theft of a pocket book
containing 857, the: property of Percy Bar-
nett, in their homse on Sheffield street.
Alexander Beaudresu, Martin Ward and
Percy Barnett were held as witnesses.

The arrests were made by Police Ser-
geant Campbell and Patrolmen Thomas
Sullivan and Fred Lucas. .

At this morning{s hearing, the prisoners
pleaded not guilty, and after the examina-
tion of witnesses were remanded for the
present. :

Percy Barnett swore he arrived her=
by steamer Prince Rupert from Nova
Sootia, about five o’clock vesterday even-
ing, when he went aboard the schooner
“Talmouth and with the steward Martin
Ward started out to see the town, land-
ing at Annie Taylor's house, where they
had something to drink. After remaining
there a while they went out, and on re-
turning, witness, complaining of feeling
ill, was told by the Taylor woman that
he ocould not stay there and was di-

rected by her to Mattie Lee's hous2
whers he ordered drinks, but took neth-
ing himself and after sleeping for a whilc
got up and started to go. The Lee woman
asked him for 40 cents to pay for the
drinks and he replied that ke had no smatl
change, but handed her his pocket book
containing $57, saying she could keep 1t
till he came back. He then went out to
telophone " and on his return asked for
the pocket book but was told by Mattie
I.ee that she had no pocket book for him.

He then called in the police and she
finally went to the woodshod and dug the
pocket book from underneath a pile of
coal. Tt contained %52 and he (Barmett)
eaid that that was not the right money
as it contained $57 when he left it thers.
The Lee woman replied that the miseing
five dollars was with her husband’s mon-
ey. The arrest of Iee and his wife fol-
lowed.

Barnett identified the pocket book and
contents as his property.

Martin Ward was next examined and
the case was adjourned.

The charge against Agmes Cunningha'a
accused of stealing $70 from Alexander
Beaudreau in Annie Taylor's house, Shei-
field strcet, was next taken up.

Beaudreau swore he was a sailor and
that on leaving his vessel yesterday had
$£110.22. He purchased two cases of liquor
a bottle of wine and a bottle' of ale, for
which he paid $16. He had visited sever-
al houses and finally. brought up at'Annie
Taylor’s, where he declares he lost his
money while in company with Agnes Cun-
ningham. He had $3 in his pocket this
morning, but for the remainder of th~
money—outside the amount lost and that
epent for the two cases of liquor—he
could not account.

The case stands for further hearing.

200D PROFIT FOR THE YEAR

'Reports Submitted at the Annual Meeting .This

Afternoon Show Net Profit of Over $51,000 on

the Year’s Operations.

The thirtcenth annual mieeting of the
St. John Railway Company is being held
this afternoon in the company’s offices,
corner Union and Dock streets. Reports |
for the year ending April 30th will be sub- i
mitted and directors elected for the ensu-
ing year.

The .present board of directors is as
follows: James Ross, president; Hugh H.
MeLean, vice-president; R. B. Emerson,
James Manchester, J. J. Tucker, W.
Downie, H. B. Robinson, and F¥. E.
Sayre.

The report of Col. H. H. McLean, vice-
president of the company is as follows:

“Your directors have the honor to sub-
mit herewith a statement of the past
year's business, showing a net profit, af-
ter providing for the interest on the bonds
and all other charges, of $51,879.58, out of
which your directors have declared two
half-yearly dividends of three per cent.
amounting to $48,000, leaving a balance of
$3,879.58 which has been . transferred to
profit and loss account.

“The gross earnirigs of the company
from all departments show a satisfactory
increase. The net earnings are about the
same a8 last year.

“The company has incurred a large ad-
ditional expenditure in operating the ser-
vice in Saint John West. This part of
the service is not a paying one, but hope
that when the new bridge is conmstruct-
ed over the Falls and we are relieved from
maintaining a double service, that this
branch of the company’s business will
prove remunerative. ‘It has. been the
policy of your board to maintain a ser:
vice of the highest possible efficiency, and
the road-bed, rolling stock, power station
and equipment have been kept up to the
standard.

“Your board has planned extensive im-
provements in the gas works, to be con-
ducted under the direction of Mr. S. Bkin-
ner, superintendent Montreal Gas Works.

1.C.R. ESTIMATES PASSED

IN THE HOUSE YESTERDAY

There was Much Criticism About the Laying Off of
Trainmen While Useless Officials are Being Kept

On the Pay Roll.

Ottawa, June ‘9.—During the afternoon
sitting of the house, Mr. Graham’s Inter-
colonial estimates of $4,327,250 on capital
account, an increase of 81,900,000 over
1907-8, were discussed. Mr. Genong referr-
ed to a conversation he had had with a
commercial traveller, who declared that
the Intercoloniai was not oniy inefficient

but dangerous. Mr. Ganong said he would C

like to kmow also if it were true that the

speed had been ordered to be reduced to
thirty-five miles per hour.

Mr. Graham replied that on all well
regulated railways the speed was reduced
during the time when the frost was leav-
ing the ground. But as to efficiency and
speed, he claimed the I.C.R. was equal
to any railway in the world.

Mr. Fowler next teok up a discussion of
the I.C.R. surplus of $16,000 for the year
19078 and elicited from the’ minister the
admission that in 1807 there had been no
additions to rolling sbock paid out of re-
venue to make up for depreciation. Then
the member for Kings-Albert proceeded
to show that if the' proper addition of
locomotives to replace worn-out cars had
been made the sum of $792,000 would have
“Thus,”
said Mr. Fowler,* “reducing this $16,000
surpius far beyond the vanishing point,”

Mr. Grabam’s defence was that in prac-
tice railway compenies made liberal pro-
vision out of revenue for depreciation in
good years and liberal allowance out of
capital in lean years. It was the policy of
the I.C.R. to deduct $25,000 per month or
$600,000 a year for depreciation. In 1907
-8 a provision of $443,460 had been made
out of revenue for new rolling stock.-

Replying to Mr. Crocket, the minister
said that no permanent appointment of
a successor to Mr. Allen as claims agent
had been made, but Mr. Leighton was
acting temporarily. The minister’s per-
sonal view would be that claims against
a government railway should be settled
on a basis of equity rather than on a
strictly legal basis. !

Mr. Fowler registered a complaint
against the methods of Travelling Audi-
tor Stewart.

Mr. Stanfield, (Conservative, Colchest-
er, N. 8.), complained of the treatment
of train hands. “Of. course with the cur-
tailment of business, said Mr. Stanfield,
‘g large number of men have had to be
laid off on the Intercolonial, as on the
other roads—conductors, engineers,. brake-
men and others. Conductors who - have
been on the road for years are put back
to brakemen, brakemen are put back on
specials, and special men laid off. We all
admit that when business is poor we have
to curtail, but I do not think it fair
that the reduction should be confined to
these men. Some years ago when the
business increased :considerably, a
number of officials were added and I
think if the rule is to work one way it
should work both ways. If you have to
lay off the working- men you should lay
off also some of the petty officials who
were put on when business was good. All
1 ask is a square deal for the man who
draws small pay and thet you lay off
some of the officials who are still draw-
ing full pay and are travelling about at
the country’s expense.”

Mr. Graham replied that it was neces-
eary to keep the organization intact.

Mr. Fowler wanted to know why the
office of inspector of stationery was re-
quired.

Mr. Crocket added that there was also
an inspector of window washers.

Mr. Foster drew attention to the. delay
in publishing the receipts and expendi-
tures of the I. C. R. The C. P. R, and
G. T. R. always had their statements
ready in about ten days, whereas he was
unable to get a statement for the month
of April

Mr. Graham said it took twenty-five
days to get the statement of receipts.

Mr. Foster discussed the accounting sys-
tem and the tendency to charge to capi-
tal what ought to be charged to running
expenses. In the United States the prin-
ciple was to keep up the efficiency of a
road out of the earnings, then if there is
sufficient traffic to require additional roll-
ing stock, they take that out of capital.
The mims‘teg' had failed to convince the
house that he had put back sufficient to
maintain the efficiency of the road. .

Dr. Daniel had been looking over the
accounts and discovered that no supplies
were furnished by dealers not in sym-
pathy with the government while the ad-
vertiging was given to the Liberal papers.

Mr. Graham said the contract was an
experiment.

Mr. Foster asked if all the firms on the
patronage list were given an opportunity
to tender for the $51,000 worth of iron
goods purchased from Messrs. McAvity &
McLean & Holt, of St. John.

Mr. Graham eaid they were.

Mr. Fowler gave the minister a little
advice. “Apply the pruning knife to the
road,” he suggested, ‘“‘and make a record
as the ablest minister of railways since
1896.”

Ontario and Quebec members were back
in full force today, though the excessively
hot weather thinned out the house after
the first hour. ;

Monday’s election results were being
discussed on every side today and pre-
dictions are being made as to their prob-
able ‘effect on the sessional pregramme.
The Conservative members are naturally
disposed to welcome a dissolution though
few expect to see Sir Wilfrid take the
plunge at present.

Hon. Clifford Sifton was also in the

house today for the first, time .in many
weeks but thére were no plaudits, such
as marked his entry earlier in the session.
Possibly Hon. QOlifford is not being con-
sulted in the present tangle by his chief.
No one appears to be certain as to that.
Nevertheless, a settlement of the whole
elections bill struggle may be looked for
within a few days.
] The proclamation issued by the Mani-
toba government today, to the effect that
county court judges seitting as a court of
revision may adjourn from day to day
till all appeals have been heard, is in
pursuance of the agreement between the
leaders of the two parties here at Ottawa
and will, it is believed, bring about ‘a
solution of the differences which have
arisen relative to Clause 1 of the Ayles
worth elections bill, so far as it affects
Manitoba.

It is alsp. reported that at the ‘present
time no serious difficulty exists in respect
to either Quebec or British Columbia, so
that practically the only difference which
yet remains to be dealt .with is in con-
nection with certain changes made by
James Conmee, and possibly one or two
other liberal members, respecting lists in
unorganized sections of Ontario.

A COonservative caucus held this morn-
ing decided to leave absolutely with the
leader of the opposition the question as
to whether further supply would be
granted or withheld. The opposition are
disposed to grant every facility to the
government to enable the salaries of civil
servants to be paid.

The fact of estimates having been pass-
ed during the last two weeks is no indi-
cation of any backdown on the part of
the opposition nor will any future action,
which may be taken, be in any sense a
backdown from the attitude which the
opposition have taken and -consistently
maintained.

So far as clause 17 of the bill is con-
cerned the opposition are strenuously op-
posed to it, and no serious trouble is an-
ticipated.

Dr. Daniel drew attention to the con-

FIRE WARDENS
FOR THE G.T.P.

Transcontinental Com-
mission Has Named

Nineteen for New
Brunswick.

The Transcontinental Railway Commis-
sion, through C. O. Foss, the district en-
gineer, have appointed fire wardens on all
the forest sections in New Brumswick to

supervise the clearing and burning opera-
tions and see.that proper precautions are
taken to prevent fires.

The road traverses nineteen sections of
forest land, each section averaging ten
and a half miles in length. Besides the
nineteen wardens, the time keepers in the
sections referred to will be made acting
wardens as an additional precaution. The
fire wardens (will receive $50 a month and
the time keepers will be given a slight
advance in their pay.

Except in sections covered with spruce
and pine there is thought to be little
danger of fires occurring at the present
time owing to the copious rains and the
green undergrowth. In August and Sept-
ember, when fires are most prevalent, no
burning will be permitted. The danger

Maud
Allan is a Canadian dancer, and she has
gone straight to the heart of London.

SALARIES ARE
MUCH TOO SMALL

Case of Charles Muir, a
Cashier, Who Recenty
. Committed Suicide.

The question of bank clerks’ salaries
is a live one in Canada, and has recent-
ly been revived in the States.

The New York Post says:

Many bankers were discussing to-day
the scale of salaries paid to clerks and
tellers, attention of the banking commun-
ity having been called again to a eitua-
tion—discussed often in the past— by the
discovery of the thefts of Charles T.
Muir, receiving teller of the Forty-second
Street branch of the Corn Exchange
Bank, disclosed yesterday by his suicide
after he had been promoted to the post
of paying teller. Muir had been with
the bank for twenty years.

Muir, who wae thirty-seven years old,
and a man of good habits, received a
salary of $1,500 a year, and had been
promised a raise if he succeeded in his
new position. He shot himself because
he knew that
come the discovery that he had stolen
$0,068.72 at various times since the birth
of his first child, a few years ago.

These circumstances have directed at-
tention to the lot of the hundreds of
clerks of New York banks. The position
of paying teller is a responsible one, yet
even the largest banks seldom allow
more than $4,000 a year for the work,
and some of the smaller uptown banks
give their men as little as $1,200 an-
nually.

As one banker pointed out to-day, “this
is a peculiarly distressing euicide, since
Muir was not dissipated, and did not
use the money he took for riotous living

MAY READJUST PAY SCHEDULES.

Bank officers have been so impressed
with Muir's case that it is possiblé some
banks may readjust their pay schedules
80 as to give their employes higher salar-
ies. A vice-president of a prominent down-
town bank who has been engaged in bank-
ing at various important centres, made
this statement:

“In common with most bankers, I have
been much saddened by reading the de-
tails of young Muir’s death. I think that
it points a lesson to bankers, which I
hope will bear fruit in larger pay. for the
numerous paying-tellers in this city, who
comparatively speaking are working for
starvation wages.

“I say nothing whatever in criticism of
the Corn Exchange Bank, for they, I
suppose, pay as high salaries as do most
of the other institutions for that class of
work. But I make the flat etatement
that $1,500 a year salary for a man who
handles several million dollars cash in the
course of twelve months, is wretched com-

nsation.

“Every bank officer knows that the
position of paying teller is a most try-
ing one, which always involves nervous
strain, exacting work, and hours which
never end until the complicated accounts
are made to balance correctly. For the
life of me, I do not see why the uptown
banks are not willing to pay their paying-
tellers as much salary as is usually al-
lowed first-class mechanics. In these
days of labor unions there are hundreds
of intelligent mechanics who get for eight
hours' service a larger stipend than is
given the paying-tellers of many uptown

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INTERESTING LETTER DEALING
~ WITH THE HISTORY OF ICELAND

Bards and Poets.

The Little Island Close Under the Arctic Circle the/
Home of the Saga and the Breeding Place of

The arrival at St. John of a schooner
from Iceland gives an additional interest
to the following letter on Iceland, which
appeared last week in the New York
Evening Post:

Sir:—Apropos of the suggestion that Ice-
land shall secure.a still larger measure of
independence than it at present enjoys, a
page of Icelandic history known to the
fewest becomes of interest.

For a brief month, during the Napoleon-
ic wars, Iceland had a king. England, de-
giring to close the sea to her great enemy,
had peremptorily demanded of Denmark
that ehe yield up her fleet, with promise
of its return later, at such time as should
suit the English convenience. On Den-
mark’s refusal, English men-ofwar burned
part of the city of Copenhagen and carried
off the ships. A seven years’ hostility en-
eued. During this period, English men-of-
war made their appearance twice in Ice-
landic harbors—Iceland being a depend-
ency of Denmark—carried off the moneys
belonging to the Danish King, and forced
the governor of the island to allow
Fnglish merchantmen to trade with the
natives.

At last, in 1809, an English ship appear-
ed in the harbour of Reykjavik, having
among its crew a Dane, Jorgen Jorgensen.
Jorgensen cooly set about overturning
the existing order. He arrested the gov-
ernor and had him carried out to his ship
and apd put in confinement. Then he took
the reins into his own hands and named
himself supreme ruler both on sea and
land. All the Danish king’s property in
the island and all the possessions of the
Danes were declared forfeited to the new
government. The Icelanders were directed
to name seven men to give laws to the
land. Jorgensen promised that, as soon as
these representatives assembled, he would
lay down his office. Every one who resis-
ted his will ehould be shot within two
hours. He built a sort of fortification
upon a hill near by, the same hill (Arnar-
hol). where Ingolf, the first settler, had,
at the leading of the Norse gods, estab-
lished his dwelling. Cannon were trans-
ported thither, and a bodyguard of eight
men named. Then Jorgensen went north,
deposed the vice-governor, and seized the
property of certain merchants. On his re-
turn to the capital, he received a letter
from the bailiff in the southeast defying
his authority and threatening to kill him
and his company if they invaded that
bailiwick. Jorgensen was about to start
forth with his bodyguard to crush this
insurrection of bailiff and peasantry, when
an English man-of-war appeared upon the
scene. The kingship was overthrown, after
lasting about a month and a half, and the
deposed monarch taken back to England.

To one unfamiliar with the land and its
old literature the sturdy spirit of -inde-
pendence and intense love of country that
Icelanders may seem
strange indeed, for the island, whose area
is about four-fifths that of the State of
New York, is rendered to a great extent
uninhabitable by the devastation wrought
by ancient and recent lava flows, and the
rigor of the climate. The eoil produces
no vegetables save the coarsest, no fruit
trees, no grain; is without anything that
can be properly called a forest; the grass,
owing to the shortness of the summer,
succulent, only attains a short
growth—indeed, the possibilities for not
merely generous independence, -but even
reasonable comfort, are scant in that Nor-

8% | 1hern land. The population twenty years

ago, at the time of my visit,ranged be-
tween sixty and seventy thousand. I

imagine that it has not varied much since.
But of those tens of thousands there are
scarcely any who are not intensely de-
voted to their fatherland. It led the
North in the old days between its dis-
covery (about the middle of the ninth
century) and .its subjection to Norway
(toward the close of the thirteenth) in all
the higher realms. It was, if not the
birthplace, certainly the home of the Saga,
and from it went forth the men who be-
came famed as story-tellers at all the
Scandinavian cotrts. It was the home,
too, of the court poets, of whom EKgil,
the fierce viking and tender father and
friend, is the greatest, a unique personal-
ity. And on the four-miles-wide bed of
an ancient lava stream, walled on the west
side by a picturesque ravine (noble pas-
sageway with walls seemingly reared by
giants of old, where block of basalt is laid
on block of basalt, huge cubes ¢ut as by

plain the free Icelandic parliament, the
althing, for centuries convened, and from
a hill overlooking the plain the laws were
proclaimed by the law-speaker and orally
transmitted for over 200 years. Wherever
you wander about Iceland you find the
heroic memories, treasured up in the Saga,
still living. The men of today inhabit the
sites of the old farmsteads that bear often
the names of the primitive settlers.

The language has scarcely changed in &
thousand years. I have often heard Ice-
landers speak with pride of the purity and
strength of their own idiom, while~point-
ing with scorn to the corruption and the
mongrel character of the English speech.
And whoever visits Iceland will find in
the turf-walled and peat-reeking farm-
houses copies of the real old sagas. Every
one in Iceland can read, poets abound,
and while some wander forth into exile,
pride in the past of the fatherland holds
the majority to the soil.

There come to my memory verses taught
me by my good host, a dean of the'Ice-
landic Church, as we crossed on pony-

There is a unique pincushion called
“the Cracker Cushion,” and any little
miss handy with the needle can make
one to hang over her dresser. It is made
in this way: Take two squares of white
or cream satin, say 5 by 5 inches, and
clogse three of the sides as in making a
cushion cover, leaving one side open in
order to put in the “flling.”” -Then lay
inside meveral thicknesses of - quilt cot-
ton batting, being careful to keep the
padding of a uniform thickness. When
about the third of an inch thick overcast
the edges of the open side together (us-
ing light blue or pink floss for the seams)
and then tack through it as you would
tack a doll’s quilt, leaving no silk ends
to show at the places tacked, for these
little indentations are to resemble the
dents in a soda cracker. After the
“cracker’” is duly tacked and pressed
flat and of uniform thickness all over
put it in a moderately hot oven and allow
the surface to become browned. It will
look for all the world like a big toasted
cracker. Then attach a ribbon loop to
one corner—the loop to harmonize with
the floss used at the seams and tacking—
and hang on a brass-headed tack over
the dressing table. The pins are to be
stuck into the seamed edges, and never
through the sides of the cracker. This
pincushion will be found very dainty and
unique.

If ehe
is handy with a knife and tacks and ham-
mer she will find the partitioning no
trouble at all. When the partitions are
firmly fixed line the three sections or
“rooms” of the box with dark red cotton
flannel, pasting it in with library paste
or some good preparation of light glue.
After the lining has dried—for the lid
should not be closed till it is so—fin-
ish the box by covering the outer sur-
face with a bit of fancy material, any-
thing to your taste. Some prefer 'a
pretty paper covering and others use
cloth, such as satin, canvas or denim of
cherry color. Then put in your buttons,
using one section for small buttons, one
for medium-sized buttons and the third
for large buttons. In this way the little
owner will never have to go a button-
hunting, for she’ll have them eafely
housed in her button box and tucked
away in her work basket.

The freshman squad consists of the reg-
ular crew, Managsrs Winsor and Iselin,
and the six men selected from the two
fouroars: Beane, Harding, Oveson,
Reece, Richardson, Smith and Coxswain
Everett. As Harding sprained his ankle
yesterday he may not be able to go with
the squad.

FOUND FLOATING
IN ST. JOHN
RIVER

Body of Edward Currie Found
Yesterday by Two Boys--He
has Been Missing Since Last
September.

Fredericton, N. B., June 9.—The mys-
tery surrounding the disappearance of
Edward Currie, fish warden of Douglas,
who has been missing since Sept. 29 last,
was cleared up this afternoon by the dis-
covery of his body grounded on a rock
in the river at the lower side 8f the
court house slip. The body was in an ad-
vanced stage of decomposition, but fish
warden’s papers found in the pocket left
little doubt as to the man’s identity.
Later a brother and several intimate
friends of the missing man positively
identified .the body as that of Currie.

The gruesome find was made by two
boys named Arthur Barry and Leo Boyd.
They were out in a boat opposite the
court house slip and had their attention
attracted by what looked like a bundle
of clothing resting upon a rock. Upon
closer investigation they saw that the
supposed bundle was in reality the body
of a man. Towing the body ashore, they
notified Constable Hawthorne, who in
turn notified Coroner Weaver of the find.
After viewing the body the coroner had
it removed to McAdams’ undertaking es-
tablishment, where it was seen and iden-
tified by relatives and friends. It was
decided to hgld an inquest and a jury
composed of Howard Rogers, J. M. Le-
mo..i, J. D. Black, J. L. Neville, Wm. H.
Walker, W. E. Seery and Jas. Fanjoy
was®empannelled and adjourned to meet
tcmorrow evening.

Currie’'s body was removed this even-

ing to his former home at Douglas, where |-

it will be interred tomorrow afternoon:
As already stated, Currie disappeared
September 29 of last year. He was last
seen alive on Queen street, and was par-
tially under the influence of liquor. It is
supposed that he walked out Regent street
believing that he was traveling towards
the highway bridge and accidently fell
off the wharf. This theory was generally
accepted at the time and although the
river was dragged in the vicinity of the
wharf and dynamite exploded in the
water, it refused ta give up ite dead.

The supposition now is that when Cur-
rie fell into the water, his clothing caught
in some projection from which he was
unable to free himself and which no
doubt prevented the body from coming
to the surface. The right leg of one
trouser was badiy torn, which would seem
to indicate that it had caught on some-
thing when the accident occurred and had
lately rotted away, thus allowing the
body to come to the surface.

Currie’s strange disappearance created a
great deal of talk at the time and there
was a suspicion in some quarters that he
had met with foul play.

This evening Dr. G. J. McNally, at the
request of Coroner Weaver, made an ex-
amination of vital parts of the body and
could find nothing to indicate that death
had been due to any cause but drowning.
A brother of the deceased, who was
present when the examination was made,
told the Telegraph correspondent that he
was thoroughly satisfied that death had
been accidental.

Currie was forty-five years old and
lcaves a widow and four daughters, also
five brothers. He carried $1,000 insurance
in the Foresters, but in the absence of
proof of death the widow has thus far
been unable to collect the amount of the
policy. Currie was a member of Court
Keswick, and also an Orangeman.

A reward of $30 offered for the recov-
ery of the body will be claimed by Barry
and Boyd.
