She
has now an army, which has given a good
account of itself, and which Tould defend
its territory. But she must take steps to
defend her maritime commerce., Next year,
at the colohial conference, Canada will have
to tell England how she Intends contribut-
ing to that protection. A having taken
charge of the expenditure for the Halifax
forts, and having thus affirmed once more
that she is a power, and not a mere British
colony or possession, Canada is bound to
make another big step forward. It would
be below her dignity to subsidize the Brit-
ish fleet for the protection of her sea-borne
commerce. Being a new power, partner of
Great Britain, and acknowledging the sov-
ereignity of the same King, she must play
to the end the fine part she has set to her-
self, with the view of keeping intact her lib-
erty of action and her independence. She
must have her own navy for the protection
of her maritime commerce, which is tak-
ing such a large extension. What a glory
for the young Canadian nation to see Can-
ada’s flag flying on the sea. You will see
that before long.

| Times man, “that is, if it is to be of any
| real value to the student.” Continuing
i.\[r.

of a course in manual training, t})e time i8
now ripe for practical commercial _educa—
tion to form an important factor in the‘
public school curriculum. 'l‘he. lack of
| such training has for a‘long time been

girls ‘are attending the public schools to
| be obliged to pay extra for their prepara-

This, of course, could be learned in
a comparatively short time, and his life
during working hours would thus be much
nleasanter than that of the lad who was
devoid of business training.

Mr. Keefe feels strongly on the sub-
ject and hopes that practical businesa
trainine will form a part of the curricue
lum before he leaves the &chool hoard.

It was about two years ago that a few of
the shrewd and far-seeing wool merchants of
Boston, men usually conservative in opin-
jon and action, after long and careful inves-
tigation of world conditions, came to the
conclusion that the position of the staple
was an exceptionally strong one, that its
future was bright, and that a correct diag-
nosis of the situation pointed to but one re-
gult—the eventual rise in its cost in the
markets of the world.

No Speculative Influence

It cannot be justly asserted that specula-
tion has had much if any influence in de-
termining or regulating the direction of va--
jues, for the upward movement has not
tbeen confined to any one market or any
particular country. Boston, the +second
largest distributing centre in the
has aps taken the lead, but has been
closely followed by London and all ‘the
mrarkets on the continent of Hurope, while
the. producing countries in both hemispheres
have prominently participated in the move-
ment. Everybody, from the grower to the
final handler of wool before it passes into
the -conirol of the consumer, has been an
influence in advancing values.

No similar movemént in others. of the
world’s leading products could be as free
from speculative manipulation as has been
this rise in wool. If operators, mdare ven-
turesome than others, have entered into con-
tracts that to the more conservative ‘mem-
bers of the. trade seem to invite disaster,
after events have proved that their judg-
ment was sound! The contracts closed wit!
the grower last fall, months before the time
for shearing, have been the best trades of
year. Those which have been since
turned over to the manufacturer or the deal-
er have been negotiated at a handsome pro-
fit, and- the early contracted wools mow on
the market or to come forward cam be dis-
posed of at prices showing a much larger
margin of profit than/any of the clips secur-
ed later.

Market on a Solid Basis

It is certain that the 'preyent market is
established on legitimate and’therefore solid
foundations. The world’s surplus has been
consumed, the ﬂ% supply is short and
iconsumption is éx ng.

Hergu?n Boston the statistical situation is
Mavorable. Deliveries during July were
about 6,000,000 pounds smaller than in June,
and were the smallest of any month this
year. They were about 8,000,000 pounds
ghort of the deliveries in the same month
Jast year. But the aggregate sipce the first
of the year exceeds the same period of 1904
iby mnearly 11,000,000 pounds. As compared
swith the receipts also last month’s move-
yment in consumptive channels.makes.a {a.
worable showing, for there were 10,902,657
pounds less domestic wool received during
July this year than last, and the combined
finward movement of domestic and foreign
stock was about 13,000,000 pounds smaller
ghan in 1904.

These figures, however, are somewhat mis-
fleading. A vast amount of wool of this
wear’s domestic clip has been sold to ar-
rive and on arrival here is in part- at least
placed in local warehouses, subject to the
order of the manufacturer who owns it.
"This is also true of foreign stock, which is
often imported on manufacturers’ orders
@and held in bond here till they need it. In
sboth instances the supplies figure in the re-
weipts, but not in the deliveries. It should
also be borne in mind in considering these
wtatistics that recent transfers of spot supplies
Anclude’ some large lines bought by con-
gumers, but not yet shipped to their mills.

Mills Not Well Supplied

On the authority of men who keep in close
touch with local conditions the amount of
unsold wool in Boston today is much smallr
er than usual at this time of year. A con-
servative estimate recently made is that one-
half of the United States clip of 1905 has been
already taken up by manufacturers, which,
4f true, would make the situation stronger
in this respect than in any previous year.
Of course, with manufacturers so well cov
ered as this would indicate, it will be argued,
that it may not be easy to market the re-
mainder of the supply. But it must be re-
membered that the principal buying has been
by large consumers and.that a great many
mills have not yet by any means covered
their necessities. Then, too, consumption
is much more extensive than for many years
and is steadily expanding. The American
‘Woollen Company opened its 1906 spring
lines of staple goods on Monday, July 17,
and in a few days sold $15,000,000 worth of
goods, which included the entire product of
thd Washington Mills up to next March.
Practically the entire product of the 6,800
Jooms of this country is now sold up to
March 1, 1906. An official of the company
says: ‘“The extent of our sales was' appar-
ently limited only by our productive capa-
city. I figure we could have sold $25,000,000
worth of goods as quickly as we sold $15,-
000,060 worth."’

The most important events to come are
the openings of the seasons in Australasia
and Argentina next winter. There will be
an increase in the production of the former
at present estimated at 300,000 bales, but
in the absence of estimates from the South
American country’it ‘is probable that there
‘will not be much change in the production
of that section.

No Prospect of Decline

The developments at the two remaining
auction sales to be held in London will also
be watched with interest by wool merchants
on this side. But the immediate future of
the market is apparently secure, for there
is no prospect of a decline at the London
sales and it will be well towards the close
of the year before any weakness, if such
be developed in Australia or /Argentina, can
have any effect upon values in this country
Of course there may be some readjustment
on certain grades bétween now and the first
of the year. Medium wools of one-quarter
blood grade and below, owing to the increas-
ing consumption of and demand for the
finer grades, may ease off and could stand
some paring before reaching the place they
occupied before the exigencles of style

brought them into
throughout the world. But here is where
the question of war or peace comes in.
Should the envoys of Japan and Russiaj now
assembled at Portsmouth, fail to some to an
agreement and the war between the two
countries continue, the demand for coarse
wools to make army blankets and clothing
would be a sustaining influence on the posi-
tion of all medium wools.

Summarizing the situation, it appears as
it the present level of prices can be sup-
ported without much effort during the bal-
ance of the year. Supply and demand will
be the controlling factors. Will Argentina
and Australasia develop a reactional ten-
dency?
cline in coarse wools? Will manufacturers’
holdings be sufficient to enable them to keep
out of the market indefinitely? are the
leading questions upon the answers to which
depggbds the future of the market after Jan.
1, 1906.

THE IRON MARKET

More Inquiries for Pig Iron and
an Increased Effort on Part of
Agents to Close Cont(acts.

NEW YORK, Aug. 10. — The larger ton-
nage of pig iron just sold, whike ot fol-
lowed as yet by other important sales, has
put a little more energy into the market,
with some increase in inquiries, #nd an in-
creased effort on the part of agents to ¢lose
contracts.. There are several lots of Nor-
thern foundry, running from 1,000 to 2,600
tons each, under negotiation, with the pros-
pect favorable for closing within the next
ddy. or. two. There are also more forge
contracts pending—one for 1,600 tons. x

In addition to the Alabama basic, already
sold for'interior shipment, Philadelphia re-
ports the closing of contracts of 16,000 toms
of Pennsylvania basic, but the Philadelphia
report is regarded merely as an echo of re-
cent transactions, not new business. There
are, however, contracts for 10,000 tons of
Kastern basic, one for 8,000 and ome for 2,-
000 tohs, under negotiation. _

There has been less movemént in Virginia
iron during the last two days, the efforts to
obtain higher prices checking the demand
to some extent. There is less demand for
malleable Bessemer and no important con-
tracts of standard Bessemer reported in the
Central West, but furnaces are holding firm,
and sales of 2,000 ton lots of forge grades
are reported to have been made at slightly
higher prices in the Pittsburg district.

CROP LARGEST SINCE 1901

This Indicated by Semi-Official
Reports from Twelve of the
Largest Winter and Spring
Wheat States.

Semi-official reports recelved in Chicago
from twelve of the largest wipter and spring
wheat states at the close of last year indi-
cate that the American crop this year will
be ‘éxceeded only by that of 1901, when 748,-
000,000 bushels were produced. From the
same source it is gathered that the corn

'} crop of 1905, barring disastrous weather, will

qu!tp eclipse any previous yield in the na-
tion’s history. With semi-final figures al-
ready at hand on the winter wheat harvest,
it becomes apparent that the United States
will have a surplus of something like 150,-
000,000 bushels of wheat. To sell it abroad
the prices must get down to an export level
here or prices abroad must accommodate
themselves to American values.

There will not be a great rush of spring
wheat to market for two or three weeks.
The first rurh of spring wheat is now over.
Eleven million ‘bushels have been received
from the new crop in the southwest, with an
increase of only 1,000,000 in stock. Snow's
latest report on wheat forecasts 440,000,000
bushels of winter and 285,000,000 of sgtln;.
World's -shipments for the week were 9,008,-
000 bushels, against 8,336,000 the week before.

With an outlook for the largest corn crop
ever produced in this country, there is
naturally a preponderance of bearish senti-
ment, in the face of which it is rather sur-
prising how well prices have been sustain-
ed. Shipping demand from the east iz fair,
but exports are meagre. With the oats
market in the position where speculative
and shipping demands are not equal‘to the
current offerings, there is a dragging situa«
tion, which is not helped any by pro:
for an unusually good forage €rop. £

A HEAD ON
COLLISION

Schooners Garfield White and
Laura C. Hall Collided Near
Grand Manan.

P —————

With her port bow parfly crushed in,
the River Hebert schooner Laura C. Hall
readhed port yesterday forenoon #nd dock-
ed at MeAvity’s wharf.

Off Grand Manan @bout & o’clock Thurs-
day amorning the vessel was in colligion in
a dense fog with the Apple River schooner
Garfield White, which also arrived here
a few hours ip advance of the othe{
schooner and practically uninjured.

The escape of the Laura C. Hall from
being made a total wreck was remarkably
close. ' Had a heavy sea been running
there would doubtless have been serious
difficulty experienced in keeping her afloat,
for there is a wide gap torn in the bow
way down to the water line.

A watch was being kept on both schoon-
ers but ghe fog was so heavy that a clo-
lision was umavoidable despite immediate
and strenueus efforts to avert it.

It has not been definitely determined
whether the fog whistles on the schooners
were +being .blown. Some of the sailors
maintain shat the horns were being sound-
ed with/ regularity and others have an
opinion to the contrary.

The Laura C, Hall is a small, single top-
mast vessel and is managed by Dr. Rock-
well, of River Hebert. She is in charge
of Capt. J. H. Rockwell. She loaded lum-
ber at River Hebert and was on her way
to Lynn (Mass.)

Until the time of the collision the fog
remained very dense and so scant was the
distance between the schooners when the
Garfield White loomed up that there was
no time to sheer off. " The ‘wind was very
light but both® schooners were. slipping
along at moderate speed. *

They struck bow on. A crash and the
snapping of wood—for a few moments*it
almost seemed as if the Garfield White
was going to mount -across the other
craft’s bows. Her bowsprit was pointing
across the deck and the general outlook
was perilous. :

“] “was asleep below,” said one of the
Garfield Whit: men last evening, “but
when 'we hit it didn’t take me long to
wake. I made for the deck.”

On the Laura C. Hall canvas was at
once mailed over the broken part and when
it was seen that she could make St. John
the other.schooner went on her way for
this port. .

The Garfield White is about the same
tonnage as the schoomer. with which she
collided with. Her owner is C. T. White,
of Apple River, and she is in charge of
Capt. Matthews. She was lightly loaded.
The damage to the Laura C. Hall will be
repaired here.

She thas six plapks on the port bow
brokel, headgear carried away, martingale
broken and some other damage. A sur-
vey by the port wardens will be made to-

day.

FIRE DOES $200,000 DAM
TOLBIG FREDERICTON MILL

Donald Fraser & Syp'ns_rgreat Mill Prop[_e:ty Destroyed»ié What
was the Worst Fire of Half a Century---(_lity of Fred-

ericton Threatened.

Fredericton, N* B, Auqg. 11.—(Special)—

The most destructive fire -which Frederic-
ton has seen in half a century broke out
at 5 o'clock this evening, destroying the
Aberdeen mill, owned by Donald Fraser
& Sons,and 10,000,000 feet of lumber,entail-
ing a loss of $200,000.

The mill was running full blast_when the
fire broke out, and &0 sudden “and unex-
pected was ' the “onslaught of 'the flames
that the hundred and odd employes had
barely time to. escape: with - their lives.
They had to jump and run for it and quite
'a number loag.thgir coasts and waistcoats
which were hinging on pegs on the wall.

The fire is supposed to have been .caused
by a hot box or a piece of shafting in :the
basement and was not noticed until a
gheet of flame shot through an® opening
to the floor above, where the men were
at work. -~ : <5

The interior of the. building being very
dry and caturated with oil the flames' wepty

f}}lsh of lightning and in|
less time than it takes to tell it, the place|
wae a mass of roaring flames.

Numerous casks of wafer were" stored |
about the interior but the men had no|
time to reach them before the flames. got
in their work. i i !

In less than fifteen minutes after the
fire brooke out ‘the roof of the building
fell in. s t

The mill was located at the upper end
of the city on the bank of the river and
with fire-fighting 2p-|
paratus. The city water pipes extend only
to ald government house,half a mile below, |

€0 there was practically no means of check-|
ing the flames. \ : !
The firemen were early on the scene in|
response to.an alarm and laid a line of |
hose from the nearest hydrant at govern-i
ment house gate. As they had only al
four inch main to work from, they .were!
not able to. cope with the flames to anxl
great extent. ' |
Just below the mill is a lumber yard
covering about three acres, in which was
piled an enormous quantity of spruce |
boards, scantling -and cedar shingles. and |
through this the fire made a clean sweep.
The fire spread“from the mill to the|
large wrehouse in which was stored about|
:25.000 worth of box shooks. The fire-!
men played on this building for some|
time with a eingle stream of hose until |
. driven away by the intense heat. |
After consuming the wrehouse the fire|
spread to the ‘Jumber - piles between the |
river .bank and ‘Government Lane and |
raged unchecked ‘amang them for hours. |
The mill employes worked ~with teams|
carting luniber away and hundreds of cit-|
izens took hold and helped them but little |
could be done to.check the progress of the|
fire fiend.; A stiff . southwest bre¢ze pre-
vailed and “sént #hoWeTs - of &parks Miglr)
in the air, but fortunately they all lighted |
in the river without doing any damage.

The Aberdeen mill was erected in 1804,
and gave employment to .upwards of 100,
men. It was equipped with all the lateat!‘
machinery, including rotary and -gangsaw, |
shingles and lath machines, box machines, |
planners, ‘ete; It had also a com'pletei
electric. lighting plant connected with
the mill.

Donald Fraser, Jr., is manger, and at;

* College, Baltimore, he took extended
courses in theology and philosophy! but
apparently he had not then fully decided
to ‘enter the priesthood and it was not

~ until 1865, after two years as a teacher

rair upon him. Fitst he was made bishop
coadjutor to Archbishop Salpointe, with
right of succession, and consecrated titu-
lar bishop of Arabissus; mext he became
archbishop titular to Sebaste; then, when
Archbishop Salpointe resigned on account
of old age,/jhe succeeded him as arch-
bishop of ta Fe; finally, Pope Leo
XIII. made him archbishop of New Or-
leans. It was also natural that when
difficulties arose in the Philippines, Cuba
and Porto Rico he should be chosen apos-
tolic delegate to bring order out of chaos.
In the eyes of the church, his sanity, his
tact, his vast experience and his ecclesi-
astical eminence entitled him to the post,
as did also his thorough-going American-
ism; for while the archbishop was a re-
actionary in French  politics, champion-
ing the cause of the ancient regime, no-
y had ever accused him of want of
loyalty to American institutions.

Witte’s whole activity since he first
came before the great public as minister
of ways and communications has been
4 series of consistent endeavors to carry
out that policy and in that way. He has,
of couree, made mistakes from time to
time, but the thas mever deliberately
swerved ffom the goal. To himself, as to
others, he has béen uniformly sincere.

Thus he not only tried to stop the war
after it had broken out, but he vigorous-
ly opposed the policy which led to it. He
was to the full as patriotic as the most
bellicose, but his patriotism was suffused
with enlightenment. “If we can bestow
upon China a higher culture than her
own,” he said, “we shall have won the
right to a voice in governing her. Let us
try by all means, but we should begin at
the right end, and not put the cart before
the horse. Give first and take after
ward.” .

After the war had broken out he eaid:
“It was a blunder to begin; it’s a crime to
continue, Let us make peace.”

The proofs of this statesmanlike atti-
tude are mecorded in thistory. He. was
against allowing Germany fto violate
China’g integrity in Kiaochow. He was
opposed to Russia’s occupation of Port Ar-
thur. He was against constructing the
southern branch of the Manchurian rail-
way. A few months before the war, being
in Mamchuria, he meceived an invitation
from the Mikado to mepair to Tokio and
discuss a Russo-Japanese treaty. But the
czar did not favor the idea, and it was
therefore abandoned. |At that time an|
agreement would have been easy. A few|
weeks before the rupture of diplomatic |
relations Baron Kurino, the Japanese
Ambassador at St. Petersburg, made a
series of proposals which Witte approved
and supported. But his majesty the czar
rejected them, and the war followed.

TLast eummer Witte when in Berlin was
invited to discuss peace terms with Vis-
count Hayashi, the Japanese ambassador
in London. He was very desirous of do-
ing so, but his majesty the emperor placed
such trust in Kuropatkin’s prowess that
he was quite sure of victory. And since
then Witte has mot ceased to beseech his
imperial master in season and out of sea-
son to make a lasting peace with Japan.
While the emperor hesitated and the mis-
sion was trembling in the balance Presid-
ent Roosevelt’s powerful advocacy was

AUTOMOBILE FARMING
(Harper’s Weekly.)

A mew and special type of autofmobile
has recently been put upon the market
in Scotland mwhich is designed especially
for farm work, and -which' is mot ‘only
suitable for ploughing, but may be equip-
ped.as a cultivator or resper.. It will
prepare’the ground and sow 'the seed at
one .operation, and ;can be operated at a
better speed than a horse. -Thus when
ploughing it can cover from six to seven
acres a day, and goes over the field so
as to leave it in final chape for cultiva-
tion. When mot in use in the field, the
motor can be used to drive all farming
machinery, and when ploughing, the cost
of fuel, labor, and depreciation has been
computed at'one dollar per acre, or less
than onehalf the \expense of ploughing
by horse. It is- interesting o mote that
the cost of the machine is about $1500,
an amount that does not seem prohibitive
for a large farm, where a thorough test
of the mew machine ocould readily be
made. The automobile, unlike the farm
animal, does mot have to be fed when it
is ' mot working, and it is here that a sub-
stamtial element of economly can probably
be secured.

KROPOTKIN ON RUSSIA

Prince Kropotkin, whose book, “Rus-
gian Titerature,” shows how prevalent so-
cialistic ‘and demoeratic tendencies - have
been amongst Russian writers, is himself
both an muthor of distinction and a de-
mocrat in exile.

The Pope’s. Héalth Improves
---His Sisters’ Devotion.

A Rome letter of Aug. 5 says:—

“Improvements have recently been made
to the great square in front of the church
of St. Petér’s, which, according to com-
plaint, had been insufficiently illuminated.
Overtures had’ been made by the munici-
pality for permission to edd more lights
to those already in place, but Leo XIII.
always refused to give his consent. Com-
plaints reached Piux X. of the darkness
of tthe square on nights when there was
not mponlight, and as the result of me-
gotiations with. the municipality. there
have been, added a large number of lights,
s placed as to provide an even illumina-
tion all over the square. -The novelty at-
fracted .the Roman population;’and to:the
consternation of the Vatican authorities
it was discovered that the festive Romans
were uging the steps of the great church
as a place for summermight picnics, es-
pecially on Sunday ‘evenings, when they
would bring eatables -and wine-flasks and
thave an excellent time.  The .police have
néw' interfered with thesd festivities, a
sufficient number of officers; being provided
to keep:the people from carpusing qp the
church. .

‘“The composer Perosi and. several mem-
bers of the Gregorian Commission, will
soon leave Rome to abtend the Comgress
of Gregorian chant ¢o be held in Strass-
burg on the sixteenth of this month.

She ghould remember that
cream swells with freezing, and, that at
least half of the liquid should be scalded
and cooled before the freezing is under-
taken. To this half, ehe adds the rest of
the aream beaten or whipped smoothly.
