French Writer Predicts War Between the
United States and Japan With Japan
as the Victor---Secretary Taft Says
There Will Be No War.

PARIS, June 11—Ernest Judet has a
remarkable article in L’Eclair in which he
declares his belief that ‘war is inevitable
‘between Japan and America.

“In the contest for control of the Paci-
fic, America will lose,” says the writer.

“A few years ago the United States
loudly boasted of her position in  the
world between Europe, which she did not
fear, and Asia, which she treated with
contempt. Kverything is changed now.
The Pacific Ocean, which was supposed to
be an American lake, is eimply a dangerous
route for invasion which is open to Jap-
anese ambitions. President Roosevelt’s
recent pacific actions can be imputed to
his desire to stave off the evil day.

. “But the Japanese are not duped. They
know the weakness of the American
army, the difficulties experienced in begin-
ning the Panama Canal work and the con-
dition of the American fleet, which has
good ships but crews made up of adven-
turers of all racés, including many Jap-
anese.”

M. Judet thinks that many troubles in
‘American ports are due to the influence of
foreign agents and epies, and he concludes
that if a hostile war fleet should arrive the
ports would be devoid of all security.

STATE OF CANADIAN
'SECURITY MARKETS

Steady Liquidation for Months Despite a Strong
Theoretical Position--An Extraordinary Situation

at the Present Time.

(Montreal Witness.)

Notwithstanding the theoretically strong
position of the Canadian-security markets,
through the steady liquidation of weak,
and many strong accounts, for the past
three months, and the resultant low level
of prices and high investruent returns, the
local situation again developed further
weakness in the general list, and losses
since last Friday have beén made from
one to four per cent. It is an extraordin-
aty situation, that securities of the un-
doubted quality of many of those listed in
Toronto and Montreal, should drift to a
level at which the returns are higher than
can be earned by money outside the in-
vestment market. Six and seven per cent
on good-class risks are common enqugh
rates on this market, but they fail to
attract investments either in this coun-
try or from abroad. Such indifference to
market securities has maturally had an ef-
fect upon the immediate value of the se-
‘curities, despite the fact that earnings in
many cases have surpassed all previous re-
cords. If there is no demand for a stock,
irrespective of its intrinsic value, and if a
few shares are requjred to be liquidated
for some personal reason or other, then
the sale must be accomplished by a sacri-
ficing of many points. The fact that there
are holders. of the same stock who will
not selt under any consideration, is small
comfort to those requiring the Tready

money. So the prices of ma;\y othorwisei
worthy securities decline and drift to a
low range that is really but nominal, even
if a few shares are sold at the lower quo-
tations. Montreal Street Railway so]d’
this week at 210, but there are few market |
followers who would not say that the
stock is worth considerable more than
that price. An average price would be,
in normal circumstances, from 220 to 230.
The whole list of traction stocks are
similarly affected. Toronto Railway, with
its six per cent dividend, sells at only
around 105, Twin City at 91 1-2, Trinidad
and Halifax at a fraction less than par,
the former being a five per cent and the
latter a six per .cent dividend payer. II-
linois sold down at 85, and is a six per
cent cumulative dividend stock. At this
price it returns seven per cent. The
amount earned on this stock in the last
fiscal year was about twenty per cent,
which should give a sufficiently wide mar-
gin to protect indefinitely the six per cent
dividend rate. There is Nova Scotia Steel
at 69, also a six per cent payer, and re-
presentative of an industrial concern that
is making particularly good progress. The,
market fails to appreciatz all these invest-
ment bargains, and, by the same reason-
ing, future appreciations. When the mar-
ket does take a turn, there will be an ad-
justment of investment values which will
give a heavy profit on many of the stocks
now selling at low levels.

THE BENTLEY CASE
HEARD LAST NIGHT

The case against the prisoner Bentley,
charged with assaulting Dr. Bishoi) on
May 23rd, was resumed in the police court
yesterday evening and evidence was given
by Fred Carvill, who was thereupon re-
leased on entering into recognizance to
the amount of $200 to appear at the su-
perior court should the case be sent up for
trial.

Carvill was arrested for drunkenness
the night of the assault, and Bentley was
placed in the cell with him. Last night’s
cvidence was the alleged conversation
which took place between the two men in
the cell.

Carvill said that the prisoner Bentley,
when placed in the cell with him, did not
seem very drunk, but was talkative, and
told witness he was standing near the
gas house when he saw two men, appar-
ently looking at the numbers of houses.
They told him that if he saw a man
around the first thing to do was to seize
him and when he saw Dr. Bishop he at-
tempted to do so. He had an idea that
the doctor was a paymaster with a valise
full of money. Bentley shouted when he
grabbed the doctor, and the two men ran
out on the street, but did not come to
him. Witness said he thought Bentley be-
longed to the Digby boat.

The prisoner said Carvill's evidence was
about correct, only he did not say he

| thought the doctor was a paymaster.

The prisoner was then asked whether
he wished to question the witness, and he
thereupon asked him the following ques-
tion: “Didn’t I tell you that the man these
men were looking for, came from Boston,
and might be dressed in woman’s cloth-
ing?”

Witness replied that the prisoner might
have made this statement, but he did not
remember it. and this concluded his evid-

cnce, the prisoner being again remanded.

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GENERAL ASSEMBLY TACKLES
THE CHURCH UNION PROBLEM

MONTREAL, June 11—The Presbyteri-
an. General Assembly yesterday afternoon
discussed the question of church umion
when Principal Patrick reported for the
committee appointed at the last assembly
to consider it. A circular had been sent
to the Anglican bishops, and the presidents
of the four Baptiet unions, outlining the
nlan.

Replies to that communication had been
received from eleven archbishops and
bishops of the Anglican church and from
the four presidents of the Baptist unions
and all these replies he was pleased to say
breathed the spirit of brotherly love and
expressed the desire to do what-was pos-
sible to bring about such a union.

As far as the Baptist church was con-
cerned the reply from the president of
the union of the Maritime Provinces has
expressed the opinion that the time for
organic union had not come, but if a com-
mittee was appointed to consider the crea-
tion of a federal union which might ulti-
mately lead to organic union they would
be ready to confer on the question.

The ‘Baptist union of Ontario and Que-
be¢ had given no expression. So far as
the Baptist unions were concerned, how-
ever, it might be eaid that they were
ready to meet the joint committee, re-
presenting the Presbyterian, Methodist
and Congregational churches to consider
the formation of a federal union and sub-
committees had been appointed to meet
the committees of the union of the Mari-
time Provinces and Ontario and Quebec.

As regards the Anglican c¢hurch the
bishops’ replies were in the most friendly
terms but it had beén found impossible to
appoint delegates to meet with the joint
committee and the general eynod of the
Church of England in Canada met only
once in three years and it was felt that it
would be impossible to take action until

the general synod met in the fall of next
year. S 4

The Bishop of Quebee, as the chairman
of the Anglican committée on union, trans-
mitted two documents, first a report of
the union committee of the general synod,
and second a paper read before the Pan-
American conference ' by’ Bishop Car-
michael, of Montreal, on the attitude of
the Anglican Church towards other Pro-
testant bodies, which paper had been ap-
proved by the Pan-American conference
and the general eynod of the Church of
England in Canada at its meeting in 1905.

Principal Patrick them proceeded to re-
view the work that had been dpne by the
sub-committes of the joint committee as
regards the scheme of doctrine, scheme of
policy and scheme for the education of the
ministry. These have already been made
public in connection With the report of
the proceedings of the third conference of
the joint committee held in Toronto last
December. In connection with the scheme
of doctrine, which was embraced in the
nineteen articles, Principal Patrick re-
marked that if any body had predicted
five years ago that the churches could
agree upon a common scheme of doctrine
it would be regarded as utopian and yet
they had evolved a scheme which in
the nineteen articles embraced the great
verities as understood in the three
churches.

Principal Patrick moved the adoption
of the report. 4

Rev. John'MacRay, of Montreal, moved
in amendment that suggestions should be
asked for from the church on the;whole
question and the desirability of union in
principle. ;

Rev. Pringipal Gordon seconded the res-
olution and pleaded in favar-of union.

Rev. Dr. McKay declared many congre-
gations were not ready for:.the change.

After several spirited addresses had been
made - the debate was adjourned.
