Paris, April 5—General Ferdinand
Foch, the hero of the battle of the
Marne, has been detached from active
service. A list of promotions issued to-
day contains a brief announcement to
this effect. .

It is not known whether General Foch
has been assigned to some special poli-
tical or military missfon or whether he
has beer: definitely placed on the reserve
through ill health, ne having reached ihe
age limit. He is succeeded by General
Labori, formerly chief of brigade.

Gereral of Division Eydoux, military
governor of Dunkirk and former head of
& military mission which ; re-organized
~FivE genérals of brigade are retired,
their places being taken by colonels who
distinguished themselves-in recent apera-
tions and who are given temporary rank
of generals. General Lyautey, 1ormer
mirister of war, is re-appointed resideat
general in Morocco, a post he held prior
to joining the Briand ministry.

General Foch is sixty-six years of
age. He has made a brilliant reputation
as one of the foremost strategists for the
French army. He is a Basque by or-
igin and spent his early years in Meta.
After the war of 1870 he went to Paris
and devoted himself to preparing for the
next struggle with Germany, which he
confidently predicted would open with
another lightning drive by ‘the Germans
against Paris.

At the battle of the Marne, General
with 120,000 men. He was opposed by
200,000 Germans, including the famous
Piissian Guards. Wheh both his wings
were being driven back General Foch
launched a terrific attack against the
German centre, was completely success-
ful and forced the entire German line in-
to a general retreat.

Hurling his men through a gap incaut-
rwusly left by his retiring foe, General
Foch delivered the decisive blow of the
tremendous conflict. Subsequently he
was given command of a group of armics
and prcmoted to be grand officer in the
Legion of Honor, King George of Eng-
land conferred on him the Order of the
Bath, first class.

And yet it may be well to.emphasize
the fact that our own peaeeful Easter-
tide in Canada carries with it a present
obligation which can only be met by a
measure of cheerful self-denial in behalf
of those who have sacrificed so much
for us. It is a very small thing to ask
that we forego some of our pleasures
and our vanities: and meke a generous
contribution to the fund which means
so much to those who. are suffering in
our stead, and the measure of whose
saerifiee ought to be the measure of our
grotitude. The world is at war, and yet
prosperity reigns here, and money was
never more plentiful in St. John. No
man or woman is the worse for any act
of self-denial—and there have been
many—since the war began. Nione will
be the worse off—but infinitely better oft
in spirit—a week hence, if in the mean-
time some projected but really unneces-
sary expenditure is abandomed, and the
morey put in a self-denial box for the
benefit of the great cause for which the
appeal is made. Not to be moved by
this appeal would be equivalent to a con-
fession that we have no- higher aim in
life than to profit by the sacrifice of
others, and give first place in our lives
to the spirit of selfishness and self-grati-
fication. The war has had a truly mar-
vellous effect in bringing to the surface
"and into action the nobler feelings- of
the great mass of the Canadian people;
but when we measure our sacrifices by
those made in Belgium, France and Eng-
land, we must realize that what we
have done leaves room for still more than
one day of self-denial.

THE NEW GOVERNMENT

.+ The new provincial government will
command public confidence at the outset
of its career, and the future verdict
rests with the members themselves. By
their acts they will be judged.

~ Premier Foster has selected as his ad-
visers a group of able men, of high char-
acter, and most of them with legislative
experience. He is already being critic-
ised because so many portfolios go to the
northern counties, but the people of the
province are more concerned about hav-

| ing good administration than about sec-
'tional issues, and if Mr. Foster has

 chosen good administratars they will
very soon silence all criticism based on

" their representation of this or that sec-
tion of the province. The premier was
fully justified in declining to open close
constituencies before he has had an op-
portunity to make the exposures which
it is believed will render every constitu-
ency thereafter unsafe for any supporter
of the old government.

The Times, in its Fredericton corre-
spondence yesterday, reviewed briefly the
career of each member of the new cab-
inet, and it is only necessary to add that
all parts of the province are well and
worthily represented. In reply to the
foolish criticism that the northern count-
ies got too much, it.is only necessary to
point out that there are two St. John men
in the new government, and one of them
is the premier. If penalty there is, it is
being paid by the southern counties for
their support of the most corrupt gov-
ernment the province has ever known.

It will be found, however, that the
members of the new government do not
represent any particular section. They
will represent the whole province, und
regard the public interest as their first
concern. Meanwhile the people of the
northern counties will not forget the at-
titude the St. John Standard assumes
toward them and their representatives.

It remains to be seen whether there
will be any opposition in the by-elec-
tions. There is much to be done, and
the new ministers will be among the
busiest men in the province for some
time to come. It will take some time to
master the details of administrative
work, to learn exactly what the financial
position of the province is, and to put
new policies into working shape.

THE DEGENERATES.

‘fhe German and the Turk of today
are savages and murderers compared
with the Mohammedans of the early
perlod of that faith. Thirteen centuries
ago, says Richard Gottheil, in the New
York Times, these orders were given
by a Caliph to a general who was lead-
ing a Mohammedan army in Damascus:

Gee that thou avoid treachery. Depart
not in any wise from the right. Thou
shalt mutilate none; neither shalt thou
kili children, aged men, nor any women.
Injure not the date palm, neither burn
it with fire. And cut not down any trec
that is food for man or beast. Slay not
Jf the flocks or herds or ecamels. saving

for needful sustenance. Ye may eat of
the meat which the men- of the land
bring unto you in their vessels, making
mention thereon of the name of the
Lord. And the monks with shaven
heads. leave them unmolested. Now,
march forward in the name of the Lord,
and may He proted you frem sword and
pestilence.”

The Toronto Star Weekly contrasts
this order with the Armenian atrocities
of the present war, as described by Vis-
count Bryce, who says:—

“Many a Christian child was torn
from its parents to be brought up as a
Mussulman. Thousands of Armenian
Christian girls were sold in {the market
or distributed among Turkish officers to
be imprisoned for life in Turkish harems
and there forced into Mohammedanism.
But many more thousands of Armenians,
women as well as men, were offered their
choice between Christ and Mohammed
and when they refused Mohammed were
shot or drowned forthwith. For days
and days' together the bodies of Chris-
tian women, who had thus perished, were
seen floating down fthe Euphrates.”

We are all familiar with the atrocious
erimes of the Germans in Belgium, whieh
were even more horrible than those com-
mitted by the Turks in Armenis. Wo-
men, children and old men were their
victims, and the story is the most ap-
palling that has been written of this
war. The Star Weekly very truly says:
“If the Turks have sinned against the
light of one of the early followers of
Molammed, much greater is the sin of
professing Christians . and followers of
Luther. The ecivilwed world has two
sets of degenerates om its hands.”

INCREASES IN CLASS RATES

The board of trade has been advised
that certain changes in commodity rates,
effective on April 2, 1917, have been
jssued by the railways. The increase in
class rates from the maritime provinces
are as follows:

St. John, Halifax and Sydney groups
—1st class, 10 cents per 100 pounds;
second class, 6 cents; 8rd class, 6 cents;
4th class, 5 cents; 5th class, 4 cents.

From Mulgrave group—Ist class, ‘10
cents; 2nd class, 5 cents; 3rd class, 6
cents; 4th class, 5 cents; 5th class, 4
cents.

The greater increase proposed from
the maritime provinces are due to the
increagse in the arbitraries east of Mon-
treal, allowed by the Board of Railway
Commissioners.

In connection with the proposed
Freight Classification 17, which has
awakened objections from many boards
of trade, the Board of Railway Com-
missioners will meet in Hamilton - en
April 12, Toronto, April 13, Ottawa,
April 17, and Montreal, April 18, to
consider the application of the freight
association for approval of this classi-
fication.

SAY SUGAR CROP IN
CUBA IS SERIOUSLY
DAMAGED BY REBELS

(Boston Globe, Saturday-

That the revolution in Cuba will ser-
iously affect bhe sugar output of the
island is the belief of seven Americans
who arrived at an American port today
on the Norwegian steamer Cibao, Capt.
Keller, from Cuba.

Alexander’ H. Montgomery of St.
Louis, one of the party, declared thous-
ands of tons of sugar cane are being de-
stroyed by the rebels. He said his party
had been in Cuba nine months working
up the cane to prepare the raw sugar for
the refineries. He said the plantation
was in the Oriente district, Southeast-
ern Cuba.

The plant had a capacity of 2000
bags daily. The revolutionists had been
harassing the party for weeks, but did
not attempt any: serious attack _until
March 9, when they made a raid on the
plantation and burned 50,000 tons of
cane and the entire mill.

Mr. Montgomery said the rebels were
destroying  American property  all
through that section of Cuba, and it is
his belief they will kill Americans if
there is any attempt at intervention

| by this country. The party fled from

the scene while the fire was in pro-
gress . and rode on horseback for eight
miles, when they were aided by a plant-
er on reaching Preston, where they took
passage on the Cibao.

The party includes John Wichel and
Marshall Pratt of New York; Edgar
Furbush of Blomingsberg, O. Wauer
Fox of Urichville, O., Lee Bowman of
Frankfort, Ind.; and Robert Schinkel of
Indiana. Before returning to their
homes they are going to New York to
repcrt to the syndicate owning the de-
stroyed plantation and mill.

Mr. Montgomery said that all railroad
connections are severed, and few lines
are operating in that part of Cuba. He
said the Cuban government had failed
to handle the situation because it had
not enough men. The government
troops would drive the rebels out of
towns and villages, and when the troops
were withdrawn the insurgents imme-
diately returned. iy

Yesterday the
152nd anniversary of the birth of Eclipse,
who was foaled on April 1, 1764, the |
"day of a famous eclipse of the sun,|
hence Lis name. He was never beaten,
and died in February, 1789, having lived
almost a quarter of a century. He was
never toucaed with whip or spnr—a ci -
cumstance that upholds the theory of
many present day horsemen that a greac
majority of horses would run truer to
form if they never felt the whip. The
heart of Eclipse weighed fourteen pounds
‘—which was thought to account for his |
marvelous courage and spirit. Flying|
Childers, another famous horse of the
eighteenth century, lived twenty-six
years. He was the fleetest horse ever
bred in the world up to the time of
Eclipse.  Flying Childers had great en-
|duvrance as well as speed, and ran four
miles in six minutes and forty-eight sec-
Ionds, carrying 128 pounds. Great as
‘these snimals were as compared with
their contemporaries and predecessors,
they could now be beaten by an ordin-
ary plater.

This will mean
that practically all lines of soap will now
retail at an advance of one cent a cake.

ANOTHER BIRD HOLSE
COMPETITION THS YEAR

The ladies of the Natural History
Society are making arrangements for a
bird house -competition similar to the
one held in the museum last spring.
Valuable prizes have been offered - for
the best houses, including a set
wood-working tools, camera, bird books,
flash lights, knives, etc. This compe-
tition is to be open to all school chil-
dren of St. John city and vicinity.

Recent investigation has proved that
birds, apart from their beauty, their
sweet songs and interesting habits, are
exceedingly useful to man. They are
pature’s check on the hordes of insects
which are so destructive to plant iife,
and the seed-eating birds do more to
keep down weeds than any other ag-
ency. It is only the constant warfare
carried on by the birds of prey that
prevents the incrcase of Ehe smaller
rodents which are among the farmers’
worst enemies. Indeed. it is now

of

known that without birds the earth
would not long be habitable. Birds re-
spond readily to friendly advances, and
where they are assured of the two great
necessities of existence—protection and
food—they will come in: ever increasing
numbers and greatly repay all that has
been done for them by policing both
earth and air.

The placing of bird houses and baths
near the home or school house has been
found to be one of the most successful
ways of attracting our feathered friends
and increasing the bird population. Each
year throughout Canada and the Unit-
ed’ States thousands of bird houses are
put up by the people, and, in many
cases, cities, towns and business cor-
porations are paying to have them plac-
ed on their property.

Bird houses are very edsily made,
those most attractive to the birds le-
ing often simply hollowed sticks or a
box made of a few pieces of weather-
ed slab. A number, of designs may be
seen at the museum. In the fall an
additional prize will be given for the
best report on a pair of birds occupying

any of the houses and bring up a
brood.
