One of the results of the extension 
of installment purchases has been to 
increase the immediate consumptive 
power of the public and thus permit 
large production and full employmeent 
to continue.

The increase in saving deposits, in 
building and loan associations, in life 
insurance and in investment shows that 
installment buying has not yet prog­
ressed to a point where it interferes 
with the intelligent saving of the 
American people.

There arç, however, two elements of 
weakness against which we should be 
on guard. The purchaser should be 
careful that the article which he ac­
quires upon credit has a real and per­
manent value and that he does not tie 
up too much of his future earnings for 
his present enjoyment.

Srcondly, if demand should decline, 
there is danger that to stimulate further 
consumption the terms of payment may 
be so lightened as to make credit un­
sound from a banking standpoint, and 
the finance companies and the banks 
thus become holders of large amounts 
of slow or uncollectible paper.

Subject to avoidance of these dan­
gers, installment buying does not yet 

to be menacing our financial

Skilled, agricultural labor can. be 

obtained amongst the European peas­
antry and it should be a comparative­
ly simple matter to work out a plan 
of assisted labor settlement on small 
individual areas of our more inferior 
lands, coupled with an economical 
transportation scheme from such set­
tlements to districts where seasonal 
help is needed.

Incidental to pioneering, Canada faces 
an agricultural labor problem. And 

might as well clearly understand 
that until this labor problem is solved 
we cannot make any worth while pro­
gress in diversifying our farming ope­
rations. With our highly mechanized 
agriculture in Canada we have a double 
difficulty to'solve In connection with 
labor. First, we require a higher type 
of skilled men capable of operating 
and caring for Intricate and expensive 
machinery and, secondly, the agricul­
tural labor requirements are becoming 
more and more seasonal. The Cana­
dian farmer now has to depend largely 
on town-bred and very Inferior laboi 
and where this is brought In in large 
volume, as during the harvest and 
threshing seasons of the West, it in­
evitably leads to an acute unemploy­
ment situation during the winter, 
which has been particularly difficult 
this year on account of the unfavorable 
weather.

It Is clear that this whole system is 
radically wrong and uneconomic In the 
highest degree. In Great Britain and 
Europe farm labor is resident on the 
land or in villages, occupying cottages 
and bits of gardens owned by the land­
lords. This system could not easily be 
Introduced In Western Canada and 
would be difficult In the Ea-it. Recog­
nizing that agricultural labor is dis­
tinctly In a class by Itself and should 
be, as It were, attached to the land, 
the obvious course is to settle it on 
small farms where the laborer and 
his family can be profitable employed 
when not working out. The present

Lovers of beauty 
who tour the Valley on “Blossom" Sun­
day can put on snowshoes and enjoy 
the scenery of winter. The folk in 
Florida do not know whaf they ara 
missing.

The snow has agricultural value. It 
enriches the soil by «hat it brings 
down from the air. May this be a 
portent of a good apple crop next fall. 
The Valley needs it. Other things 
point to a good crop. The foilage last 
summer was heavy and of a rich green. 
However, it still remains true that 
the prosperity of this region depends, 
more on mixed farming and less on ti^e 
precariousness of one kind of crop.
