Weather Report

Asks Exchange of Life Prisoners
Between Canada and England

I Aug. 29—The British Government has received one of the
strangest requests on record.

During the war a lieutenant of one of the Canadian regiments was 
convicted of murder, committed while his regiment was in camp at 
Hampshire. He was sentenced to death, but the sentence was finally 
commuted to life imprisonment, which the prisoner is now serving in
Parkhurst prison.

Thus both men will be returned to 
their home districts, within reach of relatives who desire to visit them.

Those curious people who see a crazy 

world going to the demnition how- 
wows just because it is too stupid or 
too wicked to adopt eugenics should 
study vital statistics. A few days ago 
a learned Harvard professor made owr 
flesh creep by telling us that his sole 
occupation now was to watch “one of 
history’s greatest tragedies” — the 
United States and England sliding to 
destruction.

But now, just as we were prepared 
to go, hang ourselves or to commit 
eugenics, along conge official figures 
showing that never in recorded history 
has England’s death-rate keen so' low. 
In 1928, according to the JJritish Min­
istry of Health, the English death rate 
was
deaths being 42,000 less than in 1922. 
More than that, the infant mortality 
rate of the nation was also the lowest 
recorded, dropping to 69 per thousand 
births, and representing a saving to the 
nation, as compared with other years, 
of 45,000 babies; and there was a de­
crease of 78,000 in infectious disease— 
bet 844,000 cases in over 40,000,000 
people.

In Canada (excluding Quebec) In 
1923 the deatli rate was 10.5 per thou­
sand—slightly better than England 
which it ought to be having regard to 
density of population. But as against 
an infant mortality rate of 69 per thou­
sand births for England, Canada (again 
excluding Quebec, which does not co­
operate with the rest of Canada in 
publishing vital statistics) had an In­
fant mortality rate of 87.7 per thous­
and bjrths.

Taken as a whole there Is a world­
wide improvement in the health of 
people, particularly in respect of in­
fectious disease. More and more there 
is an appreciation of the health-giving 
effects of exercise and sunshine, of the 
relation of better living to longer liv­
ing; more and more science is grappling 
with the evils which underly decay and 
death. It is the best answer, a complete 
answer, td the pessimists and faddists 
who can see nothing but decline and 
catastrophe.

FREDERICTON, N. B.Great Britain made a profit of seven 
and a half million pounds last yea- on 
the coinage of silver. This is among 
the many items in the Blue Book just 
issued by the British Government. It 
is also shown that the scle of postage 
stamps brought a revenue of over 
thirty-three and a quarter million 
pounds, in round numbers $150,000;000 !

There was some 
revenue from unexpected sources; for 
example, gain on exchange in Iraq 
amounted to nearly $100,000. There

THE WORD els this year, Sir Henry Thornton, pres­
ident of the Canadian National Rail­
ways, stated here Tuesday night when 
he returned to this city after a five- 
week’s inspection tour that carried him 
to the Pacific coast.

“Things are not nearly so bad as 
they have been represented to be earlier 
in the season,” said Sir Henry. “Three 
weeks ago I said that the crop would 
be about 275,000,000 bushels. From 
later reports that I received, I think 
the harvest will reach certainly 300,000,- 
000 bushels, that is, unless some set­
back has occurred in the last few days 
of which I have received no informa­
tion.”

Winnipeg Also.

Winnipeg, Aug. 29.—A recent crop 
statement by the Dominion Govern­
ment gave the acreage seeded to wheat 
in the Western Provinces at 21,516,797, 
and the prospective yield at around 
282,000,000 bushels. That was on Aug. 
10. There lias been a tremendous im­
provement in the western crop since 
that date.

Everything seems to indicate today 
that the wheat yield will go well over 
800,000,000 bushels, if the Dominion 
Government acreage figures are any­
where nearly correct. Fine warm wea­
ther prevails all oyer the West, with 
a fine breeze blowing, making perfect 
ripening conditions. Harvesting is now 
general.

New York, Aug. 29.—Increasing signs 
of considerably enlarged business vol­
umes this fall have given rise to rumors 
that a car shortage Is bound to result.

The Brookmire Economic Service, 
while continuing to predict better busi­
ness, states this possibility is entirely 
remote. They point out that there are 
at present 350,000 idle cars and that 
even during the peak of car loadings 
last year no congestion developed, in 
spite of the fact that new high records 
were being established weekly.

The current Brookmire Bulletin fore­
casts a gradually expanding prosperity, 
beginning in the agricultural sections, 
where the worker is to a great extent 
also the producer.

thousand years which the records cover 
there have emerged eight ripe cultures.

History of an Epidemic in 
Minnesota This

Health Officer of the State of Minne­
sota, Surgeon General Gumming of the 
Public Health Service is able to fur­
nish the following information with 
regard to an outbreak of malignant 
smallpox beginning in Minnesota in the 
early part of this year.

The disease was introduced at Du­
luth in January, 1924. The first case 
was that of a male nurse, fi4 years of 
age, who had never been successfully 
vaccinated and who died within a few 
days. Subsequently there developed 
other cases making a total of 182 for 
this epidemic. It is interesting to note 
that 139 of the persons who had small­
pox had never been successfully vac­
cinated in their lives. Of these 139 per­
sons, who had never been successfully 
vaccinated, 34 died. Of the remaining 
43 persons who had the disease, 39 had 
not been successfully vaccinated within 

and of these 89, six died.

From ffiese data, which have been 

very carefully collected, it will be seen 
that smallpox still runs true to form 
in that it attacks persons who are 
either not protected by vaccination at 
all or who have lost the protection 
which they once had.

Smallpox has never occurred to any 
appreciable extent in persons who have 
been recently, successfully vaccinated.

The fact should be emphasized that

There is no country in the world 
where vaccination and re-vaccinatlon 
have been sufficiently carried out to 
eradicate smallpox completely, but 
wherever vaccination has been prac­
ticed, smallpox has diminished in pro­
portion.

A comparison of the smallpox situ­
ation during a five year period in three 
States which do not differ greatly in 
number of inhabitants, shows what can 
be done to prevent this disease.

Already interested in power supply 
through its assistance in fuel and 
waterpower problems, geology has a 
further possible application in the con­
struction of bore-holes into the earth 
to tap reservoirs of live steam, Prof. 
Watts said. “Power plants are now 
operated successfully at Volterra in 
Italy on high temperature steam from 
fumarolles. This may be the begin­
ning of the application of a new and 
valuable source of power in which the 
services of geology will be requirted.

“We are haunted by the fear that a 
limit may be imposed by high tempera­
ture to deep mining, while that very 
heat may provide energy as valuable as 
the material which might otherwise be 
mined, just as we dread the gas from 
certain coal seams when the gas might, 
if it could be exploited, give a return 
equivalent to that of the coal itself.”

Agriculture and geology can expect 
to work hand in hand in future; they 
must co-operate for the fullest utiliza­
tion of soils and sub-soils, and the 
geologist %can be of tremendous service 
to the agriculturist in assessing the 
value of transported soils, loams, loess, 
brick-earths, drifts, gravels and the 
like.

But a Misunderstanding May 
Upset This Big Australian 

Settlement Scheme.
By H. N. MOORE 

(British United Press.)
London, Aug. 28—A serious hitch 

has arisen in connection with the huge 
Australian land settlement scheme 
formulated under the Empire settle­
ment.

Australia expected to receive £3,400,- 
000 from the British Government In 
order to assist half a million settlers 
from Britain to establish themselves In 
Australia during the next ten years.

The Comomnwealth authorities say 
that they understood that Britain was 
to contribute one-half of the interest 
on the loan. The British Government 
denies that it made any such promise, 
stating that it agreed to contribute half 
of the interest for the first five years 
and one-third of the Interest for the 
remaining five years.

Australia further points out that
unless the entire sum is borrowed
within three years the entire settle­
ment act will have expired before the 
ten year pèriod of repayment is com­
pleted, and that the Imperial treasury 
will be unable to sanction payment of 
half interest or other charges for which 
Britain may be responsible after 1937. 
In conclusion the Commonwealth au­
thorities declare that it is both Im­
practicable and undesirable to raise the 
entire loan within the three-year
period.

It is understood the matter of harbor 
commission and a lessening of the port 
charges was brought up and discussed.
It has been suggested that all the 
wharfage charges on grain be removed, 
making it a free port so far as this is 
concerned, but this is opposed by Com­
missioner Bullock, W'ho contends that 
the city would lose out in two ways, 
especially on the eastern side of the 
harbor, where the only grain berths are 
owned by the city. Should a grain 
vessel be at one of these berths and a 
general cargo steamer arrive it would 
be necessary to place her at Long 
wharf,- which is government property 
and on which the city would not col­
lect any top wharfage.
