Charlottetown, P. E. I, Feb. 20—Al-
though the civic elections last week were
run ostensibly on non-political lines,
politics entered into them and the re-
sults are very gratifying to the Liberals.
They see the tide is starting to flow
back their way again.

There were two candidates for mayor,
Reginald H. Sterns, a Liberal, and Alex-
ander Horne, a Conservative, a promin-
ent member of the executive of the
Queen’s County Association. The most
prominent ‘workers for Sterns were Lib-

- erals and he was elected by the fine ma-
Jority of 816.

There were fourteen candidates for the
council. Eight were elected. Out of
these one'strong Conservative was elect-
ed by only twelve votes. Another inde-
pendent (ﬁn ervative who has sometimes
~-oted Liberal was elected, and another

“Conservative got in by the casting vote

of ‘the returning officer, who is a Con-
servativé. The last mentioned candi-
date, Mr. McKenna, tied with Mr. Smith
a8 Liberal.

HAVING NO POLICY, THE
UNIONISTS TRY 10 USE

Govern’ment Will Take No Part
in the New Inquiry Set up By
the Lords

London, Feb. 20—The government has
decided to take no part in the new Mar-
coni committee inquiry set up by the
House of Lords. The government will
not nomimate members to serve on it.
AIf the new committee should ask the
House of Commons to permit one or
more of its members to give evidence
the government is not likely to agrée,
but has no intention of opposing the
cost of the inquiry.

The Liberal press strongly condemns
the tacties of the Unionist peers in the
matter. The Daily News, says.

“The peers have committed them-
selves to an organized attempt to destroy
certain statesmen by Marconi methods.
From passages in Lord Lansdowne's
speech, it is made clear that Lord Mur-
ray was not the only objective. The
Earl of Crewe made it clear that Lloyd
George would feel under no obligation
to appear before the committee, but

the Lord Chief Justice, whose conduct
was ‘described by the Conservative lead-
er in language of carefully prepared
abuge”

Young Married Woman in Court
~—Honesty of Other Days and
Present Conditions-

A young woman who gave her name
as Jennie Smith was arrested yesterday
afternoon on a charge of
8oods under false pretences. She was
given in charge by the proprietor of
Vanwart’s grocery, where it is charged
she had from time to time bought ar-
ticles of food and charged them to
prominent citizens. Several other stores
are said to have been treated in the same
way.

To 1 cup of molasses add 1 teaspoonful
of soda and beat until it becomes golden
Add scant table-
spoon of ginger, 1-2 teaspoon of
salt, 1-8 cup melted shortening, 1 cup of
milk and 8 cups of flour. Bake in slow
oven with pan of water beneath.

Chocolate Custard.

Beat the white of one egg stiff and
drop it by spoonfuls into two cups of
hot milk which you have in a pan on
the fire. Remove them to a plate when
they have puffed up by lifting each out
with a fork. Beat the yolk of one egg,
add 8-4 cups sugar, two even tablespoons
cocoa and four even tablespoons corn-
starch wet with a little cold water. Stir
into the hot milk and cook until thick.
Then add a small piece of butter size of
nutmeg and teaspoon of vanilla. When
cool put the custard in individual glass-
es and pile the white on top. This

CARLETON’S
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A FINE OPPORTUNITY
The church brotherhood movement,
which is now attracting a good deal of
attention in St. John, may be made of
great community value. Naturally the
brotherhood in each church will regard
it as a first essential to strengthen their
own church, gain the active co-opera-
tion in its work of a larger number of
those nominally connected with it, and
strengthen the hands of the pastor in
his work. But while this is being done
the brotherhoods in various churches
would really be strengthening themselves
by forming a federation and uniting
their efforts to promote measures of
value to the community at large, dealing
of course with matters of moral and so-
cial concern. People cannot blind them-
selves to the fact that in thig city, where
there are so many churches, each an ac-
tive organization, there are still very
many peoplé outside of the sphere of
their direct influence. This was illus-
trated the other day when it was shown
that a man and his wife and children
had not entered the door of any church
during the seven years they had been
living in St, John; and everybody knows
_that the number of people in attendance
at church services on Sunday is but a
fraction of the-total population of the
city; while a still smaller fraction are
active working members of churches. It
would be easier to get them interested
in movements promoted by federated
brotherhoods' than in the services of the
church itself, although the one might
very naturally lead to the other. It is
perfectly obvious to every thoughtful
observer that the chief reason for slow
progress in moral and social reform is
the comparative. isolation of the various
religious organizations. If they would
come together through the medium of
brotherhoods and take up definite work,
and promote needed measures behind
which would be the driving force of all
the churches, the result would be so
striking as to make the people ask them-
selves why they had not sooner discov~
ered this effective means of bringing
about needed,reforms. Such questions
as housing, a cleaner and healthier city,
a strong Children's Aid Society, social
centres, evening schools, a prison farm,
and others at once suggest themselves
: as worthy of the attention of federated
church brotherhoods. Rev. Dr. Symonds
uttered a plain truth when he told the
Canadian Club that the chief reason why
the people of the Orient hesitate to
adopt the Christian religion is that their
observers, seeing this religion in prac--
tice in the great cities of Europe and
America, find moral and social condi-
tions very bad. If we say that they
should not blame the Christian religion
for this state of affairs, we ought at the
same time to recognize the fact that
because of serious divisions and a waste
of effort in building up rival organiza-
tions true religion is prevented from ex-
erting the influence which it should ex-
ert in society at large. As a matter of
fact, in the great majority of cases men
belong to certain churches because
of the accident of birth. A ‘man born
into a Methodist family would have been
Jjust as devout a Presbyterian or Bap-
tist if he had been born a member of a
pious Presbyterian or Baptist family.
And in view of the issues which are in-
finitely greater than the differences be-
tween sect and sect it is unfortunate
that there is not a very much greater
degree of fellowship and eco-operation
than now exists. It is quite true that
a great change has taken place in the
last quarter of a century, and that the
movement to create closer working rela-
tions is a steadily accelerating force. In
the city of St. John a federation of
church brotherhoods ought to be of very
great benefit in bringing together equal-
ly earnest and sincere men of different
denominations to promote reforms which
touch the daily lives of all, and make
no distinction whatever of a denomina~
tional character.

THE RESULT IN YORK

The by-election in York county re-
sulted in the election of Mr. Guthrie by
e majority considerably over 600 votes.
It is worth noting, however, that at
twelve polling places in the county Mr.
James M. Scott had "a majority, and
that even in Fredericton, where Mr.
Guthrie got 809 votes, Mr. Scott ,receiv-
ed 683. It is evident that there is a
very decided revolt in York county
against the tory machine, and that Mr.
Guthrie needed all the support he could
get from the federal government, as well
as the quiet but no doubt substantial
support of the Flemming government to
bring out the vote which he received. It
is quite safe to assume that the last has
not been heard of this matter, and that
the change which has taken place in
public sentiment in York county will be
reflected in other parts of the province
in due time. Mr. H. F. McLeod, while |
his candidate has won the day, must |
have serious cause for reflection this
morning; and the Fredericton Gleaner,
which had been predicting a walk-over
for Mr. Guthrie, must be a good deal
surprised at the vote which Mr. Scott
polled at Fredericton. It is generally
believed that if Mr. Pinder had been a
little more communicative, and told all
he knows, the result of the campaign

would have been quite different;. but
perhaps Mr. Pinder will be heard from
again,

The Standard gravely assures its read-
ers that the election of Mr. Percy A.
Guthrie in York county yesterday, by a
majority of “about 650,” was “one of
the greatest victories ever scored in the
political annals of York county.”

Let us see. In the general provincial
elections of 1912, Mr. Pinder had a ma-~
Jority of 2,867, Mr. H. F. McLeod, a ma-
jority of 2,865, Dr. Morehouse a major-
ity of 2,859, Mr. John A. Young a ma-
Jority of 2,840, over the highest candi-
date of the opposition party. The read-
ers of the Standard will have no difficul-
ty in learning by comparison just how
great, therefore, was “one of the greatest
victories” won by Mr. Guthrie yester-
day.

In protesting against the enactments
of the Welsh church bil! interfering with

cease to be members of the convocation.

Resolution of Viscount Halifax

London, Feb. 19—The first by-election
necessitatéd by the recent changes in’
the cabinet resulted in the defeat today
of C. F. G. Masterman, in the south-
west division of Bethnal Green, by the
narrow margin of twenty-four votes.

Wilson, was elécted, receiving 2,828 to
2,804 polled by Masterman. The Social-
ist, J. Scurr, polled 816 votes.

Mr. Scurr, Socialist, exulted in the
government’s reverse, saying that now
the Insurance act must be amended and
the government compelled to move]
faster.

SOCIAL SURVEY DISCLOSES BAD
 CONDLIION IN LONDON, ONT.

Men's Federation Gives Startling Facts
in Report—>Six Hotels Are Named

London, Ont., Feb. 20—An exposure
of what appears to be wholesale traffic
in vice and extremely bad conditions
from a standpoint of temperance is

contained in the social survey report
prepared by the Men’s Federation of
London.

The report suggests that a semi-in-
dependent morality department should
be established under the Police Com-
misgion, with plainclothes officers and
a woman policeman, and also that sur-
veillance over juvenile delinquents be or-
ganized. The report states that Lon-
don has on the whole an efficient police
force, but that it is a mistake to expect
the detectives and uniformed officers to
perform service that should be done by
another department. 'The survey states
that, despite the denials of the police,
social vice exists in London. In many
cases vice hides behind the “Furnished
Rooms to Let” sign.
