Judge Barty Gives Decision in
Allis Chalmers Bullock Co. vs.
Hutchings :

Mr. Justice Barry this morning deliv-
ered ‘judgment in the case of the Allis
Chalmers Bullock Company, Ltd., vs.
Charles H. Hutchings et al. In April,
1908, the plaintiff company, with head of-
fice in Montreal, sold to the Rush Bay
Golden Horn Mining Company a Hunting-
don gold mill with feeder, classifier, and
overstrom ' table ‘for operating the prop-
erty of the defendant company, twenty-
seven miles from Kenora. The price of
the mill was $4,257, of which 25 per cent.
was paid at the time the contract was
signed, 25 per cent to be paid on deliv-
ery of the mill, and the balance secured
by promissory notes endorsed by the dir-
ectors of the mining company—Josiah B.
Lewis, of Yarmouth; William Robertson,
of St. John; W. R. Johnson, of Bath-
urst, and Charles H. Hutchings, of St,
John. . <

The mill “was operated for. about four

,| months and the claimant company sued

for the balance of the purchase price of
the mill. The defendants set up that the
mill bad been warranted to. grind sixty
tons of ore a day and save the gold from
it and that it had failed to do.

Suit was commenced in July, 1907, and
since then various points of law have
arisen in connection with the case and
been  decided = by Justices Barry and
White. His Honor this morning render-
ed judgment for the plaintiff for .the full
amount. and accrued interest.

LABOR: UPHEAVAL IN' GERMANY

Shipbuilders Out, Box
Workers May go and
Are on Verge

Makers and Clothing
Quarter Million Miners

(Canadian Press)

Berlin, March 5—The strike fever is now
in Germany. Several thousand men are
out at the famous Schichau warship build-
ing yard at Danzig, thousands are on the
verge of a strike in the clothing trades,
2,000 are about to leave work in the Ber-
lin paper box industry, and the chaunces
highly favor the outbreak of an enormous
strike in the Rhenish Westphalian coal
belt, involving 250,000 men by tonight.

The coal strike has already begun at one
or two mines, where the miners have gone
out in defiafice of their leaders’ orders, in-
stead of waiting for March ‘5, until which

3

time the federation has given the colliery
proprietors to concede a 15 per cent. in-
crease in the minimum wage. The federa-
tion officially announces from the head-
quarters at Boichum that the impending
strike in Germany is not intended as a
sympathetic strike on behalf of their Eng-
lish brethren, but as a movement begun
in the German miners’ own interest at the
psychological moment.

The striking miners at one of the three
mines at Berchum, where the strike broke
out unexpectedly yesterday, resumed work
today and the movement has not spread to
other mines. There are prospects, how-
ever, of a general mining strike in Ger-
many.

- THZ COALSTRIKE - -

It is to the credit of men of all parties
in politics .in, the British parliament that
i'hen a grave crisis occurs the government
is given a free hand to deal with the situa-
ion, Premier Asquith yesterday asked the
‘members of the house to refrain from com-
ment on the coal strike, and the opposition
leader cordially endorsed the plea. The
situation is a grave one, for not only are
the miners, idle but hundreds. of thousands
of factory operatives are also out of work
or will be very soon if the strike con-
tinues. Transportation interests are also

seriously affected. Even in France, the

through the idleness of dock workers.
Kvery day the strike continues the situa-
gion will grow worse, and therefore the
goyérnment has the best wishes of the peo-
ple of all parties in its efforts to bring
the miners and mine owners to the point
of agreement. The London Statist gives
the following statement of the situation:—

“The present intpasse atises from the dis-
cussion as to the remuneration of" miners
engaged in difficult places, but this matter
has been practically adjusted, as the col-
liery owners are willing to give a minimum;
wage for work done in difficult places and|
“Have agreed to the appointment ' of local
joint committees to settle diﬂicu]\ies of
this kind. The question of a minimum
wage for difficult, working has, however,
raised a matter of much greater importance
— it has caused a demand to be put for-
ward for a minumum wage for all workers
0 per cent over the 1888 standard, and it
is here that the trouble begins. Hitherto a
rate of 37 1-2 per cent. over the 15tandardI
of 1888 has been the agreed minimum for{
piece-work, while the actual rate of wages|
for the last three years has been 50 peri
cent. over the 1888 standard. Hence there is |
no insuperable difficulty in the matter of |
arranging a new minimum for piece-work. |
but the miners have put forward a demand |
for an individual minimum wage in each
district for mihers ‘working on the face of |
the coal. In other words, it is suggested |
that whether a miner produces the quan-|
. tity of coal which would entitle him to re-|
ceive the minimum wage or mnot, it is io?
be paid to him, thus converting him from |
a ‘piece’ to a ‘time’ worker. The employers |
maintain- that if there js no minimum rate
of output for a minimum rate of wagei
{here would be no incentive to the work- |
inen to give a square day’s work for a (airé
day’s pay. i

Accordingly, they . have sug-|
gested that' the miner who does not pro-|
duce the minimum quantity of coal for the |
minimum wage shall receive 1ls. per day
less than the miner who produces the|
minimum quantity reguired. The represen- |
{atives of the miners recognize the justice |
of the demand that-a minimum wage shall
be attended by a minimum production, andl

have suggested that the miner whose out-
put does not reach the minimum quantity
shall in place of receiving a minimum of
50 per cent. over the 1888 standard, receive
only 37 12 per cent. above that standard.
But this stipulation is coupled with the
suggestion that the stardard rate,shall be
raised by a little over 5 per cent. Conse-
quently the proposal of the miners is to
penalize the inefficient to the -extent of
only 3d. per ton against the owmers’ pro-
posal of a penalty of 1s. pér ton.”

As a result of government intervention
the principle of a minimum wage has been
agreed to by most of the coal owners, but
the pliners insist upon their own schedule
of rates, while the government holds that
it should have the right to investigate and
determine the scale. At this point thére is
a deadlock, and until it is broken the ut-
most anxiety will prevail.
