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A SAND IBLIZZARD.that was feasible, except to retreat 
to Ibwiri, build a fort, send 
the party back to Kilinga Longa for a 
boat, store up every load in the fort, not 
conveyable, leave a garrison in the fort 
to hold it, march back to Albert lake and 
send a boat in search of Emin Pasha. 
This was the plan which, after lengthy 
discussions with the officers, I resolved 
upon. On the 15th we began a night 
march, and by 10 a. m. on the 16th we 
had gained the crest of the pla 
more, the Kakongo natives having per­
sisted in following us to the slope of the 
plateau. We had one man killed and 
one wounded.

On Jan. 7 we were in Ibwiri once 
again. After a few days’ rest, Lieut 
Stairs, with 100 men, was sent to Kilinga 
Longa to bring the boat and goods. I 
also sent r-urg. Parke and Capt Nelson. 
Out of the 38 sick men iii their charge 
only 11 men were brought to the fort. 
The rest had died or deserted. On the 
return of Stairs with the boat and goods 
he was sent to Ugarrowwa. He w as to 
bring up the convalescent. Soon after 
his departure I was attacked by gastritis 
and an abscess on the arm. After a 
month’s careful nursing by Parke I re­
covered, and set out again for the Albert 
Nyanza on April 2, accompanied by 
Jephson and Parke. Nelson was 
appointed commandant of Fort Bobo in 
our absence, with a garrison of 43 men 
and boys. On April 26 we arrived in 
Moazamboni’s country again. This time 
after solicitation, Moazamboni decided 
to make blood brotherhood with me. His 
example was followed by all the other 
chiefs as far as the Nyanza. Every 
difficulty seemed now to be removed. 
Food was supplied gratis. Cattle, goats, 
sheep and fowls were also given in 
abundance, so that our people lived 
royally. When one day’s march from 
the Nyanza natives came from Kavali 
and said that

Straggle and Suffering of the Expedi­
tion. How the Explorer Found Emin
Pasha Situated.

London, April 2,—Henry M. Stanley’s 
letter describes the journey between 
Yambunga and Albert Nyanza. It goes 
much into detail, and is very interesting.

Mr. Stanley, after stating the orders 
given by him to Maj. Barttelot, goes on 
to describe the advance of the column. 
The expedition, which consisted of 289 
officers and men, started from Yambunga 
on June 28,1887. On the first day the 
expedition marched 12 miles along the 
river bank to Yankarde. On the approach 
of the column the natives set fire to their 
villages, and under cover of the smoke 
attacked the pioneers. A skirmish fol­
lowed, lasting 15 minutes. During the 
next six days the expedition marched 
inland in an easterly direction through a 
densely populated district. The natives 
used every art known to them to molest 
and impede the advance of the party ; 
but, although several conflicts took place, 
Stanley did not lose a man. Finally, per­
ceiving that the path he had been fol­
lowing was taking him out of his proper 
course, Stanley struck out toward the 
northeast, and again reached the river 
on July 5. From this date until Oct. 18 
he followed the left bank of the Aru- 
whim. After 17 days of continuous 
marching the expedition halted for 
day’s rest. On Aug. 1 the first death oc­
curred, the cause being dysentery, 
far, for 34 days, the course had been 
singularly successful. The jiarty now 
entered a wild country, in their ninth 
days’ march through 
sufferings multiplied and several deaths 
occurred. On Aug. 13, on arriving at 
Airsibba, the natives presented a bold 
front, and the party lost five men from 
poisoned arrows, 
wounded below the heart, and suffered 
greatly, but he recovered, 
the expedition met a party ofManvemas, 
and their misfortunes began on this date. 
Before reaching Kilinga Longa, Stanley 
lost 55 men through starvation and 
desertion.

Stanley was obliged to leave the boat, 
together with 70 loads of goods, at Klilnga 
Longa, under the care of Surg. Parke and 
('apt Nelson, the latter of whom was un­
able to march. After a 12 days’ journey 
the party, on Nov. 12, reached Ibwiri.

Mr. Stanley continues: “Our sufferings 
terminated at Ibwiri. We were beyond 
the reach of destroyers. We were cm 
virgin soil, in apopulous region, abound­
ing in food. We ourselves were mere 
skeletons. From 28# Misons we 
now numbered 174. Several of the party, 
seeming to have no hope of life lelt, 
a halt was therefore ordered 
for the purpose of recuperating.

We halted for 13 days at Ibwiri, revell­
ing on fowls, goats, bananas, corn, yams, 
etc. The supplies were inexhaustible,
such'ffitctt!ra*we bad 173 sleek and ro­
bust men. One bad been killed with an 
arrow.

When we started for Albert Nyanza on 
Nov. 24, we were still 126 miles from tne 
lake. Given food the distance s, emed 
nothing. On Dec. 1 we sighted an open 
country from the top of a ridge connect 
ed with Ml Pisgah, which was so named 
from our first view of

the land of promise and plenty.

He 
argues the question out with seriousness 
as one might grapple with a subject pre­
sented to his mind for the first time. All 
this is a mere waste of time and breath, 
for tfce question has long ago passed the 
stage of argument Woman sufferage is 
coming in New Brunswick, and all the 
fine drawn arguments that a lawyer, 
may construct out of supposed fixed 
principles and English precedents, will 
not retard its adoption for a single day. 
The opinions of the people are gradually 
shaping into the belief that woman suff­
rage is right, and, although the growth 
of opinion may be slow, it is none the less 
sure. Every year the principle makes 
new converts and, it is a notable fact 
that of six men who yesterday spoke on 
the question, five argned in favor of giv­
ing votes to women.

There are many reasons why public 
opinion is moving in the direction of 
woman suffrage, not the least of these 
being the hope that it may do something 
to check the bribery and corruption 
which are sapping the foundations of all 
public morality. While this exists it is 
idle to declaim that women are unfit to 
exercise the franchise properly. No one 
will lielieve that a respectable and intel­
ligent woman is less worthy of the right 
to vote
worthless vagabond who sells his 
vote for a couple of dollars. Another 
reason which influences many, is that 
women would introduce a conservative 
element into our politics which is likely 
to lie wanting under manhood suffrage. 
Other strong reasons are to be found in 
the importance which moral questions 
are assuming in onr politics, and the in­
fluence which women are beginning to 
exercise in movements of a public char­
acter. It will probably be found, when a 
vote comes to be taken, that a majority 
of the members of the House of Assem­
bly are in favor of granting women the 
right to vote.

We understand that the draft of the 
Union Bill, which has been prepared by 
the Common Clerk, with the assistance 
of the Recorder, is about completed and 
that it will be before tlie commissioners 
this evening. It will therefore be ready 
for the House of Assembly 
before that body is quite 
ready for it, because the franchise bill is 
not yet passed, but the Attorney General, 
with a desire to ensure the consumma­
tion of union and to give no one any 
excuse for throwing the union bill over 
for another session, has not been urgent 
in pressing the business of the House 
and matters have been rather allowed 
to drift. Now that the union bill is 
practically ready we may expect 
to see the business before the 
House rapidly disposed of, and a clear 
way made for the union bill. In view of 
this and of the great importance of the 
measure, the councils of both cities 
should have their delegates ready to go 
to Fredericton at short notice.

The only note of discord in regard to 
union that comes from any quarter, is 
voiced from Carleton. A number of the 
Carleton people are impressed with the 
idea that the bill would mean increased 
taxation to them. They are afraid of 
having to pay higher water rates than at 
present, and they are very anxious to 
have a free ferry. Yet, as we pointed ont 
yesterday, there was not a majority vote 
of the people of Carleton against 
union, notwithstanding the efforts that 
were made by the opponents of the meas­
ure to bring a large vote against it The 
Carleton protest will probably not be 
seriously considered, and it would be 
absurd and altogether unwarran­
ted to attach to the union bill 
any such condition as the building of a 
bridge or free ferry. The people of the 
east side have no other desire but to see 
Carleton prosper, and they are well con­
vinced that under the new order of things 
it will be much better for Carleton than at 
present.

erected an hydraulic ship lift, somewhat 
similar in construction to those in oper­
ation at the Victoria docks on the the 
Thames and at Malta. These lifts will 
be especially designed to raise loaded 
steamers wiih absolute safety. A ship 
carriage or cradle resting on wheels and 
provided with keel blocks and bilge 
guards will lie first placed on the rails 
which rest on the gridiron of the lift. 
The gridiron which is actually a portion 
of the railway, is lowered with the cradle 
upon it and immersed in the water to 
the bottom of the dock.

The government will not interfere 
with the tolls charged until a dividend 
of 10 p. c. per share have been paid on 
the capitol stock of $5,500,000. It is esti­
mated that 600,000 tons of merchandise 
will pass over the line every year, and 
that it will require an equal amount of 
registered tonnage to carry that amount.

When this railway is completed two 
years hence, Amherst will become fam­
ous all over the continent. Already it is 
the centre of many attractions—its re­
nowned marshes, the historical associat­
ions of Beausejour, the Joggins shore; the 
Bay of Fundy tides; its coal mines: the 
experimental farm, etc. But then it will 
be the location of the only ship railway 
in the world. Thousands of people will 

it. Imagine a steamer of 1,- 
000 tons sailing majestically un Cum­
berland basin, floating into the dock at 
the point, being quickly lifted upon the 
rails, and being immediately hauled 
by two locomotives, perhaps with all 
sails set, over seventeen miles of land, 
until the waters of the Gulf of St. Law- 
sence are reached, when she again as 
quickly and as quietly floats into the 
waters and proceeds upon her voyage. 
Such a sight cannot be seen in any other 
part of the world. Surely it will attract 
thousands of sight seers to Amherst and 
the wide awake people of Amherst, by 
the erection of factories and the inaug- 
eration of home improvements have only
