Where one owns a herd of twenty Jersey cows 
it will pay him better to buy a hand separator, 
fit up a dairy house, and bite a good butter 
maker to run his dairy, than it wiil to send 
his milk to a creamery, unless he gets cash 
for it. If a man owns ten he gets cash for tt. 
If a man owns ten good Jersey cows, and is a 
good butter maker, it will pay him better to 
make his own butter than to join a co-oper­
ative creamery. If, in addition, he is a good 
feeder and has business tact enough to make 
a market for his butter, it will pay him to 
buy a separator for his ten cows, and fit np 
his ten cows, and fit up his dairy with a first- 
class churn aud butter press.

Live stock should he furnished with pure 
water. If they are now obliged to quench 
tueir thirst for the greater portion of the 
year from a pond or slough hole, this con­
dition should be changed by the use of a 
well aud pump.

Mr. Morris has written 
much other good poetry, such as his 
“Songs of Two Worlds" and “Songs Un­
sung," but his strongest claim to the 
laureates!)ip rests upon the fact that at 
the time of the public anniversary he 
was requested, owing to the illness of 
Tenu son, to write the ode, which pleased 
the Queeen.

The American ‘Brewers’ Journal’ gives the 
present aggregate amount of British capital 
invested in American breweries at £18,311,698 
sterling.

In London a number of ladies of late have 
had their back pockets cut out while travell­
ing on the top of omnibuses; the seats l>eing 
open at the hack.

INTERCOLONIAL RAILWAY.

According to prophetic accounts in the 
newspapers, the Canadian Pacific and the 
Intercolonial Railways will soon merge 
jnto one concern—that is to say, the 
former i? to become possessor of the latter 
upon conditions that the Dominion Gov­
ernment will provide a subsidy for a fast 
Vne of steamers which are to cross the 
Atlantic in three days and land their 
passengers in Quebec in five days. Ai 
first sight objections might be raised to 
this amalgamation on the grounds that 
all monopolies of the kind lead to op­
pressive tariffs—that companies take ad­
vantage of their strength and opportuni­
ties to restrict traffic by the imposition of 
undue rates—hence the unwisdom oi 
cohesion in the present case. While 
there may be some solid agrument in 
this objection there is another view to 
be taken. If monopolists are too exacting 
they themselves interfere with their 
interests; for although a railroad has 
become of vital necessity to trade, it is 
not so potent that people are necessarily 
compelled to use it—at any rate only the 
direct necessity will oblige merchants to 
use it, and . much business may be 
conducted independently of it, especially 
where water carriage is available. It 
does not follow that passengers or freight 
from St. John to Boston are obliged to 
pass over the railroad at exorbitant 
charges, when the Intercolonial line of 
steamers can perform the same services, 
so that the monopoly fears of an amalga­
mation of the C. P. R. and the Intercolon­
ial are notEtieh-ft formidable objection to 
the scheme.

But again, the Intercolonial has been 
running behind a quarter of a million 
every year, which if continued will in a 
few years increase the burden of taxation 
enormously. We should therefore get 
clear of this load if possible. Even if 
this yearly deficiency is diverted in an­
other channel, viz: to a subsidy for a fast 
line of steamers, we shall be the gainers 
over the present dead weight, for rapid 
transit from England to Canada, means a 
great influx of Europeans to this part of 
the world thus bringing Halifax and St. 
John in the d> rect line of travel, especially 
next season during the Chicago exposi­
tion. The Canadian Pacific Railway be­

Robert Olsen, better known as “Buck,” 
the Moncton murderer, was born in Nor­
way, and afterwards removed with his 
parents to Stillwater, Minnesota, 
says: At an early age I «went to sea, and 
‘followed the blue wave’ for six years;
