It is hinted by those who ought to be
in a position to know that Mayor Mor-
ley and a number of other members
of the city council have intimated that
certain staff changes at the city hall
are in contemplation in consequence of
the situation relative to the Smith’s
Hill reservoir. The fact that by a ma-
jority vote the board had turned down
the proposal to hold an investigation
into the circumstances of the construc-
tion of the reservoir is said to have led
to a decision to take aciion in the di-
rection of appeasing pub. opinion by
altering the status of thos weirsons in
the employ of the city who are ,opu-
larly supposed to have been-responsible
for the faulty construction of the work. -

The Times has ascertained from ex-
cellent authority that an intimation to
this effect has been conveyed to the
water commissioner, James L. Raymur.
It is not improbable that Thos. Dono-
van, foreman in charge of comstruction
at the reservoir, will be asked to tender
his resignation. 'This contemplated ac-
tion en the part of the city council may
possibly be affected if the petition of
the ratepayers for the appointment of
a royal commission is granted, but in
the interim there is little doubt that
the present intention of a number of
the members of the council is along
the lines. indicated.

RATLWAY FIREMEN
STRIKE AVERTED

COMPANIES AGREE TO
MAKE CONCESSIONS

Agreement Providing for Set-]
tlement of Disputes is
Signed

{Times Leased Wire.)

Chicago, March 24.—An agreement
providing for the settlement of all dis-
putes between the Brotherhood of Fire-
men 'and the western railroads was
signed early to-day after a protracted
conference which lasted nearly all
night. The signing of the agreement
averts  for the present all danger of a
general strilke of enginemen and yard-
men of the roads.

The terms of the agreement were not
announced by any of the parties, but
it is believed that the companies have
promised to concede to the men  the
greater part of their demands.

It is understood that the firemen’s
demand for an increase in wages of
121% per cent. will be arbitrated under
the provisions of the Erdman Act.

The system of seniority for the pro-
motion of firemen will be established
within sixty days, according to intima-
tions of persons reputedly familiar
with the terms of the compromise. This
praetically, amounts to a victory. for
the employees on this mooted point.

The question of the representation of
firemen, enginemen and yardmen
through a grievance committee of their
Ffellow$ will be held in abeyance until
the question of wage advance has been
settled. i

Labor Commissioner Neill left here
to-day for Washington. Although he
would rot discuss the terms of tem-
porary settlement, it was apparent
that he is elated at the outcome of his
efforts to avert a strike, and to pave
the way for peace. Neill is given credit
on all sides for bringing the warring
factions together harmoniously. At one
time in the negotiations it appeared as
though his “efforts wopld prove fruit-
less. .

‘Washington, D. C., March 24.—The
regulars and ‘“insurgents” to-day offi-
cially ratified the nominees of the Re-
publican caucus for the rules commit-
tee, but each side is prepared to throw
bricks if the ‘“other side”
hostile move.

VERDICT AT INQUIRY
INTO AVALANCHE

Trains Should Not Have Been
Placed on Siding at
Wellington

Seattle, Wash., March 24.—That the
Great Northern railway was largely to
blame for the destruction of two trains
ond the death of 90 people in the Wel-
lington avalanche, is the only interpre-
tation made here to-day of the cor-
oner's jury report returned last night.

Though declaring at the start that
“the death of eighty-gjght or more per-
sons in the avalanche March 1st was
caused by an agency beyond human
control,” the verdict further on shoul-
ders a large part of the blame on the
Great Northern.

That the railroad company did not
have sufficient coal at Welling@on for
an emergency; that the small wages
paid by the eompany caused 35 labor-
ers needed at Wellington for the safety
and comfort of the passengers, to
leave: that the Great Northern had
other sidings east of Wellington which
were safe and that the trains should
have been placed there, all are plailny
stated in the verdict.

The only concessions made to the
railroad by the jury are that the train-
men believed the siding safe, from ex-
perience, and that the company was
not responsible for the slide itself,

ELABGRATE OFFICES
AND DOCKS PLANNED

Victoria Will Likely Be Head-
quarters for Coasting
Service

Victoria is to be the headquarters for
the Grand Trunk Pacific steamers on
this coast, according to advices re-
ceived on Thursday. That accounts for
the fect that the company is so anxious
to have elaborate - docks and office
buildings at this place. There was talk
of making Vancouver the central point
of the system,  but it has been found
impossible to find suitable dockage fa-
cilities, and Victoria is a much more
central and suitable point.

In Vancouveér the greater part of the
water frontage is held by the C. P. R.
The Hastings mill property, beyond
the Evans, Coleman & Evans wharf, is
said to be controlled by the Great
Northern railway, and it is thought the
G. T. P. may use it. It is also under-
stood that the old Albion Iron Works
dock has been sold, the purchasers be-
ing unknown. These docks are not,
however, in'a very central position, and
at the best the accommodation would
be limited. In Victoria, on the other

+hand, the company has a splendid cen-

tral site, the best in the port, and the
are making elaborate preparaticns foi
building a dock and offices which will
put in *he shade anything at present
here.

The company is not yet in a position
to give out definitely the plans for the
new buildings, as they have not been
finally considered, but it is stated on
good authority that they will be fine
brick’ buildings about 300 feet long, al-
lowing room for a sixty-foot roadway
at the ‘side. The rock is being blasted
to a depth of 20 feet below Wharf
street, and this will be utilized for
wharfage purposes as well as the ware-
houses-which' will be built on the docks.
The offices  will be ‘on a level with ihe
| street, and will be utilized as the head
officeg for the whole steamship system
on’ th¥ couwt: The steamers will be re<
pairéd here, the crews will be engaged
orpaid off, and the warehouses will be |
used for distributing purposes,

It is -understood that the steamer
Prince George will run on the triangu-
lar,route to Seattle and Vancouver, and
that the Prince Rupert, which is now
on her way here, may not run to Se-
attle; but that freight and passengers
will be transhipped at this port.

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OXFORD WINS
BOAT RACE

DEFEATS CAMBRIDGE BY
OVER THREE LENGTHS

After First Mile Result of the

Contest Was Never in
Doubt

‘(Times Leased Wire.)

London, March 23.—Oxford lowered
the Cambridge colors to-day in the
annual regatta on the Thames, winning
by three and one-half lengths, after a
race of four and one-half miles, “The
distance was made by Oxford in 20 min-
utes 14 seconds, which is 27 .seconds
behind the 'record t.i;ne. &

The Oxford crew was in fine fettle,
and shqrtly after the first mile mark

had been passed they showed their su-

periority over Cambridge, and the re-
sult from that point was never in
doubt. .

The race held the greatest interest
for thousands of persons who lined both
banks of the Thames to witness the
most important event in the yearly
athletic calendar of England.

Starting from Putney on the Thames,
the crews raced for the first mile with
the Cambridge boat a quarter of a
length in the lead. After the first mile
the Oxford eight slowly closed upon
their rivals and soon nosed into ihe
lead. From then on the Oxford crew
was never headed.

The average weight of the Oxford
crew was 176% pounds; that of Cam-
bridge 1723% pounds. The Cambridge
oars hit the water at 12.27 and the Ox-
ford follwed at 12.30. Cambridge began
with-a stroke of 36 and Oxford 35. Cam-
brifige clung to the 36 stroke, but after
a mile began to tire. At Hammersmith
bridge, a third of the distance, Oxford
led by three-fourths of a length, and
was 80 confident of winning that she
dropped her stroke to 34.

Cambridge made a final spurt near
the half-way point, and succeeded in
cutting down Oxford’s length and a half
lead to an even boat length. Oxford
thereafter rowed steadily and.increased
her lead to three and a half lengths,
quite a distance before the finish.

Oxford was a hot favorite. At the toss
for position Cambridge won and chose
the Middlesex side of the river, Oxford
having the Surrey side. There was
scarcely enough wind to ruffle ' the
water. This was of advantage to Cam-
bridge, as she had a lighter crew,

The race was ihe sixty-sixth annual

The river was lined on hoth banks
throughout the entire four and one-
half miles of the course, with thou-

Their stroke, H. J. S. Shields; was
criticised for the short:stabbing thrust
of his oar, which compared most un-
favorably with the effective -swing of
the rival stroke, Capt. R.:C. Bourne,
of Oxford.

Williams, -of the Cantabs, who pulled
number five, should himself have
stroked the Cambridge boat. Even Wil-
Hams obviously lacked the magnetism
of his predecessor, D. C. R. Stuart, the
idol of the rowing world.

WAR CONTINUES
IN MOROCCO

SPAIN SENDS MANY
CONSCRIPTS TO FRONT

Troops Suffer Severely in
Skirmishes With the
Riffs

—_—
(Times Leased -Wire.)

Madrid, March 23.—Despite the de-
nials of the minister of war that fresh
troops are being sent to the Riff coun-
try to fight against the Moors, it was
learned to-day that a large number of
lconscripts for Morocco were recently
smuggled quietly from Spain and
placed aboard the transport from out-
of-the-way points on the coast.

Investigations revealed the fact that

this has been going on for months and
that a large number of soldiers have
been sent to the Riff country by the
government. ' This practice is being
continued. The recruits are being
picked up as unostentatiously as pos-
sible and as far as can be done, outside
;he important cities.
# Owing to the establishment of a
strict censorship over news dis-
patches, the government has succeeded
in carrying on conscription without at-
tracting much' attention,

Rumors have been ‘spread recently,
however, and this called forth an of-
ficial denial from the minister of war,
before the charge was publicly made.

As the result of the minister’s de-
nial, revolutionary agents are investi-
gating to ascertain the number of con-
scripts. which have been sent from
Spain, after which it is expected they
will scatter broadcast the true condi-
tion of affairs.

The campaign against the Riffiats by
Gen. - Marina proved to be unpopular
among the people of Spain, and violent
disturbances are expected to result as
soon as it is generally known that
the fighting still continues in Morocco.

The character of the campaign has
changed materially. Instead of gen-
eral engagements the natives have set-
tled down to a guerrilla resistance to
the establishment of Spanish power in
their country. This has proved costly
to the Dons, and it is known that a
large number of troops have been
killed. The greatesi sacrifice of life,
however, is caused by the unsanitary
conditions of the Spanish garrisons in
Morocco. This has been responsible
for seveéral serious epidemics lately, in
which hundreds have died. Official dis-
patches, however, have been' smothered
and not allowed to get beyond the
doors of the govérnment war office at
Madrid.

POWER OF LORDS

PREMIER ASQUITH
SUBMITS RESOLUTIONS

Lord Rosebery’s Reform Plan is
Discussed in the Upper
Chamber

London, March 22.—Supporters of
Premier Asquith are commenting
favorably to-day “on his presentation
of three resolutions aiming to reduce
the veto power of the House of
Lords. The premier gave notice last
night in the Commons of the resolu-
tions.

A few of the government support-
ers, however, still express disapproval
that the resolutions provide that two
years must elapse between the intro-
duction of a bill and its becoming a
law. They believe that this provision
would result in a general delay of legis-
lation. The Lords probably will re-
ject the resolutions indignantly, but
it is believed that Redmond and his
followers  will support Asquith’s sug-
gestions. The possibility that another
general election will result is being dis-
cussed.

The first resolution declares it is
expedient that the House of Lords be
disabled &y law from ' rejecting or
amending a money bill, but any such
limitation shall not be taken to dim-
inish or qualify the existing rights of
the House of Commons,

The second -resolution declares it is
expedient that the powers of the
House of Lords over bills other than
money bills be restricted by law so
any. such_ bill that has passed the
House of Commons in three successive
sessions and has been rejected by the
House of Lords in each of thése ses-
sions shall become a law without the
consent of the Lords on royal assent
being declared, provided at least two
years have elapsed between the date
of the first introduction of the bill in
the Commons and the date it passes
the Commons for the third time,

The third resolution proposes to limit
the duration of each parliament to fiva
years.

Rosebery’s Resolution,

Lord Rosebery’s reform resolutions
&fame up in the House of Lords last
night. The two first were agreed to
without division. They declare that a
strong and efficient second chamber is
not “merely an integral part of the
British constitution, but is necessary
to the wellbeing of the state and the
balance of parliament, and that a sec-
ond chamber can best be obtained by
reforming and reconstituting the
House of Lords.

ZINC SMELTING TO

RESOLUTION PASSED
IN HOUSE OF COMMONS

Fifty Thousand Dollars Will Be
Spent in Making In-
quiries

Ottawa, March 22.—The . House of
Commons yesterday passed Hon. W,
Templeman’s . resolution providing for
the expenditure of $50.000 for investi-
gating the processes in use in-the pro-
duction of zine, with a 'view to the
promotion of the manufacture in Can-
ada of zinc and zinc products from
native ores. Some of the processes in
use in Europe will be investigated,
and experiments will be made at Nel-
son, British Columbia.

Hon. Frank Oliver pressed forward
his immigration bill before the com-
mittee of the whole. This is a most
voluminous document and last night
good progress was made with the most
academic and noncontentious clauses.

Mr. Jameson advanced two amend-
ments to the immigration bill, which
were defeated on division.

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COL. SEELY
REBUKES MARTIN

DOES NOT REPRESENT
PEOPLE OF CANADA

Speaker Lowther Also Checks
Member for Reflections on
Earl Grey

(Special to the Times.)

London, March 22.—In the House of
Commons last night on the consolida-
tion bill Joseph Martin drew attention
to recent action of Earl Grey in taking
an active and decided part in Cana-
dian politics. Mr. Martin was satis-
fied Earl Grey was not misreported
as he had been informed, and quoted
the Times repert of Earl®' Grey’s
speeches on the naval queStion at Re-
gina and on which there has been
heated - discussion in Canada. ¢ This
was the first instance of a governor-
general expressing an opinion on a de-
bated question.

The speaker here reminded Mr. Mar-
tin that no money taken in the bill
was for the salary of the governor-
general.

Mr. Martin said he was trying to
ipoint out that the colonial secretary
had not done his duty by allowing
such conduct on the part of the gover-
nor-general. The salary for the colon-
ial secretary was included in the bill.
Earl Grey’s speech had led to much
discussion in the Canadian press. The
reople of Canada, of course, had no
control over the governor-general.

The speaker again interposing, said
Mr. Martin as a member 'had a great
deal to say about the governor-general,
but little about the colonial secretary.
He was using the latter as a shield
to attack the governor-general, which
he was not entitled to by forms of the
House. (Hear, hear.) If he meant to
attack the colonial. secretary let him
do so.

Mr. Martin said he did attack the
colonial secretary in part on the juris-
diction ‘of the colonfal secretary. There
were- precedents for government ac-
tion. There was a Canadian precedent
for a recall of the governor-general.

Col. Seely, under secretary for the
colonies, said that although the mem-
ber represented St. Pancras he did not
represent the people of Canada. The
speech referred to was not fully re-
ported, but knowing the feeling in
Canada and the popularity of the
governor-general, Col. Seely said he
could confidently say that Earl Grey
had“said nothing to forfeit in any de-
gree whatever the confidence of the
Canadian people. (Hear, hear.)

NO INVESTIGATION INTO
SMITH'S HILL RESERVOIR

City Council at Monday’s Meeting Turned Down
Resolution to Ask Government for the
Appointment of a Royal Commission.

.

For investigation—Aldermen Fuller-
ton, Langley, Humber and Sargison,
Against investigation — Aldermen
Mable, McKeown, Ross, Bishop, Ray-
mond and Bannerman.

On the division recorded ahove, the

city council Monday evening decided

against an Investigation into the cir-
cumstarnces surrounding -the faulty

construction of the Smith's Hill reser-

voir, the vote being taken after an
animated debate in the presence of a
large crowd of citizens who had as-
sembled in the council chamber in an-

ticipation of interesting developments.
The refusal of the board came as a
great surprise to all present, and there

was loud applause when Ald. Humber
declared that he could not see how the
council could justify the action of vot-
ing $5,000 for an investigation into the
accounts of the corporation and yet
turn down a proposal to investigate the
scandal at Smith’s hill.

The question was opéned for debate
on Ald. Langley submitting the report
of the. special committee who had
waited  on the government and ascer-
tained that the approximate cost of the
royal commission would be from §2,000
to $2,500.

Ald. Fullerton promptly moved that
the' council make application at once
to the proper authorities for a warrant
for the royal commission. The esti-
mated cost was most moderate, in his
opinion, and he was sure the citizens
would expect the council to proceed
with the .investigation. An inquiry
was due the member of the council
and the employees of the city who had
been connected with the work of con-
struction of the reservoir. It was-im-
portant that there should be an in-
quiry for more than one reason. FPos-
sibly defects would be disclosed in the
reservoir which would assist the new
engineer in remedying the difficulty.

Ald. Langley seconded the resolution.
While the sum as estimated might be
exceeded they ought not' to quibble
over a_few dollars. In his opinion an
investigation was urgently needed, and
he favored including the: high level
tank on St. Charles street in the sub-
ject for inquiry. ¥e pointed out that
the:board, had rescinded the former
regolution for a civie -inquiry. The
people would demand the fullest in-
vestigation and the better way, in his
opinion, was by royal commission.

Ald. Sargison, whiie in favor of an
investigation into the matter of the
construction of the reservoir would go
further and include the whole of the
works department.

Several aldermen—It would cost too
much.

Ald. Ross was opposed to spending
any money on an investigation. The
members of the board were already in-
formed as to who the guilty parties
were. They could summon these offi-
cials and examine them. The reservoir
should be fixed at once—that was the
more important matter.

Ald. Banerman was in accord with

the views of Ald. Ross. The city had
no money to waste. Adams was in
California and it was a matter for his
own choice if he would come to Viec-
toria or no. In his opinion no blame
attached to Adams at all
Ald. Langley—Oh, I
about that.
Ald. Pannerman, continuing, wanted
to know what benefit could accrue tc
the city from an investigation. The
only duty resting on the council was te
repair the reservoir as quickly as pos-
sible. There were many evils attend-
ant upon a royal commission, which
the council should endeavor to avoid.
It had the. effect of damaging the re-
putation of a city. Then again, the
council did not know that a judge
would be appointed as commissioner.
No citizen suspected that any mem-
ber of last year’s council had been
guilty of wrong-doing. It was simply
a case of faulty construction. The
board knew that foremen and others
did not carry out their orders properly.
They did not need a royal commission
to get rid of the guilty officials.

Ald. Bishop said that while last
week he had been in favor of a royal
commission he had changed his mind,
and now believed that the best way
was to go ahead with the work of re-
pair at the earliest possible moment.

Ald. McKeown was also opposed to
a commission. The council of last year
had nothing to fear from the fullest
inquiry, but he was opposed to spend=
ing one cent of the public funds need-
lessly. Adams had tried to give the
eity a good job, but the trouble was
that the man left in charge did not
make good. They should effect repairs
now, and ‘“the less said about the mat-
ter the better.”

Ald. Humber—What I "want to know
is, why does this council authorize the
expenditure of $5,000 for the purpose
of holding a royal commission into the
accounts of the corporation and yet re-
fuse to spend a smaller sum for the
purpose of finding out the facts about
the reservoir?

Ald. Bannerman denied that there
was to be any investigation into the
books of the corporation. Mr. Hughes
was being engaged to give advice main-
ly as to a new system of book-keeping
and as to improvements in adminis-
trative methods.

More Troops Dispatched to the
Scene of Land
Troubles

(Times Leased Wire.)

Athens, . Greece, March 22.—More
troops were rushed to the province of
Thesealy to-day, following the recsaipt
of reports by the government that the
peasants were burning corn depots.

According to  dispatches from :he
province, bands of peasants, aggregai-
ing several thousand, are pillaging the
homes of the Turkish and Mohamme-
dan landowners, and the present force
of troops in the vicinity is unable to
cope with the situation.

Many of the landowners are fleeing
to the frontier for their lives, as the
peasants are inflamed because the gov-
ernment has not acted on their petition
to distribute the property of the Turk-
ish landlords among the populace.

In the vicinity of Karditsa, a state
bordering on anarchy is reported, and
throughout the province the uprising
of the peasantry has assumed propor-
tions which menaces the peace of the
nation.

Government officials here fear that
Turkey will soon intervene to protect
her subjects by sending an armed force
into Thessaly, as she has already an-
nounced that such a step was being
contemplated.

all matters brought before him as a
‘jurist. If- there has been anything
wrong in connection with the adminis-
tration of the police department he
will find it out and expose it, provided
the powers given him are sufficiently
extensive. We are satisfied, however,
that in this respect no unreasonable
restrietions will be placed by the gov-
ernment on the scope of the judge’s
commission. It is not only in the in-
terests of the government, but in the
higher interests of the city of. Victoria,
that the reflections which have been
given ‘currency during the past few
yvears, and particularly during the pre-
sent year, should be probed and either
established or disproved. If reforms
are necessary, only in that way can
reformation be brought about.

As we have already said, in view of
the gravity of the matters involved,
there is little doubt that the scope
given Commissioner Lampman will be
wide' enough to meet the requirements
of the case, The investigation he is
empowered to conduct will not be.con-
fined to events that-are alleged to
have ' transpired during the present
year. It will cover as many years
back as may be considered necessary
in the interests of the public. . It will
include the system which has lately
been in :vogue of appointing policemen
to the Victoria force ‘and the manner
in which promotion within the force is
recommended and carried out.

"IN A FIX.

The British House of Lords placed
the country in a very difficult financial
situation by killing the budget of the
last Parliament. It placed the Conser-
vative party, of which it professes to
be the chief bulwark, in an equally_ dif-
ficult situation by making its own re-
form the principal issue in ‘the last elec-
tion. Now ‘the House of Commons is
going to add to the embarrassment of
their Lordships by passing resolutions
which are ‘necessary if His Majesty's

government is to go on. These resolu-
tions are intended to give the force of
law to principles which had been ac-
cepted in the abstract by the Lords up
till the year 1909. They maintain the
principle ‘of the Commons controlling
the public purse under all circum-
stances. Under~them the rejection of
a budget by the Upper House could
never again occur.’ It is also resolved
that any bill passed by the Commons
at three sessions of Parliament.shall
become an act irrespective of the: oppo-
sition of the Lords. That is the manner
in which the Liberal government pur-
poses reforming the House of Lords,
and we submit that it is the only kind
of reform that will be acceptable to the
people, Lord Rosebery and  the more
moderate perrs to the contrary not-
withstanding.

It is not to be supposed that their
Lordships will submit to practical
elimination without a protest and a
struggle. The Conservatives will of
course support them in their opposi-
tion. That party has hitherto boasted
that whatever the result of an election
it controlled the political situation and
the government of the country by
means of its majority in the upper
chamber. That power the resolutions
purpose wiping out completely. They
propose establishing for all time the
principle that the majority shall rule.
If the Lords reject the resolutions
there will be another general election
almost immediately, with the Tories
placed again in the embarrassing posi-
tion of waging a campaign on the issue
of whether the Lords or the Commoners
shall rule. An election under such con-
ditions might be just as inconclusive
as the one which has just been held,
but it will certainly not give the Con-
servative party a majority over all the
other parties in combination. That is
a state of affairs for which the House
of Lords is unquestionably responsi-
ble, and proves beyond question the in-
congruity under modern political con-
ditions of & chamber so constituted.

MINERS MEET

ARE ENDEAVORING
TO AVERT STRIKE

Men Are Asking for More Pay
and Shorter Work
Day

Cincinnati, Ohio, March 24.—Repre-
sentatives of the United Mine Works

and Operators from the central com-

petitive district are endeavoring to-day
to avert a strike of the coal miners of
Indiana, Ohio and Pennsylvania. The
miners and operators realize that un-
less an agreement is reached a great
strike will be precipitated which may
spread throughout the entire east, and
eventually may tie up the mines work-
ed by members of the Western Feder-
ation of Miners.

The questions involved are. demands
by the men for an increase in wages
and a shorter work day. If these de-
mands are refused or no compromise
is reached the negotiations will- be
called off at once.

Up to the present .time the miners’
representatives have predicted the suc-
cess of the negotiations, To-day they
were not so sanguine.

The operators openly predict failure
of the present conference.

If the negotiations fall through it is

expected that the United Mine Work-
ers will be called into convention to
decide upon a general strike of the or-
ganization.
- In accordance with announced plans,
a committee of the miners will call
upon the representatives of the West-
ern Federation of Miners to urge that
body to join the strike,

Recently the Western Federation of
Labor sent delegates to a meeting of
miners, where representations were
made by both sides, indicating that a
defensive alliance would be entered in-
to. President Lewis, of the TUnited
Miners, and representatives of the
Federation, are already considering
plans, it is said, for a working agree-
ment between the two organizations in
case a complete amalgamation cannot
be affected.

COMPULSORY MILITARY
SERVICE IN CHINA

System Will Probably Be In-
- troduced by New Minis-
ter of War

Pekin, March :24.—The Chinese board
of war is preparing to-day for the re-
ception of Yin Tchang, present minis-
ter to Germany, who will become min-
ister of war upon his arrival here.

Officials of the board are prepating
to put into effect a plan outlined by
Yin for the re-distribution of Chinese
troops, an immense increase in = the
Imperial army and possibly the instal-
lation of a compulsory military ser-
vice system.

According to friends of Minister Yin,
he intends to introduce universal mili-
tary service in China. It is recognized
that if all available Chinese join the
army, China will overshadow all other
armed nations. The details of the
plan have not yet been worked out,
but it is proposed to make all young
Chinese capable of military service
through drill and education.

The Chinese board will have some
400,000,000 of people from which to or-
ganize the great army, and the war of-
fice has numbers of men trained in the
military schools of Europe and . Amer-
ica.

WOMAN KILLED IN
AUTO ACCIDENT

Car Demolished in Collision
With Street Car in Wash-
ington

Washington, D. C., March 24 —Mrs.
H. J. Slocum, wife of Major Slocum,
U. S. A, stationed at Governor’s Island,
N. Y., was killed yesterday in an auto-
mobile accident. The automobile was
struck and demolished by an inter-
urban car in a suburb north of this
city.

General Franklin Bell, chief of staff
of the army, was in the machine. He
sustained a deep scalp wound.

Mrs. Slocum died within 15 minutes
after the collision.

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THREE INJURED BY
DYNAMITE EXPLOSION

Accident on Mill Bay Road
- Contract Yesterday
Afternoon

Victims of an explosion caused by
three sticks of dynamite to which they
were about to refix the fuse that had
failed to go off, A. Anderson, a Slav; J.
Pietro, an Italian, and W. Trewhuel-
ler, a Cornishman, employed on the
construction of the Mill Bay road, are
now lying in a more or less precarious
condition at St. Joseph’s hospital,
whence they were hurried last night
by special train from Seventeen-Mile.

Although the men are not in danger
of their lives, their injuries are suf-
ficiently serious to cause great con-
cern, Trewhueller having lost both
eyes'and his face being badly shattered
about the nose and forehead. Pietro
has lost fingers on both hands, and
Anderson lost all his fingers, but re-
tains his thumbs. He also suffered the
loss of his left eye and his left ear
was torn ‘off, while he received minor
injuries to his head.

The men had placed the dynamite
and retired to await the explosion. The
fuse, however, burnt out, and the men
returned to take out the blast and
commenced drilling. While engaged in
t*is work the charge exploded, the
three holding the drill being injured.
The hammerman escaped without in-
jury and the drill was blown a hun-
dred feet'in the air. The accident oc-
curred about 4.30 yesterday afternoon,
about a mile and a half from the Sev-
enteen-Mile post, on the Mill Bay road.

Word was sent to the city imme-
diately, and Dr. Whillans went to the
men’s aid in an automobile. Mean-
time arrangements were made by J.
Goodfellow, superintendent of the E.
& N. railway, for a special train to
bring the men to the city. They were
landed at the E. & N. yard about 9.30
last night and were conveyed to St.

TWO MEN SHOT ON
RAILWAY TRAIN

Murderer Slain After a Battle
Which Lasted Over an
Hour

Wilmington, Del.,, March 24.—Three
men were Kkilled on a north-bound Bal-
timore & Ohio railway train yesterday.
in a fight which began at Newark,
Del., and ended in a desperate battle
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between the police, aided by the fire-
men and citizens, and a murderer, at
the Delaware avenue station here, fol-
lowing the arrival of the train at 5.17
o’clock. Several were wounded.

The dead are O. E. Wellman, aged
40 years, of Philadelphia, conductor of
the train; Samuel Williams, aged 50
vears, colored, Pullman porter, and J.
H. Bethea, aged 40 years, of Dillon,
S.C.

The triple tragedy was the result of
an altercation between Bethea, a
passenger, and Williams, porter on
the Pullman. The car was bound from
'Wp.shington to Jersey City. Bethea,
who had been drinking heavily, shot
the porter through the heart, Kkilling
him instantly. When Conductor Well-
man saw the porter fall,and ran up,
Bethea fired a second shot into the
colored man’s body, then without a
word he shot Wellman through the
heart. The conductor fell dead in his
tracks.

Meanwhile the train reached Wil-
mington, and, when it came into the
station, a hurry call was sent to 'the
police station. A squad of patrolmen
headed by Police Captains Kane and
Evans, and reinforced by park guards
and a posse of citizens and trainmen,
ran to the scene. The police called up-
on Bethea to surrender. As an answer
he opened the door of the toilet room a
short distance and opened fire from an
automatic revolver.

Bethea succeeded
posse at bay and held up the train
from 5.17 to 6.35, during which time
many shots were fired on both sides,
until finally all of the windows in the
car were riddled. Travel over the B.
& O. railway was also tied up.

When the battle had lasted about one
hour the police realized that they
would be unable to drive the man from
cover, and a call was sent to a loecal
fire company nearby. The firemen re-
sponded with their engine. Attaching
a high-pressure hose to a fire plug, the
firemen, barricaded behifld trucks and
boards, plaved a stream upon the win-
dows of the toilet room. The desper-
ado fired a number of shotg at the
firemen, but they were not injured, Sub-
sequently Bethea, drenched with wa-
ter, staggered to the platform and the
police once more called upon him to
surrender. His reply was several
shots. Police Captain Evans fired a
load of shot into his face. Notwith-
standing this injury he kept on firing.
Patrolman Boughman opened fire with
a revolver. and struck Bethea in the
right arm. The desperado tried to fire
again, but Sergeant Kelleher opened
fire and also managed to spring upon
Bethea. When the police took hold of
him he fell dead in the arms of a pa-
trolman.

U. S. GOVERNMENT MEETS
CANADIAN OBJECTIONS

Official Announcement of Rati-
fication is Expected
Shortly

Ottawa, March 24—The Canadian
waterways treaty with the United
States as drafted in 1908 with_the sen-
ate rider. This treaty provides for the
control of international @ waters for
power,  irrigation and navigation pur-
poses. The original treaty was ap-
proved by Canada, but in the eourse of
its passage through American senate
;rider was added, providing that ex-
isting rights of riparian owners on St.
Mary’s river at Sault Ste. Marie, in
either country, should not be affected.
Canada declined to accept this rider,
and ratification of the treaty has been
held in abeyance since. .

ment here the United States war de-
partment has expropriated all land on
the American side of St. Mary’'s river,
and has satisfied Canada that no power
rights will be given them wh‘ich could
in any way conflict with Canadian in-
terests, Canada will, therefore, now be-
come a party to the treaty.

By the treaty the amount of water to
be tdken from Niagara on the Ameri-
can side is limited to 20,000 cubic feet
per second, and on the Canadian to
36,000 cubic feet. It provides that each
country shall have the right to half
the water of Milk and St.. Mary's
rivers, crossing the line between Mon-
tana and Saskatchewan. It provides
for the free use of international water
canals, and Lake Michigan for vessels
for both countries. It provides that the
water of a stream crossing the inter-
national bundary cannot be diverted
until sanctioned by a permanent’ in-
ternational commission of six, for
which the treaty makes provision.

The official announcement of the
ratification of the treaty is expected to
be made within a short time,

Word has just
been received that the Australasian
Lawn Tennis Association will send an
invading team to America this sum-
mer in the hope of capturing the
United ' States national championship
and other titles. )

It is announced that this team will
consist of -the four greatest players in
Australasia—Norman E. Brookes of
Victoria, Anthony F, Wilding of New
Zealand. A. Walter Dunlop of Victoria,
and Dr. Sharp of New South Wales.
The team probably will sail for Amer-
ica the latter part of May and will be
accompanied by a team of six golfers,
comprising the best goif talent in
the island continent. Both teams will
make complete tour of the TUnited
States and will compete in all the im-
portant tournament. -

They will land in Victoria and will
probably make rtheir first appearance
on this continent on'the new courts of
the Viectoria Lawn Tennis Clib on Fort
street.

The visit of the Australasian players
will mark the first 'appearance. of
players from the Pacific continent in
America. Chief interest of course will
attach to the appearance of the
“Great” Brookes, who for the Ilast
three years has. been regarded as the
greatest exponent of lawn tennis in
the world. ‘Wilding, his doubles part-
ner, however, is almost as well known
as Brookes and was responsible more
than the latter for the victories of
Australia over the two teams from
America which invaded the British
colony in 1908 and 1909 in quest of
the Davis cup.

The other two members of the Aus-
tralasian team — Dunlop and Dr.
Sharp—are not so well known in this
country, although Fred B. Alexander,
holder with Hackett of the American
doubles championshin, regard the
former as the greatest doubles player
he has ever seen.

The actual plans of the Australas-
ian team have not been made known.
The -Australasians will play on the
coast only in practice matches, if at
all. The courts of California are com-
posed entirely of clay and asphalt,
which would make it unwise for the
Australasians, accustomed to grass
courts, to compete in matches under
these unfavorable conditions. This
fact will exclude them from competi-
tion in the Pacific coast championship.

In order, therefore, to compete for
the national - doubles championship
which is played in four sections — at
San Francisco, Boston, Atlanta, and
Chicago—it will be necessary for the
Australasians to compete at either At-
lanta, Boston or Chicago.

It is obvious, therefore, that the
Australasians will decide to win their
spurs in the Chicago section of the
doubles championship, after which, if
successful, they can journey to New-
port for the challenge match against
F. B. Alexander and H. H, Hackett,
present holders of the title.

For this reason, which must be re-
cognized by the Australasians, Chi-
cago is assured of their appearance.
And, in any event, of their positive ap-
pearance later in the preliminary na-
tional doubles. This latter event will
be held again this- year on the courts
of the Onwentsia Club at Lake For-
est, Ill., the dates selected being Au-
gust 2nd and -3rd.

With G. W. Clark, Leroy Clark had
been conducting a revival in a local
church. During an impassioned ser-
mon, he remarked that any -woman
who attended dances was to be classed
with immoral women. A short time
afterward a small boy hurled an egg
through the church window, which
struck the evangelist. Immediately
the congregation was in an uproar,
which- was quieted finally so Clark
could conclude his speech.

As he started to leave the church, a
large crowd formed at the doorway and
hissed him as he passed. He increased
his pace, and as the crowd clung to his
heels, he broke into a run. Shouting,
his pursuers followed, meanwhile pelt-
ing him with eggs, which had been
requisitioned from a nearby grocery
store.

After Clark had reached his hotel,
the mob started a riot in the street.
Sheriff Collins, of Visalia, was called
and deputized 30 men, who quelled the
disturbance after the sheriff had at-
tempted to stop the riot by addressing
the trouble-makers.

SELLING HIS
CORFU PALACE

KAISER TIRED OF
MARBLE FASTNESS

Costs Too Much for Upkeep and
No Longer Useful for Po-
litical Purposes

(By Herbert White, Berlin Correspondeng
of the United Press.)

Berlih, March 24.—No one is sur+
prised- that the Kaiser has decided ta
sell his Corfu Castle, situated on one
of the most beautiful of the Ionian Isle
ands, near Greece. He has been grows
ing more and more tired of it for soma
years, and has only been awaiting
the chance of a buyer. The latter is
said to have arrived in the person of
an American millionaire, but if this
has been the case, his identity has been
a carefully kept secret.

The famous while marble palace of
“Achilleon” was built by the late Em-
press of Austria, and was secured. by
the Kaiser after her death. When hé
first took possession he was beside him-
self with joy at his new acquisition,
but his ecstacy soon began to cool.

For one thing the purchase money
embarrassed him considerably at a;
time when funds were scarce. Then,
again, it needed a millionaire to pay
for its upkeep, and thé economical ine
stincts of the Hohenzollern soon began
to rebel at heavy expenditure, all fop
the sake of a residence of only twa
or three weeks a year.

But apart from considerations of
finance there is one great drawback ate
taching to the palace, It is incurably
damp and no one yet has been able to
dry it. And this is worse from the
Kaiser's point of view than it would
%(13 for the average tndividual, because
the dampness invariably aggravates
his ear trouble and gives him almost
unbearable pain for the next two on
three months after his visit,

The greatest reason of all why the
Emperor William wishes to get rid of
the palace, however, is that it is na
longer of any use to him. Formerlly
when the Mediterranean was the cen-
tre of European politics it was morg
than useful for him to have Corfu as a
base from which he could start on thosg
political yachting cruises, and be able
to turn up at the places where he wag
most needed.

The North Sea is now the centre of
European contentions, and the Kaisen
can be as near as he wishes to the
scene of political and international dise
cussion by staying in Germany,

ROOSEVELT AT CAIRO.

Cairo, Egypt, March 24.—Oscar 8.
Straus, responding to a cable message,
met former President Theodore Roose«
velt at Cairo to-day. Straus, who was
secretary of commerce and labor undep
Roosevelt, is now ambasador at Con-
stantinople.

HAS LEFT TYNE

MOST COMFORTABLE

STEAMER ON COAST

Captain Nicholson Tells of the
Launching of Prince
George

Steamer Prince Rupert, the first of the
Grand Trunk steamers to come to this
Coast, has left England, bound for British
Colurpbia. ports, according to Geo. A. Mc-
Nicholl, purchasing agent of the Grand
Trunk Pacific, of Vancouver. Captain
Nicholson, the superintendent of the
Grand Trunk Pacific steamship service,
stated in Montreal that the vessel was
already engined when he left England
and should be here early in June.

Captain Nicholson was present at the
launching of the second steamer, the
Prince George, at Wallsend, at the yards
of Swan, Hunter & Wigham Richardson.
“With two masts, three funnels, a straight
Stem and rounded cruiser stern, the new
boat is attractive and smart in appear-
ance,” said  the captain. ‘“While  her
speed will be good, her principal distinc-
tion will be that she will be by far the
most comfortable steamer on , the west
coast of America.

*“The chief dimensions of the vessel are
220 ft. over all in length, and 42 ft. 2 in.
in breadth, with a depth of 18 ft. to the
main deck. On shelter and main decks
accommodation is provided for about 220
first-class passengers. In addition some
1500 excursionists can be taken on board.

“The engines are triple expansion, with
four cylinders, and cranks balanced on
the Yarrow Schlick and Tweedy system,
and, with the boilers, have been bullt by
the Wallsend Slipway & Engineering Com-
pany. The service speed of the ship will
be about 18 knots an hour.

“The progress of the Prince George
down the ways was all that could be
wished, but after she was in the water a
wind caught her, and as she was brought
round she chipped the jetty, but for-
tunately did no serious damage. She was
named by Miss Louise Hays, daughter of
Charles M. Hays, president of the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway. %

*Steamer Bruno, the vessel which was
purchased recently from the Wilson line,
where she has been engaged in the Hull
and Antwerp trade, is leaving for British
Columbia. this week, She is expécted to
arrive in time to replace the steamer
Henriette, which has been chartered for
gix months to run between the Queen

The Bruno is a fine steamer and will give
an excellent service, running out of Prince
Rupert, which will be her headquarters.”

“it will not be long before the Grand
Trunk Pacific has a fleet of fast modern
boats on the Pacific Coast. The Prince
Rupert will be used for the passenger and
freight trafic between Vancouver, Vie-
toria, Seattle and Prince -Rupert. Whether
the Prince George will also be put on the
northern run or will simply make the
triangular trip between Victoria, Van-
couver and Seattle, has not yet been de-
¢lded. The vessels will be taken to Van-
ocuver by English officers and crews, and
jn all probability the crews will remain,
but the officers will return to England.
The permanent officers will be men en-
gaged on the Coast.”;
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WESTMINSTER LOSES
A CAPABLE OFFICIAL

Supt. Stott Leaves Water De-
partment After Nineteen
Years’ Service

New Westminster, March 23.—After
nineteen years’ service in the water-
works department of the city of New
Westminster, Superintendent W. Stott
has handed in his resignation, to take
effect on April 1st. At the last meet-
ing of the council the resignation was

read and accepted.

In losing Mr. Stott the city is de-
prived of one of its most reliable and
servants. Ever since the
present waterworks system was start-
ed here Mr. Stott has been connected
with it. He helped to lay  the first
main ever put down in the city and
assisted, in 1892, In laying the first
line to Lulu Island. He knows the
system from start to flnish and can
tell almost exactly from memory how
many feet of water pipe there is under
almost any street. When the system
was first started there were only a few
hundred subscribers, and now the con-
sumers are numbered in the thousands.
‘“No successor has yet been appoint-
ed. Mr. Stott has not announced his
plans for the future.

Large Freight Yards and Ter-
minal Facilities at New
Westminster

New Westminster, March 23.—Allan®

Purvis, manager of the Fraser Valley
branch of the B. C. Electric Railway
Company, stated that his company has
acquired a large tract of land, approx-
imately forty acres, with over 1,000
feet of frontage on the river. It is the
intention to utilize this property as the
“home” of the Chilliwack line. A
large yard with tracks capable of
storing 300 cars Is to be constructed
this year, which can be extended to
1,500 to 2,000 cars capacity as occa-
sion demands, together with car barn,
repair shop, etc.

It is also intended .to construct a
large wharf with freight shed to take
care of all freight which is handled
by steamers from and to the Fraser
Valley branch, and a loop line is to
be put in as an extension to the yard
proper, in order to facilitate the
handling of the large 1log traffic ex-
pected over the line. The unloading
of logs into the river will be accom-
plished by an electrical unloader.

VANCOUVER SCHOOLS
ARE OVERCROWDED

Three New Buildings Are Ne-
cessary, Perhaps Four—
Rat Bit Child

Vancouver, March 23.—The most im-
portant announcement made at the
school' board meeting was the over-
crowding of some of the public schools,
especially those in the suburbs. Kit~
silano and Fairview schools were very
much overcrowded, and conditions in
that part of the city were serious. To
relieve the overcrowding and provide
proper accommodation three new
eight-roomed schools wlill be erected
immediately, the tenders for which
are to be in the hands of the building
committee in a couple of weeks’ time.
These buildings will be located as fol-
lows: Corner of Bismarck and Charles,
streets (Grandview); Cypress and
Maple streets (Kitsilano), and on Fif-
teenth avenue, Fairview, betwéen Alder
and Spruce streets. It is also possible
that a fourth school will be erected in
South Mount Pleasant to relieve the
congestion at the Mount Pleasant
school, which at the present time has
an enrollment of over 1,000 pupils.

A communication was received from
the principal of Kitsilano school, stat-
ing that a boy had been bitten by a
rat in'the school. “This,” he said,
“pointed two morals,” first, “that rats
existed, and secondly, that a supply
of antiseptic bandages should be kept
in the schools.”

SEARCHING ONE

JUDGE LAMPMAN WILL
OPEN IT ON WEDNESDAY

H. B. Robertson to Act as
Counsel to Conduct In-
vestigation

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Judge Lampman has not yet re-
ceived his commission for the holding
of an inquiry into police affairs, but
his appointment has been approved of
by the provincial’ cabinet and the
commission is no doubt in course of
preparation,

It iz understood that the inquiry is
primarily. girected to the conduct of
matters under the police commission
of 1410, but there is little doubt that
if the judge thinks it necessary its
scope will ke widened in point of time.

The inquiry will begin on Wednesday
morning next in the County - Court
chamber and will be pnblic. It is ex-
pected that the members of the police
commission and the officers of the
pelice force will be represented by
counsel, and it is possible that other
interests will be represented also.

Flarold B. Robertson has been ap-
poinied to conduct the inquiry as coun-
sel on behalf of the public. His in-
structions from the Attorney-General
direct him to make the inquiry a rigid
and searching one. Witnesses will be
summoned and cxamined under oath,
and the commission will possess all
the powers of the courts to compel the
attendance of witnesses and the pro-
duction of papers if necessary.

Should any citizen be in possession
of information respecting the conduct
of the police force or of its governing
body, the police commission, it is de-
sirable that they communicate with
Mr. Robertson. Allegations of grafting
will be probed to the bottom and noth-
ing will be left undone to arrive at the
facts, no matter who, if anyone, may
be affected, it is stated.

Macdonald,
Winnipeg, who is héere, is enthusiastic
as to prospects for the year. “We on
the prairie will take every foot of lum-
ber you can cut,” he said, 'the only
trouble is that there are not enough
mills in the country to cut as much.as
we want to buy.

“We have the money to pay for it,
too; last year’s 300,000,000 bushel crop
has brought'an immense amount of
cash. Even if this year’s crop ' should
be a failure we would still have the
money out of what is left over from
last year’s.

“One contractor at Lookout told me
he would want 12,000,000 feet and
when I mentioned this to a friend. here
in the lumber business he told me that
he could not touch it, because he had
already booked all the orders he could
fill.

“It looks like a good crop year, too.
Coming out of Winnipeg and through
Manitoba and Saskatchewan, we saw
the farmers out at work in their shirt-
sleeves and when we got to Lethbridge
they were plowing.

“Then there is a vast amount of rail-
way construction going on this year,
and an immense immigration. They
are pouring in already in carloads.

“All through your country in the
Kootenays prospects for business of all
kinds are excellent. Mining is looking
up, too. You are all right.”

Letter to President of Rughy
Union on Vancouver’s
Withdrawal

James R. McKinnell, president of the
Nanaimo Rugby Football Club, holds
the club has not received a square deal
from the B. C. -Rugby Union this sea-
son, and he makes his complaint in a
Ietter written to J. I, Miller of Vic-
toria, president of the Rugby Union.

The letter was held by William
Moresby and not given for publication
in_ Victoria but taken by him to Van-
couver and given to the Vancouver
Province for publication last week when
Moresby was on his way east. The
letter is as follows:

Nanaimo, B. C., March 16, 1910.
J. E, Miller, Esq.,
President B. C. Rugby Union.

Dear Sir,—It is my duty as presi-
dent of the Nanaimo Hornet Rugby
Club to bring to your netice the
treatment my club has received, and
I should esteem it a favor if you
would have this letter published. Let
me begin at the beginning. The
Hornet Club was organized this sea-
son very largely on the representa-
tions of Mr. W, C. Moresby, of your
city. Victoria and Vancouver, in-his
opinion, he said, would be pleased
to see the old team back into the
game, and he gave me his personal
assurance that Victoria players would
do everything they ceuld to help the
club along. I myself set about the
business, and spent considerable time
on the 'matter. Finally, Dbelieving
that the club could be organized, I
called a meeting and, as a result, the
Hornets once more entered the game.
As a proof of our sincerity may I re-
mind you that Mr. Hawthornthwaite, a
former captain of the team, now Na-
naimo’s, representative in the provin-
cial house, attended the meeting and
donated a silver cup and a set of gold
medals to be competed for by the
ctubs in the union. Both cup and
medals are now in the keeping of thes
local jeweler, and I can assure you
that they are well worth competing
for. s

The Hornets then were organized in
the true spirit of spertsmanship, and
were duly admitted by the union.
Then, unfortunately, owing to a mis-
take by the union secretary, the club
was given no dates until Voctoria and
Vancouver had competed their series,
all kut one game. Then to our sur-
prise, came objections to dates being
granted us, and these objections
found prejudiced ‘expression in the
sporting columins of the Colonist. The
position of my club was deliberately
misrepresented, and an attempt made
to sway the union representatives in-
‘to refusing to give us dates. The at-
tempt . failed, ' #wd Victoria Kkesping
their’ engagement played here on the
fifth of the month.

Year

In spite of the fact that this is one ei
the off years in the salmon fishing indus-
try, J. H. Todd & Sons, of this city, will
operate four traps, the same as last year
when ‘the big run was on. This“morning
the.tug Sadie left for Sooke with "Man-
ager J. McDevitt and 25 men. They will
take two months to prépare the traps, the
salmon not being expected before the mid-
dle of May. : L

The only other firm to. -operate here
this year will be Findlay, Durham &
Brodie, who willl have three or four
traps in the .neighborhoed of Sooke: Cap-
tain F. Rucker is going in charge of
these, the tug Bute having been chartered
for the season from Captain Berquist to
act as tender. The Todds have chartered
the tug Sadie, for the season from G. Mc-
Gregor.

The cateh from the Todd traps is packed
at Esquimalt in their big cannery. From
the other traps” the pack is cared for at
the cannery near the outer dock. Besides
this a quantity of fish is sold to the dry-
salters and canners. The spring salmon
are mild cured and sent to Germany,
mostly by Lindenberger & Co.

The making of the fish traps is a very
expensfve business, and on a poor year
hardly pays for the outlay. All the piles
have to be driven every year a.ndu pulled
out in the autumn, else they would be
carried away by the winter storms.
Sometimes after the piles: are driven in
the spring they are carried away and have
to be made over. Then there is the ex-
pense of keeping a tug. for six months at
a stretch and a large staff of men con-
tinually employed.

The pipes earrying the
acid through the furnaece broke very
easily and were often patched up.
Asked by the @efence if he had been
discharged himself McClymont replied
that he had been but not soon enough.

“What do you mean?” asked his
honor. “Did you break some pipes,
too?” v

“I broke everything in sight,” the
man answered, with a
reminiscent enjoyment.

The judge asked him if he drank.

‘“Aye, mon,” he replied with a laugh.
“I’ve bin drinkin’ sin’ I was born.”

The plaintiff recalied by the court,
stated that he was given $2.50 a day
from the start but never asked for it.

ATTEMPT TO KILL
GENERAL ESTRADA

Prompt Action of Doctors Save
Life of Provisional Presi-
dent of Nicaragua

Bluefields, Nicaragua, March 22.—It is
charged to-day that five alleged spies,
working as nurses at a local hespital,
administered poison to Provisional
President Juan Estrada yesterday while
he was inspecting the hospital. Es-
trada’s life was. saved by the hospital
physicians, who administered powerful
emetics,

Soon after Estrada arrived the hos-
pital authorities ordered some refresh-
ments for him. .As he was in a hurry
to complete his tour of inspection, the
provisional president ate hastily. Half
an hour later he was taken violently
ill. He was rushed into the operating
room where emetics were given.

At the time it was net suspected that
Estrada had been poisoned, and the
physicians believed that he was suffer-
ing from an acute attack of indigestion
caused by rapid eating. Shortly after
it was announced that Estrada would
recover five nurses disappeared from
the hospital. The men succeeded in es-
caping.

Meanwhile the food which Estrada
had eaten was examined, and an
analysis revealed the presence of poison
which had been mixed with it.

ARCTIC STREAM HAS
EXCITING EXPERIENCES

Sailor Knocked Unconscious
By Big Comber—Water
Famine

Passing through many exciting experi-
ences in the 157 days she had been .out
from Neweastle-on-Tyne, the British ship
Arctic Stream, Captain C. C. Dixon, one
of the trimmest little sailing vessels
afloat, returned to Portland Sunday, after
an absence of about two years.

Buffeted by strong gales, the Arctic
Stream was 16 days getting out of the
Straits of Dover, making three attempts
before reaching the open seas.  During
this period, John Hunter and William
Clark, able seamen, were severely injured
and had to be landed at Deal. The men
were setting sails, when a block torn from
the rigging fell on them. Hunter sus-
tained three fractured ribs.and a breken
breastbone. Clark ‘escaped more luckily.

Then there were no more mishaps until
Christmas day, when the ship was nearing
Cape Horn. Without warning the worst
storm of the voyage broke forth, and it
soon developed into the velocity of a.gale.
Increasing in fury the wind howled with
maddening force for the ensuing 24 hours.
Waves swept the deck almost continuous-
ly. One of the combers struck John Clark,
a brother of the seaman who had to be
left at Deal, and carried him against the
railing. With a broken and badly shat-
tered leg he was picked up unconseious.
His life was saved by prompt surgical at-
tention and the best of care. He was
landed at Astoria. for further treatment.

When more than a thousand miles still
remained between them and their destina-
tion, the officers and sailors of the Arctic
Stream were confronted with a water
famine. It was close to three weeks ago
that the tanks were found to be about
empty. The captain showed his ingenuity
by rigging up a small condensor with
which he managed to turn out from 10 to
12 gallons of fresh water a day. The
quantity was ample to last without draw-
ing on the depleted tank supply until the
Columbia river was reached.

In rounding the Horn the Arctic Stream
got down into 611 degress south latitude,
several degrees closer to the Seuth Pole
than the average merchantman ever ven-
tures. This was on January 3rd, and the
nights were about as light as the days.
The sky was without a cloud and so clear
and bright that the skipper could not re-
sist the temptation to take a number of
photographs.

The doctor seeks to prove his asser-
tion by statistics gathered while watch-
ing the' ravages of cerebro-spinal men-
ingitis, which has been an epidemic
among the. French troops for
months,

Dr. De Kermabon stated to-day that
he has carefully compiled statisties in
which it is shown that twenty non-
tebacco users were attacked by the
disease to one who was prone to the
use of cigarettes and other forms of
tobacco.

Dr. De Kermabon also asserted that
the young should be encouraged to
smoke, especially if they are liable to
spinal trouble. He declared that the
festive coffin-nail is a cure for “brain
storms.”

Ross was the first member to
express an opinion. He said he was
still of the same mind as all along. He
was not in favor of Mrs. King being
dismissed. X

BIG POULTRY RANCH
ON VANCOUVER ISLAND

Thousand' Chickens on
the Market

The biggest poultry ranch in British
Columbia and one of the biggest if not
the biggest in Canada, will be located
at Nanaimo when the plans already
well ,under way by E. B. Skinner are
consummated.

As the location of his poultry farm
Mr. Skinner purchased fifteen acres of
cleared land from the Western Fuel
Company, situated in the vicinity of
the Harewood school house, and only
about a mile and a half from the Na-
naimo post office. On this land has
been erected during the past few
months a handsome residence large
chicken, brooder and incubator houses.
In this farm he will éxpend $15,000 and
expects to raise from eight to ten
thousand chickens each year, from
which number he will select 1,200 or so
of the best pullets and keep them for

remaining seven thousand chickens he
will sell for table food.

The chicken house is called a 15 unit
building, that is, a long structure 20x300
feet, divided into 15 separate coops, as
it were, each coop capable of affording
ample accommodation of 80 to 100
fowls. The coops are well lighted, well
ventilated and are so equipped with
canvas screens as to regulate the tem-
perature throughout the year. For in-
stance, during the summer weather the
screens will be raised so as to allow
of the uninterrupted flow of air, while
during extremely cold weather the
screens are lowered, and everything is
as sung and warm as a COSy CcOrner.
In the arrangement of this long shed
everything is done to minimize the
amount of labor required in the feeding
of the fowl and in cleaning out the
sheds which are connected with each
other by means of swinging doors.
From one end of the building to the
other and through the fifteen sheds

feed is placed and commencing at shed
No. 1, run along until the entire fifteen
sheds are traversed. and the fowl in
each one fed, then on returning, each
shed is cleaned and what appears
enough work for several men is easily
handled by one, which saving of labor
is an important item in the successful
raising of poultry as a business proposi-
tion.

Each of the fifteen sheds has its own
separate runway 20x150 feet, and next
season it is Mr, Skinner’s intention to
have runways built on the opposite
side of the building so that he will be
able to give his fowls a new run each
vear, which he considers a very im-
portant item in connection with the

{ heatlh of the fowl.

The brooder house is 16x200 feet and
is subdivided into compariments 5x12,
each supplied with its own light and
clear running wateg, which flows into
overflow troughs, so that the ‘little
chicks are constantly supplie@ with an
abundance of good water. This build-
ing is heated by hot wrater and has a
capacity of 4,000 chickens. It is so fit-
ted up that Mr. SKinner states with his
methods of poultry raising he is ablg to
look after the 4,000 chicks withino more
labor than one would have with 400
chicks in the small coal oil brooder.

In the incubator house is installed
a  Cyphers incubator of 12 compart-
ments, each of 500 egg capacity, or a
total of 6,000. The incubator installed
by Mr. Skinner oh his premises can be
run with no more eéxpense than a 600-
egg capacity coal oil machine. The
heat for the big hatcher is furnished by
a large tank-shaped coal stove and is
so equipped with valves and balance
bars that the quantity of heat allowed
to escape into the incubator is regulat-
ed to the proper temperature. So fine
and accurate is the regulating mechan-
ism on this incubator that if one only
keeps a fire in the stove it is absolutely
impossible to spoil the eggs. :

ARMAMENTS
INSURE PEACE

ARMIES AND NAVIES
NECESSARY AT PRESENT

By-law Amendment,
reconsidered and finally

President Taft Speaks in Fa-
vor of a Court of Arbi-
tration

New York, March 28.—The president
of the United States spoke in the cause
of world-wide peace before such a
brilliant assemblage at the Hotel Astor
that he described it as ‘‘superlative.”
He was the honored guest at a ban-
quet of the Peace and Arbitration
League, and the principal speaker, In-
ternational peace was the keynote of
every address, but no speaker advo-
cated the immediate disarmament of
nations. On the other hand all agreed
that armies and navies were necessary
until 4 more utopian A eendition  shall
have come about.

On this point Pregident Taft said:
‘“Because we are in favor of universal
peace and in favor of arbitration in or-
der to secure it, we stand together
on the declaration that, weé are not in
tavor of one country gji‘ving up that
which we now use for the. purposg se-
curing peace, to wit: Our armaments
in our army and our. navy:”'

Applause greeted his declaration,
and he continued:

“I may seem inconsistent in speak-
ing so emphatically of peace by arbi-
tration and in using every effort that
I can bring to béar on:gcongress: to
have <two- battleships .this: year. I am
’hopeful that we will continue with that
policy until the Panama canal is con-
structed, so that the naval force will
be doubled by reason of the connec
tion between the two coasts, and then
we can stop and think whethér we
wish to go further. Perhaps by that
time there will be adopted a means of
reducing armaments, and when it
comes I am sure we shall not be the
power to interfere with the general
movement. ¢

“The expense of armament is work-
ing towards peace. The expense of war,
I am sorry to say, is having greater
weight in securing peace than the ex-
pense of lives. A nation does not
lightly enter upon war ‘now, and fer
two reasons: first, because the expense
is ‘so great that it is likely 'to lead her
to bankruptcy even if she wins; and,
second, that if she does ‘not win, the
government is likely to go down under
the humiliation of that defeat at the
hands of her own people. These two
things are working in a healthful way
towards peace. .

“Personally, I do not. see any more
reason why matters of national honor
should not be referred to a court of
arbitration any more than matters of
property or matters of national pro-
prietorship. I know that it is going
further than most men are willing to
g0, but I do not see why
questions of honor may not be sub-
mitted to a tribunal composed of men
of honor who-understand questions of
national honor, to abide by their de-
eclsion as well as other questions or
difference arising between nations.”

Two ambassadors, Count Von Bern-
storff, of Germany, and Signor De La
Barra, of Mexico, were among the
speakers of the evening. Count Von
Bernstorff, like President Taft, did not
look with favor upon disarmament, and
although -indorsing the general idea of
arbitration he could not agree with
Mr. Taft on the question:of submitting
matters of national honor ‘to such a
tribunal.

CITES SCRIPTURE TO

Archdeacon Sinclaré Declares
Moderate Use of Alcohol
is Harmless

Manchester, England, March 23.—For
citing scripture in support of his claim
that the moderate use of alcohol is
harmless, Archdeacon Sinclair, of Lon-
don, has brought on himself the bit-
terest nonconformist attack a clergy-
man of the English established church
had to face perhaps in a generation.

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MANY CONTRACTS
ARE-AWARDED

MILLIONS OF DOLLARS TO
BE SPENT IN WEST

Much Work Planned by Grand
Trunk Pacific and Can-
adian Pacifie

Winnipeg, March 23.—Centracts which
will invole an expenditure of millions
of dollars were let by the C. P, R. yes-
terday through Assistant Chief En-
gineer J. E. Schwitzer. In the Farther
West most of the new work of the year
will be done by Foley, Welch & Stew-
art; and near to Winnipeg it is ex-
pected almost all contracts will go to
J. D." McArthur.

In Alberta, the Kipp extension will
be built by Foley, Welch & Stewart.
This line has been completed to Little
Bow river. It is now proposed to ex-
tend it from Carmangay to a point
southeast of Calgary. Next year the
line 'will be continued until a junction
is effected with the Calgary-Macleod
branch. The extension of the Langdon
branch will also be built by the Foley,
Welch & Stewart firm. This exten-
sion, or spur, leaves the Langdon
branch “at Irricanna and runs in a
southeasterly direction, the intention
being to afford facilities to the large
numbers located in the irrigation belt.

The Weyburn extension will be built
by the J. D. McArthur Co. and the
expectation is that this company will
remain on this work for several years
or until the line is built through to-
wards Lethbridge. Only twenty-five
miles of the dump will be completed
this year. The J. D. McArthur Co. will
also build the Outlook extension. This
is a ninety-mile job, the work begin-
ning on the north side of the Sas-
katchewan and continuing until the
point is reached where the road
branches off to Macklin. The work of
construction on this road from the
Macklin ‘end is a separate contract.

No announcement was made with
reference to the contract for construc-
tion of the line from Regina to Col-
onsay. It is wunderstood that the
order for the building of a line from
Regina to Griffin has been withdrawn.
The Grand Trunk Pacific is to build
a line through the same territory, and
it is stated that, for this purpose the
C. P. R. did not receive the privilege,
prior rights being obtained by the
new road.

Tenders were called for a double
track from Winnipeg to,Portage, but
the contract has not been awarded.

AGAIN DISCUSSED

Nelson City Council Decide Not
to Secure Further Legal
Advice

Nelson. March 21.—The city council
has decided to make a beginning with
the work of placing meters on the elec-
tric light service in the city and the
first victims have been selected.

SHIPWRECKED MEN
TELL EXPERIENCES

Farallon’s Boat Crew Have Ar-
rived at Seattle After Many
Hardships

The harrowing experiences of a boat-
load of men who “put out from the Far-
allon, wrecked in Illamna Bay last Janu-
ary, to summon assistance;, was related
in detail for the first time upon the ar-
rival in Seattle on the Olympia of ‘Mate
Swanson, Otto Nelson and C. Peterson,
part of the crew picked up after mahy
weeks of exposure by the revenue cutter
Tahoma. All hope for the men had been
abandened, when on March bth, as the
cutter was searching near Uyak, the offi-
cers learned that they had gone to Afog-
nak, where later they were discovered. A.
Bailey, engineer of the launch Sea Wolf,
and hero of the trip, remained in the
North. Captain Widder, of the vessel, is
also at Kodiak, while Charles Bourne, the
third passenger on the Farallon, was left
at Kafliar Bay.

“None of us expected ever to get out
alive,” said Swanson. ‘“We had good
weather for a time after leaving Iliamna
Bay, January T7th, but then storms de-
scended. As we skirted the north shore
close to land, we were frequently obliged
to beach the boat to prevent foundering.

“The water froze on our clothing and
we were chilled to the bone, managing to
keep up blood circulation only by con-
stant work at the ears or by bailing the
boat. At times we got so weary we were
tempted to quit. We kept going on whale
oil and dried fish. At Camp Michael
Paviof we were forced to leave Capt.
widder and Bourne behind, the old skip-
per having a crippling attack of rheuma-
tism from exposure, They followed us in
a native bidarka, while Chief Bailey led

the way for we three. It was a trip that
words can never describe. . With hard
going, snow and cutting winds and no
sign of life, we struggled along, relying
utterly on the guidance of our leader.
Nelson went snowblind again and we lost
him in a storm. We searched all night
and had almost abandoned hope before we
found him. We finally reached Kaguak,
where we killed a seal and had .our first
taste of fresh meat since we left the ves-
sel. Here we obtained a skiff and in that
were able to go to Kalflais Bay.”

The men show the effects of their ex-
posure and Nelson's eyes are still
troubling him.

PITT RIVER FARMER 3
KNIFES A NEIGHBOR

Two Men Are Seriously Injured

As the Result of a

New Westminster, March 22.—A Sun-
day stabbing affray which may end
fatally occurred at Pitt Meadows about
11 o’clock.

Kenny and Herbert Rushton, imme-
diately left in a gasoline launch for the
scene. When they arrived Ford and
Le Lion were both in bed, the latter
very weak from loss of blood. Ford
was at once placed under arrest.

WEST COAST POWER
ASK FOR WATER RECORD

Proppses to Establish Works
Near Port Renfrew on
Large Scale

The West Coast Power Company,
Ltd., ‘through Lorenzo Alexander, one
of its directors, is giving notice of an
application for a water record which
it seems foreshadows a big power pro-
position in competition with the B. C.
Electric or a proposal to supply the
Canadian Northern line from this city
to Alberni canal with electric power.

The company desires to take 3,500
feet per second of the water in Gordon
river, which flows into the straits at
Port Renfrew. The water is proposed
to be taken at a point one-quarter of
a mile below the Big Canyon and near
Newton’s No. 1 camp. With the head
of water which engineers say there is
the amount which the company is ask-
ing for would develop 110,000 horse-
power. The declared intention of the
company is to establish a fully equip-
ped plant for the generation of elec-
trict power for industrial purposes.

The river is to be dammed above the
Big Canyon, the water taken a quar-
ter of a mile below the Canyon, con-
veyed to the *power-house two miles
below Newton’s No. 1 camp and re-
lurned to the: river at a point half a
mile below the power-house. -The dif-
ference in altitude between the ' two
pcints is about 350 feet. :

LIFE WITH POISON

Inquest to Discover Cause Will
Be Held To-mor-
row

(From Wednesday’'s Daily.)

C. Martin, an employvee of the Michi-
gan Pacific Lumber Company, at Jor-
dan River, was found dead late yester-
day afternoon lying on a bed in a
room at the California hotel, Johnson
street, evidently having died from
paisoning by cyanide of potassium
self administered.

Deceased was discovered by an em-
ployee of the hotel, who went to the
room shortly before 6 o’clock yester-
day afternoon. He was lying at full
length partly dressed on the bed. A
paper, bearing the name of the B. C.
Drug Company, Limited, ‘was found in
the room, and inquiry by the police
proved that deceased had-called there
yesterday morming and purchased two
ounces of cyanide of potassium which
he told the clerk was required for
photographic work.

Under the name of: McKenzie he had
made a similar purchase there some
months ago and. this .fact being, re-
called he was-given the poison.in the
regular way. -

Martin or McKenzie had, been at the
California hotel three days,  having
come into town from Jordan-River. He
hired a roomn' and had remained-about
the hotel since his arrival.: He. ap-
veared to he in his right .mind and
behaved projperly, giving no clue to. his
intention of taking his own life. He in-
formed the people at the hotel that he
expected a' letter _containing money
and made several Inquiries; for it. No
letter came for him.

As no one
appeared they went behind to Bar-
rick’s living apartments to look for
him and.stumbled over his body, which
was fully dressed.
