AGREEMENT MADE WITH
" THE CANADIAN NORTHERN

Belated -Documéiii at Last Brought Down by the
Premier—Real Terms Disclosed to the
Electorate of British Qolumbia.

Notwithstanding his declaration to
the leader of the Opposition that he
would not give wut the terms of his
compact with Mackenzie & Mann until
he (the Premier) could do so himself
and furnish his own glossary thereon,
Hon. Mr. McBride has at last acceded
to the widespread demand of the elec-
torate and has given the government
press a outline of the arrangements
made.

The statement as handed out reads
as follows:

THE MEMORANDU*\I

Memorandum to form the basis of a
ccntract between the Goxernment of
the Province of British Columbia and
the Canadian Northern Railway Com-
pany, to be authorized by a bill to be
introduced and passed . at the next
session of the Provincial: Legislature.

The Railway’s Obligation.

The Canadian  Northern Railway
Company agrees as follows:

1. To build a line of railway to con-
nect with the ‘main line of the Cana-
dian Northern ‘Railway through the
province from the Yellowhead Pass to
the city of Vancouver, via the North
Thompson river to a point at or near
Kamloops;: thence down. the ' Sohth
Thompson -ang ‘Fraser riveds, - thtou.?
the city Of s -

Bluff, sou?%%?&
distance not to exceed 500 miles.

2. To establish a first-class, modern
passenger, mail, express, and car ferry.
service between English Bluff and the
city of Victoria and Vancouver Island.

3. To construct a line of railway
from the city of Victoria to a point on
Barkley Sound, on the Island of Van-
couver, a distance ~of 100 miles or
thereabouts.

4. The line of railway to be con-
structed under .such” contract shall be
equal in every_ respect to the sgandard
of the Canadian main: line between
Winnipeg and Edmonton, and shall be
first-class in every respect,

5. To fully equip such line of railway
end to make the sleeping cars, dining
cars, and day ‘coaches théreon the
equal of those in use on the first-class
railway systems- of America.

6. To employ no Asiatics on the con-
struction of said line of railway, and
to insert in such contract a fair wage
clause providing. that the wages paid
on such line shall be equal to those
paid upon similar eclasses of work in
the province.

7. To continue and complete the ‘sur-
veys of such line, and commence the
actual construction work within three
months after the bill authorizing such
contract has been passed by the Pro-
vincial Legislature and received the
assent of His Honor the Lieutenant-
Governor, and to complete and put in
operation the whole work within four
vears after the date of the passing of
such bill.

The Province’s Obligation.

The government 'of .the province of
British Columbia agrees as follows:

1. To guarantee the bonds of the
railway company to the extent of $35,-
000 per mile of the said line built with-
in the province, together with interest

a

thereon at the rate of four per cent.:

per annum payable half yearly.

2. To exempt the railway from tax-

ation during construction, and for a
period of ten years after the comple-
tion thereof.
3. To give the railway company free
right-of-way over provincial lands,
and to,allow them the usual privileges
of taking timber and gravel, where
necessary, for the construction of the
railway, from lands owned by the gov-
ernment.

Should the government of the .prov-
ince be called upon to pay any money
under said guarantee, the Canadian
Northern Railway Company agrees to
indemnify - the ~ province . from and
against all such payments, and to make
such payments a charge  upon  the

vhole system of the Canadian North-
ern Railway, the intention of both par-
ties hereto being that such railway line
shall he built without any cost or ex-
pense, whatsoever, to the province of

River Valley railway, hereinafter call-
ed the railway of the second part.

Whereas, it is in the interest of the
province of British Columbia that a
line of railway be built connecting the
Boundary district with the coast cities
by a more direct route than at pres-
ent;

And whereas, the railway has of-
fered to build a line from at or near
Midway to Penticton without any aid
from the province, if the province!
will subsidize an extension of this line
from Penticton to a junction with the
Nicola, Kamloops and Similkameen
railway, at or near Nicola, not to ex-
ceed, however, 150 miles.

Now this agreement witnesseth that
in consideration of the agreements
hereinafter contained on the part of
the railway, the province agrees with
the railway, subject to ratification by
the legislature of the province:

(a.) To grant a subsidy to the rail-
way on the portion of the road be-
tween Penticton and the junction
above mentioned, of $5,000 per mile,
payable in cash, or im the 3 per cent.
inscribed stock of the province, at the
option of the province, as follows: The
said’ extension to be divided into ten
mile sections, payment of the subsidy-
in respect of the first ten-mile sec-
tion to be: made when the first and
second sections have been completed
to. tha satisfaction of the minister of

< to ke ma@de when the ' third

herein mentionedw
ahan he pald for at the above rate¥of
$5,000 pér mile, not exeseding in all
one hungred and fifty miles.

(b.) The lines of the railway con-
structed or-to be constructed from
Penticton to Midway, and from Grand
Forks to at or near Franklin camp to
be exempt from the gssessment and tax
imposed by section 6 of the ‘“‘Railway
Assessment Act, 1907,” for the period
of ten years from and after the com-
pletion of -the line from Midway to
Nicola.

(¢.) The rallway, with the consent of
the chief commissioner of lands, may
take from any public lands adjacent to
or near its line al] stone, timber, gravel
and other material which may be
necessary for the comstruction of the
railway.

‘(d.) The railway shall have a free
right of way through any provincial
lands for its lines herein referred to,
such right of way to be to the satis-
faction of the lieutenant-governor in
ecouncil.

And this agreement further witness-
eth that in consideration of the above
agreements on the part of the province
the railway covenants and agrees with
‘the province:

(a:) To begin construction. of the
lines of railway herein referred to
within four months from the ratifica-
tion of this agreement by the legisla-
ture of the province, and to proceed
continuously and with reasonable ex-
pedition with the construction of said
lines, the whole to be completed within
four years from the ratification of this
agreement- by the legislature.

(b.) To build and comnstruct the fol-
lowing lines of railway:

1. A line from Grand Forks up to
North Fork of the Kettle River,
not less than 30 miles,

2. A line from Midway to Penticton.

3. A line from Penticton to a junc-
tion with the Nicola, Kamloops
& Similkameen railway, near
Nicola,

the said lines to be standard guage,
and to be built according to-such spe-
cifications as to make them practical-
ly uniform in comstruction’ with the
lines of the Great Northern or Can-
adian Pacific rallways, when original-
ly constructed.

(c.) To give a bond satisfactory 'to
the government of the province of Bri-
tish Columbia that following construc-
tion the said lines will be operated
continuously and throughout the whole
length thereof.

(d.) That no Chinese or Japanese per-
son shall be employed in -the construc-
tion of the above lines under a penalty
of five dollars per day for each and
every Chinese or Japanese person em-
ployed -<in contravention hereof, which
penalty may be recovered upon con-
viction of any pewson,. under the pro-
visions  of the “Summary Convictions
Act.”

(e.) The railway agrees to purchase
all material and supplies required for
the construction of its railway through
the province of British Columbia from
manufacturers, merchants and dealers
within the province, when such ma-
terial and supplies can be purchased in
desirable quantities and of equal
quality, suitable for the purposes for
which they are required, and upon
terms equally favorable as those pro-
curable elsewhere.

(f.) The workmeh, laborers and ser-
vants employed .in or about the con-
struction of the .said railway shal] be
paid such rates of wages as may be

The expected torpedo boat attack
did not materialize. The officers on
the small fighting. craft made al] prep-
arations, but they feered the guns of
the loyal gm)mm(nt ironclads gyard-

It is not known what action will be
taken regarding the case of Lieuten-
ant Typaldos, whom King George pro-
claimed a traitor to “his country. ;

sent predicament for the reason that
he was repudiated by the erganiza-
tion when he brought on the revolt.

SITUATION IN REVELSTOKE.

When the wall fell upon the fire fight-
ers other. firemen dropped their hose
and went frantically to0 work to rescue
the : imprisoned men. ‘When the
crushed bodies were reached one of
them was dead. The other two ‘were
rushed to & hospital where physicians
express the opinion that they will
live. The damage to the building ag-
gregates $75,000.

Ottawa, Oct. 30.—A report from the
department of trade and commerce
shows that during the twelve months
ending with ©October 22nd, the total
number of Chinese entering Canada
subject to the poll tax 'of $500 was 467,
or only about half the number who
entered during the preceding twelve
months. 'The total poll tax amounted
to $233,500, of which British Columbia
gets half.

KOREANS ATTACK

BUILDINGS ARE BURNED

the assassination of Prince Ito and the
reports that his assassin is to be made
an example of hefors the people, more
than three hundred Korean revolution-
ists attacked the railroad station at
Jin, a town on the Seoul-Fusan line,
and started a wild riot late last night.

The Koreans bombarded the' station
with all sorts of missiles, and drove
out al] Japanese officials. They then at-
tacked the official buildings and burn-
ed them,

A small detachment of Japanese sol-
diers offered resistance. The fate of
these soldiers is unknown, but it is
feared they were slaughtered.

The Korean patriotic party is aroused
‘to a high tension of enthusiasm over
the assassination of Prince ¥to; who
was lobked upon by the revolutionists
as the-man-responsible for the success
of Japan ‘s subjngating this  country.

Agreement Now Published Not Only Enormously
Inereases Obligatiens Of Provinee But

Contains No

Safeguards.

Yielding to the demand for his con-
tract with the Canadian -Northern
Railway Company, Premier McBride
has submitted the document which is
printed on this page.

To say that it comes as a thunder-
bolt is to state the case mildly.

Not only is the charge of the Times
that the province guarantees not only
the interest on the bonds, but the
principal as well, fully borne out, but
the statement of government support-
ers, from the Premier down, that the
Canadian Northern gives the province
a 'first mertgage on its road is shown
to be absolutely without foundation.

Not only is the obligation of the
province enormously multiplied, but its
security is reduced to a cypher.

In the many railway policies with
which this province has been hum-
bugged in the past there has never
been one in which the preliminary
statements by thé head of the govern-
ment have been so utterly at variance
with the real terms of the agreement.

The amazing thing is that any pub-
lic man would take such risks, khow-
ing that sooner or later the real facts
would become known,

The reason for the Premier’'s refusal®
to allow the agreement to be examined
is now a.ppgrent. The , viciousnesg of
the‘ ‘térms he hoped. evidently to break
easily to the electorate by allowing a

L the réal document, and_ to réach out=4

the actual terms will not become
known till after the election the da.te
of which has been rushed.

_Does. the public wonder now, why
Messrs. Tatlow and Fulton resigned?
Here are some of the. discrepancies
between the statements of the govern-
ment and the facts as now disclosed:

THE GUARANTEE,

Premier’s announcement: “To assist
the company with the construction of
the road the government™ will
ask the Legislature TO GUARANTEE
INTEREST AT FOUR PER CENT.
upon $35,000 ‘a mile.

The agreement: ‘The government
of British Columbia agrees -as follows:
To GUARANTEE BONDS of the rail-
way company to the extent of $35,000
a mile of the said line built within the
province, TOGETHER WITH THE
INTEREST THEREON at the rate of
four per cent. per annum, payable
half-yearly.” \

Colonist announcement, the day after
dissolution: “To assist the company
in the construction of this road, which
will cost about $50,000 a mile, the gov-
ernment will ask the Legislature to
GUARANTEE INTEREST a.t four per
cent. upon $35,000 a mile.

“_ ., . It will be observed THAT
ALL THE PROVINCE DOES IS TO
LOAN ITS CREDIT' TO THE COM«
PANY BY GUARANTEEING INTER-
EST ON THE BONDS of the company
at four per cent., etc.”

That there ‘was no question regard-
ing the impression conveyed in so
specific terms is evident from the in-
terview held by the Colonist reporter
with’ Mr. C. E. Redfern, who stated
that he approved of the deal. He was
careful, however, to explain that his
support was conditional on -the terms
being as represented. Here is what he
said:

“The most important point in my
mind is the fact that the administra-
tion has safeguarded the people's In-
terests. In return for the GUARAN-
TEE OF THE COMPANY’'S BONDS
TO THE EXTENT OF FOUR PER
CENT. ON 435,000 A MILE the govern-
ment GETS A FIRST MORTGAGE ON
THE ROAD. If that clause were not in
the agreement I WOULD BE @ IN-
CLINED TO OPPOSE IT.”

THE SECURITY.

Premier’s Announcement—“For~ se-
curity THE PROVINCE WILL HQOLD
A FIRST MORTGAGE on the line of
railway in British -Columbia and will
have a covenant from .the Canadjan
Northern Railway Company indemnify~
ing it from any loss that might pos-
sibly occur.”

The Agreement—Not a word regard-
ing a. mortgage. —‘‘Should the govern-
ment of the province be called upon
to pay any money under said guar-
antee, the Canadian Northern Railway
Company. agrees to indemnify the prov-
ince from ‘and against all such pay-
ments, and to make such payments a
charge upon the whole system of the
Canadian Northern railway, the in-
tention of both parties hereto being
that such railway line shall be built
without any cost or expense whatso-
ever to the province of British Colum-
bia.”

guarantee of $35,000 and the actual cost
of construction. These bonds would
meet with ready sale because they
would- be first mortgage bonds on the
road, and would have to be retired
before the government would ‘be se-
cured. The province will thus be in a
worse position than a second  mort-
gagee becauSe the company may over-
enfumber the line by giving first mort-
gage bonds for an excessive amount,

THE GRADE.

Mr. Mann—-"Qur agreement with the
government provides for a maximum
grade not exceeding one-half per cent.”

The Agreement—“The line of rail-
way to be constructed under such con-
tract shall be equal in every respect to
THE STANDARD OF THE CANA-
DIAN MAIN LINE BETWEEN WIN-
NIPEG AND EDMONTON.”

This line has an average grade, not
of a half per cent, but of several times
a half per cent. It would, have been
the easiest thing in the world to have
specified maximum gradients’ and
curves, as was supposed would be
done in accordance with Mr. Mann’s
interview. Instead.a loose description
¥s inserted which smeans nothing.

The public may judge if the present
document comes within the terms of
what the premier describes as '‘a con-
crete proposition in the. nature of a
contract.”
insistence of
government organs that the contract is
not a divisible one, and that the isl-
and section must be built at the same
time as that on the mainland, a care-
ful scrutiny of the terms will fail to
disclose the slightest safeguard where-
by .the company can’ be compelled to
complete the wndertaking, any pen-
alty for such failure, or any means of
exacting the penalty if it were there.

The effect of the publication of this
document should shatter any hopes
the government party may have had
that they could impose it on the cred-
ulty of the people, while the gravity
of its obligations and the absence of
all safeguards should cause other
members of the premier’s own party to
follow the example of Messrs. Tatlow
and Fulton and “stand from under.”

Not in Favor of Independent
Canadian Navy—Refers to
Joseph Martin,

(From Monday’s Daily.)

Captain M. Kincaid-Smith, late of
the 9th Lancers, formerly member in
the British House of Commons for
Stratford-on-Avon, is in the city, a
guest at the Empress hotel. Capt.
Kincaid-Smith, it will be remembered,
resigned his seat in order to test public
sentiment on the ‘question of compul-
sory military training, and in the re-
sulting three-cornered bye-election, he
lost. Hon. Joseph Martin, formerly of
this city, now resident in Londo1l, was
also a candidate in this fight and was
defeated by Mr. Foster.

In an interview with.the Times this
morning Capt. Kincaid-Smith said that
this was his first visit to British Co-
ltmbia, though he frequently came to
Canada, having large property inter-
8sts in Winnipeg. He was much im-
pressed with what he had seen of Vic-
toria, and was particularly struck
with the evidences of this being the
most English community in the whole
of Canada. He had observed that
English goods were on sale in the shops
here to a -greater extent than in other
cities in the Dominion he had visited,
and the attire and manner of the peo-
-~le were distinctly English. This he

tributed to the fact that this had

sn a British garfison town for some
rs and a naval base. He is of the
jon that it has been a mistake for
Imperial government to withdraw
roops from the Dominion, as their
snee in Canada would stimulate

Captain Kincaid-Smith is an axjden_t
Imperial federationist. He believes
that ultimately the consolidation of
the Empire will have to be worked qut
on the lines of establishing an Imperial
council.

SALT WATER SYSTEM
TO UNDERGO INSPECTION

Anticipated That Insurance
Rates Will Be Further Re-
duced as Result.

It is hoped that it may be possible to
make the long-delayed official test of
the high pressure salt water system for
fire protection purposes during this
week. Preliminary tests, have been
made of the pumping machinery in
sharge of Superintendent Hutcheson,
o the electric lighting system, and
these have resulted satisfactorily. The
sxpert who will make the inspection of
the system for the Vancouver Island
Board of Fire Underwriters is now at
Portland, and is ready to come to Vic-
toria at a moment’s notice.

Certain interests in the city have been
chafing under the delay, which, how-
ever, is said to have been unavoidable,
because it is believed that should the
high pressure sysiem prove as efficient
as anticipated a further reduction in
fire insurance rates is probable, While
the board of underwriters hold out no
promises in this direction, it is held by
most of the local agents that when the
head office shall have received a favor-
able report there will be prompt re-
cognition of the splendid facilities for
fighting fire which Victoria now pos-
sesses, reducing the danger of a ser-
lous conflagration to a minimum, and
that another reduction will be made
promptly. In this connection it may
be mentioned that the new fire fighting
apparatus, for which orders had been
placed some months ago, is arriving.
These are two combination wagons and
a truck.

Mayor Hall said this morning that
he was anxious that the test should
be made at the earliest possible date,
and that he had inquired from Mr.
Hutcheson as to the cause of the de-
lay.

INVESTORS ARE
COMING HERE

LLOYD GEORGE BUDGET

adam Motor Roads in
England.

(From Monday’s Daily.)

The investors of England are turning
their eyes towards Canada largely as
a. result of the drastic nature of the
Lloyd-George budget. That is the opin-
ion of F. B. Pemberton of this city,
who has just returned from England,
travelling by the C.P.R. and the Allan
liner Victorian. It seems to be the
oPinion in England that the govern-
ment will be returned with a small
majority, and that the budget will go
through. But that opinion was formed
of course previous to the Bermondsey
election, which went against the gov-
ernment.

“Many of the investors,” continued
Mr. Pemberton, ‘“will come here them-
selves to place their investments. There
is the keenest interest being taken in
British Columbia and in Victoria in
particular. People now know exactly
where these are, and many express
their intentions of coming here to
spend the rest of their days. They
have now come to realize what a
gigantic country Canada is.

“I had a conversation -with one of
the biggest millers in England. He
told me that he had just received &
consignment of Number 1 Northern
wheat from the Canadian prairies, and
that it was the best wheat he had ever
seen. He said that they were unable
to buy Number 1 Hard, for the Can-
adian millers kept all that for their
OWn purposes.

“I met a great many of the heads of
the great manufacturing concerns, and
they one and all expressed the opinion
that under the present non-tariff sys-
tem the business was gradually going
away from the country. The feeling in
favor of protection is growing fast, and
it is sure to become an accomplished
fact in the very near future.

“I met Mr. Turner in London,” con-
tinued Mr. Pemberton, ‘“and he told
me of the great interest that was be-
ing taken in British Columbia and es-
pecially in the fruit which was being
exhibited 'in different parts of the
country. The difficulty, however, was
to get sufficient frult to fill the spaces
at the different exhibitions. There
were thirty shows where it was in-
tended to exhibit, but there was fruit
enough for only fifteen.

“I spent five weeks in the country,
and during that time I motored over a
good deal of it. I found that all the
trunk roads were made of tar maca-
dam. They were perfectly dustless and
the best roads I have ever been on. It
was & common thing- on a’ straight
smooth piece of road to run the ma-
chine at 60 miles an hour, but when
there was a turn in the road, or a vil-
lage: to pass through, the machine was
slowed down and the greatest care ex-
ercised: In London the 1limit of speed
was 20 miles an hour, and drivers were
riot allowed to toot their horns when
turning a corner unless there .was
some one in the way. The only regu-
lation was that they must not drive
in such a way as to be a danger to the
public, and the.result is excellent. Not
ar accident was reported all the time
I was in England, and I was told that
it was a very uncommon thing for an
accident to occur, Even the Thames
embankment is treated with tar maca-
dam, and there is a tremendous traffic
at that place.

“The use of taxicabs and motor tars
is becoming very general in London,
and the use of horses is being gradual-
ly dropped. Those which are being used
are many of them on their last legs,
and when they are finished with mo-
tors will take their places.

“They have had a very wet summer
in England, and much of the grain
was badly discolored with the rain. I
am glad to be home once more. It feels
different on this side. of the mountains.
I found a number of British Colum-
biang who were anxious to be here
once more. There is something attrac-
tive about this country that acts like
lodestone to one who has once lived
here.”

SUCCUMB TO INJURIES
SUSTAINED ON FIELD

Death of West Point Cadet Re-
sults in Abandonment . of
Season’s Games.

Weast Point, N. Y., Nov. 1l.—Cadet
Byrne, of Buffalo, who was injured
in" Saturday’s football game between
the army team -and Harvard, died
early yesterday, and because of his
death no more football will be played
by West Point eleven thig year.

This statemer’t was made by Colonel
Hugh L. Scott, superintendent of the
United States Military Académy, late
last night after a consultation with
the athletic authorities of the academy
on the death of Byrne.

Colonel Scott sent the following mes-
sage to the naval academy, where
Cadet Earl Wilson, injured in a man-
ner similar to Byrne two weeks ago,
is in a critical condition: : §

“Superintendent Naval Academy,
Annapolis, Md.: On account of sorrow
of the loss of a member of our foot-
ball team and out of respect toy his
memory, West Point desires to cease
playing football for the remainder of
the season. (Signed) H. L. Scott, col-
orel, U. S. A., superintendent.”

The decision of Colonel Scott means
the cancellation of the annual strug-
gle between the army and navy, which
was to have taken place at Franklin
field, Philadelphia, on the Saturday
following Thanksgiving.

The tragedy has brought
nent grief to officers and cadets.

Byrne will be buried with military
honors at the academy cemetery to-
morrow morning. The service will be
held.in the Catholic chapel.

When President Lowell was seen in
Boston to-day he refused to discuss
Cadet Byrne’s death, and would not
say whether footbal] would be continu-
ed at Harvard.

As a result of the three deaths that
have resulted from football in the past
two or three days, it is generally be-
lieved here that a crusade against the
game will be immediately inaugurated
in the various universities and colleges.

Prof, Jordan’s Views.

Stanford University, Cal., Nov. 1.—
When President David Starr Jordan
of Stanford heard of the death from
football injury of Cadet Byrne, of
West Point, he said:

“The death of Byrne will affect
Rugby football as played by Stanford
and the University of California only
as an additional argument against
American football as a college sport.”

Cook
has had several clashes with the police,
always coming out best till he ran up
against the Mounted Police at Oxbow,
when he was sent to jail, later mak-
ing his escape.

UNIONIST WINS
IN BERMUNDSEY

LIBERALS LOSE
LONDON CONSTITUENCY

Conservative Press Declares
Result is Death Knell of
the Budget.

(Times Leased Wire.)

London, Oct. 29.—The bye-election
yesterday at the Bermeéndsey division
of Southwark, a parliamentary bor-
ough of London, resulted in a sweeping
victory for the Unionists. John Dum-
Unionist, won the three-cor-
nered fight with a plurality of 987,
overcoming the Liberal - majority of
1,769 in 1905.

The Unionist victory is considered a
severe reverse to the supporters of the
budget, as the election was expected
to afford a test of the feeling in Lon-
don and the country generally on the
impending struggle in parliament. It
resolved itself into a question of the
budget against the tariff reform, and
whatever the outcome might be, it was
looked upon as forecasting the result
of a general election, should that be
held.

The whole Conservative press claims
that the result of the Bermondsey elec~
tion is the death knell of the budget
and. a victory for tariff reform. Ber-
mondsey is a typical] working class
constituency, and although Dumphreys
failed to secure a majority over the
combined votes .of his two opponents,
who both are in favor of the budget,
the Conservatives are convinced that
the election proves there will be no
landslide for the budget.

According to the most reliable in-
formation, the leaders of the Conserva-
tive party have definitely decided:that
the Lords will reject the budget and
that therefore a general election is
probable in January.

Bermondsey had been a TUnionist
seat for many years until Dr. Cooper
won it at the last general election. The
fcllowing is its record:

BIG PULP INDUSTRY
IS NOW ASSURED

Town at Powell River Will Ne-
cessitate Building Rail-
way to Comox.

That- another great enterprise has
just been launched which will have a
tremendous bearing upon the develop-
ment of VancouV¥r Island, and that as
one feature there will arise an early
necessity for the . extension of the
Esquimalt & Nanaimo railway to
Comox, is the opinion of J. J. Shall-
cross of this city, who was interviewed
on Friday by the Times in respect
to the acquisition of lands for pulp
mill purposes by the Brooks-Scanlan
Lumber Company.

Mr. Shallcross has been acting as at-
torney - for the Canadian Industrial
Company, who has just closed a deal
with the Brooks-Scanlan concern for
the transfer to the latter, through C.
F. Pretty, who held an option on 230
square miles of pulp leases .on the
Mainland and the east coast of Van-
couver Island. These lands all lie
north of Seymour Narrows, though the
mill site will be at Powell river, op-
posite Comox, the site of the mill of
course being fixed by the location of
the water power which is available.

The Brooks-Scanlan Lumber Com-
pany ranks with the famous Weyer-
heuser firm as the foremost concern
in the handling of timber industries
on the continent of America and has
abudant capital at its disposal. As the
company is under contract to have the
mills open and in operation before the
close of 1911, it will be seen thdt no
time is to be lost in pushing the huge
enterprise to completion.

Mr. Shallcross, who has always been
most enthusiastic regarding the wealth
gsplendid future of Vancouver
Island,. is firmly of the opinion that
few transactions have taken place in
recent years so important to this secs
tion of the province. The creation. of
a town at Powell river, which is:now
assured as a result of this enterprise,
will, he says, assuredly have the ef-
fect of hastening the extension of the
E. & N. railway to Comox, which lies
just  across from Powel] river, a dis-
tance of 35 miles separating the two
places.

He argues in this connection that
those who will be resident at the new
town at Powell river will perforce be
compelled to trade with the place most
conveniently situated to be a base of
supply. It is obvious that they will,
bécause of distance, be out of touch
with the commercia] communities at
points south on the Mainland, and that
therefore the trade will gravitate to
Comox and thence to Victoria. To
cope with this business which will re-
sult, it will be imperative for the C.P.
R. to push the E. & N. along to Co-
mox; and when the connection has
been made another opportunity will be
given the wholesalers of Victoria to
increase their trade.

In this connection it may be men-
tioned that a Times reporter in con-
versation with R. Marpole, of the C.P.
R., the other day, learned that the Co-
mox extension was a very live pfoject
and one likely to be undertaken at an
earlier date than was commonly an-
ticipated. Mr. Marpole said that the
E. & N. would be gradually extended
in the direction of Campbell river; that
already some preliminary work has
been done in locating~the line to Co-
mox and that when the rails had been
laid to Campbell river this would be
the main line of the E. & N., the line
to Alberni being a branch, with a junc-
ion at Parksville.

Included in the deal which has just
been completed by the Brooks-Scanlan
Company are 3,000 acres on either side
of the Powell river, Crown-granted
land. and a power right on the river.

City's Case in Regard to Use of E. & N. Bridge
Heard Friday—Delay in Opening’
: Swing.

The case of the citizens of Victoria
in support of their right to free access
to ang forth across the E. & N. rail-
way bridge was presented before the
railway commission on Friday at a
sitting in the court house.

The commissioners sitting ‘Wwere
D’Arcy Scott, K. C., assistant chief
commissioner, and Dr. S. J. McLean.
The officials of the board in attend-
ance were E. A, Primeau, deputy reg-
istrar; H. A. K. Drury, assistant en-
gineer; and T. P. Owens, stenographer.

Mr, Taylor went into the early his-
tory of the crossing of the inner har-
bor there by an old highway bridge
and afterwards by a ferry. When the
BE. & N. was extended into the city,
he said, a bridge was - planned, the
plans of which showed footways on
either side of the structure. Upon
submission to the city these were ap-
proved by resolution and, that remov-
ing any possible objection, the public
works- department granted the applica-
tion for approval of the plans, On
March 28, 1888, the bridge was opened
by Mr. Dunsmuir in presence of some
two thousand people, after which the
people had walked back and forth over
it.

TWO PERISH IN -
RAILWAY TUNNEL §

CONDUCTOR AND ‘
BRAKEMAN KILLED

Caboose and Five Freight Cars
Are Buried by
Cave-in.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Dunsmuir, Cal.,, Nov. l.—Cenductor
Ed. F. Richardson and Brakeman
Charles Neate were killed or burned
to death. when tunnel No. 1, a mile
south of Coram on the Southern Paci-
fic Railway, caved in at 6:25 o’clock
this morning, burying five cars and the
caboose of freight train. number 223,
which was compesed of 45 cars,

After the eave«in, the caboose caught
fire from thé heatifig stove and the

flames spread to the other cars. It is|

impossible to tell whether the two vie-
tims were killed outright by the cave-
in or were buirned slowly to déath in
their subterranean prison, after being
injured.

Men who rushed to the scene thought
they heard Neate calling for aid and
from this it is believed that he lived
for some time after the accident, Both
bodies 'were recovered, but were badly
burned so that it was difficult to tell
how seriously they were injured when
the rock and earth toppled in on the
train.

As soon as the accxdent occurred, the
engineer, after  having the couplings
cut, rushed his locomotive to the near-
est station ‘for aid.

The accident is attributed to the re-
cent heavy rains, which have soaked
the earth until the water has seeped
through, combined with the jarring of
the heavy freight train as it made its
way through the bore.

The theory is advanced that one of
the cars may have been derailed and
bumped against the timbers at the
side of the tunnel, causing the acci-
dent.

war if we fail to keep our havaj and
mililary armaments at the requisite
standard. It is perfectly obvious to
anyone that other countries, éspecial-

creasir.g - their world influence and
wealth during the last generation, and
that they will no longer be content to
leave Great Britain in possession of
he» naval stations and Crown colonies
if the latter is unable to protect them.

*‘Many more Germang travel than a
generation ago and it is naturally most
galling to the natives of the Father-
land in their travels to see the British
flag flying over many of the most use-
ful places, especially. in the East and
Far East,

“It is perfectly true that the majority
of Germans are friendly disposed to-
wards Britain and vice versa, but there
is. a small active and very influential
minority in Germany who undoubted-
1y -look forward to the day, when they
will be able to take possession.of the
tit hits of the British Empire. To dis-
regard a danger that is so obvious to
anyone who hag had opportunities of
travailing is to invite attack from the
finest military machine in the world.”

Captain Kincaid-Smith intends to
stand as a Conservative at the next
general elections in the United King-
dom, which he expects to take place
next January. He said it was difficult
to'guess what the Lords would do with
the Budget. As for the constitutional
right "of the Lords to reject such -mea-
sure, he said it was unouestion-

ably tiieir prerogative to act in aceord-
ance with what they believed to be the
wishes of the country, but were they
to carry out what might be their own
ideas on the matter, they would . be
treading on dangerous ground.

LINE IN BOUNDARY

C. P. R. Awards ‘Contract for
Road Which Will Aid
Number of Mines.

Nelson, Oct. 30.—The immediate con-
struction of am important stretch of
railway in the Boundary country,
which will open up a number of mines
with a prospective large aggregate ton-
nage, is announced. The portion of the
line which will- be built in the next
three months will be a spur. from
Hartford Junction to the Athelstan
and Jackpot mines of the Wellington
camp. The contract for this section
of line has been awarded by the C. P.
RR. to W. P. Tierney & Co. ;

This will be the commencement of
what will eventually be a 15 or 20-mile
line, it is believed, which is intended
to tap several large properties, passing,
as it will, through one of the righeSt
sections of the Boundary. On.the com-
pletion of the three-mile stretch,” the
work wil] probably be carried forward
to the remaining portion of the line.
The construction of the three-mile
stretch alone will open- up tVVp large
mines that, only require transportation
facilities in order to become large pro-
ducers. Several other properties as
well will receive advantage from the
new spur, and-the net result will be
greatly increased Boundary shipments
and the employment of a large number
of men. :

George Tierney, of W, P, Tierney &
Company, was seen and confirmed the
announcement.

“Yes,” he said, “we have just signed
a contract with the C. P. R. for the-
construction of ,three miles of railway
from Hartford Junction, near Phoenix,
to the Wellington group of mines. You
can -say that construction wil] start
immediately and from 400 to 500 men
will be put to work at once. The route
is very rough and considerable filling

and cutting will have to be done, and |

we shall want to employ bridgemen
and dockmen as so»1 as the camps
can be constructed. The work will be
rushed to completion as-fast as possi-
ble and probably ore will be trans-
ported over the line by the first of
February.”

The Athlestan and Jackpot mines be-
fong to the B. C. Copper Company and
with the completion of the portion of
the line now under contract, they will
at once be re-opened and will add two
new large producers to the Boundary.

Hill Interests Hold Majority of Stock
in Spokane & Inland Electric Line.

Spokane, Wash,, Oct, 20.—To prevent
‘the  Spokane and Inland Electric rail-
way system from passing into. the
control of the Chicago, Milwaukee &
Puget Sound, the Hill interests have
purchased 60 per cent. of the common
stock. The actual buyer is the North-
west Improvement- Company, the hold-
ing company ot.the Great Northern
and Northern Pacific railroads. The
Spokane and Inland is capitalized for
$10,000,000 preferred and $10,000,000 com-
mon stock. -Practically all of the com-
mon is issued, while over half of the
preferred stock is still in the treas-
ury.

The electric road has a total of 390
miles in operation through a rich
section of the territory adjacent to
Spokane. It is said official announce-
ment of the new control will soon be
made.

Friend,—The time has come,
according to the terms of your pledge
to the Youpg Men’s Christian Associa-
tion, to issue the second call for sub-
scriptions to the new building fund.

“The finance committee, under the
direction of the board of directors and
building committee, as a result of the
first payment have purchased a suit-
able lot (120 by 120 feet)-on the north-
east corner or Blanchard and View
streets for $15,200, and paid cash in
full, This property is yielding rental
from eight houses. The balance, minus
the campaign and necessary expenses,
is drawing interest in the Royal Bank.

“A number of our subscribers had en-
thusiasm and faith enough in the big
movement to pay half and in many
cases their entire subsecription. This

_policy is heartily encouraged as it saves

the committee time and money. Kindly
make all cheques payable to the treas-
urer of the Young Men’s Christian As-
sociation.

DEFENDS PUBLIC SCHOOL;

Paris, Nov. 1.—M. Briand in an elo-
quent discourse Saturday night at the
dedication of the home of the Educa-
tional League, at which\President Fal-
lieres and several of the ministers were
present, announced that one of the
government’s principal pre-occupations
would be the protection of the public
schools, whose enemies are the real
enemies of the republic. He counselled
the people to be calm under attacks,
as he was convinced that the country’s
enemies were setting a trap and hoped
to win over public opinion through ex-
cesses of passion and anger at the
defenders of the public schools,

Pointing out that the last struggle
was not with the church, but against
those who pretended to direct the
church, M. Bland declared that
France will never obey orders from
the outside, and that Catholic France,
which does not view religion as the
instrument of a political propaganda,
never will permit the exercise of brutal
force against public institutions to
which the nation is dedicated.

“The public schools,” he continued,
“are the hope of the future security of
France, and if their enemies succeed
in undermining the schools it is the
republic itself which will be weakened.
The government will strive to secure
adequate laws, but the support and
defence of the people will be most ef-

ficacious,

COWICHAN PEOPLE
ENTER A PROTEST

Railway Commission Will Deal
With it—Fires and
.Forests.

An application was made to the rail-
way commission on Friday by the
provincial government, through Dep-
uty Attorney General Maclean,
better means of prevention of
through locomotives.

Mr. Maclean pointed out what an
amount of damage was done to tim-
ber through fires set by engines and
asked that provincial fire wardens be
given power to examine engines in or-
der to see if they are equipped with
spark arresters, that the tracks be pa-
trolled after trains in forest areas dur-
ing the dry season, and that burning
of. ties be not allowed along the line
in such areas.

J. E. MeMullen, for the C. P. R., and
A. H. McNeill, K, C., for .the Great
Northern, declared that their companies
were doing everything possible to 'pre-~
vent fire.

Master Mechanic McDonald, of . the
Cascades division of the Great North-
ern railway, described the standard
front end now in use on locomotives,
and the spark arresters which are in
use. He declared it was impossible to
get at these out on the line without a
delay which would seriously interfere
with traffic and endanger life,

The deputy-attorney-generaj]
from the evidence given ‘before the
timber and forestry commission at New
Westminster by James Leamy, Do-
minion crown timber agent. Mr, Leamy
said the Great Northern was perfect-
ly indifferent and its engines threw out
cinders constantly, :

“We throw sparks all right,” admit-
ted the witness,

The chairman stated that the depart-
ment of the interior had made an ap-
plication some time ago, particularly
as regarded the Great Northern in this
province. In this matter Inspector Mec-
Call had just reported, pointing . out
some defects in Great Northern  en-
gines.  The present application had bet-
ter stand and both would be dealt with
at the next Vancouver sitting, . after
the New Year.

An order was made rescinding - an
order approving of plans for a G. T.
P, bridge between Kaien Island and
Watson Island, it being shown that it
would obstruct navigation. It will: be
recommended that a swing bridge be
put in,

The residents of Cowichan hagd a
number. of complaints regarding fun-
ning of the E. & N. in their vicimity,
but all of these had been settled” ex-
cept that as to over-crowding = of
trains.

Trevor Keene appeared in support of
the application, He said that fre-
quently those who used the E. & N. had
to. complain ©0f over-crowding. Cross-
ing a bridge was a bagatelle in point
of danger to life to travelling in a
train packed with people, dogs, guns,
explosives and oils. This was one of
the most dangerous conditions possible.
People were entitled to a seat and ‘to
safety in travelling.

Mr. McMullen said the ingenuity of
man could hardly suggest a remedy.

The chairman thought it might be
necessary to send an inspector ‘over
the ground and adjourned the hearing
to the next Victoria sitting.

SCHOONER RETURNS
FROM POINT BARROW

Captain Tells of Movements at
Far Northern
Points.

The little gasoline schooner P, J.
Abler, which took government supplies
from Seattle to Port Barrow, the
farthest point north in the American
territory of Alaska, has arrived at Bal-
lard. The boat carried a crew of ten
men in addition - to the owner and cap-
tain, who' in an interview, said:

“We left Ballard on June 9th with
government supplies for forty-eight
points in the far north, and arrived at
Kuskokwim bay in sixteen ang a half
days. In addition to earrying supplies
for the United States government for
nine new schools being built, we also
carried supplies for the Moravian mis-
sions. We took up several carpenters
to erect the new school buildings, four
of which are being built in the Nush-
agak district. :

“We made the round trip from Nome
to Point Barrow in fifteen days. We
touched at Bethel, which is becoming
a great supply point for the mines in
the interior, The whaler Karluok, of
San Francisco, arrived -at Herschel isl-
and August 22nd, and;will winter in
the ice, doing some trading.

“The barque Jeanie grounded several
times near the island ang hag to be
pulled off by the revenue cutter Thetis.
At Kuskokwim the Monterey was
driven up on the sand flats and Jost
both anchors, This was the vessel that
reported we were lost.

“The. little sloop -Argo, with Capt.
Leffingwell in command, passed Point
Barrow safely the 1st of August. Navi-
gation there is only open from three to
eight weeks.”

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BRIDGING OF THE
SECOND NARROWS

John Hendry Confers With
Committee of Mayors
and Reeves.

Vancouver, Oct. 30.—To the  commit-
tee of mayors and reeves with whom
he ‘had a conference, John Hendry,
president of the V., W. & Y railway,
made the statement that hfs line
would be quite willing to join in with
the cities of Vancouver and North
Vancoucer and the neighboring mu-
nicipalities in the _establishing of
a company to build a bridge over the
Second Narrows. Some months ago
the reeves and mayors held a con-
ference at which a scheme was in-
augurated whereby all the interested
municipalities were to contribute
grants  in proportion to the import-
ance which-thée bridge would be to
them. It was also decided to ap-
proach the V., W. & Y., which has a
Dominion - subsidy of 200,000, for a
Second Narrows bridge, with a view
to getting its participation in the
project. Mayor Douglas, Mayor May,
of North Vancouver, and Reeve .Mc-
Naught, of North Vancouver mu-
nicipality, were appolnted to interview
Mr. Hendry and ascertain his atti-
tude.

The conference was held in Mr.
Hendry’s office. Reeve McNaught was
not able to be present, and the meeting
was of a merely informal nature. Mr.
Hendry stated that he was in accord
with the proposition for a company
composed of representatives of the
cities and municipalities interested,
and the railway company, and would
be glad to enter into such arrange-
ments on behalf of the V., W, & Y.
Another conference will be held later,
when some definite steps with regard
to the further development of the
idea will be taken. All the munici-
palities have promised to take  stock
in the company, and it is extremely
probable  that the formation of the
bridge company as outlined in these
columns at the time of the first con-
ference between the reeves and the
mayors, will be proceeded with be-
fore long. ;

SOME LESSONS
FROM EUROPE

DR. ERNEST HALL
ADVANCES SUGGESTIONS

Victoria Physician Believes
City Should Embark Upon
New Policy.

Dr, Ernest Hall, who with Mrs, Hall
and family have been touring Europe,
have returned to Canada and will reach
home shortly, At present they are vis-
iting friends in the east. ‘While cross-

ing the Atlantic homeward bound on

the steamer Lusitania, Dr. Hall took
opportunity to record his impressions
of his tour of the old lands and advance
some suggestions for civic improve-
ments in Victoria, as follows. His
letter is addressed to His Worship

Mayor Hall:

The vacation has gone all too quick-
ly, and casting a retrospective glarnce
over the last few weeks, there are a
few points that made an impression
and some of which it might be well to
mention. As you well know, it would
be folly to speak otherwise than as a
superficial observer, for one must live
among the people for some time {0
gain anything more than a most im-
perfect knowledge of their life and in-
stitutions. 2

The country that interested me most
was rugged Switzerland, on account of
its somewhat resemblance to our own
British Columbia, but also on account
of the universa] taste displayed, the
thrift, thoughtfulness and thoroughness
of the people and their educational
system. Switzerland has the appear-
ance of having been put through the
polisher, gotten up for exhibition pur-
poses, and let eut upon permanent good
conduct. And all the beauty, cleanli~
ness and neatness is a national asset.
Plower gardens in every cerner possi-
ble, creeping +vine and ornamenta-
tion is characteristic of the -cities,
while the rural districts are not be-
hind in the expression of all that tends
to make their life inviting, Intelli~
gence is marked upon the faces of the
inhabitants; even their horses are more
humanely treated than elsewhere in
Europe, and their railroads a ecredit to
any country.

Technical education under the .gov-
ernment’ is brought to a higher pitch
of excellence than in other European
countries. Electrical engineering,
watch-making, automobile, bicyecle ‘and
other -staple: manufacturers are devel-
oped to a marvellous degree of perfec-
tion. The government plakes its stamp
upon industry as well as upon profes-
sional education. The technical
schools of Switzerland are supplying
Europe with skilled workmen. I can-
not refer to the minutae of government
in his brief letter; suffice it to say that
it g most democratic. The Swiss have
always been intensely loyal, so should
they be,  with beauty, natura] and ar-
tificial, democracy, and the most thor-
ough and practical educative system
known. With church vigorous and a
free people, why should they not be
proud of the country? Switzerland
means progress, education, happiness.

Has Switzerland any message to us?
It is the play-ground of Europe, so
shall Victoria and Vancoucer Island be
the play-ground of Northwestern Am-
erica, and so similar in many respects
that we may draw some lessons ap-
plicable to our own city and province.

1. As you alight from the train and
leave the depot you pass a long row
of hotel porters, each with the name
of his hotel in gold letters upon his
cap. There is no noise nor confusion,
no grabbing of hand baggage or jost-
ling for business. Occasionally the vis-
itor is asked as to his hotel, but it is
done politely and in an undertone.
Contrast this with the wild west show
at the wharf in Victoria upon the ar-
rival of the Vancouver boat. It is not
only unnecessary but revolting, and is
not calculated to glve a° visitor the
most favorable impression of the peo-
ple he finds himself among. It would
not be out of place for this howling
Mmob of hotel runners to be compelled
to behave as gentleman. If porters in
Switzerland can be placed upon good
conduct, surely the <Victoria porters
can swing into line.

2. The approaches to the cities are
such as to impress the visitor favor-
ably, the depots are tasty in architec-
ture and everything tending to at-
tractiveness. The possibility of such
an institution of welcome as the chemi-
cal works fumes as the first introduc-
tion to the beauties of location and
balmyness of atmosphere of Victeria
would be unthinkable In Switzerland.
This eye-sore, nose-sore, bronchial-
sore is a factor with which Victoria
must reckon, and that at once, if she
is awake to the psychologic ‘anti-Vic-
torian force that therein exists., It
is not for me to suggest ways and
means, but a fair offer should be made
and compulsory removal demanded.

3. We sadly need a board of super-
vising architects, who would have
rower to determine the character, ap-
pearance and also the location (within
limits) of all buildings erected within
the city limits. Taste in city develop-
ment we have ignored as a municipal-
ity; we must awake to the cash value
of beauty in buildings, as the C. P. R.
has awakened to the cash value of the
natural beauties of Victoria and its
gurroundings. The municipality should
have power to condemn structures that
offend the eye, as it has power to.de-
stroy useless and unsanitary premises.
We readily neglect what might be a
valuable asset,

4. The placing in convenient places
of receptacles for waste paper, banana
peelings and rubbish that is now
thrown on the streets, is a glaring
necessity in Victoria. The public would
soon learn to use these, and the streets
would be much cleaner as a result.

5. The erection of places of public
convenience, especially in lgcations
near the depot and wharf to accommo-
date the tourist traffic. This should be
proceeded with without delay.

8. The establishment of drinking
fountains for animals and men. I do
not think we have reason to be asham-
ed of the quality of water supplied.

7. The placing of telephone and tele-
graph wires under ground is desirable,

; \

and until that can be done the poles
which are used should be artistic and
as beautiful in model as would be con-
sistent with strength.

8. Trolly poles, -electric light and
other necessary street structures should
also be pleasing to the eye. A little
exira ewmpense here would be a re-
munerative city investment.

9. To . encourage -flowers in front
vards, beautiful shrubbery and taste
in external house decoration. Prizes
might be offered by the municipality
for this,

10. The compulsory protection of the
tram car running gear by ‘enclosing the
wheels .on all sides by protectors,
which are but an inch or two above the
track and are not subject to the pitch
of the body of the car, as are the
fenders now in use.

All of these suggestions are easily
within the reach of our city. There are
some additional suggestions which will
bear more thought and consideration.

Victoria has climate and location
unequalled within a radius of possibly
a thousand miles. The eyes of the
travelling westward throng are upon
her.  Shall she measure up to the op-
portunity? If she does there is a fu-
ture before her far surpassing the
dreams of even the real estate agents.
‘We must not only make it attractive
scenically, but economijeally, and this
leads to the great problém of cheap-
ening the necessities of life. Not that
our shopkeepers receive less profit, but
that the first cost of necessities be
lessened. The fact "that we pay more
for coal, electric’ light, gas and tele-
phone than gives a reasonable profit to
those in control of these commercial
necessities, needs no demonstration.
Neither does the fact of “nationaliza-
tion nor municipalization of these mat-
ters require demonstration either as
to possibility or success.

Then herein lies the immediate work
of the municipa] reformer who desires
to see Victoria grow into her rightful
heritage. 'We must -absorb all public
ntilities, not by conflscation but by
constitutional means. We must also
have coal placed at our doors at less
than one-half what-it now costs, also
by constitutiopal procedure, but enough’
of this interesting matter at present.

11. The development of technical edu-
cation, so that ‘ the Industry of our
country may be placed upon a scientific
status. In this connection I would sug-
gest that the government appoint a
committee of educationists to visit
Switzerland and report with a view to
the establishment in British Columbia
(and especially in Victeria) of such
technical education as would develop
those industries best fitted to thrive
and develop in our country, This is a
matter of immense value to the future
of British Columbia. A part of our
British Columbia surplus ecould not be
better expended than in such a com-
mission.

12. The elimination of every factor
that makes for human degeneration,
that reduce& the working capacity or
the vitality of the people. Conspicu-
ous under this head is the liquor traffic.
My opinions here .are too well known
to require repetition,

13. The rigid inspection of all close
quarters or unsanitary places with
reference to the discovery of infected
persons and the elimination of tuber-
culosis. I have reason to believe that
certain parts of our city are incubation
depots for tuberculosis germs. So long
as one foul spot remains in Victoria we
all are in danger.

14. The development of a system of
entertainment, of a healthy and in-
structive character. I would even be
in favor of a municipal theatre where
performances of the proper kind would
tend to replace the cheap and often
gily performances of the class of
shows that have become so popular of
late. The duty of the municipality to
provide entertainment must be realized.
It is as essentia]l] as good sidewalks,
and until the genuine article is to be
had we must not condemn the public
for patronizing the inferior ones,
Even the temperance problem is
largely one of entertainment. The
young man is not seeking' vice and dis-
sipation, but in the seeking of enter-
tainment he too often finds it. This is
a somewhat novel view of communial
responsibility, but one most important
to the welfare of the community. Vie-
toria must awake to the realization of
the activities, the demands and re-
sponsibilities of life in the twentieth
century.

With golf links equal to any, with
boating facilities unequalled, with op-
portunity for gut-door sports unlimited
and with winter entertainment provid-
ed for and with the pregramme which
I have outlined a going concern, do
yvou think there would be any signs
“houses to let”? We would be over=
whelmed with population and business.
Victoria has never risen to the mea-
sure of her full potentialities. It is
only as we visit other places and look
at our own by comparison that we can
form any accurate opinion or just ap-
preciation of our assets. Years ago we
were surprised at the expense and
elaboration of the C. P. R. in their
enterprise upon Puget Sound. They
have their finger upon the pulse of the
world and have estimated correctly:
Their equipment is none too great for
the present demand, and the end is not
vet. It is for us to think in terms of
C. P. R. transactions and to prepare
ourselves for the harvest that is await-
ing us in both Europe and America,
but we must do our share. The Vic-
toria pessimist, should be sent abroad
for his mental health. *“Go ye up and
possess the land.” Let us all read in
capitals the future of Victoria, and re-
spond to the call of the world’'s pro-
gress, for it calls to us to wake up to
the realization of our privileges, pos-
sessions and power, our duty, oppor-
tunity and responsibility.

15. The development of a more def-
initely organized public spirit, a com-
munity of interest, a better knowledge
of our country and its resources, and
a keener appreciation, and withal to
become a positive factor in the devel-
opment of our young nation‘along lines
of industry, sobriety and vigor, that
we may be worthy factors in the up-
building of Blest Canada.

WATCHMAN ACCUSED OF
ROBBING EXPRESS OFFICE

Seattle Police Claim to Have
Evidence to Convict
Prisoner.

Seattle, Wash.,, Oct. 29.—Although
almost constantly sweated by the po-
lice, Charles D. Howell, the railroad
watchman who is a prisoner in the city
jail charged with the theft of $12,000
from the Great Northern Express of-
fice in this city, on Oectober 1ith, to-

day eontinues to declare his entire in-
nocence of the crime.

The police claim to have
enough evidence against the prisoner
to conviect him of the bold crime of
holding up the two night clerks of the
express company* and making away
with the money. They say that Howell,
who has been held in prison since Octo-
ber 20th, began to spend money with
a lavish hand the day following the
robbery, whereas previous to that time
he had been able to eke out but a bare
existence on his meager salary as night
watchman for the Milwaukee railroad.
Accdording to the authorities Howell
suddenly became affluent, purchased
expensive silk underwear,  paid back
room rent and had plenty of money
to spend, These facts, together with a
letter he is alleged to have sent to his
wife, who is a stenographer at Spok-
ane, telling her of suddenly acquired
prosperity, proved his undoing.

The first tip that set the police to
watch Howell was a remark he is said
to have dropped to Patrolman Webb,
whose beat is near the Milwaukee
freight sheds. The policeman claims
that Howell said to him that he knew
where a man with nerve could pick up
a “bunch of money.” Webb paid no
attention to this remark at the time,
but Jater after the holding-up and rob-
bing of the Great Northern Express
clerks by a lone highwayman who se-
cured $12,000, Webb recalled the re-
mark and began an investigation,

Night Clerk Simonson and Assistant
White, the men held up, partially iden-
tified Howell as the robber. Although
the man was heavily masked, the ex-
press employees say that in form,
voice and manner, the prisoner is

secured

identica]l- with. the bandit.

HELD IN JAIL ON
CHARGE OF MURDER

Half-breed Indian, Who Took
Part in Fued, is Under
Arrest.

San Francisco, Cal, Qoct. 20.—Held
under the indictment of murder by the
federal authorities, James Donnelly, a
half-breed Indian, is in the Alameda
county jail,

During recent years a feud has exist-
ed between two factions of Indians in
Humboldt county, during which ten
men, Indians and whites, have met
violent deaths. Donnelly is the first
one of the alleged murderers to be
brought to trial. It is said that others
will pe arrested by the United States
officers.

The feud.was started three years ago
when a son of an Indian was accident-
ally drowned. At the time the lad was
playing with' two little Indians girls.
The father demanded that one of them
be given to him as a slave to recom-
pense him for the loss of his son. The
demand was: refused and a few days
later Jimmie James, the father, was
found dead, shot through the back.

While investigating the numerous
murders in. 'the mountains Deputy
United States Marshal Prentiss, of
Bureka, found Donnelly, subpoened
him to appear as a witness with flve

GAMBLERS CAUGHT
Two Officers Raid Room. at
Steveston When Game is
in Full Swing.

Vancouver, Oct. 28.—The story of an-
other raid in Steveston, not on a fan-
tan joint, but on a black-jack game
played by Chinese, -and a fiercely and
most uniquely fought battle of two
officers of the law to capture sixteen
times their number of Orientals, has
just come to light by the trial in Magis-
trate Faulkner's court of the thirty
Chinese caught,

Chief of Police Harris and Special
Constable Turrell gained the house in
safety and made their way up to the
very door of the room in which the
game was going on without their en-
trance being noticed. Finding the door
of the room, which was two inches
thick, locked, they broke it in with
an axe, and burst into the room in the
midst of thirty-three frightened and
madly scrambling Chinese, Constable
Turrell, making a gquick and clever
dash, gained the opposite door of the
room, through which escape might have
been. effected, and threw himself
against it. Then .began a battle royal,
in which the enraged Orientals swarm-
ed upon Turrell. Drawing his revolver
he used the butt-end so effectively that
it beat back his assailants for a time.

At his first moment of breathing
spell Turrell grabbed one Oriental by
the *“pig-tail” and pulled him in front
of him, holding him, kicking and
squirming, as a shield against the
blows of the others. In this way Tur-
rell and Chief Harris subdued thirty
of the Chinese, three of them having
made their escape,

Having only four pairs of hand-cuffs
with them, the officers handcuffed as
many of the Chinese together as they
could, and then tied the rest together
with a rope made fast around the neck
of each. In this manner they landed
the prisoners at the Steveston police
station, where all but six paid .their
bail, $25 each. The Orientals were
brought up before Magistrate Faulkner
for trial, who find some $22 and §3
costs, the others forgeiting their bail,
giving the town a revenue of $760 by
the one raid.

There had evidently been a look-out
on guard when the officers entered, and
giving
warning, for his lamp was overturned
on the floor,

KOREANS AGITATE

Those comprisinrg this sec-
tion represent the element which is
now deprived of opportunities form-~
erly offered here, and they are agitat-
ing for further violence,

SHOOTS HUSBAND IN CELL,

Woman Fires Through Bars, Inflicting
~Fatal Wound,

Chicago, Oct. 29.—Two hours after
she had caused the arrest of her hus-
band, Abraham Levy, a tailor, on a
charge of abandonment, Mrs, Esther
Levy visited the cell-room of the Har-
rison Street police station late yester-
day and, before the startled lock-up
keeper had a chance to interfere, shot
through the bars at Levy, inflicting a
fatal wound.

In the building at the time were a
score or more of policemen. Mrs.
Levy stood in the corridor talking to
the prisoner, who remained lecked in
his cell. Suddenly she drew the re-
volver, which had been concéaled be-
neath her jacket, and fired.

A prisoner who occupied the cell with
Levy said that the woman betrayed
no excitement in conversing with her
husband.

“Are you coming back to me ang the
children?” asked the visitor,

“No,” answered Levy. “You put me
here and here I will remain. You tell
your story to the judge.”

Mrs, Levy then shot her husband.

“I emphasized that when leaving,”
said Mr. Higgins, “by asking Mr.
Dunsmuyir, ‘will it.tee a free traffic
bridge, open to the public? and he re-
plied it would be. The conversation had
led up to that.”

“Why did the deputation go to Mr.
Dunsmuir?” asked the chairman,

“Because the teeiing was that the
railway should come into the town and
we wanted terminals established here.”

ing walks at a number of schools
making a total of $260,000.

Plans were submitted by the school
architect for the new school buildings
and they have been so prepared that
they can eventually be made into 20-
roomed buildings. The plans were not
adopted but will be left to the con-
sideration of the building committee
to be again dealt with after the by-
law has been passed.

It was pointed out that the money
asked for the building for the night
school and other offices represents a
smaller sum than that at present
represented in interest by the rental
paid for the present rooms hired for
the supervisor’'s quarters.

Fred Stork said the matter of exer-
cising the franchise should not be con-
fined within narrow limits.

CALIFORNIA AND
OREGON SHAKEN

Eight Shocks Recorded at the
University at
Berkley.

San Francisco, Cal, Oct. 29.—The
seismograph at the University of Cali-
fornia in Berkeley recorded eight dis-
tinct earthquake shocks last night, ex-
tending over a period of five minutes
and 56 seconds, the first record hav-
ing been made at 10:46:07 o'clock.

Reports from Nevada City, Redding,
Chico, northern parts of California and
from Grants Pass and Southern Ore-
gon, say that shocks were felt and in
someé instances caused much fear.

The telephone and telegraph wires
to Eureka are down, having failed to
work soon after the shocks were felt.
It is feared that the shocks were se-
vere in that section, although the wires
might have been put out of commis-
sion by a tree or a boulder being loos-
ened on a hillside.

The centre of the shock is said to
have been in Trinity county, Cal., where
chimneys are reported to have toppled
over. »

The record of the seismograph is one
of the clearest ever made at the
Berkeley observatory. The officials,

! who made up the report at noon to-
i day, foung that the first tremor, how-

ever, was recorded very faintly and for
thig reason it was difficult to estimate
the location or the severity of the
shocks, They estimated, however, that
the centre of the movement was more
than 150 miles away.

In Oregon.

Grants Pass, Ore., Oct. 29.—Citizens
to-day say that two earthquake shocks
felt -here last night were more severe
than . when the San Francisco éarth-
quake occurred. Two distinct shocks
occurred a few seconds apart, both se-
vere enough to rattle windows and
disturb dishes on shelves. The shock
occurred at 10:40 p. m, and centinued
for fifty or sixty seconds. It was not
severe enough to cause damage of any
sort. Reports from outlying sections
indicate that the 'quake was felt in all
parts ‘of the Rouge River valley,

SUFFRAGETTE OPPOSES
MILITANT TACTICS

President of the Washington
Tells of Plans of Cam-
paign.

Seattle, Wash., Nov. 1.—Washington
suffragists are not goipg to adopt the
militant tactics of the English suffra-
gettes, according to a statement made
by Mrs. Emma Smith Devoe, president
of tHhe Washington Equa] Suffrage as-
sociation, discussing the action of the
Iowa suffragists in deciding to adopt
the strenuous mode of warfare,

“We won't fight,” said Mrs. Devoe.
“We don’t have to. We have obtained
everything we wanted. The last legis-
lature treated us very courteously.
We are workfng now, not fighting, for
we are carrying on a campaign for the
election of November 8th, 1910, when
our cause will be placed before the
voters of the state.”

“I am not criticizing the Iowa suf-
rragists,” continued Mrs, Devoe. “I
understand the legislature in that stdte
has not been favorable to the cause,
but certainly such methods are not
countenanced here. We are not fighters;
we leave that to the men, We will
canvass every voting precinct in the
state through a central committeeman.
She will then appoint ‘an active re-
presentative in each precinct whose
duty it is to secure the list of voters
from the poll books. We will ascertain
how each voter stands on the question
of woman suffrage and by intelligent
argument we expect to be successful in
our effort to secure the ballot in Wash-
fngton.”

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AGREEMENT WITH CHINA
REGARDING MANCHURIA

Mines Along Antung-Mukden
Road to Be Exploited as
Joint Enterprises.

Washington, D. C., Nov. 1.—The full
text of the Manchuria agreement hy
which Japan bound China in a tangle
of concessions was made public here
Saturday. It was the indirect cause of
the recall of Charles R. Crane, whose
regignation was asked after he had
started for China as the American min-
ister,

Section four of the agreement pro-
vides that ‘‘all mines along the Antung-
Mukden road bed excepting those at
Fusham Yentai, shal] be exploited as
joint enterprises by Japanese and Chin-
ese subjects.”

The full effect of this provision will
develop later when Japan takes advan-
tage of the concessions, It may be inter-
preted as covering all mineral deposits
in the region which the railroad tra-
verses. This territory, it is said, will
prove to be ohe of the richest mining
distriets in the world.

In other ways the document is word-
ed so as to furnish strong ground for
belief that it violates the ‘“‘open door
policy.”

This agreement gives Japan a strangle
hold on Manchuria, making it prac-
tically as completely subject to Japan-
ese control as China herself is.

It was through the fact that the state
department was conducting an investi-
gation of the provisions of this agree-
ment and his alleged premature and
unauthorized announcement regarding
it that Crane was removed.

The figures for the 1800-1909 period
indicate a steady increase in the use of
money orders and postal notes. In
1900 orders to the value of $17,499,045
were transmitted. Since then there
has been a steady increase, year by
yvear, the money transmissions for the
vear ending June 20th, 1909, totalling
no less a sum tiian $57,740,662.

During the year there was an in-
crease of eighteen in the number of
postoffice savings banks. There was,
hewever, this year a falling away of
9,796 in the number of deposits, and
of $2,373,800 in the amount of deposits,
which totalled $45,190,484.

The total number of letters posted
during the year was 414,031,888, and of
these 91,108 unpaid letters were sent
to the dead letter office, or one in every
4,547 mailed. ‘The proportion of unpaid
letters sent to the dead letter office is
steadily decreasing. In 1876 it was one
in every 364 letters mailed.

He replied: “There is only one
thing, it is a stunning defeat for the
government, .and it sounds the death
knell of the budget and its Socialistic
opiates.”

“What do you think is its ‘true sig-
nificance?”

“It indicates clearly that tariff re-
form holds the field, and cannot be
displaced by tricks of gambling finance
framed to deceive the electorate. To
understand the true significance of the
great Unionist victory in Bermondsey,
one must take a little review of the
situation.

CHILD PERISHES IN
FIRE AT KAMLOOPS

Home is Destroyed During the
8hsence of Par-
ents.

Kamloops, Oct. 29.—One of the sad-
dest events that has transpired in the
city for some time was the fatality at

the fire Wednesday afternoon, when
the infant child of Mr. and Mrs, Alfred
Ianson lost its life.

A fire which completely destroyed the
Ignson residence on Third Avenue,
broke out during the absence of the
parents, Mr, Ianson being at work at
his blacksmith shop, while Mrs, Ianson
had gone out, leaving the three child-
ren, the eldest of whom is about five
years old, alone. Some time after she
had gone, one of the neighbors saw the
eldest child running and crying out,
followed shortly afterwards by the sec-
ond little one, and knowing the mother
was out, looked over to the Ianson
house and saw volumes of smoke is-
suing from door and windows. Another
early witiness. of the fire, an invalid,
saw the smoke and knew there was a
fire, but it was some time before he
managed to get any response to his ur-
gent calls directing attention to the fire.
Finally an alarm was turned in and
the brigade was soon on the spot.

The report that the baby was in the
house spread, and attempts were made
to get inside to rescue it, but this was
not accomplished unti] Mr, Ianson ar-
rived on the scene, when he got
through a window and brought out the
child, still breathing, but life fled a
short time afterwards. The little one
had been put to sleep wrapped in a
shawl, part of which was charred, the
face being badly burned. In the opinion
of a doctor the child died from suf-
focation.

The origin of the fire is unknown.

GRANBY SMELTER SECOND
LARGEST IN WORLD

Work on Increasing Capacity
of Plant Has Been Com-
pleted.

Nelson Oct. 29.—A, B. W. Hodges,
general manager of the Granby Mining |
and Smeltér company, in an interview
here said: ‘“We are now handling more
ore at our smelter than ever before and
are doing so with only seven furnaces
as against eight formerly in use, The
eighth, however, is ready for operation,
which means that the work of enlarg-
ing the plant, which has been in pro-
gress for some time, has been complet-
ed. With this last furhace ready for
operation we have the second largest
smelter in the world, the largest being
loctated at Anaconda, while we have
had the honor for some time of having
the largest smelter in the British Em-
pire.”

In connection with Mr. Hodges’ re-
marks it may be said that last
weék the amount of ore shipped from
the company’s mines to its smelter
amounted to 27,500 tons, or approxi-
mately, 4,000 tons per day. When the
eighth furnace is in operation at the
smelter the amount of ore handled will
be correspondingly increased,

Mr. Hodges is at present on his way
home to Grand Forks from a trip to
Fernie, where he was arranging for
an additional coke supply, rendered
necessary by the increased capaecity of
the smelter, of which full advantage
is to be taken from now on,

PIONEER DEAD.

Hunterville, Oct. 29.—Henry Hunter,
pioneer miner, fruit grower and store
keeper of this place passed away last
week., Mr. Hunter was born in Eng-
land 84 years ago. In his early man-
hood he followed the sea, and went to
California- with the first gold rush.

NINE PERSONS
PERISH IN FIRE

NUMBER ARE ALSO
SERIOUSLY INJURED

Flames Cut Off Retreat of
Victims and Retard Work
of Rescues

(Times Leased Wire.)

St. Johnsburg, Vt., Oct. 30.—At least
nine persons were burned to death or
killed in attempting to escape to-day
when the Citizens Savings bank build-
ing here burned, destroying the bank
and several other establishments which
were located in the structure.

A dozen more or less seriously in-
jured, some of whom may not re-
| cover, iave been taken to hospitals for
treatment.

The known dead are: Charles Ran-
lett, printer, 85, jumped from window;
I. E. Darling, Mrs. Rose Massey,
Stephen Cushman and. wife, Brino
Cushman, nine years old, daughter of
Stephen Cushman; Herbert Tanner
and wife and Mrs. May Sleever.

The fire spread so rapidly through
the building, blocking the stairways
and filling the building with dense
smoke, that it was difficult for anyone
to escape and rescue work was practi-
cally impossible.

Most of those who did make their
way out were almost overcome by
fumes ang badly burned.

BELIEVE MEXICAN

Friends Declared She Was
Seized by Troops in
Texas.

Los Angeles, Cal.,, Oct. 30.—Was Sen-

tonio Villareal, - Mexican revolutionist,
now in the federa] prison .at Florence,
Ariz., kidnapped and taken across intdo
Mexico, so that she might be punished
for protesting against Diaz’s rule in
Mexico? That is the question the beau-
tiful senorita’s friends are asking since
they have received word that she is
locked up in a prison at Torreon, Mex-
ico, and they all agree that such is
probably the case.

They well know that the young
woman is very much in earnest in her
efforts in behalf of the-Mexican Lib-
eral party and.that the Mexican gov-
ernment would like to have her out of
the way. . 3

They also know that she is aware
of the fact that to enter Mexico would
be a very dangerous proceeding on her
part and do not think she would do it
of her own volition.

One of the senorita’s closest friends
is Miss Ethel Dolson, a newspaper and
magazine writer of this city, and says:

“Friends of the Villareals on this side
of the line are strongly of the opinion
that the girl and her father were not
in Mexico when the soldiers of Diaz
seized them, but in Texas near the
border. Many believe they were .the
victims of a kidnapping plot. Ever
since they left their home in Lampas-
sas, Coahuila, in 1905, and came to the
. United States to follow the fortunes of
Antonio, exiled for his revolutionary
activity they have been marked for
victims of Diaz.

“What will be the fate of Teresa
ang her father ohe hardly dares im-
agine. Will they meet the fate that
other revolutionists have suffered who
have died by the hundreds in Mexico
in the last 15 years. Will -they be
thrown into the vile dungeons to perish
by slow torture as have many before
them, or will they be given other pun-
ishment reserved for those who dared
to oppose the despotism of Diaz, being
shot at sunrise behind the prison
walls?”

Mayor Hall made the announcement
in this connection that he had’ taken
an option on five acres of property,
in the area at Spring Ridge which is
to be improved, from John Haggerty,
the owner, for the sum of $10,000. He
believed that this would be an admir-
able site for a corporation yard.

A resolution was then passed re-
questing the council to introduce the
necessary by-law so that the work can
be undertaken as soon as -possible,

A deputation of property owners on
Burdette avenue were present to in-
quire as to the expropriation of a lot
lying between the present:-end of that
thoroughfare ang Linden avenue for
the purpose of continuing the former
street through to the latter. The city
had agreed to pay half the cost and
the' owners expected that the work
would be ' proceeded with and the
street improved. A -hiteh -has, how-
ever, occurred. - It appears that the
Humphrey estate now claims a piece
of land which is shown on the of-
ficial map to be a roadway and have
erected a fence across the same. Be-
fore they will consent to have the fence
removed the estate asks compensation
to the extent of $3,500.

‘he following are the principal points
from the speech at the Palace Theatre:

| have just come for a plain, straight

.k about the budget, the opposition to
it, and the prospects of both.

It is six years since I had the privil-
ege of addressing a gathering in this
theatre. I have some recollection that
then I dwelt upon the great burden im-
posed upon industry by ground land-
lords and the royalty owners, and I
then mildly suggested that it was about
time they should contribute something
out of their wealth towards the neces-
sities of the state,

1 come here to-day, six years after-
wards, to tell you it will be done, and
in a few years.

The bill is through all its most trou-
ble-some stages, and it has emerged
out of its forty days and forty nights
in the wilderness. I have done five
month’s hdard labor.

Although we have made alterations
and modifications, the bill in its main
structure remains, All the taxes are
there—the land taxes are there, the su-
per-tax is there.

They
complained- when we .taxed mineral
rights and said: “We do not object to
pay the tax; all we do objeet to-is the
form of the tax.”

Changed Burden,

They said it was uncertain. I'said:
“Very well.” It was not the form I
cered so much for as the substance, I
said I was quite prepared to accom-
modate them, I did not want an uncer-
tain-tax+-and they said '§6 long ds ‘the’
tax ~was '‘a certain one they preferred
paying more.

I 'said. the present uncertain tax
would. produce £175,000, so I altered it
to a tax on mining royalties, which
was-gertain,-and produced £350;000.

Now we are through the committee
stage, we dre through the last stage
where the substance of the bill can be
modified. The committee stage is the
stage for the axe and the chisel and
the plane;. the report stage for the
xandpaper, Just to alter the drafting.

But the substance remains, so that
You see the bill practically in the form

Wealth is getting
better distributed, and when a man
acquires wealth he wants not merely
better housing accommodation, but
more land for recreation purposes as
well as for adornment,

As these new ideas, these new fruit-
ful 1deas develop, more land will be re-
quired, and the more land you require
the more taxes will come of the bud-
get, and therefore these are taxes
that will grow,

State Valuation,

The state valuation, for the first time,
places a perfectly impartial valuation
upon all the land-of the kingdom. It
separates the value of the lang intrin-
sically from the value which is attri-
butable to the expenditure by its
owner,

It thus for the first time forces the
landlords to look at the value of land,
not merely from the point of view of a
receiver, but of.payer.. That is really
why they object to valuation, When-
ever a great industry in the future re-
quires land, it can always quote the
state valuation.in answer to any ex-;
tortionate and extravagant demands
put forward on behalf of the landlords
and, therefore, they object, and object
to it very strongly.

There was a case given to me for
South Wales the other day of a com-
pany which had sunk a good deal of
money in mining operations, and they
sent me their balance sheet. I find their
profits are £3,000 per annum, and what
do you think they paid to landlords in
royalties? £10,600.
<~And+ when™ I come along and say,
‘“Here; gentlemen, you have escaped
long ‘enough. It is your turn mnow. I
I want you te pay just 5 per cent on
the £10,000 odd.” “Five per cent.!” they
say to me. “You are a thief. You are
worse. You are an attorney, Worst of
all you are a Welshman.” That always
is the crowning epithet.

Well, I eon't apologise, and I don’t
mind telling you that if I could I would
not. I am proud of the 1little  land
among the hills, But there is one thing
I should like to say,

Whenever they hurl my nationality
at my head I say to them, “¥You Union-
ists are hyprocrites; Pharisees, you are
the people who in every peroration al-
ways talk about our being one kith and
kin throughout the Empire, from the
Old Man of Hoy, in the North, down
to Van Diemen’s Land in. the south,
and yet if any man dares to aspire to
any position, if he does not belong to
the particular nationality which they
have dignified by-choosing their par-
ents from, they have no use for him.

They have got to stand the Welsh-
man this time,

“All Landlords.”

I have just given you some faets from
the Welsh valleys, but then' you will
probably say to me, These are Welsh
landlords. Our landlords are not like
that.” I thought from your patience
that they must have been angels, but
I see that you have got just the same
sort. Well, you know you may say to
us, “Why do you stand them?” Be-
cause you force us to stand them. We
would have got rid of them long ago.

‘When the Celt has a nail in his boot
he takes it out, but you have been
marching on untxl there is a sore. Have
it out! Landlords have no nationality,
their characteristics are cosmopolitan.

Let me call attention to a provision
in a lease, because it really casts a
strange, almost a weird light upon the
landlords’ ideal of rural life in this
country, There is a clause in the lease
of a model village ‘that no persons
shall reside in any of the cottages if he
has ever been convicted of an offence
against the game-laws. No person shall
lodge there if he has been convicted of
a game offence; no person shall reside
there if the landlord or his agent has
any objection to him. And this is a free
country!

Here is a poor miner who is guilty
of what? Of doing something which
the landlord spends his life in doing,
and which I have done myself many a
time without a licence—only in Wales.

‘What happens? Not merely is he to
be fined, but he is to.be deprived, as
far as this gentleman ‘is concerned of
the opportunity for all time of earn-
ing a decent living for himself and his
family. All I can say is that a provis-
ion of the sort in any lease is an out-
rage.

“All or None.”

Now, we are going to send the. bill
up, ‘“all the taxes or none.” What will
the Lords do? I tell you frankly it is
a matter which concerns them far more
than it concerns us. The more irrespon-
sible end feather-headed among them
want to throw it out. But what will
the rest do? It will depend on the
weather,

There are some who are not fair-
weather sailors, and they will go on,
but poor Lord Lansdowne with his
creaky old ship and his mutinous crew
—there he is, he has got to sail through
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er-glass and the other on the fore-
castle. .

But it does not depend on him. It will
depend in the first place, probably, on
the reports from the country. The most
important gentleman in the business
is not Lord Lansdowne, with all his
adroit management of the House of
Lords, not even Mr. Balfour, with his
invaluable. services -to his party. The
real sailing-master is Sir Alexander
¢Acland-Hood, the chief whip of the
Tory party, and that ancient mariner
is engaged at the presenf moment in
trying to decide whether it is safe to
shoot the albatross, He will probably
not discover it until too late.

But still, this is the great constitu-
tional party, and if there is one thing
more than another bétter established
about the British constitution it is this
that the Commons and the Commons
alone have the complete control of sup-
ply and ways and means, And what our
fathers established through centuries
of struggle and of strife, even of blood-
shed, we are not going to be traitors
to.

Who talks about altering and med-
dling with the constitution? The con-
stitutional party—the great constitu-
tional party.

As long as the constitution gave
rank and possession and power it was
not to be interfered with. As long as
it. secured even their sports from in-
trusion and made interference with
them a crime; as long as the constitu-
tion enforced royalties and ground rents
and fees and premiums and fines and
all the black retinue of exaction; as
long as it showered writs and sum-
monses and injunctions and distresses
and warrants to enforce them—then the
constitution was inviolate, it was sacr-
ed, it was something that was put in
the same category as religion, that no
man ought to touch, and something
that the chivalry of the nation ought
to range in defence of.

“Forcing A Revolution.”

But the moment the construction
looks round, the moment the construc-
tion begins to discover that there are
millions of people outside the ' park
gates who neeqd attention, then the con-
stitution is-to be torn to pieces.

Let them realize what they are do-
ng. They are forcing a revolution, But
the Lords may decree a revolution
which the people will direct.

If they bégin, issues will be raised
that they little dream-—questions. will
be asked which are now whispered in
humble voices, and answers will be de-
manded then with authority. The ques-
tion will be asked whether 500 men, or-
dinary men, chosen accidentally from
among the unemployed should override
the judgment—the deliberate judgment
—of millions of peoplé who Hre engag-
ed in the industry which makes the
wealth of the- country,

That is one question. Another will be:
Who ordained that a few should have
the land of Britain as a perguisite?
‘Who made ten thousand people owners
of the soil.and the rest of us trespas-
sers in the land of our birth?

Who is it who is responsible for the
scheme of things whereby one man is
engaged through life in grinding labor
to win a bare and precarious stbsist-
ence ‘for Himself, and when ai thé end
of his days he claims at the hands of
the ‘community he served a poor.pen-
sion of eightpence a day he can only
get it through a revolution, and. an-
other man who does not toil receives
every hour of the day, every hour of
the night while he slumbers, more
than his poor neighbor recelves in a
whole year of toil? -

from? Whose 'fingers inscribed it?
These are the questions that will be
asked. The answers are charged with
peril for.the order of things the peers
represent; “but they are fraught with
rare and refreshing fruit for the parch-
ed lips of the multitude, who have been
treading the dusty road along which
the people have marched through the
dark ages, which are now emerging
into the light.
“My Rich Friend.”

At the overflow meeting Mr.
George said:

Everything we have been fighting.for
for years as a principle of taxation As
embodied in this budget—the placing
of the burden upon the shoulders of
those who could bear it—instead of
placing it on the shoulders of those who
are bending under the burdens of life.
And I will say this for the rich man. I
know many rich men in the House of
Commons sitting on the Liberal side
of the house who have ungrudgingly
supported these proposals, although
they are pretty hard hit by them.

‘“You put the burden on the shoulders
that can bear it, and if you do not I
will not be on speaking terms with
you.”

I followed his advice, and he has con-
sistently supported me.

Let us say this for the working class-
es, They have had to contribute their
‘share.

I hoped, I had confidence, that when
the budget came to be explained, the
working classes would realize that the
principles were so important that they
would:be perfectly prepared to make
their sacrifice, and they have done it.

ROCKEFELLER GIVES™
2 MILLION DOLLARS

Oil King’s Contribytion To-
ward Campaign Against
Hook Worm Disease.

New York, Oct. 29.—A gift of "$1,000,-
000 by John D. Rockefeller to fight the
hook worm disease was announced at
the offices of the- Standard Oil Com-
pany here yesterday. A dozen well-
known educators and scientists select-
ed from institutions of learning in the
south, where the parasite is prevalent,
were called to the office and there met
Mr. Rockefeller last Tuesday. At that
meeting Mr. Rockefeller’s desire to or-
ganize a commission to carry on- &
campaign against the malady was dis-
cussed. As a result of this discussion
of the situation the Rockefeller com-
mission for the eradication of the hook
worm disease was organized.

In calling the commiSsion together
Mr. Rockefeller addressed to each
member a letter pointing out his in-
terest in relleving -the human suffering
caused by the -hook worm’ parasite, es-
pecially because, he said, it had been
his pleasure to spend a pertion of
each year among the warm-hearted
people of the south, and he welcomed
the opportunity to express apprecia-
tion of their many kindnesses and hos-
itality.

The members of the commission in
framing a reply to Mr. Rockefeller’s
offer of $1,000,000, declared that the
proposition met with their heartiest
appreciation. “Twé million of our
people are infected with this parasite,”
they added. - “It is by no means con-
fined -to ‘one class; it takes its toll of
suffering and death from the intelli-
gent as well 'ag from “the less for-
tunate.’

Mr. Rockefeller wrote to the con-
ferees under date of October 26th,
1909: “For many months my represen-
tatives have been inquiring into the
nature and prevalence of the hook
worm disease and considering plans
for mitigating its evils. I have de-
layed action in this matter only until
the facts as to the extent of the dis-
ease could be verified, and the effec-
tiveness of its cure and prevention
demonstrated. ’

“The wide distribution and serious
effect of this malady, particularly in
the rural. districts .ef- our southern
states, first pointed Qut by Dr. Chas.
Wardell Stiles, of the United States
Public Health and Marine Hospital
service, have now be&n confirmed by’
indepéndent observatiéns of other dis-
tinguished investigators-- and physi-
cians, as well
public men of the south.

“Knowing your interest in all that

pertains to the well-being of your fel-
low men and your ac¢quiaintance with
this subject; I have ‘invited you to a
conference in the hope that it may lead
to the adoption .pf. well-considered
plans for a co- opera;ed movement of
the medical professlon publi¢c health
officials, boards “of Yrade, ~churches,
schools, the press and other agencies
for the cdure and prevermon of this dis-
ease.

“If you deem it wise to undertake
this commission I shall be glad to be
permitted to work with you to that
end, and you may cill upon-me from
time to time for such'sums as may be
nieeded during the nekt five' years for
carrying on aggressive' campaign, up
to a sum of one million dollars.”

The repy to Mr. Rocxefeller, which
was signed by all the miembers of the
commission, - says that the gift meets
with ‘the ‘heartiest approbation, and
that they accept the“invitation to ad-
minister the trust with a keen appre-

ciation of the opportunity.that it af-

fords to do a great public good.

“The hook worm parasite,” the an-
swer continués, “oftén so lowers the
vitality of those who™are-affected as
to  retard their physical "and mental
development, rendeérs them more sus-
ceptible to other disedses, makes labor
loss efficient, and in the sections where
the malady’ is most prévalent greatly
increases the death raté from consump-
tion, pneumonia, " typloid fever and
malaria. It has been shown-that the
lowered vitality of multitudes long at-
tributed to ‘malaria ‘and climate and
seriously affecting -eéonomic develop-
ment is in fact largely due in some
districts to this parasite.

‘“‘“Widespread and serious as the in-
fection is; there is. & most encourag-
ing outlook. The disease canl be easily
recognized, readily . and effectively
treated, and by simple and proper
sdnitary precautions successfully pre-
vented. The undertaking proposed by
you is therefore not only full of
promise of great beneﬂt but is definite
and practicable.”

In December, 1902, ‘Dr. Chas. Wardell
Stiles, then a zoologist in the bureau
of animal industry at Washington,
who had been studying intestinal para-
sites, announced to the Pan-American
sanitary cengress his:conviction that
the so-called laziness and shiftlessness

- widely observed in certain .portions,of

the south was a speciﬁc ~disease, due
to hook worms, Many members of the
congress expressed surprise at the an-
nouncement. Up to the present the
question has been a Jnatter of some
controversy. e

Invest Million and a Half—Out-
put Larger Than Last
Year.

Vancouver, Oct. 29.—A. N. C. Tread-
gold is here on his way to Europe after
buying an enormous mining property
in the Klondike for the Rothschilds.
His purchases so far aggregate a mil-
lion and 'a half. They include 25 miles
of upper Dominion Creek, the whole of
the bench, hill and creek diggings on
Last Chance Creek, one of the richest
producers in the early days, and three
miles on Quartz Creek. It is proposed
to operate these holdings by means of
dredges and electric lifts. A six-mile
ditch tapping the Xlondike river is
being built. It willl develop 15,000
horsepower. The water will be
carried beyond in other ditches and
raised- to the top of Dago hill. The
enterprise promises to be ag largé as
that' of the Yukon Gold Company.

‘The cost of ‘'securing water and elec-
trical power will, however, not exceed
half a million dollars, 'and mining oper-
ations ‘will be in full blast within two

 years.

“The gold output of the Yukon this
past season was $1,000,000 in excess of
last year’s production,, and it wili go
on increasing 'in future," now that the
transition period in relation to mining
methdds has just about passed,” sald
F. T. Congdon, M.P., of Dawson, who
has just reached “¥ancouver from the
Yukon. ‘“The outlook is indeed "wery:
Bright. ‘I look to see that region be-
come, one of the greatest lode mining
countries in the world. My belief is
based on the remarkable discoveries of
free gold quartz propositions. It will
mean the erection.of many stamp mills.
On the Dome or divide between Hun-
‘ker and Dominion creeks, a 1,100-foot
tunnel tapped at a depth of 550 feet
a big free gold ledge that was  exposed
The ore in the work-
iig was just -as- rich as the surface,
and the discovery of the so-called
mother lodée of the Klondike has upset
many. geological theories.”

OANFA ARRIVES
~ FROM LIVERPOOL

HEAVY WEATHER
CROSSING PACIFIC

Captain of Steamer is Father
of Famous Singer, Minnie
Lycett.

Having been delayed by four days’
bad weather which commenced when
four days out from Yokohamau, the
Blune Funnel liner Oanfa arrived Sat-
urday a few hours’ late. The storm
encountered in crossing was so severe
that it became necessary to slow down
to prevent the propellers from racing.
‘While at Hongkong there was a dzlay
of three days, during which time the
steamer laid in Typhoon bay. She was
discharging at the wharf when tihe
typhoon signals were given, and all the
vessels in the harbor took refuge. For-
tunately, however, the typhoon did not
strike them, but expended its fury at
some distance, and nothing but heavy
rain and gusts of wind disturbed their
serenity,

The cargo of the Oanfa consisted of
754 tons for this port, 250 tons for Se-
attle, 1,010 tons for Tacoma and 4,098
tons for Vancouver. There were 720
bales of silk, the rest being mixed
merchandist. The steamer brought 171
Chinese, mostly returning or going
through' this country.

That she is beupd te come
to the top of her profession is acknowl-
edged by all the critiecs and the singers
with whom she has:studied in Europe.

HOW COMPENSATION
WORKS IN ENGLAND

Over Ten Million Dollars Paid
by Employers in First
Year.

The first volume of the new series of
workmen’s compensation statistics for
the year 1908, the first complete year
under the extending act of 1906, has been
issued by the British Home Office. It
covers the' compensation cases in the
seven groups' of industries—shipping,
factories, docks, mines, quarries, con-
structional work, and railways. The
benefit of the act to workmen is shown by
the figures of compensation in these in-
dustries, which amounted. to £2,080,672
paid to disabled workpeople and depend-
ants of those killed in 1908.

The figures do not cover the whole
field, for in the case of industries such
as building, agriculture, sea fishing and
domestic service, all of which were made
liable to compensation by the new act,
the scattered nature of the industry made
it practically impossible to obtain com-
plete returns.

In the seven industries above quoted
the returns are as follows :

CANTON AND CHEKIANG
TO BE NAVAL STATIONS

GREEK NAVAL
OFFICERS REVOLT

TAKE POSSESSION OF
ARSENAL AT SALAMIS

Military League Declares
Action Has Upset Its
Plans.-

Athens, Oct. 29.—Leading a revolt
looking to the enforcement of a demand
that all of the higher officials of the
Grecian navy retire, a naval officer
named Typaldos, heading three hun-
dred men, to-day seized the naval
arsenal at Salamis.

Typaldos and his followers are forti-
fying the place in an effort to resist
attempts to dislodge them,

Practically all of the younger officers
are in sympathy with the revolt. They
claim that many of the older officers
are too old and unfit for service.

The outbreak undoubtedly is part of
an anti-dynastic movement, but the
military league, which is fostering the
movement, denounces Typaldos as a
traitor. They claim that he acted pre-
maturely and has upset their plans.

This move, many believe, will force
the hand of the miilitary league and
cause an immediate revolution.

The abdication of King George, which
has long been expected, now i3 believed
to be imminent,

Typaldos, who was the commander
of a, torpedo, submarine and flotilla
fleet, has rendered the fleet practically
helpless by seizing the arsenal, The
fleet is at Keratsini, on the opposite
side of the island-from the arsenal, and
it has not attempted to make a move
against the mutineers, who are report-
ed to have the sympathy of the fleet
and the entire navy.

It is reported that the navy claims
that the recent revolt only benefitted
the army, The jealousy that exists be-
tween.the army and navy is depended
upon by the government to keep the
soliders sent against the mutineers
from deserting.

Typaldos has sent an ultimatum: to
the league, demanding that it support
him for commander of the navy, and
announces that unless his demands are
met that he will destroy the fleet, pro-
claim’ himself dictator and, assume
control of all Greece or else subdue it.

A regiment of infantry and artillery
has been sent to Megara, which is di-
rectly opposite the arsenal of which
Typaldos has taken possession.

NEW WESTMINSTER MAYORALTY.

New Westminster, Oct. 29.—Another
candidate in the person of John A. Les,
president of the board of trade, has
been announced" for the office 6f mayor
at the civic elections due in' December.

The only other ‘candidate
in .the field at present is ‘George Small,
whose name was announced several
days ago as a prospective nominee for
the place,

MANY VESSELS .
AWAITING -CARGOES

Eighteen Sailing Craft at Port-
“land for Grain and Seven
Steamers.

Portland, Oct. 28.—Seven offshore
steamships and 18 sailing vessels suit-
able for grain carriers are in port, the
largest number to assemble in the har-
bor since the height of the shipping
season last year, Should the entire fleet
be loaded with wheat they “'would haye
aboard more than 8,500,000 bushels of
the cereal. With the exception of about
half a dozen of the sailing vessels the
craft are under charter and will take
out cargoes from here, each leaving
before the middle of next month.

The steamers are the Puritan, Walk-
ure Taunton, Utgard, Henrik Ibsen,
Guernsey and Christian Bors. The
quartet first mentioned will take grain
to the European markets, The Utgard
is completing a cargo and the other
three are being put in shape for load-
ing. It is said they will be given quick
dispatch, and the tramps will' probably
all ‘'get away before the end of the
month. The Henrik Ibsen will take a
cargo of flour to Hongkong and way
ports. The Guernsey and  Christian
Bors are taking on lumber for the Far
East;

Of the 18 sailing vessels in port two
of them—the British barques Jordanhill
and -Msgterhorn—are under charter to
take cars®es of lumber ‘to the United
Kingdom. In a few days they will be-
gin loading and are expected to leave
with something. like 4,000,000 feet of the
product. The two tramp steamers ‘un-
der charter for the same purpose will
sail with close to 7,000,000 feet of fir.
Consequently the offshore lumber ton-
nage for taking on cargoes means that
11,000,000 feet of Oregon fir will soon
be afloat in the harbor.

Ten windjammers are either loading
or preparing to load wheat for Europe.
Alone they have capacity for handling
1,200,000 bushels of wheat. The four
steamers preparing to take on similar
cargoes fWill carry 800,000 bushels.
Hence the grain fleet in port loading,
or getting ready to load, will leave the
river with 2,000,000 bushels of wheat.

Including the lumber and flour which
will be handled by the other craft in
the harbor the value of the exports to
be forwarded on the-fleet now here will
be close to $2,500,000. The harbor sel-
dom presented a busier appearance.
In addition to the offshore craft several
coasters are coming in or going out
every day. ;

FOR SWINDLING

Sentence 'is Passed on Stanton
at Vancouver—Overton
Released.

Vancouver, B, C.,, Nov. 30.—Judge
McInnes this morning sentenced Stan-:
ton - to three years imprisonment and
released Overton,” who had turned
King’s evidence in connection with the
charge of buncoing Lars Olsen, a Bel-
lingham farmer in Granville street,
and obtaining $325 from him by false
pretences,

His honor said that since the ad-
journment he had looked into the mat-
ter very carefully, and it seemed to
him that, with regard to another of-
fence, if all the elements were present
which constitute an offence, it was im-
material, so far as determining wheth-
er it was an offence or not, whether or
not the particular offence arose out of
an illegal transaction.

The judge observed that the evid-
ence .was conclusive against the pris-
oner, and asked if he had anything to
say.

Stanton said something which only
his honor could hear, concluding with
the words: “I'll try and live an hon-
orable. life.” .

His honor in passing sentence said
that the maximum penalty was three
years imprisonment, but there was a
provision in the code for an increase in
the sentence if the judge thought it
necessary.

“I may say,” added his honor, “that
on account of the great deliberation
and cunning which has characterized
this crime I had intended to increase
the penalty beyond three years, but in
view of what has been said I shall
simply impose the maximum three
years.”

Overton was then dealt with. Mr.
Robertson pointed out that the man

ad turned King’s evidence and though
the crown had no desire to use such
evidence yet where it became necessary
the man got the reward of his wvirtue.
In this case' it had been very much
against the will of the crown,

His honor observed that it was not
a very creditable virtue when a man
turned ‘and gave evidence against his

Had Splendid Time at San
Francisco Portola Cel-
ebration.

E. H. Beaney, S. Lorimer, A. Locks-
ley and Corporal Thomas, members of
the British Columbia soccer team that
played two matches at -the San Fran-
cisco Portola festivities,” returned to
Victoria Thursday last at midnight,
can’t do anything else but talk of the
splendid time the Californians gave
them. First they killed them with so-
ciability and dinners and then expected
them to play soccer, with the result
that the British Columbia team drew
one match and’lost the other.

The team enjoyed the trip to the
limit. On arrival they were taken to
a_ smoking concert on the Monday
night, and were located at the Tallac
hotel, a brand new hostelry at which
the British Columbia teams’ names
were the first registered. They -were
boarded throughout their stay at the
‘Olympic Club, and on Tuesday were
taken to see the amateur boxing
championships at Dreamland rink.
Thursday they were taken to the
wrestling championships at the samé
place, where Ketchel and Miller boxed
a three-round éxhibition bout. Friday
they were taken to a theatre, then
banquetted, and were given till morn-
ing to get over it all and prepare for
the game at the Presidio on Saturday,
when they were beaten before an at-
tendance of five thousand people. The
second game they played Sunday be-
fore ‘three thousand people and@ made
a spectacular drew of it in the second
‘half.

Monday night the team was banquet-
ted at the Flower of Italy, on Broad-
way, and-left on the Tuesday for the
North., The expense of the trip was
provided entirely by the Cauifornia
people.

On Saturday night last it is claimed
there were a million people on the
streets of San Franciscé, during which
time all'traffic was stopped. The four
Victoria players have returned wear-
ing new caps, which were purchased
after a short experience of San Fran-
cisco humor. The majority of the -San
Francisco girls carried littlé Portola
canes on thé' streets with which “they
tipped off mien’s hats, and when the
owners stooped to recover them the
canes were brought down across the
owner’'s coat tails as hard as the girls-
could lay it‘on.” From Tuesday morn-
ing to Sunday night the city was in
an uproar, and two members of the
team mnarrowly escaped being locked
up when their driver knocked down
a man on' the street. The police, how-
ever, took the driver info custody and
provided aneother for the two soccer
men. 5

The membes of the team also saw
the game between the team represent-
ing the Algeria, Shearwater and Bed-
ford against ‘the California’s second
eleven, which resulted in a draw with-
out a goal being scored. The game was
pronounced the greatest exhibition of
goal keeping on the sailors’ side ever
seen in California.

The players claim that they got the
wprst of the referee’s decisions in both
games, and that they were not allowed
their own linésman.

STRIKE RICH GRAVEL

Discaver Gold While Trying to!

Escape Marine
Inspectors.

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 30.—Col, George
F. Cooke, commanding the military
post-at Fort Gibbon, Alaska, who has
Just arrived from the North, says that
there are now on the Iditarod river
2,500 miners, and that he believed
spring would witness one of the great-
est rushes in Alaska’'s _history.. Col.
Cooke said: .

“Three prospectors started down the
Xukon for Gaines creek last May in a
boat which they had hastily thrown
together. They took alorig a  boiler
which -they ‘plannéd to use ;
mining operations. Having no' desire
to row. their boat, they rigged up an
engine. On the way down they heargd
that United States marine- inspectors
were on an inspection tour-of the craft
on the river, None of the prospectors
was licensed and they knew the boat:
would be condemned as jumk if the
eyes of the inspectors’ ever’ alighted
on it, Fearful lest the inspéctors catch
them, they travelled up the Innoko as
fast as they could ‘and when they
came to a large tributary, which hap-
pened to be the Iditarod, pushed = up
that stream until they could go no fur-
ther by boat.

“As time was hanging heavily on
their hands, they began to prospect. It
was not long before they found rich
gravel. They staked out claims and
ran their boat back to a trading sta-
tion on the <Yukon, called Anvik,
where they bought supplies’ and re-
turned with as little delay as possible
to the new diggings, keeping their
strike a secret. %

“News- of the find,” however, soon
leaked out, @nd hundreds flocked to the
diggings from far up.the Yukon and
from Nome, Fairbanks and the Innoko
district.”

HENRY FAILING
MAKES LAST VOYAGE

Will Be Converted Into Barge’

When She Reaches East
Coast.

The departure from Tacoma of the Am-
erican ship Henry Failing, which passed
out to sea at Cape Flattery two days ago
bound for New York, marks the passing
from this Coast of another of the old-
time American_clipper ships now fast dis-
appearing. The Failing is ‘on her last
trip, having been sold t6 Easterners, who
will convert her and two other Pacific
Coast sailing ships into barges. The other
vessels are the ship J. B. Thomas, out 123
days from Puget Sound for New York,
and the barque Sea King, out 60 days
from Puget Sound for Bath, Me.

The Failing was built at Bath in' 1882,
and has operated for years on this Coast.
The Sea King is the oldest of the trio,

having been built at Bowdeoinham, Me., "

in 1877. The Thomas was built at Thomas-:
ton, Me., in 1881.

The Failing carried from Tacema, 1,383,-
451 feet of lumber, consisting of timbers
and spars for ship building purposes. She
also has 150 spars ranging in size from 60
to 110 feet long. Her cargo is valued at
$30,992.

The voyage is unique, in that her last
trip under canvas should be with ma-
terial for constructing ships which have
supplanted her type. She is in command
of Capt., Harry N. Burgess.

MUCH FLOUR.

SAN MATEO LOADING
FOR PHILADELPHIA

First of Regutlar Line of Steam-
ers Between West and
East Coasts.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 30.—The first sailing
in a regular line of steamships from
Puget Sound to New York and Philadel-
phia will be made by the departure of
the steamer San Mateo, which is to-day
taking on cargo for the long journey. The
service is projected by Bates & Ches-
brough, of San Francisco, who have in-
terested Eastern capital in the enterprise.
The -San Mateo, which is a steamer of
2,000 tons net, will carry around the Horn
a full cargo of canned salmon, the ship-
ping firm having offered a rate good
enough to attract traffic away from the
Tehuantepéc railroad route.
