Ashore

She Went on a Reef at High Tide
and She Is Held
Fast.

Efforts to Float the Steamer Have
8o Far Been Unavail-
irg.

Nanaimo, May 11.—Capt. Jobn Irving,
with four of the crew of the steamer
Princess Louise, have just arrived. here
after a twenty-five mile row across the
gulf from Thornmiuby Islend, just
south of Texada, where the Louise went
on the reef at 11.30 last night at high
tide, and now lies fast,

The captain and four men were nearly
dead from exposure and cold.

The Louise left Vancouver at 6.30 last
mght for north British Colambia ports
with 25 passengers and a large quantity
of freight. The lookout forward, as the
steamer was passing Thornmanky Isl-
and, sung out ‘“rocks ahead.” The en-
gines were reversed, but the steamer
struck almost full speed, smashing her
forefoot and sticking fast.

Capt. Sears ordere freight to be
thrown overboard to lighten her, and
a good many tons were dumped into the
sea without effect. Tha sea is calm with
a light wind from the southeast, If the
wind rises she will go to pieces.

Yokohama, April 25.—Since the back-
down of Russia, by which she has lost
immensely in her prestige in the Orient,
matters have resumed their mnormal |
course, although Japan’s distrust of the
Northern power still remains in as full
fcree as ever, and the nation does not
in the least relax its vigilance in watch-
ing every movement of the Muscovite,

This Year—Various Ap-
propriations.

Not Very Many Changes For the
Comirg Term—The
Schedule.

The police get no patrol wagon this‘
year. Possibly this announcement will }
come with cruel force to Lawrence
Mooney or Phillip Chalk, who may haveI
fondly anticipated an uninterrupted ride
in the mew vehicle to the Cormorant
street barracks, Money is not so plenti-
ful as to permit of such a luxury, and
when a maudlin drunk or stubborn cul-
prit is gathered in he will have to ride
in a common, ordinary, every day hack,
which robs his experience of all its ro-
mance. It is enough to make the hard-
ened habitues wash their bands of crim-
inal association forever.

It might also be noted on the estimates
that $200 is appropriated for fire de-
partment. harness and clothing. This
will not go very far if it is to buy harness
for seventeen horses and gum ecoats and
helmets for the men. "The former is
absolutely necessary, while the urgency
for the latter is apparent, Four hun-
dred dollars wis asked,. but it was cut
in two.

Wreck of
A Liner

Struck a Pinnacle Rock in Asiatic
Waters and Sank Almost
. Immédiately.

All Passéngers Were Saved—The
Attack on British Officer—
Disastrous Explosion.

The  trans-Pacific. liner Glenogle,
which arrived m port yesterday, brought
news and particulars of the loss of the
steamer Karrakatta. According to the
Singapore Free Press Capt. Talboys re-
ports that he anchored, on the evening
of the 26th, off Cape Leveque, and the
vessel struck what is evidently a pin-
nacle rock, unknown hitherto and un-
charted. She hung on the rock for an
hour, with a big list to port. At 11 p.
m. she gave .to the tide and swung right
round, and immediately started to settle
down, sinking with such rapidity that
the water was thrown forcibly up the
ventilators,

Capt. Talboys had ordered the boats
to bo loewered when the vessel first
struck, and gave the zommand to all
hands to take to them. 'The tide was
now running at terrific speed, and the
boats, afraid to cast off, hung alongside
till 4 a.m., in spite of imminent peril of
a further collapse of the vessel through
the pressure of the tide. The pursers,
nobly assisted by the engineer, made
strenuous efforts to save the mails, by
diving into the mail room. They managed
to save 17 bags, all of which, except
three, were swept away by the tremend-
ous rush of water. All hands landed as
they stood, mostly in a destitute state.
At daylight it was found.that 129. souls
were stranded or a desert island off
Swan Point, with seven boats and little
food or water, owing fo the suddenness
of the disaster, and but for the arrival
of Capt Biddle’'s pearling schocper, a
miserable time stared them in the face.
Capt. Talboys arranged with the schoon-
er to take the passengers and crew to
Broome, where she arrived safely. Capt.
Tadboys, the chief engineer and two
officers stayed behind to look after the
wreck until relieved.

The general opinion is that the schoon-
er is a total wreck, and mnothing will
be saved. At high water on the 27th
the water was three feet deep in the
captain’s cabin and on the promenade
deck. She lies on an even keel, the stem
20 feet higher than the sternm, right in
the fairway and is a menace to naviga-
tion, especially when the masts and fun-
nels, as may happen, will have been car-
ried away.

An account of the fire in Pekin in
which General Von Schwerzhoff was
burned to death, as announced by cable,
appears in the North China News.

The fire which partly destrcyed the
winter palace broke out at 11.20 p.m., in
the kitchen or the pantry of.the field
marshal’s apartment. The twe couris
occupied by the field marshal’'s staff, and
which were formerly the private apart-
ments of the Empress Dowager, were
entirely consumed. The fire spread with
furious rapidity. ,Count Waldersee him-
self could not reach.the door of lus
asbestos house, but with assistance he
escaped through the window. He only
barely saved his life, all his personal
belongings ‘and papers. having. been lost.
Gen. Von. Schwarzhoff was burnt to
death in his roont; With the assistance of
Maj. Baron Vort Marschall and Capt. Von
der Groeben, he was trying to save the
archives a1d -documents of the head-
quarters. He succéeded, with their help,
in getting ome tin box into safety, but
when for the sécond‘time he euntered.the
building to get other papers and his little
pet dog, e 'was overcome by smoke and
heat. His body wwéis found face down,
entirely burnt. ; :

The Weorth China Daily News.corres-
pondent, rererring to. the assault on the
British officer, as eabled, says: “The au-
thorities of all nations thought they had
taken ample precautions by. putting:en
sfrong. military patrols as well as a large
body of military police, but at 7.a.m.

Royally
Entertained

Mayor Hayward ard Civic Dele-
gation Given a Cordial Wel-
come in Seattle.

Feasibility, of Scheme For Re-
claiming James Bay Flats
Impressed Upon Them

The civic delegation ' returned from
Seattle yesterday morning. “Their visit
to that city was made with the primary
purpose of looking into the reclamation
work going on there; with the object of
getting ideas as to the work to be taken
on the James Bay mud flats.

Arriving in . Seattle the delegation
were taken possession of by the Puget
Sound Bridge & Dredging Co., whose
guests they were during their stay in the
city. 'They were also Teceived by tre
Seattle city courcil and the president,
secretary and tréasurer of the British
League of the city. The reception ¢x-
tended to them, and the kindness accord-
ed the delegation during their visit was
of the most cordial character, and every-
thing was donre to give them a pleasant
as well as profitable visit., The time at
their disposal was limited, so that only
a few points of interest could be visited.

The delegation were. first taken to see
the huge dredger at work at San Diego.
The work of the hydraulic dredge in nse
tlere convinced them that the work en
Jemes Bay flats would be a simple mat-
ter. In Seattle the reclamation scheme
incddudes thousands of 'acres,. Engineer
Topp says that on a part. of reclaimed
lard where six weeks ago there was 18
feet of water cow the dust is flying and
buildings being erected. The city en-
gineer says that the work is no experi-
mernt. The large plant employed cost
$£0,000. The hydraulic dredge is simple
in its construction. A floated scow is
employed upon which the pumping ma-
chinery is located. A twenty-inch pipe
reaches down to the mud bottom, and
immediately at the end of the pipe a
wlkeel revol7es which cuts the mud np
and makes it possible to be suneked up
tkrough the pipe in a liquid state. From
the scow pipes are laid on floats to the
point where it is required for filling, and
through these pipes the mud is forced.
A few men are employed at the mouth,
where it empties, to rake the filling away
and place boards in position to .retain
the solid matter and allow the water io
flow away. Using a twenty-inch pipe, it is
pessible to suck up good sized stones.
The matter may be forced to almost any
distance through these pipes, 5,700 feet
of pipe having been uced.

Mayor Hayward says that he is thor
oughly convinced of the feasibility of the
scheme, The Puget Sound Bridge &
Dredging Co. were prepared to enter into
a contract at once for the filling of James
Bay. The cost, His Worship says, would
be well within that estimated by City
Engineer Topp some time ago.

The company would, & it i§ believed,
transfer thair plant across to Victoria,
and the work of filling would only occupy
a short time,

After inspecting the work of the hy-
draulic dradge, the cowrpany were shown
the fire boat, which was brought out for
their inspection. This boat throws four-
teen streams of water,

Taken to Moran Bros’. works they saw
the preparations which are being made
for the building of the battleship Golds-
borough., Never having undertaken a
work of such proportions before, a great
amount of preparatory work is necessary.
Piles are being driven close together, and
filled with concrete as a foundation for
the slip. All this work has to be put in
satiisfactory to the government. The
plan of the vessel laid out at full size
was shown *he Victorians. The delega-
tion was entertained in the office of the
Morans, when wine and speeches were in
order,

Following this the party lunched at the
Butler, after which tiiey were taken to
inspect the new work undertaken in con-
nection with the water works, An ex-
penditure of $1,125,000 has just been
mwade in mprovements in connection with
the water works. TUnder the new system
the wat>r supply is to be drawn from the
mountains 28 miles away. The main
used is a 44-inch one, £nd Engineer Topp
says they have a supply of water foar
times greater than is required for the
city at present. He was greatly inter-
ested in the system employed in provid-
ing water, ‘A Pelton Turbin which is
used utilizes the pressure to force
a part of the water tv the top of Quean
Ann’s hill, where a stand pipe is erected.
This supplies the higher portions of the
dity, giving. a force equal to the omiginal
pieesure,  The water used to run the
Turbin ‘wheel supplies the lower portions
of the city. ‘At this lower level a foun-
tain using a four-inch pipe throws a
stream of water 90 feet high.

The Victorians were taken on the
yvacht Siren for a twenty-mile run on
Lake Washington, and then . back . to
Butler’s for supper.

Each member of the delegation came
away with hiis own impressions of Seat-
tle. Mayor Hayward would like tosee
a lot of our residents visit Seattle for
the sake of the wakening up process
which it would afferd. City Clerk Dowler
would willingly waken them up, but does
not desire them to ‘adopt Seattle ways
with regard to Sunday observance. Ald.
Hall took a great‘interest in the parks,
and will no doubt have some suggestions
to make lin the way of improving Beacon
Hill park. 'All'were impressed with the
enterprise evidenced in Seattle, and
would willingly see Victoria take ‘some
lessons from her,

They also agree that nothing was want-

MADE A KILLING,

E. & N. Train ;(nocked a Deer Into
Eternity Last Evening.

The E. & N. Railway company have
laid themselves open to the rather seri-
ous charge of killing. deer”out of season.

the line about seventeen 'miles from ¢he

city, - The engine and train, were just
rounding a curve when a neble buck fool-
ishly stepped on the track, and before it
seemed to realize its danger its ghost
went loping to the happy hunting ground,
tLe engine-effecting the transition. The
engineer slowed down, and backed aip; a
search resulting in the discovery of the
dead deer alongside the track. An in-
quest was palpably unneeessary, for it
looked like a case of suicide on the part
of the unfortunate quadruped. It is not
yet definitely known whose table the ani-
mal will adorn after its evolution into a
tempting roast, although considering the
fact that the engine was unconsicously
responsible for its demise it would seem
that the eungine staff had first claim to
the remains. Even if it is out of seasun
there were few on that train who did not
contemplate the deceased buck with feel-

THE HATING ARRIVES,

New C. P. R. Skagway Liner Reaches
Port From Hongkong on
Sunday.

Steamer Hating, the new vessel.ac-
quired by the C. P. R. for the Skagway-
Victoria run, reached quarantine on
Sunday, and after undergoing inspection
and fumigation -proceeded ‘direct to “Van-
' couver, which, it is understood, is to be-
come her home port. She left Hongkong
on April 18th, and had an uneventful
voyage across the Pacific, bringing nei-
ther passengers or freight,

The steamer is a clipper craft, built
on yacht lines, with flush deck and cabin
accommodation chiefly below. She has
two masts, located well forward, one
funnel and straight bow. She has a
double set of triple expansion engines,
with three cylinders, 19, 30 and 50
inches respectively, with a  23-inch
stroke. There are two boilers of 160
pounds pressure to the square inch, and
an indicated horse-power of 1,400. The
gross tonnage is 1,394, and 765 net regis-
ter. Her dimensions are something like
the ' following: - Length, 250 feet; beam,
34, and depth of hold, 18 feet. g

The steamer, which was formerly
known as the Wo Ning, has previously
been referred to several times. She will
be operated in conjunction with the Isl-
ander on a schedule to be announced
later.

Vengeance

Aged Hunter of Quatsino Tribe
‘ Demands Blood For Son’s
i Death,

]

His Previous' Record in Connec-
tion With Decease of
Eldest Son

Information to hand from the northwest-
ern coast of this Island is to the effect that
the Indian tribes along Quatsino Sound are
very much excited over the death of a
young chief called Marqua about two weeks
ago. - Marqua’s father is a sealer, and sailed
{on the O. D. Rand. While lying in port,
; the captain of the schooner advised the
' young chief, who was ill, to come down to
, Victoria for treatmént, and finally per-

suaded him to do so.

The old man, however, was suspicious,
and notified the tribesmen that if anything
happened to. the young ruler during his
. absence he would exact blood for his life,
i according to the old pagan custom. On the
; return of the schooner the old man found
| that his fears had been verified, and that
i the young man had died. He is acting in
a peculiar manner, saying little, decorating
the grave of his son with fantastic figures,
and making exhaustive inquiries regarding

! the bov’s death.
I The young chief, it seems, had letters to
! the Marine hospital here, but he seems to
have failed to secure entrance there. He
| went instead to a shack in the city and
;Ihen to one of the doctors who gave him
| some medicine. His complaint was throat
| trouble, where care and nursing and lack
! of exposure were requisite for his restora-
tion to health.

Failing relief, ard feeling that he was
| doomed to death, Marqua started back for
| home along with another Indian. At Alert
i Bay his companion erected a tent for the

young chief, in which he Jay for some time
'in bad weather, the efforts to secure ad-
mittance to the hospital thare having been
doomed tn disappointmert. The faithful
| Indian and his wife carried the young chief
on to Fort Rupert, another twenty miles,
in a canoe, where he arrived soaked with
rain. He was eared for there by the nuans
for three days, when he died.

These are the  ecircumstances connected
!w'ith the death of Marqua, and naturally
they have aroused the resentment of his old
father, Kum-ne-ta, the significance of whose
name is “warrior’” in the Quatsino tongue.
His record is suchi that the Inhabitants
| bave little doubt that he will carry out his

threat, but their speculation is confined to
| the question of whether it will be red or
white blood which will have to be shed to
appease the wrath of the old aborigine.

The previous history of Kum-ne-ta in-
creases the apprehension felt in regard to
his future movements. Twelve years ago
| his eldest son was drewmed off a point at
Klaskeno while hunting sea lons. He fell
off the cliff to the water, and his bedy was
| never found. Omn that oceasion, even when
| the circumstances surrounding his death
; were less provocative, the old man register-
; ed the same vow and killed two natives
He held that the Klaskeno Indians were
| responsible for his son’s death, as they
| should have saved him.

He proceeded in the most deliberate man-

| ner. 'Taking two-ef-his tribe with him, he
I went down to Klaskeno, about a day’s rum.
| He knew that in a shack on a point a
: family was encamped, consisting of Peter,
J“ith his wife, son and grandson, a boy
}nu_med Leway, who figured in a murder
| case three years ago, old Peter being the
one who held up the constable at that
| time. .
Kum-ne-taa and his companions tore
| blankets int> strips, wet them, and wrap-
! ped these strips around the old Hudson's
| Bay ball-loaded@ muskets, -which they had
| with them. They then wet their own
| blankets and clothing, and approaching the
shack in which Peter and his family were
living told of being swamped in rounding a
point, and craved permission to dry them-
selves at the fire. Peter received them
hospitably, fed them with various kinds of
focd, and in other ways made them wel-
come. They then asked permission to dry
their guns. The permission was granted,
and the guns were brought up and the three
guests seated themselves on one side of the
fire opposite their host, and slowly unwound
the blankets from their firearms, with the
muzzles pointing across at their hosts.

Suddenly Kum-ne-ta stopped in the miidle
of his talk and said, ‘“My boy is gone and
1 must have blood.”” At the word ‘blcod,””
which was the signal, all three fired. Peter,
guickly appreciating the danger, leaped
just as the guns were discharged, the ball
entering the grovnd where ‘he had sat.
Peter rushed out through a hole in the
{ shack.

The old woman was shot dead and the
young woman wonnded severely. The
would-he murderers then rushed for their
canoes, while the' young woman rushed
after them pleading to be Kkilled outright.
As oid Kum-ne-ta reloaded his weapon, she
started an Indian sacred song, and as she
was ginging the old man fired again, killddng
her.

The son, Marqua, was known as Hapnpy
among the whites.

He thought pressure should be
brought to bear to establish one also at
Vietoria.

The Minister of Mines said he was
in communication at present with that
object in view. He stated in reply to
the leader of the opposition that never
had a complaint been heard against the
government assayer. There was at the
present time a large amount of business
done in the office.- The assistant re-
ferred to in the estimates had been for
vears in the office working gratituously.

Mr. Smith Curtis said he had been
struck with the accuracy of Mr. Car-
michael’s report upon the minerals of the
West Coast and he thought that officer
might be profitably employed to the ad-
vantage of the province in doing similar
work in other parts. He did not faver
the maintainence of an assay office.

Mr. Hawthornthwaite favored the as-
say office as affording a check to the ad-
vantage of the public. He thought that
an assay office could be with advantage
establiched in every mining district.

The item passed.

Upon the item of $120 as additional
salary for twelve months to 30th June,
1902, at $10, for the mining recorder at
Fort Steele, Mr. Martin and Mr. E. C.
Smith thought the officials at that point
were underpaid.

Incidentally, Mr. Houston and Mr.
Curtis championed the interests of their
respective districts,

Upon the question of Mr. B, C. Smith
as to a district mining recorder in the
Fort Steele district acting in that cap-
acity without remuneration, the Minister
of Mines answered that there was only
one case, and in that instance the re-
corder filled another office.

The Minister of Mines was glad to
see the leader of the epposition changing
his mind with regard to the cutting of
salaries.

D HOME-COMING.

Father and Son, After Fighting in South Africa,
Separated by Death.

A sad story is told of the home-coming
of one of the British. Columbia members
of Strathcona’s Horse. C. C. Harris,
formerly of “C” squadron of that body.

“The father and son then came across
the continent and sailed together to the
seat of war with a kindred zeal for ser-
vice. They rode to the front together
and fought side by side through many
engagements. The hand of fortune
seemed to favor them, for, although of-
tentimes exposed to the fire of the enemy
and subjected to the uncertainties of the
campaign, they went through without
a mack.

“But when about to embark for Eng-
land on the way homeward, the father
was stricken withe enteric fever. The
son had him placed aboard the transport
Lake Erie, and soon after putting out
to sea he rallied. But later in the voy-
age a relapse occurred, and when they
reached England the invalid soldier was
entered at Herbert hospital, Woolwich,
where shortly afterwards he died.

“The heart-broken son then turned
his face again towards the sea, He
arrived at Toronto and will-leave in a
few days for his home in the west, to
follow again the less uncertain pursuits
of peace.”

The mining of crude sulphur. from the
crater of Mount Makushim, an extiuct
volcano on Unalaska island, is, one of the
projects undertaken by John J. Habecker,
treasurer and general manager of the
Philadelphia Crude Ore Co., and his as-
sociates. News of the huge enterprise was
brought from the North by the steamer
Amur, which arrived yesterday evening.

It was on the summit of this moun-
tain that Dr. Chestnut, a prominent
¥liladelphia physician and well known
capitalist, died last summer, Mr, Ha-
becker brought his remains by the Ro-
apnoke to Seattle, whence they were ship-
ged tg his home, 3

At th2 time of Dr. Chestuht's death
parties were engaged in surveying ilhe
mountain to build a railroad to the sum-
wit, by which road the crude sulphur
was to be conveyed to tide water.

Dr., Moore, of Sitka, has made a re-
port on the smallpox outbreak in that
city.

“The first case was carried there on
January 20th from Saxman village below
Ketchikan, by a young Indian who came
to Sitka to be married. In the house in
which he stayed, three cases developed.
A public meeting was called and the sub-
jeet of quarantining the Indian settle-
ment was voted down, on a difference of
medical opinion as to whether the malady
was smallpox or not,

“The disease rapidly spread until 38
cases were reported, since which time a
partially effective quarantine has been
in force.

“There have been thirty cases in the
Presbyterian hospital, mostly children,
©On the island there have been about 50
cases. During the prevalence of the
disease there have been four deaths
among the Indians, doubtless due- to
eomplications of smallpox.

“Some 700 Indians were vaccinated at .

Bitka, but some took their canges and
got away. All the whites have been vac-
cinated and re-vaccinated, so there is no
probability of its spreading among them.
The only white affected, of whom I could
learn, is the janitor of the Greek church,
and he is recovering. :

“At Killisnoo there was nine cases in the
village and fifteen on the island. The In-
dians there realized the danger of the
infection and are enforcing a quarantine,
There have been six deaths there since
January. While we were there Dr. Leon-
hardt vaccinated 125 of them, all the
points he had. He told the chief that he
had not vaccine points enough for all,
and the men therefore stood back for the
women and children to be first treated.

“At present there are no cases at
Juneau, and the council has men sta-
tioned on the point to prevent any Ip-
dian coming in. Douglas is joining with
Juneau in this quarantine, st 7

“At Haines there were no cases of
smallpox, but Dr. Gibbons is vaccinat-
irg all the Indians there.”

A Dawson d'spatch, dated May 1st,
says: “A fire more disastrous than the
two other big conflagrations which have
visited this city this year occurred at
noon to-day and within an hour $70,000
worth of buildings and chattels were de-
stroyed. 'Bvery building from Gondolfo's
Point -at the convergence of First and
focond avenues, up te and including
Fairchild's  hotel, was burned to the
ground. A strong south wind made the
«fforts of firemen to subdue the flames
of little avail, and the work was con-
fined 1o saving stock from the burning
and threatened buildings, and in keeping
the fire from crossing the narrow street
mt the south end of the triangular block
in_ which it originated.

An ‘accident occurred on the Dodwell
steamer Glenogle at an early hour this
morning, which had it: happened at sea
would - have probably - resulted in the
ship’s total ioss. Just‘as the vessel was
lcaving the outer wharf her high pres-
sure cyclindir head blew off, creating a
gcreral sefne of wreck .in the engiue
100m ‘of the big freighter. Fortunately
no one was ih immediate proximity to the
explosion, and the steam pressure was at
about a4 minimum when the large steam
cap to the cylinder went skyward, and
ilie packing just below flew in all diree-
tions, sticking like putty to-the walls of
the enrgine room. :

THE LOUISE ACCIDENT.

Passengers and part of the crew of the
steamer Princess Louise, which, as stated
in Saturday’'s Times, struck a rcck off
Thormanby Island while proceeding
north on Friday night, have returned to
the city. They raached here by Satur-
day evening's train. Those who arrived
included Capt. John Irving and C. W.
Clifford, who were bound to Priucess
Royal; B. G. Tilton, E. A; Wadhams,
Robt. Woods, H. Keynton, of Manson
Creek, and daughter, Mrs. Wilson, - of
Alert Bay, Purser Moxon, and Maessrs,
Oliver and Burroughs, B

The Louise had in all 25 passengers.
Those who.did notventure on. the trip.to

Nanaimo,  decided on remainirg -withi a
number. of the crew with the  vessel,

spending the night ashore under canvas.
Those who followed Capt. Irving's boat
to Nanaimo made’ the passage on the
tug “Falecon, which had put to the as-
sistance of the Louise while on her way
to the logging camps. As soon as she
landed her passengers at Naznaimo she
returned to the scene of the mishap.
When she had 1éft'at nosn on Saturday
the Louise was being lightened as quick-
ly as possible of the 80 toms of tin plate
and the large quantity of miscellaneous
freight which she carried, s1d which
gave her a draught of something like
twelve and a half feet. The Louise was
bound for Marble Bay to land supplies
at the time of the accident, and the tide
was about flood. She struck on a small
reef, running off Bare Island and some
two hundred feet or more off Thormanby
Island. Nine feet of water is tc -be
found, it is said, over this ledge at high
tide, so that the Louise drawing twelve
feet easily fell a ‘prey to' it. Her en-
gines, however, had been icversed be-
fore the ship struck, it having been dis-
covered when it was just too late that
the vessel was on the wrong ecourse.
Capt. Sears, who'had charge 'of the
steamer, ‘'was below, and had not been
apprised of conditions in time to avert
disaster. The steamer’'s forefoot rah
well up on the lédge, and in the concus-
sion, whi¢ch awakened the passengers in
their bunks at ‘the tima.” considerable
damage wis sustdined. though no par-
ticular alarm was'created. As soon as
the C. P. N. Company was notified of
the Louise’s aceidént preparations were
at onee instituted to send ‘the Maude to
her assistance and to make the Queen
City ready te replice her on the trip.

WARSPITE RETURNS,

The flagship, of the North Pacific fleet,
H. M. S, Warspitey returnéd to her-heme
port again’'this morning after two months
and a half absence in Hawaaian and in
South American ‘waters.

The admiral and a party of officers em-
braced | the opportunity while the vessel
was in port here‘to visit Guatemala. On
the 22nd the sHip left this port and
reached Acapulco 'on the 25th.

‘On the 27th Acapulco was finally left,
and on thee 5th of April ‘San Diego was
reached. Omn the trip up‘the vessel put
into Magdalena B(ay on the 2nd, where
torpedo practice wWas oarried out for tea
hours,

On the 8th the'flagship left for Esqui~
malt, the trip up’ being remarkable ' for
nothing excepting thick fog and dirty
1. weather generally.

The Hearing
Resumed

Several Witnesses Examined in
the Macdonnell Case Proceed-
ings Last Evening,

After Which an Adjournment
Was Taken Until To-Night
—The Evidence.

(From- Friday’'s: Dally.)

The proceedings in the case of D. G.
Macdonnell, charged with misappropriat-
ing a sum of money due John Cox, were
resumed last evening. There was the
usnal large attendance,’ but with the
exception of one or twg legal tilts the
hearing was devoid of the spicy repartee
in which an audience. delights. . The
case is beginming to assume a scope as
wide as the late fire inquiry, but there
being a large number:of witnesses, it is

Mr. Justice of the Peace Peerson asked
that transcripts of the: evidence be fur{
nished thé court as soon as possible, in
order that when the hearing IS termin-
‘ated a decision may.be given without
delay.. This Mr. Duff promised should
be done, and in the meantime the pre-
s‘ding J. P.’s will meet the stenographer
when convenient, who will read poitions
of .the depositions to them from time to
tima. : fixi

Craving the court’s indulgence, Mr,
Mills desired  to correct an impression
which might have gone, abroad, through
a misconception of a'certain paragraph
in the evidence of John Cox, which ap-
pearad in the evening paper. . Counsel
pointed out that the, proceedings were
instituted not. for collection. of the
amount named . in the jinformation, but
for.the punishment of the person charg-

Mr. Pearson, dopre_c;‘;ted eriticism of
the reporters,.

She thought Mr. Mac-
donnell had deducted only $3,500 from
the $13,500, and had no knowledge that
the amount for interest was coming to
her.

To Mr. Duff, witness said®*she was
quite satisfied with her ‘business rela-
tions with Mr. Macdonnell. She knew
that the Gordon case was unsuccessfyl,
but that her case had been won by Mr.
Macdonnell, She remembered telling Mr.
Macdonnell when the case was taken be-
fore the Privy Council that she would
have beer satisfied with $10,000,- and he
could have all the remainder.

At this juncture Mr; Mills’s resonant
voice again cleft the atmosphere in an
objection. There was no necessity, he
explained, for Mr. Duff to make .a
speech in conducting the examination.

Continuing, witness said she signed a
paper exprassing her willihgress to-ace-
cept $£10,000, and Mr. Macdonnell could
have all the remainder.

The organization raised $1,050 for the
Patterson case by assessment, At the
first meeting Mr. Macdonnell was pre-
sent, and the amount of fee agreed upon
was $1,000 for the trial at. Vancouver,
$250 if he went to Ottawa and $1,000
if he took the case to the Privy (lounecil,
They had then raised by . assessment
$1,043 for Mr. Blake's fees, and $240
additional had been”sent. In the latter
part of January, 1899, some $300 had
been paid, and enother sum of $400,
when Mr. Macdomaell went to London.
Three hundred dollars wus sent to Mr.
Macdonnell in ‘London. An amount of
$45 had been kept hack from each'wward
to meet these legal obligations. :
The insurance company being relieved
of obligation of $20,000, whieh was car-
ried by the tramway company, 'witness
knew that: Mr. Macdonnoll received
$1,000.

After a series’ of questions regarding
Mr. Macdonnell's fees, counsel proceed-

ed to read the bill of costs 1o Mrs. Lang

with. charges in November, 1897, and

February, 1898. Witness knew mnothing

of these matters, or that Mrs, Lang was
charged $250 for her share of the fee in
the consultation of Dalton MecCarthy.

When Mr. Macdonnell returned from
England he told wiftness that he only re-
ceived the small fee of £15, a clerk’s fee,
and had not addressed the court, K Wit-

ness admitted believing it.

Witness was not familiar with items
for fees to outside individvals cherged
against  Mrs, Lang. ' There were a
pumber of claimants who settled’ = for
$£125,000. The city offered $120,000, and
Mr. Macdonnell agreed to accept $3,000
in leu of the $10,000 costs, in order to
make it $125,000. He then charged 10
per cent. on this amount, which, with
tho $5,000, mads his shany $17.500.

Last night's session of the .court in
the- hearing ot the Macdonnell, case was
taken up principally in the reading and
the idemtifying of voluminous - corres-
pondence between parties. . implicated
directed and indirectly in the trial, most
of which to the general publie would
possesses little interest.. Im fact the
proceedings were of the most tedious
character.

W. F. Fullerton, the secretary of the
association which had been formed for
the ‘management of the Point Ellice
bridge suits, who gave most of his evi-
‘| dence® at the previous’ gitting c¢f the
court, continued his evidence, and was
questionied -by Mr. Duff on certain en-
tries in his account book. He did not
remember of having had any discussion
with Mr, Macdonnell relative to fees
prior to the Patferson case, éxcept as
to the comparative costs of bringing the
casa into -court ‘in Victoria ‘and else-
where. When further cross-examined by
Mr. Duff he stated that the Gordon
case had been lost and the Patterson
case won, when Mr. Mills imterfered in
the Lang case. It had been arranged to
take the Patterson case into the English
courts at a meeting on November 17th,
1896. Macdonnell refunded ai' the
moneys from this trial to the association
and these were distributed, bui Mrs.

Mr. Duff then .read correspondence
addressed to Macdonnell, and which wit-
ness admitted, to show that Mr. Mills
was feeling sore over not being retained
in the Lang case. Another letter from
Fullerton to- Cox mentioned that Mr.
Wilmot had given evidence at thée cor-
oner's inquest stating that Cox had told
him that the bridge was not dangerous.
Witness did not remember having- writ-
ten a letter stating that legal advice had
been obtained as to what evidence Cox
should give.

Pofore the Patterson. eas> the as-
sociation had' raised  some¢thing like
$1,000 for disbursement.

He
sent to London to Mr. Macdonnell in
October, 1898, $§743, and altogether about
$3,000.  This was all refunded, but a
portien was heid out:of their pockets,
amounting to $45 apieee.

ABompeting Line Submits Terms
Upen Which It Will
Baild Road.

¥ Text of the Letter-Accompanying
" the Proposed Contract With
Governwent.

The following letter was sent by the
promoters of the V., V. & E. to the gov-
ernment in transmitting to them the con-
tract which they were prepared to en-
ter into for the construction of the Coast-
Koonenay line. It is as follaws:

Victorla, B. C., May 4th, 1901.
Ite Coast-Kootenay Road.

Sir:—Adverting to the interview which
Mr. Sutherland and the writer had with
ihe executive this morning, and to the sug-
gestion that the views which we then ver-
bally expressed should be reduced to writ-
4ng, ave have the honor to present the fol-
fowing for your consideration, and to sug-
gest that certain cherges should be made
in the subsidy bill before it reaches its
fina: stage in the House.

First, the amendment proposed to sub-
section (¢) has not gone far enougl: to re-
morve certain legal impediments which
svould be in the way of a company charter-
ed by the Dominion, if such company en-
ders into a contract with rhe loeal govern-
ment uvnder the act in question. Before
proceeding to discuss that point, we veature
40 suggest that as long as the four per cent.
is paid the company should be free froiwa
any other form of taxation.

“The principal objection to the section as
it stands is, that the percentage is made
a Srst charge on the gross earnings of the
road. A reference to the Dominion act
shows that it is impossible for a ‘company
ivcorporated by the Federal authority to
create such a charge by contract. The in-
terpretation ‘clause of the Dominion Rail-
svay Act defines ‘“‘working expenditure’ in
the following words:

“The expression ‘working expenditure’
means and includes all expenses of main-
tenance of the railway, and of the stations,
buildings, works and conveniences belong-
ing thereto, and of the rolling and other
stock and movable piant used in the work-
fng thereof, and also all such tolls, rents or
anpnpal sums as are paid in respeet of pro-
perty leased to or held by the company,
apart from the rent of any leased line, or
in respect of the hire of engines, carriages,
or wagons let to the company; also all rent
charges or interest on the purchase money
of lands belongipg to the company, pur-
chased but not paid for, or not fully pald
fer; and also all expenses of or incidentals
to working the railway, and the traffic
thereon, inclvding stores and consumable
articles; also rates, taxes, ipsurance and |
coinpensation for accidents or, logses; also
all salaries and wages of persons employed
in and about the working of the railway
and traffic; and all office and management
expenses, including directors’ fees, agency, !
legal and other like expenses; and generally |

~tles prescribed under the act, and second,
to the working expenditure of the railway |
as previously defined, :

Section 95 then provides that, with these
exceptions, “the bonds, debentures or other
securities hereby authorized to be issued
#hall be taken and considered to be a first
preferential claim and charge upon the |
company and the franchise, undertaking,
tolls and income, rents and revenues, and !
real and personal property thereof at any :
time required.” !

it needs no argument to show that with '
these statutory provisions governing its
undertaking, a Dominion company cannot
eanter into a contract with a local authority
that the four per ceut. referred to shall be
a first charge upon the gross earnings of
the company. We suggest that in order to
render the plan feasible at all, the clause

should be amended so that the amount re- |

ferred to should be a first charge upon the
earnings only after providing for working
expenditure and fixed charges.

Apart from this consideration altogether
the section is unworkable. You must be
aware that it is practically impessible to
sell anything but first mortgage bonds on
a rallway. If the charge is retained as at
present in the act, bonds could not be
disted as first mortgage securities, and are
therefore unsalable.

Sub-section (e): The subject of local con-
trol of rates on a Dominion rallway has
been very fully discussed in the arguments
before the railway committee-at Ottawa
anpon the bill to ratify the bargain made
by the Mainland government. The opinion
of the very best legal authority in Canada
has been obtained, and it is without ques-
tion that under our constitution a loecal
government cannot in any way acquire ab-
solute control of freight and passenger
rates on a Dominion railway. If, there-
fore, our company should enter into the
contract referred to in the aet, and should
then apply to the Dominion for a subsidy,
the Federal authority would find them-
selves unable to assist us on the ground
that we had contracted ourselves away
from their control. If, notwithstanding this,
the Dominfon goverr ment should grant us
the subsidy, we would then by the opera-
*ion of law come under their contrel as to
freight and passenger rates, while the local
govervinent could refuse the subsidy on
the ground that we had broken our con-
tract with the provincial executive.

If it is thought advisable to have some
provision respecting rates in the act, the
only way in which it could constitutionally
be inserted, we submit, is to amend the
section and provide that the cowmpany may
from iime to time enter into a contract
with the government as to passenger and
freight charges in British Columbia, but
that such contract should not be biading
wpon the company until it is appreved by
the Dominion. y

Sub-section (f): We call your attention
also to the fact that this provision cannot
be assented to Ly a Dominion company.
Having a charter from the Federal anthor-
ity they could not agree to sell their uader-
taking without the consent of the Dominion
pariiament,

Section 12.—We venture to suggest that
the proyigion for submitting econtraets to
tye approval of the Lieutemant-Governor
In eouncil is unworkable.

the bonding powers to which we have pre-
vipusly referred. g

The section’ as drawn compels the com-
pany to do their-work by contraet and ten-
der.  The conflicts with section 324 of the

Dominion Railway Act, which, while pro- |

viding for public advertisement and tender
in case a contract is let for ednstruction,
nevertheless allows the company, if it is
more profitable for them, to build their rail-
way by day’'s work, the provisions being
that ‘“the company shall not be compelled
to accept any such tender.”

With regard to plans and specifications,
the Dominion Railway Act requires that
they should be filad and approved. We
will, in auy event, be compelled to build
according to Dominion specifications. If
the preseat clause is insisted upon, it Is
possible to conceive of a case in which
there might be a difference of opinion Dbe-
tween the two governments, in which case
the company would be unable to proceed.
They would be compelled to obey the Do-
minion authority, but in doing so they
would commit a breach of their contract
with the provineial government, and could
only finish their road at the peril of losing
their subsidy in the province, since it wonld
be impossible for them tc open their under-
taking for traffic until the plans and speci-
fications had been approvead and the road
inspected and passed by the Dominion
officials. !

Clause 13. We submit that this cliuse
also should be considered. It applies the
provisions of the British Columbia Railyway
Act to all roads subsidized. Any rallivay,
bowever, which is incorporated by the Do-
minion necessarily comes under the provi-
sions of the Dominion Railway Act. An
exception should be made as to roads which
have been, or shall be declared works for
the general advantage of Canada.

With reference to sub-section (b) of sec-
tion 10, and section 18, we suggest that an
alternative scheme might be arranged as an
amendment to section 9. We understand
that the government wishes to avold the
necessity of floating a loan prior to the
date mentioned in section 18. It is, how-
eyver, a matter of considerable importance
that assistance should be given to the
financial operations of the company under-
taking the construction of the road as the
work progresses.

Section 9 might be amended so as to pro-
vide that, if the company elect to take in-
seribed stock or debentures instead of cash,
these securities may be issued from time
to time as twenty-mile sections are com-
pleted, and delivered to the company at the
then current price, on condition that such
securities shall not be offered for sale to
the public until the period mentioned in sec-
tion 18. If at that time the market price
be such that on sale they would not net a
sum equal to $4,000 a mile for the con-
structed road then the government should
make up the difference. By this means the
chject of the government would be attain-
ed, and the company would be materially

use them as collateral security, aud thus
ghtain advapges which would materially as-
sist i3 figancing the project.

granted. by this act shall be cancelled
and forfzited: Provided always that the
Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council shall not
cancel the said contract without good

In consideratign of the conditions here-
inbefore stated thé government shall
grant to the company for each mile of
said railway the sum of four thousand
dollars ($4,000) in cash, payable when
and so soon as the said railway has been
completed and in running order, and
after ‘the same has heen approved and
inspected by the proper officials in that
behalf, and the bond of the company, or
other security or guarantee satisfactory
to- the Lieutenant-Governor-in-Council,
has been given for the maintenance and
operation of such railway:

appropriating to its undertaking the
benus provided in said Public Works
Leoan Act, 1901.

Passed

Special Meeting of City Council
Held to Consider the An-
nual Accounts.

Barbers’ Sunday Closing By-Law
Carried—Other By-Laws
Read First Time.

A special meeting of the city council
was held last evening to consider the
estimates and three different by-laws.

Speciications for the paving of Gov-
ernment street, as preparcd by City Fn-
gineer Topp, were read by City Clerk
Dowler, giving details as to how it was
proposed to carry on the work. Discus-
sion followed on the specifications sub-
mitted, and on motion of Ald, Stewart
they were received and laid on the table
for further consideration.

Ald. Yates reported having had an in-
terview with ex-Mayor Redfern in refer-
ence to the removal of the wires on Gov-
ernment stoeet, end he told him that six
wires were all that was necessary for
the use of the electric light. Mr. Red-
fern had told him that if pressure had
been brought to bear against the tram-
way company the company might be in-
duc¢ed to place their wires underground.
Since his interview with Mr. Redfern
he had a talk with the city electrician
and another gentleman, and they told
him that they were ascertaining the cost
of laying the wires underground in San
I"rancisco, and the information when
obtained wowld be given the ccuncil.

A committee was then appointed, com-
posed of Aldermen Brydon, Stewart and
Cooley, to consider the matter of laying
the wires underground and report back
to the council.

Ald. Yates’s motion for leave to in-
troduce a by-law for the reclamation of
the James Bay mud flats came up next,
Leave was granted, and the by-law went
through its first reading, to be read a
second time next Monday evening.

Ald. Yates's motion for leave to in-
troduce a by-law for the raising of $30,-
000 for the building of a new high
school took a similar course, :

The council’ afterwards wemt into com-
mittee, of the whole, with the mayor in
tho chair, to consider the second read-
ing 'of ‘the Revenue By-law. In going
over the estimates Ald. Yates advocated
strongly for a patrol wagon,
for the purpose to be taken from the
fire department, where thera is now a
spare animal. Oceasions arose when
police were required in different parts
of the city at one time, as for instance
only a few days ago a case arose where
sailors. were creating a disturbance on
Government street, while at th> same
time a row was taking placeé at Grant’s
wharf, and police were needed in either
placa, If a patrol wagon was secured
it would not be necessary for an increase
in the force, Otherwise the chief re-
presented to him that two extra nren
would be mneeded.

The mayor also thought that a patrgl
wagon would ba a wvaluable acquisition
to the police department.

Ald. Cameron was opposed to the idea,
as he said it would be mecessary that
some allowance be made for mainten-
ance, as also for a driver. If the affairs
of the police department were to be
gone into he would have something to
say. He was not in favor of the system
under which the department was now
managed, as ' - liclieved that the force
could be wo:ld as are the firemen, on
the ezll system.

A vote was taken on the matter as
crystalized in a motion of Ald. Yates for
the patrol wagon, and was defeated by
vote of the mayor, Aldermen Stewart,
Yates, Williams and Hall favoring it.

The city estimates were then taken
up. Under the heading of street light-
ing," Ald. Cameron took objection to the
inarease of ‘$10,000.

Ald. Brydon explained that in view of
the improvement to the plant a consider-
able saving would be effected. The vote
of $20,000 for street lighting was, how-
ver, finally approved. The next item
discussed was that of the annual grant
to the Jubileer hospital, - which now
amounts to $4,000, and which Ald. Yates
wanted to have raised to $5,000. The
increase was agreed to, and the commit-
tee adopting other items rose and re-
ported the by-iaw complete with amend-
ments, - - The
third time .and passed.

Ald. Yates drew attention 'to thé& fact
that the tenders for the. construction of
a new government house would lapse in
June mext, and that therefore the ecity
appropriation would be cancelled after
that date unless renewed and allowance
made for the amount.

Tha only other business before the
council was the Barbers’ Sunday Closing
By-law, which was read a second and
third time and passed.

A meeting of the finance committee
was held yesterday afternoon in the
committee rooms, city hall, for the pur-
pose of transacting business in connec-
tion with the coming Victoria Day cele-
bration.

Price, . Dallain, Cuthbert, Russel and

Smith.

Mr. Cuthbert pointed out that the
meeting had been called for the purpose
of granting some appropriations which
were absolutely necessary for the for-
warding of the preparations for the cele-
bration.
