"The M.W. Grand Master delivered the following address
to the assembled brethren :

To ¢
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ADDRESS.

To the M. W, the Grand Lodge of Canada, assembled in Annual
Communication at St Catharines, 9th July, 1862,

BrETHREN : ;

Once again we are permitted by the G. A.O,T.U. to
assemble together. Another Year has followed its predecessors,
and we are still the recipients of His mercies and blessings,—still .
suffered to exchange the friendly grasp,—to mingle in social .
intercourse, and see each other’s olg familiar faces. The fiat was
not issued to call us away, and it behoves each and all of yg to be
thankful and watchful, for the future is a sealed book, and not one
can even guess how suddenly the dread summons, that cannot be
evaded, may reach him. [ am led to address you thus seriously,
and to warn you, in the beautiful language of Freemasonry, « o
perform your allotted tasks while it is yet day,”—because though
wesare here, death has been reaping hig annual harvest, and many
honored and valued members of the great human family have
departed, leaving behind them only their memory and virtues,—
high-born anfl lowly—poor and wealthy—from each and all the
last penalty will inevitably be/exacted, and we can call only the
present fleeting moment our own,

Our Most Gracious Sovereign—our Queen,—our widowed
Queen, is even now howed by natural grief, for the death of Her
hearest and dearest friend—her husband,—one  for whose
untimely loss the entire empire unites in mourning ;—one whose
domestic and public virtues had endeared him as well to every
british subject, as to all who had the privilege or honor of
knowing him, or became in any way subject to his kind, amiable
and benignant influence. We have the affecting declaration of our
sorrowing Queen, that none knew how thoroughly good wag’ the
illustrious Prince the nation had lost. But her subjects, while i
grieving with, have increased cause to Jove Her, who, forgetful of
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her own sorrow, even at the time when it must have been the most
poignant, identified herself with the widows of those humbler, hard
working miners, who had been cut off by a terrible visitation,—
and in her own misery remembered and soothed theirs, Daughter
and NViece of Masons! well may the Fraternity be proud of her
affinity to them, and gloriously does she, our loved and Sovereign
Lady, add refulgence to our order, one of whose grand principles
is “relief” to suffering fellow creatures! Soon will another of
her children leave 'her protection, but with her full and free
approval.  One of those children, of whom we are all so proud,
and who cannot fail to carry about with them the impress of the
womanly virtues of their august mother, as well as the manly ones
of their deeply lamented father !

Need I'say more save to suggest that Grand Lodge do honor to
itself, by offering a respectful message of condolence (mingled
with sincere congratulation on the coming happy disposal of the
hand of her child) to the exalted and admirable, /but sorrowing
woman, who is the pride of her willing subjects, atd rules them
with the sceptre of goodness and affection,

And let us look also at home, brethren! Here we miss our
much respected and oldest member, the M. W, Brother Thomas
Gibbs Ridout, Past Grand Master of Canada! Who is there, who
remembets not his kind face and familiar honest greeting,
ofttimes roughly uttered to cover a feeling, generous - spirit,
crippled and debarred from accomplishing its wishes ! Who
cannot call to mind his devotedness to Freemasonry, and how
readily, cheerfully, and constantly he met its varied claims' upon
his time, his attention, and his means ! Many have had experience
of his kindness—I know that I have, ' Here again Grand Lodge
has the opportunity of condoling with the sorrowing widow and
surviving relatives—and those who have sorrowed will bear ready
testimony, to the exceeding great power of sympathy, even if that
along is necessary to be offered.

Having thus perfocrmed what I deemed my first, though
melancholy duty, [ will now proceed with those general topies in
which you are interested. ~Our order in Canada pursues its course
of quiet, unobtrusive usefulness and progression. Its members
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continue to increase, although only three Lodges have been added
to our Roll during the past year. To two [ granted Dispensations,
which it remains for Grand Lodge to confirm by Warrants, if it
seems meet to it so to do, Both petitions came to me properly
and constitutionally recommended. They are as follows, viz :—

“Burns” Lodge, Wyoming, c, W, and « Irving” Lodge,
Lucan, C. W,

I signed a warrant of affiliation in favor of « Clarenceville »
Lodge, Clarenceville, C: E.,, the members surrendering their
English Warrant, for the express purpose of affiliating with Canada,

The number of Lodges now on our Roll, is 155 ; but of these a
fow have made no returns, and Grand Lodge will perhaps find it
necessary to take action/thereon, The Grand Secretary will
furnish all nhecessary information on tHis head, and the reports of
the respective District Deputy Grand lasters, will reveal to you
more fully the condition of the Craft throughout the Province, |
have been called upon to make numerous decisiohs on constitutional,
as well as minor points of difficulty, referred tor , Which are for the
most part, recorded in my letter-book, open for perusal by Grand
Lodge and its Boards and Committees, not only as regards
decisions, but all other subjects to which my attention has been
needed during the past year. I cannot, however, refrain from here
saying, that several Masters of Lodges have shewn culpable
carelessness in conducting the “ballot” fop initiates, and have
permitted any but a proper Masonic feeling to militate against the
admission of men, known to be of honorable and irreproachable
character, They cannot be too particular in preserving the purity
of the ballot, and where (asI know has been done, although
informally mentioned to me) members have forgotten themselves
8o far as to declare beforehand that, because the Proceedings of
their Lodge have sometimes run counter to their individual wig
they will black-ball any or a
the Master’s bounden duty is
of his privileges, and report hi
of \Constitutiuns, looks upon any violation of the secrecy and
sanctity of the ballot, as so flagrant an offence, that for g first, the
punishment is to be severe Masonic censure, and for the second,
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expulsion. There is no middle penalty laid down.. The ablest
Masonic writers, have ever declared in forcible language, that the
Mastef is invested with power, that he may promote the
happiness and prosperity of his Lodge. Harmony therein, is of
paramount importance, and the comfort of the whole. must not be
permitted to be jeopardized, by the misconduct of one member,
The Master of a Lodge must not allow its discipline to be infringed,
its purity to be encroached upon, or irregularities to prevail which
may bring it into disrepute. On him, therefore, rests a heavy
responsibility, and it is incumbent on every brother to bear in
mind, that ‘the book of Constitutions wisely enacts, that “ the
majority of the members present at any Lodge duly summoned,
have an undoubted right to regulate their own proceedings,” and
that he is bound to ;abide by that law, and cheerfully submit to
his brethren, entering no protest, unless he may consider the laws
and usages of the Craft to be violated, and therefore intends to
complain or appeal to a higher Masonic authority.

The Board of General Purposes will make its Report. It has
been inaugurated, and the R. W. Deputy Grand Master has been
zealous and kind enough to assume, on its commencement, the
responsible office of President. The formation of this Board
renders it necessary to make many alterations in the Book, of
Constitutions., The former Committees are, of course, superseded
by it.

The Asylum Committee will likewise, I apprehend, report
progress ; but our aspirations and hopes, in relation to this noble
and necessary work, have been a good deal * nipped in the bud”
by theserious and lamentable condition of affairsin the neighboring
States, which you are all aware have affected Canada.

The Committee appointed to carry out the express wishes of
Grand Lodge in regard to the well.-merited Testimonial to be
bestowed on my worthy predecessor, M. W. Brother W. M.
Wilson, will, I trust, be able to render a satisfactory report to you,
I'directed the Grand Secretary to send a circular to the respective
District Deputy Grand Masters, and the R. W. Deputy Grand
Master, Chairman of the Testimonial Committee, did the same
tllxing, requesting information as to the result of ‘their labors in
their several districts,
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I cannot forbear mentioning some additional it&ms, and leaving
their consideration to the wisdom of Grand Lodge. They suggest
themselves forcibly to me, and consequently I conceive | am

Asregards « oreign Correspondence ” I have very little to say,
This is principally in the hands of the Board of General Purposes,
or of that most able and zealous officer, the Grand Secretary.—
With such, of the Grand Lodges of the United States as we can
reach, we are on terms of most friendly intercourse, and their good
feeling towards us is evinced in many ways; but the lamented

civil war still raging there, cuts us off from communication with
our Southern Brethren,

I regret to state that the Grand Lodges of England and Ireland
still insist upon the good standing of those Lodges hailing under
them, which you have declared to be irfegular, after much earnest
consideration. For a gecond time I was asked to hold your
decision in abeyance, but not feeling justified in so doing, because
impressed with the perfect justness of our proceedings, I issued an
edict forbidding communication with those Lodges. As, however, |
the: Representatives of those two Grand Bodies stated that further
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evidence was forthcoming, which might have the effect of inducing
a reversal of your decision, I promised out of courtesy and amity,
to allude to this unfortunate difficulty, with a view to its serious
re-consideration and settlement, provided Grand Lodge thought
proper to revive the matter.

I sincerely, regret that the minutes of the proceedings of the
Grand Lodge of England, including those of the Colonial Board,
are douched in an unjust and unfriendly spirit, and accuses this
Grand Body of studious hostility and aggression. I have
repudiated any such feeling in plain straightforward words, and these,
with other remarks I made, I will read for the information of Grand
Lodge, as also what I deem objectionable on the part of the Grand
Lodge of England. I request the indulgence ‘of the Brethren,
while I thus ocoupy . their time. [Correspondence &sc., &c., read.]

Thus this vexed question now stands, and thus I leave it in
your hands,

And now brethren, I would, in conclusion, bespeak your serious
attention as loyal subjects, and Freemasons of mo insignificant
numbers, to the unhappy and unnatural war, still devastating the
neighboring country, and causing bloodshed, misery, and the
cutting asunder of the very closest ties of consanguinity and
friendship.  You all must remember, how nearly this country was
recently involved in the convulsion, and who can forsee what is to
happen! It is our duty as fellow-men, and our privilege as
brethren, to pray and hope for peace, and a return to its normal
condition, of that powerful Republic, between whom and us theré
is only an imaginary geographical line of separation. But whatever
the womb of futurity may bring forth, (if peace, so much the
greater reason for gratitude to the G. A. O. T. U,) remember, that
the defence of their Institutions, their homes, and their altars, against
Foreign attacks, is o duty incumbent on the inhabitants of this
Province. 1 quote the language of the Representative of our
Sovereign to the Parliament of this Province. Cast your eyes
southward on Mexico,—contemplate what is popularly termed the
old world, and think how small a spark would fire the combustibles
there stored. Then, having the signs of the times before you,
while earnestly: desiring for the sake of suffering humanity, that
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the storm' will be stilled by that Power, who'can alone say with
authority, “ Peace! Be still ! "—read, and study the fourth
chapter of Nehemiah in our first Great Light, and ponder at the
same time as Freemasons, on th symbolic significance of the
“ Sword and Trowel.” While we look steadily and fearlessly in
the face probabilities and dangers, still happily ata distance,
and which may not approach nearer, while we determine to perform
our duty if our country is menaced, let us never forget, brethren,
that the tie of Freemasonry,—the Mystic Tie~has acted as a
curb on human passions, has alleviated the miseries of warfare, and
that, as well in turmoil as in tranquility, we are all bound to
acknowlege a Brother’s claim, no matter what his country, when
preferred in difficulty, danger or  distress.”

May the G. A. O. T. U. spare us all again to assemble in peace,

and may He grant this fine Province increasing prosperity and
years of tranquility.

Before
the festival of St. John the Evangelist, however, it pleased the
Supreme Ruler of all things, to remove from us all cause of alarm,
and may God in his great mercy, grant that it may so long
continue, that by neither forgign or civil war may our beautiful
country be devastated.

My first visit was made to “Beaver ” Lodge, No. 83, Strathroy

I found this Lodge in good working order, following the work of
Grand Lodge.

I also visited “ Vietoria” Lodge, Sarnia, shortly afterwards.
This Lodge also follows the Canada work, and is in a highly
prosperous state. It gave me great pleasure to observe that the
minute-books of both these Lodges, 'were exceedingly well kept, in
the form adopted by Grand Lodge, at its last regular meeting.

REPORT.

To the M.W. the Grand Master, Oficers and Brethren of
the Grand Lodge of Canada, in Grand Lodge assembled,

M.W. Sz & BrErHREN,—In conformity with the requirements
of the Constitution, I beg leave to submit the following Report
upon the state of F' reemasonry in the Hamilton district .

[0 health prevented my entering upon the discharge of my
official duties until the month of December last, since when my
professional duties have so occupied my time as to prevent my
visiting all the Lodges in my distriet.  This regret exceedingly,
not that I imagine that those Lodges required any supervision,
but I considered it a mater of duty to have visited them all,
the discharge of which duty I have no doubt would have been a
source of much pleasure to myself,

Iam hapk)y to be able to say that harmony and brotherly love
are the chief ornaments in nearly all the Lodges that I have
visited, as an instance of which I may refer to the true Masonic
spirit which prevails, and which, [ believe, has prevailed amongst
the brethren of the city of Hamilton, where a number of Lodges
are occupying the same room, with its furniture, ‘working tools,
&c., nothing but a true Masonic spirit, coupled with much
forbearance on the part of all the brethren, could have Pprevented
collision and ¢onsequent unpleasantness, With equal propriety
I may refer also to the Lodges in St. Catharines, The brethren
everywhere are silently and earnestly at work, with, as far as |
could judge, but one cause for complaint, and that is, that they
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are, more or less, in the dark as to what really constitutes the
Canadian work. - I have uniformly encouraged the brethren to
hope  (now that the arrangements consequent upon the union of
the Canadian Craft are happily completed) that the M.W. Grand
Master would be pleased to cause the work to be thoroughly
exemplified, before the close of the present session of Grand Lodge,
believing it to be, as I do, the most important business before it.
While a great dissimilarity is apparent in the working of the
different Lodges, a much greater anxiety exists thap formerly in
the minds of the brethren to practice the correct work, while all
seemed proud of the position, and satisfied with the government
of the Canadian Grand Lodge, and willing to make any sacrifice
to conform to its regulations, 4

In my official tour, I had prepared no Masonic lectures to deliver
to the several Lodges, but I went resolved to witness their work,
to examine into the state of their finances generally, and their
liabilities to Grand Lodge in particular, and also the manner in
which their Register, Minute and other Books, were kept. I
found all the Lodges that I visited in a perfectly solvent condition,
and with one or two exceptions, (and those of a trifling character)
free from debt, and with a fund in the Treasury. All seem
to be looking closely to the state of their finances, selection of
material, &c,

On the 24th of December last, I granted a Dispensation to
“8t. George’s ” and “ Maple Leaf ” Lodges, of St. Catharines, to
enable them on the Festival of St. John the Evangelist, to
consecrate and dedicate their new and beautiful Lodge-room, which
has been fitted up at the joint expense of the two Lodges, and
which refleots the highest credit upon all concerned in its
completion. On the day following, I received a telegram from
the R.W. Grarid Secretary, informing me that it was the command
of the M.W. Grand Master, that in consequence of the death of
His Royal Highness the Prince Consort, all Masonic demonstra-
tions; at the approaching Festival of St. John the Evangelist,
should be of a private nature or postponed. I immediately
communicated with the brethren of St. Catharines, and was
informed in reply that the ceremony had been postponed until July,
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and that interesting pleasure has accordingly been reserved for the
M.W. Grand Master and this Grand Lodge. - On the Festival of
St. John the Evangelist, I installed the W.M. and assis)ted in the
investiture of the other ‘officers of « Iyy » Lodge, Smithville,

On the 28th of February, I received a circular from R.W. B,
Simpson, Deputy Grand Master, calling my attention to g
resolution of Grand Lodge,passed at its last regular Communication,
at London, relative to a testimonial to be presented to M. W, Past
Grand Master Wilson, and on the 17th of the following month, I
issued to the W.M.’s of all the Lodges in my district the following
cireylar : \

“ GRIMSBY, March 17th, 1862,
“W. SIR AND BROTHER,

*“I am in receipt of a circular issued by the R.W. Deputy Grand Master, as
Chairman ofa Committee appointed by Grand Lodge, to Pprocure a Testimonial
to be presented to M. W, Brother W. M, Wilson, Past Grand Master, in which
he desires me to comply with the termg of the subjoined resolution, passed by
Grand Lodge. I have, therefore, to call your attention to the same, and to
request that whaiever amount your Lodge may feel disposed to give towards
that object, may be immediately forwarded o the Grand Treasurer, and that
you will notify me of the same.

I regret to say that only six Lodges in my district have
responded to this call, viz.: “Unjon” Lodge, Grimsby, «St,
George’s” and “ Maple Leaf” Lodges, St, Catharines, each five
dollars, “ Barton” and “St. John’s” Lodges, Hanmilton, each ten
dollars, and “Strict Observance” Lodge, Hamilton, twenty
dollars, which sums have been transmitted to the Grand Treasurer,
I'much regret that the response hasnot been more unanimous, but
Iam thoroughly convinced that it has been due purely to neglect, *
and not to any intended disrespect, ¥

On the 22nd of June, it afforded me much pleasure in complying
with the request of the W.M., officers and brethren of « St.
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Andrew’s” Lodge, Caledonia, to grant them a Dispensation to
wear their Masonic, clothing while attending divine service, and
otherwise celebrating the Festival of St. John the Baptist.

Upon that Festival I reinstalled the W.M., of “Union ? Lodge,
Grimsby, and assisted in the investiture ‘of the other officers,

And I'would here beg to thank the officers and brethren not
only of the Lodges I have visited, but also the brethren in and out
of the district generally, for the cordial and fraternal receptions I
have uniformly received from them. The kind consideration of

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NEW LODGES.

No new Lodges have been created within this district during
the past year, nor have any of the twenty-three previously existing

been suspended.. In such a district, I think it very desirable that.

the extension of Masonry should within due limits, .be confined to
existing, rather than to the multiplication of Lodges, which latter,
unless very carefully governed may sometimes be calculated to
weaken the Craft by a division of effort, and possibly by a local
disturbance of Masonic harmo/){y.

In the Report of my pred/ecessor, reference was made to the
inaction of “ Rehoboam " Lédge, No. 65, Toronto, but a hope was
expressed, that by a transfer of the Warrant, that Lodge might be
restored to eﬂ‘icienc)z. I regret to say that this hope has not been
realized, and as notﬁin;g has since been done to re-establish the
Lodge in due efficiency, I have felt it my duty to withdraw the
Warrant, and now return it to Grand Lodge.

MASONIC DIFFERENCES.

The attention of Grand Lodge has already been directed by the
Reports of my predecessors, (R. W. Brothers Richardson, 185960,
and Harman, 1860-61,) to the differences unhappily existing
between “ Western Light” Lodge, No. 18, Bolton, and ¢ True
Blue” Lodge, No. 98, Albion, It is unnecessary that I should
enter in any detail, into the causes or particulars of these
differences, as they have already been very clearly stated and
discussed in the Reports referred to, whilst the official documents
in the possession of the R. W. the Grand Secretary, very fully
illustrate them.

I have conceived it my duty to make personal enquiry into the
matter, and have exercised my influence, I regret to say without
success, towards an amicable adjustment, in the spirit of the
suggestions made by my predecessor in his Report of 1861,

I would also suggest that duplicates of the semi-annual returns
from Lodges, now sent to the Grand Secretary, should in future

I have to record the death of R.W, Brother George Cunningham,
the first Master of “ Corinthian ” Lodge, Peterborough, and a past
Senior Grand Warden of the late Provincial Grand Lodge of
Upper Canada.

At its last. Annual Communication, Grand Lodge directed a
sum of $58 90cts. to be paid to “ Miner’s ” Lodge, Galena, lllinois,
claimed to be due from ¢ Jerusalem ” Lodge, Bowmanville. The
Grand Treasurer accordingly paid the money, and went to
“ Jerusalem ” Lodge to reimburse Grand Lodge. ‘The answer to
his application not being deemed satisfactory, I received your
commands, thrlough the Grand Secretary, to investigate the matter,
which I have done.

The facts, so far as they affect the question of the liability of
¢ Jerusalem ” Lodge, appear to be these. On 24th October, 1859,
the Secretary of “ Miner’s ” Lodge wrote to the Secretary of
“Jerusalem” Lodge asking whether one James T. Bailey, then lying
sick of typhoid fever, at Galena, (of which he subsequently died)
was & member of “Jerusalem ” Lodge, if so if he still held
connection with it and was in good standing. On the 29th of the
same month, Br. Squair, the Secretary of ¢ Jerusalem ” Lodge,
without special authority, wrote thus in reply :— Br. Bailey is a
member of our Lodge here, and has been so for a long time, he
has had no certificate, nor has he withdrawn from our Lodge. As
to his standing, he is fully good. There has been no charge
bronght against him of any kind whatever,” adding, “I write this
upon my own responsibility, as we do not meet for some time yet
—as soon as we do, I will lay the matter before the Lodge.”’—
Brother Squair, never communicated the contents of this reply to
his Lodge or to his brethren, At this time “ Jerusalem ” Lodge
was under suspension, by direction of Grand Lodge, in consequence
of its Master having neglected to answer some letters from my
predecessor. Br. Bailey’s name does not appear to have been
included in the returns sent to Grand Secretary on 24th June,
1859, although I canpot find from the records of the Lodge, that he
was ever excluded. [ On the death of Br. Bailey, “Mi
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forwarded to “ Jerusalem * Lodge a memorandum of the expe}lses
incurred in connection with his illness and funeral, asking ‘re-
payment. -On 7th March, 1860, it was resolved by “ Jerusalem »
Lodge, on motion, seconded by Br. Squair,  that this Lodge is of
opinion that from the fact of Br. Bailey not having been in good
standing with the Craft here, very/ largely in arrears for a
considerable time previous to his ha&ing left, and having from
misconduct forfeited any claim upon thjs Lodge, the expenses in
connection with his funeral does not faizly fall upon this Lodge.”
How Br. Squair came to second this motion under all the
ciroumstances of which he was aware, although his brethren were
not, does not appear, I was unable to see him on the subject,—
This. was the first intimation that « Miner’s ” Lodge had of the
complaints against brother Bailey. On receipt of this resolution,
“ Miner’s” Lodge complained to the Grand Master of Illinois,
who forwarded the papers to the Grand Master of Canada, “ to
take such action in the business as to him might seem right and
proper "—hence the resolution of Grand Lodge directing payment
to which I have adverted, (See proceedings of 1861, page 207.)

“Jerusalem ” Lodge has now only a few paying members, and
is mot, I understand, in a position to re-imburse Grand Lodge the
money ‘advanced.  What, under all the circumstances attendin
this unpleasant case, ought to be now doue, [ leave to Grand Lodge
to decide,

PRINCE EDWARD DISTRICT.

To the :Most Worshipful Grand Lodge
of Ancient Free and Accepted Masons of Canada.

It was; undoubtedly, intended by the Grand Lodge of Canads, in
requiring Distriot Deputy Grand Masters to makean annual'report,
as to the position of the Craft in ‘their ‘respeotive distriots;that
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' only such matters should be mentioned in the Report as requires
the action of the Grand Body, and I am pleased to addthat my
report will be necﬁlssanly brief, as not having anything of such
nature to mention tfiérein. I have but to state that the prosperity
of the Craft in the Prince Edward District, in the year just expired,
remains unabated.

The fact of no new Lodges being added to the number mentioned
in the last session of the Grand Body, seems to be a matter of
congratulation than of regret; in a small district as that of the
Prince Edward, it is better that afew Lodges should work well and
prosperously than that many should be established only to languish
and decay ; I look, however, with much satisfaction to the fact
that the thirteen Lodges in this district have made not only a
large but healthy and valuable addition to the district at large.

During the recess I have visited as many Lodges within the
district as the nature of my private avocations would permit. 1
have installed the officers of the “Prince of Wales” Lodge, to
whom a charter was granted at the last Annual Communication ;
and, judging from the character of those presiding over that Lodge,
I have no hesitation in saying that it will take a high Masonic
stand amongst the Lodges of the district.

REPORT.

To the M. W. the Grand Master,
and the Grand Lodge of Canada.

I have the honor, in accordance with constitutional requirement,
to present Grand Lodge with a brief statement of the condition of
Freemasonry in the District of Montreal.

The Lodges in this district, under the jurisdiction of the Grand
Lodge of Canada, are five in number; four of which, viz :—Lodge
of “ Antiquity,” “St. George’s,” No. 19, “Zetland,” No. 21, and
“Montreal Kilwinning,” No. 124, are located in the City of Montreal,
the fifth, “ Hoyle ” Lodge, No. 60, at LaColle, a village about forty
miles distant.

It has been my privilege, at various times during the year, to
visit each of these Lodges in my official capacity, and it affords me
great gratification to be able to say, that I found them all in a
very satisfactory condition. The officers are, for the most part,
zealous and efficient in the discharge of their duties ; the
membership generally, are regular in their attendance, and take a
deep interest in the welfare of the institution. In some Lodges
the additions to the membership have been fewer than the
average of previous years, whilst in others a marked improvement
in this respect has taken place, particular attention I am given to
understand, having been paid to the character and fitness of
candidates for initiation. In all the Lodges, there exists an earnest
desire on the part of the brethren, to obtain a fuller knowledge of
the principles, usages and customs of our excellent institution, the
attainment of which, it is to be hoped, will lead them to exemplify
in their intercourse with mankind, the benign influences of those
precepts, which are constantly inculcated upon the members of
our fraternity.

The utmost harmony continues to prevail amongst us. In only

The so-called “S§t. George’s” and “St, Lawrence,” (irregular
Lodges in the City of Montreal, working under extinet English
Warrants, in reference to which Grand Lodge took decisive action at

the last two Annual Comm unications,) still continue their operations,
and in so doing receive the countenance and protection of the Grand
Lodge of England, notwithstanding the action of this Grand Lodge

in reference to them, and the formal edict issued by the M. W,
Grand Master.

The “8t, Paul’s” Lodge, No. 514, Register of England, and the .
“ Elgin”? Lodge, No. 848, Register of Scotland,—the only regular
Lodges in the district noz under our jurisdiction, continue in close
fraternal fellowship with the brethren of those spurious Lodges, the
effect of which is to deprive our brethren of the pleasure of visiting
them, and the interchange of other fraternal courtesies, so desirable
between members of different Lodges. They entertain the highest
respect for the brethren of both ¢ S, Paul’s” and ¢ Elgin” Lodges,
and regret exceedingly that difficulties intervene to prevent the
cultivation of a closer and more intimate relationship, [n regard
to the propriety of our members visiting those Lodges, I muy be
permitted to say, that whenever the question has been put to me,
I baye held the opinion, that it would be equally a Masonic offence
to visit regular Lodges, knowing that members of those clandestine

institutions were present, as to visit directly the irregular Lodges
themselves,

In order to shew the state of feeling which exists in some
quarters, in reference to our relations with those Lodges, I consider
it my duty to mention to Grand Lodge a circumstance which took
Place near the close of the last Masonic year. Tt has. been
customary for the Lodges in the City of Montreal to celebrate the
festival of St. John the Evangelist, and with a view to facilitate
the sending of deputations to exchange fraternal greetings, it g
usual for the officers elect of the various Lodges, to. notify each
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other of the time and place where their respective celebrations are
proposed to be held. A few days previous to last St, John’s day, I
received a visit from the immediate P.M. of “ St. Paul’s ”” Lodge,
who informed me that he had been deputed to communicate with me
in regaid to the subject of delegations on the approaching festival.
He stated that, at a meeting of the Past Masters of * St. Paul’s ”
LodZe, this question was considered, and the conclusion arrived at,
was, that in view of the difficulties which existed in regard to the
“8t. George’s” and “St. Lawrence” Lodges, it would not be
expedient for the * St. Paul’s” Lodge to send the usual deputations
to the Canadian Lodges, unless those Lodges would consent to
receive deputations from the “St. George’s ” and “St. Lawrence,”
and intimated that in the event of our refusing to doso, the brethren
of “St. Paul’s’y would be under the painful necessity of declining to
receive our delegations. He requested me also, as D.D.G.M. to
convey this decision to the Masters of the Lodges under my
jurisdiction.

After expressing my surprise at the object of his visit, [ replied
that I could not recognize the authority of a Board of Past Masters
to interfere in any such matter ;—that the important question
which formed the ground of difficulty, must be and no
doubt would be arranged between the Grand Lodges of England
and Canada;—that in my opinion, neither a Board of Past
Masters, nor a private Lodge possessed the right to prohibit
intercourse with the brethren of other jurisdictions, so long as
friendly relations existed between their respective Grand Lodges ;

—that the Grand Lodge of Canada had expressly forbidden all
intercourse.or communication between its members and those

clandestine Lodges, and that therefore we could not hesitate a
moment in refusing to receive deputations from them, as we had
already done on a similar occasion two years ago.

Igave him to understand that as D.D.G.M. I could not comply
with the request to communicate to the Masters of our Lodges,
the resolution of the Past Masters of “St. Paul’s” Lodge, and that
as Master elect of “ St. George's,” No. 19, it would be my duty on

Badgley would
give back the said * Zetland ” Warrant, if a sufficient number of
brethren were to petition for it, and a form of memorial to that
effect, was enclosed for him to sign. The documentby some means
came into the possession of R.. W. Bro. E. Morris, through whom
it came under my notice.

I have thought it proper to bring this matter before Grand
Lodge, that if deemed necessary, some action may be taken to
prevent in future, such proceedings within the jurisdiction. I have
always understood, that at the time of the recognition of the Grand
Lodge of Canada, by that of England, the office of Provincial Grand
Master was abolished in . every district throughout the Province,
except that of Quebec, and if this be the case, it; is perfectly clear
that the brethren who formally held commissions as Provincial
Grand Masters in Canada, no longer possess authority to exercise
official Masonic functions, while I submit that they certainly never

had the power to revive Warrants, which had become extinct by
being surrendered.

The frequent meetings of Grand Lodge, at points so inaccessible,
comparatively speaking, to brethren from Lower Canada, is a source
of grievance in that section of the country. With a view to
remedy this, I venture most respectfully to submit to Grand Lodge,
the propriety of fixing the places of meeting alternately at Toronto
and Montreal, or at any other place or places that may be found

To the M.W. the Grand Lodge
of 4. F. and A, M. of Canada.

In compliance with the regulations of Grand Lodge, I have the
honor to submit the following report of Masonic proceedings, in
the Quebec District, during the past year :

It affords me much pleasure to be enabled to state that all the

Lodges under your jurisdiction, in this district, are in a flourishing .

condition, and working harmoniously, in proof, of which I may
mention that the regular meetings of the several Lodges have

!
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been regularly and punctually held, and well attended, and that
no subject of Masonic complaint has, in any instance, been officially
brought before me, during the past year,

In the fmonth of December last, I granted Dispensations to the
several Lodges in this district, enabling them to celebrate the
Anniversary of the Festival of St. John the Evangelist, by 'a
Masonic Ball, but which I was subsequently compelled to revoke,
in virtue of an order of the Most Worshipful the Grand Master,
prohibiting any Masonic celebration on the occasion of the festival
in question, in consequence of the deep affliction with which our
beloved Sovereign, and the British Empire generally, had been
visited, by the deeply lamented and almost sudden death of Hig
Royal Highness the Prince Consort; and I am happy to say that,
although nearly all the arrangements in connection with the Ball
had been, in the interval, almost completed, and consequently
considerable expense incurred, that the deep feeling of sympathy
entertained by the brethren for the sad and irreparable bereavement
which our Most Gracious Sovereign had sustained, was such that
the disappointment occasioned by the revecation of the Dispensa-
tion to participate in the festivity alluded to, was cheerfully borne,
while there was but one expression of feeling—that of heart-folt
sorrow for the cause which had led to it,

I will briefly allude to the transactions of each of the Lodges
under my control, in their order of seniority ;—

midst of Death. Amongst the bereavements chronicled since oiir
last Annual Meeting are two, eminently worthy a place in the
records of Masonty. By one a nation was Plunged into the most
profound grief; indeed it may be said that, throughout the world
wherever the fame of England’s Queen had reached, true and
deep-felt sympathy was expressed for the Royal Widow, and for the
fatherless children, No expression of sorrow for the national loss
—No tribute to the worth of the deceased Prince Consort could be
offered by the Board in terms more Just than those so eloquently
employed by the M.W. Grand Master., The Board recommend
that a respectful address of condolence to our beloved Queen be
Prepared by a Committee to be appointed for that purpose by the
Grand Master, and that the same' be transmitted through 'His
Excellency the Governor General, The Craft in Canada will deem
this to be the duty of Grand Lodge, on the occasion of it first
meeting, after the death' of Prince Albert, not only as expressive
of that grief shared in common with all Her Majesty’s‘subjects,
but peculiarly befitting Masons, who recognise in their Queen 'the
daughter of a Grand Master and the niece of the illustrious Dyke
ofSussex, who for thany years was Grand Master of Englatid!
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‘We have also had in this country to mourn for one beloved by
all who knew him—one whose name was as “ a household word ”
throughout the Lodges in Canada. In this instance, as in that of
the illustrious Prince Consort, were the Board to select words to
give expression to the sense of public worth and private virtues in
which the late M. W. P.G.M. Ridout was held, they would
appropriate for that purpose the language of the Grand Master
when alluding to this afllictive dispensation. The extensive
circulation of that fitting tribute to the worth of our late M. W.
Brother Ridout will be hailed with satisfaction throughout the Craft.
It willincite the brethren to cherish the virtues, to emulate the public
spirit, and to keep in grateful remembrance the beflefits conferred
upon Masonry by the late M.W. P.G.M. Ridout, whose conduct,
steps and intenfions demonstrated invariably that, with him, the
square, the level and the plumb-rule were not unmeaning symbols.

To the widow of M.W.P.G.M. Ridout, the Board recommend
the tender, by Grand Lodge, of sincere condolence in such matiner
as may to the MW, the Grand Master appear the most appropriate,

and, as a further evidence of the desire of Grand Lodge to testify
the high sense in which the Masons of Canada hold the memory of
M.W. Brother Ridout, the Board recommend that the Grand
Master request Mrs. Ridout to allow Grand Lodge to charge itself
with the annual expense for education at Upper Canada College,
of one of her sons,

The Board learn with much satisfaction that  the Order pursues
its course of quiet, unobtrusive usefulness and progression,” nor
do they see any cause for discouragement in the fact of three Lodges
only having been added to our roll during the past year.

The Board strongly recommend the most jealous care being
observed in dealing with applications for new Lodges. In cities
and towns the number should in no instance be increased while
existing Lodges are not inconveniently full; nor in the rural
distriots should a Dispensation be granted till the most conclusive
proof be furnished of the want of a Lodge, by reason of excessive
distance from an established Lodge, and of the reasonable prospect
of accessions without solicitation. The Board are of opinion that

. the best interests of Masonry are more likely to be injuriously
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affected through a large increase of members and an unnecessary
multiplication of Lodges than otherwise, [t cannot be too strongly
enforced that the spread of true Masonio principles is the business
of Masonry rather than lfhe‘obmining influence through numbers,
There is an evil in the multiplication of Lodges beyond their
necessity. Debt is created beyond the ability of those originating
such to discharge. Persons are in such cases not unfrequently
sought to join, in order that through their fees such liability may
be discharged. There are instances in which the pecuniary
difficulties of Lodges have made Masonry a by-word among the
uninitiated. The functions of a city Lodge are at the present
suspended for the reason that the Warrant was seized for rent,.
The Board are of opinion that were it made obligatory on the part
of applicants for Dispensations to deposit the amount necessary for
the comfortable fitting-up of Lodge-rooms, a far more healthy
condition would exist,

In reference to dormant Lodges, the Board recommend that
the Grand Secretary summon such before Grand Lodge at its next
session to shew cause why their Warrants respectively should not
be finally withdrawn.

As regards the flagrant violation of the Ballot, to which the
M.W. the Grand Master alludes, little need be said. In every
case of the kind the breach of law should be promptly followed
with the punishment preseribed by the Constitution,

The amendments rendered lecessary to the Book of Constitution,
especially in consequence df the creation of the © Board of General
Purposes,” will be reported during this session.

The Special Committee, to whom was referred the subject of the
intended Masonic Asylum, will report during this session.

The Board are nnable, under present circumstances and pending
the construction of the Masonic Asylum, to discover any better
plan for the distribution of benevolent aid to deserying - objects
than that generally adopted by subordinate Lodges, through their
“ Benevolent Committees,” except in very special cases with which
Grand Lodge can conveniently deal, L]

The Board regard the suggestion of prominent places of Grand
8
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Lodge meeting as being eminently worthy the attention of Grand
Lodge; but of too much importance to be dealt with until sufficient
time elapse for consideration by subordinate Lodges.

The Board join with the M.W. the Grand Master in the hope
that the Committee of Grand Lodge to whom, at last session, was
referred the whole subject of a testimonial to M. W. P. G. M.
Wilson, with power to procure and present the same, may be
enabled to do so during the present session.

The Board rejoice to hear that the most friendly feeling continues
to exist between this Grand Lodge and those Grand Lodges of the
United States, with which correspondence can be maintained in the
present unhappy condition of that country.

The Board sincerely regret that serious difficulties continue to
exist between the Grand Lodges of England and Ireland and this

Grand Lodge. The Board see no just ground for disturbing the
action already had by this Grand Lodge; and, therefore, fully

sustain the course already taken by the M.W. the Grand Mauster ;
at the same time, the Board can see no objection to the reception
and consideration of any further evidence in the power of
either Grand Lodge to submit to this Grand Lodge, and will hail
with lively satisfaction the production of any evidence which will
have the effect of restoring those amicable relations so much desired
by this Grand Lodge with the Grand Lodges of England and
Ireland.

MASONIC ASYLUM REPORT.

The Masonic Asylum Committee beg leave to report that the
sum of one thousand dollars has been collected from the Lodges

and a further sum of five hundred dollars has been guaranteed to
be paid as the work progresses,

Although your Committee are disappointed in the amount of
returns made up to this time, yet, they look confidently to
ultimate success, as they are assured that the subject has not been
generally taken up; and also that the difficulties in the Upited
States, which have unhappily disturbed the trade of this Province
have also affected temporarily the subscriptions to this most
interesting and noble object,

Your Committee also learn that the friends of the city of Toronto,
and of the towns of Cobourg and Galt, are prepared with offers
of sites for the Asylum, with other inducements to locate the same
at one of these places ; but as no time has beer limited at which
these offers should be made, your Committee are of opinion that
all localities interested shoyld make known their respective offers
to the Board of General Purposes, under sealed cover, directed to
the Grand Secretary, on or before the first of January next, such
offers to be marked outside “ Offers for Masonic Asylum,” after
which date no offers should be received. Your Committee further
recommend that the Board of General Purposes should then open
these offers with due regard to the interests of all, and should

REPORT.

The subject of the granting of Dispensations being frequently
referred to in the various reports of the D.D.G. Masters, has engaged
the anxious consideration. of the Board, and to avoid future
misapprehension, the Board has endeavored to define clearly the
duties of the D.D.G. Masters in these most important, and often
indiscreetly exercised powers. - !
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The Board is cognizant also, that these irregularities have not
escaped the 'M,W. the G. M., who has been pleased to issue a
general caution on the subject. The Board regrets that this
caution has been commented upon by some of the D.D.G.Masters as
well approvingly as otherwise, inasmuch as such comments are at
all times unbecoming, more especially so, when reflecting upon the
discretion of the M. W, G.M. under circumstances when the caution
seems to have been most opportune.

In order therefore to make clear certain questions which arise
upon the reports of the D. D. G. Masters, the Board is of
opinion :—

That there is no power given to D. D. G. Masters to grant
Dispensations to enable a man to be made a Mason in abrogation
of the terms of the Constitution, requiring residence one year
within the jurisdiction of the Lodge to which he seeks- admission.

That it is not desirable that D. D.G. Masters should have power
to grant a Dispensation to confer a degree on any brother at a less
interval than one month from his receiving a previous degree,
such power being reserved to the Grand Master only, and to his
Deputy in his absence.

That the power to grant a Dispensation for a W. M. to serve a
Lodge as such for more than two years, is in the Grand Master
only, or in that of his Deputy in his absence, (which dispensing
power it is expected will be granted only in cases of real
necessity).

And the Board further recommends, that for all Dispensations
hereafter applied for, a fee of not less than five dollars shall be
paid if granted, which shall be paid into the funds of Grand Lodge.

“ Of Proposing Members,”—The Board takes the opportunity of

declaring that which- has been previously enunciated by Grand.

MODE OF .KEEPING ACCOUNTS.

The Board have resolved to cause the system which hag
hitherto obtained of keeping the books of account to be
changed. The advantages to be effected are ag fol]ows':

Ist, In lieu of open accounts, or of closing or balancing accounts
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at indefinite periods, it is intended to have all accounts balanced
on the 30th'June, and 27th December.
