I trust
your lordghip will appreciate my feeling
in thia mattey. Nothing less strong coala
have induced me to abandon what seems’
to b the mosp certain means by which I
oounid obtaln pedvess. ¢

**{ had seen the paper which ysur lord-
saip sent to me before it came to me from
the j alace. The sourrilous, unsavory,
qad vulgar words whigh it contained did
pot matter to me much. I havg lived long
enough to know that, let a man's own
garments bo agyclean as they may. be he
cannot hope to. walk through the world
withont rubbing againat those who are
dirty. It was only when those words
came to me fpom your lordship,—when
I found that the exppessions which I had
read in that paper were thosg to which
your Jordship had before alluded, ge being
oriticigmps on my conduct in the megro-
politan ppesg—criticisms so grave as to
make your lordship think it necessary to
admonish me respegting them,—it was
only then I say, that I gonsidered them to
be worihy of my notice. When your lord-
ship, in admonishing me. fuund it necss-
sary bo pefer me to the metrdpolitan press,
and to caution me to Icok to my conduct
becauso the metropolitan press had ex-
pressed its dissatisfaction, it was, I submit
it you, natural for me to agk you where I
shounld find that criticism whigh had so
strongly affected your lordship’s jpdg-
ment. There are perhaps half a score af
newspapers published in London whose
animadversions I, as a clergyman, might
have reagon to pegpeot—even if 1 did not
fear them. Was I not justified In think-
ing that at lgast soma two oy thres of these
had dealt with my sonduct, when your
lordship held the metropolitan press in
terrorom over my hgad? I applied toyowe
lordship for the name of these newspapers,
and your lordship, when pregseq for a reply
sent to me—that copy of ‘Evasyhody’s
Business.’

“I ask your lopdship to ask yourself
whether, so far, I haye overstated any-
thing. Did not that psper cgine to me as
the only sample you were able to scnd me
of criticism made on my condyet in the
metronolitan press? No doubt my conduct
was handled theye In very severs torms
No doubt the insinuations, if trge.—or if
of such kind as to bs worthy of credis with
your lordship, whether true op false,—
were very severe, plain.spoken and dam-
ning. Tho language was so abominable,
so vulgar, so nauseous, that I will not
trust myyself toirepeat it. Your lordship,
probably, when sending me one copy, kept
another Now, I must ask your Jordship,
—and I must beg of your lordship for a
reply, —whether the periodical itself has
such a character as to justify your lordship
in fognding a ocomplaint against a clorgy-
man o it8 nnproved statements; and alrc,
whether the fgcps of the case, as they are
known toryou, wepe not such as to make
your lordship wel] gwape that the insinua-
tions were false. Betore thgse rihald
words were printed, your lordship had
heavd all the facts of the cage from my
own lips. Your lordship had known me
and my obaracter for, I think, a dozen
years. You know the charaoter that I bear
among others as a clergyman, a school-
mastar, ang a genileman. You have been
aware how graag fe the {riendship I have
felt for the unforapate gentleman whose
career is 18 question, and for she lgdy who
bears his ngme When you read those
allominable words, did they induce yoar
loedship to believe that I had been guilty
of the {nexpressible treachery of making
love to the poor lady whose misfortnnes 1
was endepvouring (o relieve, and of
doing so almost in my wife's presence?

#] defy you to bave believed them.
Men sre various, and their minds work in
differsns ways,—but the snme causes will
produce (he same effects. Yon bhave
thought it possible shat I should bave
done as I was agnysed, [ should hold a
man to be no less than mad who could so
have helieved, knowing as much as your
Jordship knew. Then how am I o recon-
cile to 1ay idea of youe lordship’s charac-
ter the faot that you should have sent me
that paper? What s I o think of the
process going on in your fordship’s mind
when your lordship could have hrought
yousssif to use a narrative which yon have
knowa to be false, made in a newspaper
which yon knew to be scurrilous, as the
ground for & solpmn admonition to a
elergyman of my agc arg standing? You
weste to me, as is evident from the tone
and context of your lordship's letter, be
cause you found that the metropolitan
press had denounced my conduet. And
this was the proof you sent to me that such
had been the oase! i

E<¢1t occurred £0 me at once that. as the

‘paper in question had vilglyslandgreod me,
1 could redress myself by am action of
law, and that ] could prove the magnitude
of the evil done ms by showing the geave
importance which your lordship had at-
tached to the words, In this way I could
have forced an answer from youe lopdship
to the questions which I now put to you
Ybur lordship would haye been required
to state on oath whethsy yypn believed
those insinuations or not; and it so, why
you believed them. On grounds which I

a:l, or soma ourt note from his chaplain
in whach it would be ®xplained that the
t@10 of the letter precluded the Bishop
from answering it. What should he <o
then? 1t was not he thought, improbable,
that the curt note from the chaplain weuld
bo all that he might roceive. He let the
letter lic by him for foar-and-twenty hours
after he had composew. it, and then deter-
‘mined that not to send it would he coward-
4" ly=~~He sent it, and then ocoupicd himself
for an hour or two in meditating the sort
of letter he would write to the Bishop
when that curt reply had come from the
chaplain,

That further lettar must be one which
must make all amicable intercourse be-
tween bim and the Bishop impossible.
Anl it must be so written as. te be fit to
meet the public eye if he shou'g be ever
driven by the Bishop’s conduct to put it
in print A great wrong had been done
him;—a great wrong! The Bishop had
been induced by 6 influences which
should have had no power over him to use
+ his episcopal rod and to smite him,~—him,
Dr. Wortle! He would certainly shoyw the
Bishop that he should have considered be-
forehand whom he was about to smite.
“Amo in the cool of the evening!"” And
that given as an expression of opinion
from the metropolitan press in general!

1 pm, howeves, veady to pdmit
that the ciroumstancoes of rhe page were
unusual, and 1 can understand that you
should have felt the matter severely.
Under these circamstances, I trust that
the affair may naw be allowed to- rest
without breach of those Lind feelings
which have hitherto existed between us.

had the Bishop written in that severely
affectionate and episcopal style? He had
intended it an as an admonition, and’'the
qxouse was false. So thought the Doctor,
and comprieed all his criticism in the one
epithet given above, After that he put
the letter away, and determined to think
no more about it.

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A Few Comparisons.

The Northuraberland News appears
to be easily mo¥ed to tears over the
condition it pretends to believe the
country is in because of its public debt.
The trouble with it is that it accepts as
political gospel whatever it eees in
other Grit papers of Ontario and Que-
bec, neafly” all of which—like Sir
Richard Cartwright—seem to find a
melancholy satisfaction in preaching
from the text of Canadian desolation.
The News says :—

‘A THOUSAND DOLLARS AN HOUR ”

“Under the above head the London Ad-
vertiser furnishes its readers with the
following brief but suggestive statcment
of the debt of Cauada and the amount that
she hard-working taxpayers of the counutry,
who find it difficult to make both ends
meet, have to contribute to meet the inter-
est. If after reading it the. electors do mot
consider that this country needs a change of
ministry at Ottawa, and it is their impers-
tive daty if they are in favor of honest
government, to assist in torning the
boodlers ont, we have formed a wrong esti-
mate of the temper of the Cansdian people.”

The News proceeds to reproduce
some figures from the Advertiser, the
principal object of which is to show
that Canada pays interest on its debt
at the rate »f $1,000 an hour. Well,
what if it does? Before we come to
the same conclusion the News jumnped
at it would be well - 1o consider how
Canada compares with- other ‘countries
in the magterof debt and taxation and,
alsn, whether the party who would
come in if we “‘tarned the boodlers
out,” are not, from & debt-contracting
point of view, the worse of the two.

A country’s debt is « heavy or light
burden, as may. be determined by its
ability to carry it, and that, in turn,
depends upon the debt’s amount, per
head of population and the value of the
population as creators of wealth. Grit
papers may repudiate the ides, -but we
believe Canadians are not inferior, in
this latter respect, to the average of
other civilised peoples. If they are
not, and if they do not owe more per
head than others, or in fict, owe less,
it follows that the cry of blue ruin and
“turn the boodlers out” because we
have a debt, is a cheap and childish
way of endeavoring to .create political
oapiful. ! .

Adopting thisag a fair argnmentative
basis we give a little list of countries
having public debts, showing, in round
numbers, what they amount to by the
per capita test, which is the only true
one. Some of them pay incerest not
ouly at-the rate of $1,000 an hour but
$10,000!

The foregoing are British colonies, or
dependencies. Great Britain—which
is our highest and best model —has a
public debt of $84 per head; France
owes $§155 per head, while Austro-
Huogary, Belgiam, Greece, Itsly, The
Netherlands, Spain, Portugal, Egypt,
and other countries of the old world
owe far more per head of their popula-
tion than we do. The same is trne of
Argentina, Peru and Uraguay . in
South America. Why then should
Canada, which owes less per head than
any one of all these countries—be rep-
resented by a ocertain class of its own
papers as on the verge of ruin. /

Another fair consideration in connec-
tion with the public debt is public tax-
atlon—that is, what the people are
called upon to pay per head into the
public revenue. Let us see how we
stand ic Canada in comparson with
some other British countries in this
vegard.

tracted for railways, canals, piers, and
other works necessary to build up the
country and equip it for carrying on its
business and maintainingits commercial
advantages, and those who go aboutr
whining over the fact that we have a
debt, instead of considering and giving
our public men of both parties cvedit
for the great results which have been
achieved through the expenditure of
the money borrowed, are worse than
childish. It is this whining over a
deplorable condition ot the ocountry,
which does not exist, but is the con.
stant burden of the Laurier-Cartwright
ory, simply because they think the
people will be indaced to believe in it
and vote them into power, that has
disgnsved the best Liberals of the
country, and led them to leave the Grits
in the political slough of despond they
have created for themselves, Well-
informed Canadians knew that their
country is amongst the most pros.
perous and best governed in the world,
the proof of which iz sufficiently far-
nished in the fact that Canada’s credit
never stood better in the great finan-
gial centres of Europe than it does at
the present time and that its secur-
ities are sought at as loWa rate of
interest® as those of the most favored
borrowers. - The News will, there-
fore, brirg itself more in line with
the people of New Brunswick if it will
engage in some better occupation than
that of reproducing and approving of
the jeremiads of the London Advertiser
and bther papers of its class. We should
study the condition of the country for
ourselves, and not be so ready as the
News is to accept and endorse the
political clap-trap sent down to us from
the Ontario and Quebec Grit propag-
anda which orginated the unrestricted
reciprocity policy in 1891 and has re-
placed it with that of calamity howling
in 1896.

-Prohibition in Politics.

The prohibition convention held hers
last Thursday was remarkable neither
for numbess nor enthusiasm. Owing
to the scant notice given, many sound
temperance men were not present, and
some who were present were voted
downin endeavoring to obtain seme
broader ground of political action than
the narrow pathway along which the
few extremists love to tread.

1t is nnfortunate that mcvements of |
this nature which have for their object
the betterment of mankind, should tall
into the hands of a set of men whase
political and moral horizon'has been so
narrowed by early prejudices and
limited contact with life and its practi-
cal conditions and sympathies, that
there is no room for those who might
make the organizations a power for
good. :

The great danger threatening the
gtate to-duy is political impurity. It
is the duty of every good citizen to do
all in his power to lessen this evil.
Rum and money are considered and em-
ployed as necessary factors in every
election contest. This state of affairs
is not approved of by the majority, but
there being no organized opposition to
the debauching of the electorate of the
country, the majority stand as. passive
spectators, while an orginizsd and
aggressive minority take charge of the
constituencies and nanipulate the
elections to suit themselves.

Why does this state of . affairs exist ¢
Why do rot our prohibitory alliances
step in and stop it? Do not the elec-
tors who are opposed to this state of
affuirs  largely outnumber those who
perpetnate it ¢ - They certainly do ; but
the difficulty is not far to seek. The
few extremists who manage to get
charge of temperance work lay down
sach & narrow platform that only a
swmall minority of the altra-puritanical
can stand upon it. And the ultra-puri-
taaical are invariably, as in the days
of yore, the ultra-tyrannical. Anyone
who cannot subscribe to their articles
of faith is promptly read out of the
work. ~Consequently, men of* influence
are debarred from taking an active
part in temperance work and the cause
is lef in the hands of a few .who do
little save talk and pass resolutiouns.

An instance of the narrowness above
mentionad may here be citel.—When
“the plan of political action” was being
Lol soion by . % :
aroge over the wordiug of the lirst section
which was that “‘there is no question in
politics 80 vital to the moral and finan-
c’'al prosper.ty of Canada as the pro-
hibition of the lquor traffic.” Two
or three delegatés thought the word-
ing should be changed and that
the section should read that there wes no
moral or political question of. more im-
portauce than prohibition. These gentle-
men very justly urged that there were
other questions of as much importance as
this one, and that it was unjust to those
of broader views to make the platform =0
narrow that only the extremists could
subscribe to it. After a lengthy dis-
cussion only tive delegates out of the
fourteen attending voted nay to the
wording of the section.

A few men of narrow, extremist views
have formulated the plan of political
action, of which the above is a sample
section, and they are cslling upon all
temperance people to join the Alliance
and thus bind themseclves to suppoit and
defend their platform, which is to be
the eonstitution of the organization. Any
one who will venture to critizise this
constitution, or who fails to subscribe to
it will be looked upon with euspicion, or
promptly scheduled as an enemy of the
cause by the illogical and shortsighted
reformers who displayed such a lack of
politic:l sagacity at last Thursday’s con-
vention.

IN MEMORIAN.

Rev. John Samuel Knight died at the
Hotel DisuChatham a few minutes after
midnight on Thureday morning last.

Father Knight was born on the 15th
Sept. 1864, at Bathurst, N. B., where s

rents resided before removing to Chat-

am. At Chatham he was a bright pupil
of the Christian Brothers while they had
charge of St. Michael’s College. In 1883
he was sent by the Bishop to the Urban
College of the Pmp:s»n a, Rome, whare
he became endeared to all, both pro-
fessors and students, by his genial, kind
qualities of heart, and his clear head.

Having completed his course of studies
he was ordained Priest, on KEaster
Saturday, April 20, 1889. Returning
home to Chatham on the 17th August,
he was appointed Secretary to the Bishop
whom he accompanied in many of the

toral visits in the dioccse. His

eslth declined after a severe attack of
the grippe or influenza from which he
recovered, but had relapses in lighter
form, until it ended in pulmonary con-
sumption.

In Feb. 1894 he went, for more con-
venient medical treatment and nursing, to
the Hotel-Dieu, where he remained,
until the time of his death, receiving the
most satisfactory medical attendance on
the part of doctors, and the most
assiduous, skilful nursing on the part of
the good Sisters of that institution, which
in the opinion of all his friends prolonged
his life by many months. The quiet holy
atmosphere of the Hotel Dieu, the kind
professional visits of his medical advisors
and of the nursing sisters noiselessly
moving to give their attondange as requir-
ed, the daily visits of his own relatives and
of other esteemed and cherished friends,
including his brother-priests,—all tended
to soothe an affliction which could not
fail of being great both to himself and
his friends. . Th: twofold desire of pre
gerving for the ends for which God had
given it, his bodily health, made him on
the one hand, solicitous to follow the
advice and prescriptions of his medical
advisor, whom he gratefully appreciated
and esteemed, and, on the other hand he
wished not to go contrary to God’s will
by being over-solicitous about anything
ef‘;e but ‘“‘the one thing necessary” the
salvation of his soul. This happy blend-
ing, in desire, of the two fold success—
both of bodily health and of spiritual
prosperity, the former being always
subordinate and subsidiary to the latter,
was evident in all his expressions and
movements. But as there is no other
name under Heaven by which we may be
saved, but that of Jesus, and as He tells
us that if any one wish to be His dlsciple,
let himn take up his eross and follow Him ;
so, patience and resignation in sufferings
salf-lleﬂiul, charity and humility, such as
our Lord set us example of when He
washed the feet of His disciples and when
he died for us on the Cross, is the true

Schools, but a Question of

Manitoba became a province of Caoada
in July 1870, as a result of legislative action
by the Canadian parliament in the preced-
ing winter session. Though the act of union
is an imperial statue the terms were adopted
by the Canadian parliamens on the recom-

The Mastermsn Sulphite Fibre Mill.

The Masterman Sulphite Fibre Compsuny’s
mill, on which work was begun on the 3rd
of Juue last year, hus, been erested, the
machinery and other plant made and
installed, and the first batch of pulp was
sucoessfully turned cut oo Saturday last—
aa achievement which reflects great credit
apon the enterprise of W. H. Masterman
of Montreal, the head of the Company, and
places Mr. Thomag Allison, who eriginated
and promoted the uadertakiog, and has
been engineer in charge of constructon,
and maosger of the eatire work from the
start, in the front rank of his profession for
ioteltigent, practical and homest work,
When the. visitor to these works has gone
through the eight buildiogs, the smallest of
which is 3)x80 feet and the largest 150x50
feet, and which’ range in height from 20 to
68 feet; with their turbine wheel and gear,
steam boilers, engines, borers, chipper,
digeeters, paper machines, acid tanks,
labyriath of piping, antomatic conveyers,
screens, eto, together with the big water
flume and dam connected with them,
and realises that the sits was nnoccupied
and littered with the remains of the old
6 lmour & Raokin water saw-mill less than
& year ago, heis made to realise the possi-
bilities of well directed euterprise and con-
structive genius.

As most of our readers know, these works
are located at Mill Cove, across the river
from Cbathem and nearly opposite the
lower eud of the town. The site was a part
of th- New Branswick Tradiog Company’s
estate, which fell into the hands of the
Baok of Montreal, from whigh it was pur-
chased by Mr. Masterman. There are
siveral hundred acres of land, on the rear
of which thers is a lsrge reservoir—a shallow
lake of some two hundred acres—at one end
of which thers isa dsm. A brook runs from
this dam tw that some three handred yards
from the worke—a distance of about two
miles—and the water which is here at a
level which gives a tweaty-live ‘eet head at
she mill site, is coaveyed by a flume some
four feet wide and two feet deep to the
turbine wheel house, and ou to the buildings
comprising the works, This water privilege
is one of the great advantsges of the
Masterman mull, for it will not only farnish
all the neocsssary powar to run the works at
certain seasons of the year, bat it obviates
the necessity of any pumpiog plant and
affords a plentiful supply by gravitation the
year round for - washing palp, ~feeding
boilers, ete.

The formation of the ground upon
which the buildings are erected has afforded
Mr. Allison great advantages for so placing
them as to avail himself of gravitation for
doiog much of the work that is doame in
other mills by steam or other power, and
expensive plant. To nse the expression of
a visitor who was there the other day
*‘things seem to go of themselves to where
they belong without anybody touching
them.” Thus, the process of acid-making
is began at the highest elevation and the
acid rans, into the great tanks whereit is
miagled with the milk of lime aod passed
by gravitation from tsak t» tank uaotil it
a pure bisalphite of lime,after which
it runson by gravitation to the digester
building aad iuto the digesters.

The wood room, which is 50x60 feet and
45 feet bigh, has in it borers for removing
kuots from the sproce wood, and a power-
fal chipper, which is & very important
machioe. The bored quarter pieces of wood
are fed at an angle of 45, degrees to the
chipper-knives, which are secured in a big
disk that revolves very rapidly and cats the
wood diagonally to the grain into chips half
an inch long.

The subject of the
privileges of the miaorities in respect to
schools was first dealt with by the Quebes
and London eonferences;:-and the arragge-
ment with Manit bs was clearly naderstood
to be on the ayme lines,”

“Well,as you were a member ot the Quebec
and London conferences, suppose we begin
with them. i

At Quebec, when we were desidiog
which subjects should be assigned 8o the
loca! legislatares and which should be left
with the general parliament, iv was propos-
ed that education be given to the provinces.
Theo the question arose at once about pro-

sud lower Canada.

“Ta the old province of Canads, which io-
claded Ontario and Quebec, protection was
afforded by the fact that the minority in one
part was the majority in the other, and any
disposition to do inj in one section was
thus held ia check. But it wasfelt that if
each province were given absolate power in
this matter the minorities might suffer.

“I may say that the question was dis-
cossed as one affecting the upper provinces
ooly, and that it was bronght up by Mr,
(afterwards Sir Alexander) Galt in the in-
terest of the Protestsnt minority in Lower
Canads. He was a member for one of the
eastern townships, and was regarded as the
spokesman of the Quebec minority. In the
conveation he was very outspoken and
emphatio, pointiag out that the Protestants
would object to an arrangement which would
leave their schools entirely nader the con-
trol of the majority in Lower Canads. Aft:r
some discyssion Mr. Galt proposed that the
clause assigning education to the provinces
should be made to read as follows :

It was
then held by the goverament thas the terms
of the bill were an agreement bstween the
Manitoba delegates and the governmeut,
which woold not be binding on _Mauitiba
unless ratified withont change. "The pro-
posed amendment - did nut receive s rong
support and - the terms were adopted as
prepared. St Donald Smith weut out to
Fort Garry as a. commissioner of our govera-
ment snd had a great deal t» do with the
arrangements feor the conference between
the Manitoba delegates and the goveroment.
You will see by the st:t:ment made by
him the other day in parliameat that he
strougly supports what [ have said as to
the solemn eintract we made at that time.
