IN ANY WEATHER

brown. Beat the whites of three
eggs to a stiffl froth with three tea-
spoonfuls of sugar; spread this over
the top and brown quickly in a hot
oven.

Floating Islands — Beat the whites
of four eggs with eight tablespoon-
fuls of sugar. When stiff, add eight
tablespoonfuls of preser\ed mashed
strawberries before mixing and
squeeze in a spoonful of fresh lemon
juice. Beat it thoroughly, or until
it becomes elastic. Pile it on a
dish by the spoonful and it can be
made very ornamental. -Serve with
cream. Sometimes cream is put be-
neath it in the dish, but this causes
it to melt faster and become heavy.

Roman Cream — Boil a quart of
milk made rich with plenty of
cream. When it boils stir in  one
ounce of gelatine, previously soaked
soft, in a half cup of cold water.
Stir until dissolved, and then pour
in two eggs well beaten with half a
cup of sugar. When it thickens re-
move from the fire and strain. Fla-
vor with vanilla; pour into molds
and set on ice to harden.

Velvet Cream—Soak three-fourths
ounce of gelatine in a half pint of
water; then dissolve it over the fire,
stirring all the time. ' Grate the
rind of two lemons, mix with six
ounces of sugar. Add this to the
hot solution, which is then to be
taken from the fire and poured into
a pint of cream, stirring and beat-
ing all the time till cool. Put into
molds and set on ice to harden.
While over the fire it should not be
allowed to boil.

COOKING MUTTON,

To deprive mutton of the strong
flavor which characterizes it cut off
as much of the fat as possible, and
when a' joint is to be cooked place
it upon a rack in the pan instead of
allowing it to be cooked in the fat.
A leg of mutton boiled or roasted,
the neck is stewed. Chops are boil-
ed, a saddle is roasted. Caper
sauce is served with boiled muttion.
The sauce is made as follows: Take
about 'half a pint of good melted
butter and stir into it one and one-
half tablespoonfuls of chopped ca-
pers and two tablespoonfuls of vine-
gar. Stir ‘the sauce over the fire,
letting it simmer very gently for
about a minute. Serve in a sauce
tureen.

The following = are some excellent
suggestions for cooking mutton:

Rolled Loin of Mutton — This
makes an excellent dish hot or cold.
CGet your butcher to bone the joint,
for he will use sharper knives than
you can, and so there will be no
wasted 1meat on the bones. Form
the meat into a neat roll after stui-
fing with veal forcemeat. Sew up
carefully and roast. Just before
serving scatter browned bread
crumbs on the top of the roll and
baste with a little butter. Pour
round a rich, good gravy in which a
good tablespoonful of red currant
jelly and a squeeze of lemon are
blended. To carve cut into thin
slices, and there will be a nice mix-
ture of fat and lean.

Steamed Leg of Mutton—Take the
bone out of a small and tender leg
of mutton. Chop some apple and
onion very finely, season them with
powdered mace, a few cloves, and a
tablespoonful of red currant jelly.
Fill the cavity made by removing
the bone with the stufiing, roll it
tightly and place it in a double
cooking pot so that the water will
not touch the meat. If you do not
have this, set the meat on a dish,
standing it on a cake tin in a large
pot, and have water below the dish,
so that the steam cooks the meat.
When the meat is done place it in a
deep pie dish and pour the gravy
over it. Scatter chopped parsley
and capers thickly over it and serve
caper sauce in a separate tureen.

USEFUL HINTS.

The most wholesome form in which
onions can be consumed is when
boiled. Fried or roasted they are
more indigestible. Boiling removes
most of the pungent volatile oil,
and any degree af mildness desired
may be secured by changing the wa-
ter several times in the process of
cooking.

Where white spots appear on pol-
ished surfaces from the dropping of
liquids or from heat the immediate
application of raw linseed oil will
generally restore the color, The oil
should be left on the spotted sur-
face for several hours, or over night.
When the color has returned, the
spot should be repolished with a
piece of cheese cloth moistened with
turpentine.

Oatmeal will absorb about four
times its own bulk of water, so
when it is cooked the proportions
should be four cups of water to one
cup of oatmeal. Oatmeal is fit to
ecat only after long cooking, Six
hours is none too long. If cereals
are under-cooked they are unwhole-
some, and often cause sickness which
is attributed to other causes.

A shortening just as good and
cheaper than lard is obtained by
rendering flank suet, which butchers
generally call cod fat. It generally
costs about six cents a pound and
makes a soft, fine white shortenirg
cook-
ies, gingerbread, etc. An easy way
to render it is to cut it into long
strips, run it through a meat-chop-
per, then put into a granite vessel
and set in the oven to melt. It re-
duces to a clear oil in a few hours.

Onions are a nerve tonic that is
not to ke dedpised. No other vege-

table will so quickly relieve and tone
up a worn-out system, and nothing,
will clear up a poor complexion so
quickly as thc free eating of onions.
Gen. Grant so  fully realized the
alue of onions that on one occa-
sion when planning an important
military campaign he refused to
move until his amny had been sup-
plied with onions.

Good winter succotash can be pre-
pared from canned corn and dried
lima beans. The beans should be
soaked over night in cold water and
in the morning drained, put into
nmh water, simmmered two hours,

hen put with a can of torn, a cup
m cream or a cup of milk with a
little butter, seasoned to taste and
four minutes.

The announcement made by five of
the aldermen at present occupying seats
| in the Town Council, that they intend
to retire this year is one which should
have the earnest attention of citizens
generally, particularly as the water
and sewerage construction accounts are
not yet settled. .

The attention of our readers is direct-
ed to the significant and suggestive
returns from the parishes -of Alnwick
and Hardwick in this county. In both
of these the government side had taken
no urusual precautions to guard against
fraud, and the opposition forces, having
been well organised for the purpose
beforehand, practically captured the
polls by the most open bribery and
personation. Tuke the Tabusintac poll
for instance—Mr. Morrison of the
opposition who received 101 votes there
in 1899, got 227 or Saturday, and his
calleagues did equally as well.  There
was no talling off of the government
candidates’ support. It is, however,
obvious that tully more than 100 of the
opposition votes were fraudulent. The
couditions were similar at the Burnt
Church poll and at that of Hardwick.

If Mr. Mott intends to
remain in public life, he must learn to
serve the interests of the peopls,
wnd not prefer to promote his own
interests and those of a few of his more
influential friends.

We had the Piemier
however, and could rely on his doing hie
duty and he was pleased that Mr. Tweedie
had won here as well as n uearly all the
constituencies. He said some mean little
canvasses had been employed in the c.unty
and cited oce in coonection with a $30
cheque, which wes circulated in nearly every
school house. It had no fouudation in fact,
but had 1ts effect. He closed by again
thaokiog all the electors for past support.
[Applause.]

MR, FISH.

Mr. Fish thaoked the electors who had
voted for the government ticket. He
thought the 2ounty evea now regetted the
result and would undo 1t if tney could. He
was glad of the premier’s success. The
issues diacussed in the campaign were largely
of a private nature. ‘Much had been said of
a lumbermen’s combivation, for the custom-
ary purpose of setting the weuk against the
stroug, but he knew of no such combine.
He referred to unworthy personal canvasses,
which had besn made, regretted that Nortu-
umberiand was furnishing three of the
small opposition in the legislature, said he
had supported the goveroment on principle
and was glad 1t had beeu o emphatically
sustained: Nortbumberland was now
weakened ; it was not 1o the same position
as before to euforce it rights. He failed
to see how Mr. Loggie could help federal
matiers ia the counsy by the speech he had
made, especially as he was now, Limself in
leaxue with the conservatives of the pro
vince. He (Fish) might agsin be a candi
date, but not of his own free will. [Ap
pliuse ]

AFTERNOON.
Coun. Flett said if Mr. Watt could con-
1 vince him that any amount is due the Coa.
| tingent fund he would agree to its being paid.
The way he lovked at it was this: The coun-
| 6il when it ordered the smallpox bills to be
| paid intended payment to be made from tbe
| contingent fund, or else s special assessment
| for it on the health dietrict would have been
{ ordered. It wae not exactly fair that the
towns should help to pay theee amounts and
pay all the coat of their own amallpox cases,
sud he was willing to reimburse the towns »
oertain amount. He would not agree to
pay the full amount, but would pay back
part of it,

Coun. Morrison said Mr. Flett didn’s
pretend to say that the wsmallpox charges
should be charged to the coutiogeat fund.
He wanted nothing for Newcastle to which
it was not morally snd legally entited. A
healch account should have bsea opened in
the tirst place and all the swallp:x pay-
meots charged to it, They wmight as well
charge the Scott Act expsnse to the
contingent fuud. The Sec. Treasurer has
borrowed the money from the contiogent
fuod for the time, sud it had not been
repaid.

Coun, Watt resd from the statutes, that
bills incaited or to be incuried shall be
sonually assessed on the health district on
estimates from th: board of health, The
bills preseuted by the Board at the last ses-
sion had been psid, but uo assessmens for
the athoung had been made on the health
district as required by law. It was an omis-
tion - The money had been borrowed from
the cootingent fund and should be retur.ed.

Coua Marray ss1d Mr. Fiett had admirted
the justice of the claim by offering to pay
part of the amount. The towns simply
wanted what was right sad no more or
less. It was uota good argument to s.y
thac, because it had been paid in & cortaia
wsy, it should remain that way, whether
right or wrong. What did C.un Flett want
to convince him, There is the law, The Sec.
Treas, agrees that the olaim is correct. The
chairman of the Board of Healthy who was
familiar with the act and aud the regulations,
was present, and cvuld nu doubt give some
ioformation on the matter. He moved that
Col. Maltby be heard. Carried.’

Col. Maltby said the case was very pluin.
He bad had the rulings of several legal men
onit. Thecountry, outside of the towns

pense incurred by the county board of heslth.
As chairmar of the Newcastle district he
had 1ucurred large bille for smallpox at Rose-
bauk and the town had paid " them without
asking the county for a cent, There was no
question about it at all. If the towns had
been assessed to pay the ocountry board of
health bills 1t was illegal. The board hed
been treated very kindly. It had asked
Newcastle Town Council for unforseen ex-
penses and it had been made part of the a-
monat being now at the credit of the health
district of Newcastle. The bills of each
health district must be paid by that district.
This was plaioly laid down in the law.

Coun. Murdock said they were all honest
aud reasonable men and there was not s
geatleman in the room who would be auo-
willing to pay whatever the connty owed*
But what they reasonably wanted to koow
before voting on it, was the exsot amount
that was dae? How far back will they go
under this resolution? Seven or eight
years? There was no doubt in his mind that
it was right to exempt the towns from the
payment directly or indirectly, of county
smallpox bille, because they pay their own.

Coun. Murray moved that s committee be
appointed to go over the Sec-Treasurer’s
books and ascertain the amouunt that had
been psid out of the contingent account for
county healch puarposes.

This passed, and Couns. Flett,
and Aunderson were appointed.

Coun. Flett reported that in Janvary ’01,
$639 55 was paid, in July, ’01, $761.03,
besides $107 to Dr, Riichie for attending
diphther:a cases, a total of $1508.49. He
moved that $700 of the awmount to be re-
funded by the government be pliced to the
credit of the contingent fand and the balauce
to the health fond.

Coun. Murray could not justify himeelf
if he allowed this to pass without a protest.
Oa what principle was this d? Coun.
Flett had ascertsined by examining the
books, that $1508.48 had been berrowed
fiom the contingent fund and he now pro-
posed to pay $700 of it. By their own
admission the full amount should go back.
He moved in amendment that the full
amount be trausferred from the health fund
to the contingent fund.

Cono. Morrison said the principle of
Coun. Flett’s resolution wae wrong snd he
could not allow it to pass without s protest.

Coun.; Anderson said the resolation did
not say the $700 was payment iu full sod it
shoold be allowed to go at that for the
present. The taxes were very high and the
people would not be able to pay them if they
were increased.

Coun. Murdoeh had imagmmed that the
matter would be settled as soon as the
comwittes reported, but it looked worse
now. If the amouut was $1508 that amount
would have to be paid. That was the
businesslike way. It was not business to
offer 50 cents on the dollar,

Coun. Watt said it dido’c matter a rap
what fond the money was credited to, as
the Sec.Treasurer could borrow from one
fond to meet the expenses of another, Let
them deal with it on principie and get the
accounts straight.

Coun. Morrison said it would make some
difference. There was the interest to be
considered.

Coun. Flett said Coun. Anderson was
mistaken in regard to his motion. He
intended the §700 to pay the accouut in full.
He was sarprised at Coun. Maurray’s silly
questions. The towns did not pay 50 per
cent. of the contingent asscssment.

If the council had made a mistake in
paying smallpox bills out of contingent
funds, hé proposed to remedy it by paying
back $700 of it. Every man in the council
was honorable and was willing to pay all
the bills that were due,

Coun. Connors was morally certain that
the county accounts commiitee report of
1901 ordered that the Board of Health bills
be aseessed for “‘according to law,” which
would be on the health district. The only
way now to make it right was to charge the
$1508 49 to the health fund and credit to
\ the cootingent fund.

LAKE GEORGE I3 MISSING

LARGEST IN NEW  SOUTH
WALES HAS DISAFPPEARED.

Succumbs to the Great Drought
and Its Entire Bed Is
in View.

The latest news @bout the great
drought in New South Wales is that
Lake Ceorge, the largest body of
| water in that State, is as dry as a
ibove. No man until now has scen

| the lake entirely dry since 1849, 54

{years ago. The total drying up
:Lake George is the most striking il-
lustration yet given of the horrible
{drought conditions which still
vail in the
Wales.

{though not so terribly parched as
those of New South Wales. Victoria
is aflfected to a less extent.

Lake George is often affected by
variations in the rainfall. The lake
has no outlet except evaporation.
il“or a series, of years
that tumble down the mountains
which edge the lake may steadily
contribute to it a larger quantity ol
!water than is evaporated from its
Isurface. Then the lake steadily
rises. The water pushes north and
south until the lake is twenty-one
miles or more in length, with a
width of seven or eight Iniles.

For another series of years the wa-
ter brought by the brooks may be
steadily smaller than the quantity
evaporated. Then the lake begins
to fall, shrinking in a few years to
half its former dimension, this pro-
cess going on sometimes till, at rare
intervals, Lake George entirely dis-
appears except for a few water holes
in the lowest parts of its bed. The
lake was in flood during 1891, ex-
tending north and south for twenty-
one miles, with a

DEPTH OF TWELVE FEET.

Twice in the last century thou-
sands of sheep and cattle were pas-
tured on large arecs later covered
with water. They were the most
numerous representatives there of
the larger forms of animal life, just
as fish and water fowls were at later
times.

The cabins of the stock raisers, or
squatters as they are called, were
scattered over the meadows once.
Vegetables were raised and patches
of wheat. So little was known of
Lake George in those days that the
herders really had a feeling of se-
curity and permancncy; but the day
came when the rising waters swished
around the cabins, drowned some of
the stock and drove the squatters to
the highlands.

the estuary, are contaminated with |
the bacilli of typhoid fever. His con- |
demnation includes the famous Whit-,
stable oyster beds, where 20 per
cent. of the oysters examined were
i found to be infected. A ban has
also been prohounced against white-
bait, shrimps, smelts, and cockles.
| SEWAGE FIFTY MILES AWAY.
{ Contamination by sewage was
ifound fifty miles away from London
!in the drainage outfall, while an
leven worse state of affairs exists at
{other points on the English coast,
!from which shellfish, etc., are sup-
'plied to the markets. The infection
in these cases was duc altogether to
bad local sewage.

WATER SUPPLY INADEQUATE.

This, however, is a secondary prob-
lem to the more serious one of the
London water supply. It is now
admitted that while the Thames
valley with its contributing streams,
including artesian wells, is inade-
quate for London’s vast population,
an even ordinary drought produces
serious inconvenience as well as san-
itary and fire perils. A great aque-
duct to Wales at fabulous expense
is the only radical solution suggest-
ed, but this, however, would render
the drainage problem still more seri-
ous. .

Meantime London: continues to
grow. Nature has already begun to
inflict her penalties, and it will be
one of the most interesting features
of human history in the next few de-
cades to watch on the banks of the
Thames one of the greatest struggles
that civilization has ever undertak-
en.
