Tug Lord Kitchener Returned |

from the Wreck Today—
A Number of Other Vessels
are Safe In Port—The
Rewa Had a Rough Time.

P

The heavy gale and rain storm which
commenced on Saturday night and
which has caused considerable damage,
only subsided for a short time yester-
day, and with a shift of wind increased
last night, so that there is still a
heavy sea running in the bay. i

There is continually arriving news of
disaster caused by the Saturday and
Sunday gale. The tug Lord Kitchener,
Captain Stevens, arrived in port this
morning about four o’clock from the
scene of the wreck of the three-masted
schooner Besgie Parker. The Kitch-
ener left the wreck last night, being
unable to do anything to save the ves-
sel, as she is a total loss.

The Bessie Parker left port last Sat-
urday with Captain Brenton in com-
mand and was bound for New Yoik
with a ¢argo of 1,542,000 laths shipped
by Randolph & Baker. Everything
went well until early Sunday morn-
ing, when the wind increased to a gale,
and in a driving rain storm the ves-
sel was forced ashore on a very treach-
erous piece of the Maine coast known
as Bailey’s Mistake, which is about
three miles to the westward of West
Quoddy light and about three-quarters
of a mile from the life saving station.
When the vessel struck it was seen
in a few minutes that it would be im-
possible to work her off, and with the
heavy sea pounding her on the rocks
the crew readhed the shore without
difficulty in the vessef’s boat. When
the tug Lord Kitchener left last night
the once fine vessel was in a bad posi-
tion. The greater part of the deckload
was washed overboard and the vessel
was full of water. The mainmast was
broken off about 20 feet from the top,
the mizzén topmast was carried away,
as was the jibboom, and the spanker
boom was broken. It is expected that
the heavy blow and high sea running
this mom?ng will break the vessel up.

SCHR. BEWA ALSO IN TROUBLE.

The schooner Rewa, Capt. McLean,
which sailed from this port yesterday
for Vineyard Haven, got caught out
in last night’s heavy wind and came
limping back to port this morning
with her fdresail carried away. She
will receive a new foresail and pro-
ceed.

THE NEED IS GREAT FOR
FOREIGN MISSIONARIES

—

President of American Board
Talks of Conditions In Africa

PRSEE

Meetirg This Year to be Held in North
Adams Where the Scciety Was
Formed One Hundred Years Ago

e,

NORTH ADAMS, Mass, Oct. 9.—
Clergymen and missionaries from all
parts of the world are here to attend
the annual meeting of the American
board of commissioners for foreign
missions, known this year as “the
Haystack centennial meeting,” which
opened here today. Part of the ses-
sions will be held in North Adams and
part in the adjoining town of Williams-
town, where one hundred years ago in
the shade of a haystack a few men
formed the plans which resulted in the
inception of the foreign missionary
movement. A commemorative monu-
ment marks the fleld where the hay-
stack stood.

Treasurer Wiggins’ report states that
receipts of the board have far exceed-
ed that of ‘any previous twelve months.
The total receipts were $913,169 and the
disbursements $853,680.

Secretary Barton in his report de-
clares that aggressive measures have
been taken hy the Turkish government
during the year to prevent the erec-
tion of a new school and hospital
buildings. The most serious political
conditions faced by any of the mission
of the board at present are in South
Africa, where the so-called “Ethiopian
movement’” has stirred up the native
Zulus. “Stirred up by adventurers,”
says Dr. Barton, “and aggravated, it
may be, by measures resorted to py
the government to repress the desire
for a greater 'de;r;e of independence,
“eonipanies of ‘rebéls have been formed
who ‘have seriously clashed with gov-
ernment trodps, resulting in much loss
of life and in the destruction of two
stations of our board.”

Of the need of new missionaries Dr.
Barton says:

“We are today in desperate need of
reinforcements in Turkey, India, China
and Africa, as well as in other coun-
tries.

“The men and women we are send-
ing to the front are breaking down to
an alarming degree. The need in-
creases rapidly with the delay, and
we cannot longer withhold reinforce-
ments in. certain fields without im-
periling the work of decades. We par-
ticularly need young women thorough-
ly trained intellectually by a college
course or its equivalent.”

Filled With Water When Going
Down the Harbor

But Managed fo Reach the Shore, Where
She Turned Over, Throwing the Crew
Out of Their Bunks.

The captain and crew of the schooner
Watchman of this city had a narrow
escape from drowning in the harbor
last evening.

The Watchman, which is owned by
Capt. Black of the schooner and H.
Smith, grécer, of Winslow street,
Carleton, came to St. John last week
with a cargo of deals from the Bay
Chaleur Lumber Co. and docked in the
C. P. R. slip. After discharging the
schooner’s cargo the captain had oc-
casion to leave the city for a day or so,
and during his absence the plugs in
the hold eame out and the vessel filled
with water. When the captain re-
turned he had her pumped out .gand
taken to Hilyard’s blocks, where the
hull was all gone over and strength-
ened.

Yesterday afternoon about 4 o’clock
the captain and crew again took pos-
session and proceeded down the har-
bor, their destination being Little Sal-
mon River, where they were to get a
cargo. When they had gone as far as
the bell buoy the captain thought that
the sea was too heavy to go any fur-
ther so decided to anchor and wait till
the morning. About this time he no-
ticed that the vesesl had taken in con-
siderable water, so before the crew
went to supper they started the pumps
and got the vessel nearly emptied.

A short time after supper one of the
crew happened to look in the hold and
found that it was over half flled
again. He told the captain, and one
of the men was sent in a boat to get
a tug to tow the schooner back to the
wharf. Meanwhile the rest of the
crew endeavored to Xkeep the water
down by means of pumps. They work-
ed for quite a while, but the water was
gaining all the time, and at last as no
tug was coming the ¢aptain decided to
try and get back without it. Fortun-
ately at this time the wind was blow-
ing pretty hard and just in the right
direction. It took about fifteen min-
utes to come up the harbor, and Capt.
Black headed for Rodney slip, where
the schooner grounded in the mud close
i'lp to the wharf. By this time the
water wds within two Yeet of A the
deck.

The crew managed to find a place to
sleep on board, so did not leave the
ship at all. About five o’clock this
morning they were awakened by the
ship turning over on her side and
throwing them out of their bunks.
One of the men was thrown overboard
into the water, but managed to climb
out again on to the wharf, where the
rest of the crew had gathered. All
their clothes and effects were in the
cabin, which was filled With water,
and they had to borrow clothes till
they were able to buy some more.

Captain Black is very thankful that
they had all escaped, and said that if
they had gone much farther - they
would all probable have been lost.

Today the captain will consult with
his partner as to what means will be
taken to put the vessel in commission
again. He does not know how she
.came to spring a leak, as they had no
cargo aboard and the vessel had Just
come off the blocks.

The Rt. Rev. Willlam Bennett Bond,
Archbishop of Montreal and Primate
of all Canada, belonged to a Cornish
family and was born in Truro, Engi,
on Sept. 10, 1815, He received his pri-
mary education in his native place and
in London. Leaving England at an
early age he went to Newfoundland
where he followed secular pursuits; His
inclinations, however, led him to eccles-
jastical life, and in 1840 he proceeded to
Quebec where he was ordained and in
1841 was raised to the priesthood by
Bishop Mountain, For two years subse-
quent to his ordination he was a.trav-
elling missionary and under instruction
from Bishop Mountain he organized
several missions in the eastern town-
ships and also founded a number of
schools, In 1842 he became incumbent
of Lachine, where he remained for six
years, Leaving there he was called: to
St. George’s, Montreal, to asgist the
Jate Dr. Leach. His connection with
this parish continued without interrup-
tion for thirty years, first as assistant
and afterwards, from 1860 until his
elevation to the episcopate, as rectof.
While in charge of St. George’s the
new church was built in Dominion
square, together with the school house
and rectory. He was apointed Rural
Dean of Hochelaga in 1863 and a canon
in 1866, He was chosen Archdeacon of
Hochelaga in 1870 and Dean of Mont-
rea: in 1873. The resignation of Dr.
Oxenden in 1878, making it necessary
to elect a successor to him, the choice
of the synod fell upon Dean Bond and
he was duly consecrated Bishop of
Montreal in that city on Jan. 25, 1879,
by the late Bishop Medley, of Freder-

 icton, -agsisted by the Bishops of Nova

Scotia, Quebec, Algoma, Ontario and
Niagara. After his election he with-
drew his claim to the Primacy of Ca-
nada, which had previously gone with
the bishopric of Montreal, and the late
Dr. Medley, Bishop of Fredericton, ag
the earliest occupant of the episcopal
bench, béZame metropolitan. ]

His Lordship was for some years
chaplain of the First, or Prince of
Wales Regiment, and served with his
corps on the Eastern frontier during
the Fenian raids in 1866 and 1870. Hs
received the honorary degree of M. A,
from Bishop's College, Lemonville,
1854, and L. L. D. from McGill in 1870.
He had held important positions in ed-
ucational and charitable institutions,
and until the time of his death was a
prominent worker in the interests of
a number of such. ‘In 1901 he was
made Archbishop of Montreal,  and in
1904 was given the distinction of Pri-
mate of all Canada, succceding Bishop
Machray. Archbishop Bond has al-
ways been an ardent supporter of the

ters. He was one of the originators of
the Citizens' League, of Montreal, in
1888. As an evidence of the good will
entertained towards him by other re-
ligious denominations, it is a matter
of history that when prostrated by ill-
ness in 1893, prayers were offered for
his spiritual and temporal welfare in
the Roman Catholi¢ churches in Mon-
treal. His Lordship married in 1894
Miss Eliza Longley, of St. John's, Nfld.
She died in 1869.

LOGAL SHIPPING
SUFFERS IN STORM

B. C. Elkin's Sch. Bessie Parker Wil
be a Total Loss—Other Minor
Disasters Reported

The storm of Saturday and Sunday
was quite severe . and quite a little
damage was done to local shipping.

The schr. Bessie Parker, belonging to
R. C. Elkin, went ashore at West
Quoddy. The Bessie Parker was under
the command of Capt. Brenton. Capt.
E. C. Elkin left yesterday in the tug
Lord Kitchener to look -after the
schooner, The Bessie Parker left the
city on Saturday morning last with a
cargo of 1,541,000 spruce laths, shipped
by Randolph & Baker. She was a
staunch vessel, built in 1889 at Tyne-
mouth Creek, N. B. She is 240 tons
gross and 227 tons net. Mr. Elkin re-
ceived a telegram last night that the
vessel was in bad shape and will pro-
bably be a complete loss. There was
little insurance on her.

The steam launch Mohawk was
driven ashore near Holderville on Sun-
day by the heavy wind. The launch
sustained small "@damage and came 'to
the city yesterday wunder her own
power.

The Nova Scotia schooner Nellie,
Capt. Barkhouse, left St, John on Sat-
urday morning for ‘Westport. When
off Musquash she encountered a heavy
storm. She lost her foresail, foretop-
sail and part of her deckload. Her
boat was washed over, but the crew
managed to get it again. Capt. Bark-
house reports having sighted the Nova
Scotia schooner <Citizen, bound for
Belliveau Cove, N. S., about 4 miles
to the northeast of his vessel, when the
storm was at its height. The Citizen
seemed to be laboring hard in the
trough of the sea.

Tragic Fate of Harry Hichértls at Partridge Island Yesterday After-
noon—Had Been Working on a Building There—No Witnesses
to Accident But His Cap Was Seen Floating in the Water—

Body Not Recorsred.

‘Word reached the city last night that
‘» Young boy of fourteen, Harry Rich-
prds, had fallen over a cliff at Part-
ridge Island and been drowned.

Young Richards was the son of David
L. Richards, well known in this city,
and for a number of years light-house
keeper on Partridge Island. Mr, Rich-
ards some time ago, however, gave up
the position and the family have been
living in different houses in the section
of the city around Reed’s Point.

To the island on which he was

brought up and on which he was a
favorite with all, young Richards
went back to meet his death. For
some time he has been employed work-
ing on the new building which the
marine and fisheries department are
erecting there. i

About four o’clock yesterday after-
noon Richards left his fellow work-

men for a few minutes and walked
over towards the breakwater.

When he did not return in a few
minutes, men were sent for him, but
he was not to be found on the cliff
above, nor was there sight of him in
the angry waters below.

Search was organized and soon his
little work apron was found on the
high jutting rock and later his cap was
discovered floating in the water about
150 feet aleng the shore not far from
the Marconi station.

A general search was begun both on
the island and in the water. Neither,
however, with success. In the water
an attempt was made to use the drag,
but the water,never smooth at this spot,
was rougher as a result of the re-
cent gale, and would not permit of it.
and it was not possible to get close in-
to the rocks. About thirty men joined
in the search, which was kept up to a
late hour last night by means of lan-
terns,

GERMANY MENAGES
BRITISH EMPIRE

lionald MacMaster, K. C., Former Canadian
Lawyer, Thinks She Will Seize
Colonies.

I

‘MONTREAL, Oct. 8.—The remark-
able rise of the Germans from an agri-
cultural people into an industrial nat-
jon is a matter of the gravest import
in world politics, and there are those
who see'in it a serious menace to the
integrity of the British Empire.
Donald MacMasters, K. C., who
arrived in Montreal yesterday from
England, where he ran for parliament,
is one of those who look with the
greatest concern, if not with alarm,
on the problems arising out of this
industrial revolution.

“Indeed,” he said to an interviewer,
I think the time will certainly come
when Germany: .will fight Great Bri-

tain for the possession of her colonies. :

M“Nobody will dispute the view that
there is going to be a day when the
struggle between the British people
and the other industrial nations will
be greater than now, and we must look
forward to the day when British peo-
ple in all parts of the world will have

to stand together in sentiment, trade

and defence.

“Now, here is a startling fact. Ger-
many is increasing at the rate of 800,-
000 to 1,000,000 people a year; that is
shown by the census. They now num-
ber from 65,000,000 to 70,000,000 people.
YWhat are they going to be in 25 or 30
years?

“We must look at this from an im-
perial point of view. We must look
to the day when we shall be right up
against Germany in hot competition
not only in trade, but in national and
physical force. Just listen to what a
diplomat said about Germany the
other day: “Germany’s strength rests
precisely in the fact that an extraor-
dinary increase in her population pro-
vides her with an almost inexhausti-
ble military supply.

“Germany will look abroad more
than ever for a market for her goods,
and as the markets of the world be-
comes shut up she will turn her atten-
tion to the British colonies, and will
probably try to wrest them from Eng-

land by force of arms, so that she can |

secure theiy markets for her trade.
“ou must remember that Germany is
.ngland’s imitator, and
and won her colonies very largely by
force of the sword.” s

Many Improvements Still Being
Made.

P

Energetic Work of the Department of
Marine and Fisheries Under Hon.
L. P. Brodeur.

QUEBEC, Oct. 8.—The Dominion mar-
ine and fisheries department have done

great work during the season of
navigation just drawing to a close, that
will eventually prove very valuable to
the shipping interests of the lower St.
Lawrence route. Hon, L. P. Brodeur
! has done much to help the shipping in-

' terests at home and abroad. In the
| Straits of Belle Isle a new lighthouse
and a fog alarm system have been in-
stalled with water connection, and at
Forteau Bay and Greenley Island
similar works will be completed this
fall and in operation next spring. A
new lighthouse, waterworks and fog
alarm system in course of erection at
Belle Isle will also be finished this fall,
likewise similar aids to navigation at
Cape Rall and Cape Norman. At Cape
Anglich, Newfoundland, extensive
works are being constructed, including
a fog alarm system and keeper’'s dwell-
ing, that will be furnished next year.
The new station at Cape Ray and the
light-house systems at Cape Magdalen
and Martin River are completed. Be-
sides the foregoing the department will
complete this fall a new fog alarm sta-
tion at Seven Islands, and have erected
four new lights along the Saguenay
River. The Quebec agency is often
handicapped for want of another boat
and properly equjpped workshops.
There is a good supply of excellent
mechanics, but the workshops are in-
different. That should be seen to.
Owing to pressure of business the
minister of marine and fisherles has
ben obliged to engage the services of
the steamer Aranmore to ply between
Quebec and the works going on in the
lower St. Lawrence. Tomorrow the
Aranmore is under orders to leave with
severeal new concrete light houses that
are to be placed in position at Matane
"and Metis, and next month will go
down to bring up to Quebec the large
staff of workmen on the important
works all along the route as far as
i Newfoundland.

WOMEN IN

Woman as a factor in the propaga-
tion of rcvolutionary sentiment is be-
meing more and more prominent in
Riissia, and the police and military
who are endeavoring to maintain peace
find their task to be one of ever in-
creasing difficulty. It is not a very
hard matter to deal with men. Ordin-
arily they are not as skiliful as women
in obliterating all evidences of their
conspiracies, nor are they as open to
suspicion.
but clumsy instrumonts when compar-
ed with the cunning of clever women.
And so it happens that in recent out-
rages in Russia while the police-have
met with no serious diffieulty in dis-
covering the men most closely con-
nected with the ‘various crimes, they
have almost absolutely failed in secur-
ing any evidence as to the identity of
women who, they have found, have
been the real promoters of the plots, On
one or two occasions women have been
arrested and executed, but the effects
of this success on the part of the
police have been more serious than fail-
ure would have been, for in all coun-
tries there is a sentiment against the
infliction of capital punishment on
women, and the knowledge that such
persons—no matter how much they
deserved their fate — have been tor-
tured, inflames ‘the minds of others,

The attempted assassination of Pre-

mier Stolypin was planned by a wo-
man whose identity up to the present

remains & mystery. The men employ-
ed in the actual throwing of the bomb
were merely instrumefits in the master
hand. The poisoning of Trepoff, for
that his death was due to such a cause
{s now generally admitted, was per-
formed by a:woman, so it is believed,
though there is also the suggestion
that the act was favored by friends of
the Emperor. And in many other cases
information has been found leading to
the belief that clever women, some
of them belonging to the wealthier
classes, have been the guiding spirits
in the work of destruction,

In the French revolution women
played a leading part. They were the
firebrands which started the flames of
fury in the mobs, they were in scores
of instances admitted to the councils
of the conspirators, and they proved
to be the cruellest and most vindic-
tive of all those people who sought the
overthrow of the ' government. In
Russia there are evidences that the
same conditions are now developing.

HOW DIVIDENDS ARE EARNED.

—_——

During the past few weeks large div-
idends have been paid or authorized
on several of the more important rail-
roads operating in Canada. Every day
the newspapers contain paragraphs
concerning the remarkable increases in
the earnings of those roads, and, also
telling of the proportionate decrease in
operating expenses. Never before have
railroads been such profitable invest-
ments as this year. And never before
have so many fatal wrecks occurred on
Canadian lines due solely to the fact
that employes are overworked. It has
been shown that several of the disas-
ters which have taken place within the
past few months resulted from the
fact that the employes whose negli-
gence was the direct cause, were worn
out with overwork and long hours, and
that the railroads in direct violation
of the law, forced these men to remain
on duty longer than should be done.
The corporations, rather than incur the
expense of hiring # sufficient number
of men to handle the trains, place the
lives of many persons in danger, It is
little wonder the dividends are large
when such a plan is adopted, and less
wonder that fatal wrecks are becom-
ing more frequent. When such disasters
as that which occurred recently near
Guelph, are investigated, and when
as in the case referred to it is
found that firemen and engineers are
compelled to work for four days with
only seven hours sleep in all that time,
and when it is shown that negligence
causes the wreck, the men are placed
under arrest. But what is done to the
management of the railroad?

“One who resented disparaging re-
marks about rocks in the entrance, said
it was a mile wide, and while it was,
true there was a rock in the middle of
it, it was also true there were 76 fath-
oms of water over it.

Ka._ien is an Indian name, meaning
“wolf.” The island is largely a moun=-
tain, with a forefoot projecting into
the harbor from a mile to a mile and
a haif, continuing around the northern
end somewhat like the rim of a hat,
projecting from its ¢rown, with the rim
cut off on the eastern and southern
sides, with a length of from three to
four miles. The forefoot, while fairly
level, is varied witkk hummocks and
hollows, the latter approaching a soggy
or mushy surface, due to moss and
decayed vegetation on a clay sub-soil,
characteristic of ‘'the northern coast.
Tae whole is thickly covered with tim-
ber and brush, both, however, of small
growth, It is separated from the main-
land at its northern end by a narrow
passage, and it is doubtful if it really
is an - island at very low water, but
very likely a peninsula,

“All adverse comment to the contrary
notwithstanding, if the Grand Trunk
Pacific Company have made up their
mind to make it their harbor, there is
little doubt but that the entrance can
be lighted and buoyed, and may be im-
proved to make it a fairly good, safe
entrance, once inside, providing the
soundings show water deep enough at
all stages of the tide. It is certainly
a perfectly land-locked harbor,

At the same time there is a con-
sensus of opinion . that Port Simpson
is the best all around, particularly/ for
entrance and for ships of leviathan di-
mensions, which will doubtless come
in time,

“It is not expected there will be any-
thing done on the construction for
nearly a year yet. In the meantime
surveyors are hard at work on land
and harbor, and preliminary surveys
ara nearing completion along the
Skeena, There seems to be no doubt
at all about the road coming down the
north bank .of the Skeena, at least
from the Little Canyon down. In con-
sequence actual and intending settlers
are taking up land at points on that
side with a view of raising perishable
fruits and vegetables for the terminus.

“Good land anywhere near the term-
inus is very scarce, Here and there
along the river a few hundred acres of
rich alluvial soil can be seen until the
Kitsumgallum Valley is reached, where
the first large body of good land is
found. It is claimed to have an ex-
veptional climate, véry favorable for
fruit and vegetables, mvch drier than
along the coast. The railway survey
line crosses it, giving it an advantage
over places remote from the line.”

NEW PARTY TO
BOOM FREE TRADE

A Political Organization is Be-
ing Formed in Montreal,

e

Believe Manufacturers in Canada Can Meet
Competition—A Preference For
the Empire,

MONTREAL, Oct. 8.—The Witness
says: A political organization, whose
influence its promoters hope will be
far-reaching, is being formed in this
city to promote free trade within the
empire, or the nearest approach to
such conditions as may be consistent
with revenue requirements. While the
plans of the proposed free trade party

been learned to warant the statement

that those who are specially interested
in the undertaking are meeting with
much encouragement.

It is expected that when the propos-
al shall have gained sufficient sup=
port to command public recognition a
general meeting will be held and the
details will be completed for launching
the new organization as a factor in
Canadian trade politics.

Arch McGoun,.K. C., who is taking
an active part in the work of organ-
izatien, is issuing a circular to pro-
minent business men and members of
the Board of Trade, urging upon them
the desirability of forming a free trade
party.

The circular says in part:

“It is believed by the projectors of
this movement that. the great bulk
even of the manufactures established
in Canada can successfully maintain

BERLIN, Oct. 8—It is rcported that
the Grand Duke of Hesse, who was
divorced from Princess Victoria of
Saxe-Coburg and Gotha in 1901, is con-
templating a divorce from his second
wife, Princess Fleomore of Solms- -
i Hohensolms-Lich, whom he married in
{ October, 1905, on the ground of incom-

patability.

The circumstances are particularly

| Darmstadt recently, accompanied by
{ his c¢ivil adviser and an adjutant, 0s-
!tensib]y to visit Munich, but he ac-
, tually went to St. Petersburg and Fin-
land, where he consulted his sister, the
Czarina, as to the advisability of di-
vorcing his wife. The Czarina strongly
disapproved the proposal. The Grand
Duke returned yesterday, but left the
train at Frankfort, whence he proceed=
ed in an automobile to his shooting
lodge, without visiting Darmstadt.

1t is stated that the cause of the
estrangement is the divergent tastes
of the pair. The Grand Duke, who is
38 years old. is vivacious and imperi-
ous, while the Grand Duchess, who is
35, is studious and retiring.

THE FINANCING OF
WORLD'S AFFAIRS.

In modern times the ownership of
wealth has taken on a new and prob-
ably enduring phase, unless there come
great catastrophes over all the earth
destroying the vast and closely-knit
fabric of civilization. Formerly, the
man of property remained very near
to what he possessed, lands, shops,
mines, etc. Where his treasure was
there was he, watching lest he be rob-
bed by violent men, with or without
pretext of law. Great property-owners
hdd their armed retainers, faithful to
them in recognition of food and lodg-
ing furnished. Each large wgtate was
a petty kingdom. A man fought for
what he owned, and kept on a war
footing to retain it.

The world of white men
far from that modern and complex
system of ownership which enables
weli-to-do people to sit calmly at home
while in Mexico, Alaska, or South Af-
rica, managed by quite unknown per-
sons, yield them their incomes. . To-
day, the world is coming, more and
more, to be anonymously owned. This
been accomplished by that re-
markable device, the joint-stock com-
pany which began to transform busi-
ness undertakings back there in the
eighteenth century, and grew to hugec
proportions when, in the middle of the
ninetenth century, the civilized world
was inundated by the golden stream
from California and Austrakan mines.
From about 1850 dates the amazing
transformation of business.

EXPANSION OF BANKING,

Banks were once essentially family
undertakings, and many families, like
the old German and Italian and He-
brew merchant-usurers, grew to be
the financial props of monarch, and
the agents of great noble houses. Now
all is changed, and, with the excep-

the Rothschilds, Bleichroeders, etc,
banks are share companies, often of
immense financial power.

In days, not so long ago, ships were
privately owaed, sometimes on the
share principle, the proprietors being
neighbors and friends. Now we
vast corporations owning whole fieels
of great and costly steamships known
to all the ports of the world.

INFLUENCE OF CAPITAL ON GOV-
ERNMENT.

It would require many pages of a
newspaper, in fact, a whole book, to
trace the influence of these enormous
placements of capital upon the poli-
cies of governments. Responsible
statesmen, directing the Aaffairs of na-
tions, have all the time to consult a
hidden opinion formed by the great
bankers who represent the vast in-
ternational army of investors, Wars
will occur, but there is a force which
checks, ambitious rulers and compels
them to §top hostilities before utter
ruin prostrates the defeated, or ex-
hausts the conquerer. The great bank-
ers, the expert manipulators of other
people’s money have a silent

We see a revolution in Central Am-
erica, a pretty war between two of the
little republics; a revolt in Cuba, etc.,
and, if we look close enough, we shall
see the shadowy hand of the great fi-
nancier setting up one man and pull-
ing down another, moving as a chess-
player’s hand hovers over the check-
ered board.

And more and more, every year, the
influence of the monéy kings is felt
in international politics, even in the
internal affairs of powerful states,
For good or for evil, probably more
for good than for evil, the internat-
ional financier plays his part, made
possible by his command of the new
wealth which every year flows to him
for investment.

NO FRONTIERS FOR WEALTH.

The Socialists tell us that, when
their dream is realized, “there will be
ro more frontiers.”” There are none
existing today for the kings of wealth.
They sit in a Frankfort bank-parlor,
or in a tall building In New York,
and play a game which has the whole
world for its fleld. Money rules the
world — everybody’'s money, but con-
trolled by perhaps fifty or sixty ver-
itable potentates, uncrowned and un-
sceptred.

Quebec Resolutions.

R

OTTAWA, Oct. 8.—The provincial
premiers began their conference with a
busy day. - Sir Wilfrid Laurier in the
morning opened the proceedings with
an address of welcome, to which each
of the nine provincial premiers replied
briefly. The federal .representatives
then retired and Premier Gouin of
Quebec was made chairman of the pro-
vincial representatives’ meeting, and
Deputy Attorney General Lanctot of
Quebec was made secretary. After an
fhour's discussion in the morning the
meeting was adjourned to give the re-
presentatives of the new provinces of
Alberta and Saskatchewan an oppor-
tunity of deciding whether the resolu-
tions of the Quebec conference of 1902
would meet their views,

The ‘Quebec resolutions provided for
increasing the allowances for legisla-
tion made to the provinces made at
confederation about a quarter of a
million dollars each. The allowance is
now from fifty to eighty thousand. The
Quebec resolutions also proposed to
increase the eighty cents capitation al-
lowance from the population returns of
1860 to those of the census of 1901, They
also proposed an allowance of twenty
cents a head for the administration of
criminal justice.

At the conference of the provincial
representatives this afternoon there
was signified a practical agreement in
the principles of the Quebec resolu-
tions. However, some of the represent-
atives did not wish to subscribe to all
the details. Premier Whitney, as lead-
er of the opposition in Ontario, criti-
cized the resolutions when . Premier
Ross laid them before the Ontario
house. While he . now wants an in-
crease in provincial subsidies he is un-
willing to subscribe to the exact terms
of the resolution. He criticized it.

Premier Peters of Prince Edwayd Is-

land in the case of his province does
not want the allowance based on the
last census returns, as the population
of the island hag decreased. He wants
a minimum fixed for the allowance
which a decrease in population will not
affect. The premiers of Manitoba, Sas-

.katchewan and Alberta, while agreeing

to the principle of the Quebec resolu-
tions, have just had a census taken of
their provinces, which shows a tre-
mendous growth over 1901. They want
the capitation allowance given on the
basis of population shown by the 1906
and of future censuses.

A sub-committee con-isting of Messrs.
Gouin, Weir, Murray, McBride, Pugs-
ley, Foy,Campbell and Secretary Lanec-
tot, was appointed .to revise the Que-
bec resolutions, They will report to &
meeting’ of the provincial representa-
tives at ten o'clock tomorrow morn.
ing. If the new draft of resolutions is
adopted it'will be presented to Sir Wil-
frid Laurier and the other federal min-
isters tomorrow at 11 a. m.

This evening the delegates attended a
reception given by Sir Wilfrid Laurier,
Tomorrow at one o'clock they will be
the guests of R. L. Borden at luncheon.

The resolution which the sub-com-
mittee of the provincial conference had
drawn up, and which will be presented
to the federal representatives tomor-
row, is embodied in a half dozen lines.
Tt declares.it in the interest of Canada
that the eapitation - allowance to the
provinces should be increased in pro-
portion to the increase in population;
that there should be no increase in the
allowance for.législation and allowance
for the administration of justice; that
the Quebec resolutions of 1902 are re-
affirmed but without prejudice to-any
province which’ may be entitled to spe-
cial consideration. The last saving
clause is inserted for “the benefit of
Prince Edward Island and Ontario.

today, announcing that the British gov-
ernment had a~cepted the terms of the
modus vivendi relating to the New-
foundland fisheries. No information
has been received at the State Depart-
ment conecerning the proposed resigna-
tion of the officials of the Newfound-
land government on account of the new
agreement. Some facts in relation to
the Newfoundland government and the
fisheries were stated, in which it ap-
pears that the British government has
been very much embarrassed during
the negotiations on account of the de-
mands of Newfoundland. The New-
foundland government is under the con-
trol of the merchant fishermen on the
island, who buy and cure all the fish-
ing products. They oppose any Am-
erican fishing rights, including those
guaranteed by the treaty of 1818, and
are dissatisfied with arrangements that
the British government makes to carry
out the terms of that treaty.

The real fishermen of the island are
not in harmony with the restrictions of
the Newfoundland government, such as
denying the privilege of selling bait
and of allowing the fishermen to take
employment of the American fishing
vessels. The fishermen themselves de-
sire these privileges, but it interferes
with the plans of the merchant fisher-
men, The Newfoundland government
has no real responsibility in the way
of carrying out obligations. That de-~
volves upon the British government.
Great Britain, it is asserted, would not
coerce any of ‘her colonies to remazin
under the British flag if they were de-
termined to withdraw, but at the same
time desires to keep all the colonies
and to keep them on terms of amity
with their neighbors., The whole course
of Great Britain in this matter is com-
mended by the American authorities as
being fair and reasonable, but all ne-
gotiations have been hampered by the
Newfoundland government

Wil Issue Bonds for Manual Tralnng

Appropriatien of $5,000—En-
umerators at Work

W. J. S. Myles was, at last night's
meeting of the Schoeol Board, appointed
principal of the High Scheol. The
board were informed that the enumer-
ators commenced work Monday. The
board decided to ask the city for some
$32,000 due them and considered 1the
question of abolishing Grade XII.

The following were present at the
meeting: Chairman Trueman, presid-
ing; 'Trustees Russell, Coll, Bullock,
Maxwell,r Nase, Mrs. Skinner, Mrs.
Dever and Dr, Bridges.

The board decided to issue bonds, as
authorized to cover the expenses of
manual training to the amount of $5:000
for 4 per cent to rum 25 years. The
board will issue redemption bhonds for
forty years to retire 6 per cent bonds
to the amount of $9,000.

It was decided to send a communica-
tion to the treasury board asking for
the four months’ payment which the
city is behind and thus to-save the in-
terest ' on the overdraft which
board are forced to make.
ago the city agreed to pay the school
board the assessment in monthly in-
stalments. Since this time the city
has been four months behind in the
payment. The amount at present would
be about $32,000.

The question of using the sinking
funds as the city does, leaving bonds
to that amount on deposit was consid-
éred and was referred to the chairman

to find out if such a step was legal. |

BATTLE IN QUEBEC
TOWN; TWO KILLED

A Wild Fight Between Police
and Strikers.

—

Police Totally Routed—Order Only Restored
by Soldiers From Ottawa With
Machine Gun.

OTTAWA, Oct. 8.—Two men were
killed ‘and .fifteen :injured in a battle
bitween strikers on one side and police
and strike breakers on the other. The
riot was only quelled by the arrival of
a squad of soldiers with rifles and a
machine gun from Ottawa. The town
is in a wildly excited condition,

BUCKINGHAM, Que, Oct. 8.—
With the police totally routed and the
strike-breakers scattered in every di-
rection which led from Buckingham,
the victorious unionists retired quietly
to their homes and awaited events. The
two MacLarens who had been fired at
but had escaped injury, sent to Ottawa
for the military, and late tonight 111
men of the G. G. I. G. and the 43rd
D. C. O. R. and a machine gun squad
arrived in Buckingham under Colonel
Hodgins and Majoer Morrison, Peace
reigned, however.

Emery Hamelin,
aged 84, wounded in neck. Baptiste
Clement, aged 45, wounded in arm,
nack and head. Dolor Hameline, aged
34, shot in arm and hand. Felix La-
celles, aged 30, shot in arm., X, Co-
dieux, aged 28, shot in head. Xavier
Tremblay, aged 29, wounded in leg.
Louis Gervais, aged 33, wounded in
arm.

—Investigation to be Held

SYDNEY, N. S, Oct. 8.—The worst
collision in the history of the Sydney
and Louisburg Railway took pia.ce
near- the ‘town Reservoir, four miles
out, about three o’clock this afternoon,
and as a result one man is dead, an-
other dying; and nine more injured to

a greater or less extent, but none
it is now believed fatally. .

The accident was caused by a colli-
sion in the deep cut of the road be-
tween No. 6 construction train and No.
55 with a load of coal empties coming
from Louisburg.

The construction train which had
several empties and a van containing
men, was going along the track picking
up railway ties. When near Morien
Junction it was obliged to go back to
Dominion No. 4 to cross engine No. 44,
and after the cross was made proceed-
ed again toward Port Morien in charge
of Enginecer Parker Holmes and fire-
man E. J. McDonald. The engine was
reversed and had all cars ahead of it,
farthest in advance being the van in
which the workmen were standing.

As they entered a deep cut near the
town reservoir No 35 dashed into them.
Donald McLeod, who had charge of the
construction crew, was standing on
the steps, and seeing coming fatality
jumiped off and escaped. With a crash
the big engine No. 35 crashed through
the construction van, and of tw® eleven
men inside not one escaped injuries.

Horizontal arms are riveted to the
biades and their inner ends are attach-
ed to a central block with suitable
bolts, having special bronzé bushings
for reducing the wear. The outer ends
ate hinged to the upper central block.
The power wheel 'for closing the bucket
{s secured to the lower central casting.
The dredge will probably -be kept at
work until the Sand Point job has been
completed.
