Government Accedes To Lord 
Lansdowna’s Demand But 
No Result Is Looked For—

Tells of Means to Stamp Out Dread Disease.

DE ELECTION INDICATION OF
UNIONIST POLICY

Last Majority Given Liberal 

Contest Cut In Half By W. 
E. VanBlarcom—Opposition 
Vote Gained 93 Per Cent.

London, Nov. 15.—A general elec­
tion before Christmas Is a practical 
certainty, but the steps whereby this 
will be brought about are still un­
known. The king is evidently taking 
an active part in the crisis, and His 
Majesty's Influence may have an im­
portant bearing on the situation.

It is understood tonight that the 
government will accede to Lord Lans- 
dowue's demand to have the veto bill 
submitted to the House of Lordp on 
condition that no dilatory tactics are 
employed for the mere purpose of 
gaining time. As it cannot be sup­
posed that the Lords will accept the 
bill, this move is not likely to have 
much effect on the general situation.

The delay in the presentation of 
Premier Asquith's official statement to 
parliament until Friday was made In 
deference to the convenience of Mr. 
Balfour, who has an engagement to 
address an important political meet­
ing at Nottingham, Thursday. An in­
dication of the Unionist policy comes 
with the publication of the" resolu­
tions which Austen Chamberlain, af­
ter a consultation with Mr. Balfour 
and Lord Lansdowne, will submit to 
the Unionist conference at Glasgow. 
Nov. 25.

These resolutions concede that the 
possession of a peerage should no long­
er of itself give the right to sit in 
the House of Lords, and welcome any 
reasonable proposals which 
crease the efficiency of the House of 
Lords by the addition of life peers 
or representatives elected for a term 
of years, from those outside the peer­
age. At the same time the resolution 
maintains that when the two Houses 
disagree on vital Issues, it is the peo- 
pie alone who have the right to de- 
tide between them.

The annual meeting of the New

Your Executive Committee has held 
a number of meetings, which have 
been fairly well attended, and at. 
which our best consideration lias been 
given to the work intrusted to us.

It has been very hard to awaken a 
working interest in the Tuberculosis 
problem, and so far only five county 
associations have been formed, 
of these, the Association for the City 
and County of Saint John, has en­
tered upon the work in a vigorous 
and practical manner. It has opened 
in this city a dispensary for the treat­
ment of cases of tuberculosis and has 
engaged the services of a visiting 
nurse, who was sent, to New York 
and is thoroughly trained in the 
modern and most approved methods 
of combating with the great White 
Plague.

Local Government’s Co-operation.
The Provincial Government under 

the leadership of the Hon. Mr. Hazen 
introduced into the legislature a Bill 
rendering compulsory the notification 
of all cases of pulmonary luberculosis. 
This Bill was passed and is now in 
the statute book.

The Government has also appointed 
an Anti-Tuberculosis Commission 
which, after much deliberation and 
observation, has submitted a report 
strongly recommending the erection 
and maintenance of a Provincial Sani- 
torium. There are hopeful signs That 
e'er long such an institution will be 
in operation.

Our Association was fortunate in 
securing the services of Rev. Hunter 
Boyd as Provincial lecturer. Mr. 
Boyd has rendered very valuable ser­
vices to the cause. He has delivered 
addresses in various places in the 
province, before the students of the 
.Normal School and before several of 
the municipalities, 
his knowledge of 
his enthusiasm has directed attention 
to the importance of the subject and 
to the means required for a success­
ful issue in the great fight.

A mes­
sage irom his daughter, Alexandra, 
who is nursing him at Astopova, giv­
ing this information, adds that the 
physicians say/ho immediate danger 
threatens. Tolstoi suffered from a se­
vere attack of bronchitis in the win­
ter of 1909 and as a result was read­
ily susceptible to the disease again 
when he exposed himself to a long 
journey in the cold and rain.

The home of the station master at 
Astapova is quite comfortable and the 
patient is receiving skilful attention 
at the hands of Dr. Makowetsky, and 
one other physician.

Cheruskia is creeping painfully along 
under sail about 600 miles east of the 
Bermudas, With her propeller gone, 
according to a report to the navy de­
partment. She was on her way from 
the Persian gulf, bound for New York 
when the accident happened. The 
Cheruskia was spoken by the U. S. 
steamship Wheeling, Nov. 11, in lat 
31.46 North, and longitude 50.16 west, 
being then about 745 miles east of the 
Bermudas.

She reported that she had lost her 
propeller October 28. ami has been 
making about fourteen miles dally 
under sail on a southwest cours 
lng to cross the track of the 
burg-Americau steamers running from 
Europe to St. Thomas. The Wheeling 
owing to her small size and scant 
coal supply, was unable to tow the 
big liner, which already had broken 
all of her ihrge hawsers In the effort 
to take a tow from a British steamer 
nine days previously. When the 
Wheeling parted company with the 
Cheruskia, she was making good 
weather. She had four weeks provi­
sions and the Wheeling supplied some 
extfa food.

The Agnew firm was founded 100 
years ago by the father of the baronet 
who has Just died.

ng. For twenty years he worked 

in partnership 
dealer named
Zanettl retired and Thomas Agnew 
began to deal in pictures and prints. 
About I860 he took his sons. William 
ami Thomas Into partnership. The 
old man died in I860, leaving 
with a big Lanc ashire reputation. The 
merchants of Lancashire had then 
begun to realize that their fine hous­
es should be decorated with fine, or

Shortly after the death of the 
father the younger son, Thomas, re­
alized that the firm’s purchases in 
London, at (’bristle’s, had been a 
great metropolitan advertisement.

The bomb-dropping contests which have been such 

a prominent feature at recent aviation meetings, bring 
forcibly to mind that an entirely new factor in warfare 
will, in the near future, have to be reckoned with by a 
defending force. As yet, however, it cannot be said 
that much has been done in the way of meeting such 
attacks by an invading army, and it seems difficult to 
conjecture how a plan of defence—which Is also one 
of offence—is to be devised without being as much a 
source of danger to the defenders as to the enemy 
"up aloft."

Several new forms of guns have been Invented to 
deal with the new conditions, all of which seem to be 
based on the supposition that an attack will have to 
be met from some form of aircraft immediately above 
the defending force. There is an old nursery rhyme 
which refers to previous experiments on these lines, the 
immediate object of attack being the sun, ‘and the 
missiles bullets of "lead, lead, lead." The recorded 
fact that the only result was one disastrous to the ex­
perimenter, Illustrates one of the laws of physics which 
will have to be reckoned with in repelling attacks 
of "air-men." This law is as follows:—That with 
whatever velocity an object Is projected vertically up­
wards. after reaching the top of its path skywards, it 
will return to earth with the same velocity with which it 
left the ground.

Leaving out of account the action of the atmosphere 
on such a projectile as would be employed, it follows 
that unless a bit was scored, the artilleryman might 
expect 1o see his "bullet" returning to his gun at the 
same speed with which It left, a result that would pro­
bably make him wait for a reasonable certainty before 
shooting. But even If he scored every time, the effect 
would be equally as disastrous to himself or his side, 
and probably more so, because the vessel might be ex­
pected to fall at. once on the heads of the defenders, 
with Its load of bombs calculated to explode on reach­
ing the earth. At present, therefore, from the purely 
theoretical point of view, the attacking aircraft seems 
to have the best of the matter.

Dr. Smith Walker, of Truro, was 
then called upon and spoke eloquent­
ly. He said in part:

"The campaign against tuberculosis 
Is Important on account of the num­
ber and the character of those who 
die of this disease. The estimated 
death rate for the U. S. is 150 to 200 
thousand. For Canada 8 to 10 thou­
sand, for the Maritime Provinces. 
2,500. There are also more than 5 
persons suffering from the disease 
for every death, viz., 12.500.

"But the more serious fact is, the 
victims, are usually young adults who 
have but recently begun their per­
sonal contribution to our industrial 
wealth. At least two-thirds of the 
deaths from consumption occur be­
tween the ages of 20 and 40 years. 
Then to this drain of 2,500 young 
lives add the fact that for years we 
have been sending our young men 
and women to the Eastern States and 
now- they are going to our own great 
West. Therefore economic consider­
ations are of great. Importance, to us 
at present, and the financial loss sus­
tained by a country on account or 
deaths front tuberculosis takes us in­
to figures so stupendous as to be In­
comprehensible.

Full Nest Egg Food.There seems to bo little doubt 
that Robert Burns, the caretaker of 
the Suspension Bridge, was killed yes­
terday. shortly before noon In a fall 
off the rocks between the bridges. 
As the Boston Express was passing 
over the cantilever bridge a number of 
the passengers who were looking 
down at the water, saw a body float­
ing, and when the train arrived at 
the Union Depot the matter was re­
ported to Detective Klllen: At the 
time It was half tide, and the water 
was still running up river.

An Investigation was begun and It 
was learned that Mr. Burns was miss- 
lug. He had been making some re 
pairs to the rear Of his house, which 
is near the eastern end of

On the arrival of the Boston Ex­
press In the I. c. R. depot last night 
there was considerable commotion 
caused by a young woman who was 
Insane. The girl Is* a native of Tra­
cadie, but for some time has been a 
resident In Boston, where a few weeks 
ago she lost hfr reason. On Monday 
she was taken in charge by the Unit­
ed States Immigration Officials and 
was conveyed from Boston to Vance­
boro.

While on the way east she was 
Quite violent and attempted to jump 
from the train on a number of occas­
ions. the officials having considerable 
difficulty In controlling her. Stic was 
held at McAdain for inspection by the 
(’anadlan officials and was met there 
by her brother. In company with her 
brother she arrived here last night 
and was reported to have acted quiet­
ly during the run down from McAdam.

On leaving the train here to board 
the Halifax express, she became quite 
violent and resisted the conductor and 
her brother. She said she wanted a 
ticket to return to Boston and It was 
finally found necessary to forcibly 
place her on board the train. As the 
train pulled out of the train shed the 
brother and another man were having 
considerable trouble In holding the 
woman in the seat as she was strug­
gling hard to get off the train.
