Petrograd, Jan. 18—A dangerous 
stage has arisen in the relations be­
tween Rumania and the Bolsheviki. 
A two-hour ultimatum has been sent 
to the Rumanian military authorities 
by the revolutionary committee of the 
ninth Russian army demanding free 
pa sage of Russian troops through Jas­
sy, the temporary capital of Rumania.

No Surprise in London.

London, Jan. 18—The latest threat 
of the Bolshevik to cause the arrest 
of the Rumanian royal family has 
created no surprise among the Ru­
manian authorities in London. Some 
time ago the Bolshevik sent troops to 
Jassy under the leadership of the Bul­
garian reactionary, Rakovsky, to ar­
rest General Tcherbatcheff. comman­
der on the Russian Rumanian front, 
and at the same time to seize the Ru« 
manian royal family and the members 
of the government.

General Tcherbatcheff succeeded iu 
capturing the ringleaders of the move­
ment and with the assistance of thd 
Rumanian army, disarmed 15,000 Bol­
shevik irregulars. The Bolsheviki ulti­
matum reecntly issued demanded the 
release of these ringleaders.

The Romanian army has refrained 
from armed conflict with the Bolshei 
viki but, it is declared, will not toler­
ate any plans oil Rumanian soil against 
the royal family or the Rumanian peo­
ple. King Ferdinand and the royal 
family are still at Jassy, cut off from 
the world and living almost entirely 
upon canned food with bread three 
times a week.

The min­
ister of customs must be given satis­
factory proof that the purchases were 
ordered before December 24th and act­
ually shipped before January 31st.

In "The Anglo-German Problem," put 
forth two years before the opening of 
tho war, Mr. Larolea showed the politi­
cal and intellectual forces which were 
slowly but surely driving Germany into 

conflict with the whole outside world, 
the interaction of internal and external 
policy, the government grip on the 
Prussianized German universities, and 
the readiness of German Socialism to 
profit by territorial aggrandizement.
The book was little noticed at the time.
For one thing. Mr. Larolea. as a bril­
liant journalist of a small country, had 
no great audience as yet, and Belgians 
were perhaps regarded in England as 
tt>o suspicious of their big neighbor.
Besides, the Moroccean crisis had just 
been safely weathered, and earnest at­
tempts were being made in Great Brit­
ain to improve the relations between 
that country and Germany, while it 
was hoped that Germany also was sen­
sible of the need of respecting the 
triple entente. Mr. Larolea, however, 
insisted that these British endeavors 
after better understanding would fail.

His new book, "German Problems 
and Personalities," contains one very 
interesting essay, "The Coming Revo­
lution in Germany." He prophesies 
with intense conviction that the Ger­
man armies will not much longer en­
dure their tyrants. They are at last, 
he says, “ready to surrender to the 
original sin of rebellion," after their 
long docility. The difference between 
Germany and England is that in the 
seventeenth century the English Com­
mons rebelled and forced a measure 
of freedom from the Stuart regime 
but in Germany the peasant masses 
rebelling somewhat earlier were crush­
ed with the utmost cruelty and slaugh­
ter. In consequence the English Com­
mons have held up their heads and 
achieved self government, while the 
German masses have been cowed. It 
was not until the nineteenth century 
that even serfdom was graciously re­
mitted by the ruling powers in Prussia 
and Austria.

LOCAL DAY JANUARY 24TH.

With the experience of one who 
knows just what it is to be deprived 
of the light of day and the sight of the 
eyes John Weir, of Halifax, spoke 
before the St. John Local Council of 
Women yesterday afternoon In the 
King's Daughters Guild, giving one of 
the most appealing addresses probab­
ly ever delivered before that body.

Mrs. E. Atherton Smith introduced 
Mr. Weir speaking of him as a valu­
able assistant to Sir Frederick Fraser 
superintendent of the Halifax Insti­
tution for the Blind.

Mr. Weir is travelling through the 
Provinces telling what this splendid 
institution is doing for the blind.

Mr. Weir said he had pleasure in 
speaking on behalf of the Maritime 
School for the Blind.

After telling of the beginning of the 
Institution “In those days’’ the speaker 
said, “ people had not the faith in the do 
blind that they
then thought that if a person was 
physically incapacitated he must be 
mentally lacking also.” .

Sir Fredrick Fraser was blinded at 
the age of six. He received hie edu­
cation in Boston and came to the 
Blind School at Halifax to teach. The, 
superintendency was given to him 
and he began his life work of educat­
ing the public mind to the necessity 
of teaching the blind. He travelled 
all over Nova Scotia urging «that the 
people should send their blind child­
ren to the school. The Government 
will pay jthe expense and he tried to 
make It clear that it is more costly 
to allow the blind to grow up in ignor­
ance and become paupers than to edu­
cate them to look after themselves.

There are 140 boys and girls at the 
school now. Suppose these grow up 
unable to maintain themselves they 
must become public charges living in 
misery.

The Provinces of Ney Brunswick 
and Prince Bdvvard Island send their 
blind to the school and now Newfound­
land does the same. The governments

London, Jan. 17—'The House of Com­
mons, by*a vote of 186 to 48 today re­
jected an amendment to the men pow* 
er hill which proposed to apply con­
scription to Ireland.

Former Premier Asquith express­
ed general approval of the govern­
ment's man power measures but urged 
that the largest number of men con­
sistent with safety should be with­
drawn from the armies held In Eng­
land for home defence to reinforce 
the fighting fronts. lie said the 
country wanted to be sure that the 
number of men maintained at home 
did not exceed the most liberal esti­
mates of what safety demanded.

Mr. Asquith considered the situa­
tion disclosed In the hpeach Monday 
of Sir Auckland Qeddes, minister of 
national service, far too grave for 
recrimination or retort. The quest­
ion of manpower, he said, was urgent 
a year ago but today with the virtual 
disappearance of Ruwila from the 
allied forces, it was still more ur­
gent. He Impressed upon the House 
however, the necessity of maintain­
ing a supply of men for ship building.

Premier Lloyd-Oeorge said the 
governments regards it as the pri­
mary necessity of the hour.

Taken together, remarks the Chicago Tribune, the statements bf war aims by Lloyd George and 
President Wilson are “an unescapable challenge to the Governments of the Central Powers and what 
perhaps is much more important to the consciences of their peoples." The New Yorker Staate-Zci- 
tung says that "Germany's spokesmen have been insistent that their opponents in the war state defin­
itely and concretely what they are fighting for. It is now the Central Powers' move and they should 
be equally willing to restate their war aims as unequivocally as the United States and Great Britain 
have stated theirs."

STAMPS IN 1917.
For stamp collectors the year that 

has just closed was one of the most 
fascinating in the history of philately. 
One collector’s card index of stamps 
shows that 662 varieties of war labels 
were Issued in 1917, and even that list 
is Incomplete.

Of the new issues, provisionals led 
with 352, owing to Increased postal 
rates, U-boat warcfare, aeroplane and 
hydroaeroplane posteralslng, of 
ue, temporary shortage of current is­
sues, scarcity of paper, and other caus­
es. Ranking second were the charity 
labels put forth with government 
sanction by organisations such as the 
American Red Cross. There were 81 
of those labels. Occupation stamps, 
representing the capture of territory 
by invading military forces, numbered 
70. The other 59 labels were for re­
venue purposes, issued chiefly by Brit­
ish colonies because of increased post­
al rates.

Austria Increased by nearly 60 their 
stamps for occupied parts of Poland, 
Montenegro, Serbia and Roumania. 
Bosnia, Hungary and Wurttemburg 
each issued war stamps.

The burdens of the war compelled 
Denmark, the Dutch Indies, Luxem­
burg, Norway and Sweden, all neutrals 
to Issue new stamps ; and Salvador had 
to Issue provisionals.

Aside from all those, which brought 
the number of war varities issued 
since August, 1914, nearly to 3000 more 
than forty governments put forth dur­
ing 1917 aproximately 360 labels for 
which the world conflict was In no way 
responsible. Thus the year saw the 
appearance of between 900 and 1000 
new stamps.

brings into dearer relief the economic 
functions performed by the electric 
and gas companies in the saving of 
time, of labor, of fuel and of capital, 
writes Wm. H. Hodge, publicity man­
ager of H. M. ByUesby ft Co., of Chi­
cago. With more than one-half of the 
industrial power of the country already 
supplied by these organizations they 
are being called upon in increasing 
measure for effort of the most vital 
kind.

The central stations burn only about 
60 per cent, of the coal. required for 
individual power plants. Electric 
motors are among the greatest aids to 
speed and the saving of man power in 
any factoty or shop. The factory that 
buys eneigy does not have to Invest 
capital in its own power plant Gas 
replaces coal and oil at a saving In 
many industrial operations. Its by­
products are used in explosives.

These are some of the reasons why 
the electri&^and gas industries per­
formed at least 25 per cent, greater 
service than in any preceding year 
and why they must continue to expand 
as an indispensable factor in national 
efficiency.

Unheard of prices for coal, copper, 
steel and all supplies and materials, 
and the highest wages ever paid In the 
United States bore down heavily on 
the electric and gas companies during 
the year. The fact that many of them 
emerged with respectable gains in net 
earnings testifies to their ability to 
effect economies and develop new 
standards uf efficiency.

Few electric companies depend sole­
ly on watér power for production. The 
great majority of water powers must 
be reinforced with steam power re­
serves add it usually is the steam re­
serve that carries abnormal or sud­
denly developed business. Therefore, 
practically all power companies, along 
with the gas companies, have had to 
buy coal àt prices which no one im­
agined would ever prevail when the 
rates charged for service were fixed.

For the first time in their history 
these two service industries have been 
compelled to seek higher rate ache- 
dules. Heretofore rates have been re­
duced as steadily and persistently that 
the possibility of a movement upwards 
was unthought of. Courageously pre­
senting their cases to public service 
commissions, city officials and the pub­
lic, utility organizations secured not 
far from 500 rate, advances in 1917. 
Relatively few applications of this kind 
have been rejected and an unex­
pected attitudp.of friendly coopera­
tion on the part pt the public and its i 
representatives- lias been developed. | 
The probabilities are that many addi­
tional rate increases will become ef 
fective in 1918.

Called -upon for an extraordinary 
volume of service in 1917 the utilities 
were faced with difficulties in financ­
ing. Fortunately the Increased busi­
ness of the preceding two years had 
made necessary large additions to pro­
ducing and distributing equipment. 
Many of these improvements had been 
installed, or were in process of instal­
lation and much of the financing had 
been accomplished. Utility obligations 
maturing in 1917 were comparatively 
small. Notwithstanding this situation 
there remained considerable financing 
to be done during the year.

Since the initial war financing in 
June scarcely any money has been 
raised for the utilities In the invest­
ment centres except by the sale of 
short term notes at a high Interest 
rate, and the highest grade bonds on 
a 6 per cent, basis. Confronted with 
this situation an increasing number of 
companies began the development of 
supplementary financial sources in the 
cities and towns to which they ren­
dered service.
