BRAITHWAITE READYREPEATS CHARGES

Le Mans, Sept. 21.—In the presence of 
the officials of the Aero Club of Sarthe, 
General Bazaine-Hayter, commander of 
the Fourth Army Corps, the American 
ambassador, Henry White, a large num­
ber of French and foreign officers and 
aeroplane experts and a wildly cheering 
crowd, numbering 10,000, Wilbur Wright, 
the American aeronaut, this afternoon ac­
complished a signal triumph, capturing 
the world’s record from his brother, Or­
ville Wright, with a marvellously impres­
sive flight in his powerful machine of one 
hour, thirty-nine minutes and fifty-one 
seconds, covering in that time an actual 
distance of 98 kilometres, or nearly sixty- 
one miles.

Owing to the recent accident at Fort 
Myer, today’s trial for the Michelin Cup 
for the greatest distance covered by an 
aeroplane in 1908, and the Aero Club 
prize of $1,000 for the longest flight over 
an enclosed ground, attracted intense in-* 
terest, although the spectators displayed 
the utmost deference and sympathy.

Mr. Wright at first appeared nervous, 
and ill-luck seemed to be pursuing him. 
The wind was too high in the morning to 
permit of a flight, and when it fell, at 
four o’clock this afternoon, Mr. Wright 
made three false starts.

Finally, at 5.15, after the direction of 
the starting rail had been changed to a 
point in the teeth on the breeze, which 
was then blowing gently about four miles 
an hour, the aviator got away nicely, sail­
ing majestically up the field amid thun­

dering cheers. Red flags were posted at 
regular intervals, which permitted the 
spectators to estimate the distance of 
the "flight as Mr. Wright proceeded.

After rounding the upper turn Wright 
swept back to where the thousands were 
gathered and ' began describing ellipses. 
Round and round he went with the regu­
larity of clock-work, the steadiness of a 
railroad train. The great crowd was at 
once delighted and amazed at the remark­
able .stability shown by the aeroplane.

Wright at first manifested extraordin­
ary prudence, flying so low that he seem­
ed almost to skim the earth, but on the 
thirteenth round he rose to sixty feet. 
The sun was just then setting, glowing 
like gold, and the aeroplane appeared, like 
a huge bird circling the plane. Sponta­
neous cheers greeted the picture and these 
were redoubled as he successively sux> 
passed, his own record and then his bro­
ther’s.

In the gathering darkness the spectacle 
became thrilling. The aeroplane could 
no longer be seen at the farther end of 
the field; it appeared and disappeared in. 
the gloom like a white phantom, but the 
sound of the ceaseless chum of the pro­
pellers told the multitude, which had now 
grown frantic, that Wright still was in 
the air. Matches were lighted to keep 
watch of the fleeting minutes and night 
had fallen-when at the end of the thirty 
third round Wright shut off his motor 
and came lightly to the ground in front 
of the derrick.

Sussex, N. B., Sept. 21.—Wet disagree­

able weather attended the first day of the 
Sussex exhibition. The probabilities are, 
however, the formal opening tomorrow 
evening will be favored by fine weather.

This evening the public was admitted 
to the grounds and buildings, although 
many exhibits were not in position. The , 
agricultural section of the exhibition ia 
particularly good and already many ex­
hibits of live stock are on the grounds.
In the main building industrial exhibits 
occupy the greater space.

The Sussex Mercantile Company has *• 
two booths, one devoted to pianos and 
organs and the other to plumbing, ranges, 
etc.

Chelsea, Mass., Sept. 21.—The embers of 
this morning’s big fire in this city near 
the Everett line had cooled sufficiently 
tonight to enable a more careful estimate 
of the loss to be made, and it was evident 
that nearly $400,000 will be added to the 
year’s fire list and that the taxable prop­
erty of the city has been still further re­
duced, and that the remaining residential 
section of the city narrowly escaped the 
fate which swept over so many homes 
last spring.

The fire today destroyed the following 
property:

Atwood & McManus, box manufactur­
ers, $200,000.

Pope & Cottle, lumber dealers, $70,000.
Union Metal Company, metals, $30,000.
Lee Brothers, shoes, $10,000.
John M. Carrab, shoe springs, $8,000.
Chelsea Bottling Company, $8,000.
Harugarl Hall, $5,000.
Five tenement houses, $25,000.
Ten freight cars, B. & M. R. R., $25,000.

The fire started shortly before 8 a.m. 
in the box factory and while its early 
progress was slow enough to enable the 
500 persons in the building to escape 
easily, it was well under way by the time 
the local department arrived on the scene.

Unfortunately two of the local engines 
broke .down almost immediately and as 
the box factory proved good food for the 
flames, it became necessary to call again 
on the neighboring cities for help, and 
Boston, Everett and Revere responded.

A Boston engine, which arrived early 
on the scene, was soon overwhelmed by 
falling walls and nearly destroyed. The 
fire then broke its original bounds and, 
sweeping east and west along the tracks 
of the eastern division of the Boston and 
Maine R. R., enveloped the Lee Brothers 
shoe factory on the side, the lumber yard 
on the other, and then pushed along by 
a stiff breeze, extended to the other 
smaller factories and the tenements. An 
hour after the start it looked as if it 
would keep right on into the other fac­
tories which survived the April conflag­
ration and also into the residential dis­
trict beyond.

Fortunately the width of Everett ave­
nue on the north side, with vacant spaces 
on the opposite side to the fire, proved 
too great a space to leap over and passing 
the firemen on the other sides, the prog­
ress of the flames was stopped.

It cannot too often be said, 
also, that St. John harbor is safe and 
easy of access at all seasons, and that, 
though terminal facilities will cost money 
here as elsewhere, there is abundant room 
for deep water piers enough to accom­
modate a very great traffic.

onifi Coste, engineer of the public 
tvoi-ks department, Ottawa, who is at the 
Royal, in an interview Friday gave 
his opinion, after study of development 
of the harbors of Canada that on the 
Atlantic coast, St. John is the best point 
it which freight can be handled and he 
predicts a great futur^.

“I am here under orders of the minister 
of public works,” he said, “to advise with 
him as to how the harbor of St. John can 
be Enlarged and made one of the safest 
and most commodious ports on the Atlan­
tic coast. For years I have been greatly 
interested in the development of all the 
harbors of Canada—on the Georgian Bay, 
on the St. Lawrence, and on the Atlan­
tic coast. The result of my studies in 
this matter has led me to form the opin­
ion that it is not possible at any one 
point, either on the Georgian Bay or on 
the St. Lawrence, or pn the Atlantic 
coast, to create a large harbor which 
would have a monopoly of the trade, so 
that at the west end of the Great Lakes, 
Fort William and Port Arthur will in­
evitably share the immense traffic which 

) will be brought them by our three great 
railways, the Canadian Pacific Railway, 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway, and 
\he Canadian Northern Railway.

“At the east end of the lakes, Tiffin 
or Midland, Victoria, Collingwood, Parry 
Sound, Goderich, Key Inlet, Sarnia mil

filling the heart of the New England 
farmer, for a drought, which is pro­
nounced to be one of the severest, long- 
continued dry periods in many years, has 
spread itself over the New England states, 
causing suffering to people, cattle and 
crops throughout the country districts.

It was on August 26 that the last gen­
eral rainfall came to Mew England and 
since then, except for a few short local 
rainshowers, the drouth has continued 
unabated. In many places the wells are 
running dry and a very serious state of 
affairs confronts the farmers.

Grass and vegetation have suffered 
severely. Water ml the lakes has been 
receding at the rate of one inch a day. 
Numerous forest fires have started. Many 
mills have been crippled by the lack of 
water supply and others have been com­
pelled to shut down for a time entirely. 
In many places for two or three feet be­
low the surface there is not any moisture. 
Potatoes have been dug earlier than » 
the custom and are much smallet than n 
previous years. Country water basins 
have run dry and in many cases it has 
been necessary to carry water for house­
hold use two miles. Cattle have been 
suffering from lack of water and the milk 
supply is becoming limited.

There is a shortage of pasture feed, and 
an absence green feed and fodder for 
the cattle.

Except for the month of August the 
rainfall has been below normal this sum­
mer. According to the local weather 
bureau the rainfall was for May, 3.75; 
June, J.08; July, 3.17, and August, 4.35. 
The fall for the month of August 
somewhat above normal, but this was due 
to the tremendous downpour that was 
experienced all over New England, Aug­
ust 26, when the total fall for the day 
was 1.377. The correspondents connected 
with the weather bureau all report seri­
ous conditions throughout New England. 
They say that everywhere it is dry/-and 
dusty and that rain is greatly needed.

in New Hampshire the drouth is especi­
ally pronounced. Since the August rain­
storm there has been but one or two 
local showers and they were of short 
duration. All along the Ma coma Valley 
vegetation has been seriously affected. 
The water basih, which is the main water 
supply of Andover, ran dry a week or eo 
ago and since then some fifty families 
have been using the wells and nearby 
springs for their drinking water.

AlthouglT Massachusetts has not suf­
fered as much as the other Mew England 
states, tiie country districts are in need 
of water.

The situation in Maine appears more 
serious than any New England state. 
Land agent Edgar E. Ring has issued a 
proclamation on the seriousness of the 
situation in the Maine woods. He urged 
that the utmost precaution was impera­
tive regarding the building of fires by 
hunters and others. The Maine potato 
crop in many sections of the state has 
been affected by the drouth. Because of 
the scarcity of water digging commenced 
earlier than usual this season, and as a 
result the crop was not wholly uniform.

In Vermont conditions have become so 
bad that the mills have been seriously 
crippled, in many cases it became neces-

ity to close down and thus hundreds 
have been thrown out of employment.

For several days past, the water has 
been the lowest since 1881 in Lake Champ­
lain and steamers have discontinued 
touching at1 St. Albans bay. In the 
vicinity of Alburg Springs, farmers have 
been compelled to haul water for their 
cattle four miles.

The West Rutland reservoir is dry and 
a novel expedient has been resorted to. 
Seven hundred feet of rubber hose has 
been connected with a large spring and 
by means of a steam pump, the water has 
been forced through a hydrant into the 
village mains, thus supplying the house­
holders.

Smoke from the burning forests of 
Maine, Canada and northern New York 
hung over New England for the past 
week, obscuring the rays of the sun and 
threatening to rival the famous “yellow 
days” of 1881. As the result of the ex­
traordinary conditions, shipping all along 
the New England coast has been seriously 
hampered and in many cases steam and 
sailing vessels have been obliged to stop 
for hours off the coast, before they felt 
safe in entering a port. Marine observa­
tories at times have been able to look 
but half a mile out to sea. Several trans- 
Atlantic liner captains stated when they 
reached port that when they came writhin 
a hundred miles of the coast the veil of 
smoke was so dense that they thought a 
terrible city fire was raging somewhere 
in New England.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley replied to Premier 
Hazen’e challenge and stated, that the 
premier was deliberately keeping back 
from any attempt to disprove his charges 
until after the election, in order to preju­
dice the minister and the government he 
represented. He also referred to the 
purity declarations of the Conservatives, 
and recalled his Fairville speech of a year 
ago, in which he charged $25,000 had been 
spent by Conservatives in a county in 
this province. He also charged that 
Bayne, who was convicted in Colchester, 
had been employed in the last provincial 
election here.

The meeting was called for the forma­
tion of a young men’s club. The young 
men attended in large numbers and took 
an enthusiastic part in the proceedings. 
On motion of J. D. P. Lewin, W. E. 
Foster was elected chairman of the meet­
ing. R. J. Walsh was chosen secretary.

Mr. Foster said the time had arrived 
for young men to take an important part 
in the counsels of the party. There was 
plenty, of work to do as the election was 
not far off.

XV. J. Magee asked if any constitution 
of Liberal clubs was available.

Mr. Foster suggested the framing of a 
constitution should be left with a com­
mittee. The first thing to do was to form 
a club.

Ed ward1 Purchase moved that the Young 
Liberals Club of St. John be organized.

This was carried with enthusiasm, and 
John A. Barry moved that the chairman 
be authorized to appoint a committee of 
five to draw up a constitution. This wm 
carried.

A. XV. Adams thought it would be bet­
ter to have the appointment of the com­
mittee deferred until the membership roll 
had been signed.

XV. J. Mahoney was in favor of the 
committee proceeding to draw up the by­
laws, which would then be adopted.

At this point, John Keefe, chairman of 
the Liberal executive, rose to extend the 
greetings of the executive to the Young 
Liberals club. He and Mr. Sears had 
been named as a committee to assist the 
club by any means in their power and 
would be very glad to do so.

Dr. R. L. Robertson asked what was 
the definition of a young man and moved 
that there would be no age limit for ad­
mission to the club.

John A. Barry said that the motion 
was hardly in order as the meeting was 
hardly in a position to vote on the age 
question. Personally he was in favor of 
having an age limit. The club was for 
young men, to get them in line for the 
\Vork. There were numbers of young men 
who did not care which way they 
and it was the young men’s business to 
get alter these careless ones and bring 
them to the polls.

Mr. Keefe was heartily in favor of Mr. 
Barry’s suggestion. The club was for the 
young men and let them run it. Make 
the age limit as young as possible and 
have the boys come in at sixteen, have 
the club young not only in name but in 
sentiment and the young men should feel 
that they were a part of the Liberal 
party and as such have the best interests 
of Canada at heart.

T. Donovan thought the young men 
needed teachers. The old men had been 
through the fight and knew something of 
the tactics of the enemy. They knew 
from experience that the Conservative 
party would tight treacherously.

XV. J. Mahoney moved that a committee 
be appointed with three representatives 
from each ward to work in the interests 
of the club and secure members.

T. McA. Stewart suggested an âgé 
limit of 35 for the officers, with the ex­
ception^ of the president, who might be 
forty. *

Dr. A. D. Smith supported the idea that 
the young men should be left alone to 
condudf their own business.

J. D. P. Lewin thought the age limit 
should not conflict with the members of 
the Liberal executive becoming members 
of the association.

T. H. Esta brooks moved and A. XX7. 
Adams seconded a recommendation that 
the committee appointed to draw up tho 
by-laws be instructed to set an age limit.

Dr. E. J. Ryan said that if the older 
men came in the younger men would not 
attend and the club would not be a euc-

lacked weight and had relegated him to 
the interior.

A rather curious feature of the new

He 
thought Mr. Pender’s frank statements 
would be sufficient answer to the slanders 
for any fair-minded man who was dispos­
ed to treat public mèn as they chould be 
treated. The best test of Christianity 
was the doing things for other men. Mr. 
Pender’s religion might be like that of 
Jim Bludsoe, the hero of the Mississippi, 
who saved hundreds by giving his 
life. “Of course,” said the minister, 
“they don’t say anything about me, they 
always treat me fairly in the broad and 
Christian spirit. In a way I always feel 
sorry for them. They have tried so hard 
to destroy me politically during the last 
fifteen years and they have failed so ut­
terly. In my old constituency, where the 
people know me and I make my home I 
was always warmly upheld when I made 
my appeal and would have no fear of ap­
pealing to that electorate.”

Every effort was made to discredit nim 
after he had made that Fairville speech, 
he said, but lie was still on top. At the 
time he made his Fairville speech, Mr. 
Borden was going through the country 
crying out corruption and the accusation 
that the $25,000 came was rather a rude 
jolt. He was quite prepared to prove it, 
however, and he saw no harm in saying 
the money was spent in Mr. Powell’s con­
stituency.

Mr. Powell, when he went into the cam­
paign against Mr. Fielding in Queens- 
Shelburne, stated that he thanked God 
that he always spent his own money in 
elections. Yet it was developed in the 
trial of the election petition of Roche and 
Carney in Halifax that sums aggregating 
$25,000 had been paid to Mr. Powers 
partner at the Royal Bank of Canada, 
Montreal, a few weeks before the elec­
tion of 1904.

The speaker also referred to the Col­
chester disclosures, which* he said were de­
plorable. Those who had gone into the 
details of the last provincial election knew 
that there was a secret agency at work on 
behalf of the opposition, and he was told 
that the same Bayne, who was-in jail in 
Colchester, was at, cogent factor in the 
campaign of the opposition at the election 
in March last.

Hon. Mr. Pugsley' also spoke of attacks 
made on him at Ottawa and through the 
agency of the auditor and commission ap- 
pointèd by the provincial government. 
He also went fully into the question of 
his account with the province and said 
Mr. Hazen had deliberately refused to come 
terms while the election was pending, in 
order to discredit him in the eyes of the 
people. XVhen* he took office more than 
a year ago he determined to conduct his 
department in such a way that there could 
never be any reflection cast upon him, nor 
on the beloved premier. Had there been 
one single act which was open to criticism 
or which was not in the best interests of 
the country?

He was glad that, the Young Liberals 
club had been formed. The young men 
should be allowed to come in as early as 
possible. The young men should take 
more interest in the affairs of the country 
than the older. generation* for the coun­
try was theirs. There was much fur the 
young man to study in the record of the 
Liberal party since 1896, after twelve years 
of successful rule. It had remained for 
Sir Wilfrid. Laurier with his broad policy 
to make the country a nation in the eye 
of the world. The great western country 
bad the same wheat fields, the same rail­
road, and the same advantages, yet it lay 
dormant waiting for some master mind to 
waken it to life and progress, and the 
master mind was found in Hon. Clifford 
Sifton, the first minister of the interior. 
The foreign trade had doubled and, the 
post office department was transformed 
from a losing investment into a depart­
ment with a surplus of $1,000,000. Yet 
the surplus would not be hoarded up, but 
would be devoted to establishing a com­
plete system of free rural mail delivery 
all over the Dominion.

Dr. Pugsley also spoke of the tariff as 
the crowning achievement of the Liberal 
party.

In talk of scandals, he said, it was notice­
able that not a single cabinet minister 
since 1896 had been charged with any 
wrong doing. Mr. Pugsley referred par­
ticularly to the liodgins enquiry and the 
Saskatchewan Valley land deal, explaining 
each step in the transactions.

The speaker also referred to the public 
works being carried on in St. John, and 
said the city got no more than was right 
for it to receive in the interest of the 
whole country.

He closed with an eloquent eulogy of 
Sir XX7ilfrid Laurier.

The meeting closed with cheers for the 
candidates and the king.

The following is the expression of opin­
ion of the Pender employes to which Mr. 
Pender referred in his address:
To the Editor of The Telegraph—

Sir,---The assertion lias been made from 
the public platform that James Pender is 
not the friend of the working man. XXTe, 
the undersigned, flatly deny that state­
ment and would point out for the guid­
ance of our fellow workmen in this city 
the fact that during the past twenty 
years Mr. Pender has proven himself the 
friend of labor and the unswerving and 
outspoken advocate of everything pertain­
ing to the welfare of our city. XVe might 
also state that during this period the 
wages of the employes have never been 
reduced, but have been advanced, though-, 
occasionally it has been necessary to go 
on short time in order to keep stocks 
from accumulating.

XX’ith regard to his attitude re the 
Compensation Act, he could have no ob­
jection to an equitable arrangement, and 
so far as the James Pender Co., Ltd. is 
concerned, no matter how stringent in 
favor of the workmen it would not affect 
them for the whole plant is installed in 
such a way that accident is almost impos­
sible and could not occur through negli­
gence of the company. Nevertheless, they 
have always been willing to compensate 
any one who should meet with a serious 
accident, but such has not occurred dur­
ing the twenty years or more of the com­
pany’s existence.
