To Tobique Forks and Back—The
Trip on the Rail—Delay at Wood=
stock—Seven Miles by Steamer in

gne Day—Sleeping on the Cargo—
The Passengers Wade Ashoré and>
Hire Horses to Complete their
Journey.

Having . long heard of the beautiful
scenery on the Upper St. John and To-
bique: Rivers; of the wonderful fertility
of the soil and of the extraordinary stock
of trout in. the latter river, the writer de-
termined to spend a few days in a cruise
in that direction. Accordingly, throwing
the cares and labor of business aside for
the time being, he took the through train
for Woodstock en route for the Tobique.
The run to Woodstock was made in the
usual time and partook of much the same °
experience as falls to the ot of all travel-
lers over that route. The usual tedious
delay at McAdam,where travellers change
cars for St. Andrews, St. Stephen or
Woodstoek, is experienced.
dinner, however,at the Junction House,18
calculated to develop the best feelifig
and enable a man to overlook a delay that
an empty stomach would naturally rebel’
against. From the Junction to Wood-
stock the. route was entirely new to us,

| and, slthongh there is little in the scenery

or character of the country to interest,
yet the time passed pleasantly as we
studiéd the style and characters of our
fellow-travellers. - Burly lumbermen, six
feet to six feet three in their boots,"with
out shape or comeliness, yet possessing
gseat bone and muscle, true representa-
tives of that class whose lives are spent
in the woods and on the drives, cutting
and bringing to market the lumber for
which our Province is so celebrated and
on which our business prosperity so much
depends. . Good-natured fellows these
hardy limbermen are too; “rough, rude
angliiw,mamre," yet good natured withal,
and the stranger is favorably impressed
with their natural exuberance of spirits,
and never hesitates to engage in conveér-
sation with them or ask questions when
occasion offers. You meet many of these
men who have explored and lumbered on
most of the tributaries of the St. John
from the Oromocto to Quebec, and they
can give you more information oh‘the
character of the country, its agriculttral
gnd lumber resources, fishing grounds
and settlers than could be gathered from
years of reading-—in fact many of them
hayve penetrated where no newspaper men
Lor book makers have yet set their feet.

| We arrived in Woodstock on the eve of

Dominion Day and found that thriving
town all alive and filled with visitors whe
had come to witness the horse racing on
the following day. It is now too late to:
write in reference to the Woodstock Races
on Dominion Day; suffice it to say that
the  Woodstock Pleasure Grounds are
very niccly sitnated about half a mile

* | from the town, the track, a half mile one,

is good and on the day referred to wasin

splendid condition. The attendance was
large, representatives being present from
St. Stephen, Calais, Houlton, Presque
Isle and surrounding country, . from,
Tobigue to Fredericton. ]i;erything in
the shape of horse flesh

were in demand that morning, aud from
early dawn the continuous arrival of
teams bearing loads of fair country, belles
and their sun-burnt but warm-hearted and
honest looking beaux kept the little town
in a constant whirl of excitement. = The
week previous must have been a busy
one for the milliners and fair sex, gener-
ally, for such a display of new hats,
dresses and other fixings we never before
witnessed. The races were managed
sucéessfully, the judges were prompt in
the decisions, and the utmost good feel-
ing was manifested by the large con-
course of spectators present. Spirituous
liquors were prohibited from the grounds
and vieinity, and no intoxicated persons
were visible. The managers of Moose
Path Trotting Association might take a
lesson from Woodstock that would be
both profitable and creditable to them-
selves and their patrons. Unbappy is
the tourist who, anxious to proceed up
river, finds himself in' Woodstock on the
eve of a horse race. If the water is suf-
ficiently low, to excite a doubt abodt tbe
steamer being able to reach’'Graud Falls,
the probability is the attempt will not be
made, %the captain and crew will
spend thé Qay at the pleasure grounds.
If you book your name to' go by stage,
and go to bed under the impression that
the driver will call for you at 5 a. m., you
will be disappointed. You will after-
wards learn that all the stage horses on
the road have been withdrawn, while the,
boats make daily trips, and now it is im-
possible for the proprieter to supply
their places at a day’s notice, as all the
farmers and their hoys will go fto
the races and cannot spare their
nags. Tuesday evening the sports
are all over, and, although, the river has
not risen any, we leara that the boat w.ll
leave at seven for up river. Hastily bolt-
ing supper we grasp our b e and
rushfor the steamer Andover. A faint
sho¥v of smoke is issuing from the smoke
stack, steam is not yet generated in suf-
ficient quantity to warrant a_start; here
and there come a bevy of passengers
bearing their luggage ; between decks the
hands busily transfer freight from the
City, just arrived from Fredericton. In-
dications are that the start will be a late
one and as passengers arrive the captain
is anxiously interrogated as to “when he
will start,” and “how far he will go.”
Mungquart is finally promised and pas-
sengers are comparatively satisfled, as
teams can be readily obtained gt that
place, and the distance to the Tobique is
only sixteen miles. Finally the warps
are cast off, and the Andover slowly
steams up river.

The Salt Lake Journal says that recent
developments show beyond doubt that
an organized band of robbers are opera-
ting on theline of the Pacific Railway.

Death of an 01d Resident.
William Hewitt, Esq., who was, per®
haps; the oldest native born resident of
St. John, died at his residence this morn-
ing from the effects of a paralytic shock:

Festion 3—If, after the admission of Prince
Edward Islend into the Dominiop, there be
brou%ht from it into any other Province of
Canada, any article of cowmerce not veivg the
produce of the Island or of Canada, ard liable
duty of Cu-toms when imported into
Canada from any foréign_country, or any such
article proguced in the Island aud liable to a
duty of Exeise.if produced in Canada for con
sumption therein, then if such Canadian duty of
Customs or Kxcise be_greuter than the duty of
Customs or Exeise paid on such article in the
Island, the difference between the Cunadian
duty and the duty paid ia the Island, shall be
Y.ublo on sach article when brought from the
slaud to any other Prevince of Canada, and
such difference shall be collected under such
regulations as the Governor in Council .may
from time to time make in that behalf; and apy
such difference of duty, payable wi der thic
Section, spall be a duty of Customs within the
meaning of the Acts respec iog the Customs
he: eby extended to the said 1sland ali the vro
visions whereof (including those respecting
warehousinz) and the penalties for contraven-

* If the goods brought to your port are the pro-
