The Result of a Family Quarrel—A
Mother Murders her Child.

One of the saddest tales of blood ever
published comes from Cincinnati, Ohio.
Last Tuesday night Charles L. Perkins,
merchant, and his wife had a quarrel,
which was kept up all night, the cause of
which is kept concealed, and when he re
tarned from the store Wednesday he
found his child, a beautiful girl of three,
dead, and his wife unconscious.

Julia Perkins, the mother, who had so
cruelly murdered her child, made a sworn
statement before Coroner Maley and the
jury. She was very weak from the loss
of blood, while the gash in her throat
made it diflicult for her to converse much
ouder than a whisper. She appeared to
be perfectly composed, and to fully com-
prehend the atrocity of her crime. IHer
words were given, however, in a manner
indicating that, though she had partially
failed in her designs, she would finish the
work at the carlicst opportunity. She
commenced by stating that her maiden
name was Julia Snell; that she was
born in Weston, Missouri, and she would
be 28 years of age if she lived until
pnext May. She was married to Mr. Per-
kins five years ago, at Scville, Ohio. Her
childavould have been 8 years old if she
had lived until next December. In reply
to the question if she had any domestic
trouble, she replied that she had, or the
deed would not have been committed.
She said she had made up her mind to
die herself, and was determined that she
would not leave the child behind her.
She would not give the immediate cause
of the quarrel between herself and hus-
band, but said if he (Mr. Perkins) desired
to state the cause he could do so. The
quarrel had continued all night. Mrs.
Perkius, in her testimony, continued : i
attempted to kill the child in the night
with an old razor, but my husband pre-
.vented me. - This was about 4 o'cleck.”
The weapon with which the murder was
committed was a piece of glass
about four inches in length, of
angular shape, and two inches wide.
A small glass shade, about cight
inches in height and six in d ameter,
which covered a small clock, on the man-
tle, was broken by Mrs. Perkins,and with
one of the pieces she accomplished her
work. She waited until her husband and
Mr. Clare had lett the house. Mrs. Perk-
ins says she sent the colored servant
away, then locked the door of her room.
She then took the piece of glass and
called her darling to her side. She then
caught her In her arms and drew the
glass across her taroat, the child plead
ingly, erying: “Mamma, mamma, don’s
kill me.” After Mrs. Perkins had literally
sawed with the glass a gash about three
inches long in the child’s neck, she held
it tightly in her arms until it was
dead, aler which she prepared to
take her own life. Mrs. Perkins then
proceeded to say that she wanted to
make sure work, and before cutting her
own throat, she closed the room up
tigh'ly, and then turned on a full head ol
gas, without lighting it, hopiug that suf-
focation would speed the accomplishment
of her purpose. Everything being in
readiness, she lay dewn on the fioor,
beside the dead- child, and cut_her own
throat with the sume glass weapons. She
Says that after & time she felt a cold feel-
ing come over her, and supposed
it was the death chills—that she
Q%s really dying. She then took
tha dead child in her arms, and lay
doxﬁ% on the bed with it, where she wax
found, as-before stated. When asked i.
she did not want to get well, she replied,
“No, indeed, I do not; as soon as I have
an opportunity I intend to kill myself.
What have I to live for now? The quar-
rel between myself and husband has been
one dating back three years ov more. I
was tired of life.”- The foregoing con
tains all the points of Mrs. Perkias’s
statement. During her recital of the
dreadful events as they recurred to her
mind, she at times exhibited considerable
emotion and breathed very fast, as if in
terrible agony.

Comfort 1n Cottages.

Some little idea may be formed of the
domestic delights of the ‘‘English cot-
tager’s home” by studying the accourg
given to the Nantwich Rural Sanitary
Cemmittee by Mr. Davenport, who has
been engaged, as sanitary inspector, in a
tour of inspection of all the townships
comprised under the authority of the
board, of the condition of the cottages
and their inmates in the villages of Rid

ley and Buckley. Alluding to Ridley,
after describing many things impossible
to mention without exciting a fecling of
painful disgust, he gave an account of
the toll gate at that place ; and certainly
even those who ost strongly resent
payment of tolls must admit that the fate
of the toll gatherer is more than sufficient
retaliation for any inconvenieuce he has
inflicted on mankind.
in the house which opens is the windo'v
of the pantry,which adjoins the pigsty. Six
persons in this den are crammed into one
little bedroom without the slightest ven-
tilation, except that, to prevent suffoca-
tion, they have prudently knocked out: a
pane in the glass window. The toll-
gatherer is, however, not worse off than
his neighbors, for in Ridley the majority
of the inhabitants have but one bedroom,
and that of very small dimensions. The
room is generally taken out of the roof,
and it is often only possible to stand up-
right just in the centre.  When sickness
euters these coitages the sick and the well
have to lie together,and when death comes
the living and the dead have to repose Side
by side. ~ In one cottage Mr. Davenport
was informed that fiftcen children had

their father and mother eccupied one of
these places. During the wedded life of
the parents, they told him, four adalt

{ corpses had been laid out in that oune

rooun besides the bodies of several chil-
dren, the family sleeping in the samc
room; and the wonder and fear of the
children going = to bed at night
at the ‘“mystery,” from which they
were only sSeparated by a thinm.sheet,
was described to him, and may well be
imagined. At another house he found

nat eight haman beings -had slept in a
small room with & corpse. Families of
ten and more he had heard of as being
reared in small rooms like those he had
desciibed.  Mp. Davenport feels sure
these matters only require to be known
to be remedied, swhich shows that. Mr.
Davenpert is;.of a sanguine tempera-
wment.

Coudemned for Murder.

The trialof Jolin P. Phair for the mur-
det of Mrs. Fieese, in Rutland, Vt., ter-
minated om' Saturday in a manncr that
zoes to prove that murder will out.
Early oné morning in Junc last the resi-
dence of Mrs. Freese was found to beon
fire, and inthe ruins were subsequeutly
found the remains of Mrs. Freese, who,
it was soon ascertained, had been foully
murdered in her bed, and her lhouse set
on fire for the purpose of concealing
the crime. The limbs of the body
were burned off and nothing re-
mained but the blackened trunk.
She had reeived four stabs in the neck
and a gash across her throat. The ob-
ject of the murder appeared to be plunder,
as she was known to have had a large
amount ot money and some valuabl:
jeweclry and silver plate. None of the
plate or money could be found in the
ruins, and the fact of robbery as wfell as
murder and arson was fully cstubhsl!ed.
Suspicions were entertained against
several persous, and 8 reward of
$25,000 having been offered for the
arrest of the murderer, John P. Phair,
of Vergeunnes, was arrested. He had
been seen with the murdered woman a
number of times only a few days previous
to the murder, and other circumstances
as well pointed him out as the murderer.
Only circumstantial evidence could be
brought against him, but so powerfully
was this linked together that the jury re-
turned in about ten minutes with a vers
dict of murder in the first degree.  'The
prisoner gaye no evidence whatever of
emotion,

Three of the parties who, a short time
ago, broke open Watson & Russell’s shop
at Tobique and destroyed a quantity of
liquor and tinware, gave themselves up
to Mr. Justice Barnes on Monday last,
who boand them over to appear for ex-
amination on Friday. - On that day Jus-
tice Baraes, assisted by Justices Tibbitts,
Bartlett and Brit, held an examination,
Mr. Lugrin appearing on the part of the
prosecution. After the examinatien had
terminated the Justices, requiring time
to consider the propriety ot committing
them under the evidence, directed'the
constable to take charge of the parties,

which he did, and, when they got cut of

The parties, haying some
doubt about the Justices dismissing the
complaint, procured a horse and waggon
