POSTAL ACCOMMODATION.

DeAr EpiTors:—From time im-
memorial you have always exercised
a powerful inflaence in endeavoring
to obtain for the trequently imposed
North, those rights to which she is
most justly entitled. -But alas!
though justice demands these rights,
yet how frequently do we find a
whole section gf country suffering in
the greatest degree, through the
“ thoughtlessness” of those who wield
the sceptre. In this instance, I can
assure our magnater:that Derby, with
her thriving population, and the vil-
lages on the South West branch of
the noble Miramichi; are no excep-
tions to this rule.

Justice to all, and partiality towards
noune, should actuate our: postal au-
thorities, and incite within their souls
a spirit more noble and true. Not
only do we suffer in a financial point
of view, but the intelligence of our
country is retrograding instead of ad-
vancing. In this enlightened age it
should not be so, but nevertheless it
is. Papers, which should reach Der-
by the same day they arrive at New-
castle, are delayed at the latter place
from Monday till Thursday. Weekly
papers are the only ones of which we
think, but with a tri-weekly mail our
St. John papers would be more liber-
ally patronized.

Now, in some instances the news is
30 ““ stale” we have no desire to read
these Weeklies. Sirs, Iask the better
thinking Editors throughout our Pro-
vince and Dominion, if this is just or
equitable. I feel confident that they
will answer n0o; then I ask them to
advocate our cause, and endeavor to
obtain for a generous and intelligent
people a redress of their oft meditated
grievances.

Deprive a people of literature for a
length of time and they will become
despicable, degraded, and semi-bar-
barous. As learning was once con-
fined to the nobility and monasteries
alone, so at the present day are many
debarred from obtaining political and
general information; which alone can
animate the minds of men to ‘a proper
sense of duty respecting their coun-
try, Queen, and fellow-beings.

Not only are the people isolated
from the outer world ina literary
sense, but our business men are
suffering financially by ranning ; a
« private stage” between Derby and
Newcastle to post letters relative to
business. This is actually done by
our business men who feel the injas-
tice most bitterly. J. C. Miller,Esq.,
of the well known firm of Miller &
Co., has frequently to despatch letters
by sending a ‘‘ factory hand” or some
other responsible person to Newcastle
with his letters, in order that his
business may not be neglected, thus
incurring the oxpeuses ot a horse and
daily wages of the man.

Two mails per week necessitate
these gentlemen and others to trans-
act their business at the Newecastle
office, to do which a man, must be
taken from his regular employmeht
to do that which is devolving upon
the Government, viz.-—Carry ‘mail
matter between Derby and Newcastle.

Gentlemen, this is tyranny of the
worst description, and our Post Office
Inspector should be mindful in re-
moving such an annoyance. * Will he
kindly give it his disinterested atten-
tion, and appease the minds of a
wronged people by restoring the tri-
weekly mail between Newecastle'and
Fredericton.

Duar Sis:—Knowing the deep interest
you take in the welfare of our County, I
wish to inform your numerous readers the
position Kent stands in at present, and its
prospects for the fauture. You are well
aware that our importations in round num-
bers, amount to about $400,000.00, two-
thirds of which comes from the city of St,
John via Point du Chene and Weldford.
Four-fifths of the goods arriving by way of
Point du Chene, where they are shipped on
board of the packei, which conveys them
to Richibucto and Kingston, making a trip
a week if wind and weather permits. And
it often happens that goods ordered early in
the spring arrive before the packe: gets
there, these goods are tumbled into the
station house and when the packet arrives
perhaps she is not able to take them all and
it s0 happens that the first goods ordered
for immediate use are not received by the
merchant until late in the spring. Now I
am not finding any fault with the packet as
the owner does his best to forward the
goods as soon as possible; but what I do
find fault with is the mode of transporta-
tion. The business with St. John is on the
decrease, and likely to continue, as our
schooners are trading to Halifax, P. E.
Island and Quebec, giving our merchants a
good opportunity of importing directly;
and further, they are negotiating for one of
the Gulf Steamers to call here during the
summer, and will very likely succeed.
Therefore the merchants of St. John had
better bestir themselves or their business,
which amounts annually to about $270,000
with Kent will cease and become one of
the things of the past and that not through
any fault of theirs as the people of Kent
would much rather do business with them
than any others, but for the sole reason of
transportation.

The company asked what they required,
and were told a guarantee for the rails
from the Dominion Government. They
then got G. McLeod, Esq., M. P. P., to get
the guarantee and finally got sixty per cent.
of the total quantity required, with good
prospects for the balance. We then ap-
pesled to the Government. Once more
their answer was that they did not think it
expedient for them to-enter into any con-
tract with the Company at present. We
then set to work and secured the balance of
the rails from Messrs. Domville & Co., and
reported. We are now told to wait the
action of the House of Assembly.

Now, Mr. Editors, this is only a simple
statement of facts if I am rightly informed,
and you are well aware that our County has
been shamefully treated by being cut off
from all railway communication, and by
placing us in such a position that it takes
three days to get an answer by letter from
8t. John. Itis said by some of our lead-
ing men that when they ask any of the nine
Honorable M. P. P.’s, to assist us, the an-
swer is get clear of O’Leary and Johnston,
and then we will see what can be done,
forgetting tbat at the formation of the King
Government, that Kent stood nobly by
them. Where was Caie and Girouard?
Did they not vote for them ? And by their
vote some have held a good fat office ever
since. And what has the County received :
Nothing but insult added to injury. We

|ice, the Smelt Fishery has been very
{ largely pursued in several localities
| in the Northern Counties. The prin-
cipal of these are Richibucto, Cara-
quet, Bathurst, and several tributa-
ries of our own River, as Black Ri-
ver, Napan and Bartibog.

In Bathurst Harbor and the estua-
ries of Middle and Little Rivers,
the smelts. appear to be of a larger
size than in the other localities above

closing of the harbor by ice, large
quantities were taken by seine, and
also by hook amd line in the hands
of the poorer people, to whom this
mode of fishing furnished remunera-
tive employment. The formation of
ice prevented the use of seines, which
gave place to bag nets, by which
also large quantities have been and
still continune to be taken.

The former attain a
much larger size than the latter, and
|come into our rivers about the first
September to mature and deposit their
spawn. The latter do uot spawn un-

til April, May and June, accordine to I

[ locality ; in oar southern rivers and
sireams, they enter in the first named
month, appearing later as they come
further north. In our rivers they

| spawn about the last of May and in

{ all the month of June.

{ The *“silver back” smelt is the va-

| riety that farnishes the stock mnow

| being marketed, and as they are breed-
ing fish, all the fall growa ones being
full of well-developed spawn and milt,
| it becomes a serious question to what
extent it is prudent to destroy them.
| #f the present destruction of small fish
is allowed to go on at the same {ime
that the parent fish are killed in such
| vast nambers, ii is quite plain that the

{supply must decrease. It appears
| from Inspector Venning’s remarks at
| the Napan meeting that bag nets are
|illegal when they areused without
| license. At Bathurst and Napan a
very extensive business is being car-
{ried on by means of these nets, and
| we hope that the Department will not
[ cripple the trade by prohibiting them

}altogethcr. For prudential reasous it

(rood and wholsome restrictions often
result in permanent public good; and
although the persons directly interest-
ed in this fishery may view with dis-
favor any attempt to increase its future
value by present cartailment,
must be remnembered that we have
not only to deal with the present, bul
that it is also our daty to look well to
the conservation the interests: of
succeeding generations.

We understand that Inspecior Ven-
ning is about to confer with the De-
partment on this matter, and we have
no doubt that his representations will
have due weight with the Minister.—
At the same time we counsel modera-
tion in any steps the Government may
deem it necessary to take for the pre-
tection of this most important Fishery,

In this connection we must allude to
the great waste of the other variety of
—the ‘‘ black-back.” This fish,
as above stated, enters our waters in
spring, solely for the purpose of
spawning.

dnother Holoecawst.

BurxiNé oF THE CONVENT oOF ST.
EL1zABETH, JoLIETTE COUNTY, QUE-
BEC, ON CHRIsTMAS EVE.

Joliette, Dec. 26.—Last night, at
8.45, the Sister Superior of the Con-
vent of St. Elizabeth made her usual
visit through the whole convent, and
saw nor suspected nothing. There
was neither smoke nor smell to lead
any one to think of fire. All the com-
wunity was in bed, when, at 20 min-
utes past nine the whele convent was
in flames.

All that could be .done for all the
the persons in the counvent was to
hurry outside. The nuns as well
as tke children had only time
10 run out themselves without any
clothing of any kind. It is believed
that the fire originated between the
floors, but none could suspect the
cause. The building has been burn-
ing till this morning, and, actually
there still is much smoke coming out
from the ruins. The coroner called
for was just preparing to proceed
with the inquest at one o’clock when
the Reverend Sister Superior and
Sister Marie Ursule and another
were admitted at the presbytery
which is next to the convent. Thir-
teen persons are missing, and have
perished iu the conflagration.—
Nothing atall was saved. The village
of St.” Elizabeth eontains about 25
houses and no fire apparatus of any
kind. When the fire broke out and
it was perceived it could not be stop-
ped, all that could be done was to save
the neighbouring buildings. For a
distance ot about five or six acres
on the road cinders are to be found
Iying on the snow. At one o’clock
cight bodies had been found and taken
from the ruins. “ They were all burnt
to cinders. . Some of the parents of
thiese poor children were on the spot
and were to be seen crying and look-
ing for their remains seeking to re-
cognize them by the pieces of linen or
cloth founnd on them orotherwise.

Lt is said that Elizabeth Gravel, one
of the victims, was- soon out of the
convent last night, but that she went
back into it, either to save somebody
or some of her things, apparently ex-
pecting to have time to come out safe,
and that she could not return. The
three Lavallee girls belong to three
brothers. The Sister Superior it ap-
pears was persistent in remaining in
the convent to save the children, and
at last escaped with great difficuity.
Che victims are supposed to have been
burnt in the stairs while running
away, or suffocated in the bed rooms.

Horrible Railway Disaster.

NEW York, Dkc. 80.—There was a
shocking railway disaster near Ash-
tabula, Ohio, on Lake Shore road
train bound West last night. A heavy
passenger train, drawn by two engines
broke throngh a bridge, precipitating
it into the creek below, seventy-five
feet. The cars were all on fire.—
Estimated that one third of the passen-
gers, or about sixty in all, are either
drowned, frozen, or burned to death,
and fifty-two are wounded. Terrific
suow storm and cold weather prevail-
ing rendering assistance and the ob-
taining of the details of the disaster
difficalt. The train is-known as_the
Pacific Express.

_The details of the Ashtabula R. R.
disaster fully confirm the first report
of the ealamity. The bridge . was of
iron, 150 feet span, crossing the ‘Ash-
tabula Creck, 69 feet below, thickly
iced. The leading engine had crossed,
and the second engine with eleven
cars fell with the bridge into the gulf.
The wreck immediately took fire.—
The train carried 165 passengers,—
Less than eighty survivors are ac-
counted for; most ot them injured.—
The dead are most unrecognizable.—
Probably eighty are dead. The cause
1s attributed to the effect of frost in
the iron. 4

CINCINNATI, Dec. 20.—The Commercial’s

special from Cleveland says the killed can-
not number less than 100 and may reach 120,
as only 54 out of 170 or 174 passengers have
been found. -Rev. A. A. Washburn, Rector
of Grace Church, Cleveland, is among the
lost. .30 of the wounded have been brought
to this city, and distributed among the hos-
pitals.  The mails and bazgage have all been
lost.  Most of the dead seem to have been
from New York, New England and Tllinois.
The majority of the bodies were reduced to
ashes.  Those which are in any degree pre-
served were saved from being entirely burn-
ed by the water. The engine lies completely
wrecked with wheels uppermost at the bot-
tom of the ravine. The wreck will not be
cleared before Sunday night.
_NEW York, Jan. 1.—Additional details of
Friday’s disaster at Ashtabula, Ohio. disclose
a loss of lite of one hundred, and upwards of
SIXty wounded. Several Eastern people are
among the victims,

Fmportance of Protecting
JManure.

The practice of keeping barnyard
manure sheltered from the weather
is continually gaining in favor with
farmers. To accomplish this object
successfully, covered sheds are found
indispensable. In England this plan
i very widely practiced. The ani-
mals are fed and littered in covered
stalls in which the manure accumu-
lates throughout an entire season.—
These stalls, ten feet square, are
placed in a shed of \any desired
leugth, open at each end, but when
occénpied closed by doors. Thestalls |
areé separated by movable bars, so
that when they are taken down, a
waggon can be driven through the
shed to remove the ‘manure. The
floors of the stalls are sunk about 3
feet below the level of the ground, |
and the cattle are not taken out until
they are sold or slanghtered. Daring |
this time the manure accumulates,
mingled with litter cut to the length
of & few ‘inches. - As it is trodden
"down closely the air does not gain |
access, and consequently it does not |
heat. It decomposes gradually, be-
ing kept moist by the liquids dis-
charged. All the fertilizing ele-
ments are thus preserved without loss

from washing or evaporation.

The cattle fed in this way are not
only fed with economy, but are main-
fained in good health. They are
daily carded, and kept clean, and be-
ing supplied with water, manifest en-
tire contentment. - The increased
value of the manure by this plan has
been repeatedly proved. The experi-
ments of Lord Kennaird, showed a
result in wheat equal to 55 bushels
per acre with manure thus protected,
-against 42 bushels with common
barayerd dang ; and in potatoes the |
yiéld per acre was 471 bushels with |
protected manure, against 297 bush.
with the nsual kind. These results
clearly show that the gain in manure

by this method is much more than
stfficient to counterbalance the extra
cost.—Christian Union.

Fattening JAnimats.

A very common error among
farmers; which needs correction, is |
the opinion that animals may be fat- |
tened in a few weeks, and fitted for |
market, by heavy feeding, or as it is|
termed, by pushing. Many farmers

‘@0 not think of beginning to fatten |

their hogs or cattle for early winter |
market until awtumn has actually |
commenced. Their food is then|
saddenly echanged, and they are|
doged with large quantities of grain |
or meal. This sudden change often
deranges the system, and it is fre- |
quently some time before they re-|
cover from 'it."  From observation |
and inquiry we find that the most|
fol. managers adopt a- very |

f t course. They feed moder-
afely with great regularity, and for
8 longer period. The most success-
ful perk-raiser that we have met
with commences the fattening of his |
inefor the winter market early |
the preceeding Spring. In fact|
hie keeps his swine in a good grow- |
