MORE COSTLY THAN GOLD.

Fully ninety-nine persons in every 
hundred, if asked to name the precious 
metals, would mention gold at first, 
platinum as second, and silver as third. 
If asked to name others a few might add 
nickel to the list. Let us see hoav near 
to the truth they avould be. Gold is 
avortli about $240 a pound, troy ; platinum 
$130, and sila-i-r about $12. Nickel 
would be quoted at about sixty cents.

We will now compare these prices with 
those of the rarer and less well-kno^u 
of the metals. To take them in 
alphabetical order,barium sells for $97."> 
a pound, when it sells at all, and calcium 
is worth $1,800 a pound. Cerinni is a 
shade higher—its cost is $160 an ounce, 
or $1,920 a pound.

These begin to took like fabulous 
prices, but they do not reach the highest 
point ; chromium brings $200, cobalt 
fallsto about half the price of silver, while 
didyimum is the same price as cerium 
and cerium $10 cheaper on the ounce 
than calcium, or just $1,G80 a pound.

If the wealth of the Vanderbilts he not 
over-estimated, it an mounts to nearly 
$200,000,000. With this sum they could 
purchase 312 tons of gold and have some­
thing left over, hut they couldn’t buy 
two tons of gallium, that rare rne'al be­
ing aa-oith $3,2.70 an ounce. With this 
metal the highest price is reached, and it" 
may well he called the rarest and most 
precious of metals.

Glncinnm is avorth $250 an ounce : 
indium, $150 ; minium, $658 a pound ; 
lanthanium, $175, and lithium $160 an 
oz. Niobium costs $128 an nz.; asniium, 
pal ad i ii m platmm and rhodium bring 
respectively, $640, $400, $130 and $512 
a pound. Stroninm costs $128 an ounce; 
tintium, $144 ; tellurium, $9 ; thorium, 
$272 : vanadium, $320 ; vitrium $144, 
and zirconium, $250 an ounce.

Thus aa-e see that the commonly re­
ceived opinion as to what are Hie most 
precious metals is quite erroneous. Bar­
ium is more than four limes as valuable 
as gold, and gallium move than 162 times 
as costly, while many cf the metals are 
tavice and thrice as valuable.

The only persons avlio should 
he exempt from these taxes are those 
who aie lighting the traffic to the death, 
and haa-e no faith in any proposed rem­
edy except prohibition.

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An Alien Winter Fort.

In spite of meetings with and represen­
tations of members of Boards of Trade to 
the government it appears to be a fact 
that Portland, Maine, in the United 
States, is to be the winter port for 
Canada, and Canadian money is to be 
used to forward the interest of a city in 
a foreign country. It appears to he a 
fact that the people's money is used to 
subsidize a line of steamers to carry 
mails from Great Britain to Canada, but 
that the regulations for so doing are 
made by the company having the con­
tract, and solely iu its own interest, 
and contrary to the best interests of the 
country whose money it is eager to get 
while doing as little as possible to earn it 
Of what use is the expenditure of scores 
of millions of dollars to build railways 
to give rapid through connection when 
a contracting company is allowed by the 
terms of Bs contract to land the mails 
where it pleases and ignore the facilities 
provided for such cases.

As we stated a week or two ago, the 
principle is wrong, a company subsi­
dized to carry Canadian mails should be

conversion are secured in our Sunday 
schools ! and yet not one-third of our 
church members are engaged in culti­
vating this vineyard of amazing fruit­
fulness.

These longed-for additions to 
church membership could be quickly
obtained* and through general partiel-

be found supporting any party whicn 
will promise to make the needed changes 
in the contract for carrying the mails to 
and from Great Britain.

In this connection we notice that a 
steamboat company has been organized 
in Halifax lor tÿe purpose of running a 
line of steameÀ between Liverpool and 
London and Halifax, and the steamships 
Uinnda aud Barcelona are to be placed 
at once on the route. Good freights 
have already been offered and trips are 
expected to be made every three weeks. 
These steamers will be mnnned and 
officered entirely by Halifax men. If 
capitalists in St. John would follow the 
example of those in Halifax and put too 
steamers on the route, running alternate­
ly with those for Halifax, but making 
St. John their terminal port then a 
fortinghtly service could easily be man­
aged and barring accidents In a year or 
so other vessels might be pat on so that 
a weekly service might be bad alternate­
ly to Haiiifax and St. John, and we do 
not see why the government should not 
subsidze such a line to carry the mails 
Then even if the service was a little 
slower than the present one, the people’s 
money would not be used to benefit an 
alien port and city at the expense of 
its own.

The S. S. teachers and workers 
the Parish of Chatham will meet 
convention in St. Andrew’s S. S. Hall, 
Chatham, on to-morrow evening, 26th 
inst., at 7 o’clock, for the purpose of 
forming a Parish S. S. Association, 
auxiliary to the County Association, and 
for the discussion of topics and mat 
ters relating to S. S. work. The meet­
ings of the proposed Association are 
Intended to be held quarterly and in 
the evenings, so as to make this a 
working Sunday-School organization 
within the reach of every teacher in the 
parish. Every S. S. teacher and 
worker will, by virtue of their office, 
be a member of the Association and 
entitled to attend and take part in the 
proceedings of the quarterly conven­
tions. Papers will be prepared, address­
es given, and free discussion had, on 
topics of common interest to Sunday- 
school workers of all denominations,

‘ The Sunday School is not the chil­
dren’s Church. It is not a human con 
trivance of certain enthusiasts to do i 
class of self-imposed labor, but the 
most important part of the work the 
church of God has to do in the world. 
The Sunday-School is a part of every 
pastor’s pulpit, and the part too, if his 
leading purpose is to save souls, in 
which he can be most influential. Thu 
Sunday School is the standing revival 
field of the church. The Sunday morn­
ing congregation contains scarcely any 
evangelistic material. Almost all pre­
sent at that service claim to be 
Christians, and are church members, or 
they are persons so inured to gospel 
themes and appeals as to constitute 
them almost next to hopeless cases. 
Not once in a hundred sermons deliver­
ed on Sunday mornings is a convert 
secured, and largely because there is 
nothing present to convert. Not so in 
Sunday-School. God s providence has 
brought together, and committed to his 
church, a large congregation of un­
evangelized and easily impressed per­
sons. They come voluntarily, and by 
their presence say to the church, ‘ Here 
we are ; do with us as seemeth good in 
thy sight.’

‘ The church has no other opportunity 
approaching this in richness. Not less 
than seventy five per cent, of all that

Bestigroucho 6 Victoria Colonization 
Railway-

Two or three weeks ago a meeting of 
those interested was held in Campbellton 
in the interest of this line but we have 
heard but little as to what was done at 
this meeting. Mr. Robert Miller, of Ee] 
River Crossing, Restlgouche, a firm 
believer In this line and whose letters in 
reference thereto have been read with 
interest, makes what we consider a valu­
able suggestion in reference to this line, 
and one which would in the meantime 
save the construction of about twenty 
miles and giving connection with the 
Intercolonial atMetapedia bridge. The 
link between Barry’s Brook and EM 
River could wait for a year or two, but 
must eventually be built for colonization 
purposes as It would run through fine 
tracts of land. This line of railway has 
long oeen talked of, and we hope that its 
great prospects will induce the dominion 
and local governments to subsidize it. 
Our correspondent says—If the company 
would build this railway from the mouth 
of Barry’s Brook down the Upsalquitch 
River to the Metapedia bridge to con­
nect with the I. C. H and the Bay 
Chaleur Railway it would be a great 
saving to the company. This line would 
be much shorter than via Tide Uead. 
The Upsalquich via route being the 
shortest and the bridge at Metapedia 
being already built would make the 
necessary connection for the main line 
between Bangor and Gaspe. There are 
facilities enough along the whole l<ne to 
make it a paying investment from the 
start. The facilities for farming, lum­
bering, milling, mining and flsning are 
immense. Also it would be a through 
line, Gaspe being a first class harbor for 
at least nine months in the year. The 
owners of large steamships could make 

| it a port of call to and from Europe. 
Distance from Metapedia to Bangor is 
about two hundred and forty miles, and 
from Metapedia to Gaspe about one 
hundred and sixty miles, distance over 
the whole line about four hundred miles. 
On this long line tnere would be thous­
ands of new comers who would settle 
all along there and help build np a good 
traffic. Factories of all kinds would 
pring up like magic along the whole 

line from Bangor to Gaspe. The bridge 
at Campbellton would not be required, 
and the Upsalquitch river route being the 
shortest would be a saving to the com­
pany of about five hundred thousand 
dollars. Next winter we expect to get a 
grant from our M. P. P., for a coloniza­
tion railway from the mouth of Barry’s 
brook, coming east to Eel river station 
a distance of about thirty miles which 
would open up a fine country for settle­
ment. The sooner It comes the better 
for all.

1883, the value of canned fi«h was $3,147' 
000. In 1890, tne value was reduced in 
consequence of the lack of fish, to $2,200, 
000. Thi- is owing to the fact that the 
most exhausting methods of captuiu are 
adopted. In 1890, there were 105 fixed 
nets so constructed that hut few fish 
could escape them. They were set in 
the estuary anl occupied several square 
miles of fishing ground. Wheel ti-diing 
is adopted far up the river. On tile rim 
or periphery of the wheel, scap nets of 
wire are placed so as to scoop up the fish, 
and are so constructed as to lead the fish 
to troughs extending to a trap. So des 
tructive are tlv-y that not a li.-li 
They literally pump the fi-h out 
liver. As a consequence, I lie TïïTTûstry 
lias declined about one-third since the 
height in 1883, ami the State govern­
ments do nbt properly inteifere.

A protective union liai been formed, 
whose object is to secure legislation by 
which fixed nets and wheels shall lie re­
moved, and such mo- lies adopted that 
the salmon -lndij - , like the buffalo, 
become an extinu, race. The union is 
striving to procure besides such restric­
tions and protection as aie needed for 
the establishment of hatcheries that will 
produce 30,000,000 fry every year, and 
thus keep alive the industry by which 
the whole country and foreign nations 
will he supplied with a valuable food 
fish.

But few persons are aware of the 
magnitude of the salmon industry ori 
the Pacific coast. There arc twenty-four 
canning establishments on the Columbia 
River, ten on the Oregon coast, îmie 
in California and thirty-six in Alaska 
There are alsc thirty canneries located 
in British Columoia.

Oar inland creeks and river- 
that once afforded large nunrbeis are now 
barren, because of dams that shut tile 
salmon from their spawning grounds 
and also the deposits of chemicals from 
factories located on the streams.

The sea, which furnishes the fool with 
out man’s help, shonld be utilized by 
protection and hatcheries. No food can 
be obtained more cheaply than that fur­
nished by the sea, which c wets two thirds 
of the earth's surface. It should be re 
remembered that dominion was given to 
man over the fish of the s<\i as well as 
over the beoa s of the fiel 4 and V e fowls 
of the air. The department of the sea 
has been neglected too long, and the 
attention of individuals and of the gov 
erment is being called to the matter, 
which should be diligently heeded.—77k 
Fishing Gazette.

RUINING A SPLENDID CROP.

RICH HAUL IN THE GULF.

A Schooner Load of Contraband 
Whiskey Worth $30,000, Captured 

by Excise Officers.
Quebbc, Nov. 17.—The rumor about 

the Dauntless having a Irtish with a 
smuggler turns out to be true. The 
Dauntless has arrived iu port with the 
schooner Marie Rose, Capt. Dufonr, from 
St. Pierre, Miquelon filled with whiskey, 
brandy, rum, gin, cigars, valued at abuut 
$300,000. The vessel was captured at 
Green island on Sunday night This 
morning a gang of men commenced 
to unload her at the custom house. She 
cairies 175 forty-gallon barrels of Boston 
distilled alcohol, marked 1 T. S. Simpson;’ 
10 fifty-gallon barrels with the same 
mark, 10 ten-gallon barrels of John 
De[Kuyper gin, 25 bat rels of five gallons 
each of DeKuvper, about 125 cases of 
De Kuyper, about 100 cases of biandy, 
some wine and a quantity of cigars. 
The captain of the schooner, whose name 
is Dulour, has long been known to the 
Excise ard Customs department as a 
veteran smuggler, hut the Marie Rose 
was never captured before. She was 
bound for Isle aux Coudres, a haven of 
smugglers, but she made one trip too 
many. Stevedores who saw the Marie 
Rose this morning say that she never came 
from St. Pierre, Miquelon, inasmuch rs 
her cargo was not stowed properly or in 
any way tightened. The general sur­
mise is that the schooner was met some- 
whete far down the St. Lawrence and 
her cargo placed on board of her. Be­
sides, the liquors are all American and 
St. Pieire is only made a blind for a 
clearance.

Snow and ice Cover Thousands of

Michigan City, N. D., Nov. 17.— 

Fully 12,000 acres of grain are still 
standing iu shocks in this (Nelson) 
county, covered with ice and snow to a 
depth of three inches.

The tlueihing machines and crews 
that cams from the South are now pull 
ing out, leaving the farmers in very bad 
shapé indeed. Very little, if any, col­
lecting lias been done, as the farmer- 
have not had time lo haul their grain.

Marofolic, N. D., Nov. 17.—About 
three-fourths of the heavy wheat crop 
of this part of North Dacota is 
snowed under. Two inches cf snow fell 
Wednesday and eight yesterday, and a 
strong wind distributed it so that it is 
driven into the shocks at just the time 
of the year it generally freezes here so 
hard that the sun fails to wholly re­
move the frost again till spring. It is 
pro liable, therefore, that one- quarter of 
our Splendid wheat crop is destroyed.

Whatever of it goes over unthraslred 
till the spring cannot fail to be ruined 
for any purpose except for pig feed 
Some farmers have 100 to 100 acres out 
yet. Some oi it is high grade.

The rains hive been unu-ually trying 
on wheat stacks this year, iu some iu 
stances wetting them to the ground.

St. Paul Minn., Nov. 19.—Three 
children of Andrew Geilick, living near 
New Brighton, te"n miles from here, 
were attacked and devoured by wolves 
yesterday.

Anaconda, Mont., Nov. 19.—Labor 
organization in Butte, Missoula, Great 
Falls and other cities of Montana have 
commenced a strong crusade against the 
Chinese. They will boycott all mer­
chants" and other business people who 
employ Chinese in any way.

A Nashville, Tenn., despatch, Nov 
10th, say s; 1 The people here are crying 
for water. The inhabitants on the out­
skirts of the city are in a pitiable state.

Water, water, Oh God, give us water!’ 
shouted 200 women who huddled around 
a small spring y'estei’day in " West Nash­
ville. Nothing like it lias ever been ex­
perienced in the south before.’

Conkunq, N. 1)., Nov. 17.—The sec­
ond storm of the season struck McLean 
county on Saturday. A strong north- 
we-t wind accompanied by rain, that 
soon change 1 to snow, has prevailed 
for two days and night. It now looks 
as though 40 per ecu , of the wheat ot 
this county would stand in the stack 
all winter.

Washington Noy. 23 —The collector 
of customs at Gloucester, Mass., lias been 
instructed to treat fish tiken on boaid 
American schooners from nets of natives 
off the coast of New Brunswick and salt­
ed on the voyage home the same as if 
the fish had been purclused on shore, 
leaving importers the right ef appeal if 
dissatisfied with his decision.

St. Paul, Minn., Nov. 20.— The winter 
carnival committee of the chamber of 
commerce has reported unanimously that 
inasmuch as a palace of ice gives the rest 
of the world the impression that this is 
the coldest place on earth it is time to 
quit building them and go to work to 
secure more immigration. It was decid­
ed to have a quiet celebration of the 
city’s 50th anniversary' without any ice 
pal .cc.

New York, Nov. 17.—Several credi­
tors and stockholders in the New York, 
Maine and New Brunswick Steamship 
company yesterday applied to Justice 
Pratt, in Brookly n for the appointment 
of a receiver for the company. Tl.o 
company was organized in 18S9 with a 
capital stock of @509,000. Thomas M. 
Bartlett of the failed firm of F. H. Smith. 
& Co. ship brokers, is the president of 
Co. The plaintiffs claim the company 
is insolent. Justive Pratt appointed E. 
B. Bartlett receiver and granted an 
order restraining creditors from bring­
ing actions against the company.

In about an hour the firemen by hard 
work had the file under control, anil at 
about 2 o’clock the tire was completely 
extinguished. The company had 75 tons 
ol coal stored in the building at the time, 
wliitih were badly damaged. The safe 
and all the office furniture were saved. 
The origin oi the fire is a mystery as 
O'Brien said that he left no lights burn­
ing in the engine room or buildings and 
thinks that it must have caught some 
way from the furnace. The buildings 
were altogether about 200x85 feet and 
were built only a few years ago.

Soft coal will increase 25 to 50 
cents a ton this week.

The Louisiana Tottery is offering a 
desperate resistance to the attempt which 
is being made to terminate its existence.

New Orleans is to get each year $250,-

Girls, if you feel the need of 
regular health-giving exercise, you 
will find nothing better than 
swinging the Indian clubs. Many 
who cannot afford a tricycle or a 
pony, or who do not live near a 
good gymnasium, are trying to 
find a substitute for these favorite 
aids to good health. And to 
these the clubs offer the means 
for delightful exercise and amuse­
ment, and one whose price comes 
within the limits of the scantiest 
purse. Indian clubs have long 
been used by professional trainers 
and the gymnasts of all the col­
leges, but it is a novelty to see 
them in the hands of girls.

They may be used in classes, 
accompanied by music, or alone in 
the privacy of the home. The 
former method is, of course, the 
most pleasant, as there is always a 
charm in work or play where 
others share it. A teacher of 
gymnastics in one of our charit­
able institutions thus describes 
her exercises in classes :

‘ We meet once every day, and 
swing the clubs for one hour, 
keeping time to the music of the 
piano. Our idea is not so much to 
develop muscle in excess, as to 
gain elasticity of the muscle and 
suppleness of motion. Thus we 
cause the heart to beat full and 
strong, and at the same time in­
duce free respiration and the full­
est expansion of the lungs, such 
as would be impossible to obtain 
in any other way. In the sweep­
ing curves, with the arms extend­
ed at full length, the pectoral 
muscles lift the ribs upward and 
carry them outward, allowing free 
entrance of fresh air into the 
apices of the lungs. More than 
half the people never take a really 
full breath; that is, they never fill 
the lungs entirely and completely 
with fresh air, partly from negli­
gence, and partly because of some 
impediment in the fit of the cloth­
ing.’

If these exercises are taken just 
before an evening of study or 
other mental work, they will aid 
wonderfully in making the task a 
pleasure. If one has taken cold, 

is suffering from indigestion, 
there is no better way to stir up 
the blood, or ‘ swing off the 
trouble, than the graceful Indian- 
club exercise.

These clubs can be bought in 
almost any large "town, costing 
from fifty cents to one dollar oi 
more the pair, depending upon the 
weight and the finish. For girl 
the proper weight is one and a half 
or two pounds. It is best to start 
with'ajighfcliib, and’as the mus 
des grow strong "changé the 
weight accordingly. They can be 
made at almost any carpenter's 
shop, so that no one need be with­
out them on account of living in 
the country.

In swinging the club, almost any 
dress may be worn if it be loose 
enough. Of course the girl who 
wears corsets will not care to prac 
tise gymnastics. A loose blouse 
waist and plain skirt, such as is 
usually worn for lawn-tennis, is 
the very best style of dress for all 
physical exercise.

At first the unusual strain will 
make the muscles sore and per­
haps blister the hands; but these 
troubles are soon over, and the 
club swinging becomes an unmix­
ed pleasure as well as benefit.

A physician, in recommending 
it, says: ‘ Those with weak lungs 
should begin with gentle" move­
ments, and gradually increase. 
Do not practise until you are tired 
out, for then much of the good 
will be lost. Any one who will 
take up this exercise, judiciously 
practising every day in a well-

entilatcd room, or out-of-doors 
when the weather will permit, 
will certainly find beneficial re­
sults. As a physician, I recom­
mend it, because it is much more 
enjoyable, and more cheaper than 
taking medicine.’

THE WINDOW GARDEN.

If you have a bay win lo v rip up 
the carpet or oil clollr and have the 
floor cover- d with galvanized iron or 
zinc with a Cm an inch high a 1 
round ; then you car give ‘ your 
flow its a semi-weekly shower ha'lr 
without much trouble.

The air is, in most cases, far too 
dry for plan's or peep'e. This can 
he easily tenedied ny keeping i. 
dish of some to.t flihii with want 
upon a hot part of the s ove w >. ie 
it will a'mo t boil. Staves d Her, 
Dut you c m have a dish titled to 
yours by the tinsmiths, and by all 
means don’t fail to have it, especially 
if you have roses. Speaking of roses 
rem mis r ne of two of three rca one 
why most pcop'e fail wnh roses in 
the house. Iu the first place th v 
fail to keep the air moist and tbu- 
give a standing invitation to tha' 
deadly enemy, the red spider. Next, 
the temperature of most living rooms 
in w inter is kept a rout 80 ° tc o, 
high for the people, and 153 l , 
20° loo high fur'hu prints, another 
invitation to the red s; ider.

Don’t keep y our room so hot, and 
if your plants must, from the size 
or shape of your room, stand 
near the stove, make a light frame 
of wood with legs that will hold it 
up edgewise and cover it with some 
neat pattern of wall paper, put lug 
a border around tue edge. This 
will make a light, neat lire screen 
wh ch will keep your prints four 
cocking, aud, if well male, be an 
ornament besides.

If you cm give your roses a 
window in some 4'oorj -that has no 
"tove in it, yet which does not freeze 
'hey wrll do far better, and an oeca- 
siona lslight frost will do them lar 
less injury than continual dry treat. 
If you are forced to keep your plants 
where they are likely to freeze, keep 
‘fishes of water among the pots. 
These wifi help to moisten the air 
aud lessen the chance of freezing, 
and do not forget that the nearer 
the floor your plants are the more 
likely they are to freeze.

This is good time to carefully note 
ail plan s as need repotting, and do 
it now, while the plants can be left 
outside for a few days after the 
operation, to recover, aud while soil 
lor the purpose is readily obtained. 
It would not be a bad idsa, if you 
have many plants, to slow a barrel 
of well prepared soil in the cellar 
where it will be handy for early 
spring seed pans or for any repot, 
ting during the winter.

There is a little knack about re­
potting plants. If you wish to shift 
io a pot of larger size, especially il 
i is a ; lant that does not take kindly 
to disturbance at the roots, fill the 
new pot with soil far enough up to 
make the difference in depth between 
it and the old or.rq allowing for any 
drainage material there may be in 
the old pot, which will, ol" course.
